Construction
season in Novi
hits full swing

Anyane who has  lived in

Michlgan for awhile knows there
are five seasons in our slate - fall,
winler, spring,  summer arnd
Construction,

And with the number of orange
barrels springing up o Novi, Il s
clear 10 see we are In that Rl sea-
$01L,

Alihough some may feel it 1s a
pain. others welcome the disnup-
tion in their driving roulines,
thinking only of smether travels
ahead.

City officials and residents have
made impraving Novi's roads a pri-
ority. In 2000, an $18.395 millien
road bond issue recetved a 60 per-
cenl voler approval. The city sold
the first S10 milllon of bonds,
implementing Novi's Road Bond
Program in January 2001,

One of the major arcas identified
was nelghborhood streels, ss §5.4
million of the 2000 bond Issuc was
allocated for the
Nelghborhood /Subdivision Street
Improvements infliative.

The mult-year program allo-
cates $1.08 miillion a year for five
years lowards expanded neighbor-
hood pavenment and resurfacing.
An additional 800,000 of funding
for this year's projects will corne
from Novi's Major Street Fund.

All neighborhood streels sched-
uled for consiruction this year
received & “poor” or "very peor” rat-
Ing fran the city's Paverment Surfice
Evaluation and Rating Syslem.

The next $1,035 million dollars
was ecarmarked by cllicials for the
Intersection Salety and Capacity
Imiprovements inltialive,

The decisfon was not supperied
by Novi Cily Councilwotian Laura
Lorenzo and Novi Mayvor Pro-Tem
Michelle Bononi.

*1 regretfully will not be able lo
support the moilon,” Lorenzo said
during the meeting.

Lorenzo's decision was based on
her beliel Lhe city's contracl bitlding
process is
awed and does
net provide a
level  piaying
field for compet-
ftive bidders.

“It lacks credi-
bility,” she said.
“Imr very disap-
poinied. I'm not
proud of this
warle product.”

Borioni's nay
siemmed from her dissaiisfaction
with the Village Oaks.

“They should cogie down below
their hairline,” “Brandon sald.
“Parents are nol always totally
aware elther of proper salety tech-
nigues and fitting of the helmels.”

1L eowld be bullt with Wixom
Park and Reerealien {unds.

Rich Ziegler, council memiher,
was curlous as 0 whal prompted
the letters. However, he did not
rale oul the possibility of a hiture
skate park.

Mayor Michae! MeDonald satd
e weuld Hke (o see the Walled
Lake Consulidated School district
set invalved In skate park efforts.

It would be niee i the city and
the school disiricts could fein
forces 1o gel a skate park olf the
grawnl, he said.

“They provide some recrentional
activities but this 15 somelhing
they don't take part In,” MeDanald
sald,

However, he said the cty ofli-
clals shouldn't bulld something
Just because a few residents sent
letiers to the city hall.

“l think it's a slippery slope you
dont want to fall viclim of”
McDonald sald.

John Lee, council member, said
he agreed wilh the mayor's views
on the skaie park issue, However,
he docs want to take Lhe issue into
serlous conslderation.

“II'we have the abllity (o provide
serviees, [ hink we should de
whal we can lo caler lo thelr
needs,” Lee said,

The habitat project, where a
boardwalle and nature trall Is
being bulll around wetlands, Js
important for ihe community,
Hinkley sail, However, a shate
park would pirovide even more
acltvity for residents.

“My whole point s, how much
de we il fnto passive and how
much do we pul o non-pas-
sive?” Hinkley said. "I don'i think
kiels should be riding their bikes
an skaleboards cdown Benstetn to
Wolverine Lake.”

Hinkiey doesn't skateboard but
he knows that a lot of people enjoy
dolng it

"I like to watch It,” Hinkley satd,
“It's interesting to see the kids per-
form in a pon-leam sport.”

Waolverine Lake officials are also
giving consideralion to creating a
skate park for their youths
Council members voted (o send
{he issue 1o their parks and recre-
allon members te do further
research on the feasibility of creat-
ing a skale park in the village.

*l think the youth need a place
o express themselves In a con-
siruclive fashion,” said Pairick
Donnelly, Wolverine Lake village
council member. “It's a very popu-
lar sporling activity."

Acvording to James Koster, Novi
Schaals’ assistani superiniendent
of finance, lack of space prohibits
the disirict from offering full-day
kindergarten at each school. He
noled, however, that after comple-
tion of the major building renova-

pleted, that space may become
availalle.

In support of their mission, the
Cotmittee lor Continued
Improvement started a pelition,
seeking signalures from communt-
Ly members who would like o sce
cqual {unding allocations across
the distriet's five elementary
schaols. The petition {s availabie (o
Novi residents in each neighbor-
heod elementary school office.

“We are hoping there is enough

support in the district o help the
board of education make some
changes and t1ax dollar atlocatlons
for the hall-day programs,” Burke
safd.

The pelition seeks to use added
money for para-prefessionals in
the ¢lassrooms of the half-day pro-
grams as a remedy for this unequal
funding allocation.

Doug Rothwell, CEG of the MEDC, says
greund shauld be broken by the end of
this year.

o Solidily Michigan's position al the
core ol the U.S. aulo indusiry. Experts
belleve the industry is in the process of
moving from gasoline-powered engines

to power {rains based on fuel cells,
chemical devices that convert hydrogen
or methane to clectricily, Fuel cell
research 1s scattered all over the world
at present, and the NextEnergy initla-
tive i designed to concentrate energy
research right here in Michigan.

0 Make good business sense. By
2010, the markel for fuel cells could
grow from $220 million today to 595
billion, according lo Engler. Moreover,
at least 100,000 Michigan jobs depend
directly on making gasoline-based
power trains — Jobs that are under
direct threat as fuel cell technology gets
adopted.

So far, comment has been very sup-
portive. "So far, reaction has been over-
whelmingly positive,” according to
Rothwell. “In all the days I've been on
this job. I've never had an issue that
has been so unjversally applauded,” he
adds. Auto Industry executives like the
idea of coordinating {and subsidlzing
with public funds] research into alter-
native energy sources, while enviren-
mentalists are enthused at ending the
days of the alr polluting, carbon emit-
ting gasellne engine. And who knows
aboul a continued supply of oil from the
Middle East?

Rothwell has been in Washington in
recenl weeks, scuffling up more dough
to match the staie’s multi-milllon com-
mitment. The tdea Is to try to earmark
appropriations to the Interlor and
Energy Depariments, relying on the
Michigan congressional delegation and
on Energy Secretary (and Engler chum)
Spencer Abraham. "The entire congres-
sivnal delegation, both sides of the isle,
are very supporlive,” according to
Rethwell, while federal agencies "tell us
this Is the best proposal they've ever
seen.”

NextEnergy advocates are already
talking with the auto companies about
consolidating  their pre-proprieiary
energy and fuel celi research into the
Center, while links are being forged

with University of Michigan sclenlists

Just up the road.

Of course, problems have come to
light. One possible hitch has to do with
the habit of university sclentists to lreat
work like this as purely basic research.
A heavily funded initiative lo concen-
trate development of flat panel displays
at the U-M College of Englneering col-
lapsed a couple of years ago for exaclly
this reason.

Another difficulty arlses from the facl
that Michigan is relatively late In the
fuel cell competition. California already
has a Fual Cell Partnership, with eight
automakers, four major energy compa-
nies and Ballard Power Systems, the
world's leading fuel cell manufacturer,
as members. Ohlo's governor, Robert
Talt, is expecled to announce soon his
own fuel cell initlative, and Indiana,
Texas, Minnesola and New Jersey are
all interesled.

More broadly, the avte induslry is
evidently thinking hard about the basic
nature of the automobile. The GM
Aulonomy concept car, unvelled at the
auto show in January, has a skate-
board chassts and interchangeable
body types Lo hang ou It. Some experts
ponder whether the car of the future s
an aulomobile with an eleciric motor in
It or an electric device with wheels on it.
Such radical thinking could drastically
change the prospects for NextEnergy.

But three weeks out, things are look-
ing pretty goud "The enly question is
‘when,” nol 'Il," says Rothwell, with a
grin.

This project consists of the installa-
tion of a new traffic signal and turn
lanes. City officials are still in right-of-
way negotiations.

4, Intersection improvements at
10 Mile and Wixom roads.

The improvemerts being done will
accommodate the addition of the
Wixem Road drive to the upcoming
Novi Fire Station No. 4 and Training
Center. The intersection will also have
Opticom - a technology devise used to
give right-of-way to emergency vehi-
cles. Construction is expected to start
mid May.

5. Intersection improvements at
Beck and Ten Mile roads.

The proposed improvements consist
of turn lane additions and traffic signal
improvements, The project is currently
in the design phase and construction
is expected to commence this sum-
met.

6. Ten Mile Road
sidewalk/bikepath boardwalk con-
struction.

The project to complete the path-
way gap on the south side of 10 Mile
Road between Whitehall Nursing
Home and the Orchard Ridge neigh-
borhood has already begun. The
improvements will provide a pedestri-
an and bicycle link to the high school,
Novi Civic Center and police station in
addition to the Orchard Ridge neigh-
borhood and beyond.
