FACTORS AFFECTING 
WAY OF GOING: 

The term "way of going" 
refei-s to the way a horse 
handles himself when in 
motion. "Way of going" is the 
stride of a horse. The features 
of the stride that are of 
importance for study are: 

1. Length, the distance 
from the point of breaking 
over to the point of contact of 
the same foot. 

2. Trueness, the 
straightness with which the 
foot is carried forward during 
the stride. 

3. Promptness, the time it 
Lakes to complete the stride.

8. Balance, the coordination 
and symmetry of action. 

A horse's type and 
conformation will probably be 
of most importance in 
determining the way he 
moves. Other factors are: 
Acquired or artificial means 
of influencing action, such as 
schooling, mechanical 
devices, and shoeing. 

Each horse has a natural 
way of going. This is 
determined by his type, his 
confirmation and the traits 
that have beerl inherited from 
his sire and dam. By Wise and 
judicious use of mechanical 
deVices, by the proper school­
ing along the lines of natural 
ability and by handling in 
harmony With his schooling, 
the natural way of going can 
be improVed. When all factors 
haVe been property evaluated 
and handled, the horse can 
reach his potential on the 
track, in the arena, or on the 
trails.

Michigan State Police will 
operate special traffic patrols 
for the four-day Memorial 
Day weekend beginning 
Friday, May 28, Col. John R. 
Plants, department director 
reported. 

The patrols will be in effect 
from noon that Friday until 
midnight, Monday, May 31. 

Plants noted that 
Michigan's traffic death toll 
so far this year is showing a 
reduction of about 12 per cent 
compared with the same 
perifxi in 1970. 

In a holiday traffic safety 
plea to motorists. Plants 
urged drivers to help extend 
this improved record through 
vigilant observance of safety 
rules. 

"If the weather is good, 
there will be hundreds of 
thousands of cars on the roads 
during the holiday period. 
Courtesy and caution by 
motorists can help minimize 
the chances for accidents". 
Plants added. 

The director noted that 24 
persons Were killed in 
Michigan accidents during 
the 54-hour holiday period last 
year. The period this year Will 
tie 78 hours in duration. 

Maximum State Police 
patrol coverage Will be 
proVided from 3 to at least 9 
p.m. each day. Special 
attention Will be deVoted to 
highway sections haVing bad 
accident experience.

If Michigan's downward 
highway death trend 
continues over the holiday 
which begins at 6 p.m. Friday 
(May 28) and ends at 
midnight Sunday (May 31), 
this state will have the safest 
Memorial Day weekend in 
seven years, according to 
Automobile Club of Michigan 
General Manager Fred 
Rehm. 

Rehm points out that 
Michigan is beginning its 
summer tourist and vacation 
season with a reduction in 
traffic deaths statewide for 
the second consecutive year. 

"We feel that Michigan's 
'Bl-ing 'Em Back Alive!' 
program has helped and that 
is why we are kicking off this 
campaign just before 
Memorial Day," Rehm 
states. 

Last year Michigan had a 
l3-percent drop in deaths as 
compared with 1969. This year 
there are 12-percent fewer 
deaths than last year at this 
time. 

To help remind motorists 
that safe driving does pay. 
Auto Club is distributing 
bumper stickers in Italian, 
French, Polish, German, 
Greek, Hebrew, Dutch and 
Spanish Which all say "Bring 
'Em Back Alive!" 

with 40 or more persons killed 
in 1966, 1967 and 1968 and 34 
killed in 1969. 

In 1964 and 1963 there Were 
24 killed each Memorial Day 
with 10 lives lost in 1962 and 34 
in 1961. 

Rehm states that he expects 
over 3 million cars to travel 
728 million miles this holiday. 
Which is a four percent 
increase over the distance 
traveled last Memorial Day 
Weekend. 

This is a conservative 
estimate Which Auto Club 
says is based on the overall 
increase in mileage traveled 

in Michigan last year. 
"How safe or unsafe roads 

Will be this weekend depends 
on factors which range from 
weather conditions to 
highway engineering 
improvements Which were not 
present last year," Rehm 
points out. 

"However, we do know that 
sixty percent of all the fatal 
accidents take place on two-
lane county roads and involve 
motorists within 25 miles of 
their homes about seven out of 
ten times," he said. 

The "Bring 'Em Back 
Alive!" program this year is 

again pointing out that 
motorists can help make this 
Memorial Day weekend one of 
the safest ever, if these tips 
are followed: 

Plan trips so they begin and 
end in daylight. 

Plan to stop and rest at least 
every two hours if driving a 
long distance. 

Use extra vigilance on two-
lane roads. 

Be extra alert near home. 
Avoid alcohol when driVing. 

Just two ounces of alcohol or 
two bottles of beer before 
driving double chances of an 
accident.

Fireblight is a destructive 
bacterial disease that can 
give Michigan homeowners 
real headaches. 

According to Dr. Alan 
Jones, Michigan State 
University plant pathologist, 
fireblight can cause extensive 
damage to pears, apples and 
members of the rose family 
such as mountain ash, 
haWthom and flowering crab 
apple. 

Symptoms first appear on 
blossoms, leaves and twigs. 
First, the blossoms turn 
brown or black and then the 
disease moves down the 
stems to larger branches, 
turning them brown. As the 
disease progl-esses, the whole 
tree may become infected and 
die. 

"Partial control of 
fireblight can be obtained by 
pruning out the blight infected 
twigs and branches well 
below the infected area," says 
Jones. "This should be done 
only in the winter to avoid 
spreading the disease. 

''An antibiotic spray, 
streptomycin, can give good 
fireblight control if it is 
applied during the blossom 
phase. Spraying with 
Bordeaux mixture during 
mid-blossom also gives 
control," he says. 

Jones cautions homeowners 
to avoid using both sprays 
together or in combination. 
''Pick one or the other and use 
it exclusively," he says, 
"because the lime in the 
Bordeaux mixture reacts With 
the streptomycin and keeps it 
from Working."

The Novi Board of Education has adopted 
a tesdutioa to submit a request to the electors 
f6i: a mlnage inci^se. The resolution was 
adopted tmanimousiy by the Board. The 
Board promised that "any millage Which is 
not needed, will not be levied" They made 
Uiis promise since they could not be sure of 
What the State Legislature would do to State 
Aid for schools and because it appwrs certain 
that State Funds Would be greatly reduced 
While the number of students and the cost of 
operation went up. 

The Board found that, during the current 
school year, now ending, funds were reduced 
by the Executive Order of the Governor by 
$30,000 and that the amount of trailer park tax 
received would also be deducted from State 
Aid-$8,000! 

The need to furnish free text books and 
supplies will continue under the State 
Supreme Court order at an added cost of 
$30,000 next year. The cost this year was 
$25,000. 

The Governor of Michigan, for the second 
time, has made proposals for changes which 
would reduce or eliminate our dependence on 
property taxes for school financing. He 
recently said: "Local school districts must 
continue to rely upon the property tax for one 
more year. I urge voters to bear this in mind 
when they are called upon by their local 
districts to support millage proposals for 
school operations in the 1971-1972 school 
year."

On the city's present

Mayor Jospeh Crupi, the 
millage figure would yield 
$439,385.

submitted for adoption. 

"The salaries are unjust," 
said Campbell. "There are too 
many increases. All of our tax 
hikes went for salaries and 
tiiere are a lot of otiier tilings 
tiiis city needs." 

"There are people," said 
Evans, "whose salary we 
didn't raise in proportion to 
those of whom we did. They 
deserved a bigger increase." 

The adopted budget for 
1971-72 calls for increases of 
$83,620 over last year's 
allotted $592,630. 

Essential changes Tuesday-
night came in the salary due 
tiie city treasurer and that 
due tiie police clerk. 

Councilmen, led by 
Campbell and Evans, padded 
tiie treasurer's salary witii 
$440 to bring it to a level witii 
tiiat of the city conti-oller — 
$9,560. 

The expenditure was 
balanced witii funds allotted 
part time help so tiiat total 
expenditure remained the 
same. 

At the recommendation of 
Police Chief Lee BeGole die 
hourly salary of that 
department's chief clerk was 
increased by 15 cents instead 
of the 10-cent proposal. 

"Our clerk handles the 
dispatchers," said BeGole, 
"some of whom have been 
here five years while she's 
been here 13. In addition, she 
handles our complicated FBI 
reports and does extra filing. 
It's not fair tiiat she should be 
raised 10-cents while some 
otiiers who have been here a 
shorter time get 20-cents." 

BeGole said that other 
pol ice depar tments , 
particularly Soutiifield's, 
employed a sergeant in tiie 
post and tiiat in his opinion tiie 
responsibilities tiie clerk's job 
carried ranked witii those 
held by the assistant clerk in 
any otiier department.

The Wayne County Sheriffs 
Depai-tment will continue to 
pi-ovide i-oad pati-o1 service to 
Northville Township — unless 
it is oi-dered to discontinue the 
seivice. 

That Was the crux of the 
information given by 
repi-esentatiVes of the 
sheriff's department to 
township trustees in a special 
meeting Thurs(iay night. 

l^ren Pittman, Wayne 
County Undersheriff, told 
boai-d membei-s that "As long 
as Northville is a township, 
and I presume it Will remain 
as such for a long time. We 
will continue to proVide 
seivice to the township until 
the court or some other high 
body tells us not to." 

Pittman admitted that 
some members of the law 
enfoicement committee of the 
Wayne County Board of 
Commissioners "oppose this 
;(pati-o! of townships Which do 
not conti-act foi- the serVice) 
and maybe their word Will 
prevail." 

He noted that the problem is 
budgetai7 and "ultimately 
the boa id of commissioners 
has the say in approval of the 
budget, but I don't believe 
legally they can puU out the 
service." 

Thursday's meeting Was 
part of 'the continuing stuiiy 
by trustees of methods of 
pioviding police protection 
foi- the township. 

Supervisor Gunnar 
Sti-omberg said the township 
has obtained cost estimates 
from the city police 
department (which as of yet 
have not been discussed) and 
fiom Township Police Chief 
Ron Nisun "in case the 
commissioners cut off our 
seivice." 

Stromberg said the 
"township feels that with our 
foi-ce of two full-time men and 
12 i-eseives and the Wayne 
County Sheinffs Department 
we could provide police 
pl-otection." 

The supervisor said the 
township was also "hopeful 
the Michigan State Police 
would move their post here 
from Redford Township and 
We have made arrangements 
to have our cars dispatched 
ihi-ough the state police." 

He said he feels it is a 
"political maneuver (on the 
pai-t of the commissioners) to 
block relocation of the police 
post in Noi-thville Township." 
Pittman nodded his head in 
agieemenL 

The undei-sheinff said it is 
"doubtful the two buildings 
(at the Wayne County Child 
Development Center) will 
eventually be tul-ned over to 
the state police. 

(The shei-iff's department 
lecently went on record as 
opposing leasing of the 
buildings lo the slate police.) 

"1 have been led to belieVe 
the boal-d of commissioners is 
interested in getting as much 
financial mileage out of the 
buildings as possible," 
Pittman said, "and the state 
police is only one possibility 
and not the piimary one." 

Sti-omberg said that "We 
will find some place in the 
township for the police post" 
if the county denies the state 

police request to lease the two 
buildings. 

Trustee Leonard Klein 
asked Pittman that "because 
of budgetary controls, in What 
diiection are you (sheriffs 
department) aiming your 
sel-Vice?" 

Pittman said his 
depai-tment is aiming towards 
"updated, modern, ethical 
and efficient law enforcement 

serVice throughout the 
county. 

"In our opinion there is too 
much fragmentated law 
enfoi-cement in the county," 
the undersheriff noted. ''Our 
philosophy is to proVide an 
'umbi-ella' sei-Vice. It has 
never been our philosophy to 
take over laW enforcement in 
a community." 

Pittman explained the 

sheriffs depai-tment provides 
specialized serVices it is 
financially impossible for a 
community to sustain — 
homicide and narcotics 
squads, for example. That 
type of seivice is provided by 
the county tax dollars, he 
noted.

"Oh, it's lOO-percent better 
this spring • than last," a 
spokesman for Greenspan, 
one of Northville Township's 
largest developers, beamed in 
reporting "it's full steam 
ahead." 

S imi lar ly , ToWnship 
Supervisor Gunnar Stromberg 
is pleased. "It's Way up," he 
said, noting that last year at 
this time reVenue from 
building permits Was far 
behind budgeted projections. 
NoW those revenues are 
zooming upwards. 

Northville Township's 
largest and neWest developer, 
Levitt & Sons, reports 
"fantastic" sales in its new 
m u l t i - m i l l i o n do l la r 
toWnhouse development 
covering a big chunk of the 
northeast section of the 
toWnship just east of the city 
limits. 

Although construction didn't 

get started until about six 
months ago, Levitt reports 
that it already has sold 180 
townhouse units. Fifteen units 
are up now, and Levitt 
expresses certainty that "200 
families Will be living here 
this year." 

As a matter of fact Levitt 
now says it Will begin 
construction of "next year's" 
schedule by fall because sales 
are so brisk. Levitt's 
development, seen as a fiVe-
year building program, calls 
for 1300 toWnhouse uiiits. 

One-hundred and thirty-
eight new Greenspan 
apartments are expected to be 
completed and occupied by 
July, With construction of 158 
more single family homes to 
begin by early summer. 

"About the only thing that 
can hurt our sales now," says 
Greenspaii, is the effect, if 
any, of the building trades

A unit, the undersheriff 
noted, is a scout car, police 
officers and back-up services 
that go along With the car. 

Pittman • said'' the 
alternatives the township has 
are "to hire more of your own 
men, develop a reserve force 
or contract for one or more 
shei-iffs cars. 

"Our position is that if any 
township or city requests 
service that We can provide. 
We will provide i t ," he 
explained. 

Township Clerk Eleanor 
Hammond said she keeps 
"remembering the letter 
(from the board of 
commissioners) that told us to 
contract for police service or 
get our own force by October 
l. 

"I can't believe there can't 
be something more concrete" 
than what Pittman presented 
at Thui-sday's meeting, she 
said. 

In response to a question 
from Ti-ustee Bernard 
Baldwinon the role of the state 
police, Franz Heideman, 
director of executive ser%'lces 
foi- the sheriff's department, 
said theie "has never been 
any clear statutory direction 
in this area for the state police 
or the sheriffs department." 

Pittman noted that the state 
police "is yet another 
'umbrella' (over local 
depai-tments in the a1-ea) and 

that is not needed. The 
sheriff's department is 
already providing an 
•umbrella' service and I feel 
we are quite competent." 

Strombel-g said the reasons 
"Why we wanted the state 
police hei-e were because of 
the lab facilities, the cars in 
the area and to be near our 
dispatcher. 

"The more cars in the area, 
the mo1e secure we would feel 
aiound here," the supervisor 
explained. ''The area Would 
not be policed any differently 
than it is now." 

Pittman said he had no 
basic quari-el with 
Stromberg's reasoning, 
noting that the same thing 
could be said if the sheriffs 
depai-tment moved out to the 
township. 

Tiustee Richard Mitchell 
asked that should the county 
limit the sheriffs department 
budget, would the sheriff limit 
the i-oad patrol service? 

Heideman said there is 
moi-e "common law history 
saying thei-e should be a road 
patrol. I believe it is legally 
questionable if the Wayne 

County Sheriff can provide 
specialized services at the 
expense of (providing service 
to) the townships."

Coiporal Young noted that 
just last week one youth was 
injured when he rode his mini-
bike into the side of a car. "If 
parents are in support of the 
plan to find a place to legally 
operate the bikes, I Will help 
establish an ai'ea," he added.

Northville's yeai'-round 
school study is Bearing 
completion as mock vacation-
attendance schedules will be 
mailed to parents Monday. 

The mock schedules, 
determined by the recent 
preference poll conducted in 
the district, will show 
students' schedules for four 
years. 

Superintendent Raymond 
Spear said the mock 
scheduling will complete the 
disti'ict's thi-ee and one-half 
year study and analysis of the 
extended school year concept. 

The last two years of 'the 
study have been financed 
through gi'ants from the state 
legislature, of which 
NorthVille was one of six 
communities to leceiVe 
giants to study the concept. 

Along With the mock 
schedules which all families 
of students who Will be 
enrolled in the district 
between 1973 and 1977 will 
receive will be five questions. 

Parents will be asked to 
check one or more of the 
following responses Which 
apply to the mock schedule: 
the schedule is acceptable, 
unacceptable, favor year-
round school implementation, 
favor the concept but opposed 
to mock schedule or opposed 
to the concept. 

Responses must be 
returned by June 14, Spear 
explained, or theschetiule Will 
be recoi-ded as "acceptable" 
for the family. 

The superintendent said 
that it is important to 
concluding the study to have 
the mock scheduling 
i-esponses returned. 

"Without receiving the 
iesponses to the schedules, we 
could not i-eport complete the 
findings as requested by the 
state," he noted, "therefore 
we had to make some 
provision for cards not 
returned." 

Computer scheduling of 
students was done at facilities 
in Chicago, New York, 
Washington D.C. and 
Minneapolis. Spear explained

in danger. But this search is 
limited to patting down the 
suspects outer garments. 

It's our contention that the 
officer involved conducted an 
undue search, if indeed he 
made a search at all, in that 
he did not go to sufficient 
lengths to determine the true 
nature of an object he felt in 
the suspect's pocket." 

At that time. Gross, in 
answering a suspicious 

person call found Dean at the 
rear of the complainants 
property. 

He conducted an on-site 
search of the suspect and 
feeling "a hard object," in 
Dean's pocket Withdrew what 
proved to be a package of 
marihuana. 

"If Gross could have 
determined that the object 
was not a gun or a dangerous 
weapon, "Kevelighan said, 
"without going into Dean's 

pocket, he had no right to do 
so." 

Novi Detective Robert 
Starnes disagreed: 

"When it gets to the point," 
Starnes said, "that our men 
have to (determine the 
difference between what 
could be a gun a lethal 
weapon, and a package of 
marihuana, by standing there 
and feeling a suspects 
pocket — i t ' s u n d u l y 
dangerous."

Preparing for the upcoming 
millage Vote on June 14, 
officials of the Walled Lake 
School Boai-d has issued a list 
of proposed cuts in the 
educational program should 
the ballot be defeated. 

The same millage proposal 
was defeated on April 19 but 
at that time, it was presented 
as one proposition. Voters in 
the June 14 election will be 
able to vote on separate 
pi-oposals — a 4-mill renewal 
and a 2-miIl increase. 

"Failure of either proposal 
will mean severe cut-backs in 
the, education program that 
we have Worked so hai-d to 
achieve," according to 
Assistant Superintendent 
Roland Langel-man, "and the 
children are the ones Who will 
suffer." 

','The millage proposition is 
difficult to explain and even 
moi-e difficult to understand," 
s a i d L a n g e r m a n , 

"pjarticularly since We are 
speaking of lowering the debt 
levy and raising the operating 
levy." 

Langerman added that 
most people seem to think 
they would increase their 
taxes by 6-mills if they voted 
in favor of the propositions.

One of the oldest, and probably 
': most sensitive, problems facing the 
; council of the city of Northville is a 
;' matter of water service into the 
; township. 
\ I 
; It'ssnot a question of expanding 
- o r providing new service to the 

neighboring area. The council's 
policy in this regard has been rigid 
for many y^ars. Water is not sold 
outside tile city l imits. 

But back in the days of 
Villagehood thiljgs were less formal. 
Adding a few\ feet of waterline 
across a field to a friend's house, or 
development of homes, wasn't any 
big deal. ^ 

The fact that the v i l lage 
borderlines stopped at the field 
didn't hamper digging operations. 
And after the line was installed, who 
knew or cared if a few "taps" were 
added and a lateral system extended 
to accommodate a couple more 
neighbors. 

But after incorporation village 
borderlines became city l imits and 
the old hit and miss good neighbor 
policy was replaced by a business 
policy. 

One of the minor items overlooked 
by the good neighbor boys was the 
responsib i l i ty for ma in ta in ing 
waterlines outside the confines of 
the village (or c i ty ) . 

This has plagued the council for 
years. But i t has been reluctant to do 
more than make patchwork repairs 
and hope for the best. The practice is 
unfair to al l concerned: the users 
receive poor service; and the city 
taxpayer is subsidizing a loser, this 
despite the fact users are charged 
double rates. 

Many of the lines are under­
sized, inferior and sieve-like. I f 
proper pressure were applied to 
)rovide normal water service, the 
ines would burst. And this has 

happened more than once. 

Like a 60-day period early this 
year when the cost of maintaining 
service to the area in question 
(along West Main Street into 
Bloomcrest subdivision, on Clement 
road south of West Main, and at 
Clement and Seven Mile road) 
reached $2,120. This accounts for 
labor and eqiIipment only. Water 
loss, f i l l d i r t , supervisory expense 
are not included. Some 224-man 
hours were spent in maintenance. 

The revenue, even at double 
rates, doesn't approach the cost of 
providing the service. 

It's a matter of record that the 
Bloomcrest l ine was proper ly 
installed by agreement between the 
village and the developer. But 
despite the fact the lines are 
generally adequate, the system is 
not looped, therefore pressure is 
poor. 

But in the Clement-Main-Seven 
Mile area the lines were apparently 
insta l led by myster ious means. 
They're undersized, and constant 
maintenance problems-

The present council has decided 
to face up to the issue and is 
currently studying a report that 
recommends: 

1—Looping the Bloomcrest 
subdivision line by connecting to the 
new lines in the c i ty - located 
Lexington Commons subdivision to 
the north, thereby bringing pressure 
up to standard and providing good 
service;

2—Abandoning the Clement 
area lines, if i t is legally possible to 
do so, and providing sufficient notice 
so that users could establish other 
sources (wells). 

The report acknowledges the 
city has a responsibility to the 
Bloomcrest area because of the 
contract. But i t suggests that there 
must be a means of collecting the 
cost of improving the service. 

And this isn't easy for a 
government to accomplish in an 
instance where the customers are 
not residents of that government. 

There's the possib i l i ty of 
increasing the cost of service to the 
users to recoup the cost of 
improvements. 

Or, the users could be billed for 
the improvements, the report notes, 
and the city could "hope to collect". 

Or a meter could be installed at 
the city l imits and water sold to the 
township, which in turn could collect 
f rom existing and new users, and the 
city could provide maintenance 
service under a contract with the 
township. 

Or the area could be annexed 
and then the customers would be 
residents of the city and subject to 
an assessment. 

The r a m i f i c a t i o n s — both 
p o l i t i c a l l y and f r o m a publ ic 
relations standpoint — are obvious. 
But the council is to be commended 
for f i n a l l y fac ing up to i ts 
responsibility in this matter. It 's 
unfair to city taxpayers to subsidize 
a water system outside the city. K i t 
were a profitable, or break-even 
enterprise, i t might be acceptable. 

And . Counci lmen Wal lace 
Nichols and Kenneth Rathert are to 
be commended for their report. 

U n d e r s t a n d a b l y , t o w n s h i p 
citizens facing loss of water service 
— despite its inadequacy — wi l l 
protest the act ion. And those 
receiving bills for improvements 
may also have something to say. 

But at least the issue is on the 
table where compromises are 
reached. 

Certainly, the matter is one that 
should concern the township 
government, in behalf of its citizens, 
as well as the citizens themselves 
and the city council. 

T O P o f T h e D e c k 

Bingo should be legalized — with adequate controls — 
for the good i t can do. 

I feel bingo can help local school districts, local 
communities and local service organizations i f i t is 
properly administered. 

Schools can be helped i f the law legalizmg bingo 
stipulates that a set portion of the proceeds from the 
operation go directly into the district's general fund. This 
may be one way of helping reduce the property tax burden. 

Communities can be helped by the organizations 
conducting the bingo operations. A part of the proceeds 
wil l be turned back into community improvement projects 
and, in the case of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, we wi l l 
use them to help foster our goals of community service, 
Americanism and patriotism. 

Organizations can be aided by giving them a regularly 
scheduled profit-making operation enjoyed by millions i f 
legalized. Bingo is an extremely poijular pastime and a 
great way for the organization operating the activity to 
improve its facilities, raise money for programs and 
generally raise money f rom the community (those citizens 
who enjoy bingo) to turn back to the community for 
various civic betterment projects. 

Yes, by all means, legalize bingo. Make sure proper 
controls are writ ten into the law, but do make i t legal.

I am forced to conclude that 
there are more personally satisfying ways to spend leisure 
time and our God-given talents than this pursuit of an 
improbable windfall.

Mustangs erupted for 14 hits 
and 13 runs to bury Dearborn 
Riverside 13-2 Saturday in the 
first round of district play in 
the MHSAA tournament. 

By virtue of the Victory 
Coach Chuck Shonta's squad 
Will advance to the district 
semi-finals which Will be held 
this Saturday morning at the 
Northville High School field. 

Actually, Bemie Bach alone 
would have been enough to 
defeat the Dearborn team. 
The sturdy senior batted in 
four runs on three hits and 
scored tWice himself as he 
paced the Mustang hitting 
barrage. 

What's more, when Bach 
wasn't dubbing the opposition 
With his bat, he was stifling 
them With his pitching as he 
yeilded a scant two hits in 
picking up his ninth victory of 
the season as opposed to a 
single loss. 

Bach had plenty of help 
from his teammates in the 
hitting department. Right 
fielder John Crane rapped out 
three hits and collected three 
RBI's, while first baseman 
Steve Utley also added three 
safeties to the attack. Bart 
Taylor had two hits and Kurt 
SuckoW, Rick LaRue, and 
Scot Stuart each had one 
apiece. 

As indicated quite 
accurately by the score, the 
Mustangs Were by far the 
tietter team. Riverside came 
to the tournament with a 
young squad that had posted a 

4-10 record during the regular 
season.

Utley 
and Bach drove in the two 
fifth inning runs; while Bach 
collected the credit for both 
sixth inning tallies with a line 
drive triple that rolled up the 
alley between the center and 
right fielder. 

Riverside thwarted Bach's 

bid for a shut out in the fourth 
inning. MileWski singled to 
open the frame. Segal then hit 
a looper behind first base that 
bounded off Utley's glove to 
put runners at first and 
second. A walk loaded the 
bases with nobody out.

Raymond Spear lives in Novi, has a 
Northville mailing address and a Northville 
telephone number, and his children attend 
Northville schools. 

And Raymond Spear is the 
supel'intendent of Northville schools. Where 
does his allegiance lie? ^ 

Gi-ubb is strongly oriented to Wixom. 
Crupi to Novi. and Spear to Northville. 

Spear and Crupi live in the same''Novi 
subdivision. Connemara. 

A]] of which points up the pecularities of 
aitificial boundai-ies that particularly in this 
aiea often ai-e confusing, exasperating and 
sometimes deti-imental to the esprit-de-corps 
of a poliucal subdivision. 

Take the Novi School District, for 
example. 

A young, i-apidly growing school system 
with a K-thi-ough-l2 program, it not only must 
contend with the financial and curricular 
pioblems that beset all school systems but it 
also must cope with the matter of developing 
a thing called self-image or pride. 

Novi's citizens advisory committee, 
f-epoi-ting last Week on problems of school 
citizenship and discipline, touched on this 
matter of espi-it-de-colps in recognizing that 
some of the district's problems may be 
dii-ectly or indirectly traced in part to the lack 
of a cohesive citizenry which may shop and 
seek entel-tainment in Northville or in other 
neighboi-ing communities. 

Lack of a central business district, or in 
othei- wol-ds a "downtown", forces residents 
to look elsewhel-e and in the process the ties 
with the Novi School district are strained. 

Similal-ly, local school and municipal ties 
ai-e strained because much of the area within 
the boundaries of the City of Novi are located 
in Noi-thville and Walled Lake school 
disti-icts.

Many residents of Mayor Crupi's 
subdivision consider themselves to be part of 
Noi-thville. Many residents of the northern 
part of NoVi around the southern portion of 
the lake area are oriented to the City of 
Wailed Lake. The same is true on the 
southern edge of NorthVille Township where 
citizens aie part of the Plymouth School 
District and are principally oriented to the 
Plymouth community. 

Split allegiances makes governing all the 
more difficult. Mayor Crupi, for example, 
would be the first to admit that it would be far 
easier for a government official to lead his 
community if its boundaries also were the 
boundaines of the school district, of the 
mailing district, d the telephone exchange, 
and of the shopping area. 

Though he has an affinity for the Novi 
School Distiict because of its name, because 
all of the district is within the boundaries Ofthe 
City of Novi, he nevertheless must temper his 
allegiance because many Novi citizens he 
i-epi-esents live in other school districts. 

These artificial boundaries also affedt 
directly or indirectly organizations, business 
and citizens themselves. 

This newspaper—The Northville Record-
Novi News—is an example of how it can affect 
a business. Now in its l02nd year. The Record 
in 1955 added a sister publication. The NoVi 
News, which essentially is the same 
newspaper except for Ule front page. 
Financially, both publications are supported 
primaiily by the advertising of Northville 
businesses. They are likely to remain 
combination-type publications until the 
advertising revenue in Novi and-or Wixom 
justifies the significantly greater expense of 

operating seperate and distinct publications. 
A few years ago this newspaper began 

expeiiencing the situation in which many 
i-esidents of the southern portion of Novi, 
located in the Northville School District, 
became subscribers of The Record because 
they are oriented to the Northville 
community. Yet, these same subscribers 
missed many important front-page stories 
about Novi municipal government and its 
citizens. Similarly, some of those living in the 
fiinge areas between Northville and NoVi, 
who subscribed to The News, missed those 
stol-ies about the Northville School district 
and its citizens. 

The situation last year gave rise to 
today's practice of carrying a second front 
page—that is the front page of the Novi News 
inside The Record, and the front page of The 
Record in the News. 

Consider the newcomer moving into the 
area. It is not unusual for this newspaper to 
leceiVe an inquiry ifrom a citizen in Novi who 
actually believes he lives in Northville simply 
because he has a Northville mailing address 
and his children attend Northville schools. 

Recently, a Novi citizen being 
fingerprinted by the Northville police 
department as part of an application for a 
federal job was so pleased With the service— 
the same kind of service he could have 
received in Novi—he offered to support the 
Noi-thville police When the department's 
budget Was considered by the council. 

"But you live in Connemara and should 
support the Novi police department," he Was 
told. 

"No," he replied honestly, "I live in 
Northville."

R o s e s , L i k e K i d s , N e e d 

E a r l y N o u r i s h m e n t 

Just like kids, roses need 
extra nourishment during 
early growth. 

According to Dr. W. H. 
Carlson, Michigan State 
University horticulturist. 
May is probably the best time 
to fertilize roses because they 
are just getting a good start. 

"A complete garden 
fei-tilizer—one With equal or 

nearly equal parts of 
nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium—is best," says 
Carlson. "Fertilizer grades 5-
10-5. 4-8-4, or 4-8-6 are 
satisfactory. 

"A little fertilizer goes a 
long way," he says. "One 
heaping tablespoon will do the 
job for each plant. Or if you 
have a large rose bed, three

pounds of fertilizer for each 
100 squal-e feet. 

"Spread the fertilizer 
evenly around the plants, 
sci-atch it into the soil surface 
and then Water." 

Secoiid applications can be 
made later in the season if 
roses show signs of mineral 
shortages. Leaf yellowing 
means lack of nitrogen. 
Pllosphorus shortage causes 
the leaves to turn grayish 
green. Browning of leaf 
mai-gins means a lack of 
potassium. 

Carlson cautions against 
late season fertilizer 
applications. 

Compost is the key to 
organic gardening, but it can 
help any gardener get better 
results, says J. Lee Taylor, 
Michigan State University 
horticulturist. 

Compost i n c l u d e s 
fermented or decayed 
materials such as grass 
clippings, leaves, sod, straw, 
vegetable refuse, manure, 
coi-n stalks, asparagus stems 
and weeds, notes Taylor. 

It is used as a source of 
organic matter for soils 
(especially sandy soils), for 
making potting soils and 
generally improving the soil 
structure. Compost also 
makes an excellent mulch for 
flower beds, trees and shrubs. 

"The compost pile site 
should be easy to get to but not 
conspicuous," says Taylor. 
"A side or corner of the back 
yard often meets these 
i'equii-ements. 

"You can build a partial 
fence or structure to hold and 
conceal the pile. Walls of 
conciete blocks (not 
cemented together) on two or 
three sides, about four feet 
high, work fine. So do sections 
of fence. If the fence rails are 
far apart, you may have to 
line the inside With chicken 
wire or other fine mesh 
fencing." 

To prepare compost: 
1. Spread materials in a 

layer 6 to 8 inches thick. 
2. Over this material 

sprinkle a small amount of 
complete commercial 
fertilizer such as 5-20-20, 6-12-
l2, 10-10-lO, or mix in some 
animal manure. 

3. Wet the layer, but not 
enough to Wash away the 
feitilizer. 

4. Add additional layers at 
any time. 

5. Adding a small amount of 
fertile soil to each layer 
hastens bacterial action and 
decomposition. 

6. Keep the pile moist. 
You can speed 

decomposition by stirring the 
pile every tWo Weeks, says 
Taylor. The time of 
decomposing varies from six 
Weeks to six months or more. 

Easily decomposable 
materials kept moderately 
moist Will decompose inaloqut,. 

six weeks during Warm 
weather, he explains. 
Compost piles made in the fall 
may not be decomposed until 
late spring. 

Adding one to three pounds 
of gl-ound dolomitic limestone 
to each 100 pounds of compost 
material counteracts 

excessive acidity, resulting in 
conditions more favorable for 
decomposition. 

"Don't use large amounts of 
gaitage in composts because 
it may attract mice and rats," 
wai-ns Taylor, "and do not use 
materials infected with 
diseases or insects." 

G i v e P l a n t s 

A V a c a t i o n 

One of the best things you 
can do for your house plants is 
to give them a summer 
vacation. 

J. Lee Taylor, horticulture 
specialist with the 
Cooperative Extension 
Service at Michigan State 
University, says that almost 
all house plants will thrive 
outside in the summer. Just 
remember to put them in the 
shade, he cautions. 

And, as added incentiVe, 
Taylor emphasizes the easy 
care of outdoor-house plants. 

If you have plants in clay 
pots, Taylor recommends that 
you bury the whole pot in the 
soil. Then in the fall you can dig 
the pot out, clean it off and 
take it right back into the 
house. If you take the plant 
out of the pot, you'll probably 
have more root growth than 
will fit the same pot in the fall. 
That means you'll have to 
trim the roots before 
i-epotting. 

Taylor recommends 
moving house plants outside 
after Memorial Day and 
bringing them back indoors 
around Labor Day. "House 
plants can't stand a threat of 
frost," he says. 

The only other threat to 
house plants in the out-of-
doors is Water. If you don't 
bury the pot, be sure to Water 
the plant often. Most house 
plants have a great amount of 
leaf in proportion to the root 
system, Taylor explains. This 
means they use a lot of Water. 

Taylor recommends the 
outdoor vacation for 

everything from cactus to 
begonias and philodendron. 
The notable exception is 
African violets. But any real 
.African violet fan probably 

already has an efficient 
indoor setup, he adds. 

"In some cases, like 
philodendron, it's just as Wise 
to throw the whole plant out, 
and start fresh in the fall," 
Taylor comments. "You can 
get that sort of plant for 29 or 
39 cents, which hardly makes 
it worth the fuss of moving the 
plant back inside."

LANSING-Amidst all tile talk 
one hears now days about making 
government more ef f ic ient and 
more accountable, one member of 
the Legislature is pushing a proposal 
which he thinks could accomplish 
both things at the same time. 

State Representat ive Joseph 
Swallow, R-Alpena, thinks Michigan 
ought to reduce the size of its 
Legislature by eliminating one of the 
houses and having a one house 
Legislature. 

Though the idea is a strange one to 
most Michiganders, a l l 10 of the 
Canadian provinces function with 
only one house Legislature. In this 
country, the state of Nebraska has 
been operating with only one house 
since 1937 and its residents like i t 
just fine. 

UNDER SWALLOW'S proposal, 
Michigan would have a one house 
Legislature made up of four persons 

B a b s o n R e p o r t 

f r o m each of the state's 
Congressional districts. Since the 
state now has 19 Congressmen, the 
Legislature wotlld have 76 members. 

Al l 76 members would be elected 
at the same time as the Governor. 

"This would permit the people, on 
one occasion, to take a look at their 
state government and make a 
decision whether the government is-
doing a good job or a bad job," he 
says. "Some people argue we should 
split i t , with half elected every two 
years. But that further complicates 
the situation as far as the citizen is 
concerned." 

SWALLOW says the main reason 
for switching to a one house setup is 
to make i t easier for the citizen to 
watch what is going on in Lansing. 

"Today, nobody has an 
opportunity to show what they can 
do or cannot do," he says. " I f things 
don't work out, each party blames 

the other, especially now that the 
two houses are control led by 
different parties. The poor citizen is 
confused. 

" I sense a real feeling among 
people that they're losing their faith 
in government," he says. "They're 
questioning the c r e d i b i l i t y and 
effectiveness of the Legislature. One 
house would give them a much 
better idea of what their government 
is doing." 

T H E C O N S T I T U T I O N A L 
Convention considered a one house 
Legislature briefly in 1962 and then 
voted i t down. 

The main backer at Con Con was 
University of Detroit law professor 
Harold Norris. Norris also argued 
such a move would s imp l i f y 
government. 

"Two house Legislatures are more 
confused than deliberative," he said 
during the debate on the subject. 

"They frustrate rather than express 
the popular w i l l . Two houses 
manipulate and render cit izens 
impotent and apathetic rather than 
reflect, or responsibly influence, the 
consent of the governed." 

SWALLOW is fighting an uphill 
battle and he knows i t . He needs 
near ly 300,0000 signatures on 
petitions to get the issue on the 1972 
ballot, since the Legislature is not 
about to put on the ballot a proposal 
which would eliminate 72 of the seats 
which now exist. 

Part of the difficulty in raising an 
organization is the fact that so many 
people who might help run a petition 
drive can't afford to offend the 
cur rent members of the 
Legis la ture , since they are 
interested in pending legislation. 

" I can't count the number of 
people who have told me, 'you know, 
I think you've got a good idea there. 

But I can't help you because of that 
bil l I 'm interested i n , " Swallow 
says. 

"Getting the momentum is the 
toughest p a r t , " Swallow says. 
"When we get 200,000 signatures, 
people wi l l see it as a serious effort, 
and they'll be more wil l ing to 
support i t . " 

THE MICHIGAN Tourist Council 
thinks the state ought to be spending 
a lot more to promote tourism than it 
is. 

The council recently released 
figures showing Michigan ranks 
32nd among the nation's states in 
terms of the money it spends per 
capita to promote tourism. And it 
said if the current budget of $1.1 
million were doubled it would stil l 
only put the state 24th in the 
rankings.

WELLESLEY HILLS, Mass-To 
more than 3 mil l ion American 
f a m i l i e s , camping means 
vacationing in a recreational vehicle 
(with many, if not most, of the 
comforts and conveniences of home) 
at a prepared camp site probably 
just a few hundred feet f rom a busy 
highway. 

Though the wilderness hiker may 
look down his nose at his comfort-
loving brethren on wheels, the fact 
of the mat te r is that the 
recreational-vehicle industry is one 
of the nat ion's fastest -growing 
enterprises. By 1980, 8-10 mil l ion 
such campers are expected to be on 
the road, up from only 3.2 mil l ion in 
1970: 

PREDICTIONS of further healthy 
growth for recreational vehicles are 
supported by several important 

s r t re i^ : a)-The work week continues 
jto decline and--vacation-t ime to 

about 50 percent over the next 
decade, as has been the case over 
the past decade; (3) the population 
wi l l expand by 25 mil l ion people, or 
1.1 percent annually over the next 
ten years; (4) the number of 
campers, risen f rom 10 mil l ion 
people in 1960 to 20 mil l ion in 1969, 
wi l l advance further to 60 mil l ion by 
1980; (5) more campers are using 
recreat ional vehic les; (6) the 
number of publ ic and pr iva te 
campgrounds is m u l t i p l y i n g 
rapidly; and (7) the rising costs of 
alternative leisure activities suggest 
fu r ther g rowth f o r recreat ional 
vehicles. 

For example, in connection with 
this last issue of rising costs, a chart 
prepared by Mobile Life Magazine 
shows the expense for a family of 
five on a 2,000-mile, two-week t r ip 
using d i f fe rent methods of 
transportation. Costs are estimated 
at $1,200 for a family traveling by 
air, $725 if using an auto and staying 
at motels, and $362 i f going by 
recreational vehicle...whidi even 
includes amortization outlays for the 
recreational vehicle involved. 

OF THE BASIC recreational-
vehicle types, most popular is the 
travel trai ler, a portable structure 
with wheels that is towed by a car or 
truck. Retail prices range from $700 
to $17,000. Then there is the camping 
trailer, a folding canvas structure 
mounted on wheels and also 
designed to be towed. First-t ime 
buyers usually select this type, 
which raiiges if i price ffom~ $390 To" 
$2,000, with the average «ear $1,200. 

The motor home is a self-powered 
portable dwelling built on a truck or 
bus chassis. This has been the 
industry's hotest line for the past 
two years and wi l l l ikely be so again 
this year. Prices range from $5,000 
to over $20,000. Truck campers and 
pickup covers are similar in that 
they are both portable structures 
made to be mounted on a pickup or 
truck chassis. Truck campers sell 
for $1,000 to $4,000, wi th $1,900 the 
average; pickups range from $300 to 
$1,000. 

ALTHOUGH there are 800 makers 
of recreational vehicles, only a 
handful of the leaders are publicly 

held. Largest is Winnebago 
Industries, accounting for some 35 
percent - 40 percent of the motor-
home market. Major motor-home 
competitors include Travco (PRF 
Industries), Explorer Motor Homes 
(.Anthony Industries), and Lifetime 
(Boise Cascade). 

Many mobile home producers also 
turn out recreational vehicles — 
Champion, Fleetwood, and Skyline, 
among others.

Participants in Michigan 
State University's annual 
College Week for Women may 
choose to study the nature of 
conflict in a three-session 
short course, June 15-18. 
M a x i n e F e r r i s , 
communication consultant for 
the MSU NeW Horizons 
Program, Will teach the 
course—one of 23 to be offered 
at College Week. 

"The course Views conflict 
in groups as normal, perhaps 
ineVitable. and often 
desirable," Dr. Ferris says. 
"Through discussion, role

activities. 

"Conflicts are often never 
i-esolved," according to Dr. 
Ferris. "Instead, they must 
be managed. When 
individuals develop a sense of 
•community,' they learn to 
respect the opinions of others, 
even if they don't agree." 

Other classes offered at 
College Wedc Will include 
"Busy Woman's Guide to 
Power and Influence," 
"What's Happening to 
Eating?" "The Emerging 
Role of the Church Woman" 

and "The Family—A Caring 
Unit."

If this were al l "Penguin City" 
was about then perhaps the same 
type of documentary could have 
been produced right at your local 
zoo, with special attention to antics 
to produce the appropriate laughs. 

But there was a grimmer, 
fundamental aspect to "Penguin 
City" — the instinctual mating of the 
penguins and the elements which 
they annually ignore to produce 
these young. 

The Antartica itself provides 
enough hazards — sub-sub zero 
temperatures. Winds that reach 140 
miles per hour and leave a large 
number of the 300,000 penguins in 
Penguin City either dead or mained, 
and, of course, the cutting snow. 

The predators are another part of 
this g r im existence. Leopard seals 
follow the penguins and prey on 
them when file penguins plunge into 
the water. The skua, a predatory 
gull, poses no threat to the adult 
penguin, but he watches constantly 
for young penguins who might 
wander f rom the adults, or the bird 
might snatch an egg. 

And like other wi ld beasts, the 
penguins can be their own worst 
enemy. They f igh t among 
themselves, especial ly when a 
female is involved; and shelter and 
security might also be provocation 
for a fight.

A constellation With two 
names, a double star, and a 
pair of bright planets Will 
highlight June's evening 
skies, notes University of 
Michigan astronomer Hazel 
M. Losh. 

Once a Week, Wash With 
saddle soap or With castile 
soap and lightly apply leather 
dressing to all leather parts.

Cygnus—the Swan—is a 
northern constellation rising 
in the northeast shortly after 
sundown. "Flying southward, 
the Swan's wings are spread 
Wide, its nei* is stretched out, 
and its feet are formed by 
fainter stars trailing behind in 
the Milky Way." 

Ctgnus is also called the 
Northern Cross, Prof. Losh 
adds. Rising sideways, its 
stars form a more perfect 
cross than its counterpart in 
the southeni hemisphere. 

At the foot of the Cross, or 
the beak of the Swan, is 
Albireo,. one of the most 
beautifully colored double 
stars. Professor Losh says. 
Seen through a small 
telescope, Albireo's twin suns 
are blue and gold. 
Deneb, an Arab name 

meaning ''tail," is a bright 

star marking the top of the 
Cross and the tail of the Swan. 

Other bright stars of June 
are Vega, rising before 
Deneb. Arcturus and Spica, 
both near the meridian 
around sunset, and Regulus, 
found in the southwest 

Jupiter and Mars Will be the 
brightest planets of the 
month. Jupiter, formerly in 
the constellation Capricornus, 
has ci-ossed the border into 
Libi-a, Professor Losh notes. 
Rising at sunset in the 
southeast, Jupiter will be 
visible from dusk to dawn. On 
the 6th of June, Jupiter will be 
six degrees north of the moon. 

MoVing through the 
constellation Capricornus, 
Mars will rise in the southeast 
around midnight. Four 
degrees south of the moon on 
June 13th, Mars will be easy 
to spot because of its 
brightness and solitude.

Novi electors 
cast ballots at the Walled 
Lake Junior High School on 
Pontiac Trail. 

Candidates seeking 
positions on the school board 
are Betty Campion, Conrad 
Conti, Robert Cooper, William 
Kabzinski, Loretta Miller, 
William Powell and Barbara 
Scully. 

Proposal B on the ballot 
calls for renewal of four mills 
for operation, while Proposal 
C covers an addition of two 
mills for operation. 

The school board has 
reduced the district's deby 
levy by two mills during the 
past two years and is now 
asking for a two-mill increase 
for operation 

According to the board, if 
the two-mill increase is 
approved along with the four-
mill renewal, the total school 
tax rate will be the same as it 
was in 1969-70-but one mill 
more than 1970-1971.

The - $10,000 job, 
subcontracted by Holloway to

Rather than have his land 
part of NoVi, DonoVon, 
according to his 
representatiVe Edward 
Johnson who was present 
Tuesday night, would rather 
see it annexed to the City of 
Wixom.

Three incumbents and three challengers 
will square off for three Novi Board of 
Education seats here in Monday's annual 
school election 

Up for grabs are two four-year terms and 
a sin^e one-year term. 

Seeking the four-year terms are 
Incumbents Claude Earl and Gilbert 
Henderson as well as two newcomers to 
elective office, John Summerlee and William 
Ziegler. 

Candidates for the one-year term are 
Incumbent (by appointment) Jacob DurHng 
and Mrs. Sharon Pelchat. 

Other board members whose seats are 
not up in this election are Bruce Simmons, 
board president whose four-year term expires 
in 1973; La Verne DeWaard, board vice-
president whose four-year term expires next 
year; secretary Ray Warren, whose four-
year term expires in 1974; and Robert 

Wilkins, Whose four-year term expires in 1973. 
Henderson Won a three-year term in 

1968—the year When the board Was expanded 
from five to seven members because Novi 
was to become a K-through-12 school system. 
Ten candidates sought election that year, 
including DeWaard and former Trustee 
Russell Taylor, who, after winning a four-
year term resigned in December, 1970, and in 
the following January Durling was appointed 
to fill his seat. 

Earl, treasurer of the board, was elected 
to a two-year term in 1969. He had been 
appointed eariier to fill a seat vacated by 
Herbert Anderson 

In last year's election Warren Was the 
only candidate. 

TWO years ago the ballot, like next 
Monday's ballot, included six candidates: 

Following Monday's election—probably 
at the first meeting in July—the board wiU 
elect its officers.

The advisory question that 
will appear on Monday's 
school ballot asks voters for 
their opinion—not a decision. 

That's what school officials 
are emphasizing in pointii^ 
out that the Novi City Council 
must in the final analysis 
make the decision, not the 
school board or the voters. 

City officials, after 
conferring with the school 
board, have indicated that 
their decision, however, will 
be influenced by the opinion of 
the public. 

What does the question ask? 
It asks simply if voters would 

be willing to pay their taxes 
partly in the winter, as they 
do now, and partly in the 
summer when city taxes are 
now collected. It does not 
mean, as some have 
interpreted, that school taxes 
would double. 

Board members are 
anxious to have tax 
collections made at two 
different times because, 
under the present setup, tax 
monies are not available 
when they are most needed 
and, because of this, the board 
has been forced to annually 
borrow money at interest 

against anticipated income. 
They point out that, 

thousands of dollars in 
interest can be saved the 
school district with a split tax 
collection. They are aware 
that collection of school taxes, 
along with municipal taxes in 
the summer, will place a 
heavier work and financial 
burden on the city 
government but they have 
indicated a willingness to pick 
up the cost of this added city 
expense which is seen as 
minimal when compared to 
lost tax dollars paid out in 
interest each year.
