Doman calls It a renaissance. 

The city has been reborn with 
its new downtown area, the 
Village Center, and area residents 
'̂came out last Friday night lo ded­
icate the new'development at 
'Showcase Wixom. 

The event included everything 
from food to dance performances 

; to a car show, live music and bal­
loon art for the younger set. 

The dedication ceremony 
included such dignitaries as 
Wixora Mayor Michael 
McDonald, Slate Sen. Nancy 
Cassis (R-Novi) and Oakland 
County Commissioner JcfT Potter 
(R-South Lyon). 

Borrowing words from lhc cily 
of Wlxom's slogan, "A 
Crossroads Community with 
Character," Cassis said, "It's 
much morc than a crossroads, h's 
become a destination.'' 

Cassis recalled when Doman 
and Tony Nowicki, assistant city 
manager, invited her to city hall to 
show her the concept.' 

"Pretty soon that turned inlo a 
beautifur blueprint. And, today 

- you see the results of all the hard 
work, dedication and commitment 
of a community that is growing," 

Cassis s.-iid. 
She said city leaders have 

accomplished something unique 
— a downtown that is a 
public/private partnership. 

"Many people say you can't build 
a downtown in the 21st centuiy. 
Well, you know whal? They don't 
know Wixom and what a wonderful, 
creative, confident growing commu­
nily this is," she .said. 

McDonald said many people 
have invested time and talent in 
bringing more businesses to the 
downtown area, and a few were 
able to have the public sample 
their wares ol ihe event. 

The project, which includes a 
Perfonning Ans Gazebo for com­
munity events, was partially paid 
for with tax dollars captured 
through the Wixom Downtown 

DcvelopmenI Authority., 
Tribute, n partnership bclwcen 

Cohen Homes of Farmington 
Hills and Robenson Brothers of 
Bloomfield Hills, also assisted in 
the dcvelopmeni by bringing a 
condominium complex lo the 
downtown area. 

Other features of the pedestri­
an-friendly area include a retail 
complex; village square; a public 
area wilh refleclinj pool, water­
fall, jets and special lighting; 38-
streetlights; 13,000 plants and 
new electronic message board. 
.'Wireless Internet access is also 
be available in the area through 
the Wireless Oakland project. 

Eugene "Skip" Boilore, head of 
thê DDA 'and owner of a Wixom 
dry cleaning business, saw the 
birth of the project.'

Splitting nelghliorliaods 

Several parents from neighbor­

endorsed. 
Commillcc nicmbere present 

answered that an effort was made 
to keep neighborhoods grouped 
together, but it simply was not 
feasible.

Some questioned whether 
redlstricling. which will displace 
499 students if proposal number 
seven is implemenlcd unamend­
ed by Ihc board of cducalion. is 
really even necessaiy. One parent 
of a Parkview Elemenlaiy student 
responded lhal the school is an 
"overcrowded zoo," and lhal 
redistrictiiig is needed to alleviate 
the problem. 

Deerfield Elenientary 

A number of parents were 
interested in discussing the rela­
tionship between calls for rcdis-
Iricdng and Ihe decision earlier 
this year by Ihe board of educa­
tion to make Deerfield 
lilcmcntary a neighborhood 
school. Dccrfield-rclaled ques­
tions provided sonic of the more 
charged moments of the evening. 

Rosier disputed any notion 
lhal rcdislricting had been sug­
gested because of the decision 
earlier this year lo make 
Decrncid a neighborhood 
school. Rather, , rcdislricting 
would have occurred cither vvay, 
and the committee simply acted 
on what the board of cducalion 
decided, he said. 

Deerfield has been a hot-button 
'lssuc for the district this year, 
with some parents upset that 
attendance at the school will now 
be geographically based, rather 
than lottery-based as in years 
past. The administration has said 
that Deerfield will retain its alter­
native leaching methods, and will 
remain a school of choice. 

Concerns about Providence 

Another concern was raised 
aboul the community education 
.section of the rcpon, which sug­
gested exploring a possible part­
nership of some sort with 
Providence Park Ho.spital. One 
parent nolcd that Providence's 
own lileralure .is.sociales it with 
the Catholic church, meaning 
there could scparaUon of church 
and slate issues. 

Getting public Input 
The forum was Ihe first of two 

opportunifies for the public lo 
comment on the work of the 
school utilization and redislricl-
ing committee, which looked al 
school facilities, engineered 
seven proposal for rcdislricUng, 
and analyzed community educa­
tion and technology in the dis­
trict.

Services, Mike Leavitt, had lo say 
about a community facing a bio­
logical warfare attack, such as 
ncr\'c gas: 

'Any communily lhat fails to 
prepare with the expectation lhat 
the federal govemmeni will be 
able to step in and serve them at 
lhc lasi moment will be sadly dis­
appointed." Leavili said. 

As Gilmore stressed, "Local 
preparedness is the foundation of 
preparation for a pandemic, a bur-
ricaiic, an earthquake or a terrorist 
aliack." 

Gilmore believes at this partic­
ular point in time, the potential for 
analtackon the U.S. is "a fire bell 
in ihenight. if we don't rcspnd 
ip iî -tbcn we will be;ihc pj;ople 
whô ^will pay-.the price âs a 
nalibh;'

Mykolaids also wanted to negod-
ale a deal with Novi invesdgalors 
before he would even come into die 
police station to give a statement.

Tentative Tower agreement 
made 

Tower Automotive announced 
tentative contract agreements 
with ttic United Auto Workers 
union (UAW) and tile United 
Stcclworkcrs union (USW) cov­
ering npproxiinately 2,100 
Tower employees. The agree­
ments arc subject to ratiflcalion 
by botli unions' affected mem­
berships, and they also must be 
approvc'd by the U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court overseeing 
Tower's Chapter 11 case. Details 
of the agreements will be 
released after the ratiHcation 
process is completed, 

"These agreements are a 
major step toward assuring 
Tower's future as a profitable, 
comjTclilive automotive suppli­
er," said Kathleen Ligocki, presi­
dent and chief executive officer 
ofTowcr. "While Ihe issues 
addressed in Ihc negotiations 
were challenging, all parlies 
worked hard to achieve a negoii-
ated .settlement lhat provides 
cost savings critical to Tower's 
reorganization plan. These 
agreements with the United Auto 
Workers and the United 
Steelworkers of America demon­
strate the commitment of our 
active union membership to 
Tower's future and complement 
agreements already reached with 
our Milwaukee unions and 
retirees. Assuming these agree­
ments ore ratified by the union 
memberships and approved by 
the Bankruptcy Court, we will 
be one major step closer to the 
completion of our reorganization 
plan and our emergence from 
Chapter 11 later this year. I want 
to thank our Tower colleagues 
for all their hard work and dedi­
cation that have been so impor­
tant to our rcorganlz-ation 
process.

Trying to fight Kroger 

A coalition of Detroit i 
nity, religious, and labor organi­
zations is urging Michigan con­
sumers not 10 shop at Kroger 
Stores until the mega-grocery 
chain reverses its decision to 
transfer work from a Livonia 
perishables warehouse lo Oliio, 
resulting in the loss of approxi­
mately 250 current jobs and 
potentially 250 more by 2008. 
Kroger plans to move these 
Michigan jobs to an Ohio ware­
house that pays sub-standard 
wages and benefits, coalition 
representatives said. 

CoaUtion members will detail 
their concerns about these job 
losses, which will bring hardship 
to Michigan families and have a 
ripple effect on the surrounding 
communities and businesses.

initiative. 

Vll is u tratisporinlion tech­
nology initiative intended to 
allow vehicles to communicate 
directly with (he road infrastruc­
ture as well as wilh other vehi­
cles. This capability could sig­
nificantly reduce the number of 
motor vehicle accidents and . 
reduce irafilc congestion. 

RCOC Managing Director 
Brenl Bair explained that Vll 
holds ircmemlous potential lo 
help make roads and cars safer. 

The lest involves a first-ever 
u.se of Motorola's MOTODRIVE 
wireless network architecture 
operating over a 5.9 GHz radio 
frequency. The 5.9 GHz radio 
frequency was allocated for con­
necting vehicles to the infra­
structure and each other by the 
Federal Communications 
Commission (FCC). This 
process, known as Dedicated 
Short-Range Communications 
(DSRC) has been touted as Ihe 
breakthrough lechnology lhat 
will allow direct vehiclc-lo-
infrastructure and vchielc-io-
vehicle communications envi­
sioned Ihrough VII,

Google's commlliiicnt 
lo MIcldgan sends the message lo other high-tech, non-nian-
ufactiirhig coiii]>anles that we're not Just another dow-n-ln-
tlie-dumps 'rust bell" state. 

Our assets Include greal research unlversllies like the U 
ol M. a wealth of engineering and teelinlcal talents, and 

thousands of bright and ambitious gradu­
ates looking for hiimilng careers. We also 
liave some communities like Ann Arbor or 
i-:aHt..iuinslrig that are "cool" by any slan- , . 
dard. And overall, the qiiallly of life In 
Michigan Is pretty darn good: Tlie commute 
is (lulck: housing prices are low; and lakes, 
streams and woods are wondrous, nearby 
and easy to get to. 

For years, I've been one of many who 
have been arguing that we need to hulld a 
'knowledge economy" in Michigan beside 

our evoh-lng mnnufacturtng base. Google's announcement 
confirms that hopes of ljullding such an economy are nol 
Jusl pic in the sky. 

U of M President Mary Sue Coleman said last week that 
"Google's decision lo choose Michigan is a milestone in our 
state's lransformatlon." She's absolutely right — especially If 
we seize tlie opportunity to build on It. 

Whal this also should do Is make blindlngly clear the 
iniiicrlance of Ihriving research universities lo our economic 
prosperity. Tax cut or no lax cut, they wouldn't have come 
otherwise. This has not always been obvious lo our elected 
leaders in l.anslng. 

Over the past quarter century, for Inst.ince, slate support 
for universities has dropped by nearly a third. Nor has any­
body had Uic guts to say oul loud lliat not all unlversllies 
arc of equal importance. 

Specillcally, there Is a big difference in mission and eco­
nomic Importance between our serious research universities 
and the rest. 

Doug Rotliwcll, president ef Detroit Renaissance and one 
of llie smartest economic development types around, noted 
In a recent Detroit Free Press arUcle lhat, "North Carolina 
invests heavily In Its unlversllies, especially Its flagship 
research universities. In turn, the universities diversify the 
state's economy." 

By contrast, "In Michigan, Oie model Is quite different. We 
treat higher educaUon as an expense rather Uian as an 
Investment." 

Rothwell is right on. We need to change our approach to 
higher education. Our thinking should shift from an appro-
priaUon-based model to an Investment approach. Wc should 
make support for higher education a key part of Michigan's 
economic development shntegy and. In partlcuiar, recognize 
that our research universities playa vital role In the tnnova-
tlon-hascd science and technology that lie at the core of 
hulldlng the new economy.
