• Land swap 
nixed; next 
option to expand 
current site

A pro|X)sal by the Novi Public 
Librarv's biiard lo trade property 
wilh llie Novi Conimunily School 
District was denied 6-1 by the 
Board of Education liist Tliursday. 

The proposal included a land 
trade of die current library property 
at Ten Mile and Tafi roads, for a sec­
tion of property which is owned by 

the school district at Eleven Mile 
and Beck roads. Had il been grant­
ed, die library would have built a 
new facilily diere. 

Tlie libnuy's plan B calls for 
expanding and renovating iLs currenl 
facilily. 

"Thai's how we plan lo proceed 
now and we've already started our 
architect on more detailed work for 
that site," said Rick Smith, library 
board of iruslees president. "We're 
real happy dial the school board 
clearly showed their support for our 
mission for an improved library in 
general, even though the land swap 
is nol going lo work out." 

At the time of the proposal, die 
school board said it iieeded some 
questions answered before making a 
decision, which included how die 

dislriel could use llie current library 
land. 

"We thought ilierc was a good 
chance we could use the land for 
alternative education, bul the high 
school and adminismilion said that 
was nol a good use lor it." said John 
Slreil, school board president. "It's 
not a good idea thai the two pro­
grams were so clo.se togedier." 

Also, adminisiralion said it would 
have had lo redo much of ihe build­
ing's mechanics, heating and cool­
ing. 

"Wc fell that was not a good use 
of funds al this time," Sireit added. 

The proposal was originally 
made April 7 because die library 
board said ils curreni facilily, locat­
ed right next lo Novi High School, is 
too small for the growing communi­

ty A1.S0 il said dial it is becoming 
increasingly dangerous to access die 
librajy parking lol in the morning 
when school starts and in die after­
noon when il lets out. 

Smidi said dial die libraiy will 
continue lo explore other communi­
ty paruiersliips in order to provide a 
library facility appropriate lo die 
growing needs of Novi. 

"We're llappy lo be moving for­
ward," Smidi said. "I diink il would 
have been nice if somediing worked 
oui widi die school board, but only 
if i l was a win-win. And i l wasn'i 
going to work out dial way."

With Novi High School's 
prom this Saturday nighi, par­
ents and other adults should be 
forewarned thai Novi police will 
be enforcing the law when il 
comes to serving alcohol to 
minors. 

Beth Belter, executive director 
of the Novi Community lhal 
Cares Coalition, appeared before 
city council May 9. urging Novi 
parents and other cilizens to sign 
a "Parents Who Host Lose the 
Most" proclamation. The procla­
mation is on an easel in the atri­
um of the Novi Civic Center 
supporting safe and healthy 
prom and graduation parties. 

Volunteers supporting teen 
health are reminding adults lo 
abandon prom and graduation 
drinking parties with the phrase, 
"Don'l be a parly to teenage 
drinking. It's against the law." 

"Even though the campaign 
runs Ihrough May and June due 
to proms and graduations, it is an 
important message lo remember 
throughout the year," Belter said. 

"The big message is thai some 
parenl.s are providing alcohol lo 
teens at home because they feel 
they'll be safer. However, il is 
illegal, and parents can be prose­
cuted." 

This campaign is sponsored 
by the .Alliance of Coalitions for 
Healthy Cominuniiies and Ihe 
Oakland County Health 
Division Office of Substance 
Abuse Services. 

The message is that underage 
drinking parties are a health and 
safety problem wilh serious 

legal ramifications. 
Adults need to keep in mind 

that: 
• It is illegal lo hosl or allow 

teen drinking parties in your 
home 

• It is unhealthy and illegal 
for anyone under iigc 21 to 
drink. 

• It is unsafe and illegal for 
leens to drink and drive. 

• Parents can be prosecuted 
under the law 

• Everything associated with 
a violation, such as personal 
properly, can be confiscated. 

Adults who break the law can 
face a minimum senlencc of 
three months in jail and/or a 
$500 fine. Others can sue those 
who give alcohol to anyone 
under age 21. and they, in turn, 
hurl someone, themselves or 
damage property. Police can 
also Ijike any alcohol, money or 
property used In coniniilling the 
offense. 

This message comes on the 
heels of a new survey that finds 
many teens arc pressured to 
engage in unsafe tictivilies on 
prom and graduation nights, 
like drinking and driving and 
driving carelessly, such as 
speeding. 

The survey, released May 10 
by Chrysler Group's Road 
Ready Teens prograin and part­
ner M A D D . was conducted as 
pari of an innovative online 
public education effort to reach 
teens with critical messages 
aboul teen driving .safety and 
underage drinking prevention. 

"Prom and graduation nights 
should be times teens remember 
for the rest of their lives, yet 

these celebratory times also 
combine some of deadliest fac­
tors for motor vehicle crashes: 
drinking and driving, driving 
late at night and driving with 
liiultiple passengers," said Luis 
Morals, senior manager. Safety 
Planning, Chrysler Group. 

"Traffic crashes arc the No. I 
killer of teens. As we move into 
Ihe most deadly lime o/'!lie year 
for lecn drivers, we want to 
remind parents and leens th;it 
prom and graduation season is 
no time to ignore .safe driving 
habits." 

The survey revealed that 46 
percent of teens plan to drive to 
prom and graduation night 
activilics; of llio.sc, 5.1 percent 
plan to drive a group of teens. 

Also 86 pcrccnl of teens sur­
veyed said they would be stay­
ing out pasl midnighl: half said 
they plan to slay out past 2 a.m. 
Research shows that 50 percent 
of fatalities that occur wilh a 
teen behind the wheel happen 
afier dark. 

Olher study finding.s include: 
• 74 percent of leens surveyed 

report pressure lo drink 
• 57 percent of teens report 

pressure to drive carelessly 
• 49 percent of leens report 

pressure to use drugs 
• 48 percent of leens expect 

less than half of their peers will 
buckle up on prom and gradua­
tion night.

"It's hard for a lot 
of people because they don't 
want to get rejected. If the giri 
says no, i t ' l l go around the 
whole school. Some people get 

nervous even thinking aboul 
asking .someone, lei alone actu­
ally doing it," 

Forgoing the traditional liin-
ousine, Church and his date 
plan to ride lo prom in his 
Expedition. 

"I ' l l spend more lime wash­
ing my car than I will getting 
myself ready," he said. "It's the 
same for most guys...if you 
drive around on (prom day), 

. you'll see all these guys clean­
ing their cars, getting them 
ready. Girls have to worry aboul 
hair, nails, the dress...I'm glad I 
can just lake a shower and put 
on a tux." 

Despite the planning, money, 
and fear of rejection involved, 
BuWalda and Church agree that 
prom is a necessary rite of pas­
sage. 

"ll 's like an unwritten rule 
that you have to go to prom as a 
senior, whether you have a date 
or not," Church said. 

"When I think of prom, I 
Ihink of good-byes, last limes," 
BuWalda added, "ll 's one of the 
lasl times that the senior class 
will be together, ll's going to be 
faniastie."

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• First checks 
arrive f rom 
seizure of 
drug-related 
funds

How would you like to have 
more illan million in your 
checking account? 

Well, the Novi Police 
Department does now. 

It's been a long time coming, 
bill llie firsi checks following 
one of the biggest drug money 
seizures in Ihe slate have now 
been deposilcd with the city's 
finance depanmenl and credited 
to Ihe police deparimeiit's for-
feiiure account. 

Rick Helwig, city manager, 
issued a memo to city council 
members last Thursday, slaiing 
that two checks from Ihe U.S. 
Treasury made out to the Novi 
Police Dcpartmcni were 
deposited in an account. 

One check was for $.196,465, 
wilh the second check for 
S935,944 for a total of 
$1,332,410. 

The funds came to the depart­
ment following an incidcnl on 
March 18, 2004, when Novi 
police responded to a call lhal 
there was an up.set female in the 
lobby at Studio Plus motel at 

39640 Oichard Hill Place al 
Eight Mile and Haggerty roads. 

The officers who responded lo 
the scene ob.served an hysterical 
female who led them lo two 
motel rooms because she feared 
the occupants of the rooms may 
have been harmed. 

Officers checked the roonis 
and found no one inside. The 
female, who was one of those 
slaying in Ihe room, insisted lhal 
police check the luggage in the 
room. 

Upon inspection, the officers 
saw a duffel bag filled willi large 
amounts of U.S. currency. The 
woman kept insisting that some­
one had been seriously injured 
In one of the rooms. 

Search warrants were 
obtained for the rooms, and 
police found eVen more cash. 
Information was also obtained 
that led investigators to a loca­
tion in Northvllle at Eight Mile 
Road and Novi Street. 
Investigators then saw two sub­
jects al this location leave the 
house and return to the Studio 
Plus motel. 

A search warrant was 
obtained for the Northvilie 
home at 861 Allen Street, wilh a 
search of that residence produc­
ing three additional duffel bags 
wilh bundles of U.S. currency 

The total from the hotel rooms 
and home netted $4,795,668. 
The Novi Police Dcpartmenl is 
expected to receive about $3 
million from the forfeiture 
funds, according to Doug 

ShaelTer, chief of police. 
Expenditures are aulhorlzed 

and controlled the same way as 
all other city purchases and 
expenditures. 

Federally iorfcilcd properlics 
arc authorized and expenditures 
arc guided by federal statute 
which states that: 

• Expenditures arc lo be made 
in a iwo-year period; 

• Approved uses are very 
broad bul restricted lo law 
enforcement uses only, includ­
ing any interest accrued; 

• Forfeited funds cannot he 
used 10 replace resotu'ces; 

• Forfeited funds can be used 
for additional personnel but are 
restricted to only payliig ihi; 
llrsl-ye;ir salaries of new law 
enforcement stall'. 

Perniilled uses arc: 
• activities to enhance future 

inve.sligalions. 
• law enforcement training, 
• law enforcement equipmcnl 

and operations, • . 
• detention f.icillties. 
• law enforcement facilities 

and etiuipmeni, 
• drug education and aware­

ness programs, 
• pro rata funding (meaning 

funds can be divided when dis­
tributed), and 

• asset accounting and tracking.

owned the land at least three years. 
In Januaiy, Novi's planning com­
mission denied approval of the 
plan, then called Uptown Place, in 
a 4-3 vote. The proposed build­
ing's height was a primary issue. 

"1 believe more and more den­
sity is basically a sin," Nagy said. 
"I feel we're being forced into a 
corner. How do we go against our 
own fiscal analysis?" 

Lorenzo said the decision 
against the rezoning last February 
should stand and asked why il was 

even on Ihc agenda. 
She said reconsideration, tak­

ing back the proposal or a new 
plan were the only three options 
that could again be brought to 
council. 

"What stops iiny olher applicant 
from reappearing for a subsequent 
action?," Lorenzo asked. "This 
speaks to the process, and I'm very 
disappointed in our attorneys." 

Lorenzo said Singh lias not 
shown that the property could not 
be used for office service technol­
ogy. "We need more nonresiden­
tial property," she said. 

Paul noted that there was a lot 
of anxicly over this project. She 
said the recent fiscal analysis 
shows Novi liiis a large amouni of 
multiple family dwellings. 

But according to Singh's alloi-
ney, Robert Carson, there is no 
market lo absorb office service 
lephnology. 

"We think you need to address 
this, or there's going to he a law­
suit," Schultz said. "We're of ihe 
legal opinion thai you should do 
this." 

Capello said the city is trying to 
reduce the number of residential 

properties in favor of office tech­
nology to increase its tax base. 

This is the first lime Singh has 
said they were going to initiate a 
lawsuit with the city, according lo 
Capello. 

"I don't know why we can't put 
this behind us, agree wilh the 201 
owner-occupied units and move 
on," said Capello. 

Several council members cited 
the 1999 Sand.stone lawsuit 
against the city as motivation to 
avoid legal action. In that ease, in 
which Carson also represented the 
developers, the city was ordered 

by courts lo pay $72 million in 
damages before a settlement was 
reached. 

"The word lawsuit is men­
tioned, and we're supposed to 
cave," Nagy said. "I just want to 
do the right thing, but I'm not 
about to do something out of trep­
idation." 

' Lorenzo said that ihe Sandstone 
lawsuit was not a land use case, 
but a breach of contract ca.se. 
"There's no breach of contract 
here," she said. 

City Manager Rick Helwig 
said, "Shame on Singh for putting 

council in this position. It's jusi 
wrong, and there's no win-win 
now." 

Csordiis, likewise, was nol 
pleased with the lawsuit threat. 

"This is not a shrinking violel 
council," said the mayor. "H's 
unfortunate that Singh has tar­
nished its good reputation with 
this request," he said.

"I860. 

Dave Spencer, a longtime area 
resident and owner of family-
owned Spencer Ronfing in 

'Comnierce Township for 26 years. 
;donated the labor and \Vini.s:ut 
Building Supplies donated the 
cedar sh.ikes for the roof, 

'Tills old building needs lo have 
its original look, and shakes uill do 

,;that," Spencer said. 
Crews got started on tlic ninrning 

of April 22 on the project. 
The project was coordinated by 

i.menibers of the Commerce 
Township Area Historical StK'icty, 
headed up by Ch;irlcne Long, who 
is also president of the Walled L;ikc 

• Downtown Devclopnienl Aiilhority. 
Darlcne Williams, sccrelary of 

' the society, was also inslnimenlal in 
' Ihc project and noted lhal Speiiecr 
, lias done work on other historic 

buildings. 
"He's got a real heart," Williams 

Siaid. "It's hard lo get people inlcr-
. esled in history." 

Slonecresl was built by Jacob 
Moore who u.sed native stones that 

• were broken, faced and laid up in 
. quick lime mortar. The building sits 
: on the highest ground in the original 
' village of Walled Lake. 
" In later ycais. Stephen Gage ran a 
i slore and the post office in llie 
- building. And I'or miiny years, dif­

ferent families used it as a private 
residence. 

Will Hiillon, who lived there, 
gave it llic name Slonecresl. The 
Walled Lake Civic Society pur­
chased it and deeded it lo tlic histor­
ical society in 1980. Stonecrcst has 
been dcsignaled as an historic site 
by lhe Sliitc of Miciiigan. . 

Today, the self-supporting build­
ing is rented for only $75 as a hall 
for public and privale cvcnis three 
or four times a nionlh, including 
weikiings. aniiiversaiy eclcbratioiis, 
bridal and baby showers, recep­
tions, birthdays, commuiiily fesli-
vals. church services and iiiore. 

"ll's becoiiic a family Iradilion," 
Long said. "We have one family 
who rents it every ClirisimtLs Eve 
and has their family Chrislmas 
there." 

Glengary F-lemeiitary School and 
Sarah Banks Middle School stu­
dents and staff raised S1,400 to help 
icstore Slonecresl, which went to 
Siicncer's crew. The overall cost of 
the project would be more than 
S8,000-S9,(KW were it not discount­
ed. 

Rogan & Son RollolV Service 
donated a diimpster to catch the 
learoff of the roof. 

Slonecresl is a special building to 
;ire;i residents. 

"It's part of their roots, their his­
tory. Il gives a sense of conlmunity 
10 lhe Walled Lake residents. It 
gives Ihem a .sense of home liccau.se 
it's the one landmark lhal you go by 
constantly." Williams said. 

"It touches so many people's 
lives. It gives a richness to our her­
itage."

The Novi Community School 
District is now one step closer 
lo housing a strings orchestni 
program I'or sludenls.

"We have been talking about

Sikailis hopes "The Purple 
Bear Project" wil l be an annual 
event. Not only has it broughl a 
lot of traffic into her classroom 
by staff that her and her kids 
don't normally see during Ihe 
day. it has also taught her stu­
dents some valuable lessons as 
well. 

"We decided to make this a 
part of our math class, so we arc 
learning how to keep track of all 
the money with a check ledger, 
we're learning how to add on 
our calculator and we're learn­
ing how to read the checks and 
find out what's on the checks," 
Sikaitis said. 

The students also learned how 
10 locate the store in the mall 
and how to build the bears. 

The way the Build-A-Bcar 
process works is: First, patrons 
choose a stuffed animal from 
many bins, which do not have 
any stuffing in them at the time. 
Next they take a heart, put it 
inside the bear and make a wish, 
and then stuff it. The company 
will sew the bear up when it's 
all stuffed and put a tag inside. 
Then patrons can wash ihcir 
bear in a tub, pick out an outfit 
for it and create a birth certifi­
cate complete with gender, 
name, birth date and weight. 

The high school students 
were thrilled to make the bears. 

"I'm excited lo get out of 
school and help the kids," Colby 
Maxfield said, a sophomore at 
the school. "I learned how to 
keep track of the checks and 
balance our money and I 
learned how to budget money." 

Michael Renkiewicz is a 
ninth grader at Novi High. He 
also learned a lot .iboul how 
checks and money work. 

"It makes me feel good 
because I'm helping out little 
kids who are so iiappy to see us 
come," he said.

Ii could be a great day, or 
a lucky day because everybody thinks it's 
unlucky I really don't have any negative 
feelings about it bccau.se I'm not supcr­
stiiious.

Dr. Emmett Lippe, superintendent 
of the Novi Community School 
District: ''I don't even think about that 
kind of stuff. Friday ihe I3ih is just 
another day to me. I've never been con­
cerned." 

John Lawrence, Novi High School 
principal: "I'm not superstitious in that 
regard. In faci._Friday the 13th is just as 

good a day as any day ai Novi High 
School. Kids are here doing well and 
ihings are going smoothly. We haven't 
had any unusual situations on Friday ihe 
13th any more so than any other day. 
However, I have to admit, when I see 
Friday the I3ih on ihe calendar, it just 
wafts through my mind, ihe whole supcr­
stiiious thing ihat's tied to that. I don't 
dwell on it though. We lake every day as 
it comes and look at each day optimisti­
cally.

Over my years in this business, I've read 
a lot of sad stories. But one of the saddest 
ran lasl week in Tlie Dciroit News. It 
reported the results of an E P I C - M R A poll 
on the altitudes of Michigan parents toward 
their kids' education and jobs in today's 
economy. The findings are, frankly, lenify-
iiig: 

• Only 27 percent think a good education 
is essential I'or getting ahead. 

• Around a quarter say that a good career 
choice for their children is "whatever makes 
Ihem happy."

• Ncariy half of parents 
don't think everyone needs a 
college education. 

• Fewer than 5 percent 
think careers in engineering 
orcompuiers are worthwhile 
for their children. 

The disconnect between 
these parents and hard cold 
reality is astonishing. Don't 
they know that the high-pay­
ing, muscle-based, low-
skilled jobs of the past are 
evaporating? Don't they real­
ize parents in China and 
India .see that their kids need RhJI Powef 
lo leani the math, science 
and thinking skills essential in the new 
globally competitive economy? 
' Those kids arc going to blow ours away 

No wonder Gov Jennifer Granholm 
pounded the podium at the Detroit 
Economic Club last week: "Wiikc up!" she 
barked al Michigan parenls. No wonder 
state economic czar David Hollister keeps 
warning that a high school education just 
isn't enough for Michigan kids to make il. 

And no wonder ihat economists, business 
leaders and joumalisls are all waving the 
red flagof alanii. 

In the past, I've groused at the Governor 
for being reluctant aboui ihe kinds of radi­
cal restructurings Michigan needs in order 
10 be dragged, kicking and .screaming, into 

liie 21st ecnluiy. Bul on this fundamentally 
important issue, she's been absolutely right 
from the slari. 

bist year, she had Lt. Gov John Clieny 
put logelher a hcavyweighl coniiiiission on . 
higher educalion in Michigan. I served on it 
— and I'ouiid it a disturbing bul energizing 
experience. We found that only 22 perceni 
of adults in Michigan hold a bachelor's 
degree, more than 10 points less than our 
coinpeiilor slalcs. Wc discovered lliai a dis­
tressingly high pereciilage of kids plan lo 
go to college wlien ihey slart high school, 
but somehow never gel Ihere. In our report, 

wc reeommendcd lhal 
Michigan take all the steps' 
neccssaiy io double the 
number ol" college gradualcs 
widiin a decade. 

Much of Ihc problem is 
cullural: Michigan families 
for generations have liguied 
all you had lo do was gcl a 
high .school diploma to get a 
gocxi paying job in manul'ac-
luring and you'd be all sei. 
Plainly, lhal day is over. But 
changing deeply ingrjiined 
cultural habits is lough. 

That's why Granholm is 
pushing bills to re-jigger ihe 

Michigan Merit Scholarship to provide ;il 
least .S4,(XXJ in aid lo any student who com­
pletes two years ill any IVlichigan eollege or 
univeniity. 

Tliat's enough to piiy for iin iissoeiate 
degree al most comniunily colleges. Some 
students will go directly into good technical 
jobs, while others will linish ihcir four yciir 
degree $4,(XX) less in debt than before. 

By combining state money I'or ihc Merit 
award and federal Pell gi-ant funds, 
Michigan would be the lirsi stale lo guiuiin-
ice that all students who finish two years of 
college would receive enough scholarship 
suppoit to piiy for al least a two-year associ­
ate degree from a community eollege. 

The old $2,500 Merit program bribed 

kills into taking the M E A P test anil gave 
high scorers a payoff. Bul that did nothing 
to encourage kids to iiclually oblain a col­
lege degree. Of the KKMXK) or so sludenls 
who giiidtialc I'nim high school c;teli year, 
aboul half qualify for a Merit awiird, but 
less Ihiin half of these ever iiclually linish it 
college program. Whiii's worse is llijil most 
of the 50,(XX) who cliin'l quiilify (biised on 
jusi one Icsl) conclude Ihey'rc just not col­
lege niiiieriiil — and never iry. 

Stale House Speaker Craig DcRix'he (R-
Novi) is whining thai ihe old Merit prognini 
works just line and iluii taking awiiy the 
$2,.'i(X) iiwarils penalizes high achievers. 
He's gol it wrong. Our economy docs not 
need kids who .score well on slandardized 
lesis; il needs more people who oblain col­
lege degrees. The Speaker surely has 
enough business experience lo know that 
you gel whal you p;iy for. If we want more 
people cnlcriiig Ihc l;iboi- force wilh college 
degrees, Ihat's what we ought lo subsidize. 

And wilh the .stale in the linaneial bind 
il's in, il makes no sense at all lo cough up 
millions for the Merit award without getting 
something u.scl'ul fiir it. When I talked with 
the governor about all this lasl week, I nien-
lioned soineiliiiig that happened to me a 
long time ago when I was applying to col­
leges. The aeceptiincc letter that most 
impressed me was one that said it was the 
college's policy thai if 1 didn't Hunk oul, 
ihcy would find the money somewhere to 
keep me in school till I earned my degree. 

That's Ihai kind of solid, concrelc com-
milmcnt from llic .sliile ihiit could nuikc ;i 
big difference in changing lodiiy's deep-
niolcd iind deeply diingcrous allitiides. I 
hope the governor lakes ihe ball and inns 
wilh it — and lluit Michigan piiretils gcl 
Ihcir eyes on Ihe ball.

Editor's note: ClayJ. Pearson, assistant city 
manager, ciiy of Novi, recently traveled to 
South Africa as a goodwill amliassador. 
Fallowiitg are his reflections on the trip. 

Ten years aher their first free elections, 
wliicli 'brought'Nelson Mandela from 26 
years in prison to the national presidency. 
South Africans iirebuildrfig a vibrant democ­
racy. 

Through a program promoting democraiic 
rule and good governance internaiionally, I 
joined a U.S. team conducting workshops in 
South Africa for local government. 

Like Ihc era after our own American 
Continental Congress and great aspirations 
more than 200 years ago, in South Africa 
there is currently a gap between Ihc desired 
ideal and the current reality. 

The lasl decade's priority has been lo over­
haul Ihe apartheid government that separated 
people and provided advantages for the 10 
percent of the population thai controlled the 
country and its resources. 

Before the peaceful transition from 
apartheid, education, economic opportunities, 
and basic civil rights were harshly denied to 
mast citizens. The task is huge, but ihe la.st 
decade has seen two lenns for Mandela and 
Ihen a free election of President Thabo Mbeki 
10 create a new political tradition. 

1 took two weeks from my job with the city 
of Novi and made Ihe 20-hour trip through 
Anisterdain, then south over ihe equaior lo 
Johannesburg in the last half of April. The 
break from Novi roads, neighborhood, and 
development issues provided a special oppor­
lunily to learn and help. Il was also an oppor­
tunity io further appreciate what we have in 
Novi. 

We went to build South African municipal­
ities' capabilities by identifying issues and 
solutions to incorporate into new training 
material. South Africans will teach the train­
ing material over Ihc next two years. 

South Africa is a large and diverse popula­
tion. Its 47 million people speak 11 different 
official languages. Engli.sh is a second lan­
guage for most and concentrating on listening 
closely was an important skill. 

1 found a conimon computer language of 
PowerPoint and Windows X P helped make 
U.S. lessons portable to our South African 
colleagues. 

The United Stales Agency for International 
Development is our government's agency 
charged with promoting democratic princi­
ples around the world. One of the U.S. 
.strategies over the last .several years has been 
10 build democracies abroad as a means of 
protecting our own national security and eco­
nomic vitality. 

In South Africa, Steve Snook, an experi­
enced, down-to-earth Ph.D. who started his 
career building schools in Guiena. leads 
USAID's democracy and governance pro­
gram. Snook furthers the development of 
many African governments which helps keep 
us at home in ihc [f.S. safe and economically 
thriving. 

The focus of this USAID program is iinti-
cormption. USAID's South African govem-
raenl partner coordinating Uie training is the 
Department of Local and Provincial 
Governments (DPLG) anii-corruption divi­
sion headed by Moses Rangaia. 

Rangata went to graduate school outside 
Boston, earning an economics degree and 
brings a business-like approach to his work. 
The DPLG worked with us the entire two 
weeks and will be the ongoing local resource

to continue the anti-cortuption programs for 
municipalities iiy encouraging new policies 
and ihe iniplemeniation o|' those slnilegics. 

I was privileged to be seleclcd lo piirlici-
pate and share some of the successes iind fail­
ures of various city practices in the United 
States io recruit, retain, and build siaff teams. 
The overall program focus was hiinuin 
resources, contract procuremenl and housing 
allocation slralegics. Tlicic iwi.s also iin 
emphasis on systems lo create and inainlain 
methods for reporting and following up on 
suspected conuption. 

The Inlcniiilional City/Counly 
Management AssociiUion (ICMA) i.s liie pro­
fessional association to which i bclonj; iind is 
Ihc ideal group to assist USAID iind DPLG in 
Iheir efforts. ICMA has 8,000 members. 
Members arc subject lo a Code (it Hlliics 
which is emphasized and enforced: ihe orgii-
nization's mission is the eflicicnt iuul fair 
delivery of local government services. 

ICMA hiis programs throughout the 
world working with USAID and other 
agencies. The project man;igcr for (his 
South African assignment is Martha 
Perego, a former city manager who works 
for ICMA full time on ethics issues. She 
brought an engaging professionalism and 
wealth of experience to the instruction. 
Rounding out the team from the U.S. was 
Bill Monahan, a recently-retired city man­
ager from Oregon who loves music and the 
Boston Red Sox. 

Monahan shared his highlight video of last 
year's Red Sox championship with us one 
evening — quite possibly the first such event 
in Soulh Africa. 

On this project. ICMA collaborated wilh 
the University of Pretoria Center for Business 
and Professional Ethics. Our guide and con­
tact "on ihc ground" ivas Kris Dobie. ii .̂ 0-
year old who attended Mandela's momentous 
inauguration and now works io make ihe 
visions of 1994 a reality. 

Our American team could relate that deliv­
ering local government services in an cqui-
iable manner requires con.siani vigilance and 
training. There will be official misdeeds in 

spile of iiiiy system, bul the goal is to limit 
iind idciilily those ihiil occur. 

To Iheir credit. South Africa has progres­
sive Consliliilion and statutory provisions. 
Bqiialily, fair housing, and fair opportunity 
iirc enshrined. Lawmakers in ihis new gov-
crnmcnt had the advantage of selecting 
appropriate laws from around the world iind 
arc still iiclive in the government. 

Il being such a new effort, there was a feel­
ing of walking llie streets of Phil.idelphia and 
hiiving the potential lo talk wilh Benjamin 
ITanklin or John Adams. It is striking how 
Soulh Africans arc knowledgeable and proud 
of Ihcir dcmociiilic framework. Our work­
shop sessions iiilendccs proudly quoted pas­
sages from Ihcir constiiulion and federal 
sialules. The challenge is implenienliition. 

Once our workshops bcgiin, we did nol 
leave the conference center property until 
completed so ihcrc was limilcd lime for 
exploring Ihe couniryside — think open 
plains as shown in the movie "Dances wilh 
WoKcs." 

We hiid a weekend in Pretoria and a lasl 
Iwo days in Ihc Krugcr National Park. Krugcr 
is five million acres of beauliful landscapes, a 
dcdiciitcd niilural area the size of 
Miissachu.setls. While driving 25 mph on the 
left side of ihe road, wc saw rhino, lion, 
zebra, and giraffe up close and personal. A 
couple of hull elephants spotted us and 
charged down the road, causing our quick 
rclrcal. 

It strikes me that Soulh Africa is making 
steps forward to defeating corruption by rec­
ognizing Ihe gap between the cunent silua-
lion and where they rciilly ivant lo be. 
Beginning with their president, Ihcre is politi­
cal will to liicklc the problem. While there, 
we read aboul corruption investigations 
through a free press. 

Their willingness to invest llie time in 
workshops like ours demonstrates a com­
mitment to developing best practices, mak­
ing ethics a priority in hiring and promot­
ing, and providing training to employees 
made it personally gratifying to be a part of 
this endeavor.

3<ing said. "I have a lol of stuff. 
it took me at least a week to get 
at least comfortable." 

Whether hiring professionals 
— like ihc Kings — or doing il 
yourself, heading for a new 
home can be a hassle-packed 
move. 

In the midst of National 
Moving Mpnth, local experts 
stress careful preparation from 
packaging and paperwork to 
trucking and lipping. 

Step by step 

Taking ihe process in steps is 
key, said Bob Al lwinc , real 
estate agent with Norlhville-
based RE/MAX 100. 

"Don't wait until the last 
minute, which loo often people 
will do," Allwine said. "Three or 
four weeks before, start notify-, 
ing your change of addres.ses lo 
places where you owe your 

bills." 
Compile a list. Afler visiting 

the post office, cheek details on 
medical and dental records, 
bills, ulililies, waste pickup, 
telephone and Internet service 
and other essentials. 

School start dates, voter regis­
tration, driver's licenses and 
club fees arc vital, too. Secure 
travelers' checks — and find out 
how lo transport Ihe family pel 
or garden plants. 

Travel light, said Rene Saenz, 
president of Novi's Two Men 
and a Truck moving company. 

"Clean out any ilems you 
don'l diink you'd ever want to 
keep." he said. "Have garage 
sales." 

Load 'er up 

About two weeks before the 
move, Stan packing. 

To package items from a 
three-bedroom, 2,000-squarc-
fool liou.se, Saenz said il lakes 
about 180 boxes of various 
sizes, from dish packs to 
wardrobe containers. 

On average, he said, boxes run 
$2 each, and unused containers 
can be bought back. 

"They can purchase as many 
boxes as they think they need," 
Saenz said. If opting for free 
containers, he added, "Avoid 
using produce boxes. There 
could be critters in there." 

Specially boxes hold fragile 
wares. Whether il 's delicate 
dishes or a computer, Saenz rec­
ommends plenty of bubble wrap 

— and labeling. 
"Put Ihe room that it's i'rom 

and the room that it's going to," 
he said. "Where il's from gives 
Ihem a reminder where the item 
was in their old house." 

Moving out 

On the big day, Allwine said 
having an "open firsl" box wilh 
hygiene, medical and mainte­
nance items is wise — as is 
keeping important possessions 
nearby. 

"Make sure you've got your 
valuables not just in a whole 
bunch of different areas," 
Allwine said. "If you have a 
safe, put them in Ihere." 

When deciding wdielher lo 
hire a mover or grab friends, 
Siienz said, consider all angles. 

"Il is cheaper to do the move 
yourself," he said. "Professional 
movers are going lo move a lol 
faster. You don'l have the risk of 
your father-in-law hurling his 
back and being off work." 

Gas costs and possible proper­
ly damages are factors, too. 
Willi three movers, the average 
move costs $.100 — plus option­
al tip. 

"Average tip about $20 per 
move," Saenz said. "It is nol 
required; it's not suggested." 

Regardless, check the mover's 
credentials — and avoid sched­
uling to move on the day the 
home sale doses. 

"{10 the closing doesn't hap­
pen, then we're both kind of 
stuck," Saenz said.

- Wcllinger, a Farmington Hills

three counts of second-degree mur­
der in the daiths of Judy Weinstein, 
49, and licr sons, Ale.x, 12, and ,Sam, 
9. 

All three died from the impact, 
said police. 

Surviving liushand and father, 
O.iry Weinstein, owns Weinstein 
Jewelers of Novi. 

While no prior drinking and driv­
ing convictions arc on Wellinger's 
record, an invcsligation is showing 
he may h;ivc had a drinking problem 
before the ticcideni, said Fanliingion 
Hills Police Chief William Dwyer. 

"We interviewed his supervisor," 
Dwyer said. "He confirmed thai 
(Wellinger) came to his job al 7:30 
;i.ni. Tuesday and then met with the 
siiiiervisor again al 1 i a.m." 

Weilinger worked as a sales 
director for Unified Graphics 
Soiulions in Livonia, a producer of 
transponaiion indusUy design soft­
ware. 

in a stalcmeni, the compiiny said 
Wellinger left work to attend a 
sclicduicd docior's appointment. 

The supervisor iold police 
Wcllinger appeared to iiave been 
drinking by tiie second visit. 

Police are invesiigaiing what fol­
lowed ihat meeiing. The crash 
occunsd ai 3:30 p.m. 

"We're geifing other infonnation 
that he's had a drinking problem, so 
tliis is not a first-time occurrence," 
Dwyer said. 

Dwyer .said Wellinger is a recent 
divorcee with iwo teenage children. 

Police also discovensd data from 
a diagnostic computer inside 
Wellinger's vehicle, which shows he 
was driving at 70 mph when he 
plowed his C M C Denali into a 
Honda Accord on 12 Mile Road in 
Farmington Hills, 

Facts fioin that "black box" were 
key in bringing forth murder 
charges, Dwyer said. 

The device also reportedly 
showed Wellinger never touched his 
brakes before die impact. 

A blood draw showed ihat 
Wellinger's blood alcohol content 
was 0.43, nearly five times tlie legal 
definition of drunk driving. 

The limit in Michigan is 0.08. 
Wellinger was arraigned al 

William Beaumont Hospital May 5. 
He is recovering from a broken neck 
from the accident. 

He is also charged with three 
counts of driving while under the 
influence of alcohol causing death. 
If convicted of all charges, 
Wellinger faces up to life in prison. 

He hits been denied bond, find his 
preliminary exam was set for 1:30 
p.m. yestenJay in 47tli Distfict Court.

Instead, he just wants to be 
the bc.st athlete he can be. 

.Steve, who is a junior this 
year, vvalchcd from ihc sidelines 
In 2004 when his older brother 
led the Novi Wildcats football 
icani to Ihe slate semi-finals and 
an eventual loss lo Brother 
Rice. He waiched as Mike 
earned a scholarship to .Eastern 
Michigan University as a ba.se-
ball pitcher after carving a name 
for hini.scif on the diamond. 
Steve could only watch as his 
brother inked autographs for 
fans, signed a ietter of inieat 
and walked out of Novi High 
School and straight to ncarly-
niylhical status in ibc halls.

Both Mike and Steve are big 
supporters of each other's aih-
leiics. Steve said he's only made 
i i to one of Mike 's college 
games so far, but was able io 
watch him pitch. Mike, on the 
other hand, was spoiied ai sev­
eral of Steve's contests this 
year. 

"Having your older brother 
come out and watch you is 
great," said Steve. "Thai kind of 

support from him has meant a 
lot to me." 

And it will continue to mean 
a lot. Mike said he plans on 
attending games next year and 
will be a steady guide during 
ihe summer i f Sieve needs a few 
words of advice, which Sieve 
said he's more ihan happy to 
take from his older sibling. 

"1 iry and listen io everyihing 
he says," Steve said. "He's 
telling me io lift weighis ihls 
summer and I plan on doing 
that. I really appreciate all of 
ihe help he's given me." 

And ihe shoes Mike left for 
Sieve io fill? 

"I don't mind," he said. 
"Mike was a great athlete. He 
was jusi amazing to watch when 
he was in high school. I jusi 
loved his style. I can only hope 
to be as good as he was."
