The Novi Robotics team, spon­
sored by Inlier Automotive, 
includes 41 students and over 20 
mentors.

The groups are supervised by 
mentors, which are adults who 
typically have interest or experi­
ence in engineering. 

Jennifer Harvey, a Parkview 
Elementary School art teacher 
and mentor of the marketing 
group, founded the Novi Robotics 
team five years ago after attending 
a robotics competition at Eastern 
Michigan University. 

Although Harvey is not in the 
engineering industry, she found it 
easy to relate her creative back-

tliey want their robot to attain. It's 
the same concept with different 
material." 

To promote teamwork during 
the competition, FIRST requires 
each team to work with two other 
teams in an "alliance." Junior 
Ryan Gee, president of Novi 
Robotics, said that working in an 
alliance with unfamiliar people 
was not a problein for the Novi 
team. 

"It wasn't a big factor that we 
hadn't met the other people 
because we all came to the table 
with a common goal of winning," 
she said. "Between our three 
teams, we worked together and 
made a strategy to complement 

each other's robots." 
This year, the challenge was 

titled 'Triple Play." According to 
the official FIRST Web site, two 
alliances compete to score as 
many points as possible in the two 
minute and 15 second time limit. 
To score points, robots must stack 
tetrahedron-shaped game pieces 
in at least one of nine goals, set up 
like a tic-tac-toe grid. 

At the world championship, 
teams were divided into four divi­
sions and were assigned to an 
alliance. After playing seven qual­
ification matches, the lop eight 
teams in each division advanced 
to the championsiiip and chose 
two other teams to join them in a 
new alliance. 

The Novi team, in an alliance 
with teams from Hermosa Beach, 
Calif., and Milford became world 
champions after winning tlie 
finals match. 

"To be the (one alliance) out of 
340 teams that gets the win, you 
can't put it into words. It's just 
amazing," Gee said. 

The success of Novi Robotics 
can be greatly attributed to the 
presence of team chemistry. 

"The teamwork, the rektion-
ships that I built with people on 
the team are amazitig," Rastogi 
said. "I talk (o (mentors) who are 
four times my age...and I talk to 
them like 1 would talk to my reg­
ular friends. The whole team is 
very close, and we help each olhcr 
out," Rastogi said. 

Harvey added, "FIRST is all 
about helping each other, and 
that's truly exemplified in our 
team. A lot of the lime, I'm help­
ing students discuss their 
thoughts, just like a mother or a 
friend^We're a family...when the 
(team) gets together, it's like hav­
ing a family reunion every night. 
I've never had anything like this."

Ciiy council members award­
ed a contract for design and 
engineering services in ihc 
Meadowbrool^ Bridge repliice-
ment projccl ai a special meeting 
May 2. 

The bridge on Meadowbrooic 
Road belwcen Nine Mile'and 10 
Mile roads has been ciased since 
April 6. 

Members voted 6-0 to car-
mark $74,070 for design and 
construction engineering servic­
es for Ihc bridge rcplacenicni 
over Ingersol Creek to l^ishbcck, 
Thoinpson, Carr & Huber, Inc. 
Member Toni Nagy was abscni. 

Member Lynne Î aul asked 
City Manager Rick Helwig wliy 
URS Engineering was not select­
ed for the projccl even though Ihc 
firm had the lowest bid. 

Helwig said in tlic past, the city 
has often received change orders 
when the low bidder is selected. 
Fishbcck's bid was $52,000 high­
er than tliat of URS. 

"I'm sure at first glance this is 
a little upsetting, and you iuivc 
concem.s," .said Helwig. "But we 
poured over this and feel very 
strongly about recommending 
the second cost proposal," 
Helwig said. 

Primarily, ihc difference in the 
bids was due to the number of 
man hours assigned to the job. 
Plus, URS staff omitted crucial 
steps, sucii as a topographical 
study, officials said. 

Helwig said the city wants the 
bridge reopened by Aug. 18 
before school Iraffic begins. To 
move the project along, Fishbeck 
staff members came up with 
their proposal. 

The city could buy the beams 
once the design is known and 
award funding for the beams at 
council's June 20 meeting. Then, 
general contractor funding could 
be awarded at the July 11 ineei-
ing. 

"It's an aggressive goal, but 
we think it's doable," Helwig 
said. 

If the 2005-2006 budget is 
adopted May 9, $600,000 will be 
set aside to replace the bridge, 
design and engineering services 
cost $74,000, leaving $526,000 
for bridge construction. 

Bridge abutments won't have 
to be replaced. Ci iy engineer 
Rob Hayes said he inspected 
them and saw no damage. 
Consultants have said the abut­
ments should last another 50 
years. 

The bridge project wi l l 
include a pedcslrian walkway.

It took Novi detectives two 
years, willi an investigator travel­
ing all the way to Hawaii to inter­
view a key witness for the prose­
cution. 

But Kevin Mykolailis of 
Farmington Hills was finally 
arrested last week as a suspect in 
the April 2003 murder of Novi 
resident Camci-on Sanders. 

Mykolaitis was anested April 
26 by Novi police, arraigned April 
27 in 52-1 District Court in Novi 
and appeared in courl again for a 
pre-exaniination M:iy 4. 

"Without a doubt, it's one of the 
biggest cases we've had in ihe 
department," said Del. Sgi. Matt 
Conquest. 

He said there were times when 
even though detectives knew who 

was responsible, they still needed 
more evidence to be able lo push 
Ihe case over the edge. 

"As a result of the haid work by 
Sgl. Victor Lauria ami Del. Mike 
Warren, they were able to obtain 
ihe warrant, which, hopciully, 
wil l lead to pro.sccution," 
Contiucsi said. 

Lauria was the officer sent to 
tile Pacific Ocean island. 

"There was one guy we thought 
was going lo be pretty key in the 
investigation, and we ended up 
having to send an investigator lo 
Hjivvaii. We made it a wiiirlwind 
tour, though. We didn't let him go 
for six weeks," Chief of Police 
Doug SbaclTer added. 

Couldn't Honolulu detectives 
interview the witness? 

"It takes :i great deal of detailed 
c;ise knowledge before you can go 
in iind conduct an elTeclive inter­
view with somebody," Shaclfer said. 

The two men inei in prison, and 
both took out $600,000 policies, 
making each other the beneficiar­
ies. It's believed that their original 
phin was to take one of their 
deaths and split the insurance pol­

icy payoff, according to 
Conquest. 

State Farm Insurance represen-
laiives contacted investigators 
when Mykolaitis attempted to 
make a claim on the policy he had 
taken out on Sanders. 

"It looks like it's going to be a 
successful conclusion, Obviously, 
we can never bring back ihe 
deceased, but at least Ihc family is 
going to get some sort of relief or 
closure as a result of this," he said. 

In his request for bond to be set 
at $1 million for his client, which 
ihe judge denied, defense attorney 
Neil Rockind of Farmington Hills 
said, "For two years now, lie has 
been aware that the Novi Police 
Department has been investigat­
ing him and considered him the 
principal suspect in this case." 

He said thai Mykolaitis has 
worked for Ford Motor Co. for 11 
years, lias been manied ibr nine 
years and has two children, a 7-
year-old daughter and a 3-ycar-
old .son. Rockind said Mykolaitis 
allowed himself to be questioned 
by deleclivcs in the ciisc. 

A member of the Novi Police 

Department lold Mykolailis that 
he was going to be charged for the 
murder of Sanders in 90 days, 
according lo Rockind. 

"They literally waved d red flag 
in front of him, and he never 
iitiempted to flee," Rockind said. 

Kale McNamara was the first 
prosecuting attorney assigned lo 
the case. 

"We have strong evidence, 
motive, opportunity," she said. 
"We have financial records, wit­
ness statements and videotaped 
statements from Ihc defendant." 

"The Novi police did an out­
standing job. You hear that a lot, 
but in this case, it's really tnie. It's 
been a great investigation." 

McNamara said this has been 
one of the more intricate cases in 
recent history pursued by 
Oakland County prosecutors.

Novi against other communities? 
l-'armington Hills, for example, 
has a population of 82,000 wiili 
149 oflicers. 

Traditionally, in law enforce-
ineiit, the ratio of one officer for 
every 1,000 citizens is u.sed, 
ShaelTcr said. Novi currently has 
1.3 officers lor every thousand 
residents. The national average is 
two officers for every thousand 
citizens. 

The current average in the 
iinniediate area is 1.5 officers per 
thousand, which means Novi 
would need to ;idd eight officers 
to achieve this average. 

Startup costs Ibr a new officer, 
however, are $ 110.000 for the first 
year.

The pilot program represents 
no expense to the city. It just 
requires the cooperation from 
the city to go into the communi­
ty and designate sites for tiie 
towers, whose antennas arc usu­
ally no bigger than a micro­
phone, iiccording to Crawfoi'd. 

"It's not going lo be visually 
objectionable to the communi­
ty," he said. "They won't even 
know it's there. 

The commissioner encour­
aged the city of Novi to become 
a pilot community in the project. 

"I can't think of a better spot 
in the southwest part of the 
county than Novi with all the 
technology we have and what 
we want to bring to the county," 
he said.

G r e e n h o u s e e f f e c t 

B Novi High's 
facil i ty br ings 
textbool<s to life

Whal mui<e.s Donaid Crockcil, 
iiclvunced placemcm biology 
icac-her al Novi High School, 
shoul ihc words " Y E A H B A B Y " ? 

When lii.s studcnl.s solve real-
liCc problems wifh whai (hey have 
learned in textbooks and other 
educational resources. 

Case in point: Jusl recently 
when some of his students were 
growing tomato plants in the 
greenhouse alliiclicd to his class-
rdoiii, one noticed that Ihe steins 
were purple. Another student said 
lie looked up why th:it happens on 
the Inlernel and found out that a 
purple stein Is a sign of phospho­
rus deficiency. In order to correct 
the problein. the kids increased 
the phosphorus conienl in the soil 
for the plants to be healthy. 

That is ju.st one example of how 
sludeiiis are using Ihe greenhouse 
as a learning tool, lo make whal 
they study in class come to life by 
applying it to special projects. 

Crockett, who has been teach­
ing A.R Biology for eight ye;irs, 
e.iphiined Ihiil traditionally, stu­
dents seemed to have a lack of 
appreeiiition and awareness lor 
plant life. He wanted lo change 
thai with llie grcenliousc facilily. 

"I wanted to provide .students 
with a location where we could 
(le\elop a leaching collection." 
Crockett said. "I grow things like 
gerjHiiuins and tulips to use in sec-
lions of the chiss so they can study 
the ovaries and the reproductive 
structures of the plant. We also do 
ii lab where we're studying the 
waler llou' through ;i planl." 

Crockett .said that the green­
house has provided students with 
ihe opportunity to conducl long-
leriii e.xperimcnls that could last 
several weeks or months, whicii is 

something that is not possible 
many times in a high school set­
ting. 

Dan Coleman, a junior in 
Crockett's class, says that the 
greenhouse has given him a 
hands-on opportunity to work 
with plants and to observe differ­
ent stages of growth. 

"We did a lab where we actual­
ly dissected parts of green bean 
plants," Coleman said. "That was 
bcnencial because il helped us 
with learning the dilTcrent parts of 
the seeds and the leaves." 

Studcnt.s have also developed 
their own independent experi­
ments where they investigated 
such things as the effect of crowd­
ing on plant growth. Some of 
Crockcil's sludeiils arc al.so trying 
to find the answer lo liic question. 
"Does cutting grass impact how 
fast it grows?" 

The students are growing 
Kentucky blue gra.ss in contain­
ers, with some being cut and sonic 
not. Tliey're collecting the cut­
tings and determining the biology 
mass over a 14-week time period. 

"They're trying to find out i f 
the cutting has had any impact on 
the gra.ss. so that's interesting," 
Crockett said. "They're also look­
ing at things like Ihe impact of 
using soft drinks on piiint growtli. 
They u.sed concentrations of 
lemon juice lo see i f it )i:is an 
impact on how fasi the plants 
grow, and they're relating that 
back in the class when we stutly 
the movement of nutrients in the 
soil. They have :i re;il-life applicii-
tion in the greenhouse." 

Students have :ilso laken advan­
tage of tile greenhouse to griny 
their own food for fun. Some of 
the different plants they're grow­
ing are mustard, letluce, carrots, 
beats, beans, pepper plants and 
watermelons, just to name some. 
And then there's "the beast." 

"We have a suidlowerout lliere 
thill's about six and a half feet tall 
and has all kinds of blooms on i l , " 
Crockett said. "Al l the kids were 
saying they thought sunfiowers 
only had one Howcr on them

bec;nise that's all they've ever 
seen growing in llic fields. We've 
been able to h:ivc a conversation 
about how to use the seeds lo get 
oil." 

Adiienne I loving, a senior, 
explained that when the class 
studied plant chapters in their 
book, it was easier for Crockett to 
c.xphiin e.xacily whal some of ihc 
terms were by showing sttidcnts 
the plants. 

"ll 's kind of complicated to fig­
ure il out jusl by looking al the 
drawings in a book, but when you 
actually see il first-hand it was a 
lot easier," Moving said. 

The class spends a few minutes 
each day in the greenhouse, which 

has led to many conversations like 
that. Crockett believes, because of 
that, his students have a whole 
new sense of fasciiuilion for planl 
life. 

"Before, when wc studied 
plants, kids used say they hated 
plants," Crockett said. "Well, now 
out of the three classes I teach, 
there are probably \5 to 20 kids 
who are growing all kinds of siiiff. 
Il makes i l much more real, and 
it's been a lot of fun."

She didn't reaiiy know iiow lo knit 
veiy well to begin witli, but tliat didn't 
matter io Amy Mardigiiui, a lifth 
grade teacher at Novi Meadows 
Elcmentaiy. As long as she was able to 
get some kids involved ;uid enlliused 
about her idea, she'd be happy. 

But, to her surprise, more dian 
just some of her students expressed 
interest, and before long she had a 
whole club of kids, mothers and 
even grandmothers helping her out. 
The project was io knit .scarves for 
Maybury Elementary School in 
Detroit for long winter months. 

"It jusl kind of took off on ils 
own," Mitfdigian said. "Before I 
knew it there were 30 giris, five 
moms and a grandma interested in 
helping. We st:irled meeting every 
other week, and within a month, we 
had 75 .scarves done." 

When friends and rekitives heard 
aboui die project from out of town, 
tlicy also started .sending scarves in. 
Even mothers of Mardigian's .stu­
dents who couldn't attend die bi­
weekly meetings bccau.sc of their 

work schedules sent in scarves with 
their children. 

"Last yeitf 1 wasn'i much into 
knitting, but this yc;u-1 am because 
of Miss Mardigian," Sarah Kolis 
said, a lifth grader who is cuiTcntly 
working on her second sweater. "I 
feel really proud that I'm in;iking all 
these things and tliat someone can 
use my work." 

Sciu^'cs and sweaters weren't the 
only clothing artifacts iieing pro­
duced al Meadows. When the sixtli 
grade heard about the project, ihcy 
made hats, and the school's piucnt 
teacher organization bought gloves. 

"It was very satisfying," 
Mardigian said. "We fell very happy 
about that. The suiprising diing was 
the moms asked if we could contin­
ue with tlic club after wc sent all the 
scarves. They came to every meet­
ing with dieir daughters; Uicy liked 
just icliixing and slowing down dieir 
pace, and it was a great time for all." 

In addition, Mardigian has 
expanded the project to make 
"Kemo Cap.s" for children at die 
Kiirmanos Cancer Institute. She got 
that idea from going to a knitting 
shop over Christmas vacation. The 

group now has about .30 caps. 
"We delivered die scarves, but 

we're still waiting lo deliver die 
caps," Mardigian said. 

Jusl like dicir teacher, some of the 
students' work wasn't necessarily 
perfect to begin with. Mardigian 
explained that the scan'es the stu­
dents made would have holes, 
dropiicd stitches, added stitches, or 
lost stilehcs, but by the end of the 
scarves, Uiey were llawless. 

"Donating niy work means a lot 
to me because when I finish 1 feel 
really great dial someone's going to 
wear it and it's nol jusl going lo 
waste," Katherinc Fenis said, a fifth 
grade student. "If I made it for 
myself I probably wouldn't use it, 
but tiiese kids probably would." 

Fenris has made many scai-vcs and 
hats and is currently contemplating 
leiuiiing how to eroclicl a hat, 

'The great thing is Ihe girls never 
said they couldn't part with the 
scarves," Mardigian said. "They 
couldn't wait to put it in the box lo 
donate. That warmed my heiul more 
than anything, dial after hours and 
hours of hard work, the kids were 
willing lo give them away.

• Educators 
spend their own 
money to stock 
classrooms

Teachers Ihroughout Ihe Novi 
Conimunily School Dislriel arc 
used lo having some of Ihe best 
equipment available in their 
classrooms when it comes to sup­
plies and artifacts they need lo do 
their jobs the right way. 

That eoiiies almost as a given 
in Novi, a school district that is a 
lot more well off financially than 
many other Michigan school dis­
tricts. But, who fools the bill for 
i l all'.' 

According lo Jim Rosier, 
assistant superinlendciu of busi­
ness and finance, il's a conibina-
iion of the district and the teach­
ers themselves. 

He explained tliat each school 
in the district has ils own budget, 
which is an X amount per child. 
That amount of money nuctuates 
year to year. Each building then 
allocates th;it money, and each 
principal dispenses it with the 
concurrence of his or her sud'f. 
It's then used to purchase class­
room supplies and books. 

Still, however, there is always 
.something a teacher might stum­
ble onto while al a local office 
supply store, or while surfing ihe 
web, that he or she might want Io 
purchase for the classroom. And 

when that happens, the usual 
result is that teacher ends up pur­
chasing it out of his or her own 
pocket. 

"I know my teachers spend a 
lot out of pocket," Novi Woods 
Elementary School Principal 
Pam Quiiiquil said. "They really 
shouldn't have to be spending 
iheir own personal money, and 1 
would reimburse them if we had 
the money. I'd be more than 
happy to do that, but al this time 
of the year, we're spent on our 
budget." 

Quitiquit also said thai Novi is 
fortunate, however, because of 
many different a.spects. One 
being ils Parent Teacher 
Organization, which assists 
financially for special functions 
or various teacher needs. The 
p r o does not provide basic sup­
plies, however. 

Also, teachers can apply for 
Novi Edueational Foundation 
grants that they feel they could 
beiielil from. 

But even after all thai, they 
still feel liie need to spend out of 
their own pockets. And ai least 
two of them don't mind one bit. 

Dawn Long and Janet Bickner 
are second grade leacheis at Novi 
Woods. They both estimated thai 
they each spent about $1,000 out 
of Iheir own pockets this school 
year on supplies. That figure is a 
lot less for Long than when she 
first started teaching three years 
ago. however. They also estimat­
ed ihe average teacher probably 
spends about .$500 out of pocket 
during a given school year. 

"I probably started my career 

spending about' $4,000," Long 
said. "Not everybody spends that 
kind of money though. Wc chose 
to do portfolios in my cla.ss this 
year, ;ind on my own, I bought 
three-ring binders for each of ihe 
kids, which wc will use next 
year," 

Long's class also docs projects 
that she has bought exira supplies 
for. 

"We have sixth grade buddies, 
so someiimes we buy materials 
to make a little project with them 
together, or sometimes, for 
incentives, we do good behavior 
parties. We provide snacks and 
treats. Wc had a poetry powwow 
where we iiad s'mores. 1 buy all 
of that." 

Bickner emphasized (hat ihe 
district supports its teachers 
tremendously, which she feels 
very fortunate about. She's also 
satisfied that all of the materials 
she uses in the classroom are 
updated on a regular basis. 

"Everybody knovvs, il 's no 
secret money is light, but they 
continue lo support us," Bickner 
said, "I do enjoy supplementing 
what the district gives us, and il's 
my choice. I enjoy i i . Il's some­
thing that 1 want io do, and 1 love 
doing i l . We're nuriureis as teach­
ers, and we are enthusiastic, and 
we like it. We want to have all ihe 
good stulT. It comes down to mak­
ing Ihe classroom fun for kids."

56) require a supplier of water to provide annual Consumer Confidence 
Reports (CCR) to its customers. 

CONTAMINANTS AND THEIR PRESENCE IN WATER: Drinking 
Water, including Bottled Water, may reasonably be expected to contain at 
least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence of contaminants 
does nol necessarily Indicate that water poses a health risk. More informa­
tion about contaminants and potential health effects can be obtained by 
calling the EPA's Safe Drinking Water Hotline (BOO-426-4791). 

SOURCES OF DRINKING WATER: The sources of drinking water 
(both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, 
reservoirs, springs, and wells. Our water comes from Lake Huron and/or 
the Detroit River, as appropriate. As water travels over the surface of the 
land or through the ground. It dissolves naturally occurring minerals and, in 
some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting 
from the presence of animals or from human activity. 

CONTAMINANTS THAT MAY BE PRESENT IN SOURCE WATER 
INCLUDE: 

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may 
come from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock 
operations, and wrildlife. 

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and melals, which can be nat­
urally-occurring or result from urban stormwaler runoff, Industrial or domes­
tic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining, or farming. 

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources 
such as agriculture, urban stormwaler runoff, and residential uses. 

Radioactive contaminants, which can be naturally occurring or be the 
result of oil and gas production and mining activities. 

Organic chemical contaminates, including synthetic and volatile 
organic chemicals, which are by-products of industrial processes and 
petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban 
stormwaler runoff, and septic systems.

GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT OUR WATER DISTRIBUTION 
SYSTEM: 

The City of Novi purchases treated wafer from the Detroit Water and 
Sewerage Department (DWSD). The DWSD water supply source Is from 
surface water. The majority of the water supplied to the City of Novi comes 
from the DWSD Lake Huron Water Treatment Plant. This plant Is located 
north of Port Huron, Michigan at the lower end of Lake Huron. The DWSD 
treatment facilities operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week. Chlorine Is 
used for disinfecting the source water and Fluoride Is added to the treated 
water for the dental care benefits. 

In 2004 we purchased 2,238,167,100 gallons of treated water from 
DWSD. The City of Novi currently has more than .11,450 customers on our 
Water Distribution System. The City of Novi has completed a major two-
year project concerning a Water Distribution System Study and Master 
Plan Update.

In fact, if en;iclcd Ihey will lunl lhe 
sysicni by uikinu away needed I'uiids, and 
those wilh privale aceounis could run the risk 
of aclually gelling less in benellls. 

Changes lo the system are needed bul il is 
nol in crisis.

The agency serves over 3,100 
families across the stale and the 
programs ihey provide arc 
designed to help people cope, 
overcome barriers and maintain 
or improve their quality of life as 
they face the challenge of dealing 
with such a serious illness. 

The foundation, however, can't 
do it by themselves.

Emagine Thcaicr in Novi and 
the Childrcn's Leukemia 
Foundation have a unique way of 
helping put some much-needed 
money in their funds by hosting 
"Hollywood Nights," a movie 
marathon that brings in people and 
donations from across metro 
Detroit.

None other than Diive Mcngyan. 
38, of Clarkston. His name may 
nol be well known in N o i i . bul 
it's well known at the foundaliim 
that he chooses to help. This 
year. Mcngyan raised $958 lo be 
the top fundraiser. Oul of the six 
years he's been attending ihe 
eveni, he's raised ihc mosi 
money for five of them. 

" l i just h.ippens.l have gener­
ous friends, family and co-work­
ers." said Mengyan. "I may have 
raised a good amount of money 
but it's nodiing I'm doing except 
beating the bushes." 

Mengyan earned two year-long 
passes to Emagine, a theater he

The Clarkston resident said he

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Fractional not fractured 
representation might be better 
. In last week's coluirm, I argued 

lhal our politics h;ive become 
excessively partisan, sterile and 
uncoiiipelilive, largely because 
both polilieal parties hiive niiis-
lered the art of gerrymandering 
boundaries so that the vast major­
ity of dislricls are now virlually 
always safe for one party or lhe 
olher. 

The political 
process has been 
further distorted 
because iiciivist 
partisans of both 
left and right 
often hij;ick our 
primary selection 
process by nomi­
nating candidates 
who are cxirem-
isls of one sort or 
anolher. Thai, in 
luni, causes each 
party lo largely 
play lo lis hard-
corc,supporler,s pĵ jj pgwer 
meaning lhal all 
loo often, reason­
able inodenites in both parlies 
feel left out, 

Bul wlial c;in we do aboul il? 
Lois of well-inlentioned people 

have proposed fixing the ways 
district lines are drawn, but no 
solulion solves the problem that 
partisanship will inevitably creep 
into any redistricling process. So 
I think wc need lo look al i l in a 
new and different way. I've come 
lo the conclusion lhal Ihe core of 
lhe problem is nol in the ways 
that district lines arc drawn but in 
the fact that we have only single-
member, winner-takc-all districts. 

Life is iiiuch more complicated 
than that. And way back in 1989. 
Bernard Apol, the universally 
respected Michigan elections 
director from 1967 to 1980, 
wrote a paper for Public Sector 
Consultants in which he suggest­
ed we seat in our legislative bod­
ies llie two highest vote getters in 
each district. 

Each would be allowed to vole 
on every bill — but their votes 
would be weighted to counl just 
as much as the percentage of the 
vote Ihey received in lhe general 
eleclion. The Republican who 
won 70 percent of the district 
voles wouldlhave 0.7 of a legisla-
live vote: the Democrat who won 
30 percent of Ihc voles could cast 
0.3 of a legislative vote, and so 
on. 

Here's why lhal would be better: 
First, it would do away entirely 

^ with gerrymandering. Each politi-
ciil party would get the s;uiie 
<>hare of legislative voting power 
as it received in the popular voles 

across all districts, so there would 
be no point in fooling wilh dis­
trict boundaries to guaraiilec 
eleclion victories to one p;irty or 
the other. 

Second, it would provide each 
voter, whether on the winning or 
losing side, wilh real rcprcsenui-
tion. A Republican candidiile run­
ning in Detroit might gel only 10 

percent of the 
vole, but the GOP 
split-vote repre­
sentative would 
still IwveO.l of a 
legislalivc vole 
counted every 
time. Under our 
cun-enl sysleni, 
cilizens who vole 
for a loser wirul 
up enlirely unrep­
resented, 

Thiid, it would 
make our political 
system far more 
competitive. 
Because in a splil-
vole sysleni every 

eilizeii's vole would counl, il 
would encourage each candidate 
to campaign hard ami not t;ike re­
election for granted. 

Fourth, il would curtail lhe len-
dency of ciich parly lo nomimUe 
the mosi exirenie candidales, 
Two-mcinhcr dislricls would give 
political piirties new incenlivc lo 
noniinaie attractive, middle-of-
the-road candidates who can 
appeal 10 a broad cross-seclion, 
thereby increasing their total 
vole. Republicans would quickly 
realize it would be smart to noiii-
iniile iiioderiile candidales to run 
in Democratic areas lo win the . 
biggcsl possible share of voting 
power; conservative Democrats 
could run in Republican districts 
and enieigc with enough voles lo 
still have influence on policy­
making. 

Both parly caucuses would be 
obliged 10 consider niodenile 
voices. 

Fifth, split-vote districts would 
have Ihe effect of causing our 
political action committees, or 
(PACs), lo spread more money 
around. Currently, iiiosl PAC's 
contribule overwhelmingly lo 
incunihcnts, especially those in 
safe dislricls. Under the proposed 
system, PAC's would have lo fig­
ure they need to buy access lo 
both "winning" and "losing" can­
didates. 

Sure, there are problems wilh 
this proposal. 

Dual represeiitiilion from e;icli 
legislalivc district could double 
Ihc numbers of legishilois {(iod 
forbid!) and double salary, fringe 

and sliiff costs. One solution 
would be lo create a unicameral 
(one hou.se) legislature, as they 
have in Nebraska, 

Anolher, which I prefer, would 
be lo double lhe size of each cur-
renl dislricl in both Ihe House 
and Senate, That would give us a 
slide House consisting of 55 dis­
tricts, each represented by two 
legislators, while the Senate 
would have 19 districts, each 
wilh two lawmakers for each. 

Would voting in each chamber 
be unnecessarily complicaled, 
wilh each member having a frac-
lional vole? That would perhaps 
have been ;i problem in the old 
days, whcn'iniiny legislators were 
hiird pul lo add fractions (or 
nuieh of anything else) withoul 
squinling ;il their fingers and 
iocs,) Bul today's coinpulerized 
tote boiirds could solve ihe prob­
lem of recoidiilg proportionate 
voles for each legislalor in a 
n:uiosecond 

Whal aboul voling in commil-
lees? It's arilhmetically possible, 
for instance, for committees wilh 
members holding fractional voles 
lo haie fewer lol;d i'Olcs llhin the 
numbers of members. If Ihis 
pmvcs lo he :i problem (and I 
don't Ihink il would he) simply 
give each legislalor a full vole in 
cojnniittee, and a partial vole in 
Ihc full chambef-, 

Apol concluded his paper with 
the.se words: "Of all instilutions 
in U.S. society, none has changed 
less than our polilieal process and 
governing slructure. F.ssentially, 
we run for office and nin govern­
ment much lhe same way as we 
did in the early years of Ihc 19lh 
century." 

"Our dedication lo a vital, rep-
resenl;itive form of government 
requites lis lo (|uestion age-old 
conventions and to seek means lo 
niiike government as accouniable, 
responsible and fiiirly represenla-
live as possible." 

Amen. Anybody interested in 
improving our cuirenlly sterile, 
bitter :uid increasingly ineffective 
polilics ought to be excited aboul 
the possibility of a change like 
this. Of course, current incuni-
benl politicians will pooh-pooh 
lhe idea ... bul whal does tlial tell 
you? To inc. lliat makes it even 
more clear lhal ibis is an idea 
whose lime has come.

The trouble widi The Tube 
.Back on Janmiry 23, 2005, 

Parade Magazine ran an article, 
wrillen by Norman Mailer, enli-
tled, "One Idea," where he had 
answered the question, "If you 
could do one thing to change 
America i'or lite heller, whal 
would il be?" His article ended 
wilh this quote: "I believe that 
television commercials have got 
to go. Let us pay directly for 
whal we enjoy on television 
rather than pass ihe spirilual cost 
on lo our children ;»id Iheir chil­
dren," 

The magazine then asked i f 
readers agreed with his article, I 
never did hear back, bul here, in 
case you want to know, is my 
opinion, on his opinion, 

I would have to say that I both 
agree and disagree, I agree that 
commercials do break our con­
centration, but usually the pro-
grant we iire concentrating on 
isn't worth remembering, anyway. 

I agree lhal there are too many 
commercials on television, bul 
they often display more thought 
and intelligence than the shows 
Ihey interrapl. I agree that com­
mercials arc designed to get a 
point across quickly, but the 
points are often made in inappro­
priate manners, while exhibiting 
inappropriate behaviors. 

I really found a portion of the 
last sentence in the article very 
funny, but not in a ha-ha way. 
Mr. Mailer writes, "Let us pay 
directly for what we enjoy on tel­
evision, rather than pass the .spiri­
tual cost on to our children and 
their children," When cable tele­
vision first came on the scene, it 
was promoted by telling/promis­

ing us Ihat we would no longer 
lijive lo watch commercials. Thai 
was one reason Ihcre was a 
charge for lhe service. At the 
time it made sense, and it was 
aclually true,,.for awhile. 

Over lhe years we have gotten 
lo the point where we are watch­
ing more commercials on cable 
T V than ever. We arc even piiy-
ing for the "privilege" of watch­
ing "P.iid Advertising" programs! 

Give me a break. A l l of lhe 
advertisers have paid to have 
their commercials shown, ;ind 
then we gel lo pay ihe cable 
company again lo watch them? 
We nol only have less actual 
minutes/hours of programs for 
our money, but wc have more 
interruptions than ever. 

Kids are not the only ones 
developing short attention spiuis; 
the parents are even more inun­
dated wilh interruptions and 
mental manipulations. If I have 
to watch commercials, then I 
should be compensated in the 
way of reduced fees for Ihc 
increased viewing time devoted 
to commercial s. Perhaps i f we 
aclually did get what we paid for, 
instead of commercials, then al 
least cable television would be 
worth the price. Regular televi­
sion, on the other hand, should 
limit ads, especially during 
shows devoted lo families and/or 
children. 

We all need to think more, and 
television, in general, seems lo 
be there io just entertain us iind 
our children. It is a numbing 
relaxation for adults, who do not 
want to Uiink when they get 
home, and a cheap babysitter for 

our children when wc do not 
hiive the time for them, or the 
desire lo spend lime wilh them, I 
do nol really Ihink thai a child 
actually "comes to recognize thai 
concenlralion is not one's friend, 
bul is ircachcrous," A child, as 
well as an iidull, is jusl condi­
tioned to nol concentrate more 
lhan necessary in orderlo get a 
niessiige across, I'his philosophy 
makes commercials cheaper to 
produce, and television/cable sta­
tions can rim more of Ihem every 
hour, iind, consequenlly, generale 
more income. 

One lasl point, and I guess this 
would be my "One Idea," 
Commercials shown during a 
television show often do not have 
Ihc same "rating" as the show 
being watched. Both children and 
adults are exposed to words, 
images and situations they would 
nol choo,sc. if given the choice, 
which they arc not. This is true 
for ads for products, as well as 
ads for olher television shows, 
including news shows. 
Commercials should have rat­
ings, too, and only be shown dur­
ing lhe time that a similarly-rated 
show is aired/watched. 

Kids and adults are exposed to 
more than we want, when it 
comes lo commercials, and less 
lhan wc want when it comes to 
motivating television shows. 
Now go find a good book and 
read it to your child, but stop at 
the most interesting part, and 
cncourage/lielp him/her to finish 
reading the story.

"It's the worst possible 
day of your life to pick out a casket 
or make arrangements," 

Preparations can be daunting. 
A casket and vault alone can cost 

$6,000, according to the U.S. 
Federal Trade Commission. 

That doesn't include flowers,

money is kept.in trust accounts or 
insurance policies and monitored 
until needed. 

Interest stays with ihe account. 
Michigan funeral homes ultimately 
can keep up to 10 percent of the 
funds as a fee, according to Uie 
Michigan Funeral Directors 
Association. 

People on die move have helped 
bolster the trend. 

"Today's families arc not as 
close-knit as diey used to be where 
everyone lives in die geographic 
area," Sassaman said. "In tlie last 10 
years or so, people are becoming 
more and more aware." 

For that reason, two-grave sites 
are more common. Even ,so, mau­
soleum arrangements or cremauon 
details also can be pliinned in 
advance. 

Locale can vary widely, too, from 
waleri'ronts to backyards. 

There's also a flood of last rites. 
Will it be a quick cremation or U.idi-
tional, full-service burial? Are one 
or three viewing days preferred? Is 
die locale a church or a park? Will 
die casket be solid oak or st.iinless 
steel?

It was only a matter of time before 
Rachele Folino found the right home for her 
basketball skills. 

Niagara University, in New York, was the 
lucky team to earn her ability in exchange for 
a scholarship. 

"I really like die atmasphere there," said 
Folino. 'The coaches aie great too and I real­
ly feel comfortable there. 

"Academically and athletically, it's the 
best step for me." 

The Novi junior, who averaged 14 points 
and 8.8 rebounds a game ihis year, hasn't 
signed her name to the dotted line as of yet 
— she can't officially until November. 
However, the Wildcat standout can give a 
verbal commitment to tlie .school of her 
choice. 

" l think it's a great choice for Rachele," 
said Jim Halve"on, Ihe coach for Folino's 
club team, the Michigan Belles. "She's an 
outstanding, versatile player. She can play 
just about any position on the floor. Niagara's 
lucky to have her." 

Folino said though she's excited about 
playing for the Eagles, she also plans on 
focusing a lot of her time and energy on stud­
ies. 

Niagara is a top-flight educational school. 
"Freshmen need to have a 3.0 or better," 

she said of grade-point averages. "There's a 
study hall, eveiy week, that's mandaloiy if 
you need it or not. They definitely stIess aca­
demics there." 

The Eagles play in the Metib Atlantic 
Athletic Conference and are Division I. 
Folino is the first Division I recruit out of 
Novi's girls basketball program. 

"We're really proud of her." said No\i 
coach Bi l l Kelp. "She brings everything to 
the court. 1 think she can do eveiything well, 
but her biggest strength is her work ethic and 
her dedication to being the best basketball 

player she can be." 
Folino is well aware she'll have to contin­

ue striving lo be that kind of player if she 
hopes to continue her success at Novi. She's 
already adding strength to her already-
impressive arsenal as she's been hitting the 
weights three days a week at the high school. 

She's going to keep playing witli the 
Belles and with the Wildcats as well, hoping 
to add lo every facet of her game. 

The Novi junior's going to have to over­
come a lot tills year. 

"I'm definitely going to have to leam to 
deal with that in the K V C this year," she said. 
"They know who you are after three years. 
They know your flaws because they know 
what you're good at and what you need to 
work on. 

"I've got lo work on all aspects of my 
game if I want to overcome what I'll face in 
the K V C this year." 

Picking a college means Folino has a lot of 
weight lifted off her shoulders. She had sev­
eral interested in her, asking her to come out 
for visits and to meet with the coaches. 

Despite having Niagara nearly a done 
deal, she said there is still pressure to show­
case her ability on the hardwood. 

"There's always going to be stress," she 
said. "I want lo win because l never wtrnt to 
lose. J'm always out to imjjress people 
because I'm always out to play my best. I'm 
not going to play any worse just because I 
know where I'm going to college. I'm not 
that kind of person. I want to make my sen­
ior ye.Tr the best I can." 

Kelp said he'd expect nolliing less from a 
player like Folino, who he hopes will help 
lead his team to a K V C title next year. 

He added his star forward will most likely 
have even more tools for Ihe job this fall. 

"[expect her to be even better and not just 
the same-old Rachele," he said. "J believe she 
can be better because l know how hard she 
works." 

Halverson said Folino brings more lo the 
table than many players. Players are nonrial-
ly capable of being good at offense, defen.sc, 
shooting or rebounding. Folino has all of i l . 

"I liken her io Tayshaun Prince," he said. 
"He's not a great rebounder or a great 
defender, but he sets screens, rolls off of 
them and does eveiything you want him to

To qualify for the regional, 
Sheeran had lo showcase her 
ability al the state level. There 
she took an all-around score of 
3.5.425. She took fifth on the 
vault with a season-high score 
of 9.35. 

It wasn't just the state finals 
or the regional where Sheeran 
showca.sed her ability. 

"Her best overall perform­
ance was al the Chicago Style 
Invitational," said Darlenc 
Hadlcy of Infinity. "There she 
earned a third place all-around 
wilh her season high of 36.175." 

Sheeran put in plenty of hours 
of practice lo get at the level 
where she currently competes. 
On an average week she puts in 
anywhere from 16-20 hours in 
preparation for her meets. 

lI's worlh i l though. Beyond 
placing in events, Sheeran just 
enjoys being involved in the 
sport. 

"1 really love gymnastics," 
she said. "It's fun. You gel to 
flip around and Ihen you say 
'Wow, I can do that. 1 don't 
know too many people that can 
do lhal.' It's cool and it's fun." 

Though Sheeran has the 
option of joining the high 
.school's gymnastics team next 
year, she .said .she'll most likely 
ehoo.se to stick with Infinity. 

She said out of all of the 
events she prefers to participate 
in Ihc bars and the beam. 

The Novi Middle School stu­
dent said she clearly remembers 
when she first started in gym­
nastics. She wasn't nearly at the 
level she is now. 

"1 remember all of Ihe big 
girls doing all the cool stuff," 
she said.

When Walled Lake Western 
graduate James King was growing 
up, he made a casual mention to his 
inother, Judy, Ih.ii he'd like lo pl.iy 
in the National Football l-eague. 

Judy smiled and patted him on 
the head and nodded in his direc­

tion. She prob­
ably even lold 
him he'd be 
able to grow up 
and be whatev­
er he wanted to 
be. 

King had 
already decid­
ed. He wanted 
to be in the 
NFL. 

"I knew as far iis laleni goes I'd 
be able to play in Ihe NFL," King 
said via phone interview Monday 
after reluming from rookie camp. 
"Now 1 have Ihe opportunity. I view 
it as a blessing from God. I'm ready 
to take advantage of it." 

The phone ca l l 

King, who won a high school 
stale championship wilh Ihc 
Wartiors under coach Mike 
Zdebski in 2000 before playing at 
Central Michigan University, said 
he wailed through the full two days 
of Ihe draft before he finally 
received a phone call. 

He hadn't been one of the highly 
coveted selections, but Ihe 
Cleveland Browns were interested 
in picking him up via free agency. 

Disappointed about not being 
drafted, King said he was thankful 
for the chance the Browns offered. 

"1 had worked out for some guys 
from Cleveland two weeks before 
the draft," he said. "They told me 
the general manager thought I'd fit 
in with their program and liked the 
way I played." 

And who wouldn't? King, who 
plays strong safety, is a dream come 
true for any squad looking to give a 
boost to their special teams. In col­
lege he set an N C A A record against 
Michigan State University with 
four blocked punts. He went on to 
block 10 that year. 

Ten? Yeah, 10. Players have to 
use speed, agility and strength and 
manage to work their way through 
blocks in order to get iheir hands on 
ihe ball before it's kicked. That's no 

easy task. 
King will have to keep working 

hard, loo, i f he wants to catch the 
Browns" eye. King shirted off on the 
right fool, making his way through 
rookie cairip. 

The camp 

"Il went pretty well," he said. "1 
wasn't sure how it was going at first 
because I hadn't had any interper­
sonal conversations with Ihe coach­
es. I was assuming camp was going 
well aild that assumption was con­
firmed when the coaches told me 1 
did a good job and were shocked 
with some of the things 1 did." 

Tlie N F L hopeful said the four-
day stint was nerve-racking. 

"Honestly, I was really kind of 
paranoid," King said. "They were 
cutting people left and right. M y 
heart was racing a tliousand miles 
per hour because guys who Ihey 
had signed came up to me later on 
and would tell me they had been 
cut. 

"1 thought 'Oh my goodness, 1 
didn't know ibcy cut Ihe guys they 
had already signed.'" 

Tlie Browns didn't hand King his 
walking papers. ln.stead, they've 
invited him back to training camp 
May 16 where he'll prepare for 
passing camp, then mini camp and 
then training camp where the team 
will make their final cuts. 

"I'm looking to up my slock on 
special teams right now," King said 
of one way to make the final roster. 
"If all else fails and they decided I 
can'l play defense for whatever rea­
son, I'll get in there on special 
teams." 

Regrets 

King said he's looking forward to 
playing in front of tnie football 
fans, like rabid Walled Lake 
Western fans. His Central Michigan 
University experience was differ­
ent. 

"I can't wait to be around other 
fans," he said. "I want fans who care 
about players and fans who are in 
the stands during the good times 
and Ihe bad. That will be a signifi­
cant difference from Mt. Pleasant." 

Looking back, King said he 
would have likely played collegiate 
football somewhere else.
