"We need to set objective stan­
dards for professional consultants 
and contractors," said Craig 
DeRoche. city of Novi council mem­
ber.

Ventimigiia blames city, Chen on Vic's demise 
In a recent article in a metro-Detroit news­

paper, Ventimigiia was quoted as saying that 
the city nitpicked details such as signs and 
color schemes and sometimes took as long 
as two years to approve plans. 

Ventimigiia did not return repeated phone 
calls made by Novi News staff. 

Novi Council Member Laura Lorenzo, who 
has been Involved with the Main Street proj­
ect from the beginning, said she can't 
address general allegations, but wouid 
address specific instances where Ventimigiia 
thought the city was unfair 

"1 liked his store, 1 shopped in his store 
and I will miss his store," she said. 

Lorenzo does not believe the city is to 
blame for Main Street's problems. 

"We've been trying to streamline our 
processes." Lorenzo said, but overall believes 
Main Street is a private development and the 
success or failure is not something the city 
has control over. 

"As a private project it did have to go 
through all of the city's processes and we 
have to be consistent and we have to be fair" 
Lorenzo said. "We can't favor Main Street." 

Lorenzo said it wouldn't be fair to other 
developers if rules or ordinances were bent 
for the downtown project, 

"Any time he (Chen) came before us we 
tried to accommodate him within our param­
eters. We wish it was further along too." 

The former 5-year planning commission 
member said at one time Mesquite Creek 
wanted outside awnings for the summer 
time and the city approved it, 

"We've approved signs for parking," 
Lorenzo said. "We approved Main Street 
Village and Main Street Village Phase II 
which should have helped tremendously."

Former Nov! Community School 
District superintendent Bob Piwko 
died on Feb. 2 in Hilton Head, S . C . 
from complications resulting from 
a heart attack. He was 61 years 
old. 

Piwko served the Novi district as 
its superin-
tendent for 12 
years, before 
leaving to take 
a superinten­
dent's position 
for the state of 
Illinois. 

"His greatest 
legacy that he 
left us was a 
very positive 
learning envi­
ronment," said 
Novi Schools' Board of Education 
treasurer Julie Abrams. "He raised 
the level of academics in this dis­
trict and was an expert on curricu­
lum." 

The former superintendent guid-° 
ed the district from its technoiogi-* 
cal roots in the early 1980's to 
being a national leader on the mat­
ter i n the years that followed. 

"We went from computer tech­
nology in its Infancy to being the 
envy of many districts in the nation 
because he promoted technology," 
Abrams said. 

Piwko was at the helm of the dis­
trict between 1980-1992. when 
upon his departure, current Novi 
Schools' superintendent Emmett 
Lippe was hired. 

"We can thank Bob for being a 
visionary and promoting excel­
lence," Abrams said. "Because of 
him, the district was in a position 
to entice, encourage and attract

States DisWct Court for the Eastern District of 
Michigan. Scott Williamson, an acting regional counsel 
for the division of enforcement in the central regional 
office of the CFTC i n Chicago, said the complaint 
charges defendants with fraudulently operating an 
Internet-based tradtag platform which purportedly per­
mitted investors to place orders for commodity futures 
contracts through CCI and FutureWise.

The missing pup came to the 
no-k i l l shelter after she was 
found roaming the streets of 
Detroit. 

Schneider has been with Critter 
Connection for more than one year 
and said the group has been hold­
ing pet adoptions outside of the 
Novi pet supply store for three to 
four years. 

The nonprofit group is dedicated 
to finding homes for stray, abused 
and abandoned animals predomi­
nately taldng dogs left behind and 
placing them in foster homes until 
they are adopted. They never put 
dogs to sleep. 

Schneider said a lot of the dogs 

received are strays from Detroit 
and she said they also receive a lot 
of "surrenders" which are dogs left 
homeless after their elderly owners 
enter nursing homes. 

"It's very upsetting," Schneider 
said. "You just worry, if it went to a 
good home and i knew it I wouldn't 
care."

Combining that good news with 
the normal increase of business 
associated with the Winter 
Oiympics prompted Anastos to teii 
counci i members they will be 
pleased at the end of the city's cur­
rent fiscai yean 

Members of the Novi City Council 
also passed a motion at the Jan. 28 
meeting to move forward with con­
tract rencivnl lalks ivith Anasios. 

"You took over a verj' tough spot 
and pu l your shoulder to the 
wheel," said Novi Mayor Richard J . 
Clark. 

Clark and all member of the coun­
cil commended Anastos for what 
they believed to be a Job well done.

"Students just don't feel they are 
using that enough," Digiio said.

oilier Willi respect and the school 
building is a safe and secure envi-
ronIilent, as wcii as a broad range 
of educational opportunities within 
the schooi. 

And the concerns: the schooi 
does not effectively handle "at-risk" 
students, the use of aiternative 
teaching strategies for those s tu­
dents having difficulties, career 
awareness. 

A significant parent concern was 
that many studenls are not pre­
pared for the world of work. 

Furthermore, ali 110 Novi High 
School teachers were surveyed on 
the matter, as well. 

"Everyone responded, and we 
were very pleased about that." 
Digiio said. 

The teachers appiauded the 

school for its safe and secure envi­
ronment, for the way teachers 
show students respect aIid how 
teachers handle disciplinary situa­
tions, as well as their high admira­
tion for their colleagues' teaching 
abilities. 

However, teachers arc concerned 
that students do not use career 
exploration resources enough, that 
students are not taking responsi­
bility for their behaviors and that 
the school's high grades do not 
reflect high achievement. 

Also surveyed in this project was 
the Novi High School graduating 
classes of 1995 and 2001.

1 have lo 
admit, upon hearing the news the first 
thought l h a l crossed my mind was, 
"Main Street must be In woi'se trouble 

than 1 
thought." 
C y n i c a l , 1 
know, but you 
have lo won­
der when a 
seemingly suc­
cessful opei'a-
tlon like Vic's 
goes out of 
bus iness . 1 
mean, heck, 
lhe place was 
always packed 
when I'd stop 
there lo do my 
t'egelable 
shopping. 

How could this happen?

Ventimiglia has a few answers to lha l 
quesUon. 

Ventimiglia, who was quoted in a 
Del ro l l daily newspaper this week, is 
blaming Novi officials and Main Street 
developer J ames Chen for the demise of 
h i s market — which translates to $5.5 
mill ion, he alleges. 

You may be asking how the city, or 
Chen, for l h a l matter, could be respon­
sible for lhe market's downfall. Well, 
Ventimiglia c la ims lhat Chen is respon-

sible because he didn't complete the 
M a i n Street project within the prom­
ised live years. He also alleges that city 
officials are responsible because they 
delayed plans, scared away potential 
tenants, allowed loo many other shop­
ping developments lo be b u i l l In the 
area at a liIIie when Chen was having 
difrictilly attracting new businesses. 

Now, before you begin roll ing your 
eyes and chalk up Venllmlglia 's claims 
as nothing more than sour grapes, let's 
s lop for a niomenl and play devil's 
advocate here. 

What if his claims are justified? 
I'm not saying that lhey are, mind you, 

but lei's Just suppose Ventlmlglia's 
claims are true? Whal if Chen's IroiIbles 
with his Main Street developmenl con-
ti-Jbuted lo the market's closing? After 
all , more businesses located on M a i n 
Sti'eel translates to more fool traffic, and 
more fool traffic translates into more 
shoppers, and more shoppers translate 
in lo more money, and Inore money 
translates inlo...well...you get my drift. 

And lei's suppose for a minute that the 
cily Is also responsible. Lei's say thai 
cily officials purposely held up plans, 
lhat lhey nitplcked every little detail, and 
consequently things didn't get done in 
tnanner that a developer or busInessper-
son would possibly consider beneficial. 

If al l of that is true, then I'd be 
sci-atching my head and doing some 
wondering. 

Bu t peisonally, I don't believe the city 
would purposely do that. 1 even think 
it's a stretch lo claim that James Chen 
would purposely do that. After a l l , a 
developer's sole purpose in the bus i ­
ness wor ld is to make money. 

Purposely delaying a project Is going to 
affect the bottom line, and any develop­
er I've ever met lakes the bottom line 
very seriously. 

Same can be said of the city. Ci ty offi­
cials need M a i n Street to be a success. 
They're married to the concept and 
with good cause — there are taxdollars 
attached to M a i n Street. Tax dollars 
that could be used for Important things 
like infrastructure improvements, bet­
ter police cars, social programs and 
yes, even the purchase of much-needed 
park land, to name bu t a few. 

As a matter of fact, I wan l our cily offi­
cials to be nitpicky. That's what we hire 
them lo do. I want them to hold develop­
ers accountable for every single item lhey 
propose lo construct. I want lhem lo set 
development standards and then hold 
companies to them. I want lhem lo be 
fair, yet firm and allow projects to work 
towards completion in a tlInely manner. 

Most of a l l 1 expect accounlabi l i ly and 
oversight. I want city officials to niake 
sure that every single project lhat takes 
place in this city is not only going lo 
benefit business and the local economy, 
but be a benefit to the taxpayer, as well. 

A m I disappointed to see a business 
such as Vic ' s Market succumb to the 
realities of a bad economy? You bet I . 
do. Ventimiglia and h i s business were 
good for Novi . Did the current problems 
plaguing M a i n Street play a part in the 
market's demise? Possibly, but as my 
economics professor used to 
say...that's the cost of doing business.

Modern Amei ican free market equity 

capital ism depeiids entirely on public con­
fidence i n three underlying proposilions; 

• The accuracy of slalemenls of cotlipa-
ny earnings and net worth, as validated by 
the accounting profession. 

• The integrity of the recominendalions 
lo buy or sel l 
stocks, as i-en-
dered by analysts 
In the securities 
Industiy.

All three fiinda-
nlenlals have

minat ing in the Enron scandal. 

W h a l the Ar thur Andersen accounl ing 
firm did at Enron is now widely known 
and easily condemned. The firm certified 
that Enron's financial statements, accu­
rately presented the profits, assets and 
debts of the company. But i l turns o u l 
tha i AI-thur Andersen helped invent and 
then accepted complex accounling tricks 
that inflated profits and tolerated moving 
debt off the corporation's balance sheet 
into legal bu l deceptive partnerships. 

Tile point is nol that Arthur Andersen is 
a particularly bad or unethical publ ic 
accounting firm; it's not. Ralher, it's that 
A r t h u r Andersen, like olher accounl ing 
firms, has in recent years got into the

business of helping cotllpanies find ways 
to aggressively jigger financial statements 
lo inflate profits and disguise debts, usu­
ally legally and ' i n accordance w i l h gener­
ally accepted accounting standards." 

This k ind of activity Is very pi-ofitable. 
B u l when the accounting firms — whose 
functional purpose In our economic sys­
tem is to maintain public trust i n the 
accui-acy and integii ly of financial state-
tnenls — also engage In what might be 
called "earnings consulling," lhey imInedi-
ately put themselves in a confiict of inler­
esl. This risks pubWc confidence in lhe 
integrity of lheir audits. 

The inlegrily of the securities indust iy 
also has been cI-oded as it has become 
clear lhat many of the markel analysis 
who I-ecommeiid that we buy or sell a 
given slock aI-e also employed by the same 
Wall Street firms that profit by undeiWri l -
ing and selling lhat slock. According lo 
the New Yoi'k Times and the Wall Street 
Jour t la l , these supposedly independent 
analysis often have issued recommenda­
tions on s locks underwritten by their own 
firms w i l l i o u l i-evealing their own affilia­
t ions. Reporters found that the vast 
majority of these were "buy," even when 
the companies faced deteriorating busi­
ness conditions. 

So as long as the stock analysts are 
unwil l ing lo less up lo their confiicls of 
inleresl , the public can no loIiger lake 
lheir i-ecomniendations as independent. 

Lastly, Ibr our modern business culture 
lo survive, people have lo have confidence 
l h a l the rules of the game are fair, even-
handed and understandable. 

Fair? Even-handed? W h a l did Enron 
spend all l h a l money buying access lo 
politicians for? To gel the Commodity 
Futures Trading Corporation (the relevant 
i-egulatoIy federal agency) to tu rn the 
company lose to run an unregulated ener­

gy derivatives trading business. To pick 
members of the Federal Energy 
Commiss ion . To sit i n secret meetings 
w i l h Vice President D ick Cheney i n devel­
oping energy pol icy for lhe Bush 
Adminis t ra t ion. 

Understandable? Take a quick look at 
the U.S . lax code. O u r tax laws are now so 
enormously coiilplex and filled w i l h excep­
tions, g immicks and loopholes thai no 
ordinary person has a chance of under­
s tanding them. Hence high-priced 
accounling consultants. Hence a political 
culluI-e l h a l lI-ades campaign conlr ibu­
lions for special in le res l access to writing 
the tax laws. Hence the hypocrisy of a 
Congi-ess once delighted to accept cam­
paign contributions from Enron now in 
lu l l cry lo pin blame on greedy Enron 
executives. 

Sure, Enron is a scandal . A n d there are 
lots of people lo blame. Probably, lliere 
wil l be t inkering around the edges of the 
confiict of interest a i les for accountants 
and slock analysts. I suspect these will In 
practice waste a lot of extra time and 
cause a lot of expense b u l n o l get at the 
root of the problem. 

The real problem posed by the Enron 
mess is that i l strikes lo the heart of our 
modein economic system. I a m very much 
afraid l h a l the Interest groups that have 
been so profitably involved — business 
executives, accountants, lawyers. Wall 
Street firms. Congress itself — wi l l shy 
away from die kind of i-adical reform need­
ed lo restore confidence in our economic 
systeiii.

performing" schools, or "priority" schools, 
or whatever the heck you w a n l lo cal l 
them — and lending them a hand . 

A l l the major players have given at least 
a basis description of what they would l ike 
to see i n such a program, and they all 
sound pretty m u c h alike. The s l a l e Senate 
has already passed ils version. State 
House Republicans have outlined w h a l 
they'd like lo see, and it's pretty m u c h the 
same. 

The State Board of Education has a plan 
i n the works. The governor wants it done. 
The Michigan Education Associat ion has

described a pi"ogi-am lha l sounds a lot like 
the otheI's. Even President George Bush 's 
education program revolves a round the 
same basic concept. 

The latest round came recently when 
the Slate Boai"d of Education considered a 
p l a n for accreditation of schools put 
together by slate Superintendent Tom 
Watkins. His Idea is to look at s ix differenl 

-• 1-•areas-of perfoITOancc and hand out letter 
grades to' school districts for lheir overall 
work. By his estimate, 1,100 schools 
acI-oss the slate would gel low grades, Ds 
and Fs. 

Bu t the Board of Education has ques­
tions aboul how this will work and put off 
un t i l early March finalizing m u c h of the 
plan's detail. 

It was not lhe first delay by the slate 
Board. Earlier Watkins had tossed out an 
accreditation plan j jul together by his 
predecessor so he could come up wi th his 
own system. 

That left slate House E d u c a t i o n 
Committee chairman Rep. Wayne Kuipers 
(R-Holland) prel ly fi-ustrated. He sa id he'd 
have lo put his own school accountability 
plan yet this spring. 

Kuipers and the Republicans can be as 
frustrated as they wanl, but It should no l 
be overiooked lhat his committee has had 
a proposal on the table slIice l a s l spring 
and has done nothing with i l . The slale 
Senate put together ils own "priority 
schools" package and passed it back then. 
II would target the lowesl five percent of 
schools, sending in three-person assess­
ment teams. Those teams would try to fig­
ure what's going wrong in a d i s l r i c l and 
reporl back to a state education improve­
ment board. The purpose of the evaluation 

would be to specifically figure out what 
would have to happen to tu rn things 
around i n a dislI-icl. 

Gov. J o h n Engler was frustrated with 
the Board of Educat ion after, the recent 
delay too, and he started ta lk ing about 
abol i sh ing the s l a l e board. B u t then 
Engler has been involved i n a power tussle 
with the board for years and he's done.Just 
'about a lLhecan ' . t b move prograrrjs awayn i ' 
from its- department and put them i n 
offices he controls. 

Nonetheless, on the issue of accredita­
tion, as state board members point oul , 
the effort revise standards dales back 
almost 10 years under the governor's 
choice for superintendent was in place. If 
it's taken too long, m u c h of the responsi­
bility rests with Engler 's own people. 

The M E A came up with a plan for devis­
ing "Slate Directed Assis tance Plans" for 
those struggling school d is t r ic ts . A n d 
Bush's "No Ch i ld Left Behind" act includes 
the same idea, ca l l ing for assistance to 
school districts lhat fail to meet state-set 
standards for two years. 

The differences in a l l those proposals is 
primarily In the detail. 

With everybody agreeing on the basic 
idea, you would think fast action would be 
possible. 

A l the moment, however, no district in 
Michigan has yet to receive any such 
assistance from the slate and chances 
look very bad for the process to begin this 
school year.

$2,000 a year contributed to a 
401(k) plan, a 403(b) annuity, S IM- . 
PLE or SEP contributions, contri­
butions to a ti^aditional or Roth 
IRA, and to after-tax voluntaiy 
contributions to employee qualified, 
pians. Joint filers receive the 30-
percent credit if their adjusted 
gross income is as m u c h as 
$30,000. With an adjusted gross 
income of as much as $50,000,. 
they can still get a 10 percent cred­
it. Singles can earn as inuch as 
$15,000 for Ihe 50 percent credit 
and $25,000 for 10 percent. 

To get the most out of the new 
changes, consider investing the 
maximum in your 401(k) or 403(b) 
plan, if your are eligible for one. 
Contributions in 401(k)s are made 
with pre-tax money, and often 
einployei-s will niatcll a portion of 
what you put in . if your aren't eli-
gibie for a 401(k)), contribute to 
whatever reiirement plan your 
employer makes available to you. a 
403(b), SEP or SIMPLE. Like the 
401(k), these plans allow pre-tax 
contributions, and your money 
grows tax deferred. 

Starting this year, employers 
must either grant 100 percent vest­
ing after no more than three years 
of adopting this phase-in schedule: 
20 percent after two years, 40 per­
cent after three years, 60 percent 
after four years, 80 percent after 
five years and 100 percent after six-
years.
