When Biirb Briineli moved to 
Novi 34 years ago, .she told pco-

from the Erwin Farms. 

She was surprised by the usual 
reply: "Oh, I know where liiat is." 

'Obviously, it was a draw," 
IJniiiell said. "It was ; i real land-
niariv .store. 1 used to go there 
quite a bit." 

-Today, Walgreens lias replaced 
the grocery shop al llie southeast 
coriIerof I^ovi and 10 Mi le roads. 
Scraggly pear trees just beyond 
are sole rciiinanls of the Erwin 
lainily's 133-acre fniil i'arin. 

13ut relatives, wiio still run 
orchards in Lyon Tpwnsiiip, say 
the farm had a solid S.^-ycar life. 

"There's been only one year in 
iill those 85 yearslhai we didn'l 
have enough of a Crop to make a 
prollt," said Edward Erwin, 80. 
"That's a prelly amazing thing." 

In the family 
Green, rolling land jusl west of 

today's C S X Railroad tracks start­
ed off a wedding present. 

Edward Erwin said his grand­
parents, Will iam iind Augusta, 
first farmed in 1884. 

After the land switched hands 
during the Great Depression, 
Edward's dad James inherited i l 
wiiCn an owner couldn't pay 
taxes. 

"He got back the family farm in 

1937," Edward said. " M y father 
was the boss and leader, of course, 
and llien he had ihree sons." 

Oldesl son J.W. Erwin recalled 
a Childhood o f hard work in lough 
times. James kept a garden 
packed with radishes, peas, 
parsnips, carrots and sweet corn. 

"I l was my brother and my job 
lo hoc that," he s.iid. " I l became 
aboul a two-acre garden. We'd 
pick inaybe four bushcl.s. Then, it 
Wiis our job lo shell 'em." 

Involved with local govcrn-
menl, James was a generous man 
who gave land io his business-
partner sons, Edward s;iid. 

.Orchards tceining with sour 
cheri'ies, peaches, pears and over 
20 apple varieties were fulllinie 
work by 1946. Ten-and-a-half 
hour workdays were the norm. 

Roaming Kentucky iiioun-
lainecrs helped pluck fruit from 
trees, and trucks packed with 
iipples rumbled lo Detroit niiir-
kcis. Coupled with Lyon 
orchards, sales peaked from ihe 
1960s-80s, Edward said. 

"We'd have enough apples in 
storage on the first o f Apri l that 
we'd have to pack out 800 
bushels, five days a week, to clean 
'em oul by in Jiiiie," Edward said. 
One bushel is about 42 pounds. 

Boom and bust 
Heeding local advice, Erwins 

built ! i small tan brick storage 
building in the i940s. A decade 
later, it became a busliing market. 

Saiesman J.W. trained son B i l l 
Erwin the retail trade. Now run­
ning ihc Lyon locale with wife 
Linda, Bi l l slocked Macintosh, 
red delicious and Jonathan apples. 

"Every Saturday morning we'd 
come in al 7 o'lcloCk and we'd 
Stan pulling apiiles up," said B i l l , 
60. "Il was my job lo keep the 

rows full all weekend long." 
Weekend specials included spe­

cially Cortland apples sold from a 
wiigon al .$3 a bushel -— "ridicu­
lously cheap" Compared to as 
much as $20 today, B i l l said. 

But as subdivisions began lo 
spring up, James Erwin's allen-
tion turned to Lyon orchards. 

"We bought that with the idea 
lhal thai was where we had lo go, 
because we were goiilg lo be 
I'orccd oui by the urbanization o f 
Novi , " Edward said, " l l o w 
prophetic lhal was," , . . . . 

Sold ill the l950s, Ihe'farili was 
sii l l worked by Eriyins untll 1969. 
The shop was family owned and 
operated for aboul 25 more years 
before it too closed. 

Era ending 
Today, "agri-lainmcnl" is the 

driiw at Erwin Orchards' 191 
acres in Lyon Township. 

"You Pick" apples, sweet cher­
ries, raspberries and pumpkins 
attraci thousands each year, B i l l 
said, as do a cider mil l and haunt­
ed house. 

Not for long, though: the prop­
erty is under contract lo be sold, 
likely for subdivisions. 

"It's just a matter of a few 
years," Bi l l said. "I'm gelling old. 
I'm gcuing lired. I haven't got 
anybody lo pass il on io." 

,̂ As,j'p,r.Novi's>j'allow grounds, 
liic Novi IceAi'ena now occupies 
the souihi end. Developers last 
year pitched a Kroger and strip 
malls for the rest, but ihal's not 
yet been approved. 

Bruneli said a grocery near the 
site of the former landmark might 
offer healthy competition, 

"By ihe same token, I hale io 
lose the orchard," she said. "It's 
siill p;irl of that small town feel — 
and a liulc green."

The way the DDA would work, 
according to Nona, is that the 
authority would only be able to 
capture tax dollar.s from the 
increase in properly tax above and 
beyond whal is collected now. 

"The DDA cannot capture thc 
existing property lax," he said. "It 
can only capture the increase in 
Ihe property lax as a result of new 
improvements, new additions, 
new development. We think it 
would be wise for the city to go 
the route of the DDA and to 
expand it beyond the area." 

Nona said he has difficulty 
understanding why some city 
council members are opposed to 
the idea of a DDA. 

The proposal is to have 75 per­
cent of property taxes from new 
development go to thc DDA with 
25 percent going to thc city. 

Nona said he has already been 
approached by several business 
owners who want to build a subur­
ban office building, residential 
development and a dealership in 
the area. 

"We can always just parcel thc 
land out widiout any coordinauon. 
But, we're mainlaining lhal by doing 
that, 1 don't think we're going to get 
a downtown for Novi," he said. 

Triangle's consultants, 
McKenna & Associates in 
Northville. who worked out the 
financial analysis on the project, 
work in many communities 

"They're telling us lhat this 
approach to urban development is 
becoming very popular for many 
communities," Nona said. 

He .said he's puzzled with com­
ments that the city had problems 
wilh the previous developer of 
Main Street Novi, that Fountain 
Walk shopping center filed for 
Chapter 11 bankniptcy, so why 
should local people trust Triangle? 

"If that's the thinking, then 
nothing will get done," Nona said.. 
"Instead of people saying, 'This is 
a concept plan, lxt's see how real 
you are. Let's see if you're com­
mitted to it." 

"Why not look at the optimistic 
side of things?" 

Nona said his staff has been 
open to answer any questions 
about the Main Street project and 
will continue to do so.

Thc project would take six-K:ight 
yean, lo complete. Membens of tlie 
commillee include Mayor Pro Tem 
David Landry, Toni Nagy, Lynnc 
Paul and Kim Capcllo. 

Commillee members lirsl wimted 
to know more about thc background 
of thc developers. 

Triiingle is a iamily-owned busi­
ness that the Nona family has oper­
ated since 1984. 

Committee members asked if 
Triangle Devclopnicnl had ever 
worked with . a Downiown 
Development Authority before, 
since one is proposed willi this proj­
ect. The Nonas have nol dealt with a 
DDA before. 

Triangle's plan is to have live-
story buildings wilh retail on first 
fioor, commercial and residential on 
other lloors. The Nonas said two 

parking decks are an important 
component of the piojcct because 
they would encourage redevelop­
ment of Grand River Avenue and 
Novi Road. 

"They feel ifyou don'l have piu-k-
ing decks, you're nol going to have 
a downtown feel," Liindiy said. The 
parking decks would cveiituiUly be 
-owned by the city. 

Liindry noted thai the DDA 
would be only lor Uic undeveloped 
portion of Ihe Main Street develop­
ment and would not pull tax dollare 
from existing Main Su-eel proper-

He said he likes the overall con­
cept of the project. 

"To mc, it succeeds in creating a 
downtown, and it makes sense to me 
to have parking decks," l..andry said. 
"I would be very interested in puK-
ing this." 

Commillee Member Toni Nagy 

had concerns about variances thc 
developers would request, such as a 
hotel that would exceed tlie city's 
building height ordinance. 

"I personally iliink the overall 
concept is interesting, however," 
Nagy said. She's also concerned 
about the city-owned piyking decks 
becoming a liahility for city. 

Nagy said she reviewed a study 
on DDAs and that property taxes 
would increase to residents in and 
around thc liix increment financing 

"This is a very nice concept, but I 
think wc need to spend more time 
on how the finances would alTecl 
the city. 1 also have a concern with 
William Beaumont doctors coming 
into town when we're working wilh 
Providence," she said. 

She is also wonicd about the fact 
that Uic DDA would have a board 
whose membcre do not report to 

city residents. "I don't know if I 
want to give conUxil of a large tax 
base to an unelccied board," Nagy 
said. 

Paul was concerned about the 
safety of people using llie piu-king 

well as the city's liabil­
ity. 

•The insurance cost lo accept this 
as a liability is huge," Paul said. 

Bob Gall siiid he doesn't diink Ihe 
project will create a downtown 
Novi. 

"I'm on llie record as saying Novi 
doesn't have a downiown, and il will 
never have a downiown," Gall .said. 

Mayor Lou Csordiis wasn't sold 
on thc idea of a DDA for the iirea. 

"It's a very atmictive project, but, 
I'm not convinced whether a DDA 
is good for the city of Novi," 
Csordas said. "DDAs .seem lo be in 
cities tliat are in a downtum. 1 don't 
think thm's Novi. 1 do like UIe coop­
eration, however, between the city 
and businesses."

"Obviously, we're sensitive to 
the needs and concerns o f the 
residents down there, so we have 
officers giving the area a lot of 
extra attention."

In the future, the Detroit office 
would like io sponsor a festival 
celebrating the culture of Japan. 
Sadaoka said. His goid as Consul 
General is io create economical, 
cultural and educational 
exchanges between Japanese resi­
dents and others in ihe U.S. 

A native o f Kochi Prefecture in 
south Japan. Sadaoka moved io 
Michigan last September. The 
Consulate General Office of Japan 
in Detroit was established in 1993 
as a result o f ihe increasing num­
ber of Japanese residents in 
Michigan and Ohio.

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WOVI wins top 
broadcasters awards 
• Three Novi 
High seniors 
also win honors

Though David lxgg knows dial 
each and every one of his students 
is capable of great things, they still 
never cciise to amaze him. 

Legg is the station manager and 
taculty advisor for WOVI, Novi 
High School's student-run radio 
station, which just last week won 
die prestigious Carl V. Jacobson 
Achievement Award, from the 
Michigan ' Association of 
Educational Broadcasters. It was 
presented at the annual Honors 
Night at Henry Ford Community 
College in Dearbom and recog­
nizes the station's outstanding 
achievements in broadcasting over 
die last yean 

The win marked tlie third time in 
history that WOVI has won the top 
award for high school stations in 
Michigan, wiUl the previous years 
being in 1996 and 2001. Also, three 
Novi High seniors. Drew Loomer, 
Taiki Watanabe and Katie 
Shannon, all won individual 
awards as well. 

"I was really pleased widi how 
Uiey did," Legg said. "All three of 
the.se students have one awards in 
the past, so it was nice to see them 
continue that this year, especially 
since they're all seniors." 

There are three different levels of 
awards: Bronze, silver and gold. 

"A bronze medal means that the 
material would be good for entry 
level work in a small market sta­
tion," Legg said. 'That's good, 
especially at the high school level." 

Loomer won gold awards for 
interviewing and news casting, a 
.silver in die disc jockey category, 
and a bronze in production. 
Watanabe look a bronze in news 
casting and Shannon won gold in 
production. 

Shannon's award was for a pub­
lic service announcement she made 
regarding drinking tind driving.

l-egg explained thai Novi High 
has been involved in the award cer­
emony since iis inception back in 
1977. Unlike many oilier competi­
tions where there's a distinct win­
ner, all the entries are already pic-
screened. The ones that make it 
inlo die real competition arc then 
judged by experienced teachers or 
professionals as to their quality. 

Watanabe's award was for news 
casting. It was the second straight 
year he won a bronze medal. 

"I did a story on the Toys for 
Tots," he said. "We talked lo the 
actual local supervisor of Toys for 
Tots about what.it means lo her, 
how it started off and how long she 
has been working with il." 

Watanabe explained that most 
people have a sense of what Toys 
for Tots is, but they don't know the 
background. He wanted to. gel 
ttiose basic points out to die public 
with his piece. Though he wasn't 
too impressed with, his personal 
achievement, he wits much more 
excited about the station receiving 
the Jacobson'award. 

"That shows a team clfort and I 
was very proud of it," he said. "My 
bronze just seems so minuscule 
compared to that award." 

Watanabe said he would like to 
steer away from broadcasting when 
he attends Eastern Michigan 
University next fall. His plans are 
to obtain a teaching degree so that 
he can leach and write. 

This year was pretty special for 
Legg, as everything his station 
entered took an awivd. 

"It's a nice benchmark for me to 
know diatwe'rc moving in llie right 
direction," Legg said. 'The stu­
dents who are involved in this are 
really enthusiastic and passionate 
about what diey do. A lot of them, 
at least at lliis stage in their life, feci 
that broadca.sling would be a good 
career choice for them."

demise. 
Tom died from a fom of lung 

cmccr aitribuiable to high levels of 
radon exposure. After he received 
the diagnosis last April, only a few 
months before his .scheduled retire­
ment in July, a test indicated that 
radon levels were indeed high 
where he had worked out on his 
treadmill for more than 25 years. 

It's ironic ihai woiidng out — 
something thai is supposed io pro­
long life — actually led io shorten­
ing it in Tom's case. 

His widow, Judy, a Novi teacher 
for almost a decade. Called last , 
week io tell mc Tom had died on 
Tuesday He died ai home, among 
friends and loved ones raiber ihan 
in the more sterile environment of a 
hospiial. 

"It was a tremendous batiJe for a 
veiy long time because he was pre­
viously so healihly," she said. 

Tom graduated from the Detroit 
Police Academy In 1970 and 
served as a lieutenant wiih the 
Wayne State University Police 
Department for 35 years. Several of 
his comrades came io O'Brien 
Sullivan Funeral Home to pay their 
respects last week. 

He was also an instnIcior at 
Oakland Community College for 
26 ye.irs as a scuta instiucior. He 
was a plaiinum diver with more 
ihan 1.000 dives to his credit and 
over 2,000 students. 

Since her husband's illness, 
many aIia residents have become 
aware of high Iadon levels in iheir 
homes. As a legacy to her husband. 

Judy Williams will continue her 
effons to increase public awareness 
of this silent killer. Government 
pamphlets about radon were avail­
able at the funeral home lasi week. 

"Wc sure want io get the word 
out about ihe real local problem 
ivith radon and the vein of radon 
that lies north of Eight Mile Road. 
Certainly, there's a long history of 
our City council knowing about the 
problem." Judy said. 

She said many people have 
checked radon levels in their homes 
since the Williams' efforts io 
inform otfiers about ihis silent 
killer. 

"1 can't tell you how many peo­
ple have had reduction systems put 
in their liomes because o f this." she 
said. "1 would say at least 40 resi­

dents have had mitigation systems 
installed in their homes since we 
started spreading the word. I hope 
there are many more." 

Judy would like to see more 
research on radon levels in Novi 
and what can be done about 
informing more people about the 
potential danger. Her family 
believes many area residents don't 
even know what radon is, much 
less that it can be detIimental to 
iheir healih. 

In January, ihe Richard 
Carmona, U.S. Smgeon General, 
issued a press release about ihe 
danger of radon in homes. Radon is 
the second leading Cause of lung 
canCeL and nearly one in 15 homes 
in ihe United States has a h i ^ level 
of radon. More than 20,000 

Americans die of radon-relaied 
lung cancer each year.

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Well, they may nol bc able to balance the 
budget, attract new industry or fix the roads, 
but our politicians do know how lo do one 
thing right: draw the lines of their congres­
sional or legislative districts so they arc sure 
to get re-elected or, failing lhai, to assure lhal 
Iheir parly wi l l Continue to control the dis­
trict. 

Both parties have become amazingly 
skilled al gerrymandering. And more oficn 
lhan not they are engaged in a silent conspira­
cy that assures that mosl Democratic districts 
will stay Democratic and most Republican 
districts will reliably vole 
GOP year after year 

This is the nasty secret lhal 
underlies why our political 
sysiem has become both so 
intensely partisan arid so 
rigidly unchanging over 
recent years. Michigan's John 
Dingell, who as the currently 
longest serving member of 
Congress should know, says 
that there are no more than 25 
genuinely competitive con-
gre.s.sional districts out of, Ihe 
435 around ihe Country. 

Wayne County Probate 
Judge Milton Mack, one of 
the smarter people on the 
bench and a longtime studeni of Michigan 
voting behavior, adds that jusl a handful of 
Michigan stale legislative districts are coiii-
petitive llie.se days. 

Why is this a problem? Simple. In districts 
that are drawn to favor one parly over the 
other, the important contest is not the general 
election, ll 's the primary, when a small 
minority o f voters, usually a more siridcnt 
group tlian the rest of us, picks their party's 
nominee, who'ihen wil l waltz to certain victo­
ry in the November general election. 

For Republicans, it's the passionalc Righl-
lo-Lifers and the religious/social conserva­
tives wiio turn oul and generally pick a candi­
date who is usually lo the right of Ihe niajori-

ty of the party. For Democrals, it's their 
equally highly molivated A C L U members, 
union I'unclionaries and "tree buggers." A K A 
environmenlalists, who lend to select nomi­
nees more liberal lhan mosl. 

As respected veteran political columnist 
David Broder puts it, "Each party now only 
plays to ils hard-core supporters, and the 
pragmatic cenier goes unrepresented." With 
general elections then coming down lo a 
choice between extremes, it is any wonder 
partisan conflict has become so siiarp? And 
with most voters more or less firmly in the 

middle of the road, is it any 
wonder many of us feel left 
out of the polilical process'.' 

That's why there's been a 
lot of recent discussion about 
fiddling wilh eleclion rules to 
make i l easier for all o f us to 
vote, or alternatively, to 
change the way the redistrict­
ing process works. 

In Michigan, State Rep. 
Christopher Ward, R-
Brighion, has introduced a bill

In Michigan. Ihey arc drawn up by Ihc major­
ity parly in Ihc state legislature lo favor their 
side. About the only legal limilalions are 
Ihosc that require all districts to bc the same 
size ("one man, one vote") and avoiding 
drawing lines lhal slice ihrough normally rec­

ognized communities. 
In California, Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger 

wants to shift the line-drawing from the legis­
lature to a panel of retired judges. Maybe 
ihese are both good ideas. Especially appeal­
ing to me is the thought that drawing district 
lines is a task too iniportanl lo be left lo the 
politicians. 

Bul the trouble is lhal neither strategy 
addresses Ihe basic problem. Making i i easier 
lo vole absenlee doesn't change the dynamic 
of each party playing to its hard-core support­
ers in primary elections. And retired judges, 
most of whom owed their seals on the bench 
to one party or another arc nol immune lo 
being almost as partisan as legislators. 

Judge Mack has developed a fine lO-point 
"Voters' Bil l of Rights" that neatly frames 
what a good voting sysiem ought to do. 

. Included arc: 
• The right to have their vole counl. 

Consider Republican volers in an overwhelm­
ingly Democratic dislricl. Docs Iheir vole 
counl for much? No. 

• The right lo vote in elections lhal matter 
Consider Democratic volers in an overwhelm­
ingly Republican district. Do November elec­
tions matter io Ihem'? N o i in local races. 

• The right to vole in eleclion districts that 
arc fairiy drawn. The key notion here is "fair­
ly." In Judge Mack's mind, fair means nol 
gerrymandered for partisan advantage. 

Judge Mack has succeeded in defining 
whai a properly funclioning democralic (with 
a small "d") voting sysiem ought to do. 
Plainly, the sysiem we now have is failing 
these tests. Next week's column wil l describe 
a simple, common sense solution that could 
go a long way towards healing our steadily 
more dysfunctional polilical sysiem.

She's keeping her 
head in die game

Novi sophomore soccer stand­
out Emily Esbrook knows what it 
means to be in the spotlight -— 
she's been lliere since she was five 
years old. 

The Wiidcal player can do any­
thing on a soccer pilch. Siic can 
dribble, she can pass and. siie can 
score. She's been noticed by high-
level coaches since she was 
young, which is why she plays 
with ihe top-ranked Michigan 
Hawks club team and is one of the 
reasons Novi's squad is ranked 
second in the state. 

Care to join in? 
Her abilily is also whal found 

her receiving an iiivitalioii for llie 
Olympic Development Program's 
Michigan team. There she was 
asked lo sliowca,sc her abilities 
and, once again, the coaches took 
note, 

"You get .selected to a stale 
team and then your state team 
goes to the regionals," Esbrook 
said of the program's process. 
"From there tliey select a regional 
team of 18 players and you go 
down to Boca Raton, Florida and 
play three games against other 
regional teams. The national 
coaching staff is there and out of 
all the players they select 18 to the 
national team." 

Esbrook, it just happens, was 
one of tlio.se 18 players. 

"1 was shocked," she said. "I 
really wasn't expecting to be 
picked." 

The Novi sophomore, along 
with Northville sophomore 
Danielle Toney, earned the right 
to play wilh the national team. 
They practice every olhcr monlh 
in California for a week. 

While in iraining, they have 
practice Iwo limes a day and even 
play against other national teams. 
At the last practice, llie icam took 
on the Germans. 

"They are really, really big," 
Esbrook said. " I 'm nol kidding. 
They're huge." 

Playing Europeans is nothing 
new to Esbrook. As a member of 
the program's regional team she 
parlicipated in three games in 
France. 

"We played in three separate 
gamcs.'C\',slia.said.."il.waS"a:.lotiofe 
fun." ., -
. Esbrook said gids soccer isn ' l 
its developed in Europe as i l is in 
the United States but said she 
expects the learns will continue lo 
get better over the years. 

Natural ability 

Though .'ihe's only a sopho­
more, the Novi standout already 
ha.s her eyes set on college. 

"I'tl like to play al Santa Clara 
or U C L A , " she said. "1 like 
California. I 'm iilready out there a 
lot i'or training and 1 think it's 
great oul there. Plus, they hiive 
some really good soccer pro­
grams." 

Esbrook's plans to play in col­
lege come as no surprise to Brian 
O'Leary, her high school coach. 
He said she has ihe ability and 
dedication to play at the next 
level. 

"Emily- Iisbrook is one of the 
most skilled phiycrs we have ever 
had at Novi," lie said. "Her ability 
to possess the ball tind find die 
open player are second to none. 
She's so good at it, in fact, lhat i l 
dictates the style of play lhat we 
use." 

The Wildcats like lo keep the 
ball on the ground, stay in posses­
sion of the ball and keep their 
opponcnl.s on their heels tlirough 
the whole game. Since Esbrook 
has the ability lo control the ball, 
the Wildcats often rely on her in 
ditncult situations. 

"Other players on thc team 
know this about Emily and know 
they can pass it to her even when 
she's in a crowd or when wc are 
having trouble getting the ball set­
tled down," O'Leary said. 'She'll 
immediately get it settled and find 
the open player." 

Estirook's ability makes her a 
natural part of soccer in all fonns. 
She's not only a part of the dcvel-
opincnt program, but also a mem­
ber of the Michigan Hawks, a 
team lhat won Ihe stale champi­
onship last year and competed in 
tlie ntitionals in Odando. 

"1 really like all of my coach­
es," she said of lief three teams. 
"They're all really good." 

And she really likes her team­
mates loo. On the program's 
national team, Esbrook and Toney 
are fast friends. Even when the 
two high school leanis squared off 
for a lied game earlier this year 
she complimented thc Mustangs' 
forward on a good game. 

"It's really nice to have some­
one lo train with and when you go 
out to California lo train you have 
a good friend with you," Esbrook 
said. ,'Tt iinakes.it ai lot more, com-i 
forlable to go out there."

"I started playing soccer when I 
was young and 1 stuck with i l , " 
she said. "\ tried other sports but I 
just didn't have my heart in them 
like 1 did soccer." 

The Wildcats tried Softball, 
which she played under the 
coaching of fel low'Novi soccer 
player .Stephanie. Crawfordls.riad, 
Tlie sport, it turned out, just was'-
n't for her. 

"I was awful," she said. "I never 
played and I was the last batter." 

She even Iried her hand at bas­
ketball and though she liked it she 

couldn'l get inlo i l a.s much as 
soccer. 

"I just like the competition," 
she said. "I get so into it and my 
emotions get inlo the game. I 
aclually gel excited when we win 
a game.

MHSAA continues fight 
in gender-equity lawsuit 

The fight for equality continues 
as the Michigan High School 
Athletic Association takes its 
appeal to the highest court in the 
land — the United Slates Supreme 
Couii. 

At stake: a revised high school 
Sports .schedule allowing girls vol­
leyball to be played in die fall and 
girls basketball to be moved to tlie 
winter. Also moving to the fall will 
be girls golf and boys tennis. Boys 
golf will move to the spring season 
as will girls tennis. 
, The M H S A A , the governing 
body for almost all high school 
sports in Michigan, has been noti­
fied that tomorrow the Supreme 
Court will conduct a conference 
regarding die request lo consider 
4n appeal of the lower court mlings 
in the sports seasons litigation. 
I h's a fight some believe should 
end. Odiers disagree. 
: "Personally, I think it's a noble 
iight," said Northville athletics 
director Bryan Masi. "Though a lot 
faf die schools have prepared for 
either decision, diey haven't given 
in." 

There are odier reasons the fight 
ontinues. Novi adilelic director 
:un Ellis said if the M H S A A were 
ta lose their litigation, diey'd be 
responsible for the plaintiff's court 
fosts.

"The M H S A A does have insur­
ance io cover those costs, but you 
can bet dieir insurance company 
isn't expecting them lo roll over 
and hand oul their money," Ellis 
said. "There are outside factors 
(driving die appeals)." 

Despite .several steps lo slop the 
seasons from changing, the 
M H S A A has found itself mostly 
on the losing side ofthe legal bat-
Ue. 

But i f the Supreme Court 
decides lo hear the case, it could 
mean anoUier year-long delay. 

"If they do decide to hear the 
case it is my understanding the 
M H S A A will ask for a stay, or an 

extension, unlil the case is heard," 
said Ellis. "While I may nol be a 
lawyer, 1 diink if they decide to 
hear die case die stay would be 
automatic." 

Mdslly, everydiing will stay die 
same. Why is that bad'.' This state 
jusf happens to be the final holdout 
in gelling die volleyball season in 
die f ^ l and die girls hoops to the 
winter. That means diose sports 
don't line-up wilh iheir college 
counterparts. 

A delay will likely slow down 
the inevitable, not prevent it. 
Schools are prepared for either 
decision from the Supreme Court. 
If die Supreme Court decides not lo 
hear the case, then die seasons wil l 
immediately be expected to 
change. 

"The conference has built sched­
ules for both situations," said Masi 
of die Westem Lakes Activities 
Association. "The conference is in 
good shape. Most schools, I would 
tiiink, should be ready by now." 

The M H S A A is rolling the dice 
widi die Supreme Court appeal, but 
tiiey're hoping. 

The appeals court in Cincinnati, 
which upheld a decision by a dis­
trict court requiring the season 
changes, allowed die plaintiffs to 
argue both constitutional law and 
federal stamte. 

"The MHSAA is 
hoping the 
Supreme Court will 
not only hear their 
case, but use it as 
a way to get 
continuity or 
consistency in the 
court of appeals."

"Apparently diere arc appellate 
courts Uiat make you predeteimine 
which one you'll argue," said Ellis. 
"The M H S A A is hoping the 
Supreme Court will nol only hear 
their case, but use i l as a way to get 
continuity or consistency in die 
court of appeals." 

Beyond who plays in what sport 
in die winter, die M H S A A appeal 
could have a broader meaning to 
die United States appeals process. 

But who would notice anyway? 
Everyone would finally be able lo 
watch dieir sports when tiiey want 
to die most, right?

"It started hurting one diiy 
when 1 was running on the track 
inside," she said. "It actually 
started hurting before then but 
that's when it became really 
noticeable. 

"I didn' t want to make it 
worse so 1 had the surgery done.

• 7. Bei'ore making budget 
decisions llie board needs to 
have a thorough understanding 
of where we h':ivc been and 
where we ;irc going witli respect 
10 revenue and expenditures. 
The answers to these questions 
iet|uirc the bo;ird to create a 
live-year hisiorical analysis of 
expenditures for key functions 
;ind icvemie from all sources. In 
addition, tlie board .should Call 
for ;i llve-ycar financial forecast 
of revenue and expenditures 
h:iscd upon rc;ilistic budget 
assumptions.

• 4. Decision-making 
requires tiiree steps. First, diere 
must be a fact-finding process. 
The board has die responsibility 
to get complete, accuraie infor­
mation and to know applicable 
laws. Sources of information 
include die administration, 
teachers and/pr a committee 
which has been appointed to 

^ review a particular issue. Next, 
there needs to be a period of 
analysis. They must do the 
analysis as a group while 
receiving input from interested 
community members and 
school employees. These may 
include announced public hear­
ings. The board has the charge 
10 think outside the "box" to 
allow for creative decision 
making ihai answers the fol­
lowing question: 

• Does this support our goals 
and priorities which wc have 
established for the district'.' 

Thirdly, a vote must occur to 
determine the direction of the 

board. After a decision has been 
made it is the responsibility of 
all board members to suppori 
the decision and work towards 
successful implementation. 

• 5. All organizations can 
improve dicir communication to 
their constituents. Currently, the 
primary avenues for community 
members to approach llie board 
are via letter or open micro­
phone slots in the board agenda. 
These avenues appear to be a 
source of frustration to the com­
munity. In order to make the 
exchange of inforination more 
user friendly the bmird Could 
consider: 

• Using Ihe school Web site to 
explain the procedures for 
issues to be placed on the agen­
da, how they will be evaluated 
and timing for decision. 

• Having the superintendent 
prepare a newsletter which 
includes upcoming items for 
board review and action, recent 
decisions and the process for 
implementation and an avenue 
to receive fccdbiick from the 
community 

• Beginning a quarterly state 
of the district fonim hosted by 
the board. This time would pro­
vide two-way informal commu­
nication between the board and 
community regarding issues of 
interest to bolh parties. 

• 6. Currently, the lottciy' is 
not satisfying the demand for 
all-day kindergarten. Two niiijor 
hurdles must be overcome to 
meet the demand for all-day 
kindergarten: space and teach­
ers. The board must creatively 
evaluate the situation to gener­
ate the best .solution to meet this 
demand, while considering lhal 
there is slill a group of parents 
whose choice is a half-day pro­
gram. Because tlie district 
receives the same amount of 
state funding for kindergarten­
ers whether they attend a full­
er half-day program a lottery 
should not be the dctemiining 
factor deciding who is enrolled 
inTull-day programs„J'heboard •• 
ileeds to generate an (tqiiilable 
solution for all families regard­
less of the elementary school 
the family attends. 

• 7. First the board should 
categorize and prioritize the 
budget items asking the follow­
ing questions: 

• Is the budgei item necessary 
to meet the primary objective of 
providing for die educational 
needs of all K-12 students? 

• Is die item being purchased 
in the most cost efficient man­
ner by the district? 

Next, divide the items into 
three categories: 

• Non-negotiable necessity. 
• The item provides excep­

tional quaiily to the district. 
• Hems lhat set the district 

apart from other schools. 
Start with the funding of the 

first category of budget items. 
Then prioritize the next two lev­
els of items. Continue to fund 
the budgeted items until the 
resources are exhausted. 
Identify the items which must 
be cut from die budget and 
determine if there is another 
means of providing for this bud­
geted item (use: corporate spon­
sorships, community member 
support, booster/parent generat­
ed support). 

• 8.1 would award the 
District a B-t-. An A would indi­
cate dial the district has 
achieved ils stated goals and 
there is no need to improve and 
a C would indicate we are an 
"average" district. We are nei­
ther perfect nor average!

All policy 
decisions should be focused on 
what's in the best interest of our 
children's education. 

I have the passion, honesty 
and dedication to help continue 
the level of excellent educaiion 
and extra-cum'cular programs. 

• 2. School board members 
should be good communicators 
and good listeners. They also 
need to be sU'ong problem 
.solvers and deci.sion makers. 

Most importantly, the role of a 
"•b'6'*d''iyemb'er is to b'6''ii'leaaef -

liyi'fi'fdilbwer Board members 
should be proactive, not reactive, 
to serious disUict issues. Too 
often, govenimenl officials are 
greai lo react to problems -- after 
it's loo late. That's not leader­
ship. Many officials want to wait 
(and hope) for die state to 
change its funding policies. That 
may not happen. We can't count 
on the state to bail us out of 
financial disaster Thai's a reac­
tive strategy 

As a board member, I will 
seek to prpactively structure 
educational programs widiin 
budget Constraints. We need to 
solve budget problems (with 
help from private businesses and 
a cominiiment io share expenses 
widi odier governmental units) 
to help maintain die educational 
excellence we expect from our 
district. 

• 3.1) Educating a diverse 
. student population - As our stu­
dent population becomes more 
diverse, our teachers are faced 
with the difficult challenge of 
meeting die learning needs of 
A L L students at various skill 
levels. In some cases, many stu­
dents are placed in classrooms 
widi litde or no ability to speak 
English. We need to offer more 
training to help our teachers 
address this challenging issue. 

2) Funding — State funding 
fails to keep pace with cxpen,ses, 
so all local governmental entities 
need to work together. 
Therefore, 1 would direct admin-
ish'ation to develop a coordinat­
ed, comprehensive, long-term 
COLLABORATION plan 
(focused on bridging die "gap" 
between die schools, odier gov­
ernmental units and private busi­
nesses) lo help raise additional 
revenue and to help share 
expenses. 

3) Equality in educational pro­
gramming - We must strive for 
an equitable curriculum for A L L 
elementary students, especially 
widi our kindergarten students 
(see question 6 for details). 

• 4. When faced widi chal­
lenging policy decisions, only 
one question should always 
Come to mind: "What's best for 
our kids?" 

Too often, recommendations 
are quickly approved by board 
members widi litde or no discus­
sion. 1 believe in C R m C A L 
THINKING. 

We need to take die time to 
property analyze all issues dial 
are reeommended by Centfal 
admiIIIstration, We need to ask 
questions. It is imperative to 

seek opinions from teachers, 
building adminisu-ators and par­
ents before making important 
decisions. 

The process should be stan­
dardized and publicized - before 
decisions are made. Issues need 
to be presented to the board well 
in advance of a decision. There 
should be plenty of lime in-
between meetings to seek public 
opinion. Wc need to listen to 
public debate before arriving at a 
tiecision. After all die informa­
tion is gathered, we then need to 
make informed decisions based 
on doing what's best for our 
kids. 

M 5. TTic board needs to be 
more responsive to public con-
cems, as part of an overall 
COMMUNICATION strategy 
In his high-tech worid of e-mails 
and instant messages, if you wait 
any longer than 48 hours to 
response to someone, Uien it 
seems like that issue goes into a 
black hole. Sometimes, the 
board truly cares aboul an issue, 
bul its lack of a quick response 
to a Ictter-to-die-editor in the 
Novi News or public comments 
at board meetings creates ihe 
wrong impression. 

The board also needs to direct 
central administration to better 
utilize Channel 10-thecable-
opcnited school television sta­
tion. We live in a "visual" wodd 
- .so the district needs lo lever­
age Channel 10 to properly pro-
mole Novi Schools. We need to 
see more video of various school 
activities and events. These pro­
grams should be aired regularly 
and publicized in a "TV Guide-
formal" on the school district 
Web site. 

• 6, The current lottery sys­
tem for full-day kindergarten is 
unjust and unfair. It has created 
die perception of "haves" and 
"have-nots." Why should all 
students tit one elementary 
school receive full-day kinder-
ganeii, while students at the 
other four elementary schools 
arc placed in a "lottery" for the 
same opportunity? It's just not 
right dial more than 125 tax-
paying parents, who requested 
full-day kindergarten, were 
denied this opportunity becau.se 
dicy "didn't win the lottery." 
This isn't the way we want 
young parents to be introduced 
to Novi schools. 

If we can afford full-day 
kindergarten, ihen let's offer it lo 
A L L die children of parents who 
request it. If we can't afford it, 
then let's offer a full-day educa­
tional experience by combining 
our traditional half-day kinder­
garten curriculum with an 
expaiidc'd version" of'oii'r already ' 
successful half-day 
Kindergarten-Care program 
dirough Community Education. 
K-Care features lop-notch 
instructors, who coordinate cur­
riculum objectives with Novi 
kindergiuten teachers. 

• 7. Prioritizing budget issues 
clearly is a major goal if we arc 
going to maintain fiscal respon­
sibility and integrity widiin our 
school disirici. I recentiy served 
on die Novi Long-Range 
Planning Committee. Ii was an 
exhaustive (bui rewarding) 
process which helped io identify 
critical issues ihai will face die 
school disirici during die nexi 
five years. The results will serve 
as a "road map" for future 
boards. The committee was 
comprised of more tiiim 100 
teachers, administrators, busi­
ness leaders and parents. Il hnily 
was a collaborative effort. 

We need to use diis same 
process to help prioritize budget 
items. Revenues fail to keep 
pace widi expenses - and finan­
cial projeCtions are not favor­
able. We need to prioritize budg­
et issues in an honest, open way 
- witii a clear Communication 
strategy and communily involve­
ment. 

• 8.1 believe our overall dis­
trict grade is an "A." However, 
because of mandated measure­
ments from No Child Left 
Behind (NCLB), Adequate 
Yeariy Progress (AYP) and 
Michigan Educational 
Assessment Program (MEAP) 
initiatives, we must continue lo 
improve each year. 

We earned all "As" and one 
"B" from state and federal offi­
cials. These results are excep­
tional because of a total team 
effort by the board, administra­
tors and teachers. 

It's been an extremely stress-
fid year for our teachers. 
There's been a lot of pressure to 
meet die basic educational needs 
of our students, while dealing 
widi die additional state and fed­
eral mandates. Our teachers have 
performed admirably. 

Likewis'e, our adminislIaiors 
have been tremendously proac­
tive and forward-diinking on Uiis 
issue. They have helped io pre-
paie our ieachers fo respond io 
die various mandaies. The board 
also has supported die process 
by approving additional 
Professional Siaff Development 
(teacher training) days to help 
accomplish Uiis goal.

As a registered nurse, 1 will 
contribute my astute assess­
ment, problem solving and 
communication skills to support 
learning for all our children 
within caring and joyful learn­
ing environments. As mother of 
three Children currently in ihe 
district, I will bring a current 
parental perspective to the 
board. Parental involvement is a 
key component to our kid's suc­
cess in educaiion.

Fiscal 
responsibilities encompass, bal- , 
anci'ii'̂  \fti budget, prioritizing 
expenditures, hiring staff and 
negotiating employee contracts. 
We follow the Long Range 
Plan, which provides the frame­
work for our district's success­
es, such as meeting our chil­
dren's learning needs, satisfying 
mandates, staying focused on 
current research and best teach­
ing/learning practices and incor­
porating die community by 
encouraging their input and pro­
viding avenues for communica­
tion aides in connectedness 
among the residents.

1 would support the con­
tinuation and further develop­
ment of diverse, high-qualily 
programming widiin caring, 
learning environments. One 
example is lo identify differenti­
ated instruction as vital lo meet­
ing the leaming needs of our 
diverse student body and pro­
vides support for it with profes­
sional staff development. Parent 
forums could be one way to 
incorporate community input 
prior to the board making Criti­
cal deCisions. Prioritizing the 
allocation of resources, and 
looking for collaborative means 
lo gain new resources demon­
strate fiscal responsibility. 
Participating in our School 
Funding Task Force helps the 
public become more knowl­
edgeable aboul current funding 
practices. Citizens can coniact 
dieir legislators to aller the 
school funding system so our 
per pupil foundation allowance 
will keep up widi infiation and 
unfunded state mandate costs. 

• 4. Problem Identification 
and ownership are followed by 
fact finding from the field 
experts. Analysis and potential 
solutions with their possible 
outcomes are proposed. F'ublic 
input is elicited, if appropriate. 
Additionally, I will be giIided 
by diese questions: Is it die 
trutii and is it right for die learn­
ing needs of all our kids? Does 
Uie solution support diverse 
leaming opportunities for kids 
in caring and joyfiIl environ­

ments utilizing best teaching 
and learning practices? Have we 
communicated and collaborated 
with the public?

• 5.1 don't believe lhat any­
one communicates effectively 
too percent of the lime and we 
should alwiiys strive for 
improvement. The communica­
tion process involves active, 
reflective listening and speaking 
the truth. One way to improve 
communication Could be to 
determine timelines for voting 
on major issues. This would 
give the public advanced knowl­
edge of opportunities for input 
prior to the actual vole. It could 
be posted on the Web site, in 
Ihe Novi News and/or at the end 
of an agenda as a featured agen­
da issue for the next meeting. A 
second method could be open 
forums for purposes of provid­
ing information and opportuni­
ties for communily inpul. The 
current school board formal of 
receiving comments from the 
audience does not lend itself to 
the two-way communication a 
communily forum could elicit. 1 
believe with the upcoming 
issues of redistricling and finan­
cial unCertainly, fomms may be 
helpful, if the public partici­
pates. 

• 6.1 believe lhat when more 
people want something than you 
currently have space for, the lot­
tery is the only equitable way lo 
assign die open positions in the 
full-day kindergarten classes. 1 
empathize with those parenis on 
the waiting list and 1 believe 
full-day kindergarten should be 
an option for parenis. Many 
kindergarten parents are inter­
ested, as evidenced by the wait­
ing lists at each school. 
Classroom availability, staffing 
needs and cost are factors also. 
We know dial every kinder­
garten Child receives the same 
foundation allowance (whether 
half or full day) and the same 
curriculum. The law forbids us 
from Charging for full-day 
kindergarten education. We owe 
it to the public to seriously look 
at this issue again and provide a 
timeline for the decision-mak­
ing process. Perhaps the addi­
tion of a second Class will be 
feasible.

Are we getting 
the most out of our collabora­
tive efforts? Are we meeting our 
mandates as efficiently as possi­
ble?

Have we bar­
gained with the union in .good 
faith in order to maintain quali­
ty professional staff? 

• 8. My overall grade would 
be developing as expected and 
consistently sU'iving for excel­
lence. High quality educiition 
and the pursuit of excellence is 
the expectation in Novi. It was 
one of the reasons I moved here 
19 years ago. With Dr.Lippe 
and the current board's vision, 
we have teachers committed to 
kids, parenis willing to volun­
teer and state of the art build­
ings and technology Meeting 
student's learning needs has 
become more challenging, widi 
our increasing E L L population 
and the various melhocis, means 
and rates kids learn.

The growth and age 
of our district also impacts 
facilities.

As a board member I will use 
and seek knowledge of experts 
from both widiin and outside of 
our district. Working widi die 
rest of the board, I will use die 
input and information along 
witii my own knowledge to 
make sound deCisions diat are 
best for the district as a whole. 

• 5. The board meetings are 
on cable ChaImel 10 several 

times a day between meetings, 
special programs are on cable, 
meeting schedules and agendas 
are on the Web site.

These are all good 
communication channels.

With die great increase in 
number of households moving 
away from cable we need to 
determine how io reach tiiem.

Board meetings are intended 
for discussion among board 
members.

Discussion 
sessions or "town-hall" type 
meetings would enable more 
two-way Communication. We 
should also have a policy to 
ensure timely response from 
appropriate district staff to diose 
dial raise issues or questions 
during public Comments. 

• 6.1 have been a sti-ong 
supporter of equitable options 
for full-day kindergarten 
diroughout die disUict. and I am 
unhappy widi our reliance on a 
"lottery" system. For die 2005-
'06 school year all elementary 
schools have a waiting list for 
full-day kindergarten and four 
of the five have enough on die 
wait list to fill one more full-
day class at each school. 
Clearly, there is educational 
support and community desire 
for more full-day kindergarten 
classes. We heeid to move our 
district forward, providing niore 
full-day kindergarten classes 
widiout losing die half-day 
option dial many parents contin­
ue lo seek for their children,' 
Choice is how we will best 
meet the needs of students. 

• 7. My priorities are clear: 
1. The number one priority 

needs to be educating Uie kids! 
2. Decisions are not made 

without first gadiering input 
from the community and from 
experts and dien assessing dieir 
impaci on tiie fuiure.

The distiict strives to meet 
the needs of all students and has 
had good reports on state and 
federal mandates. 

Specific lo mandates -
tiiough we must follow therii 
(and I feel most of diem are 
well-intentioned) - diese man­
dates can take teachers away 
from die classroom loo much. 
We need lo be vigilant, ensuring 
tiiat our teachers are focused on 
planning and teaching, protect­
ing dieir time from other, less 
essential tasks. I give Uie dis­
tiict an A- because we still have 
room for improvement.

Moonlighting in Seif 
Defense 

Mooniigliting - worlcing two 
jobs to maiic ends meet - is more 
than a time-honored American 
tradition; it's a necessity for a 
substantial share of die nation's 
worlcforcc. According to the most 
recent empioyment-situation 
summary released by the Bureau 
of Labor Statistics, 7.2 million 
Americans hold more than one 
job. 

The federal government does­
n't collect statistics on how many 
of the nation's 25 million sinall-
business owners are forced to 
juggle the equivalent of two jobs 
most of the time. They don't do it 
to eam extra income, bui io pro­
tect what they've already gained 
against a never-ending list of 
government regulations, iax 
schemes and ill-Conceived, bui 
politically popular programs that 
gnaw incessantly at their cash 
registers and bank accounts. 

And while the.se late-night-oil-
buming entrepreneurs are certain­
ly not eager to add anything else 
to iheir iime-crunched schedules. 
President Bush's Stale of the 
Union message was a clear call 
for diem to put in some extra 
hoiirs. Only this notice from the 
nation's chief executive was a 
plea for help to roll back some of 
those anti-free-enterprisc initia­
tives that have gobbled up far too 
much of die American business 
sector's precious time and finan­
cial resources. 

Fitting a third job into their 
already long days won't be easy, 
but by becoming grassroots polit­
ical aciivisis at every opportunity 
between now and Election Day 
2006, small-business owners can 
have a major, favorable impact on 
their suotggling enterprises. 

Tlie president has made it very 
clear that he understands die 
important role of entrepreneurs in 
the nation's economy. 
Announcing his Fiscal Year 2006 
budget, he specifically pledged to 
boost small-business owners and 
dieir employees, calling on 
Congress to make health care 
more affordable and accessible to 
Americans through the enactment 
of Small-Business Health Plans 
(also known as Association 
HealUi Plans or AHPs). 

These plans are a key priority 
for the National Federation of 
Independent Business (NFIB), 
Passage of legislation such as the 
Small Business Health Fairness 
Act would make health insurance 
more affordable for small-busi­
ness owners by allowing them to 
band togedier across state lines 
dirough bona-fide trade associa-
dons to buy insurance at lower 
premium costs for themselves 
and their employees. Main Street 
supporters U.S. Reps. John 
Boehner of Ohio, Sam Johnson 
of Texas, Nydia Velazquez of 
New York and Albert Wynn of 
Maryland, recently introduced the 
Small Business Healdi Fairness 
Act in die U.S: House. U.S. Sens. 
Olyrapia Snowe of Maine, Jim 
Talent of Missouri and 
Christopher "Kit" Bond of 
Missouri have "introduced com­
panion legislation in die Senate. 

The cost of healdi insurance 
has been ranked the No. 1 prob­
lem for small-business owners 
since 1986, according to die 
NFIB Research Foundation's 
"Small Business Problems and 
Priorities," which reports on die 
most pressing issues facing small 
business. While very important, it 
is just one of ihe Issues diat need 
attention. 

The president also promised to 
focus Congress' attention on die 
pressing need to make permanent 
die tax cuts diat were passed in 
2001 and 2003, to repeal die 
"deadi tax." and to reverse die 
upward kend in frivolous law­
suits. 

By moonlighting as letter writ­
ers, e-mail messengers and visi­
tors to their elected officials' 
offices to help diem promote 
these crucial small-business 
agenda Items, America's over 
worked, excessively taxed and 
red-tape tangled enU^preneurs 
Could, in dIe long term, reduce 
die moonlightiiig they're now 
required to do to hold die govern­
ment at bay.
