The Friends of Novi Parks filed a 
request for an injunction last week 
in a n attempt to prevent the city of 
Now from conveying city park land 

to Sandstone Associates Limited 
Partnership. 

The request was filed i n Oakland 
County Circui t Court on Nov. 20 
wi th tile intent to keep a portion of 
North Novi Park, w h i c h the city 
plans on releasing as part of the 
lawsuit settlement agreement. 

"The injunction will preserve the 
status quo," said Scott Howard of 
Olson and Bzdok, P.C. , an attorney 
representing the group i n the suit. 

Olson and Bzdok . P .C . is a 
Traverse City iaw llrIn specializing 
i n environmental and land use law. 

Howard explained the point of 

requesting the injunction is to pro­
hibit the ci ty from being able to 
convey the park land unt i l the 
group's ant ic ipated future t r ia l 
date. 

If the injunction is granted Dec. 
5, then Howard said the process 
wil l move forward with the group's 
ultimate goal of prevailing against 
the city proving the proposed set­
tlement is Illegal. 

Novi city attorney, Gerald Fisher, 
said the first step is to see if this 
type of group has the right to move 
foI-ward wi th a iawsuii . Fisher is 
looking into the issue because the 

Friends of Novi Parks entity does 
not pay property taxes and this 
could be a taxpayer lawsuit issue. 

The goal of the group slated by 
members is to prevent what they 
believe is an illegal transfer of up to 
95 acres of NortJi Novi Park as part 
of the Oct. 15 unanimous city 
counci l decision to settle the suit . 

'The city is planning on giving 
away. 25 percent of a l l the l and in 
one of our most valuable public 
recreation areas," stated LuAnne 
K o z m a , a Novl Parks and 
Recreat ion commissioner and 
member of the Friends of Novi 

Park, in a press release. 
The release stated "the proposed 

transfer would take away roughly 
25 percent of the park and over 10 
percent of all the park land ownecj 
by the city." 

Members have said city offlciais 
are downplaying the acreage the 
city plans on coIlveying to the part­
nership all along. 

"What we did was what we 
thought was fair and appropriate,"

bottom which i-ead, "Paid for b y 
DeRoche for Novi City Council." v

Recently, the school's state-of-
the-arl "learning center." as faculty 
and students fondly refer to the 
83.000 square-foot room, received 
the national Gold Citat ion Award 
from American S c h o o l a n d 
University Magazine, recognizing 
Its superior design a n d architec--
ture. 

'This is the part of their school 
that the kids will remember for the 
rest of their lives," said Novl 
Schools assistant superintendent 
of finance James Koster. 

The learning center's design cap­
tures the essence of the outside 
and brings it indoors to the stu­
dents, integrating the school's sur­
rounding wetlands wi th its library 
needs. 

The learning center's entrance 
boasts a 35-foot-diameter domed 
celling, which depicts a blue-and- ; 

trictsntrance walls explore the nat-' 
tdi^Vs^JJi^iijBysn furthpr "Mtlf-f-ata 
qtialnt forest stream Inural . 

A foot bridge connects the diora­
ma with the interior o f the p l u s h 

media center. As students cross 
the wooden bridge, their footsteps 
could be heard echoing off lhe i l l u ­
minated dome.

J an i s Wagner 'They come down to 
get books everyday." 

Furthermore, the inside pro­
motes science and astronomy, 
while continuing to maintain its 
natural theme.

Thus , the center was designed 
w i l h fiexibiiity and versatility in 
mind , us ing only one piece o f per­
manen t furniture so educators 
could arrange the room as neces-
saty lo acconiiiiodale as many as 
125 students a l a time.

Furthermore, the libraIy's color 
scheme uses only subdued earth 
tones that are accompanied with 
plenty of natural lighting and live 
plants for a mellow and relaxed 
atmosphere.

Bas ing decisions on the advice of 
city and bond attorneys, Csordas 
said he and other members of the 
council based their decisions on 
recommendations of what consult­
ing attorneys said was legal, 

"If it was not (legal,) we would 
not have done It," Csordas said. 

If the Friends of Novi Parks pre­
vail In Its lawsuit, preventing the 
city from conveying park land as 
an answer lo rid the city of the 
looming Sandstone lawsuit, Novi 
ta.\payers wouid more than likely 
see a tax Increase ranging from 
$250 to $1,200 a year to pay lhe 
.Sandstone judgment, depending 
on the ta.xable value of the Novi 
resident's home and what the law­
suit value increases lo over time. 
The lawsuit Is currently valued at 
$69.5 mil l ion, but conUnues to rise

Novi residents had an extra reason to give thanks 
this holiday as the boil water advisory was lifted Just 
In time for a Pilgrim-style feast. 

"It looks l ike everyone had an enjoyable 
Thanksgiving and were able to cook their turkeys," 
said Anthony Nowicki, city of Novi director of public 
services. 

The advisory - Instructing residents to boil their 
water for at least five minutes before drinking or cook­
ing - was terminated by city officials Nov. 21 at 11:55 
a.m. 

The termination was communicated to Novi resi­
dents and business owners after two consecutive 
rounds of Total Coliform Bacteria sampling and analy­
sis were completed Indicating no Coilforni bacteria 
was present In the publicly-owned water supply sys­
tem. 

City officials said the boll water advisory was Issued 
Nov. 16 to residents living north of Grand River 
Avenue or west of Novi Road as a precautionary meas­
ure after the city sustained a major reduction of 
Incoming water supply pressure. 

The water emergency affected three fourths of the 
community, causing the remaining one fourth to sup­
port the city. 

Once notified of the situation, city staff convened to 
develop a response while keeping in direct contact 
with lJelroit Water and Sewerage Department. 

"We.were able to notify the vast majority of citizens," 
Nowicki said. 

Methods used to keep citizens informed Included 
the city's reverse 911 public notification system, com-

muni ly access cable, mailers, the media and phones 
manned by city employees. 

Novi City manager, Richard Helwig, said this was 
the first time the city's reverse 9 l 1 system was used 
and he would like to see what percentage of Novi resi­
dents received calls . 

"Our objective was to notify everyone twice." Helwig 
said. 

Helwig expressed his gratitude to the community for 
its patience and understanding. 

Novi Ci ty Counc i l member David i ^ n d r y commend­
ed the administration. 

T h e s e k ind of emergencies no one likes to see, but 
they are inevitable," Landry said.

374. 

Preston an(i i.ocal 960 represent 
the direct care staff of liie Northviiie 
iiospitai and is a part of the 
American Federation of State, 
County and Municipal Empioyees 
Miciiigan Council 25. 'Hie A F S C M E 
Council 25 said it strongly opposes 
the sale of lhe hospital and the 
slate-wide cuts in mental healUi 
services. Preston said the Northville 
facility currently plays a big part in 
the mental health services of Wayne 

County. 
"Once this facility is closed down, 

there will be no place h i Wayne 
County of this size and quality of 
care for acute and chronic mental 
health patients to live," Preston said. 
"We want to see the patients kept 
within Wayne County for the sake of 
themselves and their families." 

Lasher said the community health 
department has not yet drawn up a 
closure plan for the facility. She said 
it would be premature to speculate 
on the future of die patients and 
direct care staff However, she said 
the county does have other mental 
healUi facillUes, such as the Walter 

P, Reuther Psychiatric Hospital in 
WesUand. As for the future of the 
direct care staff, she said It has been 
the state's practice in the past to 
have staff from facilities closed down 
be transferred to another location. 

"I must stress that tlie facility w i l l 
not be closed down in three days, 
but rather it wi l l be Iea.sed back to 
the state for at least a mhi lmum of 
three years," Lasher said. "It is the 
valuable, unused state property 
around the facility that initiated t l i ls 
proposal, not the facility," 

Local 960's assistant Ch ie f 
Steward Artero Wilson said he was 
surprised by the state's sales 

announcement. Wilson sa id he 
found the state's budget shortfall 
argument to be weak, saying he 
believed cutting crucial services was 
being done to cover' the state's mis­
take for maWng premature tax cuts 
and giving the state legislature a 38 
percent raise, 

"As of 1997, 25 percent of the 
prison population had inental health 
problems and this I iumber has 
probably riseIi since then," Wilson 
said in reference to the conse­
quences of cu t t i ng state men ta l 
hea l th services, "The homeless 
problem can a l s o be a t t r i bu t ed 
to the state's cu ts i n men ta l 

heal th services," 
Preston said tlie union wUl be 

doing more picketing outside the 
hospital in the future and contacting 
legislators, but he said the most 
Important thing was for 
Mlchiganians lo know about this 
Issue so they can also voice their 
concerns to their state representa­
tives.

677, sponsored by Sen . Ph i l 
1 Hoffman, R'Horton, which would 
. tack fees on to Uie fines levied 

against drivers for traffic Moiatlons. 
, The fees would include $10 to go to 
, secondary road patrols, conducted 

through county sheriff depart­
ments; $5 for a Jail reimbursement 

•program; and a highway safety 
assessment for another $5. 

"It's a way to get users lo pay for 
the secondary road patrols," 
Hoffman said, "It is better than hav­
ing iaw abiding citizens pay for 
those programs. As long as you fol­
low the speed limit, you don't have 
to pay." 

But the idea is not popular with 
everyone. 

"For the life of me, 1 don't under­
stand why libraries are opposing 
this," Hoffman said. 

Indeed, the IViichigan L i b r a i y 
Association is opposed to the pro­
posai because much of the fine 
money from traffic tickets goes to 
support llbraIy operations. And the 
Libraiy .Association believes that as 
the cost of traffic tickets goes up, 
judges •win be increasingly likely to 
waive fines and fees when tickets 
are contested. 

Mike Itonville, a Karoub 
Associates lobbyist speaking on 
behalf of the Library /\ssociaUon. 

contends there is some evidence to 
support the i^ibrary Association's 
argument. Fines from traffic tickets 
shouid be Increasing. Thirty percent 
of Pine money from citaUons given to 
overweigiit t rucks has recenUy been 
aiiocated to libraries. Yet overail, 
collections assigned to libraries 
from tickels are down 3 percent. 

Not all counties have good 
accounting of flne coiiections, he 
added. And there is no way to verify 
on a siateivide basis lioiv Inany tick­
ets get paid and how many are con­
tested, 

James Walker, a Lansing area 
auto consultant who has advised 
the state on poiicics for to guide the 
setting of speed limits, also objects 
to Uie bill. 

Walker argued that the fees will 
replace about S 7 million now aiio­
cated from the state budget for the 
patrols. So i f the bill is passed, 
funding for those patrois will be 
dependent on the number of traffic 
tickets issued to drivers. 

The result "will set up a de-facto 
quota of about 1,4 million traffic 
citation convlcUons ,.. in order lo 
sustain the planned substitute rev­
enue of $7 Inlilion per year in new 
ticket surcharges," Waiker said, "it 
shouid never be acceptable to have 
poiice officers, police managers or 
courts make decisions about traffic 
tickets on the basis of the revenue 
necessary to r u n their depart­
ments." 

Walker goes further. He contend­
ed that most speed limits, as posted 
on state highways, are sel below the 
Michigan Department of 
Transportation's own rules for 
determining speed limits. 

"It is clear that many 'speeding' 
tickets today go to very safe drivers 
who are driving at the opUmum 
speeds for the lowest risk of being in 
an accident," lie said, " i l is nioraiiy 
incorrect for the legislature to „, 
encourage police to issue more cita­
tions to this group of safe drivers," 

The bil l also encountered objec­
tions from other state senators as 
vvell. 

Sen. A lma Wlieeler Smith, D-
South Lyon, objected lo (he addiUon 
of fees for jafi reimbursement, 

"You are asking people who speed 
lo pay for a program that has noth­
ing to do with their infracUon. It is 
not fair," she argueti. 

Sen. John Clierr)'. D-Ciio , called 
the fees a "ticket lax." He argued 
that i f tlie purpose was to make the 
fees operate like user fees, Lhe addi­
tional cost shouid only include an 
assessment for road patrols, not 
Jails or highway safety. 

'The state is in fiscal crisis right 
now," Hoffman responded. "We are 
scrambling to find doiiars, and this 
is an opportunity, 1 think, to put the 
burden squarely where the burden 
belongs. The burden for funding tlie 
Jail re imbursement program reai­
iy doesn't lie w i l h the iaw ab id ing 
ci t izens of our slate. A n d tlie 
b u r d e n for the secondary road 
pa t ro l program really doesn't lie 
wi th the law abid ing moio r ing 
p u b i i c . I th ink it's about l ime 
that the people who are responsi­
ble for breaking lhe laws ... be 
required lo share some of the 
burden ." 

Sena tors have approved the 
measure 27-8. The b i l l now goes 
to the House for review.

Thi s is a hopeful column on a sad subject. 
Depression as a n Illness Is ranked by the 

World Health Organization as one of the top 
four most debilitating ailments in the wor ld . 
A s many as one in five women and one i n 
eight men are at high r isk of experiencing 
depression sometime in their lives, regard-
less of race, education or income. 

Symptoms include sadness and hopeless­
ness - - a big case of 
the "blues" — cou­
pled with energy, 
sleep and appetite 
loss , restlessness 
a n d despair . 
VicUms of depres­
sive il lness lose 
their ability work, 
enjoy life and relate 
to friends and fami­
ly. It may rob them 
of their win to live. 

It is an insidious 
disease, sometimes 
difficult to d iag­
nose, often more 
difficult to cure. It 
is no respecter of 
persons, s t r i k i n g 
the old and the 

young, the successful and the struggling, 
those with happy families a n d those alone. 

i know this al l too well . My late wife, 
Sa rah , suffered from severe depression, u l t i ­
mately committ ing suicide. .And my friend, 
Heinz Prechter, a charismatic force of nature 
who created from scratch a successful s u n 
roof company and who owned a group of 
respected community newspapers serving 
the Downriver area, committed suicide earl i­
er this y e a r after a long struggle wi th the 
disease. 

Now there Is some hope on the horizon.

The University of Michigan is launching the 
naUon's first comprehensive center devoted 
to treatment, research and education in 
depression. 

The new U - M Depression Center w i l l br ing 
together and expand the Universi ty 's exist­
ing programs i n patient care, laboratory and 
clinical research, patient a n d family educa­
tion and training for health care profession­
als and students. 'The time Is r i ^ t to focus 
all the resources we can on understanding 
and defeating this illness, and the social sUg-
ma that it carries, so that we can help the 18 
million Americans who suffer from depression 
eveiy year," says Dr. J o h n Greden, the center's 
executive director 

The center will work wi th depression in 
patients of al l ages, as well as w i l h various 
aspects of the disease; postpartum (after 
blirth), bipolar (manic-depression) and treat­
ment-resistant forms. Recent advances in 
medication and in talk therapy have made 
depression more treatable than in the past. 
But only about 10 percent of all people with 
depression receive adequate treatment, 
according to Dr. Greden. 

The center wil l focus on the following 
areas: 

• laboratory research; Researchers at the 
center wil l explore the ways i n which depres­
sion is caused by inherited genes, as well as 
the neuro-chemical signals wi th in the brain. 

• Cl in ica l research; Doctors at t l ie center 
will test new medications and treatment 
methods and measure how pat ients do 
under var ious treatment strategies. 

• Treatment; PaUents at the center wi l l be 
treated by specialists In many fields, often 
w i t h i n the same vis i t , u s i n g va r ious 
approaches tailored to their indiv idual diag­
nosis. 

• Ear ly diagnosis; A big problem i n treat­
ing depressive illness is the difficulty of early 

diagnosis. Free depression screenings for the 
community will be available through the 
center beginning next year. 

• Education; Bo th doctors and other 
health professionals wi l l be exposed to diag­
nostic a n d treat-
ment strategies.

Cybercourt proposal on traclt 
B y the end of this year, Michigan lawmak­

ers may well formulate a n entirely new 
court , one un l ike anything i n operation any­
where i n the countIy. 

It's known as "Cybercourt," and the idea 
as pu t forward by Rep. M a r c Shu lman (R-
West Bloomfield) and Gov. John Engler 
would be to create an electronic, high tech­
nology forum for resolving legal disputes 
between businesses. It cou ld be used b y 
cdiIiipaIi'ies locatedafiywhere ' in the country . 

Briefs and filings 
r n i i l d bp submi t ­
ted to the court by 
Internet. Hearings 
could be conduct­
ed b y video confer­
ence. 

A key feature of 
the court would be 
its so-called "rock­
et docket," a 
speedier schedule 
for hear ing the 
cases and reach­
ing decisions. 

The court w o u l d 
be for b u s i n e s s 
disputes only. Fo r 
example, cases 

involving trade secrets, non-compete c laus ­
es a n d confidentiality agreements are the 
types of cases that could be heard i n 
Cybercourt . Disputes over software develop­
ment, business insurance a n d commercial 
ban ldng could be taken to the court. A n d 
the court could address disputes over com­
merc ia l real estate or shareholder rights. 

Specifically prohibited from being heard 
i n (jybercourt would be tort cases, malprac­
tice cases, employer/employee arguments, 
landlord / tenant disputes and criminal mat­
ters. 

Having already received the approval of 
the House o f Representatives, the bil l to cre­
ate the court — H . B . 4140 -— is expected to 
pass the Senate by the end of the year a n d

Engler a n d Shu lman pointed to the suc­
cess of Delaware at at tract ing businesses 
through the adoption of favorable corporate 
law a n d h a v i n g a C o u r t o f C h a n c e r y , set 
up s p e c i f i c a l l y to d e a l w i t h co rpora t e 
law.
