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Judge rules in favor of H

The judge has ruled; stating the
proposed transfer of at least 87
acres of North Nevl Park was
impermlssible as propesed in a
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draft setilement document intend-
ed for Sandslone Associates.
Qakland County Cireult Court
Judge John J. McDenald ruied on
Dec. 11 that the proposed sale of
the park land was prohibited by
the Michigan Home Rule Cities Act.
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The Act states that a city does
not have the power to sell a park,
cemelery, or any part of a patk or
cemetery, excepl where the park is
not required under an official mas-
ter plan of the city,

After hearing two days of testi-
mony on Dec, 6 and 7 from wit-
nesses and experts from the clty of
Novi and Frends of Novi Parks,
McDonald determined ihe acreage
in questlon was required parkland
on the cily's master plan,

Despite the verdict, a victory was

felt by both sides involved in the
lawsull.

City manager Richard Helwlg
said the cily of Novi was pleased
McDonald chose to rule on the
city's Judicial review request
opposed to The Friends of Novi
Parks request for an injunction to
prohibit the transfer of land.

“Were grateful to have direction
on how to consummate the settie-
ment now,” Helwig satd.

Brian Smith, member of Friends
of Novi Parks, sald he and other
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members were happy with the
judgment.

“Ii keeps the park alive for now
and it stops the clly from doing
something illegal.” Smith sald.

City offlefals are now left with
Lwo options In order Lo execute the
settlement as eriginally planned.

According to courl documents,
McDonald ruled “If the city's mas-
ter plan Is amended so as lo reflect
a designation of the property (o be
transferred in @ manner other than
“park,” or, If the transfer Nas been

ome Rule Act

presented to and approved by the
city's electorate, 1t is the determi-
nation of this court that, without
further aclion on the part of any

- parly, the land in question may be

transferred as centemplaied in the
amended judgment in conformance
with MCL 117.5{)."

The first optien the judgment put
forth was to offer the land partion
of the settlement sale as a ballot
fssue for Novi residents (o vole on.

Tim Moore, cross counlry and
track star and senjor at Novi High,
did the unthinkable Saturday and
staled his claim for a national iitle.

The thirst this harrier pessesses
for runaing and for winning is sec-
ond to none and he proved it in
Orlando, Fia. last weckend as he
gatloped (o a first-place fnish in the
Footlocker Natlonai Cross Country
Champicnships.

5 Oriando. “As we came lo i€ nd.

1 was trylng to sprint as hard as 1
could. 1 crossed the finish line and |
could barely even stand anymore. |
just wanted to find some grass and
lay down,” B

Moore nol only gave his friends.
family and fans what Lhey wanied
with a 14 minutes, 50.seconds vieto-
1y, he gave the spectators of the race
an exelling finish as well. Moore fin-
ished Just one second ahead of run-
ner-up Bobby Lockhart of John
Handley High School in Winchester,
yirginia — who will be running fer
lhe University of Wisconsin nexl
season — and Just two seconds
ahead of Chris Sollnski of Stevens
Pgint, Wisc.

“It took him [orever to catch
Behby,” Moore's high school coach
and race speclator Bob Smith said.
“They rounded the last lurn, about
Lhres-quarters of a milke 1o o, and
Tim was about a yard behind Bobby.
It took him darn: near a quarler mile
ta clasc the gap, they were running
stride for stride and shoulder lo
shoulder after that. It was one of the
longest minutes of my life.”

with 70 yards remalning in (he

race, Moore edged his way inic the
lead.

*The entire last mile it seemed like
me and Bobby balled back and
forth. Moore sakl. “We kepl
exchanging surges with the lead
changing all of the time. I finally got
past him with about 70 yards o go,
i not less, and gave it everything 1
had to stay In Lhe lead.”

And stay In the lead he did —all
the way Lo the finish line.

Moore's accomplishments did not
go unnoticed.

[ tell you what, it was a thrill for
us Lo see how well he did,” said Joe
Plane, the Unjversity of Notre Dame
fead crass countsy coach. Moore
recently signed his national letter of
“Jniént to run for the Irish, "He is
going to be a terriflc colleglate run-
ner. He fit in here like a hand in a
glove when He came lo visit us, the
other kids just loved him. He Is a
tervifie kid.”

Though his current coach aryl his
future one were more than excited, a
surprisingly gathered and reserved
Meore was s(ll recovering from the
reality of winning the national
championship.

Detrojt Edison has lssued a dis-
conneet order effeclive Monday,
Dec. 17 for ihe entire Maln Street
building shared by many tenants
including The Lazy Lizard Cantina,
Mesquite Creek, Coffee Trader,
Novl Jewelry and Kiichens by
Design. .

Brian Larson, co-owner of

Larson Jewelry Design sald when
he called Detrolt Edison to find out
the details, he was told the elec-
tricity would be turned off because
the DIl had not been paid since
July. .
“When the rents aren't pald by
the tenants, then there Is no way to
pay the bills,” said John Fitrone, a
representative from the Hayman
Company.

The Hayman Company was hired
by part owner and managing part-
ner of Evergreen 1II, James Chen,
to manage the Main Street project.

Pitrane said they are owed rany

and many thousands of dollars

. from certain Main Street tenants

but there is only one electric
account for the entire bullding.

“A shut-off puts us ail out of
business.” Larsort sald. “This just
seems like it Is getting bigger and
bigger.”

Chen issued eviction notices to
the tenants In mld-October igatting
a legal battle-over comimon area
maintenance fees (CAMs).

Robert Carson, atlorey repre-

City of Novi attorney, Gerald A.
Fisher. argned the transaction
wits ol a sale because "a saleis a
voluntary process.”

“This {5 anything but volun-
tary,” Fisher argued in court.

Although Melonakd clic
acknowledpe the proposed setile-
ment transaciion as a sale and
was taking his time to determine if
the proposed park land was not
roguived on the city’s master plan.
there were some defeats to lhe
plaintifls,

The deleats came as a result of
McDonald's Dec. 7 partial ruling
that the city's proposed sctilement
sale of park land o Saudstone
was lawful despite the fact the
L was purchased by 1993
voler-elected bond funds.

In his opening rematks on Dec.
B8, Howard said one of the reasons
the transfer of land was unlawfui
was because the park land in
question was purchased  with
ond proceeds approved by Novi
vaters,

As part of their complaint,
members of the Friends of Novi
Parks said giving away property
that was purchased lor "recre-
atlonal purposes” violated the
intent of the ballol kunguage.

Ixpert testimony provided by
Dennis  Nelman,  atierney  for
Miller, Canfteld, Paddock and
Storne, RL.C. sakd boend funds
generated through the 1993 vote
would have to he used 1o pur-
chage property as stated oo the
bond proposal. but the city did
not have o maintain the bod
preposed use of (he property in

perpeluity.

Neimnan said he has never seen
anything in the law that says you
have to keep the prepertly in (he
same use lorever.

The attorney specializing in
municipal law and finance said
the portion of the 1993 bond per-
taining to the proposed acreage o
he sold to Sandstone as part of the
drafied seltlement deal could be
legally defeased (a contraci thalis
volded) by judgment bonds
obtained by the city.

McDonald sald he found he
coust issuance of bonds proper as
there was nolhing else 1o contra-
dict the iestimony that it was
legtal.

Gther arguments brought into
the issue by both sides were alse
squashed as MeDonald whittled
the issue down (o whether or not
the proposed acreage Is required
park land or not,

McDanald fel that was the pri-
mary issue and was the main rea-
son he winted to hear from ail
sicles at one hearing,

Before informally comblning the
cases on Dee. 5, there was sup-
posed 1o be twve different hearings.

Both hearmpgs, were to be held
that day. .

The first hearing was  the
infunction filetl by Friends of Novi
Parks against the city of Novi.

The second hearing. which had
heen previousiy scheduled by the
iy, was [or the purpose of recelv-
ing a judgment as lo the legality of
the propoesed seitlement agree-
ment  previously drafled  and
agreed upon by menmtbers of the

Helwig said (hat he, Mayor
Richard Clark and Newl city atlor-
ney Gerald Fisher feel the proposed
settlement can nol hang arcund for
months.

That option was discussed al a
city councll public hearing dedicat-
ed Lo the lawsult lopic, but dis-
counled because of the cost,

During the Gct. | hearing. Novi
vily clerk, Maryanne Corneitus.
staled the very carliest the city
would be able 1o bring this te the
voters would have been January or
February of 2002, and that would
be the besl case scenario. Il was
estimated al thal mecling (he cost
of the ballot propoesal would be
aboui §2.4 million in acerued
interest plus $40,000, the approxi-
male charge Lo hold a special elec-
tion.

The city's second oplion s to
have members of the Planning
Commilssion amend the city's mas-
ter plan Lo indicate the proposed
acreage is nol required park land.

Helwig said this option is the
likely way the city will go, and the
cily is Lenlatively planning a public
hearing befare members of the
Planning Commission Jan. 9.

Existing and newly appeinted
members  of  the  Planning
Commission will then vole on
whether to amend the master plan
or not, Amendment of the master
plan requires a two-thirds vote.

Robert Carson, attorpey répre-
seating Sandslone, lntended on
meeting with his clients on Dec, 12
le determine If the second allerna-
live was acceplable to them.

Helwig indicated an executive
session will alse be Included on the
Dee. 17 city council meeting agen-
da Lo discuss the matter further.

Bob Shaw, former Parks and
Recreation commissioner and pres-
{dent of Friends of Novl Farks, said
all (he group wanted was an oppor-
tunity for the court {o hear its
member's side of Lhe story.

A new business class is making
its way (o the fall of 2002 curricu-
lum al the Novi High School,
cmiphasizing real-world skills in
ihe competitive job market.

An advanced (eples wmarketing
class was presented to the Novi
Scheols” Curricuium Council on
Qcl. 13 by Novi High School mar-
keling leacher Jodi Brothers.

“The overail concepts of the
course were arliculated by Ms.
Brothers so as o support the fact
that the markeling classes at the
high sehoel have been growing over
the last (hree years,” sald Rita
‘Trayner, assistant superintendent
at Novi Schoois. “There is a need lo
broaden the offerings for sludents
because of limited options.”

After approval from the curricu-
lum council, Brothers presented
the proposal to tile Novi Board of
Education al its Dec. 6 meeling.
seeling implementation of the
course next fall,

The advanced markeling course
would cover such lopics as sporis
and entertainment  marketing,
fashion merchandising and entre-
prencurship, as well as allow for
emerging trends depending on stu-
dent interest. such as iravel and
tourism. hespitality and e-com-
merce.

“It's applicable to the real world,”
Traynor said. "Kids are wanting to
see i they can apply what they
learn.”

The new course hopes to meel
the rislng demand for business-
related and markeling classes at
Novi High School. This year alone.
over 200 students enralled in the
introductory course, Marketing I Il
hese stutlents wish to advance o
a second year of marketing. their
only option is Store Operalions -
the class that aperates the scheol
store.~which-hasta capacily of 38
students and vsually runs a wait-
ing list. . T

Furthermore, ihe co-curricular
acliviy, DECA - a nallonal high
school narkeling organizalion -
has been well received with Novi
High School's membership over 70
students.

“So many students are Inlerested
in marketing and gelting involved
in the school store,” Traynor said.
“They are learning comnunication
and writing skills and how 1o deal
with people - everything you need
on the Job.”

The initlal £ost estimaled for the
three textbook sel recommended
for the course is just under $4,000,

Currently, the Novl Schools’
Board of Educalion is reviewing the
new class proposal,

Te his eredit, U.S. Atlorney for southeasl-
ern Michigan Jeffrey Collins has said the
Interviews should be conducted in the "keast
intrusive manner possible," that those inter-
viewed could be accompanied by a lawyer and
should be advised thal none are suspected of
terrerism, But I've heard a lot of storles about
the fear and alarm experienced by people who
got the government leller inviting them to be
interviewed.

Sure, it's easy to say that If they're innocent
and want (o cooperate, they have nothing to
be worrled aboul. But I didn't get the letter:
my stomach isn't churning as | drive by the
pelice station on my way to work.

Naiionwide, 1,200 people were detained

shorlly afler the terrorist attack on the
World Trade Center. Of the 6§00 or so still
in custody, around a dozen are being held
as material wilnesses to the outrage, 80 or
so are being charged with lying Lo federal
agents and the rest are belng held for
unspecified violations, presumably of
immigration laws. Most of thelr names are
still being kept secret; some have lawyers,
some do not.

The bedreck legal dectrine of hebeas cor-
pus {literally, from Laiin, "we have the
body") Is intended to make sure the gov-
ernment does not arbitrarily and in secre-
¢y throw somehody in the slammer fer an
indefinite period withoul being charged In
a public proceeding with a specific crime.
Allorney General John Asheroft first said
that names of those detained were belng
kepl secrel to preserve heir privacy. He
then argued that to release the names
would advertise o al-Qaeda who we had
picked up.

In his forceful testimony last week before
the Senate Judiclary Committee, the
Attorney General reasoned that the coun-
try is al war and therefore winning the war
against terrorism and keeping Americans
safe frem terrerists Justifies what in ner-
mal times would be regarded as excessive
measures by the government. The
respense from civil liberiarians and some
senatorfal crilies is that it's especlally
important at moments of crisis to hold fast
to the principles that define and guarantee
just why we are in the right in the war
against {errorism.

1 admire people who are blessed at all
times with the ability quite clearly lo distin-
guish right from wrong, Whether they're best
described as "true believers’ or "lerrible sim-
plifiers,” they have the advantage in crisis
times like this. The elfectiveness of their cer-
tainty is that they need not concern (hem-
selves aver shades of gray, Things are either
black or white, and that's that.

Well, things In the real warld are rarely
that simple.

Interning Japanese-Amerlcans after
Pearl Harbor seemed like the right thing to
do at the time. Bul in wartime back then
ihere wasn't much public debate or discus-
sion. And the verdict of histoty now is that
the eplsode Is armong the mosi shameful in
American histary.

The contending
views are powerlul.
On the one side,
"the Constitution is
net a suleide pact,”
as Justice Robert
Jacksen argued 60
years ago. On the
other side, our gov-
ernment should be
ol laws, not of men
or of particular cir-
cumstances, as
John Adams pointed
out during the
debate  over ihe
adopton  of the
Constltution.

That's why a
rebust public debate
about whether the
government is going
too far, too fast In
the war against ter-
rorism is s0 Impor-
tant, whether it's the
U. 8. Senate or the
Detroit chapter of the ACLU raising the ques-
tions. Altacking those questions and that
debate as unpatrotle {5 lo miss (he point
entirely.

Kids need more lessons with money

Most students in Michigan know nexi to

nothing about money or how to handle it when
. they graduate from high school.

But I'm not picking on the youngsters.
Members of my generation were ne better edu-
cated overall about financlal malters.

Students were weakest in iheir understand-
ing of saving, investing and — here’s the scary
part — "how effectively to use credit,"

That's scary, according to Stale Rep.
Michael Bishop (R-Rochester) because these
days virtually ‘every collefe student gets a
credit card application during their [resiifian
year. ' o

Exactly why card comparifes are extending
credit to youngsters with no real income isn'l
clear and it Is probably semething the regula-
tars should crack down on, Bishop contended.

But as things stand, the first lesson many
students have with credlt may he when they
get themselves into trouble with those first

cards, he said.

The representative has introduced legisla-
tion in Lansing, House Bill 5327, instructing
the slate Department of Education to develop
a model curriculum for teaching personal
meney management n 1-12 public scheols.

Adding the course work would be strictly
voluntary for individual scheol districls. They
wouid not be mandated to include them in
thelr class lists. But the model wouid give edu-
cators guldance in how to develop financial lit-
eracy programs, if they deckde to add them,
instrucling lids on how and why to save.
spending wisely, proper use of credit and
smatl investing.

The Department of Education supports the
bill, as does the Michigan Credit Union
League, the Michigan Banks Assoclation, the
Michigan Federation of Teachets and 5chaol-
Related Personnel and the Michigan

Jump$tart Coalitlon for Personal Financial
Literacy.

Two weeks ago, | ventured out to Walled
Lake Central High School to hear a group
of educaters from Minnesota pitch the idea
to delay start times at the high school level
ta several local school districis.
