Beck Road/T-95 interchange can

attest to the huge imprevement this
is over the former setap.

Before this interchange was
redone, the trek o [-96 from Novi
posed the question, “Which way is
the fastest?”

Try Novi Road with its multi-
tede of stoplights and high iraffic
volume at rush hour attempt 10
navigate the former Jig-jog at Beck
Road where it converged with -96
and 12 Mile Road; or sit through
five or six lights trying to turn left
off of northbound Wixom Road
anio 1-967

A couple of times, I tried taking
Grand River Avenue 10 the Milford
Road exit, only ta commit an ille-
gal U-tumn in the middle of the road
and head back toward Wixom

Rozd.

Altempis to take a “shorcut” by
using 10 Mile Road west through
South Lyon or Eight Mile Road
west fo Pontiac Trail through the
sqme community proved 10 be even
more time consuming.

The new Beck Road inter-
change, which epened Oct 24 with
much fanfare, has made getting on
the highway from corarmunities
south of 196 so much easier. Tt
most likely helps motorists coming
from cities north of the highway as
well.

Now, with the Wixom Road
interchange included in MDOT's
next five-year plass. this new imier-
change will further ease the waffic

Areurd 1915 md continuing for
many years, the upstairs of the
store was used as a Saturday night
dance hall, Customers now walk
on the same hardwond dance floor
installed in the 1920s. n that same
degade, the store owner installed a

gas pump and sold gasoline for

those fashionzble Model T's that
replaced the horse and buggy.

Later, a smatl hot dog stand was
even set oul front to grab the atien-
tion of the many cars waveling
Plymouth Read to University of
Michigan football games.

In 1964, the store changed from

general merehandise te antigues
and remained an antique sone until
the 1980s.
. The store had been vacant for
several years when Allan and
Chery] Goode prurchesed the prop-
erty m 1990, renovated the store
and reopened its doors in 1991,
