Tiie board of educalion 
approved llie Novl Comniunilv 
School Disiricl'.s 2008-09 budget 
List Thursday wilh iilllc fanfare 
of major changes. 

The dislrict budgeted an 
increase of $71 per pupil lo be 
received through ihe State 
Foundation Allowance. The pro­
jected increase would bring each 
student's revenue source to 
$8,776. 

"That's not even three-quarters 
of a 1 percenl increase," said Bob 
Schrani, assistant superintendent 
of human resources. "Rate of 
inflation is 3 pei'cent, which 
would be about $250. Thecost of 
benefits are more than Ihe rate of 
inflation." 

The budgeted $71 per pupil 
increase is based on ihe number 
passed by Ihe Senate. The House 
is discussing a $51-55 increase 
instead. 

The district had to meet a June 
30 deadline for setting its budget 
despite ihe fact the state has until 
Oct. 1 to approve its budget. If 
the state doesn't .set a $71-per-
pupil increase, the district would 
am^nd its budget to match the 
sMteTfiuitiber. 

The 20()7-08 budget projected 
a fund growth of $50 per pupil. 
The $48 growih awarded by the 
stale in October, brought each 
student's State Foundaiion

Allowance to $8,695 each. 
"They need to decide whether 

ihey want to fund education 
adequately and then do so," 
Schram said of the slale legisla­
tors. "We'd have to make budg­
et cuts or take it out of our fund 
equity The board would proba­
bly take as much out of fund 
equity to avoid cutting pro­
grams. They' l l do all the cutting 
we can to keep it away from the 
classroom." 

The district has budgeted near­
ly $2.4 million to be drawn from 
the unappropriated fund balance 
this year. Last year, the district 
cut $3.3 million is costs and has 
been working to cut further 
through energy conservation 
methods. 

With the district projecting a 
decHne in enrollmeiil of 54 stu­
dents, (lie secofid sttaighl decline 
in district history, additional 
funds are not expected to be 
gained through increasing enroll­
ment. More lhan $469,000 in 
slate funds received last year will 

be lost as a result of the decline 
in enrollment. 

"The slate has to step up to 
Ihc plate and fund school dis­
tricts," said Gail Credit, assis­
tant superintendent of business 
operations and (inance. "The 
stale is not coming through wilh 
keeping up with the rate of 
inflation." 

Taxable va lue increases, 
mi l lage decrease 

The district's iaxable value 
increased 0.525 percent to 
almost $2.4 billion. The 
Increase is minimal compared 
to last year's 4.57 percent 
increase. 

Although the debi millage fol­
lowed suit by increasing by 0.2 
mills io 5.86. Ihe operating mill-
age decreased by just enough to 
offset the change. Tlie district's 
total millage levy decreased from

In sticldng wilh the theme of 
becoming'*"a woflci-class health 
care .destinaiion, Novi's 
Providence Park welcomes ihe 
Neuorscience Insiitute io ils 200-
acre campus. 

Joining die medical offices in a 
210,000-square-fooi building, ihe 
faciliiy, located .southwest of the 
hospital, w i l l include neurosur­
geons, ntjurologists, spine .special­

ists, craniofacial and reconjiUiic-
tive surgeons, specialists in pain 
management, rehabilitation and 
pediahic neurologists. 

"We have a very strong neuro­
logical program," said Ben Miles, 
director of neuroscienccs. "I'm 
excited about the investment 
Providence is making in this 
area." 

With numerous physicians 
already functioning out of the 
Neuroscience Institute, Miles 
anticipates being fully operational 
by the end of September, wilh the 
exception of the teaching audito­
rium and surgical leaching skills 
lab. which will lie used as the pri­

mary training center for the hospi­
tal in upcoming months. 

"We're not just building for 
2008, we're toiing to build for 
2028," Miles said. "It's being built 
with ihe future in mind." 

Although a future endeavor, the 
cadaverless .surgical skills lab will 
provide residents, physicians and 
surgeons the opportunity to prac­
tice advanced procedures using 
cutting-edge technology. 

"We do a lot of physician train­
ing and educating and plan on 
bringing that to ilie Novi faciliiy 
as wel l ," said D L Bruce 
Silverman, neurologist and clini­
cal director of neuroscienccs. 

"Our hope is we'll be a source of 
education to other physicians." 

Silverman, a [Jhysician of tlie 
Associates in Neurology group, 
works out of Providence in 
Soulhfield as well as Providence. 
Park in Novi. 

"The Neuroscience Institute is 
a group of practices that function 
as a unit, it's kind of like one-stop 
shopping," he said. "I believe the 
flavor of what we have going on 
here is unique. We're trying to'

Library encourages Novi's 
youth, teens and adults to 
stimulate their minds

Tiie Novi Public Liiirary is 
encourjiging reading for ail ages 
this summer wilh its annual read­
ing program, wliich began lasi 
Monday and ends Aug. 4. 

"We iiave four levels of read­
ers," said Novi Public Services 
Librarian Mtiry Slorcli, explaining 
the program titled, "Rc.id To Me" 
is for pre-kindergarlcn kids; 
"Catch llie Reading Bug" is for 
grades kindergarten-four; 
"Melamorpiiosis" is for grades 
five-12; and Ihe adult reading pro­
gram "Pollinate Your Mind" is for 
ages 18 and older. 

Siorch said the youth and teen 
programs depend on what grade 
llie kids will be inthe fall. 

"This is the first time we've 
offered a program for Ihe pre-
readers," said Kelly Kolcliulc, 
assistant head of Ihe youth and 
teen department. "We wanted to 
recognize this age group and 
encourage reading during Ihe 
summer." 

As of last Thursday, Kolcliuk 
felt confident in the number of 
youth and teens registered in the 
summer programs, especially 
with participants continuing to 
sign-up throughout the course of 
the summer, 

"When I checked at noon, we 
had aboul 450 kids registered in 
[he two younger progranIs and we 
had 262 kids registered in the 
Metamorphosis program," she 
said last Thursday "I was pretty 
impressed by the numbers because 
we're well over 700 people, which 
is more than half of what we had 
registered last summer." 

Regardless of the reading level, 
all participants of the summer 
reading program are required to

keep an online reading log on the 
library's Web site. 

"We have ways we can guide 
Ihem, but we don't dictate what 
they read," Kolchuk said. "Bul I 
definitely think kids have more 
free time io spend on reading over 
ihe summer." 

Kids in the Read To Me and 
Catch the Reading Bug programs 
are awarded prizes for every four 
hours of reading, up to 20 hours, 
whereas the Metamorphosis pro­
gram is every five hours of read­
ing, up lo 25 hours. 

"Everyone who reaches a 
prize level in the program earns 
one entry into the raffle," 
Kolchuk said, noting at the end 
of the program there wi l l be a 
grand prize drawing for items 
such as oigi ia l cameras and 
iPod shuffles for the older kids, 
and tote bags filled with sum­
mer toys for the younger kids, 
"For the most part, kids arc 
really excited about the grand 
prizes. It's definitely a strong 
motivator." 

Although the adult reading pro­
gram is similar, participants log 

the number of books ihey read, as 
opposed to the hours. 

"You read whatever you want 
io read, and after you've read four 
books, you win an insulated 
lunch cooler." Siorch said. "And 
once a week 1 draw eight lucky 
people's names and tliey win a 
free book. 

"it just reinforces reading." 
Storch said participants of the 

adult program are asked to write 
at least one book review over the 
course of the summer. 

"Patrons like reading olher peo­
ple's reviews because i l gives them 
ideas of what to read," she said.

Known lo mo.st as Novi 
Community Schools' assistant 
superintendent of >ic;idcmics for the 
past two yeais, tile soon-to-bc Novi 
resident is taking ninning beyond 
an early-morning hobby by travel­
ing to Anchorage, Ala., for the June 
21 Miiyor's Maratlion summer sol-
slice run. She'll be participating in 
the 13.1-mile half-miyathon. 

" l l sounded liice a neat tiling lo 
do. 1 always, wanted to go to 
Alaska," Beels said. "Every lime I 
go on a run, 1 irake a new friend. 
1 like lo travel wilh a run in mind." 

Beels, 52, began running about 
10 years ago and signed up for her 
first race, the Chris Zorich 5K 
Run in July 1999, as an excuse lo 
visit Chicago. Since then, she's 
paiticipated in aboul 30-40 races, 
including the Delroil Free Press-
Flagslar Bank Iniernaliohal 
Marathon and Annual Susan G. 

Komen Delroil Race for the Cure. 
"It's just a great way to clear 

niy mind, thinking. I love lo eat, 
so I don't gain a lot of weighl (by 
running)," .she said. 

A survivor of breasl cancer her­
self, Beds said Ihe Race for the 
Cure is the one race she has made 
a point lo attend and compete in 
throughout the past three years 
since recovering. 

She is also registered lo partici­
pate in her second Delroil Free 
Press-FlagsliU Banic Inlernalional 
Marathon this fall. Currently 
signed up for the half-marathon, 
she hopes to have lime to train 
this summer for the full, 26.2-
mile marathon. 

Of all the races she's ran in, her 
best race time is the 29:27 5K she 
ran at her first Race for the Cure 
in 2006. On May 31, 2008, she 
was only 1:09 off her best lime, 
running the 3.1 miles in 30:36. 
The two limes earned her lop 20 
finishes in both 2006 and 2008. 

Bul before Beels hits the streets 
of Detroit this fall, she'll be hit-
ling the streets of Anchorage.

While in Alaska, Beels is 
scheduled io go on a helicopter 
ride, while-water riifling, hiking 
and spend time reading and writ­
ing. She said the Alaska railroad 
will help gel her everywhere from 
Anchorage lo Donnelly and 
Talkeelna, where she'll spend 
aboul five days each during her 
two-week trip. 

When she leaves Alaska July 2, 
she won't be heading back to 
Michigan, bul ralher visiling her 
friend, Kari Erickson, in Denver 
for the July 4 weekend. Erickson 
is a teacher and staff developer for 
Denver Public Schools. The two 
were roommales during an 
Educators for Japan trip in June 
2007. 

Beels hopes to make the move 
from Grosse Poinle F;unis to Novi 
lhi,s summer. Before coming lo 
Novi. she was an .-issistant super-
inlendenl for Warren Woods 
Public Schools for five years. 

"1 lived close enough I could go 
home for lunch, mn and shower 
and gel back to work in an hour," 
she said, adding she hopes lo be 
able to do the same after moving 
lo Novi. " f was waiting for the 
economy to get belter (before I 
iried to sell my home and move).

• sports are the bait lhal lures high 
school foreign exchange sludenis 
lo the Land of Opportunity Most 
of these greenhorns yearn lo live 
wilh a family in California, hop­
ing to catch a glimpse of the latest 
box-office movie star, though 
many wind up in Michigan. And 
when Ihey do, they experience a 
taste of Americana lhat surpasses 
Iheir initial starry-eyed dreams. 

The Great Lakes slate is right 
behind Texas for the highest num­
ber of families willing lo open 
their homes lo foreign exchange 
sludenis. 

"Michigan is a very philan-
Ihropic stale," said TrisliDewald, 
a fundraiser for College for 
Creative Studies who grew up 
having many foreign exchange 
'siblings.' "People are generous 
wilh Iheir time and money - and if 
they don'l have Ihe money, they 
give iheir lime." 

This rings true for A i Vardya, 
the owner of a technology solu-. 
lions firm. Soon lo become emply-
nesters, Vardya and his wife. J.T., 
were recently looking for an 
opportunity lo give back to their 
coimnunily when they stumbled 
upon EF Foundation for Foreign 
Study, an organization that brings 

in over 3,000 foreign exchange 
students from 40 different coun­
tries each year. 

The 25-year-old foundation, 
overseen by the U.S. Deparlmenl 
of State, seeks to break down 
social, language and geographical 
barriers. The exchange sludents 

, come inlo the program seeking a 
cultural adventure. And thinking 
ahea(L I^Cjl,teWf'bt%-Q£^ to be 

jjjtfluefir^^npsh jn xifdet io'com-
pele'in'the inle'rhalto'nal jbb'rriar-
kel. A l l are learning multiple lan­
guages, but when they leave the 
country after a school yeaI- or even 
a single .semester, ihey indeed 
reiurii home fluent in English. 

Vardya, now a volunteer 
exchange coordinator for ihe 
organization, networks wiihin the 
tri-county area to find loving fam­
ilies willing to open their homes 
to sludents eager lo Ictun aboul 
American culture. Virdya said 
some people become hosts 
because they want a 'sibling' for 
their own children. Others find 
hosting a Wiiy to ease the transi­
tion of a bustling household into 
empty nest-hood. 

"I'm trying lo build awareness 
with neighbors and schools," he 
said. "My focus now is also help­
ing families begin riie iiosting 
process." 

The Novi resident said he has a 
soft spot in his heart for foreign 
exchange sludenis because his 
kids, who attended Northville 
High School, have had friend­
ships with several. In fact, many 
exchange sludenis from the EF 
prograni have attended both Novi 
and Nonhviile high schools, espe­
cially in recent years. 

"For many countries, it's a cul­
tural thing lo want lo go abroad. 

and America has a mystique," 
Vaidya said. 

"It must be the Hollywood 
thing," responded Peter Almquist, 
the only field recruit manager for 
the organization. Almquist and his 
wife began Iiosting over 12 years 
ago when one of his daughters 
came home wilh a friend from 
Italy who was having a bad expe­
rience wilh^her host family. Six 

...nionths later, tlial ex'change s'tu-
dent left the Almquist household 
in SI. Clair Shores and returned 
home wilh joyful stories aboul her 
new American family. 

Having had a rewarding experi­
ence himself, Almquist hosted 
iwo exchange sludents, one male 
and one female, Ihe following 
year. 

"There's nothing like bringing a 
boy into a house filled wiUi giris," 
said the father of two daughters. 

The fascination for cultural 
awareness doesn't just end with 
the exchange student. Host fami­
lies find themselves riveted by 
stories of life in olher counuies, 
told right in Iheir own kitchens. 
From her own experience, 
Dewald said the little ones are 
enaInored with Iheir new big 
brother or big sister 

"The students coming from 
Australia and New Zealand, 
though they speak English, their 
culture and the school systems are 
so different," Almquist said. 
"There are a lot of stereotypes 
aboul Americans. They gel to sec 
the real America through us, nol 
through newspapers. Hopefully, 
these kids wi l l be in positions of 
power and make decisions based 
on their experiences here." 

And part of these experiences 
are things Americans take for

granted, like a simple taco. 
Phillip, an exchange student from 
Germany, was living wilh the 
Almquist family when he discov­
ered the pleasures of fast food. 

"He had lo go lo Taco Bell 
every day after school because he 
loved i l , " Almquist said. "When 
he came back with, his girlfriend, 

' he look her on a tour of American 
restaurants." 

EF Foundation hosts need not 
resemble the Uaditional American 
family. In fact, gays, lesbians, sin­
gles and grandparents can become 
hosts as long as they are at least 25. 

"They jusi need the space, the 
time and ability," Almquist said. 

While hosts don't receive 
money from the foundation, die 
students do pay for their own 
entertainment, clothes and even 
toiletries. The cost for an 
exchange student lo enter the pro­
gram is between $7,000 and 
$13,000, depending on the'coun­
try of origin.

The day began like any other 
winter day in snowy Michigan. 
But when a friend brought 
Stephanai Myers - then a 
Northville High School junior -
to a disc golf course at 
Kensington Metro Pari;, her 
future "course" ivas sei. Myers 
fell in love with the sport that 
year, 1998, and lodiiy .she is 
building a career driven by her 
passion. 

But first, she would catch the 
2000 P D G A (Professional Disc 
Golf Association) Professional 
and Amateur World 
Championships at Cass-Benton 
Park in Northville. Cass-Benton 
bijilt the disc golf course in 1999 
just for the event, which included 
ihc course at Kensington and also 
one in Ann Arbor. 

"It was the largest disc golf 
event in the world at that point, 
and that's what really gol me 
interested because 1 could watch 
the pros play," said Myers. 

F ie ld r e sea rch 

After graduating wilh a degree 
in environmental studies and 
communications from Western 
Michigan University in 2005, 
Myers converted a 1997 Dodge 
Ram diesel to run on vegetable 
oil. She attached a 22-foot trailer, 
threw her pooch in the passenger 
seat, and hit the road for six 
straight months. 

She and her "best friend" 
toured 90 disc golf courses from 

Detroit to the west end of the 
Upper Peninsula, averaging one 
every two days. Myers combed 
the courses for information she 
would later pui in her guide 
book, "Disc Golf Michigan!" 

"I would go way out of my 
way to play a cour.sc, and it, 
would be unkempt and it wasn't 
what I expected," she said, "I 
prefer ihe short, technical courses 
as opposed to the long, open 
courses - and I wished liIcre was 
a guide book that would tell me 
this stuff," 

So Myers played, measured 
and photographed each and every 
hole of every disc golf course in 
the state. 

"I took over 5,000 pliotos for 
the book because Ihe photos can 
help someone gel a feel for the 
course," she said. 

Myers wasn'l afraid to sleep in 
trailer parks, all alone under the 
stars. 

".My dog is a really good guard 
dog." she .said. 

A career o f pass ion 

"There was a lot of growth 
there. Being independent and tak­
ing the risk that 1 did. gave me ihe 
confidence to do something." 

Myers works full-time market­
ing her book, which she self-pub­
lished because she found that most 
publishing houses weren't interest­
ed in marketing a regional book. 

"Besides." she said, "disc golf 
courses are always changing, 
adding holes and ciosing courses. 
By the time liie book would have 
been published (aboul two 
years), i l would have been out­
dated." 

She is presently writing a sec­
ond edition; the first debuted in 
2007. 

" l plan to put out a new edition 
each year," she said. 

"Disc Golf Michigan!" is sold 
at party stores across the slate, 
including two in Northville - Six 
& Park Party Store on Northville 

Road, which borders the Cass-
Benton course, and Good Time 
Parly Store on 7 Mile. Both 
.stores sell golf discs. 

Myers is looking forward to an 
exciting event coming lo 
Kalamazoo and Battle Creek this" 
summer. Held August 8-16, the 
2008 P D G A (Professional Disc 
Golf Association) Professional 
and Amateur Worid 
Championships will be the 
largest disc golf competition in 
the world wilh more than 1,000 
players and an estimated 10,000 
spectators. Armed with unsur­
passed expertise, she's on the 
world committee helping to 
develop the players guide for lhe 
event. 

"It's kind of coming full circle 
for me," Myers said. "I started 
watching this event in Northville 
and I've established a new home­
town in Kalamazoo, and now it's 
happening here. It's really good 
timing for marketing the book." 

"I'm pleased lo find a large 
disc golf community here (in 
Kalamiizoo)," she said, noting 
that Michigan is rated as one of 
the top disc golf states. 

Myers, who ranked second in 
Michigan and seventh in World 
for the PDGA Amateur Women's 
division, finds the Cass-Benton 
course in Northville lo be one of 
her favorites in the state. 

"it has the most diverse course 
with short, technical holes, 
longer open holes, elevation 
changes, water hazards and a 
long tee and a short tee for half 
the holes," she said.

days, including tens of 
thousands of residents of 
Oakland County. 

Anyone who has been 
without power for any 
length of time knows 
what a distressing prob-
iein it can be. Wilen your 
electricity goes out, your 
life becomes a bit harder 
for a time. It is in these 
times that we take com­
fort In our relationships 
with friends and family 
as We share meals, 
refrigerators and laundry 
service. 

Thanks to our sophisti­
cated, modern power sys­
tem, We can also rest 
a'ssured that while our 
power may go out unex-
pected1y. it is usualty 
restored in short order.

unfortunately, this recent 
spate of outages was 
accompanied by addition­
al difficulties. 

According to an 
announcement by the 
Michigan F'ublic Service 
Commission, many resi­
dents Were unable to noti­
fy their utiiity company of 
power outages and 
downed power lines via 
the company's to11-free 
number This may have 
played a role in extending 
the time some residents 

were without power. 
Fortunately, the MPSC 

is taking action. In a 
statelnent, the commis­
sion said, "The Michigan 
Pubhc Service 
Commission has an 
obligation to ensure 
that utilities are provid-
ing custoiners with rea­
sonably reliable service, 
to protect the pubhc 
from hazardous downed 
power lines, and to 
promptly respond and 
restore power to cus­
tomers suffering from 
outages." The MPSC has 
decided to conduct an 
investigation over the 
next 60 days to deter­
mine what exactly hap­
pened with the utilities' 
distribution systems 
after the power outages, 
why it happened, and 
whether anything can 
be done to prevent simi­
lar problems in the 
future. 

In Oakland County, the 
MPSC is holding a public 
hearing in Pontiac on 
Monday, June 30. from 2-
4 p.m. in the Board of 
Commissioners' 

Auditorium in the 
Oakiand County 
Courthouse. The court­
house is iocated at 1200 
N. Telegraph Road.

R e s u l t s o f n e w M i c h i g a n p o l l s u r p r i s i n g 
The Midwest Democracy 

Institute has taken a new 
poll of 400 Michiganders, 
and it predictably strikes a 
dismal note — but one 
that contains some sur­
prising grounds for opti­
mism. 

First, the grim news: 
• Only about one out of 

six of us (16 percent) think 
the state is "on the right 
track." 

• Dishust in state gov­
ernment has risen over 
the last two years: Nearly 
three out of four of us (73 
percent) say they only 
trust state government 
some of the time ... or 
almost never, 

• Barely one in five (21 
percent) think Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm is 
doing a good Job, while a 
mere tenth of us (11 per­
cent) think the legislature 
is doing well. 

None of this will sur­
prise anyone who has 
been following state affairs 
for the last few years, and 
is familiar with the usual 
drumbeat of doubt and 
depression from all sides. 

But embedded in the 
survey is this remarkable 
finding: "At the same time, 
many continue to have an 
abiding faith in the ability 
to change state govern­
ment to be less influenced 
by moneyed interests and 
more responsive and 
accountable to con­
stituents. 

"A large majority (77 
percent) expresses person­
al interest in an organiza­
tion that works toward 
maldng state government 
work better by being more 
honest and accountable, 
and over half of Michigan

the Michigan's Defining 
Moment campaign has 
discovered over the last six 
monU1s. In that time, it 
has held nearly 200 com­
munity conversations, 
small group "deliberative 
democracy" gatherings all 
over the state. (Full disclo­
sure hele: I founded the 
non-profit, non-partisan 
sponsoring organization, 
The Center for Michigan, 
and I'm a co-chair of the 
campaign.) 

Attitudes expressed In 
these meeUngs are decid­
edly not a scientific poll. 
Nor are they top-down ide­
ological statements of 
revealed truth {if any such 
things exist). Instead, 
they're the thoughtful 
reflections of nearly 2,000 
Michiganders. who 
attempted to define their 
hopeful vision for the 
state, as weU. as share 
theh thoughts about how 
best to achieve that tlsion. 

The results have just 
been released In a report, 
"Michigan's Defining 
Moment: A Common 
Ground Vision for 
Michigan's 
Transformation," In the 
main, the findings are 
pretty stralghtfonvard: 

People want a talented 
and globally competitive 
work - force; a thriving 
economy and a great qual-

accountable. (You can find 
the full report on The 
Center's Web site, 
www, thecenterformichl-
gan.) 

Incidentally, the 
Midwest Democracy 
Network is an outfit advo­
cating campaign finance 
reform and transpalency 
in government. Among the 
proposals that got top 
marks in their poll: 

• Requiring judges to 
publicly disclose cam­
paign contributions as 
well as requiring them to 
step aside when cases 
before them involve par­
ties who contributed to 
their campaigns, (This will 
likely be a big issue this 
fall, when Chief Justice 
Clifford Taylor of the 
Michigan Supreme Court 
— recently rated as among 
the worst in the counhy — 
is up for election. 
Democrats have vowed to 
tty to defeat him.) 

• Establish non-parti­
san commissions to draw 
new district boundaries 
when needed, normally 
following the U.S. Census 
every decade. (Along with 
lengthening or aboUshing 
term limits, fixing our 
redistricUng system comes 
out high in MDM commu­
nity conversations. The 
vast majority of Michigan 
legislative districts are

Interestingly, irlany legis­
lators feel the same way. 
Over the past few months, 
I've had six small, confi­
dential, off the record din­
ners with lawmakers from 
both parlies. To a person, 
they are hard-working, 
interested in doing the 
right things, frustrated 
with a political system 
that tends to push theln 
into scoring partisan polit­
ical points rather than 
governing wisely. 

True enough, this poll, 
like many others, looks 
grim on the surface. But if 
you look a bit below the 
surface, lots of folks are 
interested in reforliling the 
system and willing to work 
hard to do it.

I am off, once again going 
to China, 1 have traveled to 
China and crossed its vast 
coimtry many times since 
my first trip in 1989. In May 
of that fateful year 1 stood 
with the student protesters 
in Tiananmen Square. The 
students were calling for 
greater freedom, democracy 
and an end to official gov­
ernment corruption. A chill 
still runs down my spine 
when I recall a student 
imploring me, "Describe 
freedom, describe democra-
cy?' 

As our Independence Day 
rolls around, we should 
pause and give dianks to 
the freedoms we take for 
granted. We are free to wor­
ship or not; free to choose 
Where to Work or where we 
live; and peacefully assem­
ble or peUtion our govern­
ment. We have a free press 
that stands guard against 
tyranny. We have greal edu­
cational opportunities avail­
able to all while providing 
many second chances in 
life, especially our system of 
community colleges that 
give a chance to recover 
from missed opportunities 
or create new ones. 

We have much to give 
thanks for because we live 
in a countiy that provides 
the foundation for life, liber­
ty, justice and the pursuit 
of happiness - the USA. 

These thoughts enter my 
mind each time I travel to 
China and are especially 
prevalent as I will be in 
China during our July 4Ul 
celebration. 

China has changed 
mightily since my first visit. 
Many of the changes are 
positive, such as moving 
hundreds of millions of peo­
ple out of abject poverty, a 

great human rights accoin-
plishment. The Chinese 
economy has expanded at 
or above 10 percent for two 
decades, creating jobs in 
China and around the 
globe. It was recently 
announced that GM and 
Ford will be selling hun­
dreds of millions of dollars 
worth of cars and parts to 
the Chinese, which will cre­
ate jobs here at home. 

Yet, with a little more 
than a month to go before 
U1e opening ceremony of the 
8-8-08 Olympics In Beijing, 
the pollution hangs over the 
city as a dark shroud of a 
reminder of what the rapid 
industrialization of China 
has done to the Chinese 
and world elivlronment. The 
damage Is evident in the 
health of its citizens as well. 

How we manage relations 
with the Chinese will have 
an impact on Americans 
and citizens of the worid. 
We should maintain our 
ideals and resolve while 
realizing the Middle 
Kingdom and America's 
economies, along with the 
respective peaceful rise, 
both are Inextricably linked 
and demand mutual 
respect from the East and 
West. Given these realities, 
it Is likely that presidential 
political posturing about 
punishing China will fade 
with whoever becomes our 
next President. 

China and the United 
States recently wrapped up 
the fourth Strategic 
Economic Dialogue. These 
meetings are important 
bridge-building exercises 
that can arid do produce 
tangible results. The most 
recent produced agree­
ments are In food qualify 
monitoring, energy, security

stretching. .Static stretching is a sus­
tained streicii, which is held and iever-
aged wilh another i lmh or against grav­
i ty to deepen ihe streicii. Bailistic 
stretching involves placing the body in 
a stretched position, followed with 
small bounces (intended to deepen the 
stretch). An active stretch is one in 
which Ihe opposing niuscle group con­
tracts and pulls the body into a stretch.

8 ounces mixed berries, 1 tablespoon sugar and 
1/2 teaspoon vanil la. Pour into fine sieve over 
medium bowl . U s i n g back o f a spoon, press 
berries f i rmly until al l l iquid is strained into b o w l 
and only a thin coating o f berry skins remains i n 
sieve. Set coulis aside. 

A b o u t 30 minutes before serving flans, set 
remaining frozen berries out to thaw sl ightly 

W h e n flans are slightly cooled, remove 
ramekins from baking dish. R u n knife around 
edge o f each ramekin lo release flans. Place 
dessert plate over each ramekin and invert. Serve 
warm or refrigerate and serve chi l led, cover ing 
with plastic wrap once flans are cooled. 

T o serve, spoon coulis around each flan. T o p 
with 1/2 cup m i x e d berries, i f desued.
