Resident-s within ilic souihwcsl 
scciion of the ciiy, relLshiiig their 
neighborhood environment, can 
rest at ea.se. 

Tlie planning conimi.s.sion rec­
ommended no changes to the 
Master Plan regarding that study 
area at their Dec. i2 meeting. 

"The residents of the southwest 
quadrant did a great job of com-
inunicating to ihe appropriate 
people whiit they wanted," said 

Planning Commission member 
Brian Burke. "Tlie mosi citizen 
input came from the southwest 
quadrant, (Ihey) wanted every­
thing left alone and that's exactly 
what happened." 

The souiliwest residential quad­
rant, which is primarily • from 
Beck io Napier roads, between 
Eight and 10 Mile roads, is cur­
rently among single-family zon-* 
ing caiegories. 

When the Ci iy began the 
Master Plan review, residents of 
those areas feared ihe plan would 
be amended to allow high-densi­
ty residential coupled wiih com­
mercial zoning. 

"There was not enough sub-
staiitial data to support commer-
ciaf development (in that firea) at 
this time," Burl«e said. 

The other two study areas 

under review for possible 
amendments to the Master Plan 
were ihe 12 Mile , Napier and 
Wixom roads area and ihe Novi 
Road and Interstate 96 inter­
change. 

Consulianis of Birchler Arroyo 
Associates Inc., who were con­
tracted by ihe City for the proj­
ect, provided two alternatives 
regarding land use for each of the 
three review areas. 

For ihe study area at 12 Mile 
and Napier' roads, the planning 
commission recommended to 
amend the current Master Plan 
and allow single-family residen­
tial at a density of 3.3 units per 
acre, an educational facility and 
comiTiuniiy commercial develop­
ment. 

There is currently a proposal 
for an all-girls Catholic high 

school and residential property in 
Ihal area. 

For the area at 1-96 and Novi 
Road, also known as "downtown 
wesi," the Planning Cominission 
recommended allowing office and 
light industrial uses. 

"What we're making room for 
is some G S T (Office Service 
Technology) in Ihat area," Burke 
said. "As the economy starts to 
turn, Ihat land becomes more 
valuable and that's the kind of 
business thai would enhance that 
area." 

The Planning Commission 
iidopled a resolution last week 
reg.Trding the Master Plan review 
and it will go before city council 
for adoption. 

"They adopted the resolution, 
which biisically directs the staff 
and ihe Master Plan and Zoning 

Commillee to prepare a final 
Masier Plan review, report and 
draft Master Plan amendment 
based on the alternatives ihey 
selected," said Barb McBeth, 
deputy community development 
director. 

Although senior housing was 
an alternative suggestion in both 
the southwest quadrant and ihe 
Novi Road and 1-96 area. Burke 
said he didn't feel those were the 
appropriate places for It. 

"I think that going forward, 
any time we look at a section for 
future use, we're going to see if 
senior housing is viable in ihal 
area."

Michigan voters will be the 
third in the nation to step to the 
polls for the presidential primary 
election in 2008, but their votes 
may' not count. 

In hopes of gaining more influ­
ence on the national process, 
Michigan legislators passed a law 
Sept. 5 moving ihe plate's joint 
presidential primary lo Jan. 15, 
making it the third stale to hold a 
primary, after Iowa and New 
Hamp.shire. 

"Our hopes are we get maxi­
mum participation," said Rep. 

Craig DeRoche (R-Novi). "Ideally, 
we wanted full slates. 
Unfortunately, that didn't happen." 

The four 2008 Democratic 
nominees are Hillary Clinton, 
Chris Dodd, Mike (travel and 
Dennis Kucinich. Additional 
nominees Joe Biden, John 
Edwards, B.irack Obama and B i l l 
Richardson have removed Uiem-
sclves from ihe Michigan primary 
ballot, cited throughout the media 
as calling the state's primary a 
"beauty contest" without the dele­
gate significance of the other 48 
primary elections. 

Democratic voters wil l also 
have Ihe option of voting for 

"Unconiinilted," as is suggested 
for those favoring Biden, 
Edwards, Obama or Richardson, 
or a "Write-in" candidate. 

"1 respect i l . I wish they didn't 
do it. It does send a bad signal for 
where Michigan is as a priority 
They want to win Iowa and New 
Hampshire. It doesn't send a 
strong signal," DeRoche said. 
"We want both parties to go 
through Michigan to gel to the 
oval office. Every Republican 
candidate has come to Michigan 
to speak." 

Tlie nine Republican nominees 
are Samuel Dale Brownback, 
Rudolph Giuliani , Mike 

Huckabec,

The date change violated party 
rules and, on Dec. I , the 
Democratic Niitional Committee 

Craig DeRoche 

penalized Michigan by banning 
the state's 156 delegates from par­
ticipating in next summer's presi­
dential nomination process. 

The only other stale io be simi­
larly punished was Florida, in 
August, when the slate moved its 
primary lo Jan. 29. 

"I don't think it ' l l affect much 
of anydiing. A l l of the nominees 
said they'd seat delegates. We' l l 
have delegates in August. (The 
exclusion) is not expecled to be 
enforced," DeRoche said, noting it 
would reflect pooriy on the candi­
dates during the presidential elec­
tion in November if tlIey were not 
to allow the voles of two stales as 

sizable as Michigan and Florida 
during the primary process. 

The Michigan law changing Ihe 
dale, listed as a one-time deal, 
will move the presidential pri-

. mary lo the fourth HIesday in 
February for future primary elec­
tions in presidential years.

We do 
train wllh llieni in a variety of sec-
narios. There's a hro:id varicly that 
Includes Ihiiigs iiiosi people mighl 
consider iniiior lo the catastrophic. 

We're prejiiircd for the situation, if 
need be.

W:ird, after all. wa.s liie architect of Icgishition that requires all 
Micliigan elections to he held on four specific dales a year. That way. 
so the re;isoiiing went, voters would know when lo go lo Ihe poiiing 
place and sneaky .school districts wouldn't he allowed to pull a f:tst 
one by setting up unpuhlicized elections for tax incre;tses. 

That line of reasoning was specious, al best. Nonetheless, the law 
forced .school districts in Michigan to move their iinnual elections lo 
comply with Ihe established election dales. 

Now comes the picsidenlial prim;iry. which Ihe Legislature 
scheduled in January, independent of the four dales (in Pebruary. 
May. August and November) that liKiny of them voted lo set in stone 
for elections. Once again, our lieroes in Lansing make l;iws that 
apply to others — but nol iheniselves. 

Tlie hypocrisy is troubling, but sniiill poUiloes tonip:ircd to the 
greater travesty of ihc primary. Taxpayers in this cash-strapped st:ite 
are being .so;iked .so lhal the Republican and Democratic parties can 
compile marketing lists from which lo barrage citizens with direct 
mail and telemarketing blii/cs. 

Tlie law establishing tliis prim:uy demands that voiers ;isk for either a 
Republican or IX'iiiocralic b:illol. llie voier's choice will he duly noted 
ill a book of records. I-A'CII though die primary is funded by hixpaycrs. tJie 
identity of the p;irty .scfccled by each voter will not Iw a public rcconJ. 

But it will not be private, cither. Th.it is because the law requires 
Ihe list of voters and their party choices to be turned over to the 
chairmen of ihe state Republican ;ind Democratic parties. They will 
be free to use that infornialion for favored c;indid;iles. a great ;idvan-
t:ige come election time. 

Unfortunately, it is no great surpri.se that our legislators act like 
p;irtisan hacks. But for :iwhile. it appeared lhat checks and bahmces 
would work as two lower courts took a look at this debacle and 
quickly dechired it unconstitutional. 

Then the state .Supreme Court ovefluriied those rulings, paving the 
way for the January primary. Amazingly, ilie m;ijority opinion was 
swayed hy three Republican-backed justices — CiilT Tayior. 
.Slepiien Marknian and Robert Young Jr. —- who say they strictly 
interpret the Michigan Con.stitution.

When the allies finally 

stopped the Germans in 
North Africa in November 
1942, it was welcome 
news after tliree years of 
almost unbroken defeats. 
British Prime Minister 
Winston Churchill put it in 
perspective, saying, "Now, 
this is not the end. It is not 
even the beginning of the 
end. But it is, perhaps, the 
end of the beginning." 

Turning to Michigan, 
and our own economic 
wars, I'd like to take the 
liberty to modify Churchill 
'to observe that 2008 might 
turn out to be the "begin­
ning of the beginning" of 
Michigan's slow march 
back from disaster. The 
issues are both economic 
and political. 

What's been going on 
hasn't been, as some 
claim, a "recession in one 
state." Instead it is the 
consequence of the 
wrenching transformation 
of our dominant industry, 
automobiles. 

The not-so-big three 
have been in transition, 
moving from an Inefficient 
and costly system in 
which management and 
labor protected each other 
from their own fallings to a 
smaller but far more effi­
cient and globally compet­
itive industry. 

According to Sean 
McAlinden, the numbers 
genius at the Ann-Arbor 
based Center for 
Automotive Research, 
Michigan auto employ­
ment saw a staggering 
decline of 43 percent from 
1999 to 2007. 

He forecasts small 
declllles in auto jobs for 
the next few years. But 
this time, it won't be due 
to' Michigan's economic 
woes. Instead, tliese job 
losses will come for the 
right reasons — as a result 
of rapidly increasing pro­
ductivity and cost reduc-

tions made possible by the 
new contracts with the 
United Auto Workers 
union. 

Joan Crary, the econom­
ics whiz who heads the 
economic forecaster at the 
University of Michigan, 
estimates that the state 
lost 76,000 jobs' during 
2007, with another drop of 
51,000 projected next 
year. But, she adds, "The 
rate of Job loss becomes 
progressively smaller as 
we make our way through 
2008, and by the spring of 
2009, job growth pokes 
above zero." 

She predicts a net job 
gain of 14,000 jobs in 
2009, mostly in service 
industries such as health 
care and education, 

These 'projections, of 
course, assume no nation­
al recession brought on by 
the subprime mortgage 
crunch, which has put 
southeastern Michigan 
near the top of the nation 
for home foreclosures in 
recent months. 

"If we get a recession, 
we're very vulnerable 
because we don't have 
any resources to take up 
the shock," says Tom 
Clay, the respected and 
now-retired research 
director for the Citizens 
Research Council of 
Michigan. 

Even without a reces­
sion. Clay says the state 
budget for the fiscal year 
that will end on Sept. 30, 
2008, will face (once 
again, thanks to the legis­
lature) a $500 million 
deficit, split roughly equal­

ly between the general 
fund and the school aid 
fund. 

Clay expects deteriorat­
ing home values to end 
consumers' recent habit of 
converting gains in home 
equity to TV sets and new 
gizmos. As a. result, he 
thinks "sales tax income to 
the state might suffer, say 
a $200 million drop." 

His two biggest wolries 
at the state level: Cash 
flow and political dead­
lock. 

"We had some trouble 
paying our bflls on time 
last year," said Clay, who 
helped oversee state budg­
ets for three decades. "And 
there's nothing about the 
new Michigan Business 
Tax and the new sur­
charge to that tax that 
make me believe there villi 
be any material Increase 
in cash flow." 

Michigan cannot under 
its constitution borrow 
any more than it has, so a 
cash shortage means 
delayed bill payments, 
which in turn means the 
state will put off paying 
school- districts and uni­
versities and local govern­
ments what they are 
expecting. 

What this means to me 
is that the chronic struc­
tural budget deficits that 
we've seen for the last sev­
eral years are certainly not 
going to go away because 
of what the legislature did 
with taxes this fall. Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm, per­
haps reflecting both 
fatigue and realism, said 
the other day that she 

wasn't about to go for any 
more tax increases. And 
you don't find many law­
makers in disagreement. 

So that leaves structural 
changes In the organiza­
tion and workings of state 
and local government, 
together with legacy costs 
of state employee pensions 
and health care. There are 
very large cost savings 
Involved here, but they are 
veiy unpopular, especially 
with state employee 
unions. The governor and 
legislature had a great 
chance to bundle them 
into a tax plan while they 
were working in crisis 
mode to save the state 
from going Into default. 

But they blew that 
opportunity. On the polit­
ical front, however, what 
gives me some sense of 
hope Is that legislators 1 
talk with are beginning to 
get fed up with looking 
like a bunch of ineffective 
nincompoops. Most of 
them are good people who 
wanted to go to Lansing to 
do the right thing. But 
they found themselves 
being chivvied by their 
respective party leaders to 
do a bunch of things that 
looked a lot more like 
scoring political points 
than governing a state. 

"It doesn't have to be like 
this!" said one legislator in 
exasperation. And if this 
feeling 'ever begins to 
spread through the ranks 
during the coming year, 
we just might have some 
real political change, and 
change for the better, in 
Lansing.
