COOLING OFF THE HORSE 

If the rider is smart, he will 
haVe Walked the horse long 
enough after- being worked— 
so that he does not haVe to 
cool the horse once he has 
dismounted. There are 
instances, however, when the 
horse may be too nervous to 
cool off With a rider on him. 

In any case, the horse must 
be cooled off before he is 
groomed and returned to his 
stall. There are several 
reasons for this: first of all, a 
horse could get very stiff and 
cramped if allowed to stand 
and cool; it could get quite a 
chill; or it could become 
foundered, a condition where 
the blood more or less settles 
in the feet, causing an 
expansion of sensitive tissues. 

Because the walls of the 
hooves are hard, they Will not 
expand and the horse will be 
in great pain from the 
resultant pressures. This 
condition could cause a 
chronic, if not permanent, 
disability. 

The horse should be at least 
breathing normaDy when he 
is brought into the bam to be 
untacked. If he is sweaty, the 
rider will untack him quickly , 
and rub him thoroughly With a 
towel. A cooler or similar 
absorbant-type blanket is put 
on the horse. The horse is 
then walked, with j 
intermittent sips of water, 
until he is cool between his, 
front legs. The cooler is 
removed and the horse is{ 
throughly groomed. 

If the weather is warm, the 
horse may be sponged with 
warm water to which a little 
vinegar or Veterinary 
absorbine has been added. 
The excess water is remoVed 
with a sweat scraper, a cooler 
is put on the horse, and the 
horse is walked until dry. If 
the Weather is quite Warm, 
the cooler may be remoVed 
after a few minutes and the 
horse may be walked until the 
excess moisture has 
evaporated. The horse may 
then graze as long as he is not 
in a chilling breeze. 

A horse that is warm 
because of humidity rather 
than internal heat may be 
sponged off or even hosed 
with cold water and allowed to 
graze until dry. In any case, 
the rider must use his own 
judgment. His concern is not 
allowing the horse to become 
chilled, not allowing him to

M i d d l e S c h o o l : 

N e w A p p r o a c h 

Novi's Middle School, now 
under construction and slated 
to open in the fall, will pro­
vide a transient stage of 
development and attempt to 
better serve the educational 
needs of children in the 
seventh through ninth grade 
age bracket, according to 
principal Robert Youngberg. 

The concept of elementary 
school is student oriented 
While that of high school is 
c u r r i c u l u m o r i en t ed , 
Youngberg stated. "It's 
hoped," .he said,"that the 
lifliddle school concept will be 
able to combine both these 
approaches in a technique 
that wil l better suit the 
physical, emotional and 
psychological development of 
the seventh through ninth 
grader." 

Ideally, said Youngberg, 
elementary school should '• 
range from kindergarten 
through sixth grade and the 
high school should handle lo 
through 12. "This centers on 
e^motional level more than the 
present K-5, 6-8 and 9-12 
breakup." 

Youngberg said that 
generally sixth graders have 
rlot sufficiently developed out 
of the elementary stage of the 
educational approach, and 
ninth graders have not quite 
reached the high school stage. 

"It is hoped," Youngberg 
said, "that new projects, and 
innovative teaching methods 
might be attempted which 
Would spark greater 
productivity in the student 
apd lay a more solid base for 
tegh school" 

Youngberg summarized the 
'basic purposes of the Middle 
School: 

To serve the educational 
needs of "in-between-agers;" 

To proviile optimum 
individuahty in curriculum 
and instruction; 

To plan, implement, 
evaluate and modify, in a 

continuing cur r icu lum 
development program, a 
curriculum which includes 
provision for: 

—a planned sequence of 
concepts in general education 
areas; 

—major emphasis on 
interests and skills for 
continued learning; 

—exploratory experiences 
and other activities in a 
balanced program directed 
t o w a r d p e r s o n a l 
development; 

—appropriate attention to 
development erf- values. 

According to Youngberg, 
team teaching is prevalent in 
the middle school program. 

"Each middle school 
student," he said, "is a 
member of an instructional 
group taught by a team of 
specialists representing 
language arts, social studies. 

math and science. Variations 
in teaching skills and roles, 
the use of special centers 
staffed by other speciahsts, 
and the coordination of 
professional and non-
professional staff are an 
integral part of the team 
teaching concept. 

"The middle school concept 
depends on freedom for 
innovation found in a new 
organization unshackled from 
the dominant traditional 
patterns of elementary school 
se l f -con ta inment and 
secondary - school depart­
mentalization," Youngberg 
said. 

"It's an opportunity to put 
the best of what is known into 
operation at a newly defined 
level that promises to 
strengthen the earlier and 
later years that children 
spend in school."

Gilbert Henderson was 
elected president of the Novi 
Board of Education by fellow 
trustees in a special meeting

Henderson was elected 4-3 
over fellow member La Verne 
DeWaard. 

His term of office will not 
begin until that of current 
Board President Bruce 
Simmons expires Monday. 

Henderson, a principle in 
the Farmington school 
system, was elected to a four 
year term in board elections 
held last month. 

He was elected to a three 
year term begun in 1968 when 
Novi switched to K-12 school 
district. 

Henderson's election came 

after Simmons officially 
announced he would not seek 
re-election. He mentioned 
calls he had received, which 
he labeled as "crank," that 
had accused him of 
"deserting" his childrea 

Simmons relied on his 
record of community service, 
particularly that as a little 
league coach and said that 
criticism should "knock one 
professionally and not 
personally." 

He was elected to tiie office 
of vice-president by a 4-3 vote. 

Others elected were Robert 
Wilkins, (4-3) as secretary 
and Sharon Pelchat, 
unanimously, to the post of 
tireasurer. 

N o v i C o u n c i l m e n 
unanimously ratified a two-
year police contract Tuesday 
night and set salaries for four 
officers not included in it. 

The conti-act, announced 
last week by negotiating 
teams from the city and tiie 
Novi Police Officers 
Association (NPOA) excluded 
four non-contracted positions: 
a uniformed and a detective 
sergeant, a detective 
lieutenant and the chief of 
police. 

These four fill supervisory 
capacity, according to C i ^ 
Manager George Atiias. and 
thus were excluded from the 
contract dealing with Various 
grades of patrolmen. 

The uniformed sergeant 
will receive $12,900, the 
detective sergeant $13,400, tiie 
detective lieutenant $13,800 
and the chief $14,200. 

Last year tiie detective 
sergeant received $10,900; tiie 
detective lieutenant, $12,300; 
and Uie chief of police, $13,000. 
Uniform sergeant. is a newly-
created position. 

Council adopted the salary 
recommendations from Athas 
in a split vote With 
disagreement over an 
accompanying 
recommendation to pay time-
and-one-half overtime .to_ tiie 
four.

tiie letter "h" and it is easily 
understood how the name 
changed tiirough an era When 
few people could read and 
fewer could write. 

The history of ths 
Wickhams in England began 
at tile time of tile Norman 
Conquest in 1066. The name 
prior to Anglicizing was most 

probably WalcheUn and it 
appears in tiie Domesday 
Book coriipiled by order of 
King William in 1086. At tiie 
time of tiie compiling, tiie 
name was changed to 

Wyckham. The history of 
Sommershire states ttiat Sir 
Robert Wyckham was 
knighted by Edward II at 
Bristol in 1327.

Arms in glass windows. The 
same arms are shown on the 
tomb of Rectar John 
Wickham of Rotiler field.

Legalized abortion, gun 
control and free drug 
counseling might be 
established. 

These were the areas given 
top priority by 504 young 
female legislators meeting to 
form their own government at 
Eastern Michigan University 
last month. They were 
participants in the 30th annual 
Girls State, sponsored by the 
American L ^ i o n Auxiliary. 

"It was a great experience 
and I'm very thankful to the 
Legion for sending me," 
exclaimed Northville's Karen 
Duguid upon her return. "We 
learned so much about city 
and county government which 
ordinarily you just don't hear 
too much about." 

Karen was one of five area 
girls who attended the we^s 
session from June 10 to June 
17. Others were Joey Frere, 
Roberta Day, Diane Horwath 
and Janet Warren. They are 
among a select group of local 
women who have attended 
Girls State since its inception 
in 1941. 

Upon their arr ival at 
Eastern each girl was 
assigned to a certain city and 
county, Karen explained. In 
all there were seven counties 
in Girls State with three cities 
of 24 girls in each county. 
Cities were designated by 
girls living on separate floors 
in a dormitory. 

From there the girls elected 
representatives and formed 
their own local governments. 
Karen served on the county 
board of supervisors as did 
Janet Warren. 

"We wanted to set up a free 
drug counseling service," 
Karen said, "but we changed 
to smoking to bring it down to 
the Giris State level." A 
.separate room was set aside 
where girls who smoked could 
come in and discuss their 
habit. 

On higher levels a state 
legislature considered 
abortion legalization and gun 
control laws. A state supreme 
court considered judicial 
cases including the attempted 
"assassination" of the 
governor. Girls were advised 
on the duties of theur positions 
throughout the week by 
graduate students and 
professors from the 
University of Michigan. 

On several occasions the 
girls heard speeches by 
different Michigan legislators 
including Ernest Browne 
from Detroit's common 
council. Other times they took 
breaks for refreshments and 
music in the Hideaway, set up 
especially for them. 

At the week's end separate 
awards were given to 
recipients voted upon by the 
girls. Roberta Day of 
Northville received an award 
for good citizenship from her 
county. 

In evaluating the unique 
experience Karen Duguid 
made two suggestions. Better

Their 
gardens reflect the feeling of 
old fashioned elegance which 
the Schuberts have tried to 
restore in their old home. 

"Our gardens are natural, 
sort of half wild like gardens 
used to be," Mrs. Schubert 
described. "Personally I 
never cared as much for 
formal gardens With stiff, 
neat rows of flowers." 

'And so it is that a person 
sitting in tiie back yard might 
easily imagine himself deep 
m tiie countryside. .Almost 
completely enclosed by ti-ees, 
one sees only a grassy chff 
dotted with wild flowers, 
leading down to- a seduded 
portion of the Rouge River. 
The only sounds are birds 
diitping'; the' babbfihg river 
and tiie occasional quack of 
wild ducks which hve on its 
banks. 

"Sitting down by the river 
you would never know you're 
in tiie center of Nortiiville," 
Schubert declares. 

From the backyard a series 
of circular steps wind down to 
tiie river, fashioned from 
cross-sections of ti-ee ti-unks. 
The steps circumvent to tiie 
right wild flowers and a 
vegetable garden, and an old 
fashioned weed garden on flie 
left. "I love to save some of 
tiie weeds, dry fliem and 
make winter flower 
bouquets," says Mrs. 
Schubert Included among her 
"weeds" are several types of 
tall flowering grasses and an 
abundance of Queen Anne's 
lace. 

Occasionally tiie Schuberts 
lose some of their • plants to 
wild animals, living along the 
river. "The groundhogs eat 
our cucumbers like com on 
the cob," laughs Mrs. 
Schubert. "There's also a 
family of raccoons living

somewhere down there." 
Wild ducks also seem to 

enjoy living behind the 
Schuberts. "There are about 
four hens nursing along the 
river bank," Schubert relates. 
"Every morning a choir of 
quacking ducks assemble 
outside the back door for 
breakfast We feed them with 
com we've bought, then tiiey 
sit on tiieir tails and slide back 
down the cliff to the river." 

In tiie front yard gardens, 
Mrs. Schubert has followed a 
color scheme of red, white, 
blue witil touches of gold. Of 
special interest is a double 
cylinder milk can, which has 
been painted wedgewood blue 
and filled witii wild red roses. 

The" can is nesfled among 
more roses. 

"We resurrected that old 
. can from tiie city dump," 
Schubert notes. 

In' other gardens Mrs. 
Schiibert has planted more 
red roses, amidst 
arrangements of white 
daisies, Easter and Lemon 
day lillies, vanishing blue 
bells and fragile blue 
delphinium. 

The unusually dry weather, 
coupled with recent winds 

and hard rains, has been hard 
on flowers tMs year, Mrs. 
Schubert feels. Many of ttle 
taller plants have been broken

Police Get $90,000 Grant 
A federal grant 

establishing a traffic division 
within the NorthVille City 
Police Department was 
approVed last week by the 
Office of Highway Safety 
Planning of Michigan. 

The tiiree-year grant giVes 
tiie department $29,900, or 50 
percent of tiie cost, to equip 
and operate the traffic 
division during the first year. 
It is estimated tiie grant will 
remain the same for Uie 
second and third years, 
totaling approximately 
$90,000. 

The traffic division Will 

concentrate on enforcement 
of traffic laws and prevention 
and investigation of 
accidents. Police Chief 
Samuel Elkins said in 
announcing tiie grant 

Sergeant Louis Westfall 
will be in charge of tiie new 
division, Elkins said, witii 
three officers trained and 
assigned to work with him. 
Two additional patrolman will 
be hired when the department 
is reorganized Elkins said, 
and one current pati-olman 
WUl be transferred to ttie 
(livision. 

Sergeant Westfall said he 
Will be meeting with 

representatives from the 
Office of Highway Safety 
Planning within tiie next two 
weeks to work out guidelines 
for establishment of the 
traffic division. 

"Within the new division 
of the department," the 
sergeant explained, "ti-affic 
service wi l l receive top 
priority over all otiier police 
matters, except in cases of 
emergency." 

Presentiy, traffic service 
is handled by tiie total police 
force and not singled out for 
specialized attention except 
as specific calls are received. 

Chief Elkins said the 

"pohce generalist" approach 
has been discarded due to tiie 
city's rapid growth in 
population and the resulting 
increase in traffic related 
problems. 

"The major goal of tiie 
traffic division," the chief 
explained, " w i l l be to 
maintain a low traffic 
accident rate and improve 
ti-affic flow in the face of 
increasing traffic volumes. 

"The grant will enable us 
to create a specially equipped 
and trained division so that 
top priority can be given to 
ti-affic," he said. 

Officers wi l l receive 

special b-aining in accident 
investigation, breathalyzer 
testing and traffic problem 
reporting from police 
academies . I n - s e r v i c e 
titiining in ti-affic control, 
tif-affic law enforcement and 
traffic pati-ol procedures will 
be giVen by tiie chief and 
division sergeant. 

Among equipment to be» 
purchased with funds from 
tiie grant are radar and radio 
units, ti-affic counters and 
microfilm readers.

Westfall said they hope to 
have the division operating by

E d w a r d M a c D o w e l l ' s 
"Second Piano Concerto" 
with the Court Orchesti-a on 
Tuesday eyening, July 13. 

The concert, which begins 
at 8:30 p.fn., will be under tiie 
baton of Wayne Dunlap, 
director/ of the Schoolcraft 

College Summer Music School 
and Festival. 

Tocco's first appearances in 
this country after last year's 
competition were also with 
the Schoolcraft Summer 
Music Festival. He has made 
a number of appearances in 
the area since tiien, including 
a recital on tiie University of 
Michigan ' s prestigious 
summer piano series at 
Rackham Auditorium in Ann 
Arbor, and recentiy witii tiie 
Detroit Symphony in the 
Save-Orchesti-a-Hall concert. 
This past year he has been 
Artist-in-Residence at the 

University of Wisconsin. 
This year's Festival at 

Schoolcraft focuses on 
American music, and there 
are some items of special 
interest on the series. 
Tuesday's concert opens With 
Henry Kimball Hadley's 
overture. "In Bohemia." 
Hadley Was one of America's 
leading composers in the 
early years of the present 
century, but has since 

(dropped into virtual oblivion. 
The piece, dedicated to 
Hadley's friend Victor 
Herbert was commissioned 
by the Bohemia Club of San 

Francisco in 1901. 
A most interesting event 

will be the performance of 
A a r o n C o p l a n d ' s 
".Appalachian Spring" in its 
original complete version for 
th i r t een i n s t r u m e n t s . 
Probably Copland's most 

famous work, the score was 
commissioned by the 
Elizabeth Sprague Coolidge 
Foundation and first 
performed at the Library of 
Congress in 1944 with Martha 
Graham and her Troupe. The 
orchestration calls for nine 
strings, three Winds and 
piano. 

P r e c e d i n g T o c c o ' s 
performance of the 
MacDowell concerto. Michael 
Stoune. guest artist from Ann 
Arbor, will perform Robert 
W. Jones' "Nocturne" for Alto 
Flute, Strings and 
Percussion. Jones is 
Composer-in-Residence at 
Schoolcraft College. Stoune, 
a doctoral student at the 
University of Michigan, gave 
the "Nocturne" its world 
premier with the Plymouth 
Symphony in January. 

The July 13 concert will be 
in the \Vaterman Campus 
Center on Schoolcraft College 

campus, which is located on 
Haggerty Road between Six 
and Seven Mile Roads in 
Livonia. Admission is $2 for 
adults and $1 for children. 

The Summer School 
Orchestra will present its first 
concert on Friday. July 16. 
That concert also beginning 
at 8:30 p.m.. will include 
Charles Ives' "Second 
Symphony."

-been a graduate teaching assistant 
and ins t ruc tor wh i l e e a rn ing his B A 
degree f rom the U n i v e r s i t y of 
M i c h i g a n ('64), h i s M A d ^ r e e f rom 
W a y n e State U n i v e r s i t y ('66), and 
his P h . D . f r o m W S U i n 1971. 

T h i s f a l l H a r o l d w i l l become D r . 
D u n c a n H a r t l e y , assistant professor 
of E n g l i s h l i t e ra tu re spec ia l i z ing i n 
Shakespeare , of W i l l i a m Pa t e r son 
U n i v e r s i t y i n Wayne , N e w Jersey . 

A t W a y n e State U n i v e r s i t y they 
c a l l h is d isser ta t ion the best ever 
submi t ted i n the depar tment of 
E n g l i s h . It was a 250-page study of 
Shakespeare 's " T h e T w o Gent lemen 
of V e r o n a " , w h i c h r equ i r ed one-and-
a-half years of r e ad ing a n d resea rch 
and s i x months of w r i t i n g .

B u t H a r o l d ' s s tudy disagrees 
and concludes that the so-cal led 
s tup id i ty i n the p l a y was intent ional 
a n d that " T h e T w o G e n t l e m e n " was 
r e a l l y sa t i re on cour t ly l i fe , a 
comedy . 

A s I chat ted wi th H a r o l d las t 
week, m y thoughts went back to the 
days when I ' d c a l l a t h is house 
where he wou ld often do w o r k for the 
newspaper i n h i s own d a r k r o o m . 

H a r o l d w o u l d n ' t a l w a y s be 
home. H e h a d Other things going 
besides h i s job a t T h e R e c o r d . H e 
went out for footbal l , p l ayed the tuba 
i n the band, h a d a photography 
business on the s ide, and w a s a n a v i d 
b i rdwa tche r .

Faulkner recommended 
obvious precautions: cancel 
paper and milk deliVeries, 
have a neighbor pick up mail, 
mow the laWn, perhaps park a 
car in the (IriveWay.

Faulkner said that 
burglaries can occur not only 
While a resident is on Vacation 
but While he's at the store, or 
in the backyard gardening. 

"The biggest single 
percentage among methods of 
entry, 20 percent," he said, 
''is through an unlocked door.

"Unless We haVe serial 
numbers, descriptions or 
make and model of the stolen 
merchandise, there's no way 
in the World We can trace it."

estimated at over $3 million. 
"The final SEV figure is 

less than We anticipated," 
Spear said, "and Will raise 
$75,000 less revenue than We 
estimated." 

Coupled With a state aid loss 
of $125,000 if the grandfather 
clause (guaranteeing a school 
district no less state aid per 
pupil than received the 
previous year) is totally cut, 
the budget exceeds the 
anticipated revenue by 
$200,000. 

The superintendent said 
"unless something happens, 
the school board will have to 
choose betWeen asking for 
more millage or curtailing the 
program by $200,000. 

He said the district should 
know the final state aid by 
late July or early August. But, 
should the district have to ask 

for more millage, a decision 
would also have to be made 
whether or no to set the 
election simultaneously With 
that of Schoolcraft College. 

(On September 13, 
Schoolcraft will seek voter 
approval to levy one-half mill 
for construction and one-half 
mill for operation.) 

"Two millage questions pit 
one against the other," Spear 
said, "and could result in the 
defeat of both requests." 

He noted the final decision 
on whether or not a millage 
increase is needed can only be 
made by the school board 
after the state aid formula is 
known. 

"We just have to wait and 
see what happens to the 
grandfather clause in 
Lansing," he concluded.

It was a weekend for 
celebration. 

The Fourth of July, l97l— 
the l96th anniversary of 
American Independence. 

It Was a time for parades, 
public barbecues, donkey 
baseball games and 
cascading firework displays 
illuminating nighttime skies 
with multi-color explosions. 

It hasn't always been like 
this. 

Instead of playing baseball 
on a donkey, a young man 
would shinny up a greased 
pole; instead of community 
barbecues, there were huge 
family reunions: instead of

jumping into the car and 
driving hundreds of miles to 
the cottage, there was a stroll 
through a nearby park or a 
picnic at a nearby lake. 

But the fireworks haven't 
changed. They've always 
been the trademark of July 
Fourth. 

While the commercial 
displays now in fashion may 
be more spectacular (and 
certainly, safer), they can't 
compare with the fun, frolic 
and confusion caused by the 
firecracker—throwers of the 
old days. 

Area residents remember 
Fourths a few decades ago 
when it was impossible to 
sleep past dawn for the noise 
of exploding fire-crackers. 

' ' E v e r y b o d y h a d 
fireworks." recalls Edmond 
Yerkes, of Northville. "My 
dad used to come back from 
Ohio with suitcases full of 
them. That was the place to go 
unless you wanted a special 
display, in which case you'd 
have to order it by mail." 

During the forties, 
according to Ruth Burkman, 
another NorthVille resident, 
you could see fireworks' 
displays held over the Detroit 
River from the hills along 
Haggerty Road. 

Other area residents recall 
massive family reunions in 
the twenties and thirties when 
relatives would come from all 
over the country to be in one 
place for one occasion. 

"People used to furnish 
their own amusement," said 
one long-time NorthVille 
resident. "There were picnics 
and barbecues in Cady's 
grove," (an apartment house

It was a day for patriotism, 
according to Yerkes, who 
remembers speeches 
delivered in the twenties from 
a bandstand at the 
intersection of Main and 
Center Streets in Northville. 

If private gatherings, and 
parade-less fourths were the 
norm in Northville, they 

eren't the rule elsewhere 
ttested by an excerpt from 
• e Brighton Argus of July 4, 

11899: 
I "Every th ing worked 

Itogether this year to make the 
-iFourth in Brighton a grand 
'^uccess. The weather was all 
^hat could be asked for, in 
jJfact, an ideal day for this 

occasion. At an early hour the 
people, whole families, began 
to gather on the streets, and 
between nine and ten o'clock 
the bicycle parade started 
from the Western House. 

"Although it was not a very 
large parade, it contained 
some of the prettiest and most 
profusely decorated wheels it 
has ever been our lot to 
witness. 

"After marching through 
town the parade was led to the 
fairgrounds by the City 
Peerless band. Here the one-
mile bicycle race, and the 
Howell vs. Brighton ball game 
occurred in the forenoon. 

"After the dinner hour the 
two bicycle races and horse 
race took place. 

"The ball game between 
Hamburg and another 
Brighton team was a surprise 
to many, resulting in a score 
of 14 to 2 in favor of the 
former. The Hamburg boys 
gave conclusive evidence that 
they know how to handle a 
ball. Several pretty double 
plays were made. 

"Immediately after the 
game the crowd was invited 
downtown where the program 
of side sports was carried out. 
The side sports were a bicycle 
race on Main Street, a 
baseball throwing contest, the 
slow bicycle race, standing 
broad jump, the hop, step and 
jump, the putting a shot, the 
tub race, the greased pole, tug 
of war and the fat man's 

,race." 
' A 1935 edition x)f The South 
Lyon ^Herald "*aescribes a 
Sakm- Fourth of July 
celebration as "another grand 
success." 

The paper tells of "a 
dandy" parade with first and 
second place prizes for the 
best decorated float, the best 
saddle horse and riding 
costume, the most comic 
entry, and the best Shetland 
pony. 

Those without lunches, 
according to The Herald, 
"enjoyed a scrumptuous 
dinner served by the Ladies 
Aid Society in the basement of 
the Federated Church." 

A baby show Was "one of 
the biggest events of the day," 
as aWards Were giVen to the 
most popular baby, the 
healthiest, the one With the 
bluest or the darkest eyes, 
lightest, curliest or darkest 
hair, and the baldest head. 

WheelbarroW, leap frog, 
obstacle, peanut, balloon, 
three-legged and flag races, 
as Well as contest in pie-
eating, husband-calling, coW-
calling, slipper throWing and 
boys running jump 
highlighted an afternoon of 
sports action that Was capped 
by a ball game betWeen single 
and married mrn in Which 
"the married mei: proved 7 to 
11 that the bachelors Were the 
better." 

There's a little of the old-
time Fourths still left in the 
modem-day celebrations. 

The patriotic speeches are 
gone; but the patriotism 
remains. The modem patriot 
is more critical, but no less 
loyal to Old Glory because he 
demands that it become eVen 
better. 

The reunions are gone; but 
the ease of modern-day travel 
may be responsible for that. 
Relatives get together more 
often now and don't have to 
plan once-a-year reunions. 

There may be fewer fire-
cracker accidents, but the 
self-destruction on the 
highWays has more than 
compensated for that 
statistic. 

T h e r e ' s s o m e t h i n g 
nostalgic about the Fourth of 
July. EVery father and 
mother can remember the fun 
they had on the Fourths With 
their mothers and fathers. 

So they take their children. 
They may think it "isn't the 
same fun it Was When We Were 
youngsters". 

But that's What their 
youngsters Will be telling 
their youngsters in the 
decades of the future. 

So maybe the Fourths of 
July haven't changed that 
much. 

Maybe it is just people Who 
change.

Repor t ed ly , these m e n 
had a b ias agains t the w a r a n d fur thermore , 
because of the o rde red secrecy of the study, 
n e i t h e r t he S t a t e D e p a r t m e n t n o r h i g h 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n off ic ia ls who h a d a h a n d i n the 
war were consulted. 

T h i s i sn ' t to s ay that L y n d o n Jo lmson , the 
P r e s i d e n t , i s v ind i ca t ed , nor that the Pen t agon 
P a p e r s shou ld be d i s r ega rded as insubs tant ia l 
records of l i t t l e consequence, for they def in i te ly 
do t r ace our i nc reas ing invo lvement i n a 
hopeless w a r . 

B u t wha t one m u s t r e m e m b e r , a l though he 
w o u l d l i k e to find a scapegoat, is that the 
Pen t agon P a p e r s a r e jus t p a r t of the to ta l r e c o r d 
or picture. A n d not u n t i l a l l the assessments have 
been m a d e a n d the records a re i m p r i n t e d i n 
h i s t o i d w i l l the t rut t i , or a c loser f a c s i m i l e 
thereof, be known .

In June 23-24 paper we 
printed an article on proper 
stock seat equitation. Due to a 
mbc-up, only half of this 
article was printed and that 
was the rules for the 
American Horse Show 
Association. There is, 
however, another set of rules 
that a horse and rider may be 
showing under, that of the 
American Quarterhorse 
Association. These rules 
state: 

YOUTH 
ACTIVITIES 

Paragraph 559. Hands: 
Both hands and arms shall be 
held in a relaxed easy manner 
with the upper arms to be in a 
straight linewith body, the one 
holding reins bent at elbow. 
Free hand will be partially 
closed and held near the belt 
with elbow bent causing the 
hand to be near but not 
against the body in front of the 
right side; however, when 
using a romal the rider's off 
hand shall be around the 
romal with at least 16 inches 
of slack. 

Some movement of the arm 
permissible, but excessive 
pumping will be penalized. 
Hands to be around reins. 
Fingers betWeen reins are 
permitted When using split 
reins but not with romal. 
Reins are to be carried 
immediately above or slightly 
in front of the saddle horn. 
Only one hand is to be used for 
reining and hand shall not be 
changed. Reins should be 
carried so as to have light 
contact With the horse's 
mouth and at no time shall 
reins be carried more than a 
slight hand movement from 
the horse's mouth.

Over 1,675,092 persons 

v i s i t e d H u r o n - C l i n t o n 
Metropolitan Authority parks 
in June of l97l, compared to 
l.525.100 for the comparable 
month of 1970. Hot, dry and 
sunny weather most of the 
month plus a heat wave the 
final week of June helped 
increase attendance at all 
Authority parks. 

Stony Creek Metropolitan 
Park near Utica had a record 
442,300 visitors last month, 
which surpassed the previous 
high of 436,100 set in June of 
1970. 

Metropolitan Beach along 
Lake St. Clair near Mt. 
Clemens had 415,980 visitors 
last month, which exceeded 
the previous high of 398,000 set 
in June of 1966. Last year's 
attendance figure for June 
was 371,500 Visitors. 

Kensington Metropolitan 
Park near Milford had 421,000

Councilman ElWood Grubb, 
and CouncilWoman Mary 
Parvu objected. 

"I think our planners knoW 
What they're doing," Grubb 
said. "I think We've got a good 
board and we ought to give 
them a crack at this project." 

The measure passed after 
Councilman Mettala pointed 
out that the suggestion to 
enlist Vilicari and I^man had 
come from the planning 
commission. 

In other business Tuesday 
night councilmen: 

Rezoned, in a public 
hearing, a parcel of land 

owned by Jack Lakner, at 
47000 West Road betWeen 
Beck and the C&O railroad 
track, from single family 
residential to light 
manufacturing. 

C o u n c i l m e n w e r e 
linanimoiis and there was no 
discussion by the public. 

Granted $2,500 to Walled 
Lake's Alcohol and Drug 
Education program, (ADE). 

Originally from Southfield 
the ADE program has been 
working in Walled Lake for 
eight months. Its main 
function, according to 
r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s Who 
appeared before councilmen, 
is counseling and giving 
advice to current and 
potential drug users. 

The program lists among its 
other contributers. Walled 
Lake and Wolverine, each for 
$2,500 ^and Commerce for 
$5,000. 

The group may get 
additional funding from 
Oakland County, according to 
Willis. 

-Adopted a bid of $1,885 for 
the construction of additional 
office space in the police 
department from Paul Profit 
Construction of Walled Lake. 

Two other bids submitted 

ran between $3,900 and $4,500. 
—Listened to Willis as he 

announced that the city and 
the police department had 
reached an impasse in their 
contract talks aild. that a 
cumpulsive arbitrator wpuld 
probably be reqilested. 

Main point of contention, 
Willis said, was the 
departments request for 
$11,400 top salaiy.'nle city's 
offer Willis said had been 
$10,600. 

—Supported opposition 
from the City of Berkely to 
Oakland County's proposed 
construction of a new sports 
stadium. 

" A much as I'm for sports," 
said Councilman Robert 
Dingeldey, "I don't think the 
county Should be spending 
that kind of money." 

—Combined the diities of 
the health officer and the 
building official. 

"Many times," Willis said, 
"one has to approve the 
others activities." 

—Appointed Councilman 
Dingeldey as representative 
to the annual meeting of the 
Michigan Municipal League 
on Maddnac Island 
September 24.

. "We've sold over our total 
capacity," he said, "but at the 
present time we're actually 
using less than 35-percent of 
'that capacity. 

' ''There are taps we've 
committed," .Athas added, 
''which won't actually be in 
the ground for some time, but 
what the difficulty and what 
worries the council, is that 
someday Novi may wake up 
•and find that everyone wants 
to use their taps at once." 

Discussion on the matter 
came before councilmen in a 
study meeting Monday night 
during Which they also 
considered:

share with Northville the price 
of construction and 
maintenance of the county 
facility which, if built as 
proposed, would draw 
assessments from residents 
southeast of a point along 
Beck Road and on-half mile 
North of Eight Mile. 

• Councilmen Raymond 
Evans and Donald Young 
contended that recent and 
unwise building in Northville 
bad caused a flooding 
^ b f i e m which the Randolph 
'Drain was expected to handle 
for Northville citizens only. 

According to Young, "Novi 
is still dumping as much 
water as it did 10 to 20 years 
ago." 

Athas was directed to set up 
a meeting with Northville 
officials to discuss the matter. 

. . .Riparian Rights along 
Walled Lake. Herbert Farah, 
local citizen and fireman, 
informed councilmen that 
there were three types of laws 
governing fill of shore line and 
that before an ordinance was 
drafted or procedure set up, 
they should familiarize 
themselves with each. 

The matter came up with 
two petitions to fill along the 
shore line. 

Council ordered a legal 
opinion on the city's position 
from City Attorney Howard 
Bond.

October Decision 
Set on Petition 

A controversial annexation petition 
submitted to the state boundaries commission 
by the City of Novi isn't expected to be 
decided until October. 

James S. Hyde, executive secretary of the 
commission, said as much last week 
Wednesday during the preliminary public 
hearing at Lansing. According to the state 
official, the decision is to foUow a public 
hearing here in NoVi in October. 

At last week's hearing attorney and 
representatives of both the city. Which seeks 
to annex a large portion of Novi Township, 
and the township presented their cases. 

Specifically, eight of the nine parcels of 
township land—all but that part of Brookland 
Farms subdivision located in the township-
are sought by the city. 

Township Attorney Emery Jacques and 
Township Clerk Boyd Armstrong represented 
the township last week, arguing that those 
township lands included in the annexation 
petition now are adequately protected by fire 

and policemen. 
Novi city firemen currently answer fire 

calls in the township, at $200 per call, under a 
contract with the city. Furthermore, 
township citizens are protected by the 
Michigan State Police, and Oakland County 
Sheriffs, who can answer a call in a "few 
minutes", township officials said. 

City officials contend that this police 
protection is overlapped by city police patrols 
as part of city policemen's regular beats-
even though the city is not presently paid for 
this township service. 

Township argument that its zoning is being 
made compatable with adjacent city property 
is refuted by the city. 

George Athas, chairman of the city's 
planning board for two years and now the 
Novi city manager, insisted last week that he 
has never observed any "evidence that 
township planners have made such an 
attempt"

In another attempt to 
secure needed millage, the 
Walled Lake School Board has 
announced a special election 
to be held on August 17. 

The first election regarding 
the millage was held on April 
29 at which time voters turned 
down a combined six mill 
package. 

A second try was made on 
June 21 when voters approved 
a split bill, approving a four-
mill renewal proposition but 
turning down a two-mill 
additional. 

The school board claimed 
the four-mill renewal was 
necessary to continue the 
level of education now being 
offered the children in the 
system but cuts would have to 
be made should the additional 
two mills fail to pass. 

Before putting into effect 
the cuts necessary since the 

I two mill proposal did not 
pass, the school board decided 
to once again put the issue 
before the taxpayers. 

Listed in a five-page 
bulletin supporting the need 
for the additional $400,000 
gained from a two mill levy 
are; $14,500 to provide 
adequate transportation for 
special education children 
who are now being served 
erratically or not at all; $3,500 
for continuing educational 
field trips; and $2,000 for the 
purchase of custodial 
equipment and tools. 

Also, $3,000 for teacher 
conferences; $18,000 for new 
and replacement books in 
school libraries; and $8,000 
for employment of parents to 
replace teachers as 
playground supervisors. 
$1,000 is needed to provide 
substitute teachers to release 

regular teachers for 
participation in in-service 
training programs; $216,000 to 
employ 24 additional teachers 
to cover mounting 
enrollment; and $12,000 to 
provide a separate ninth 
grade athletic program. 

Further listings include; 
$3,000 to employ swimming 

coaches for both b()ys and 
girls at the senior high level; 
$10,000 to reinstate the 
summer school program; 
$8,000 for a complete offering 
of adult education and 
community school classes; 
and $70,000 for capital outlay 
items which include audio-
visual equipment, band 
ins t rument s , s c i ence 
equipment among other 
things. 

Lastly, $12,000 is needed to 
reinstate full administrative -
services and $20,000 for a 
meaningful drug education 
program.

Novi Board of Education 
meeting this past Monday was 
postponed until next Monday 
because of the absence of four 
of the seven members. 

Three members are 
vacationing and a fourth 
newly elected William 
Ziegler, reportedly had a 
minor "setback" in 
recuperating from a heart 
attack suffered several weeks 
ago. He was slated to enter 
the hospital Tuesday for a 
brief period, fellow members 
learned. 

Vacationing are Board 
President Gilbert Henderson, 
and trustees LaVerne 
DeWaard and Robert Wilkins. 

While remaining members 
were unable to transact any 
business this week because of 
the lack of a quorum, they 
nevertheless heard a report 
from Superintendent Thomas 
Dale on the school census and. 
housing construction. 

According to Dale, the 
recently completed census 
shows a total of 2,084 school 
age children living in the 
school district School age is 
defined as anyone ages 5 to 19. 

Thus, according to the 
superintendent, it includes' 

children who may not in fact 
be in school because they may 
have quit, graduated, etc. He 
estimates that of the 2,084 
children, 1,927 will be enrolled 
in the fall. 

In figuring the 1971-72 
budget, school officials had 
estimated a total fall 
enrollment i of 1,942-15 
more than the census now 
indicates. 

The census also showed a 
total of 636 children through 
the age of 4 in the school 
district This compares to 612 
in 1970 and 502 in 1969. 

In the 5-19 bracket, the 1970 
census showed 1,956 in the 
district (there were 1,809 in 
school), and the 1969 census 
showed 1,772. 

A census of housing 
construction. Dale said, 
showed the folloWing: 

Partially completed-84 this 
year, 62 last year; newly 
completed, 32 this year and 32 
last year; old, not inhabited, 
36 this year and 31 last year; 
basements in only, 81 this 
year. No similar census on 
basements was taken last 
year. Dale explained.
