A collection of five hospital
groups have challenged the con-
stitutionality of a cotroversial
state law that would allow three
Delroit hospitals to transfcr up 1o
600 beds to west Qakland County,
including 200 to Providence
Hospital and Medical Center's
Novi campus.

June 10 the state’s Certificate of
Need (CON) commission, acting
on the advice of the state Attorney
General's office, opted not 1o
vate on whether or zol lo block
plans by St. John's Health System
(Providence’s owner), Henry Ford
Health Systems and the Detroil
Medical Centers (DMC) to each
move 200 hospital beds from sites
in. Detroit 0 Novi, West
Bloomficld and  Commerce
Township respectively.

Depanment of Health June 16
ouilining their plans 1o move beds
1o West Bloomfield, attorneys

Members of the Novi Planning
Commission approved a prelimi-
nary sfie plan for die bank branch at
its May 28 meeting.

The bank is preposing a 6,000~
square-foot, single-story building
with six drive-through transaction
stations on the 2.5-acre site.

Sevoral members of the commis-
sion cxpressed concern over (he
number of parking spaces provided
in the plan which is in excess of
ordinance requiremenis,

‘The pirn calls for 93 spaces and
only 40 are required. TCF Bank
officiuls, however, wani to provide

the additional 53 parking spaces lor
the expected future development
wwithin the Westmarkel Square shop-
ping center.

“The preblem is that if nothing is
built north of the bank we're stuck
with a sea of asphall,” Antonia
Nagy, planning commission chalr,
said.

There was also concern expressed
ghout the configurution of the build-
ing and the number of barrier-frec or
handicapped parking spaces, which
does not meet code requirements.
The code requirements are based on
the number of parking spaces pro-
posed in the arza of construction.

TCF Bank officials, however, said
the number of handicupped parking
spaces provided for the entire devel-
opment is more than the number of
barrier {ice spaces required.

A five-foot-wide pedestrian safe-
ty path wili alsc be constructed
along the west side of Beck Road.
This is required by the city's Bicycle
and Pedestrian Master Plan scetion
of the Muster Plan for Land Use.

The front of the bank will face I-
96 and southbound traffic on Beck
Road, according to Czekaj, with the
drive-through lanes facing the sooth
side of the building on Grand River
Avenve,

Planning commission member

Lynne Paul said she was disappoint-
with the amount of parking being

proposed bullding is backwards and
the front of it neceds to face Grund
River Avenue.

"I'm_concemed because the
intent of the master plan is to devel-
op bwo buildings north of this area,
and the proposed configuration may
imerfere with this construction.”
Paul said.

“L hive a concemn with traffic in
this area,” Nagy said.

“From a safely standpoin, it
seems it would be better to redirect
lhe drivethrough 1o the north and
have the building moved to the
south,” Pav said.

Comumission members, however,
decided to approve the bank's plans
tohave the front of the building face
[-96. Czekaj noted that extensive
landscaping will be donc on the
sauth side of the builling, increas-
ing the attractiveness of the propery
on the Grand River Avenue side,

“In fact, we exceeded the land-
scape requirements for the City of
Novi' Czack said. “After ralking
with city consultants, who are con-
sidering a new landscaping ordi-
nance, we were sensifive 10 the pro-
posed new requirements”

The advantage of Meldite, said
Kimherly, is that while it “rivals
steel for strenpth and stiffness,”
its specific gravity is Jow encugh
that it floats in water. He added
the material can be screwed,
plued and clamped, just like
wood.

Kimberly and partner David
Demarest” originally  started
developing the material for use in
a golf club driver head in 1997
From there their company devel-
oped pieces to replace stecl rein
forcement bars in a plastic cargo
pallets, The advantage in that
application, said Kimberly, is
that unlike stes] the Moldite bars
spring back into shape when
struck by material handling
equipment.

Another advantage of Moldite,
said Demarest, is that a trailer
made of steel that would weigh
2,000 would weigh only 400
pounds if made of Moldite.

Passing the government’s NIJ
tests for armor pancls, “is only
the  beginning,” said Tom
Clinton, the company's CEO. He
said the company is working
with Integrated Concepts &
Research Corporation to develop
a wide variety of military and
civiltan applications for the
rraterial,

Demarcst noted Moldite could
be used to make bridge deck pan-
cls that weigh 40 pounds; pér
square fool’ as
Portland cement that tips the
scales at 120 pounds per square
feot.

Kimberly added the material
could be used 1o make instant

Three, to help absorption of waler in our
waodlands which slows the rain fall before
entering our streams, This process also helps
us keep our drinking water a Tittle cleaner.

In Tesponse,
Secretary of Ste
Terri Land, Rep.

Ward is a former
townsiip clerk, se he knows what
he’s talking aboul when he speaks

about the “{rustralion™ of voters not
knowing when clections will be held.
Their argumenis are relatively
straightlorward, Consolidating clec-
lions onto certain dates overall saves
mongy. Michigan has 355 K-12
school districts and
57 intermediate
(county-wide} dis-
tricts. They pro-
duce a lot of elec-
tions, on the aver-
ape 600 per year
around the stae.
And each clection
is cxpensive. It
costs the ¢ity of
Farmington Hills,
for instance,
$30,000 te run a
schoo] election.
Moreover, con-
centraing  educa-
tion electiens into
cenain specified dates reduces voter
confusion nnd apathy amd, hopeful-
ly, increases wmout. Shrewd schooi
falks — board members, superin-
tendents, prineipals, PTO's, teacher
unions, whatever — have more than
once conspired o schedule elections
attimes when o low tumout makes it
possible for o dedicated minorily to
pass things like bond issucs, More
than once, I've heard a school supei-
intendent argue, “We certainly don't

wanl all those people voting in our
clection!”

S0 on the surface consolidating
clections into specified dates seems
like: a no-brainer, Who can possibly
argue against sornething that brings
wider democratic participation? But
before the legislature lurches into
action, T'd like to add a couple of
thoughts.

First, be careful about November.
Qur November ballot in Michigan is
whit the political scientisis call a
“hed sheet baliol,” which means the
number of races and propositions on
it makes the ballot paper look as long
as a bed sheel, President, U.S, Senate
and House; governor, slafc senate
and house; local mayors and city
councils, judges, be they local or
statewide; and various state and local
propositions, With all this sl on the
November ballat, it's easy for school
matters to get Jost in the shuflle.

Warse, voters ire not going to gel
a lot of news coverage and editorial
guidance in November elections,
Responsible home town newspapers
such as this one spend a lot of time
covering ul kinds of ruces and inter-
viewing all the various local candi-
dates. But time is not endless and
space in the newspuper is limited,
Adding school elections to the
already-crowded November ballol
can only worsen the crunch of trying

(o provide solid coverape for impor-
tanl local mces.

A better ahemative would be to
lump together all education races
{nto one single cducation election.
Volers could select members of
local school boards, community col-
leae boards and governing board
members of the U-M, MSU and
WSU. Conlronted with an cnlire
clection dealing with matters educa-
tional, the news medin would actual-
Iy be obliged to cover the races, 1O
question candidutes, evaluate quali-
ficalions and question policy and
positions.  “Name™  candidates
would pet less of a leg up. Citizens
would have a chance {o think about
the totality of education policy and
practice in Michigan — the biggest
single itern in the state's budget.

Interestingly, this is exactly what
we did in Michigan prior to the
udoplion of the 1963 Constitulion,
Back then, education races were
clustered into ene spring clection
held in odd-numbered years. I've
never  understood  why  the
Constitttional Convention  over-
turned such a sensible system.

My second thoughts about con-
solidating clections arc, regreitably,
“mutvally exclusive and jointly
cxhaustive,” as my old philosophy
tutor used to say.

Sure, doing semething tincrease

voter lumout 18 as American a8
apple ple. High wmoul is the best
way 1o prevent a sinall, highly moti-
vated minorily from dominating
public policy, whether that minority
be members of the teacher unions
pushing for more money Lo g6 into
scheels or right wing bigols trying
to subolage education policy,

Bul the obvicus follow up ques-
tion is: [n a higher tumout election
what kind of voter is likely to be
turtied out? Do we really want peo-
ple who have ne interest or knowl-
edge in education (o be voting in
draves? What kind of voting deci-
sion is e marginad (and likely unin-
formed) voler likely 10 make?

In other words, is increased voter
participation acually likely 10
improve our democracy? This is a
problem that hus been debated far,
literally, conturies. And 1.have o
confess that as I get older and
grumpier, I'm beginning to think
that mere democratic participation is
not necessarily the best salution for
all of our sacial and politicat ilis.

Boating safely
serves everyone

Many may nol know that water
safety is onz of the large responsi-
bilities of u sheriff, With 450 plus
navigeble lakes in Oakland County
alone, you can see this is often o
daunting task. With the summer
here, let's work together to make it
safe and fun.

Please uke some time lo check
all the safety equipment on your
vessel. Make sure that if your boat is
required to have a fire extinguisher,
you inspect it. Most extinguishers
have a neadle type gauge. The nee-
dle should be pointing in the green

or good area. Also, make sure the

extinguisher is Coast Guard
Approved. The materials used 10
assemble the Coast Guard spproved
extingnishers are different from the
type you may have in your home.

Life preservers also need particu-
lar attention. Approximately 90 per-
cent of all boating falaliies are
drownings, When a person becomes
wncorsious or suffers injurtes that
preventl them from keeping them-
selves affoat, they can soon become
a vicim, Check the life preservers
for mildew and rotting. Being in the
boat all winter often subjects them-
10 great humidity. .

Life preservers must be Coust
Guard upproved s well. There are a
number of iterns on the market that
are not Coast Guard approved.
Items such as ski-belts, inflatable

swim rafts and water toys are not

approved. Look at the preservers to
make sure they are the nppropriate
sizes for the people who will be
using them. The preservers may
have been purchased when the chil-
dren were younger, and now they
have outgrown them. Do you have
enough preservers? At the very min-
imum, each perscn on board a
watercraft must have ong, I 2 boat is
over 16 feet in Jength, u wearable
lite jackel is required for each per-
son en board plus one thrownble life
preserver. All children under six

must wear a life preserver on any
Michigan waterway? These are just
a faw of the requirements required
by law,

Also, the skipper needs (o sharp-
en his or her boat bandling abilities.
Among the duties is to be responsi-
ble and knowledgeable about the
netal driving of the boal, and
knowledgeable about the equipment
items necded to make the outing
safe and enjoyable, The Oakland
County Sheriff's Office Marine
Division, in conjiinction with many
communities, offers the Michigan
Safe Boating Course. The conrse is
designed 10 teach all the boating
reqairements a skipper nesds to
operate safely and within the lawon

our inland and Great Lakes. Youlh .

between ages 12 ond 16 need a
Boating Safety Centificate o operate
a boat. Additionally, anyone bom
afier Dec. 31, 1978 is required to
have a Boating Certificate to operale
personal watercrall,

Next, a remendous but cfien over
looked piece of information, is the
[leat plan, Similas to a pilol’s flight
plan, the floal plan is information
about 1 person's boating trip, Many
times people have been lost al sea
for several days 10 weeks wilhout
anyone being aware they were miss-
ing. Hopefully, a well-drafied float
plan will never be used, but if your
boat capsizes, swamps or you get
lost ot the water; a float plan proves
itself invaluable. Not only is it
irgponant to your well being, it
helps the rescue people find you
quickly and safely and limits their
chances of belng put in harms way.

So how do you "file” a float plun?
Tont plans are not fled with any res-
cue organization, But, when a per-
son is deemed missing, the fioal
plan can be filed with the United
States Coast Guard or any local
agency allempting to locate the
missing person. The Enfarmation
provided to the rescue agency can
help them Jocate the missing person
or persons mote guickly and accu-
ralcly. Actually, the flout plan should
be "filed" with a responsible person.

A person who can fax, E-mail or
call the correct information into the
local Tescuing agency when it is
realized 2 person or people are milss-
ing.
Many ilems could and should be
included in your float plun, Names,
ages, telephone numbers and
addresses of each boal occupant are
very important. The boat make,
model, color, rmgistration number
{(MC number) and boat nume. Also,
include a mapped route of your rip,
inctoding the hormeport ind where
your trip will terminate, Equipment
should also be listed (ie., lifc pre-
server types, fire extinguishers, vhl
radios, fares, first mid kit, GPS,
radar, etc.), You may also want to list
any emergency watee and food you
may have onboord. ‘
Now cne might say all this is
common sense for Great Lakes
boaters. However, what about the
inland lakes? Many times boats arc
teken out without anyane's knowl-
edge, Maybe someone wanis 1o Take
the boat out for some rest and relax-
ation. 1L is times lke these, i an
accident occurs (ie., capsizing,
swamping of collision} no one
would know where you were
Rescuers may spend valuable time
checking 1o s¢e if they amived home
or may be places other than on the
water. Rescuers could also waste &
great deal of critical time irying to
determine whers a mnissing person
was headed. Alse, knowing whe or
how many were in the boat belps
rescuers delermine the method of
rescue that is muost suitable.

Many parents already require
“float plans” before their child
leaves the house everyday (ic.,
where they are going, what time will
you be home, who are you going (¢
be with, whal is their phone number,
ate.) So why not let somecne know
where you ure going and when you
will be back. Please, file 2 fleat plan
with someong; it may hclp save
your life!

Pramotienal products are an industry
unto thermselves, with last year's U.8.
sales reaching nearly $17 billion.

‘The marketing technique of plaster-
ing your business's namie and logo on a
pen or coffee mug is nol just a practice
reserved for large corporations with
huge promotional budgets, Small- and
medium-size  businesses  have
embraced it with a fervor of theic own.

The reason? Tt gets the firm's name
out there cach time someone uses a T-
shirt or mouse pad emblazoned with
the company logo.

“Today it's probably more popular
than it’s ever been,” says Randy Klug,

owner of Proforma Ameribiz, a
Tucson, Ariz., (ranchise distributor of
promationat products. “Everybody
wants to keep their name in fronl of
their prospects as much as passible.”

In addition to clothing items with a
company’s name or logo, hat products
inclode siress balls, screen cieaners,
mouse pads and other desk items. But
don't discount the tried and true calen-
dar — industry professionals say 80
percent of clients who dse a particular
business calendar eventually witl buy
fromn that cotnpany.

“It's common knowledge that calen-
dars hold the greatest response raie of
any ad specialty-type item,” Klug says.

That may answer the skeptics who
wonder if promotional items really

work, It depends on your goal and
what you're measuring, cxpers say.
Calendurs notwithstanding. it's rare
for a customer to eall because he or
she saw the business mame and logo
on a pen or colfee mug.

But wilh s0 many consumnet choic-
ey, repeated exposore may eventually
result in asale. proponcats say.

Finding love in
workplace can
create dilemma

Dating services, pholography classes and
singles bars are 21l places where people can
mect their potential soul mate.

But the most likely place to meel someene,
conventicral wisdom goes, is at work.

That may be the case a¢ large businesses,
where every floor and department holds a
potential match or two. But i’s not s0 com-
mon at small businesses where it's tough te
conceal a workplace romance — and even
tougher to work together if the fire cools.

A recent QuickBooks Senall Business sur-
vey found that just 12 percent of smali-busi-
ness owners and managers had ever dated an
employee.

More than 1wo-thirds szid it would be eth-
jcally wrong to do so. And 58 percent said
they would never date a customer.

“[t's always a very delicate thing mixing
business and romance,” said MJ Jensen, who
owns her own marketing and promotions
firen in Tuscon, Atiz,

She learnect her lesson early in her career
when she dated a co-worker. T never fel¢ it
worked out,” she said. “Usually somecne
gets hurt, and the relationship is severcd.”

But passing up a possible life parmer
becawse you work logether may prove to be
easier said than done, Sometimes the heart
wins cut over the head.

“1 wouldn't rule it cut simply on the fact
there was an employer-employee relation-
ship,” said Chris Landi, president of a
Tueson online job board. “If it's meant to be,
it's crazy not to have that person in your life.
But that's only if you believe life is above
work.”

Even rational, level-headed peopls may
find it challenging when faced with such a
dilernma.

“Infellectually, { would say no, It's fraught
with too many risks,” said Janina Latack, a
Tucson career consultant and coach.

Buying art at
auction a matter
of patience

Not so fast, says an old pro. This is where
patient persistence wins ouf,

C. Hugh Hildesley, executive vice presi-
dent of Sotheby's auction house in New
York, has a lot of experience backing this
theory of patience. It's a virtue that can come
in handy at auctions.

And being the professional he is, he offers
some tips. He has several decades of experi-
ence in the field of bidding and even wrote a
beek abeut it a few years back called “The
Complete Guide to Buying & Selling at
Ancden.”

“The first rule is make sure you see the
items," he says. “Take a good look at the
item.” Too many times people bid on sorme-
thing just because it scunds goed.

Buyers need to understand their own
response o the art. “Then, if you fall in love
with it and have a passion for it, figure cut
what sort of money you’re willing fo pay.”

Hildesley says unfortunately sometimes
“people mn away with themselves” during
the bidding process et auctions and don't
realize what they're bidding on or how high.

“Make a decisiot: as 1o & price range mther
than an actual bid," he says, Sometimes
that's hard, especially in an event where
there's only an estimated value listed, but it
is possible,

In an event such as local charity benefit
auctions, though, buyers can't go wrong
because “It's a fair process and you're not
trying to keep a gallery open, you're helping
a good cause™

Just remember when bidding and buying
at auctjon that it’s “all under the context of ‘1
have to have this,” he says, “The idea is to
live with the thing and love it .

One more tip Hildesley offers up to those
bidding at auction: “Diop’t jump in 100
quickly. Come in toward the end and stay
out of the fray.” It's thar sort of patience that
wins out in e end.

Remember, it's not the coolness vou're
fecling; it's the absence of heal,

The next time you iake refuge from the
summer sun in the air-conditioned comfort
of your home or office, don’t express your
pratitude by saying, "Boy, that A/C sure
has cooled this place down!”

Rather, say, “Boy, the cvaporalion
process has certainly allowed a pressurized
refrigerant 1o successfully transfer heat
from this indoor envirenment to the oul-:
doors,”

Granied, it's nol great small talk, butitis
—-at the very least — technically uccurate,
says Greg James, of Gene lames Air
Conditioning & Weating in Wichita Falls,
Texas.

“Basically, the air-conditioning process
works on evaperation,” James suys. “When
a liquid evaporates into p vapor, it iakes on
heal from its cnvironment.”

Just how does the air-conditioning
process make hat places cool? Why are
there units inside and outside? And will &
hot room cool dows faster if the thermostat
is set on 50 degrees?

Central air conditioners are made up ef a
“split system,” James says. Outside the
house is Lhe compressor, also called the
cendensing unil, while the evaporator is
found inside. The air handler is alse part of
the gvaporator unit,

" While the air inside and outside ideally
remain separte, the . refrigerant used to
transpart 1he heat from inside 0 outside
travels in a continuous loop between the
iwo environments.

And since the deeision to wm on the air
conditioning is usually triggered by an
uncomforiably warm rogm, that's as good
a place as any to begin tracing the air con-
didoning circuil,

‘The air inside the room is pulled through
the retum air vents in by the air liandler and
into the evaporator. Once nside, the warm
air passes over the evaperator coils, which
are filled with refrigerant.

Commenly known as Freon {a Dupont-
owned brand name), refrigerant is a sub-
stance which abserbs heat by changing
states (gvaporating) from liguid to gas, it
releases heat by changing states (condens-

--ing) from gas back o liquid,

The refrigerant enters the evaporator in
its {iquid state and then passes through a
metcring device that decreases the pressurc
on the liguid, causing it io expard and
change into a super-cooled vapor,

The warm air passing over the coils
filled with this vapor loses its heat to the
refrigerant, Lypically lowering the air’s
temperature by 13 0 20 degrees.

The cooled air is then blown back into
the room through a supply vent.

{Detumidification is 2 key by-product
of this cooling process; cool air simply
can't held as much moislure a8 warm 4ir)

Warer teleased from the air condenses
on the evaporator coils and collects in a pan
or runs down a drain.

Next, the refrigerant, still in its vapor
state, flows out of the evaporator and out-
side 10 the compressor, Inside the compres-
sor, lhe refrigerant serves doubie duty. First
it's used to cool off the components inside
the unit, much like antifreeze in an auto-
mobile engine, And second, it's com-
pressed inte a hot gas and then refurned to
its liquid state fer use inside the cvaporator.

While still & vapor, the refrigerant is
dumped into the interior of the compressor,
cooling off the working parts. This is the
only way the unit can be cooled, so it's
essentinl that the refrigerant be in the vapor
stale as it exits the evaporator, James said.

If, threugh some malfunction, the refrig-
erant is still in liquid form when it leaves
the evaporator, il will not sufficiently cool
the cotmpressor, causing unnecessary wear
upaon or failure of the compressor.

The refrigerant is then is compressed
into & hot gas, which is forced hrough the
condersing colls. Qutside air is pulled over
these coils by the fan on top of the com-
pressor, This air cools the refrigerant and
returns it to the liquid state,

The refrigerant then is carmied back inte
the evaporator.

Doctors hive known for some time that
skin cancer is overwhelmingly coused by
exposure (o sunlight, And although the
majority of cases are diagnosed in the eld-
erly. it is Whe high doses of sunlight, par-
ticularly to the point of blistering sun-
burns, received s children and tcenagers
that cause the jmeparable cell damasge thi
clevates risk.

Most toeenigers do not use sunsereens,
Many say they will sunbum 1o get o tan,
researchers at Boston University reported
last year after a survey quered more than
10,000 children. Survey results found that
only 34 percent of youths ages 12w I8
used sunsereen routinely. A like number
had suffered three or more sunhuams the
previgus summer. By age 17, 35 percent
of (he girls were using Lanning beds, also

Allen
instructs children to stand siill and “act like a
tree” when approached by an ynfamiliar ani-
mal. '

Jennifer Shryock, owner of Family Paws in
Cary, N.C., added: “The most dangerous thing
for a child 1o da is to scream, rur or ook direct-
Yy into a dog's eyes”

Stryock said dogs are miore likely to bile
when scared, and a child’s scteam can be
frightening to tem.

And when & child or anyone clse runs, dogs
have an instinciual reaction to chase.

Looking directly info a dog’s eyes can be
interpreted by a dog as a challenge for domi-
nance, Stryock said. “IUs best 10 um yoor
head and look away. That's really hard for kids
because that’s how we greet pecple,” she said,
“Plus, they are eyc-level with the dog™

Allen urges parents to leach their childrento
ask permission before trying to pet an
unkmown canine — from both a parent and the
dog’s owner.

Shryock suid parents should fook for signs
that the dog is stressed by the prospect of a
child’s aftention. Don't let your children pet a
dog that is licking its lips, turning its head,
cowering or moving away. “Dogs do give a lot
of waming signs, and meel us more than
halfway,” she said,

If you or your child is bitten, both Allen and
Shryock said, immediately wash the wound
with warm, soapy water, contact a physician
