With the state's kindergar-
lcii-l2 funding set and the 
first Student Count Day of the 
scliool year coInplete, Novi 
ConiInunity Schools district 
has a better idea of where it 
stands financially — holding 
less money than expected. 

The district biidgeted an 
increase of $7l per pupil to 
be received through the State 
Foundation Allowance just 
before its June 30 budget dead­
line. 

The $7l figure was based off 
a number approved by the state 
Senate at the time. 

Two months later, Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm signed the 
state's 2009 K-l2 education 
budget into law with a $56 
increase for Novi Schools, the 
Ininimum amount awarded to 
the top-tier schools across the 
state. 

The $56 increase will now 
earn the district $8,751 per 
pupil. The district had planned 
on receiving $15 more for each 
student enrolled. 

"We're disappointed. Even 

at $71, that's not enough to 
adequately fund education. 
It's better than zero," said Bob 
Schram, assistant superinten­
dent of human resources. "We 
notice the state's constraints. 
They can't make moiley like the 
federal government can. We 
ask the state that they (priori­
tize). We need, at least, a rate 
of inflation iIicrease. That's 
$200-250." 

The state had until Oct.! to 
set a budget, while the school 
district had until June 30. 
It's become an annual pro­
cess of amending the district 

budget mid-academic year to 
match the State Foundation 
Allowance awarded later in the 
fall. 

Last year, the district 
budgeted for a $50 Increase 
and received a $48 increase 
instead, offsetting the 2007-
08 budget projections by more 
than $l2,500. 

"It causes a lot of difficulty," 
Schram said. "This year, the 
board is going to take it out of 
fund equity. They took $3 mil­
lion out last year."

"There's not a lot of ways to -

New siren activation 

policy to include severe 

thunderstorms 

A severe thunderstorm with 
straight line winds of 70 mph 
or greater can do as much 
damage as a weak tornado. 

Therefore, effective imme­
diately, Oakland County 
Emergency Response and 
Preparedness will activate 
the County's outdoor warning 
sirens for tornados and severe 
thunderstorms with damag­
ing winds at or near 70 mph 
or greater in Oakland County 
and within a 10 mile buffer 
around the County. 

In the past, the outdoor 
warning sirens were only 
activated when a tornado was 
sighted or strongiy indicated 
on radar. This change in pol­
icy is a result of the tornado 
toutJidoWn in Holly last year 
and the severe thunderstorm 
with damaging 80 mph winds 
in early June. 

This doesn't mean the sirens 
will go off every time severe 
weather is in tlie area. Had the 
70 mph policy been in p1ace, 
Oakland County would have 
activated the outdoor warning 
sirens an additional six times 
since January 2006.

And as we know, it was decided the ilatioiljil historical 
site, including barns and the Fuerst sisters' home, was to 
be climinalcd. This was a decision not embraced by all, 
but believed as best by your elected officials. 

We now encourage all residents, including those pas­
sionate about the cause, to utilize one of the three options 
offered to help sh;ipe the property's future. 

The buildings may be a memory, but the future of the 
property is still up for discussion.

The recent news from Wall Street on the 
economic crisis should remind us yet 
again it is imperative we get our own 

economic house in order here in Michigan. 
To address these economic concerns, as 
the Chair woinan of the Senate Finance 

Committee, I am leading the 
charge on a number of Senate 
Republican-.sponsored bills as 
part of an economic revitaliza­
tion package. This package 
should provide much-needed 
relief to our state's job pro­
viders, the small businesses 
that are the backbone of our 
economy. 

Two key bills in the Senate 
R e p u b l i c a n E c o n o m i c 

Revitalization package, which the Finance 
Committee approved last week, would 
amend the Michigan Business Tax Act to 
save the state tens of millions of dollars and 
help remove barriers to job and business 
retention and stimulate economic growth. 

Senate Bil l l242 phases out the 22 per­
cent M B T surcharge throughout three 
years beginning Jan. 1, 2009- This past 
spring, the Senate M B T Impact Assessment 
Subcommittee held hearings across the 
state. Everywhere We went, we heard the 
same thing: the M B T surcharge is oner­
ous and burdensome. A phase out of the 
surcharge Was the primary recommenda­
tion. Under the b i l l , the surcharge would 
be reduced from the current 22 percent to 
14.66 percent in tax year 2009 and 7-33 per­
cent in tax year 2OI0 and fully eliminated 
in tax year 20 l l . While I never Voted for the

surcharge in the first place, the phase out is 
desperately long over due. 

Senate B i l l I535 is aimed at capping 
Michigan's film credits available under the 
MBT. The measure places a $50 million 
yearly limit on the credits, beginning in cal­
endar year 2008. 1 was the only Michigan 
legislator to vote against the bill that cre-̂  
ated a 42-percent refundable tax credit for 
filmmakers. Since the bills were passed, 
concern about the overall costs of the pro­
gram have greatly increased. 

According to Mich igan ' s nonpar t i ­
san Senate Fiscal Agency, the credit will 
bring $26.6 million into Michigan through 
income and sales taxes. Yet due to the pay­
outs to film companies, which are now up 
to $I48 million, it Will result in a net loss 
of $I22 million to the state. Once again, 
Michigan's small businesses are being asked 
to pay the freight. The very job providers, 
whose taxes Were increased last year, are 
now footing the bill for the film tax credits. 

The Senate Republican plan to cap the 
film credits at $50 mi l l ion Will save the 
state tens of millions of dollars and offer 
broad-based tax relief to small businesses 
and job providers. 

Another key measure aimed at helping 

small businesses and job providers save 
more of their hard-earned taxpayer dol­
lars is Senate Bill I038, which I sponsored. 
This bil l exempts sales taxes, fees and sur­
charges from the MBT ' s gross receipts 
and exempts interest and dividend income 
from tax-exempt federal or state securities. 
Importantly, it ends the tax on a tax which 
is in the current MBT calculation. Passage 
of this legislation is essential in order for 
Michigan's small business owners to receive 
true tax relief 

To meet our goal of providing fair, bal­
anced broad-based tax relief, we must 
also Work to restrain spending and reduce 
the size of state government. Senate Joint 
Resolution E does just that and currently 
awaits passage by the Senate. 

SJR E amends the Michigan Constitution 
to place limitations on the level of appro­
priations that can be recommended by 
the governor and enacted into law by the 
Legislature. Specifically, the governor's 
annual General Fund and School A i d Fund 
budget recommendations Would be l i m ­
ited to 96 percent of the January Consensus 
Revenue Estimate.

At a time when Michigan's unemploy­
ment rate is the highest in the nation and 
our economy continues to struggle.

Senate Bi l l I l l l , Which 
increases the State's General Fund spend­
ing by $83 mill ion. As Michigan families 
tighten their belts, state government must 
tighten.its own. 

This much is obvious: Michigan simply 
cannot continue business as usual. We have 
to change direction With tax policy and 
contain spending. Our economic revitaliza­
tion package is a first step to help the state 
do what all Michigan citizens already knoW 
they must do: live Within their means.
