Bigger, better, and more secure,

That's the plan behind a new
$1.9 millien expansion of the Novi
Police Station. Police headquarters
will see some significant rencvation
over the next few months, afier the
Novi City. Council approved the
package for the impravement,

“They expecl o start on this in
the next two weeks,” Police Chiel
Douglas Shaeffer satd. “We have
had difficulty in housing female
prisoners and this wilt increasr: our
jail space.”

According to Shaeffer, ihe new
addition should be able to keep the
cily set for the next twenly years.

Lovers of ‘ Bonsai bring

convention to DoubleTree

-Dr. Nicholas Sellas didn't realize
that when he picked up a copy of
Mechanies lllusirated magazine in
1949, the little ad on Bonsal trees
would captlvate him to still caring
for the plants today.

The Mid-America Bonsat Allfance
2000 Detrolt Bonsal (pronounced

Bone-zi) Conventlon held in Novi .

this weekend will attract seasoned
growers Hke Sellas, master Bonsal
and amateur planters to the Dou-
bleTree Hotel on Novi Road to
share {deas, swap advice and even
purchase plants of this now Amer-
fcan hobby.

According to Sellas, Bonaal start-
ed thousands of years ago in
China, The Chinese iraveled across
their land and found trees that had
been twisted and shaped by
nature, Curlous and intrigued, the
Chinese lifted the trees from the
so0il and brought them back to the
Emperor's palace. From there, It
spread throughout the orlent and
the Japanese adapted thelr own
style of shaping the trees,

Bonsal trees ar¢ many different
plants that are shaped in styies
predetermined by  Chinese,
Japanese or now American Bonsai
culture. The plants can be as com-
mon as Juniper, but the way they
grow and are shaped is what ls
Important.

Seltas said there 13 a precision to

Bonsai including the way the tree's
branches are spaced. A formula
called Fabbinocel can be used to
give the tree an aesthetic look. One
plus two equals three, three plus
iwo equals five and ete, uniil the
branches are spaced evenly. Sellas
also pointed cut thal Bonsat's form
occurs In nature as to how the
branches of trees point down if
they are the bottom half, the mid-

dle branches of the tree are point-

ing straight out and the top half of
branches point up, Bonsai form is
the same,

Sellas did say, however, that not
all irees can-be Bonsal. Te put
them in a pol and try to make them
mintature wilt not work, Only cer-
tain kinds of plants will grow small
and form into a Bonsat.

*It's addietive. The Bonsai s
{mportant, more so than the club-
ness (of groups such as the Four
Seasons Bonsal Club  Sellas
belongs to.] It's greal to socialize
but getting help from peeple who
can aay, 'see that branch, it should
go that way,' or ‘no, don't do that,
do this,’ really helps,” Sellas said,

Which s the reason for ihe Four -

Seasons Bonsal Club to co-sponsor
the Bonsal Conventlon being held
June 30 through July 2. Many
workshops will be held, Sellas said,
to help along the amateur, sea-
soned, and even master member to
learn new techniques to- shaping
Bonsat trees. Also included at the

convention will be wares for sale,
Including Bonsat' plants one can
purchase to start a hobby. Also
demonstrations by Master
Masahiko Kimura will be held,
which Sellas said {s the creme de la
creme for Bonsal teaching.

Jurled and judged shows for
Bonsal growers will also be held. .
- A concern some members. of

wildlife organizations have of Bon- '

sal growers is the fact the trees are
being damaged or harmed. ‘Sellas
sald the normal average life
expectancy for a tree (s 80 years,
where Bonsal trees in the National
Arboretum are 800 years old, The
trees take a lot of care and proper
planning, He sald they are almost
like a pet and people need to treat
them as such,

"It takes a lot of work and trees
are usually handed down from gen-
eration to generation,” Sellas said.

Sellas sald If & person recelves a
Bonsa tree as a gift, the best thing
Is to get some knowledge of the
plant. Go to Bonsal clubs or have
someone help In the beginning
tending of the tree,

The war left 292,000 dead or
missing  members of the U.S,
armed forees and 675,000 wound-
ed.

Rolland Heaton, a Canadian ser-
viceman who now lives In Novl, was
elied by the clity's gesture.

“Fhie mayor Is incredible for orga-
nizing thls day to recogntee Novl's
World War Il veterans,” lleaton
sitled.

“We're kind of reluctant 1o play
the hero, even though we are and
know we are.”

When the war began, Heaton,
then a Windsor restdent. eniisted
tn 1940 in the Royal Canadlan Vol-
unteer Reserve, He trained In teleg-
raphy and coding in Quebec, where
hie learned to Interpret Morse cade.
Healon was then asslgned o the
HM.CS. Gaspe, serving luler on
the HM.C.S, Easlview under Vice
Admiral Jeflrey Brock. before head-
ini to the Orangevitle.

Charged with protecting Allied
slipping in the Atlantic, the Cana-
dian Mavy was the outer line of

defense for convoys of merchant
and military  ships  running
beiween North America, continen-
tal Europe. and Great Britain, The
conveys casried food, troops, guns,
ammunliton and other waritme
essentials.

Last year., Heaton and hls ship-
maltes were honored by Canadian
parliament in Oltawa.

The Canadlan saltor could hard-
ly belleve his ears while on duty as
wireless telegraph operator on the
H.M.C.5. Orangevllic in the late
hours of May 8, 1945, when a mes-
sagfe came across from the Landon
Admiralty Allied Command in a
code classified as "highly confiden-

Une Novi resident said. “I know
he's a new mayor, but this should
have been done years ago. A lof of
velerans are already dead and a lot
of them are either retired or moved
ouL.”

Lifelong Novl resident Lou Gomn-
hasy said he. too. wishes the recog-
nltion would have come sooner.

"It’s about 40 years late. About
the only time they recognize the
veterans is the Fourth of July and
Memorial Day. The rest of the time,
they forget all abou! them,” he
said.

Gombasy was a sailor on the
U.5.5. Nevada when the Japanese
bombed Pearl Harbor.

The Seaman Sccond Class
almost lost his life in what is now
referred 1o as the Day of Infamy.
Today, Gombasy still has the scar
where shrapnel spift the right stde
of his head open.

The Nevada was tled up lo the
U.8.8. Arlzona, which had alrcady

been blown up. The Nevada's
atiempt 1o crulse out of the chan-
nel, where a sunken ship could
keep the rest blocked In for weeks,
{s considered by historians to be
one of the most herolc momen(s of
the aitack.

To Gombasy, i1 was obvlous that
the ship was a “sitting duck™ that
had 10 be meved.

“They took it as sccond nature,
as deing ihetr duty,” Clark sald
referring to serving in the war. “*And
then they came home, took their
uniforms off, and went back to
work.”

Clark said he was amazed by the
dangerous Jife Harrawood led as
medic during the war.

"Medlcs weren't allowed to carry
weapons,” he said, "and the Ger-
mans thought the red cross symbol
was a greatl bulls-eye. He (Harra-
waod) survived both a head and
chest wound.”

Harrawood was never given the
Oak Leaf Cluster and Bronze Star
he carned. He was 24 when he left
the service.

Ciark. a history buff himseif, had
an uncle in the Navy during World
War . His uncle’s ship blew up
and he ddlted in the ocean for days
before belng rescued, Clark said.

He added that his wile's father
foughl with Gen. George Patlon
and tihat her five brothers also
served. Even though one became a
P.O.W., all five made il back home
tn one piece.

“We just take all this for grant-
ed,” Clark said. “Freedom Isn' [ree.
There's a price to be patd.”

Clark sald he was very proud of

Novi High School studenis and

teacher Gary Kelly for their recent
World War I1 website irlbute:

“I's greal for young people to
learn about their history,” he sald.
“They've learned s0 much.”

Resident Richard Arvo whe
served In the Army Air Corps in
North Africa as a stalf sergeant,
flew 50 missions as an aerfal gun-
ner in a B-52 over Tunisia and
Algeria,

“We skip bombed German ships.
They camc to North Africa to bring

sald. “I survived it by a miracle.”

The personal sacrifices of over 150 local

Wendell Thomas Mayer

From small town to small town, while Allies pushed east and
the German forces soldlers attempted to beat back the
onslaught of the American war machine, men from all over the
United States enlisted in the fight over Nazism.

In France, Belgium, and Germany, the battles raged and
thousands did thelr duty In the midst of the carnage. Humble
American heroes “just did their jobs™ sald Novl resident and
World War II veteran Wendell Thomas Mayer. Mr. Mayer should
know, he's one of thase heroes.

Mayer was one of those men who merely went to “drive the " |3

jeeps” but his part is just as significant to the war effort as any
other. With the possibllity of radio messages being intercepted,
the American military enlisted men to drive messages to the
front or anywhere else to give our troops direction. Mayer

knows all too well the feeling of racing inte the heat of battle .

in a fecp, delivering a message, and “getting the hell out of
there without getting shot.”

“The hardest part was right off the beach; * Mayer sdid.
“There wasn't a bullding standing. They were actually bomb-

Ing the graveyards.”

On-one occaslon, Mayer was dellvering a megsage’ mto an,.“

occipled small German tawn Without really knowing where
the front Tines Had changed. he did his best to make contact:
One day, while delivering a message. he gota close up look at
an American tank.

“We come around the corner and looked right down the bar- -

rel of the gun and this guy came out of the top and sald ‘Buddy
boy, you get out of there, Im going o shoot,™ Mayer sald “1
backed that jeep up so fast...

. Mayer arrived in Europe in January 1843 and he hlt the
road right away. He even transported prisoners.

*] was golng back with a German prisoner and he (General
Boddy) was coming the other way,” Mayer said. "I was coming
back with a German prisoner and he was going up front. He
sald something to the prisoner. [ hauled a lot of them back.”

“The prisoner would sit on the hood and the fellow that was
taking them back sat next to me.” Mayer added with a chuck-
le.

As Patton’s Third Army was sweeping across the Low Coun-
tries, pushing the Wehrmarkt back across the Rhine, Mayer
was trylng to keep pace and keep gas in his jeep's tank.

“Well, after the push and Patlon went so far, they held up
our gas,” he sald. “We went south in France and then the Ger-
mans came in, they called it the Buige, the Battle of the Bulge.
We had fo walt at the time, after the Bulge, because they
couldn't get us enough gas,” Mayer said.

“But then they would give us extra gas and we would drive
all day and all night and we got up to the Buige and there was
snow on the ground. But it was more to the Germans' advan-

tage,” he said.
“A lot of the Germans seemed fo push farther ahead than we

~ did. A lot of Americans were captured at that time.”

Mayer said that he remembered when the Germans sur-
rounded the town of Bastogne, Belgium.

“The Germans went right in to General McAuliffe and they
asked him to surrender and he refused,” Mayer said. “Nuts,”
was the reply from the Americans.

Mayer often had to duck for cover.

“Often | was out on my route alone, the planes would come
down and start shooting at me,” he sald. “! would leave the the
Jeep and run into a house and lay on the floor. Come out and
the jeep had bullet holes.”

The horors of war are semething that Mayer satd many of
the men remember, but rarely talk about.

“One guy had his chest completely gone and his eyes were
wide open,” Mayer said. “I saw enough of that.”

Mayer said that he would often ride right up to the enemy

lines and give American troops messages and then return to
the headquarters.

*One time I got too far up front I was looking for the second
battalion. There was a soldier laying in a ditch laying face
down, 1 said ‘Do you know where second battalion headquar-
ters is?' He said ‘Yeah, back there,” Mayer said, motioning
behind him,

“He sald 'T'm a lead scout for "B’ company.' | turned that jeep'

around and got the hell out of there, I'd gone too far.”

According to Mayer, nighttime was the most harrowing
There were rules about working after dark.

*I had to make several trips at night and you couldn't drive
with your light on or the enemy would see you,” Mayer sald,
*That was difficult.”

He sald that during the night, American planes wouldn't Ny
overhead and the American soldier knew that when a plane
was ou, it was a German one.

“The Americans never even sent up planes at night,” Mayer
sald, “When you heard a plane at night, you didn’t wait. You
started shooting at it. You knew it wasn't ours. The German
pounded us pretty hard a few times.”

“I'd jump Into the fox hole, with the planes {lying over, When
they went away, one of pur guys would come out and he'd go
down along all the holes saying You all right? You all right?’
He'd go right down the line.”

Mayer said that when the Germans began the retreat back
across the Rhine, the Nazis were leaving everything behind.

“We would go into houses where the Germans had been,”
Mayer sald, “And everything would be there. Apparently they
got the word to get out in a hurry, There were sausages on the
tables, cheese, and cans of food.”

Mayer satd that after V-E Day, he was told he would have to
_go Asla and fight the Japanese. Buf a reprieve came in a form
most of the world didn’t expect.

“We were told when we were in Europe that we would have

to go to Japan,” he sald. “But then we were told that they
dropped the bomb [on Japan); that was #.”

Robert Schmidt

In the early hours of April 12, 1845,
Radloman Second Class Rebert Schmidl. sta-
tioned on the island of Leyte in the Philip-
pines, made his way 1o the hut where James
Roosevelt, the eldest son of Franklin Délano
Roosevelt, was sleeping.

" *Wake up the colonel, I got a message for
him,” Schmidt told the aide.

As he siood at Reosevelt's bedside, Schmidt
handed him the papers annduncing the death
of his father and the nation’s 32nd President.

. Experiences such as that would travel wilh
Schmidt throughout his military career .

At the tender age of 18. siraight out of
McKenzie High School in Detroit. Schmidt was
drafted into the Navy Great Lakes Boot Camp
& July1943.

After eight weeks there. Schmidi attended

radio training at the University of Chicago,

learning Morse code.
Three months later, he was assigned to the
amphibious corps n Little Creek, Virginia,

practicing invastons aboard a 56-foot LCC
cruiser.

“Because we were on the East Coast, we just
assumed we would be shlpped {o England for
an invasion againsi Germany,” Schmidt said.

But as he salled aboard the attack cargo
(AKA 53) the U.8.5. Al Shain, Schmidi said
they soon learned they were not headmg for
Britain,

“No one told us where we were going, so we
thought were going lo eross the Atlantic,” he
said.

“Then all of the sudden we're going through
Cape Hatteras and there was Cuba. Then a
day later we see Halli, so we knew we were
going through the Punama Canal, bul we siill
didn’t know where we were headed.”

The U.5.5. Al Shain ended up in Pearl Har-
bor, where Schmidt continued practicing with
radar and communications and working with
underwater demglition teams.

After his stay in Hawail. Schmidt boarded a
personnel aitack vessel (APA 20). the U.S.S.

As a nurse in (he U, S, Army Ar
Corps durlng World War 11, [sabel
(Scanton])  Collins, known to her
patients as Licutenanl [zzy. enjoyed
days at local country clubs. frollcked
ot Jupller Island, had plenles with
G.l.s. and evetn broke the record for
besl score In women's bowling with a
255 at a local alley. .

“Everyonie’s away from home, so you
make the best of 1t,” she said.

But her experience wasn't all fun anel
games.

At the young age of 21, proceeding
her graduation from uursing school in
Columbus, Oblo, Callins entlsted In
1941 the Army beeause she thought il
would look good on her resume. ller
tour of duty began in July 1941.

"We were young, we didnl know
much about polities.” she safd.

At the time, Collins was lold t would
only be a one-
year recruiiment,
but ‘that was
hefore the war
began. Thal one
year cnded over
four years latcr

in December
1945,

“They were
drafiing  G.Ls

and they necded
1o sel up hospl-
tajs  near all
thesc new camps
they were bulld-
Ing. Sa that's
where we came
In.” she sald.
Some 200,00
Amerlcan women
served In  the
armed forces
durlng WWIL
Caollins primar-

ily spent her
army years In
Florida and

Georgta. While in
Florida, she was
stationed at
Camp Murphy.
which she
descrthed as a
seall radlo radar
station hospital
with a girl-guy ratlo of 13 nurses to
2,000 men.

“We had two dates in one day,” she
laughed.

While in Florida, Collins mct her late
husband, Willamy T. Collins from
Detroit.

“He was an OD (offtcer of the day}
and | was on duty at the hospital and
he had to come in and check the POWs
{Prisoners of War). so | had my eye on
him." she sald.

Seven montiis later, the two were
engaged. William was then shipped out
o the Pacific undif the end of the war.

*I was terrifled. He was in the middle
of everything,” said Collins. “But 1
wouldn't marry him, thougl. uniil after
the war. [ wasn't about to be worrled
about my husband, so we walled.”

After two years in Camp Murphy.
Coilins received orders to go overseas
to the European theater. so she went
home to Ohio to say good-bye to her
famtly.

“When | returned (lo Florida) they
canceled the orders,” she said. *I was
relieved.”

She then traveled to Finney General
Hospital In Georgia where Collins
stayed the rest of the time,

*It was a huge place,” she said. "They
had a rallread behind the hospital that
brought the men back from the ship in

South Caroltna. They were put on the
ship straight from the field so they still
had their bloody feld records on them.”

Colilns said the hospitals gave the
returning men their first everything -
their first bed. first meal.

“We also called the families and
arranged thelr reunions, which was
quite an experience.” she said.'It was
an emotional place to be because we
conmected them with their families.”

The next morning, on
October 20, 1944, 1X-Day,
Sehuldt, 11 men, and two
officers were the firs( 1o go
In on Yellow Beach aboard
a snrall landing eralt,

“On our way in. the
Japanese began popping
nmortar at us from In-
larel.” Schmidt said. “And
while scrap mietal struck
our hoal, which was only
30-6G0 feet long, we never
got hit on the way In.”

At about 100 vards, they
anchored and two gunners
uriloaded thelr two lwin 50
caliber  machine  guns,
raking the heach.

“We couldi’t see much,
just movementt. hul we
chopped down’ a lol of
padir trees with our cal-
ibers.” e said,

Harbor, Sciimid( boarded another ship that safled
o lwo Jima.

13-day Jor the Baille of lwo Jima, possibly the
ficreest combat American forces faced in the Paci-
ic perimeler, wus February 19, 1945,

[t was terrible. Il was a Marine operation and
when the Marines hit the beach, the Japanese
fred right down [rom Mount Sarabachi,” he said.

"It was horrible- very bleody.”

With 20,000 Japanese troops, Schmidl satd,
they annihilated them all excepl for maybe a
dozen.

“They either killed themselves with Harl Kari or
we killed them {n the trenches with flame throw-
ers,” e said, “But the Japanese wouldn'i give up,
they fought (o the death.”

Schmidt was stationed right there off the beach
watching the battle happen, radioing back and
forth.

He said 1he wen needed a lat of help, so he
became a volunteer
Marine for a day.
Sirapped with a
machine gun, dagger,
and a rifte, Schmidt
landed on the beach,
After an unimaginable
experlence on  Iwo
Jima, Schmidt became
i1l and was transferred
1o sick bay, .
"I was scared and
lucky to be alive,” he
said.

Of the very flew
Japanese  prisoners
that were taken, all
were Interrogated with
the help bf Japanese
inferpreiers, Schmidt
sald.

“Our job on D-Day was to make sure that the
first wave it at the right spos so that the sceond
wave, which was maybe a mile behind, would fol-
low In and know where 1o go.”

His unit was in charge of "landing craft cantrol.”

“We controlied traffic. Meaning, the army would
{alk o us and tell us what they were up against,
we woulld turn and talk back Lo the ships so that
they could send the needed supplies. like ammu-
njtion.  depending whal they encountered.” he
explained. ‘

“If memory serves me correctly. we landed
50.000 troops in Levie.”

Schmidt sald when they found out thai the
Japanese had a big armada coming after them,
they safted back to the U.S.8, President Hayes and
“got the heif oui of there.”

“As we left that evening, we snuck through
Saragoul Stralts and we could see the flashes on
the horizen of the beginning of the balile of Leyte
Gulf.” ]

In thal baille, Schmidt cxplained ‘that of the
seven Japanese war ships that came in. every cne
of them were sunk.

Back at Manus Island, Schimidt said an unusu-
al thing happened, one he'll never forget.

"While we were anchored in {he lagoon, the
nearest ship 1o our pert side {about a half a mile}
was the AE 12. called the U.5.5. Hood. which was
an ammunition ship. And onec day I'm out smok-
ing a cigarette and it expladed right in front of my
eves,” he said.

“When it blew up. | caught a picce of shrapnel
right through my finger.”

When the dusi setiled, the sea was filled with
devastation.

“After 15 minutes, all we could see were sailor
hats and lumber floating in the water. Everyone
aboard wis killed,” he satd.

To this day. no one knows what caused the
explosion, Schmidt sald.

“Of course, during war time we don't report our
losses, but about five months later when [ was in
Honoluju, I picked up a newspaper and there was

and Nagasak{.

“If the bombs wouldnt have been dropped, 1
wouldn'l be here today,” Schmidt said.

"We knew most of us wouldn't cothe back if we
had io go ip and fighl.”

V-J day was September 16, 1945.

After the war, Schmidt went inte China to the
war-devastated Shanghai in November. The clly
had been occupled by the Japancse,

Schmidt sald the clly was a mess,

“There were lots of prosttutes, beggars, and
sick people - some starving - and here we were all
nicely dressed in our white unilorms and well-
fed,” lie said. '

“Because of the lack of santlation, we couldn't
cal anything excepl chicken and strawberry ice
cream.” .

After three days in Shanghai, Schmid{ finally
returned via Honelulu and San Francisco, and
traveled by train to Camp Shellon Virginia. He
finally arrived in Michigan on Scptember 23,
1946.

“l actually kissed the ground when 1 came
home,” e said. *! was so thankful lo be back in
the Uniled States, You don't appreciate what you
have here until you see how olher people live in
this world.”

Among his medais and awards, Schmidt has
received the Asfa-Pacific Ribhon with two Bronze
stars, for {he invasion of the Phillppines and [wo
Jima. also an American Defense Campaign Bar, a
WWII Viclory and Amphiblous Patch,

“When we weni in t, it was either we win the
war or gel killed,” Schmidl said. “And we knew we
wouldn't come home il we didn't (win).”

At home, Schmidt became a surrogate father to
his sister’s child after her hushand, Ralph. was
killed it the war. ]

“He was also In the Navy and he went to Oki-
nawa and a Japanese kamikaze took out the
whole bow of the U.S.S. Lindsey at the time my
sister was pregnant,” he said.

*So, | sort of became his father after [ served.”

Schmidt said he even saw Raiph once in Leyte.

“We were each on our own ships at the time, but

We
were in a road block and the
south end of the Bulge,” he
said, “The main part of the
Bulge was up o the north of us. We didn’l
know how close we were, but we knew we
were near the front because the ariillery
command post was bchind us and the
tnfantry was behind us. *

*The object would be to be ready to put
the rpadblock in when our armor fell
back. We'd throw up the roadbleck and
del the heil out,” Cummins satd.

“We had explosives and if we had to,

And of course
we started to fade back because everybody
else did and we didn't know bul they were
shooting at us,” Cummins said.

*The infantry was back behind us and
they were dug in. The ariillery command
post was In a little house, 1 don'l know
what actually happencd to Dick, they
found him up the road. And he had about
three dead German around him.”

When the Germans staried shooting
Cummins said that he went to look for
cover.

"I stopped al an infantry Round Mount
.30 caliber machine gun {fox hole}. They
dom't sit very high. We had the .50 callber
machine guns mounted on posts on our
truck.” he satd,

Finding other American soldiers, Cum-
mins helped keep Germans from coming
up behind the other men.

“There were only lwo guys on this
matching gun and 1 thought that I could
cover them off on the side.” Cummins
said. *I don't know how long [ was there.
Time goes awful fasl when you're scared
like hell. *

The Amerlcans were in & low area on
one end of the road and the German S3.
up along the hills, were on the other,

“The Germans were flring down onto us
and they {the two other Americans) got up
1o run. and they didn't say anything to

me.,” he said. “They bath got hit. [ thought -

there was sure as hell no point in gelling
up and running. because theyll sure as
hell shoot me.

“I lay there for four hours.”

ers, Our whele squad was
captured excepl for Dick. he
was killed. Our truck driver
was killed. He manned the
machine gun on the truck.”
Many of his squad were
wounded; Cummins, sl
unhurl, was {aken prisoner.
“They {The Germans) started
to pick up the wounded.”
Cummins said, I was siill lay-
ing at the base of the machine
gun. [ could see a litile bit bul
[ wasn'l going (o see me move
near itha{ machine gun, that
they would jusi as well shool
me.” )

The Germans put the wound-
ed soldiers in a school build-
ing. The German wounded
were in the safest location, the
basement, the "American
wounded were on the firsi
floor and the prisoners were
placed on the second floor.

“1 can always remember the
date because Il was my moth-
er's birthday. January 4."
Cummins said.

In Iwo days, the American
armored divisions rolled into
town. Cummins was on the
second floor of the schoot
building,

“They (the Germans) gave us a
Red Cross flag and they satd
‘wave this out the window,”™ he said,
laughing. “I don't think that warned any-
body because the armored shells were
landing inside the second [leor where we
were.

“Il took one guy's head off with thal
shell and spattered his brains around and
by thal time, [ was downstairs. [ sald i
don't care what you do to me but I'm not
going to be kilied by my own people.”

The Germans then placed mobile pris-
oners in a large Cathollc church,

*You know how high a kneeler is?
Believe me, you can crawl under that
thing if you have lo,” he said.

Soon. the Americans were advancing.

*There was only onc guy that can hold
land and that is the infaniry,” Cummins
saild. “So the Ameriran infaniry began to
take the town back.”

One morning, the men heard shots and
stayed still in the church.

“Then therc were shots coming through
the church doors and we began calling out
‘American Gls, Amertcan Gls,”” Cummins
said. “I don't think there were many Ger-
man soldlers Inside the church, There
may have been a couple by the deor, but
they may have been shot.”

“They kicked the doors open, like they
do inn the movies,” Cummins said, with a
wry smile. “There were about & good 125
men in there.”

Al the beginping of World War II, Ray-
mond Lustig was working in an office build-
ing in dewnicwn Detroit.

The 21-year-old had a deferment from.

the war, until his father was able to return
from an {liness and support his family. Thal

lasted only a few menths:- Soon, " Lhstig=

would be on the front
lines of one of the
greatest  battles In
world history. ‘

Lustig, who did his
training at Fort Custer
and at Fort Sheridan,

M. for the Counter
Intelligence  Corps
(CIC), wenl off io

Europe on ihe cusp of
one of the gdreatest
invasion forces ever —
D-Day.

On June 6, 1944,
American.  French,
English., Canadians
and even  Polish
nationals went ashore
on  the northern
beaches of France In
an allempl 1o drive
back the German
army that had fortified
the French coastal
arex. When the Allies
began the greaiest
beach-head assauit
the world had ever
known, Lustig was an
eyewitness.

“That was probably
the highlight of my
military  career,
Lustig said. “Granted
it was the largest inva-
sion force the world
had ever known. It
was the most amazing
thing I ever saw and some of the bloodiest.”

Lustig said thai he wasn'{ able to land on
June 6 because there were notl enough
landing crafl available. His landing came
the next day. June 7,

“We saw whal you saw in (the movie]
‘Saving Private Ryan." Bul we saw it from
behind," Lustig sald. “It was really an
amazing slie.”

Before the landing, Lusilg had 1o prepare
his mode of transporiation [or the landing
in France. Lustig would have lo make sure
that his jeep could be dropped into the
English Channel 5o he couid lfierally drive
to shore.

“We aclually practiced driving the jeep
through a pond in England.” Lustig said,

“We wrapped the engine in this plastic-
type maierial and we had (o take a pipe and
attach il to the carburetor 1o Keep it dry.”
Luslig sald. "l was a flexible tube and had
to be adjusted to where it would stay above
the water when we wenl a shore. But it
worked. We wenl off (the boat) and the
water was up over the hood of the jecp. It
was like a submarine,”

In France, Lusiig spent most of the war
trying to determine who was a good guy
and who was the enemy. He interviewed
many French and German civilian and mil-
tary persorinel.

He was even partially responsible for the
fall of Cherbourg. France 1o Allies.

While the Germans were in command of
Cherbourg, Lustig reccived a message io
check out a farm where it was thought for-

\

ey o R T e
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Uficatien plans for Cherboug could be
found.

“Cherbourg had not fallen.” Lusiig said.
“We gol a call 1o check oul a fellow who was
out on this farm. About three of us went
oul to look for this guy.”

“We got into the farm and ihis guy. had.,
en a cement contracidr and he had done

S a1 ing  fortiliéations’
or dhe” tfmans

around Cherbotirg. He,
didn't really lke the
Germans and was
more’ than willing to
hand us the plans. He
reached under his bed
and pulied oul all the
plans and gave them
to us,” Luslig said.
Gelling In to see the
farmer wasn't too
hard, but with the
German command
closing in on the
American  posilion,
gelling oul was an
ordeal.

“We took the plans
and when we started
back down the road
with our guys on one
side and (the Ger-
mans) on the other,
well, they were shoot-
ing back and fourth.
We slammed the (gas)
pedal to the floor and
kept on going until we
got back {o the Ameri-
can line,”

The American high
command gave Lustig
his Silver Star for cut-
ting the battle for
Cherbourg by 1thirty
days.

“When we gol back
and delivered the
maps, lhe high command were all smiles,”
Lustig said.

Lustig said that during on inderrogation
session with a German officer, one of the
American CIC agenis came oul and began
intimidating the German.

Luslig satd a lot of his interrogation ses-
sion helped gauge how many German
troops had been in a particular town or who
had helped the Germans. He sald that they
always had one CIC man who was [luent in
German and who would be with them to
help in the interrogation.

"My Interpreter was from New York and
he knew the 1actics of the German officers.
He'd pul on this tight leather gloves and
push down on all the fingers and he {the
prisoner} knew he was in [or it.” Lustlg said,
“The dloves always mcant there was (beat-
ing) that was going to take place. He (the
prisoner) began to talk like a canary.”

During his time on the Eurepean front,
he saw dead and dying men. but he didn't
want Lo gel oo much into the horror of war,

“1 saw a guy: he was cut in hall, like hall
an autopsy,” Lustig said, “A lank had run
him over, Half his body was just gone.

“A lot of guys don't want 1o talk about
that kind of thing. They try to block oui the
reaily bad things that happened to them. |
think W's a way of coping.” ’

Theirs was a generation
born with fale stamped on
their forcheads. boys and
girls who al oo carly an age
would be called upon to play
key roles in the single major
event of the 20th century.

On page 12 of this newspa-
per, you will read the names
of 153 local residents, hope-
fully all in excellent healih,
who are also WWII veterans.

The reason Lthey are all lisi-
ed here is that Novl's new
mayor, Dick Clark, drummed
up the concepl of a WWII Vet-
erans Recognition Day. to be
held Sunday at the Novi Civic
Center.

Clark, a hislory bulf,
explained that he fell (hat
public applause for the sur-
vivors of 1941-45 has heen
long averdue. He explained
that the event is a thank you
for what they achieved, while
many of them are yet around
to receive this gratitude in
person from their hometown.

Now. the veterans can be
iouchy about this subject.
Some say il's about lime thal
someone, somewhere, staged
a WWII Veterans Recognition
Day. And they are right.

And we've heard another
WWII veteran sputier some-
thing along the lines of "They
can blow it out their barracks
bag" when he was asked to
contribute money to the
WWI monumerit now
planned In Washingion, Of
course, it's absurd that the
very people who served are
now asked to ante up the
money to recognize their own
achievements, especially
when those who served in
later wars already have their
memorials.

Reading through the list of
153 veterans, and there are
ne doubt more whose names
were nol submitted in time,
i's surprising how many of
them are well-known around
town. We see former planning

commissioners, a former
police chief... '
The names that aren't

recorded here are the Novi
area men who perished in the
war. And many of our Hving
veterans will tell you slories
about (heir brothers who
never made it home.

What Clark is doing in Novi
is unique and something of
which the community should
be proud.

And once he got the ball
rolling. it's amazing how
many people have been eager
to jump on this bandwagon.
Best of ail is the way a team
of Novi High School students
have adopted the project as
their own,

Students of teacher Gary
Kelly’'s social studies class
have bullt a webslie for Novi's
recognilion day and have
heen outl interviewing local
veterans. While the WII vet's

kids might have said, “Jeez,

Dad, no more war siorles,”
the grandchildren of this
gencration are realizing with
awe that Grandpa and some-
times Grandma was Involved
inn a major historic event. And
theyre racing out to record
these stories for the future.

And how major was WWII?
Consider the results. The free
world saved from Fascism.
The Atomic Age. And out of
the walffling of the west, East-
ern Europe was handed over
lo the Soviet Union, leading
lo the Cold War, Korea, Viet-
nam, the race for space... The
event defined the 20th centu-
ry, ithe bloodiest. and
arguably the most fascinat-
ing 100 years in the world's
recorded history.

So next time you encounter
a WII veteran, buy him (or
her) a drink. Get him to talk.
Turn off the TV and listen to
some of the best surviving
storytellers of the past centu-

Ty.

World War Il Veterans Recognilion
Day has made me think a lof about
my own grandfather, who also
fought in {his war. My grandfather
grew up Geplachsheim, Germany.
It stll brings tears (0o my cyes just
thinking of him, since he recently
passed away.

During World War I, my grandfather, Kurl Bauer, was a
part of the Mountainier Skiers Batlalion of the German
Army. Because he was an excellent skier, he traveled inlo
the Caucasus Mountains of Southern Russia. Georgla,
Azerbajalan, and Armenia, fighting the Russians. At the
age of 19, he was captured by ilie Russians and was held

as a P.OW,

After some time,

he and four of his fellow soldiers

escaped the prison i the middle of the night and ran day
and night for weeks o save their lives. 1t was very cold and
because of the ltarsh weather conditions, his toc froze off.
Fartunately, this was the only injury he would suffer in
the war. ]
After hopping trains and hiding in the forests, they cven-
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When the Allies invaded Europe he was captured again.

hut this time by the Americans.
He and another soldier were hiding in the woods when

they gave themselves up.
As a prisoner, he spent time painting the Amerlcan mess

halls in Klepsau, Germany during the evening. It's [rontc
considering my grandfather later established himself as a
well-known artist in Germany. |

Every weekend, the American army bases would hold
parlies filled with dancing and enterlalnment,

Alter the drummer for the American soldiers’ band was
killed, my grandfather became his replacement.

The G.1.s knew Kurl could play the drums, so every Sat-
urday night, with shackles around his ankles, they would
let him out of his cell to jam with the band. _

Northiville's Fourth of July parades
are so popular that a few ycars ago
a television crew came to town and
staged a mock parade for nation-
wide commercial viewing.

July 4. 1776, of course, staried it
all. While Detroil was celebrating
its 75th year of existence, the 13
easlern colonies declared them-
selves tndependent from England.
The (irst celebration of this historic
event came one year later. [n 1777,
Congress also adopled the Nag fea-
turing the stars and stripes that

still represent the United States.
Detroit, still under British rule, however. did not partic-
ipate in the festivities. On July 11, 1796, the British final-

ly evacuated the city and turned It over to the Uniled
States, One year later, the new American city of Detroit

was finally able to celebrate its first Independence Day
along with the rest of the country.

Freedom continued in Detroit until the War of 1812
when, in Atgust of thal year. the city was once again sur-
rendered to the encroaching British. It remained under
the British flag for one year. The city has celebrated its
independence {rom forelgn rule ever since.

One July 4 occurrence in 1871, combined the dedication
of the new Detroit City Hall.

The Centennial celebration was widespread throughout
the country. Detroiters enjoyed a processional, street dec-
oraticns, boat races, fireworks, and more.

In Northville, “the Centennial Fourth of July was
observed in our village in a very satisfactory manner,”
declared the Northuille Record of July 1878, “aithough the
program which had been advertised could not be carrled

out by reason of a severe storm, which continued until

{o come inio town so that by 2 p.m., several hundred had

collected.”

The festivities included a 13-gun salute at midnight,
.and a general din of lesser noise was kept up through
the day..." A parade also marked the event.
As the years went by, the day began to get less political
and moie recreational,
A large crowd witness(ed) the sports” on July 4, 1893,

in Plymouth.

The Northville Record (sister paper of the Novl News)
reported on a number of sporting events that took place
that day, including a ball game against the Northville team
{Plymouth won, 15 to 11}

Races of all forms tock over the rest of the day, includ—
Ing horse races, a footrace, and even a bicycle race, where
Northville's Thad Knapp was the fourth-place winner.

The pairiotic flavor of the day, however, seémed to be
missing. The Record commented, “the decorations were
very scant and one had to hunt a fong time to find a flying
flag...there were a few, a very few, one cént flags scaitered
her and there about the village."”

Patriolism was to return with woerld unrest in the 20th
century. Large public-spirited ads in the Northutlle Record
throughout the 1940s promoted patriotism, freedom and
safety. “Be allve on the 5th” was a common phrase.

A day of sporls, games, picnics and races was still the
order of the day during those war-torn years.

The annual parade, however, did not make a regular
appearance untll 1947, with a “pet and costume parade”

" for youngsters.

By the next year, the Northville High School band led the
processional and the tradition that still continues was on

its way.

the anchor position who tries to
compute the final answer within
the six-minute time period (or
within three minutes for extra
points).

fatnily’s world for the next couple of
hours, all lesting our skills with aith-
ing at a target with this blowgun
loadesl with polson arrows. We decld-
ed that this historic form of hunting
was a 1ol less complicaled than guns,

This family buill their own
thatched roof home and roofed open-
alr shelter (gathering place where
other independent Indian families
could be called with a distinclive
blow on an animal hom for festivity
or lo ald in Ume of need.] His wifc
worked hard In the background
hreaking logs against the base aof
thelr perched hut while carrying a
baby on her back. He had told us
carlter he had left his first wile
hecause she did not work hard
cnough {women's b has a ways to
go here))

To aveid offending this family. we
clrantk a mashed banana concoction
from a commmnity gourd and passed
it arownd for all to enjoy. The chil-
dren in tattered clothes were playful.,
wide-cyed and appeared 1o enjoy this
siniple, basie exlstence. We had te
wander following this
encounter.. who really is the more
civilized culture?

Other moments, such as visiling
two 500-year-old Spanish churches
with Mass in progress, were over-
whelming experiences. All laden in
gold with statues of saints every-
where you looked. These churches
were filled with many poor, disabled
Ecuadorian people conlinuing to
keep thelr faith alive,

The day we were driving to the
mouth of the Amazon, George
abruptly stopped the car and pointed
to Mount Pinchinchu in the distance,
which was crupling. Smoke
appeared to pour from lIts summil as
we madly grabbed lor our cameras lo
capture this once-in-a-lifetime
moment.

Ah, yes, aspects of Ecuadar can be
difficull to always find comfortable,
e.g., poor rutty roads, exhaust
fumes, vigilanee lo avoid parasites
(we weren't so Jucky,,.probably fruit
sampling at markel] and coolness of
highland lemperature (low 50s-60s)
and ne heat In Eevador, but we
decided the positives far outweighed
the negatives of this diverse counlry.

They don't emil the full spectrum of UV light, -
(nciudlag the harmiu! rays that readily cause
sunburn and can lncrease the risk of skin
cancer, Natural sunlight and lightboxes used
in conventional phototherapy also emit a wide
range of UV light.

Rather, both U-M machines are speclally
tuned to deliver on.y the range of light wave-
lengths known as UVA-1. These rays are weak
enough in energy that they are 1,000 times
less efficlent than UVB ai causing sunburn.
They also can penetrate father into the skin o
deliver skin-soltening effects where pallenls
need them.

“We know exactly what comes oul of our
light bulbs, whereas that comes out of tan-
ning bed bocths Is rally anyene's guess,” Kang
sald, As a result, the U-M physicians can
determine 1the exact dose of UVA-1 that
patients are getling.

Once the UVA-1 enters the skin, lts effects
begin. Kang and his colleagues have found
