hurts us. This is nowhere
more apparent than in the pro-
liferation of video clip sharing
sites like YouTube. These sites
show glimpses of us at our best
and at our worst. 1t seems that
everyone has a video camera
ara video phone that gets
puiled gut whenever some-
thing unusual happens, We are
filmed at every major shopping
mall and some entertainment
venues.

Recenily a clip was put up
on YouTube about some fans
behaving badly at a local
sporting event. The fans
appeared to be intoxicated
and argumentative. Someone,
sitting near them at the event
pulled out their camera and
began filming once a distur-
bance broke put. Every bad
word and gesture was caught
on film and have now been
wviewed by thousands of people.
The avaitability of cheap video
cameras and ubiquitous cell
phone cameras combined with
the ubiguitous presence of
security cameras Tieans that
we are being filmed oueh
more than we think. Consider

how fast tele-
visign news
shows are able
to show video
shot at malls,
arenazs, and
even wilder-
ness areas.
We need to
be mitch more
conscious of
being filmed,

Perhaps the greatest increase
in surveillance cameras has
been the installation of traffic
cameras at intersections. I work
just over two miles from home
but pass through four inter-
sections Hat are under video
surveillance. Each of these
interseclions has atleast four
cameras mounted overhead. If
Ttake the back way out of my
subdivision I still get filmed at
least times, [ have been trying
to find a route to get more three
miles from home without Leing
photographed and [ cannot do
it. The number of carneras is
Jjust incredible.

The level of video surveil-
lange in malis, banks, res-
tayrants, and entertainment
venues is also increasing.

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How to make home a safer place for seniors

Dear Savvy Senior

My parents have lived in the same
house for more than 40 years and plan
on living there lie rest of their lives.
The problem is, their house is two-ste-
ries and isu't very practical for seniors,
What resources can you recommend
that can help my elderly parents stay
safe and stav put, on a limiled budget.

Safety-Conscious Sue

Dear Sue,

Your parents are like most seniors in
this country. Theywant ta stay living in
their awn hotne as long as thev're phys-
ically capable. But for many seniors in
their 70 and beyond, staying put can
present some real safety challenges,
Here's what vou should know,

Every year in the U.5. about 7,000
elderly people die in home-related

accidents, and millions are seriensly
injured. Falls are the leading cause
of injuries, hut the elderly are also at
risk for being burned by the stove or
scalded by hot water. To help make
yaur parent’s liome a safer, more age-
friendly place ta live, here are some
tips and resources that ean help.

GET INFORMED

Your first step is to learn where Lhe
potentiat hazirds Yie in your parent’s
house and what you car do to reduce
them. A good place to do this is at the
Home Safety Council’s Web site {www.
mysafehome.net) where you ean take a
house Lour that points out the possible
dangers reom-by-room. Many of the
chages the site suggests are sinple and
inexpensive, like removing clutter and

throw rugs to avoid tripping, installiug

brighter bulbs in axisting light fixtures

to improve vision and adding grabbars
tothe bathroom for support.

GET AN ASSESSMENT

If your parents have medical
issues like chronic artlritis or poor
vision, ask their doctor to preseribe a
home evaluation by an occupational
therapist who specizlizes in home
modifications. They can analvze the
pntemml challenges and shorteom-
ings of your parent’s home to come up
witha plan that you, a handyman or
a contractor ean easily follow. Muny
health insurance providers, including
Medieare, will pay for 2 home assess-
inent. However, they will not cover
the physical upgrades to the home.

WAYS TO PAY

Ifyour parents need or want to make
substantinl ehapges to their home, but
don't have the cash to pay for them, they
should consider taking ot a hone equity
loan. Another possibility is a reverse mort-
gage. Avaitable to people over 62,2 reverse
miorigage wil let vour pavents converd the
equity intheir home into eash that doesni
have tobe paid back as long as either one
of themare Tning there. But the fees can
besubstantial, so be sure o speak with a
financial planner before taking out this
typeofmortgage. For information on

When there’s an emergency
or ather immediate public
safety conceri, people typical-
ly depend on media broadeasts
for notification.

But if you aren't watching
TV, listening to the radia or
on & news media Web site, you
Just might miss it,

That’s all changing, thanks
to a new service (rom Qakland
County and its sheriff’s office.

Reeently, 2 Community
Alerts program was begun,
whicl sends E-mail and cefl
phone text messages 1o regis-
tered users, prompting them to
check the county’s Web site for
street closures, crime sprees,
hazardous situations or other
emergencies posted by the
0Cs0.

“It’s available and it's free.

The only cost to consumers
would be the text message
fee If their cell phone carrier
charges it," said Lt. David
Pement, commander of the
QCS0 Highland substation.

Available to anyone who
signs up, the Community
Alerts program is part of the
county’s E-mail subscriber
serviee which was launched
in June 2008 and features
dozens of county departments
and municipalities offering
information and alerts. The
alert categories with the more
pressing information aze wire-
less enabled ns well so they ean
be sent as text messages to cell
phones.

‘The sheriff’s office got on
board with the program a few
weeks ago and alveady is attract-
ing a steady number of subserib-
ers, sajd Sandy Jurek, program
mnager for the project.

“Public safety alerts are
Twgely popular,” Jurek said,
“There’s general information
as well as emergency notifica-
tion where pecple can hear
about road closures, missing
persons, chemical hazards
and that kind of thing, It's
improved communication with
the community.”

Pement agreed that
Community Alerts is a conve-
nient and effective way to get
information to residents right
away.

“I'think it’s a great idea,” he
said, “The main thing is get-
ting the word out t¢ as many
people as we can.”

Connty
registers were allowed Lo cal-
culate the redeniplion amount
until the law was changed in
2005,

Howeyer, current law does
not aliow Lhe register of deeds
te provide this information
to the homeowner, My bill,
Senate Bill 350, would restore
the ability of Oakland and
Macomb County registers to
perform this valuable service.
Aithough 1 belicve that all
country regristers should help
homeowners with Lhis infor-
mation, my bill is limited to
the unly two counlics specifi-
cally asking for this ability to
De vestored,

Bruce and Rebeeca Wolford
of Waterford lestified insup-
port of SB 350 and told the
committec of their hardship in
obtaining the critical redemp-
tion information.

The Walfords said, *We had
to fight to get the informalion
we needed to save our home.

National Window
Covering Safety
resolution approved by
the Senate

The Michigan Senate
approved my resolution to recog-
nize National Window Cavering
Safety Month in an effort to raise
awareness of the hidden danger
of windowblind cords.

It is estirmated that strangu-
lation by corded window treat-
ments kills one child every
two weeks. Window blinds are
also the third-leading cause of
death in children dayeare set-
tings, That is why it is impor-
tant to educate parents and
childeare workers of the haz-
ards associated with window
biind cords.

Senate Resotution 92 stated
that “since 1990, more than
200 infants and young chil-
dren have died from accidental
strangling in window cords in
the United States.”

The resolution was in mem-
ory of Isabela Grace Nagarz,
who was unfortunatcly and so
sadly strangled by a window
blind cord in June 2009 while
taking a nap. She had just
turned two years old. With
great synipathy I share her
faniily’s grief. While remem-
bering [sabela, 1 brought
attention 1o this overlooked
soirce of harm to help protect
Michigan children from suf-
fering 2 similar tragedy.

Isabela’s parents, Wes and
Beth Nagara of Commerce
Township, and her uncle, Ron
Nagara, were in the Senate
gallery when SR 92 was
approved.
