After a rocky start, a ncar-
decade’s long  controvepsial
drainage  problem  between
Northville Township and the ity
of Novi is close Lo resolve.

The township's engineering
firm reported construction correc-
tions to the Quail Ridge drain, a
creek where water from the south
part of Novi flows into Northville
Township while servicing beth

in the fall,

“From a construction stand-
point, it will be done in mid
November,” said Asron Uranga,
engineer with Ayres, Lewis,
Norris and May,

Uranga did point out although
the construction portion of the
project will be done soon, it will
take about two years for the engi-
neered-vegetation o grow and

won't even be able to go in untl
November based on the planting
season,

Uranga said the vegetation is a
very important aspect of the cor-
rections because it will allow for a
more solid foundation by holding
the side stopes of the channel in
place while providing a barrier
against future erosion.

the problem, Anglin increased the
capacity of the chanzel and pro-
vided a rock armor at the botlom
1o keep erosion from occurring in
the future.

Twp. drain restoration progresses

The entire correction process
was approved by Lhé Michigan
_Depatmemt  of Environmental
Quility, ensuring the drain will
provide habitat for wildlife while
remuining sound from an engi-
neering standpoint,

Weaver said construction cosis
for the improvements lotaled
approximately $435,000, with an
additional $65,000 spent on
sludying the channel for grant
application purposes.

Two geanis were received —
one from the MDEQ and the
other from the Wayne County
Rouge program office. )

Between the two grants, a sub-

staniial portion for the construc-
tion and ¢ngineering of drain was
covered and the cost of applying
for the grants is being shared by
bolh communilies, Weaver said.

Accident victim honors those who saved her life two years ago

Tuly {7, 2000 is a day Novi rcs-
ident Susan Roseman will never
forget.

Roseman aiso won't forget the
men who saved her life that day.

Al the Aug. 20 Walled Lake
City Council meeting, she honored
the firefighters and the police offi-
cers who came to her atd after she

was injured in a serious car acei-
dent on Pontiac Trail in Walled
Lake. Roseman, who was the first
accident victim in the city to be
taken by helicopter to a hospital,
thanked then: for helping her and
made a donation to the Walled
Lake Fire Department.

That July day staned cut like
any other for Roseman. However,
that day was the firs¢ day of

‘months of rehabilitation from the

numerous physical injuries she
suffered in the crash.

The moment of the erash, she
was deep in prayer while cencen-
(rating on the road. That’s when a
red van hit her car head on.

“T thought it was the devil.”
Roseman langhed while remem-
bering the incoming van in her
larte.

Mary Sheridan, parks and recre-
ation member, also has the day

etched in sione in her memory
bank. She watched in horror as the
red van struck the woman's car in
front of her heme. The crash
caused a chain reaclion of other
cars crashing intp one another.
“Lcalled dispatch that we had a
multiple car accident with
njuries,” Sheridan said. “I noticed
people in other cars were OK
because they were gelling out of
their gars, T looked at Susan and T

could (el she was hurl bad.™

Roseman, who suffered broken
bones througheul e right side of
-her body, also knew her infuries
were severe,

“ couldn't move” Roseman
satd. 1 pot really nervous. Then 1
had this feeling that whether |
Tived or if [ died, [ was going 10 be
all ight”

Rosernan's recovery was a slow
one, She spent more than two

weeks at University of Michigan
Hospital in Ann Arbor, Then she
spent six weeks in a convalescent
center and two weeks at Botsford
Hospital for acute rehabilitation.

However, she was always grate-
ful to those who were at her side
from the time of the accident and
during her recovery stage.

“I feel so grateful,” Roseman

If you're one af the candi-
dates running in the November
election and plan on adventising
in the City of Novi, then you
beller walch out because large
election signs will not be twler-
ated anymore,

Members of the Movi City
Ceunctl approved ordinance 02-
100.2% dusing he Aug. 22 coun-
cil meeting, confieming wnd clar-
ifying the interpretulion of the
cily's code relaling 10 election
signs. And signs spread oul
arcund the city in time for the
November general election will
have ta confarm to the new rules,

"Yes, itis in affect,” said Novi
Cily Anorney Gerald Fisher. “Tt
goes into eflect right after publi-
cation of the legat notice.”

Thai means onte the go ahead
is given lo place the placards,
the candidate advertisements in
the public sight-of-way must not
exceed 6 square feet in urea
“and” must not exceed 5 feet in
height,

The prier ordinance stated
election signs in the public
right-ef-way must not eaceed 6
sguire in area “or” 5 feet in

height.

Novi's neighborhood services
cootdinawor, Cindy Uglow, said
the ordinance will be enforeed
too. “We will he picking up the
signs that do not meet the ¢ity's
requiretients,” she sid.

Members of the council are
juppy with the clarification
including Novi City
Councilman Louis Csordas who
made the ariginal cequest during
the July 15 mecting, Members
ol the council approved the first
reading of the amended ordi-
nance during the Aug. 12 Novi
City Council meeting.

Questions about the origiul
ordlinance stemmed from the
placement of 16-square-fect-in-
area clection signs by 52-1
District Court Judge candidate
Robert Bondy. Bondy urgued
his signs were technically OK
because they did fall witlyin the

and Engler
picked un unusaally distinguished group
of vitizens 10 serve on the aulhority,
Since then. the anthority las had noth-
ing but trouble frem the Wayne County
commissioners, who hated the change
because it ek away their cherished
politival and linancial leverage. They
maoaned that “public oversipht” sormehow
had been sacrificed w0 the workings of
the munthority. And they wound up filing a,
lawsuit — probubly spurious, cerluinly
seli-serving -— asserting Ihe authority
lacks aceountability wnd independent

auditing, and arguing Lhat the county will
be forced 1o cover $115 million in bonds
jssued to finance the construction and
tenovate the north rerming!. The sait has
been hanging fire for weeks at the Court
of Appegls.

In the meantime, the commissioners
have been stailing on approving the
bonds. If the bonds aren’t OK'd,
Northwest Airlines will face millions in
extra charges. Oddly, this doesn’t seem
to faze the commission. Commissioner
Robert Blackwel!, who chairs the com-
mission’s au‘pon opcr.s.lmns commiltee,
was quoted in lust Thursday's Detroil
News as saying, “To hell with
Northwest,” an unusual way to treat the
airport’s biggest customer.

Gov. Engler Tast week requested an
expedited hearing on the case from the
slate Supreme Court, both to setife the
complex issue ol the bonds and 1o ¢lanify
once and for all who has (he authority to
run the airport, the County Commission
or the appeinted airport suthority. Now
the commissioners, fearing the Supremes
might rule agains! il, are hinling they
would drop their suit if they get a say in
