Novi's park system is on the 
verge of ils biggest change since 
the city incorporated in 1969. 

Parks, Recreation and Forestry 
Commission Chairman David 
Paul and Commissioner David 
Slaudt told city council incmbers 

Feb. 23 that ihe commission is 
within days of filing the paper­
work io get federal non-profit tax 
status for ihe Novi Park 
Foundation. 

As a 501 (c)(3) corporation the 
Foundation will be able to accept 
contributions from individuals 
and corporations io fund capital 
improvements in Ihe city's 13 
parks. 

While stressing thai the 
Foundation is still in its "veiy 
early stages," Paul iold council 
members that he is "excited" 
about the opportunities the 
Foundation wil l create. 

Commission members would 
like to see ihe city make $7.8 mil­
lion in capital improvements to 
city parks by 2008. That works 
out to $1.57 million a year, but' 
last year ihe city approved only 
$280,000 in capiial improvements 
for the Parks, Recreation and 
Forestry Department In its 2002-
03 budget. 

in October, city council mem­
bers approved the commission's 
Community Recreation Plan and 
named Standi, Charlie Staab and 
Sue Engebretson to a Resource 
Development Committee to work 
with the city attorney's office to 

create a foundation. 
With (he creation of ihe Novi 

Park Foundation, commission 
members believe they can, in 
time, bridge the gap between die 
city's recreation needs and its rev­
enue stream. 

City Council Member Laura 
Lorenzo was concerned about the 
foundation's potential cost lo ttie 
city. "Who, exactly, do you plan 
on doing the administration?" she 
asked. 

Paul said, ai least ini i ial ly, 
Staudi, Staab and Engebretson, 
who is a CPA, would run the 
foundation. 

The commission is expected to 
formally name two of its mem­
bers io the Novi Park Foundation 
board of directors at the commis­
sion's March 11 meeting. Before 
the foundation's first board meet­
ing, the commission wi l l name 
three more board members. 

Paul told city council members 
he expects lo make his nexl for­
mal report on the foundation's 
progress in five to six months.

The Novi High School Robotics 
team has been exffemcly busy since 
die 20(M Competition Kickoff on 
Jan. 10. building a robot to compete 
in this year's FIRST Robotics 
Competition. 

The compcution is a program that 
pairs teams, sponsors, colleges and 
technical professionals with high 
school students to develop dieir 
.solution io a prescribed engineering 
challenge in a competidve game 
environment. The challenge 
changes every year. 

A l l teams participating in the 
challenge were shown this year's 
gaIne field for the first time and 
received a kit of parts and the game 
rules and regulations on Jan. 10. The 
kit of parts included molors, sen­
sors, shafts, bearings and other 
materials thai teams can use in the 
design and construction of their 
robots. They also received a new, 
enhanced multi-channel radio con­
trol system and a 12-volt battery 
power supply. The kit is meant to 
provide a level starting point for all 
teams. 

Novi is building a robot to com­

pete in the regional competition 
from March 12-13 at Eastern 
Michigan University in Ypsilanti. 

"Our robot will battie other robots 
and we want ours to be the best," 
said Apoorva Rastogi, a Novi soph­
omore. "Schools from all over 
Michigan and beyond compete." 

Rastogi explained tiiat this year's 
robot has to feed balls to humans on 
the playing ground, who wil l shoot 
them into a goal in order to earn 
points. 

According to Novi High School 
Math Teacher Dick Anderson. Frog 
Force, which is the team's nick­
name, is entered in two regional 
competitions. If die team wins either 
one of diem, it wil l tiien go on to 
compete in the national competition 
in Atlanta. 

"We have over 40 smdents in die 
club Uiis year," Anderson said. 
"From the night of Jan. 10, tiie kids 
have been working every week day 
night from about 6 p.m. to about 9 
or 9:30 p.m. and every Saturday 
morning from 9 a.m. to about 1 p.m. 

They love it." > 
That might seem like too much 

time away from doing tiieir home­
work, but as Anderson explained, 
generally, die students who partici­
pate on the robotics team are good 
students and tiiey know tiie impor­
tance o f doing their homework. 

During a six-week period die 
team has to figure out what strategy 
is needed to win this game. That dic­
tates what the robot has to do to 
function. And in order to make sure 
diat happens, die whole team must 
be involved. Team members are 
divided into small groups and sub­
groups and each is designated a spe­
cial job. The individual groups work 
on decisions regarding die robot's 
functions and how to go about 
designing it to do its responsibility. 

"First we have to decide what our 
.strategy is to accomplish die game 
and dien we build a robot." Rastogi 
said. "We design it and all tiie 
groups do a different part. I 'm in die 
marketing group. Our job is to mar­
ket our team and our robot so people

know about it and to get our spon­
sors." 

This year's robot must accom­
plish four different functions during 
the competition. It must move on its 
own; it must eidier grab a ball or 
knock a ball down; it must work 
with huInans by feeding balls to 
them and at the end of it all; and it 
must hang itself from a suspended 
bar in the center of die playing field. 

Otiier than die millions of dollars 
in scholarship money available for 
students who participate, Anderson 
believes they also get involved for 
other reasons. 

"In watching ttie students, I 

believe diey get involved because 
ttiey find out how much fun it is," he 
said. "Otiier tiian practical reasons, 
tills is die best experience an engi­
neering-bound shideni can have. 
It's also a great marketing experi­
ence for diose who are interested in 
going into marketing. There's really 
nodiing like it diat I'm aware of in a 
high school arena. They put a lot 
into it, but tiiey also get a lot out as 
well.

A.s summer died, so did 2-year-
old Ann Marie Shiiwlcy. 

As spring began, so did her 
sicpmolhcr's figlil Cor ilic rcsl ol' 
her life. 

The trial of Nikole Frederiek in 
the death of (he Capac loddler lasi 
September was slated lo resume 
in Circuit Court Judge Colleen 
O'Brien's fourlh floor courlrooni 
at Oakland County's governiiienl 
complex in Ponliac ihis morning 
al 8:30 a.m. it's e.xpeelcd to con­
tinue through liic end of next 
week. 

I f convieicd of felony murder 
or llrst degree minder. Frederick, 
who was 2.'i-years-old when 
Shawlcy died last Labor Day 
weekend, can expect to spend the 
rest of her life behind bars. 

After a day of hallway con­
frontations during jury selection 
Monday, Judge O'Brien warned 
the courtroom a repeat would 
result in banishmeni from ihe 
courthouse and possible arrest. 

In opening arguments Tuesday, 
Assistant Oakland County 
Prosecutor Gregory Town.scnd 
described Shawley's last, lerrify--
ing hours; how .she was brought, 
unresponsive, to Providence 
Hospital and Medical Centers' 
Novi Campus on Labor Day; how 
Frederick seemed to be most con­
cerned with evading responsibili­
ty."' 

Michael McCarthy, Fiederick'.s 
attorney, stressed responsibility in 
his opening arguments. Likening 
jury duty to military .service, 
McCarthy told the nine viJomen 
and live men on the jury thiit it is 
important for them to pay close 
attention to the testimony. 

McCarthy said that while there 
is no question that the toddler 
died a horrible, gruesome death, 
"the question is, who cau.sed it 
and what crime was actually com­
mitted." 

He promised the jurors "once 
you take emotion out of the equa-
tion,S.they would not find die nee-
cssai^elements to convict his 
cl iei i l^ ' 

Although he didn't offer a 
motive during his opening, 
Townsend said little Ann Marie 
was "sent to a home where she 
should have been safe. She was 
sent to a home where she should 

have been secure. Slic was sent to 
a home where she should have 
been sliowered wilh love. Instc:id, 
slie was scut to a house of 
unimaginable horror and terror." 

Townsend showed the jury an 
ciiiergency room memo detailing 
the 2-ycar-o!d's injuries in black 
;ind white. Il mapped out more 
than 30 injuries, including burns, 
bruises and tears. 

Before the court ;idjoumcd al 
noon, Townsend called four wit­
nesses, inciuded a patient registrar 
from Providence; two pediatric 
ICU nurses from Wil l iam 
Beaumont Mospitai; and the 
child's slep-giandfatlier, l^anici 
Schmidt. 

Schniidi, a small, bespectacled 
man dressed in ii gray herring­
bone jacket and rumpled black 
slacks, spoke in a hidting voice as 
he described his last iriorning with 
Ann Marie. 

He loid Ihe court that lie'd 
bought Ann Marie and her sister, 
Linda, M&Ms and pizza-flavored 
Pringles. Slopping lo wipe his 
eyes frequently, he recalled how 
she had run naked from the bath­
room and dropped on the hallway 
Moor of his son Scott's house to 
have her diaper put on. 

Schmidt said he'd seen no 
injuries then. 

"She wenl by you in a Hash. 
You were nol looking for bruises, 
were you'.'" asked McCarthy. 

"She was laying on the floor in 
front of mc as my son put on her 
diaper," Schmidt responded. 

Townsend showed Jenny Jones, 
a pediatric nurse at Beaumont, a 
series of graphic color photo­
graphs showing Ann Marie's bro­
ken body. The photos showed 
puncture and burn marks on the 
child's chin; a grill-l ike pallem of 
blistered burn marks on the back 
of her thighs; and swollen and 
lorn lips. 

Jones and 's'icky Ball, iinoiher 
Beaumont pediatric ICU nurse, 
said Ann Marie's eyes were fixed 
and dilated when she arrived in 
Royal Oak, indicating a brain or 
spinal injury. 

"She was in pretty rough shape, 
wiisn't she?" asked Townsend. 

"Yeah," Bail .said .softly. 
McCarthy asked Ball if .she 

knew how old the bruLses on Ann 
Marie's body were. 

After she said somewhere 
between two (o four days old, 
Townsend reminded the jury that 
Ann Marie had been brought to 
her father's Novi home for court-
ordered visitation on a Friday and 
she was brought to Providence's 
emergency room on a Monday. 

Kathleen Kolsch, a Providence 
eiTiployee, told the jury she heard 
Frederick tell the girl's father,

MacKcnzie said he's hoping the 
work skills people acquire partic­
ipating in RECOVER wil l trans­
late into belter lives. 

Noting Ihat representatives of 
both companies have said they arc 
"open to hiring" RECOVER par­
ticipants permanently, MacKenzie 
said pjirlicipants have an opportu­
nity to "work their way into a job" 
and solve a "multiple series of 
problems."

Council Member Lynn I'aul 
said she didn't like the idea of 
rezoning a piece of property from 
one of Ihe liighcst lax levels and 
lowest demands for service lo a 
classification that was nearly the 
opposite. Slie and others on the 
council stressed the need for a bal­
ance of zoning categories around 
the city. 

Carson countered ihat putting 
residential next to Twelve Oaks 
Mall would help ensure the mall's 
long-term economic viability. 1-ie 
added thai in conjunction with 
existing residential uses in the 
area, it would help create a "mini-
neighborhood." 

Council Member Laura 
Lorenzo said her biggest problem 
with ihe rezoning request was 
Singh's plans to sell the property. 
"I'm comfortable with Singh, we 
can rely on them," she said. "The 
next developer may not be a 
Singh, and ihat troubles me." 

Kahm iricd lo rea.ssure council 
members. While RM-2 zoning 
would allow up to 700 rcsidenliai 
units on the site, given the site's 
physical characteristics the only 
way that could be done is with 10-
slory buildings, which city code 
docs not allow, said Kahm. 

While Singh didn't have a 
development proposal in hand, 
Kahm said the current thinking 
was something along the order of 
four IQO-unil four-story buildings. 

That by itself was enough Ibr 
Lorenzo to argue against the 
recjuesl. 

Despite Kahm's eonicnlion that 
there is "an enormous amount of 
information why OST does nol 
make sense for this site," council 
members opted lo leave the prop­
erty as it is.

C i t y d r o p s o n e - d a y s i g n i d e a

After calling for one-day event 
signs for Novi busine.sses. Mayor 
Lou Csordas found himself back-
pedaling a l itt le at Monday 
night's city council meeiing. 

In a report to council, Cindy 
Uglow, Novi 's Neighborhood 
Services Coordinator, noted there 
arc 1,861 business registered with 
the Cily Clerk's office and that 
last year alone the city issued 218 
sign permits. 

The mayor had suggested dur-
,ing council's Feb. 2 meeiing that 
businesses be allowed lo have 
one-day special event signs for 
sales. 

Uglow noted that at the Pine 
Ridge Center, a small shoppirig 
center on Novi Road near 10 Mile 
Road, that could mean as many as 
15 signs at the entrance on any 
given d.iy. " I 'm an advocate of no 
clutter," she said. 

In her report io council, she 
noted that although Rochester 
Hills allows businesses to have 
one-day signs now, the city is 
considering going back to only 
allowing them for 
community/charitable events due 
to the paperwork and staffing 
demands it creates. 

Council Member Bob Gatt sug­

gests the city opt for something 
that would accommodate, busi­
ness without creating an undue 
hardship on ihe city, such as 
allowing extra signs on the first 
Saturday of the month. "All 1 
want is fairness," he said. 

While not favoring a prolifera­
tion of signs in the city, Uglow 
conceded, "we need lo look at the 
sign ordinance and get a handle 
on it." 

Council Member Lynn Paul 
said slie had some "serious di f l i -
cullios with ordinance enforce-
nient." She said she'd like lo see 
political signs banned from pub­
lic medians on the city's road­
ways and restricted to private 
properly. 

Assistant Cily Manager Cliiy 
Person said that when the city has 
looked at signage issue,s in areas 
like Towne Centre, ihey have 
"snowballed quickly." 

Csordas conceded thai signage 
is a "many sided i.ssue" and with­
drew his request for one-day 
signs. 

Uglow said she's been working 
with the Novi Chamber of 
Commerce's president, Nora 
Champion, to address sign issues 
and expects to meet with ihe 
chamber's economic develop­
ment committee soon. 

Local Realtor Ginger Barrons 

suggested ihe city gel input from 
Ihc Western Wayne, Western 
Oakland Realtors Association as 
well. She said signage is a major 
concern for ihc group's 3,800 
iiiemi3ers. 

Barions told council members 
the real estate signs that clutter 
the city's major inicrsections arc 
placed there by developers, not 
Realtors.

Wc have never 
h:id a school show th;il had the 
kids get up and parlicipalc." 

McDonald said the participa­
tion by llie kids is a way i'or them 
lo be really a part of the show by 
gelling up and actually running in 
place or doing a dance.

These days, they're really 
shakin' and bakiii' in the usually 
staid world of education. 

Consider: 
• U.S. Secretary of Education 

Rod Paige hist week called the 
nation's largest teachers' union a 
"terrorist organization" because it 
opposes some parts of the No 
Child Left Behind Act. The 
National 
Education 
As.sociation called 
for Paige's resig­
nation, after 
wliicli the secre­
tary sort of said he 
was sorry — "for 
the insensitive 
choice of words. I 
express my deep­
est regrets," but 
said he still 
believed the NEA 
\vas obstruction­
ist. 

• Last month, 
Michigan 
Republican Party 
Chainnan Betsy DeVos called on 
State School Superintendent Tom 
Watkins to resign "for failing lo do 
whal he has been hired lo do — 
make schools accouiiliiblc." Wayne 
Slate Univcrsily Governor Paul 
Massaron, a union official and a 
Democrat, called for DeVos' resig-
nadon. Both arc sdll in llieir jobs. 

• Republicans in both houses of 
the Michigan Legislature intro­
duced a joinl resolution calling for 
a Constitutional amendment to 
eliminate the Stale Board of 
Education's authority to appoint 
the slate superiniendcnl. Not to be 
outdone, the Detroit News called 
for the abolition of the entire stale 
board. So far, however, no one is 
calling for the abolition of the 
Detroit News. 

• Plymouth philanthropist 
Robert Thompson last week put 
his $200 million for Detroit public 
schools back on the table. 
Thompson last year offered to 
build 15 charter schools in Detroit, 
but Mayor Kwame Kilpalrick and 
the Detroit Federation of Tetichers 
eventually nixed the deal for all 
the wrong reasons. 

Steamy rhetoric usually 
obscures simple fundamentals. 

First fundamental: Most pub­
lic schools in Michigan are pretty 
good and gradually getting better. 
The districts that are in trouble are 

mostly in urban areas like Detroit, 
wliere poverty, unemployment, 
dysfimclional family structures, 
monopolistic and aggressive 
teachers' unions and bizarre 
school board politics swiri evilly 
together. The bad districts get 
most of the press coverage, but 
most of the others arc quietly get-
ling on with their job of teaching 

kids. 
In heriittack on 

Superintendent 
Walkins, DeVos 
called Michigan 
school graduation 
rates "frighten­
ing" and applied 
the same adjective 
to dropout rales. 
However, the 
graduation rale as 
reported by 
Michigan Center 
for Education 
Performance and 
Information has 
steadily increased 

. from 83.8 percent 
in 1997 to 88.5 percent in 2002. 
According to Standard and Poor's 
School Evaluation Services, the 
average stale dropout rale has 
declined every year, from 4.5 per­
cent in 1997 to 3.2 percent in 
2002. This is hardly sufficient evi­
dence lo call for Walkins' resigna­
tion. 

Sadly, however, some good 
school dislricts liave been hard hit 
in the years following passage of 
Proposal A. The original deal was 
to increase support for weaker dis­
tricts but "hold harmless" the rich­
er and better ones. Over the years, 
however, funding for the better 
districts has been capped while 
their expenses have risen with 
i'lfialion. It's pervcr.se that a coii-
; eqiience of the biggest school 
reform in Michigan history should 
be the systematic erosion of those 
few schools of high quality. 

Second fundamental : The 
logic bcliiiid school reform is sim­
ple: Define what kids are sup­
posed to learn, test whal they are 
actually learning, use the results 
to improve the bad schools.' I 
served for a decade on the board 
of the leading advocate for 
reform, the National Center for 
Education and the Economy, and 
we worked bard to persuade 
Presidents Bush I, Clinton and 
Bush 11 that this approach made 

sense. Indeed, this newspaper has 
over many years advocated public 
release of llic MEAP test results 
for every individual school in the 
district on tlic gixiunds thai infor­
mation wil l help schools improve. 

So some of us were enthused at 
the prospect of rigorous testing 
being placed al the heart of the No 
Child Lefi Behind Act. But as the 
legislation moved through 
Congress, however, the old adage 
that "two things you really don't 
want to watch being made are 
s;iusage and legislation" turned 
oul to be all too true. The No 
Child Left Behind Act turned into 
a bureaucratic nightmare, replete 
with infiexible requirements pro­
ducing no less than 50 ways 
whereby a school can be deter­
mined not to have made "adequate 
yearly progress." The testing 
required by NCLB has produced 
odd results in which schools rated 
exeiiiplary in one year were down­
graded as in;ide(iualc the next. 

The No Child Lefi Behind Act 
offers federal money to American 
schools totaling about 7 pcrcenl of 
their collective budgets, yet the 
act also imposes performance 
requirements and testing methods 
for all schools ;it a cost often dis­
proportionate to the federal contri­
bution. A fair number of states are 
now considering rejecting the 
money from llie feds. 

Th i rd Fundamental: Our 
schools may be making progress, 
but die rest of Ihe world is moving 
faster llian we. liicrenienlal 
improvement may not be enough to 
help our kids compete in a sudden­
ly global worid where kids in 
Eiiropetin and Asian schools score 
far better than ours in math and sci­
ence. I'd love lo see the State Board 
demand a quantum improvement. 

I 'ourth Fundamental: It is 
very had manners to scorn a gift 
sincerely offered. Mayor 
Kilpalrick and the Delroil 
Federation of Teachers were given 
a .second chance hy Mr. 
Thompson. 1 cannot believe they 
wil l be so stupid and self-destruc-
live this time around. i

a n d h e a d e d f o r d e s p e r a t e 

J a c k L e s s e n b e r r y 

Detroit Mayor Kwame 
Kilpalrick was positively beaming 
during most of an enthusiastic, 
upbeat "Stale of the City" address 
last week. 

He won stoniiy applau.se when 
he announced that Michigan 
Ccnu-al Depot, the hulking old ruin 
of a train station 
that dominates 
DcUDit's southwest 
skyline would be 
bought by die city, 
renovated and 
turned into a new 
police headquar­
ters. 

The mayor 
announced plans to 
rebuild a decaying 
neighborhood on 
the far east side, 
saying he expected 
"between 3,000 
and 4,000 new or 
renovated homes." 

For half an hour the 33-year-old 
mayor hotted out achievenienis and 
promises; a new indusuial park 
here; ,so many roads resurfaced 
dicre; free admission to city recre­
ation centers, a downtown wired 
for wireless communication. 

Yet he never came close to nien-
doning the real siaie of the city, 
which is dreadful, heading for des­
perate, and after improving 
markedly in die late 1990s, is gct-
dng worse again. Suffice il lo say 
that i f America's vital .statistics 
looked like diose in Detroit, George 
W. Bush might not even dare to run 
for rc-clecdon. 

What the mayor didn't mention 
was Uiat four yeais ago, unemploy­
ment in Detroit was 6,6 percent; 
last year, it averaged 14.1 percent. 
While there are 55,875 jobless, 
odier diousands have dropped out 
of die labor force endrely. 

Infant mortality is nio -• than 
twice die nadonal average and ris­
ing. "White flight" essentially 
ended in the 1990s, because there 
are fewer dian I(X),000 white peo­
ple left, and many of diose arc from 
L.adn America or the Middle East. 
The new trend is "black fiight." to 
suburijs like Soudifield and West 
Bloomfield, noted Kurt Metzger. 

the area's leading demographer. 
The black middle class is abandon­
ing the city loo. 

And ominously, after many years 
in which Detroit's once-infamous 
murder rate declined, the cily has 
been plagued by a wave of homi­
cides diis yetu-. Tlie mayor did pay 

Uibute to the two 
young police offi­
cers bmtally 
slaughtered in 
dieir patrol car ear­
lier this month, 
after dicy stopped 
a local punk for a 
traffic check. 

But he didn't 
address the wider 
issue of violence. 

Nor did he deal 
much with eco­
nomics. 

The city has, 
analysts claim, a 
$120 million 

budget deficit. Cily council mem­
bers said after the speech diat the 
agreement to buy die old train sta­
tion is not a done deal, and indicat­
ed ihey didn't know where the 
money would come from. 

David Littmann. chief economist 
for Comerica bank, doesn't .see 
diings gciung better diis year. He is 
the creator of the "Detroit 
Comeback Index," which set 1994. 
die year die Coleman Young era, 
ended, at 100. The city reached 123 
in 2000. but has no\v slipped back 
lo 116, "about where i l was in 
1998." He hopes for an upturn in 
fiscal 2005. but is not optimistic for 
the short term. 

Yel anyone who blames Kwame 
Kilpalrick for much of this is 
wrong. 

David Rusk, a former mayor of 
Albuquerque, now spends his life 
studying cides, says Detfoii's prob­
lem can be summed up in a word: 
Elastic. 

"Elasdc cides succeed, inelasdc 
cides fail," says die audior of two 
fa.scinaung books on urban affairs, 
"Cities Without Suburbs" and 
"Inside Game, Outside Game." 

"Elasuc cities" are diose diat can 
expand iheir boundaries by annex­
ing territory, as Los Angeles has 

very successfully done. Or they 
partner with a county in some form 
of metropolitan government, as is 
the case in Niishvillc, Indianapolis 
or Miami. 

But Dcu-oil is up against county 
lines and incorporated cities, and 
hasn't been able lo add a single par-
eel of land since 1926. The money 
and Ihe jobs began tlecing in die 
1950s, before anyone thought of 
"white night." Later, racial tensions 
accelerated things. 

Today, a shrinking and poor cen-
h-al city of 940,000 is sumiunded 
by affiuent suburbs diat iu-e home to 
3.5 million people, many of whom 
diink the central city's problems 
have nothing to do with them. Most 
of the jobs the.se days are in Uie 
suburbs. 

Increasingly, Dctroiters can't get 
to them. There is no convenient and 
reliable public transponation .sys­
tem, and something like 45 percent 
of the residents of what was once 
Motor City cannot afford a car. For 
years, all efforts to get a light rail 
system have failed; even attempts 
to get a hetler bus system tend to 
dissolve into petty squabbles. 

Undoubtedly, the area would be 
much belter off with a little team­
work. Political vision is desperately 
needed. MeU-opoIitan government, 
however, would cost the suburbs 
more, at least for awhile. 

Black Deu-oiters, on die other 
hand, might lose political power. So 
no one is pushing very hard for 
solutions, and racism still hangs in 
the air like a cloud. The morning 
before die mayor's speech, two 
suburban men were arrested for 
spreading while paint on a statue of 
boxer Joe Louis's arm and fist. 

They apparently did it to protest 
the killing of the two young police 
officers, who were white. The man 
accused in die case is black. Police 
said he claims the shooting was "a 
mistake." These days, mistakes are 
something Detroit can i l l afford.

When Novi's John Pcrraii wanls lo relax from a 
stressful day of running his McDonald's restaurants in 
Coniiiierce Township and Sylvan Lakes, he climbs into 
his 1933 Ford Highboy Coupe and goes for a craise. 

When Ihe 52nd annual Autorania closed its doors a 
Cobo Hall Sunday nighl, instead of rolling his car into 
a trailer like hundreds of oilier exhibitors, he drove his 
home. 

"It's a stress reliever," he said standing nexl lo his 
deep blue hotrod. Penan was one of five Novi area res­
idents displaying cars at Detroit's "oUier" auto show. 

Perran bought his hand-built hot rod two years ago 
from Mark's Hot Rods in Kentucky after an internet 
search for somelhing iun. Powered with a 350-cubic-
inch Corvette V-8 and a six-speed manual Iransmis-
sion, Perran's car lias never seen the inside of a Ford 
factory. It was built from new parts. 

Perran's effort took second place in the Altered 
Street Rod 1933-19.34 CCIas.s. 

"Not loo bad considering that eight of the nine cars 
in my class were over $100,000," said Perran. 

Perran's friend's '.34 Chevy Two-Door Sedan never

' thougli the Novi resident said he and his brother did 
most of the work 

Although Bluga and his brother have had a car 
entered in Autorama every year since 1987 except last 
and won a fair share of trophies along ihe way, he .said 
it's not winning lhal brings him hack, "ll's llie com­
radeship, Ihe brolhcriiood of i l all," he said. "If I win 
somelhing, dial's jusi icing on Ihe cake. This is my 
iiiid-winler gelaway." 

When he's nol Iweaking liis hoi rod, Bluga runs EES 
Engineering, an aulo painting system company in 
Wixom. 

Altiiough he helped design the sheet metal on 
Daimler Chrysler's new 30()C and Magnum Wagon, 
Wixom's Steve McAffrey said he "always loved the 
'67 Chevelle." It took hiiiifilO montlis to rebuild die 
canary yellow one he brought to Autorama. 

The design engineer said it was "Christmas every 
day when I came home" during the project. "I've got 

the same roof I started wilh," he laughed, explaining 
how extensive the restoration became. 

At the end of the show, McAffrey got one more 
present - a sixth-place trophy in Ihc Conservative 
Hardtop '67-'68 class, which is one of the biggest in 
the annual event. 

Wixom resident Lcs Tawsc and his wife, Sandy, 
bought their green '69 Caniaro on a trip lo Nortli 
Carolina last summer. They hadii'l been looking for a 
car, hut he said, "It was loo good a deal lo pass up." So 
they brought it home as in inveslmcnl. 

The investment paid o i l at Autorama . Tawses wenl 
home wilh one less car lhan ihey came wilh. Less lhan 
two hours before the aw:irds ceremony, a Lansing man 
made Taw.se Ihe right offer 

Tawse, who owns Wixom Towing & Collision, 
won't have to woriy about wliat do drive lo Cruise-ins 
Ihis summer. He brought a 1960 i^ord Falcon dragster 
to Autorama along with the Caniaro and he's got a '39 
Ford sedan and a '41 Willys at home. He added, "I'm 
working on a '64 Falcon for her," nodding towards his 
wife. 

Novi resident Joe TiDiia's 1969 1/2 Plymouth Road 
Runner is better traveled than a lot of the people 
attending Autorama. After being originally .sold in 
Cnlifoniia, wliere il was used as a drag car in die early 
1970s, Trotta's bird found itself in Denver, dien back in 
California, Minneapolis, Windsor and finally 
Memphis, where Trolta bought it. 

Trotta, who is the senior manager for sales and mar­
keting at Daimler Chrysler, said he bought the car 
because he always wanted a "lift-off hood car." He said 
Ihe cars were built ;is racers, straight from the factory, 
with no hubcaps, no power steering, no power brakes, 
and a lift-off fiberglass hood. Of die 2,700 Plymouth 
and Dodge cars built tliis way, Trolta said his was one 
of 12 originally painted black.

Novi will once again play host lo 
one of the world's top jazz .irlisLs 
when piano master Eric Reed per-
forms at Novi Middle School March 
20. The 7:30 p.m. event is presented 
by Providence Hospital and is a 
fund-raiser for Novi Coalition That 
Cares, 

Reed, most noted for his stint as a 
memjjer of the Wynton Marsalis 
Septet in the '90s, has appeared on 
dozens of recordings. He will be 
appearing with Rodney Wliiiaker, 
bass, and Randy Gillespie, dmms, 
both membiers of the Professors of 
Jazz at Michigan Stale University, 

"This is another incredible oppor­
tunity for Novi residents to experi­
ence world-class jazz without hav­
ing to head to Dcmiil or Ann Arbor," 
said Tony Musu, of Concetts for a 
Cause, die organization putting the 
show together, "Last month at 
Franklin Road Christian School we 
had Cyrus Chestnut, another great 
musician. 

A portion of the proceeds will 
benefit Novi Coalition That Cares.

When you think of hard-driving 
swing, daring expression, sophisu-
cation and elegance in artistry, for­
midable technique and a thunderous 

sound, diere are only a small hand­
ful of young pianists one iliinks ol". 
Eric Reed is most assuredly one of 
them. But don't diink of him as a 
just a pianist; Eric is one of Uit; new 
generaUon's most advanced thinkers 
in jazz music. 

Bom in Philadelphia on June 21, 
1970, Reed grew up playing gospel 
music in his lather's storefront 
Baptist church, starting at Ihe age of 
5. 

"My father was a minister but he 
also used to sing wilh a gospel 
group in Philly called die Bay Slate 
Singers," said Reed. "He was my 
earlie,st musical influence. 1 also was 
hit heavily by Edwin Hawkins' 
music of the 1970s. Gospel music 
remains a laI;gc part of ray playing 
today" 

Afterwiu-ds, young Reed w:is bit­
ten by die jazz bug after lie;iring 
recordings o f An Blakey, Ramsey 
l^wis and Dave Brubeck. 

A child prodigy. Reed started 
playing piano at age 2 and formal 
instruction began at age 7 ;ii 
Philadelphia's Settlement Music 
School. However, he remained pri­
marily self-taught, often confound­
ing his instructors by not Icaniiiig 
die wiilten music, but lislcning to 
diem play it first and memorizing 
musical pieces note-for-notc. "1 
wasn't interested in Bach at die 
time; I was checking out Horace 
Silver." 

By age 11, his family moved to 
Los Angeles and he continued his 
fomial instruction at Ihe R.D. 
Colbum School of Arts where his 
dieory teacher Jelf Laviicr, finally 
realizing dial Reed was simply not 
going to bear tiie classics, turned 
him onto recordings of great jazz 
pianists. Clearly, Reed was selling 
out to carve his own padi curly. 

"My neighborhood libraiy had all 
kinds of hip jazz records and 1 was 
in diere everyday checking them 
out. Everydiing was diere: Ahmad 
Jamai, Erroll Gamer, Oscar 
Peterson, McCoy Tyner - it was 
unbelievable! By the time 1 was 13, 
I didn't realize it but 1 had digested 
all of die jazz recordings iliai musi­
cians were expected to knov|." 

After four years of intense self-
teaching combined widi mentoring 
by composer Harold Battisle, Reed 
could be heard around town leading 
his own groups and working in die 
bands of Teddy Edwards, Gerald

Wlien it comes to responding io 
inquiries f rom ilie Internal 
Revenue Service (IRS) your best 
offense \s a clear understanding of 
tlie tax rules. 

To help you stay on the offen 
sive and avoid becoming an April 
Fool this lax season, here arc 
some lax tales from the Michigan 
Association of Certified Public 
Accountants. 

T h e r i g h t r e s e a r c h 
c a n lead t o a tax c r e d i t 

You needn't make a major sci­
entific brealcthrough to claim the 
research and cxpcrinienlaiion lax 
credit. That's what one company 
learned after tlie IRS initially 
denied it the credit. The company 
had developed and sold comnier 
cial accounting and tax return 
preparation software and claimed 
the research credit for ils develop­
ment cost. After taking the IRS to 
court, the lax court ruled in Ihe 
company's favor, staling tiiat the 
requirement is not that discovered 
knowledge be new to science, but 
ihui it be technological, new to tlie 
taxpayer and not freely available 
to Ihe general public.

Fishing f o r d e d u c t i o n s 
c a n pay o f f 

The IRS is strict about lax rules 
pertaining to hobbies: Income 
from a hobby is taxable, but 
expenses ate. deductible only to 
the extent you have income. Any 
other money you lose from your 
hobby is considered nonde­
ductible personal lo.sses. 
However, i f you can demonstrate 
that your hobby had a profit 
motive, it may qualify as a busi­
ness and enable you to deduct 
more of your expense. Take the 
case of a recreational bass fisher-
man who began promoting fishing 
tournaments. He incurred five 
years of losses lhal he deducted on 
his tax return. Claiming the fisher­
man was deducting hobby expens­
es, the IRS denied the deduction. 
However, the tax court ruled in the 
fisherman's favor viewing his 
work on tournaments as a busi­
ness because he had clearly 
demonstrated a desire to produce 
a profit - and had the documenla-
tion lo back i l up. He kept detailed 
accounts and mailing lists and 
even consulted with outside pro­
fessionals. What's more, his busi­
ness turned a profit in the sixth 
year, further indicating thai he had 
a profit motive.

All taxes are not created equal 

Manied couples are generally 
liable for all the lax due on a joint 

: return, regardless of how much 
: eiich individual spouse earns. 

Similarly, should one spouse fail 
to report income subject to federal 
taxes, both spouses wil l be held 

; liable for any taxes lhal are due. 
However, the same is not true 
when i l comes to PICA (Social 
Security and Medicare taxes). 

When lip income wasn't report­
ed by one spouse who filed a joint 
return, an IRS agent considered 
holding the other spouse liable for 
unpaid PICA tax owed on it. 
However, the IRS issued a legal 
opinion lo the contrary, staling 
that "joint and several liability," 
which makes each spouse liable 
for all the lax due on a joint return, 
applies only to income taxes. 
Because PICA tax is a separate 
liability of each wage earner, one 
spouse can't be held liable for die 
other's PICA tax.

Don' t be a f r a i d 
to ask for a re fund 

I f you've been overzealous and 
overpaid your taxes, you can 
amend your original return and 
obtain a refund. Generally, you 
must file your claim for a credit or 
refund within three years after the 
date you filed your original return 
or within two years after the date 
you paid the tax, whichever is 
iater Keep in mind that a return 
filed before the due date is treat­
ed as filed on the due dale (gener­
ally April 15). 

I n one case, the IRS allowed a 
refund even though ihe taxpayer 
had originally defaulted on his 
taxes. The taxpayer didn't file a 
tax retufn and was sent a deflcien-
cy notice. A t first the individual 
failed to respond, but then later 
paid the tax due. Soon after that, 
iie died. Flis widow then learned 
that the nodce had overstated the 
tax owed, so she asked for a 
refijnd. An IRS agent questioned 
the request because of the default 
on the notice. The IRS ruled that 
defaulting on a deficiency notice 
does not bar a taxpayer from later 
requesting a refund, but only fiom 
suing for a IefiInd in tax court.
