Novi Chiefl Cperating Oflicer Cralg
Klaver =ald {he clity expects a 30-
percent Increase in the cost of
insurance for ils upcoming fiscal
year beginning July 1

The cost of the upcoming policy is
estimated at $635,000,

Novi's [nsurance premfum Dud-
geted amount for iis present flscal
year Is 8487.000.

Klaver said he expecls actual
Insurance premium cests will come
in al $488,000, only $1.000 off
what ¢ity officials anticipated it
would spend.

¢ The building was crealed
hefore 1950 and s loealed with
the local Main Street district.

* The buikiing is located within
the local Main Street district and
does not qualify under any of the
above guidelines bul because of
extracrdinary creumslances Matn
Street officials [eel the bullding
would have poieniial for [mprove-
ment.

places: The land was acquired for public
use with money [rom the Michigan
Nalural Resources. Trusl Fund, one of
Michigan’s most vital devices for preserv-
Ing our wild woods and walers., What's
most remarkable about the Fund is that it
doesn't cosl laxpayers a single cenl!

Since its start back in 1976, the Fund
has become Michlgan's principal source of
stale fungding for conservation and oul-
door recreation prajects. Revenue flor the
Fund comes [rom the sale of oll, gas and
minerai leases and from royaltles [rom oil,
gas and minerals {ake from state-owned
land, According (o the slale Constilution,
the interesl ‘and earnings from Lhe Trusi
Fund are 1o be used for "the acquisilion of
land or rights in land for recreational uses
or protection of the land because of its
environmental imperlance or s scenic
beauty. [or] for the devclopment of public
recreation facilities,”

The Fund is perhaps Michigan's most
fmportant conservation tocl. Since lis
start, it has distributed more than 8537
million for 1,200 conservation and recre-
ation projects touching every counly in
Michigan. Earlier this year. for example,
812 million from the Fund helped the
Michigan chapter of the Nalure
Conservancy buy and preserve for public
use and enjoyment some 6,000 acres of
unspoiled land at the tip of the Keweenaw
Peninsula in the UP.

The Fund, however, urgently needs pro-
tection and improvement. So while you're
driving north this Memorial Day weekend,
T urge you to think kindly aboul the best
way 1o do this. It's Proposal 2, an amend-
ment to the state Constitution, which will
appear on the ballot in the August 6 pri-
mary ¢lection. I passed, the Proposal
would allow Trusi Fund assets to be
mvesled at a higher rate of reiurn than
possible now and raise the cap on lunds
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Rec proposal deserves support

from $400 million {o 3500 million.

Taken together, the value of Proposal 2
to conservalion and ouldoor recreation in
Michigan would be more than $500 mil-
lion over the nexl 20 years — all without
costing the taxpayer a single cent! This is
a sensalionaily good deal, one that will
strengthen  the Michigan  Natural
Resources Trust Fund and assure that
Michigan wild woods and walers are pre-
served and our slate parks and recreatfon
areas are strengthened and improved.

Becausc il's such a good deal. Propesal
2 is receiving support from an unprece-
dented range of consliluencies and organ-
izalions, from the Michlgan Chamber of
Commerce on the right [good stale parks
and conserved wild lands make for good
tourism) lo the Michigan Environmenial
Council on Lhe left [conservation is a holy
grall of the environmental movement).
Hunters and fisher folk are represented by
suppert [rom Lhe Michigan United
Conservation Clubs, while even Llhe
Michigan Oil and Gas Association is
greasing fahem) the skids in support.

Proposal 2 and the vole in August won't
make big news between now and the
August primary eieclion. Everybody’s for
it il's mon controversial; It makes incon-
troverlible sense; il costs the laxpayers
nething. But it is a vital lool in the elfort
(o preserve torever Michigan's greal places
for public use and enjoyment ... before it's
tos late. 1 deserves your supporl.

So how do
you get teens lo
buckle up when
they think they
are invincible?
It's simple, warn
them about heavy
fines, saturation
patrols and heavy
enforcement peri-

that’s
exaclly  what's
going to happen
this Memorial Day
week during
Operation ABC
Mobilization, a nationwide law enforce-
ment effort to protect teens from the lead-
ing rsk they face-traffic crashes. The Novi

Police Department will joln more than
11.600 faw enforcement agencies In the
largest nationwide crackdown ever on
drivers who don't buckle up themselves or
their children,

The rationale for targeting teens is sim-
ple - caught In a lethal intersection of
inexperience, risk taking and low seaf belt
use-teens are dylng at much higher rates
than aduits. In fact, new data show that
more than half of all teens whe die in
crashes are completely unbelted and fatal-
ity rates for teens are twice that of older

drivers. In 2000, 4,216 teens ages 16-19

died and thousands mere were irjured in
traffic crashes.

Moreover, nearly 20 percent of high
schools students report they never or
rarely wear seat belis when riding with
someone else. Combine this low seat belt
use with research that shows teenagers
are more likely than older drivers to speed,
run red lights, make illegal turns, ride

- Teen seatbelt use targeted this holiday

with an intoxicated driver and drive afler
using aicohol and drugs, and yoeu have a
recipe for disaster. IU's nol surprising the
traffic crashes are the leading cause of
death for lzens.

‘The model for the Mobilization is based
on years of research showing that for most
people who doni't wear seat belts - especial-
ly teens - the possibility of receiving a tick-
et is & more powerful incentive than the
threat of injury ar death, Salefy messages
den't work. Enforcement messages, backed
up by strong enforcement activities, de.

That's why Novi Police Department is
doing everything we can to get the word
out to those who face the grealest risk-
teens and young adults. By buckling up
their seat bells, teens could save more
than just money from hefty fines. they
could save their lives,
