For his part,
Upton disavows his own
National Republican
Congressional Commitiee’s
targeting  Donnelly -for
deleat.

He instead praised “the
very good job” his colleague
is doing as a freshman con-
gressman.

Lansing desperately
needs some of that spirit
today. Qur government is
paralyzed by  partisan
Inflghting over the 2008
state budget, reliably esti-
mated by experts to be at
least 81.8 billlon i defieit.
Bipartisan votes will be
required to erase the red
nk.

Democrats need to vote
for the kinds of structural
reforms to government and
cost cuts that Republicans
want, while Republicans
need to vote for the lax
increase Democrats fand
everyone else, for that mat-
ter] know has to happen to
close the budgel gap.
