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W Novi at the
“epicenter”
of infestation

The irony of lhe Emcrald Ash
Borer infestation decimating
Sowhgast Michigan's ash trees is
that the ash first became popular
umong arban foresters in the wake
of Duteh Elm Disease which
turned Detroit and many of the
older suburbs into concrete waste-
lands 40 years ago, helping to fuei
what many today call sprawl.

“Hopelully we've jearned
something from the mistake,”
suggested Steve Printz, Novi's

city forester.

Foresters all over the state are
now banging the diversity dmm
as loudly as they can and Printz is
one of them. “Streets lined with
the same kind of tree just isn't a
good idea” he said. “The key is
diversily in planting™

Prinz’ office has begun distrib-
uting a list of some 70 trees, pre-
pared by Michigan  State
University, that con be used as
alternatives to ash trees, The preb-
leth, he said, is some of the trees
on the list, such as Norway
maples, have problems of their
own, while others, like the
Kentucky coflee tree are difficult
to find al area aurseries

“It's really unfortunate” said
Printz, “the ash is a phencmenal
urban rmee” However, he added,
most {oresters believe “in less

than 10 years, = mature ash will
be difficult to find™ in this part of
the counlry,

Only Iwo surmmers ago, only 4
few entomologists had ever heard
of the Fmerald Ash Borer, u
melallic green Asiun  bectle,
However, this swinmer the quatan-
tine area for the movement or sale
of ash wood has cxpanded from
six 1o 13 counties and thete are
several suspeet Emerzld Ash
Borer infestations suspect on the
slale's west side.

“We are the epicenier,” said
Printz. He'd enly been on the job
six months when he saw his first
infected tree in 2001 and his trec-
cuiling crew argued with him
when he ordered it removed, Last
year city crews felled more than
100 dead or dying ash teees on
city property.

‘This year Printz snidl he expects
his crews io double or triple that
count, and by next year the toial
could climb to 500, But that can’l
go on for too long.

Printz said there are a litle
more than 2,400 ash (rees on city
property und of those 491 are
already dead or dying and another
580 ure in poor shape.

1M there's a bright spat for Novi,
it’s that Printz cstimates there arc
25,000 to 30,000 wees cn city
property. That means ash ooly
accounts for about 10 percent of
the city's trec cover. Printz noted
that In some nearby communities,
ash acceunts for 20 10 30 percent
of the total!

However, he noled, some arcas
of the city, such as Meadowbrook

Consider whit the Toltowing
things have in common: Jupinese
beetles, zebm musscls, AIDS,
cmerald ash bowrs, West Nile
virus, spiny water fleas, purple
loosestrile, g5psy moths, highead
corp, round eyeé gobies.

They're 0l invisive species. In
one way of mother, cach of these
now infests our woods ar walers
or people. Mose
impartantly, cach
is an “exotic” in
aur Michigan
environment.
Lach  originated
somewhere else in
the world and was
Insported to our
shores, where it
encauntered  pa
natural enemics or
predators and
therefore  spread
very rapidly.

a couple of years has killed an
estimated 6 millian ash trees in
Southeastern Michigin. Neither
bug has any native nalwral ene-
mics, which explains [heir prodi-
gious and unchecked spread.

When the ships
dumped their ballast into Duluth
harbor, they also
dumped pests that
eoutld wipe out the
feed stock for a
whole range ol
native fish
speeies. Se o far,
neither  species
has uny serious
native predators;
vaperts  predict
they will spread
through the Great
Lakes just like the
Zuebri inassel,

In u few cases,
scientists have dis-
covered biological
control agents (hat
dilferentially  atack  invasive
specics without damaging others.

The purple loosestrife, o wet-
land  species that blooms in
Avgust. came originally (o the
U.S. as a decorative garden plunt
sold throagh nurseries, Bu it
“excaped” the garden and spread
invasively  through  wetlunds,
choking out native  species,
Rescarchers al Michigan State
University and the Michigan Sea
Grant are experimenting with a
bectle. Galerucelln calmaricnsis,
that leeds on lovsestrife growing
Lips ang leaves and nothing clse.
They've been releasing the beetles
on test plois throughous Michigan
for several seasons, so far effec-
tively knocking back the looses-
trife on 20,000 acres of wetlands
with the long term promise of
statewide controf.

And the gypsy moth that
migruted {rom its original ureas of
infestation in the Northeast te
defoliate acre upon acrc of
Michizan ok trees appears to
have beea kept pretty much under
comtrol by acrial release of a bac-
terium that infects and kills the
moth's rvenous larvae.

Recently, the National Oceanic
and Atmospheric Administration

| dangerous problem we face

has  decided  to concentrale
reseurch on invasive species al its
lab in Ann Arbor. The new
National Center for Reseurch on
Aguatic Invasive Species  will
house the greatest coneentration
of scientists doing research on
invasive speeies, especially on
pests infesting the Great Lakes.
That's a sign of progress but hard-
ly grounds for optimism.

Successes  againsl  invasive
species are few and Far between,
Certoinly the spread of species
from ene part of the world o
another will continue apace, Who
knaws what kind of Asian beetle
will infeet the next foad of wood
furniture made in Thailand or
what American bacterium will
wrn up in automobiles manufac-
tuzed in Michigan but sold in East
Africa? International trade and
travel will move goods and pecple
— tagether with teir invasive pas-
sengers — inereasingly from one
place 10 another.

In pust centuries, various pans
of the world were essentially #so-
lated from cach other, allowing
unigue assemblages of plants, ani-
mals and insects (o establish keeal
biological equilibriums with each

other through the normal process- |

cs of evolationary selection. - But
in an increasingly interconnected
world, environments  will ne
longer be able o evolve in isola-
tion one from the other.

And 5o what's [ikely (o huppen?
Hard o tell, of course, but 1 sus-
pect we are on the way 1o seeing
upiform, worldwide assemblages
of plunts, animals und insects
eradually supplanting the diversi-
Ly of species that now make one
place different from another. And
anyhody who knows about the
dangers inherent in monoculture -
planting just one kind of potato,
for example — knows full well
how extraordinarily dangerous
that would be. |

The Sherifl's Offtce
invesligates countless fires every
yeus,

Fircs take morc lives than all
other natural disaslers com-
bined. But unlike a tornado or
flood, there arc ways to prevent
such tragedies from oceurring
by  practicing
simple  sulety K
pregaations and
planning.

Having  funmc-

tional  smoke

alarms installed

in your home is

absolutely

essential, Would

you know if

your home was

on fire? What

would happen if ;

you were ?il(!e[‘l— : o
ing? You may
not  see  fire,
smell smoke or
wuke up in lime
to pet oul safely. Smoke alanns
can save lives.

Install smoke #arnis in yoaur
home on every floor, especially
near hedrooms. Show your chil-
dren what they look like. Test
smoke alarms regalacly 10 make
sure they are working, and lel
your children hear them se (hey
wil! know what it saunds like
when it goes off.

Repiace old batteries with
brand new ones at ic;ﬁl once a
year. ( A good reminder is when
we change time for daylight sav-
ings in the {all or spring.} Keep
smoke alarms clean from dust.
You can clean away the dust by
running the wvacuum cleancr
attachment over and arcund
them.

Talking 10 yous children about
fices, why we den’l play with
natches er electrical devices and
what 1o do should a fire oeenr
are all good ways ta address the
issue of fire safety in your fami-
ty. In your home do possible fire
problems exist? Explain lo your
children that fires are very dan-
gerous and scary. They are loud
and hot, and the smoke makes it
very dack. Fires destroy things in
your home. Make rules in your
family to Lclp make your home

saler from fire. The rules to go
over with your children include:

+ Dun’t cook aione or without
asking an adull,

= Turn pot handles toward the
center of the stove. They should
never hang over the edge where
someone could bump into them
and kneck them eff (he stove.

+ Den't wuch radiators or
heaters. Ask an
adult 1o lum a
heater on or off
for you.

+ Don’t stand
toa close 1o the
fireplace or a
wood stave, You
could get burned
or your clothes

* Never louch
malches, lighters
or candles. if you
sec matches “or
lighters in a room,
tell an adult right
away.

Children po through fire drills
at school, but how many times
have you had a fire drill at your
home? Do you have an escape
route or @ plan at your housc-
hold? if a fire were 1o occur,
would you and your family
know (he hest way to gel out?

Pull together cveryone. in your
houschold and make a plan.
Walk through your home and
inspect all possible exits and
cscape routes.

Households  with  children
should consider drawing a floor
plan of your home, marking two
ways cut of each room, inciud-
ing windows and doors. Also,
mark the location of each smoke
alarm.

Everyone in the houschold
must understand the cscape plan.
When you walk through your
plun, check 1o make sure the
¢scape routes are clear and doors
and windows can be opened eas-
ily. Choose an outside meeling

play

place (i.c. neighbor’s heuse, a
light post, mailhox or stop sign}
a safe distnce in fronl of your
home where everyone can meet
after they've escaped. Make sure
1o mark the location of the meet-
ing place on your escape plan.

Go outside 1o see if your sireel
number is clearly visible from
the road. IT nat, paint it on the
curb or install house numbers to
ensure that responding emer-
gency personnel can {ind your
horie, Have everyone know how
and when 1o dial 9-1-1. That way
any member of the houschold
can call from a acighbor's home
of a cellular phene once safely
outside. If there are infants,
older adults or family members
with mobility limitations, make
sure that someone is assigned to
assist them in the {ire drtll and in
the cvent of an cmergency.
Assign a backup person 1oo, in
case the designee s nol home
during the emergency.

If windows or doors in your
home have security bars. make
sure that the bars have guick-
release mechanisms inside so
that they can be opened immedi-
ately in an emergency. Quick-
release mechanisms won't com-
promise your security, but they
will increase your chances of
safely escaping a home firc. Tell ©
guesls or visitors 10 your home
about your family’s fire escape
plan. When slaying overnight at
otber people's homes, ask about
their escape pian. If they don’t
have z plan in place, offer (o
help them make one. This is
especially important when chil-
dren are permilted to atiend
“sleepovers” at friends’ homes.

Be prepared for a real fire;
when 2 smoke alarm sounds, get
out immediately. Once you're
out, stay out! Under no circum-
stances should you ever ge back
into a burning building. I some-
one is missing, inform the firc
department dispatcher when you
call, Firefighters have the skills
and equipment to perform Tes-
cues. Please, take these steps to
proiect yourself and your loved
ones. If you have more ques-
tions, feel free to contact me er
your local fire department.

Americans consumng over a
pound of honey per person each
year. The United States is one of
the world's largest producers of
honey. Figures gathered in 1998
state that there are 212,000 bee-
keepers lending nearly 4 million
hives with a 221 million pound
production.

One of our Brady family
favarites is warm corn bread
slathered with honey, T've
shared an especially popular
recipe thal IﬂCOI’pOI‘dlES the use
of summer’s fresh corn and
suge. Please take the time to
seck out unpasiurized honey
from your lacal bee farmers. In
fact, my honey supplier offers
bee-keeping - classes in the
spring, which lollews the life
cycle of the honcybee through-
out the late summer extraction
of the honey. Maybe, just
maybe, it's time to go back to
scheol!

Many eco-friendly products alse
smell better, and some people might feel
more comfortable using them in a house
shared with smal] children and pets.

The bad news: One clogged my drain,
soame do smielt bad and you may have a
hard tieme finding many of these on store
shelves.

Here are some of the products imd
test results:

¥ Drain openers

Euarth-Friendly Products” Natural |

Engymes Drain Opener Build Up
Remover and Drain Maintainer ($8.79,
2-pound container) wmed out to be a
drain-ciogger. The directions read like a
recipe: You have 1o mix the brew ahead
of time and wait 24 hours for it lo work,
But at the 28-hour mark, the drain was
clogped worse than ever, 1 used Liguid-
Plumr 1o clear it ($5.99, 32 cunces).

B Glass cleaners

All cleaned the glass, but Seventh
Generation Free & Clear Natral Glass
& Surface Cleaner ($4.25, 32 ounces)
sireaked. I1's also the only one with 2
caution label (eye imitant). Mountain
Green Natural Glass Cieaner Streak-
Free with Vinegar (85,25, 32 ounces)
was betler at cleaning windows, but the
vinegar smell was strong. It's hypaaller-
genic. EcoCover Natural Glass &
Surface Cleaner ($2.99, 16 ounces} was
soapier and required 4 bit more Tubbing
to get it off plass, but cleaned the best. It

alse cut through grease on marble,
chrome and percelain, T wsuwally use
Windex Glass Cleaner Wipes {25 wipes,
$2.49).

& Toilet bowl cleaners

The winner was Seventh Generation
Natural Toilet Bowl Cleaner (34,23, 32
ounces). It had a mint scent and was &
pood cleaning product, Eanh Fricndiy
Prowucts ortsied 2 “natura] cedar seent”
on its Non-Polluting  Toiler Bowl
Clemer (53.55, 24 vunces), but i didn's
smell as good or clean as well as the
Lysol Toilet Bowl Cleancr [ typically
use {$3.29, 32 cunces).

N Bathroom cleaners’

LifeTree’s Fresh and Naturd Ali-
Purpose Bathreom Cleancr (3349, 16
ounces) worked fine on the sink {a Sofi-
Serub equivalent), bt not as well on the
lub ot toilet, 1 was delighted (o discover
that good old Bon Ami ($139. 14
ounces) gualifies as un ece-product.
This powerful pawder contains ho chlo-
ring, perfume or dyes thal would black-
list it. The label does warm il's an eyc-
irrilant.  Heather's Oxygen  Bleach
Cleanser {$3.25, 14 ounces) worked fine
wn the tab, but with a linle more work —
and 1 missed thal Bor-Ami clean,

What 1o say about Seventh
Generation Shower Cleaner (3449, 32
ounces)? 1t°s not Tiex. But it works like
something in between the everyday
shower cleaners and the toxic Tilex
Mold & Mildew Remover ($649, 12
OURCES).

H Laundry detergents
Seventh Generation Natwral Loundry
Detergent ($8.49, 100 ounces) worked
well, but Citra-Sclv's Citra-Suds (85.25,
50 ounces) worked a bit better (it even
got out a stubbom chocolate stain}.
Neither delergent worked as well on
whites as my usual Amn & Hammer
Free Liquid ($4.79, 100 ounces), but
using hot water and adding Covntry-
Save Non-Chiorine Powder Bleach

($4.25, 40 ounces) to the wash helped
with one white load {the bleach also
worked as a good cleaning product
when dissolved in water).

Cne nice touch The whels house
smelbed ke oranges while the machine
was running (both Seventh Generation
and Cilra-Soly brands are clins-seent-
ed), yet the “orange peel” smell didn't
overpower my clothes once dried.

H Dish soaps

Dish soaps are dish soaps, 50 if you're
going 10 do dishes with them, you'll do
well with the ceo-products, They'lt
clean your dishes and won't skin yeur
hands raw, I you prefer the ang-bacter-
ial formulas, stick to non-eco-products.

| liked the apple-scented Bio-Pac
($3.59, 22 ounces). It seemed to clean
better than LifeTrec's Dishwashing
Soap ($3.55, 16 ounces). ([ usually grab
the cheapest dish soap on the shelf, like
Tvory — 51.19, 17 ounces.)

M Carpet freshener

We have one carpeted room in our
house, and when [ use our wsual carpet
freshener (Glade Rug Deodorant
Powder, $3.22, 32 cunces), you can
smell it throughout the house. It's pateat
stuff and, frankly, I'm nervous about Let-
ting visiting newbom nieees and
niephews — or my pets — roll arcund on
the carpet. So it felt better to use
ZeoFresh Carpet Deodorizer ($5.35, 32
ounces). It promises that it works better
than baking soda — and i does. It does-
n't last as long as Giade, but 1 recom-
mend it for non-smokers’ homes (it
won't cover up smoke smells).

M Litter freshener

I also liked the ZeoFresh Litter
Freshener ($5.23, 32 ounces), which
also worked a bit better than baking soda
{what we normally use, $2.10, 4 ounces)
— and it's flushable, P'm nervous about
using anything swong in the litter box,
but I'd use this ard altemate it with the
baking soda.

But munifacturers appeared to be play-
ing it safe. Instead of introducing producis
with bold cotors and futuristic designs, the
show femured many iried-and-true prod-
ucts with improved fealures.

Industry experts said consumers are still
in stay-al-horme mode. And thal “cocoon
hoom” is one of the lrends driving the
innovation — or lack (hereef — in house-
wares.

Bul, luckily for (he industry, cocooning
Fequires its own tools.

Homebodies want convenicnce, ease and
speed. Products such as a colfeemaker that
grinds beans and brews, & steam-cleaning
mop and anyone-cun-instil] organizers help
keep us comfortabie ot home. And sushi
mzkers, nesfangled fondue sets and other
home enteraining gouds cater 1o the rse in
casual dinner parties.

Easy-to-operate products that cut down
on werk lime are expected 1o be some of
Lhe best sellers.

I's said thal basil was
found in Christ’s tomb after his res-
urrection, and the Egyptians
believed it would open the gates of
heaven when a person died.

Busil was first mentiohed 25 a sea-
soning in 400 B.C. by o Greek
physician-botanist, according 1o
“Food™ hy Waverly Rool.

Bible,” while others, namely the
Tialians, considered basil a sign of

Tt arrived in France during the
Middle Ages, replacing such fine
seasonings as "mallow and messcs.”

In recent times, basil has become
a staple in American cooking,
thanks 1o another cuisine; ltalian.

Beer is much more than that, though, he said. Rhymes
andt others judge 14 beer qualities ot competilions, nat-
ing beers from novices to professional brewers,

Using a small plastic cup, he will sip ons 10 twe
cunces of beer ut a competition. And e does swallow
the beer (unlike wine tast- "
ing). noting how it goesfiElEE] udging
down a5 a part of the judg- i
ing process.

Many competitions for
these judges revolve around
home brewing clubs, whase
members want others 1o
taste and ry (heir new
brews and tell them what
they think of them,

In ong small sip, judges
can tuste the hops, which
gives o beer bitemess and
aroma; malt, which gives it
a sweetness; yeast, which
can add « fruity flaver, and
waler, which can vary (he
ingredients”  interaction,
depending  on minerals,

Rhymes said.

“It's just like & hobby:
you wanl o jeam what yeu
can,” said fellow judge
Tracy Hamilton, 44, of
Hoover, Ala., He travels to
beer compatitions about
once i year, which are held
mainly by small brewing
clubs.

Hamilton, Rhymes and

others got invelved with
Judging beers thanks (o the
Birminghzm (Ala)
Brewmasters, a home brew-
ing society, Hamilton said.
They meet monthly al Ala-
Brew, alocal home brewing
Supply sore.

“That's when [ started
studying,” said Hamillon, a
chemistry prefessor at the
University of Alabama at
Bimmingham.

“We hod a study session
where we talked about a
siyle of beer and several
examples {ai each of sever-
al Brewmaslers meetings,
starting in fall 1998)."

Eachmeeting woukl also
feature a different aspect of
beer: hops, veast and mait, for example, he said. Later
came the grueling test lo see if one knows those suds
enough (o judge them.

A written und tasting exam from the Beer Judge
Certification Program {www.bjcp.org), ane of the few
such programs in the country, takes about three hours.
Potenlial judges write responses 16 10 essiy questions’
about beer and taste four unknown beers and write com-
ments on (lem. Those comients are compared ta those
of higher-ranking beer judges.

A certified judge has to make a score of 70 on the
exam; a national judge must score B0 or above.

Brewers can enter beer in 26 competition calegories,
from fruit beer to smoke-flavored beer 10 Belgian and
French Ale. Each category includes its own qualities,
which are spetled o in a thick information packet.

The organization offers a debt management plan m
which CCCS negotiates witl: ereditors to reduce interest rates and
lower or waive laie fees ind overlimil penalties. '

“The average amount of debl we see is ubout 517,000 to
$20,000. Seme of our clients have about eight or nine credit
cards” said Gay Watson, communications director at CCCS.
“Depending on the amount of debt, we can get then: on a pre-
aram wher they can be debl free in thiree yours.”

CCCS says il docs not repert its clients Lo credit-rating agen-
cies, but some creditors might inform credit bureaus that a person
s opted to go on a debt management program. This, some say,
might tint a consuner's rating.

An atiorney and former law school
professor, Josephson is founder and presi-
dent of the Josephson Institute of Ethics
and the Character Counts! Coalilion. a part-
nership of jmore than 400 youth-serving
organizalions. : L

Josephson acknowledges we live ina lit-
gious society, where the power of lawsuits
and the fear of big settlements color corpo-
rate behavior. As an aliorey. he says he
once was a part of this, but becoming the
father of five children helped transform
him. )

For example, every father who calls in
sick when he isn't sick (ells his kids this
kind of dishonesty is acceptable.

“Human resources offices are (he parents
of' the workplace,” Josephson says. “You're
really in the role of daddy and momny.”

These offices must dv a better job of
sereening when (hey bire peoaple, Josephson
says. Right now, he says, a lot of companies
are possing what he called “meatballs”
from comparty o company. beeunse 1o one
is 1aking the lime - or has the inclination -
10 inquire abeut applicants’ charicter.

“Lawyers (ell you 1o say nothing nega-
tive, Josephson says. "We're wsing the
legal system as a crulch because we don't
want the hassle, Bul the end resull is the
sexual harasser or the embezzler pets
passed an from job Lo job.”

Mast companies scem 1o be siuck in
defensive pusturcs. Rather than doing the
right thing, they're concemed with protect-
ing the company and its image, Jasephson
says.

“They have cynical people with a public
compliance mentality.” Josephson suys.
“It's all about defending themsclves.”

Same employecs nd firms thal practice
tad ethics have no fegal liability. For exam-
ple, Jayson Blair, the reporter who has
admitted he plagiarized and Fabricated

Times - and is now not only lwghing about
it but couls} profit frem it - probably broke
no lavs.

But many companies aclively condone
brewking the Taw as long as they're not
caught, Josephson says. and some insist on
their innocence even alter they arc.

“li's win at any cost,” Josephson says.
“And if you're nasty, that’s OK, as long as
you hit your numbers.”

Jusephson says he worries about the next
generation of workers. Surveys indicate a
magority of high school studenls today
cheat en exams and ave been in a fight in
the past year. Significant nurbers of stu-
dents say they’é lic to get a job, and admit
1o shoplifting in the past year. Those aum-
bers hgve gotten worse in the last 10 years,

“Adulls today are far more llerant and
passive, 50 classrooms become a breeding
aroumd for scum.” Josephson says, “If
they're going to steal from a store, do you
{hink they may sieal from an employer. or
averstate their hours, or lic on a fesume?
We're allowing a sociely to be created
that's not based on meriL, just cunning and
wiles.”
