"We have raiscd fecders, which
is especially gosd for older pets
because it helps them to hold cheir
neck up high as opposed to bead-
ing down,” Laurei said.

The club suites have protective
walls to avoid too much contact
between neighboring units, while
the signature suites are set behind
soundproof walls and glass, and
include televisions playing pro-
grams on Animal Planet and
movies like “Air Bud.”
