A story of survival

stepped on board the almaost

Picretle Simpson's mem-
aries of the night ol Juiy
25, 1956, are clearer
than the fog-filled air thas
enveloped the Atlantic Ocean
sky.

As asurvivor of what is known
as the greatest sea rescue in his-
tory, the Novi resident recounts
her own expericnces, as well as
that of other survivors aboard the
Andrea Dora, while investigat-
ing the cause of the controversial
collision in her book “Alive on
the Aadres Doria!™

“It was always in me lo write
about the Andrea Doria,” said
Simpson, 61. [ had made up
my mind that [ was going 10
wrile 1 coflection of surviver
storics, 1 wanted 1o leave a lega-
¢y ol survival stories of
courage.”

While conducting interviews
with survivors and their families
in the United States and lialy,

The group filed an Unfair
Labor Practice complaint with
the Michigan Employment
Relations Commission via the
Michigan Association of Fire
Fighters - the exclusive bargain-
ing agent for Novi's paid-on-caif
firefighters - and  attorney
Catherine Farreil.

The complaint, {iled against the
City of Novi, states.

2008, the fire chiel, Frank Smith,
Tailed/refused (o sound out {call
in) POC firefighters for a ‘con-
fined space’ detail.  which
oceurred from 11:30 p.n.-2:30
a.m. lnstead of ‘sounding out’ the
POC, the fire chiel called the full-
time firefighters back to work on
gvertime. Thal work was pad al
time and one-half."

Novi's full-time fircfighters
respond to calls occurring 6
am-6 pm. Mohday through
Friday. The paid-on-call fire-
feghters are responsible for calls
6 p.m.-6 a,m, Monday through
Friday and all day Sawrday and
Sunday.

Since the compiaint was filed,
MAFF alleges Smith used full-time
fuefighters on at least two more
overtime confined space details.

The union believes there is a
concerted effort (o force paid-on-
call officers oul of the department
and replace them with full-time

firefighters.

“MAFF will not stand by and
let any employer violale the law,
the collective bargaining agree-
ment o (he rights of its mem-
bers,” said Ed Wertz. labor rela-
tions specialist for MAFE.

Smith said the city's stance will
be discussed in court and he did-
't wanl to go back and forth with
the MAFF in the media prior to
court discussion.

“Somgtimes, these things hap-
pen belween fabor and manage-
ment. We'll jusi have to do it
there,” he said. “There's much,
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much more that needs to come oul
in relation 1o this thing. This will
all come cut in court.”

Smith began his fire-fighting
career as a paid-on-cali firefighter
for Farmington Hills in 1974,

“1 started in that system and
know how it works. | have a
plaque in my office [rom
Farmiggton Hills,” he said. “IC1
all be said in court and I'm not
worried about it at all.”

“it's Murphy's Law at it
{inest, Everything that could have
gone  Wrong, Wenl  wronp,”
Simpson said, "It was the mosi
catasirophic collision among twe
ocean finers in history. There's no
parallel.”

At the thiae of the ollision,
Simpson and her grandmother
were in the Social Hall with
numerous other immigrants cele-
brating their last night oo board,
helore arriving in New York.

“I wmember when ihe collision
happened. We were standing near
the bar, | remember the botlles all
thudding 1o the floor, crashing and
breuking. 1 was so loud, su fright-
eing,” she said, "'l remember my
prandfuther coming up from his
cabin down below, He dressed
and grabbed his briclease.
