Schools not affect_ed by Internet ruling .

Like the Novi Public Library,
the Novi Community Scheol
District does not teceive federal
funds that are covercd by the
Supreme  Court’s ruling that
said, “Becuuse public librarics’
use of [nternet software does not
violate their patrons'  First
Amendment rights, CIPA (Child
Internet Protection Act) does not
induce librarics to violate the

Constitution and is a valid excr-
cise of Congress’ spending
power.”

In other words, only inslitu-
lions that use federal funding for
Interaet access must install fil-
lering software in their comput-
ers, but according te Jim Fry,
Instructional Technology
Consullant  fer the Novi
Community Scheol District,
Novi Schools have been filtering
the Internet in it's school system
for guile a long lime before the

ruling.

“That ruling was basically put )

in place to help the more poorer
school districts to filter the
Inteznet and communications
witkin the buildings in the dis-
tricts,” Fry said. “Novi gets very
little of that federal money
because we are a high economic
area, Receiving federal funds for
any thing like that is tied with
the C1PA, which says that if you
take the money you have 10
comply with these regulations.

S0, this court decision did not
really affect us because we have
already been doing it. We reatly
didn't have 1o change anything
we were doing because we bave
already invested in it”

‘The Novi Community Schoal
District has been filiering the
Internet  since the 1994-95
school year, when filtering com-
panies first got stared, The dis-
trict started using the Internet in
1992, a year before the World
Wide Web emerged.

Fortier also focuses on recruiter’

information, marketing tools,
‘executive  biographies, salary
negotiation and networking.

Even in the curtent down econ-
omy, “Pecple are geting jobs”
Fortier said. “It depends on how .
aclive you are ip your job search.” *

The biggest mislake that most -
job scekers make, she said, is
relying too much on the Internet
and not enough cn networking, - *

“Tell everyone you know that
you're looking for a job," she -
advises.

The next biggest fatal error is
lack of follow-up.

“You can’t just mail or e-maif ;
your resurhe and expect i to float -
1o the top of the pile,” she said.

She' added that all indications '
point to the fact that employers ©
arc expecting more jobs to be
available in the second half of
2003, .

“Saptember and Qetober are ~
the. busiest months for hiring,
Mid-January to mid-March s the -
next busiest tme,” she said,

Fortier said she has finally |
found job satisfaction by helping
others do the same. :

“1 just Jove what 1 do because T
feel T really make a difference in =
peoples lives,” she said.

The word arese in 812, when
Massachusetts Gov. Elbridge Gerry devised a
legislative map witk very stangely shuped
districts 1o benefit his party.

OF all the instincts politicians possess, per-
haps the strengest is the urge o gemrymander,
For elected officeholders, the process of defin-
ipg and redefining one's dis-
trict is tantamount 1o pelitical
life or death. No decently
ambitous politician will ever
wm down even the stighlest
opporturity 1o fiddle the dis-
trict boundary to yield clec-
toral advantage.

Usually taking place once
every 10 years following new
census data, the process of
redistricting has recently 1aken
on the characteristics of a full-
blown cottage indusiry, com-
plete with "consultanis™ up for o
hire, computer wizals, even B
1obbyists. Part of the complex- Phll PI}WEI‘
ity has come about as g resull
of the Supreme Court’s “one mian, one vote™
decision, which requires at least numerical
cquivalency between districts. Other laws
mandate special treatment for minorities and
discovrage districts lines crossing obvious
lacal government boundaries such ds countics
and city limits.

In the hinds of skilled practitioncrs of
either party, gerrymandering can have a pro-
found effect on the balance of palitical power.
Following the 1980 Califernia census, the
Democrat conlrolled legisliture turoed o 22-
21 congressional delegation into a 28-17
Democratic wajority, After the 1990 census,
Georgia Republicans astonishingly succeeded
it converting a 9-1 congressional minerity
into un 8-3 majority.

We saw mugh the same thing in Michigan
after the 2000 census. Republican Gov, John
Fngler and the GOP-controlled lIegislature
managed to liquidate by redistricting three sit-
ting Democratic represenatives in Congress.
Reps. John Dingell and Lynn Rivers had their
districts merged; Dingell wound up winning
the primary, Rep. Dule Kildee's disirict was
expanded 0 tuke much of Rep. Jumes
Bawia's.  Barcia  rotired.  And  many
Democratic volers in Rep.
Bavid Bonior's old district in
Macomb County were moved
into Rep. Sander Levin’s, thus
crealing & safe Republican
district for Candace Miller.

$o what? Redistricling is
intrinsically purtisan.
Everyone docs it when they
have hall a chance. So why
get excited aboul it?

The answer has to do with
congressional  redistricting’s
dirty little seeret, The technel-
opy of redistricting is now so
accurae that virtually every
congressional disteict s either
safely Republican or equally
solid Democratic. Experis estimate there are
no more than 30 truly contested distriets in the
entire country. This meuns (hat the decisive
vote tukes pluce in the August partisan pri-
muries, not the general election in November,
Whao votes in primury elections? The highly
purfisan, motivaled parly faithful. In the
Republican primries, the faithful tend to be
right wing, Right To Life types, while in
Democratic primaries the likely voters are lib-
erals or union members.

The result? The Republicans who win
Republican primary elections tend to be more
righl wing thar the average voter, while the
Demoerals who win primaries are more liber-
al than the populatien at lurge. And the politi-
cal center, which is where most Americans

lcnd (0 be the most comfortable, gels
sgueeved oul.

The results? Increasing numbers of wienal-
ed voters who wonder why their representa-
tives in Congress ure either much more Jiberal
or much more conservative than they are.
Worse, incumbents of both partics have no
electoral incentive w move toward the center
— where most legislalive compromises thit
make government work are made — hecause
they originally gained office hy being al e
outer edge of their particular party. That's the
real reason why highly partisan rancor has
become the distasieful and unconstructive
slandard operating procedure in the U.S.
House of Representatives,

What 10 do abont it? Some propase taking
the power Lo redistacl away frona partisan leg-
islatures and ereating independent redistrict-
ing commissions. My eld friend, Craig Ruff. 2
political expert who runs Public Seetor
Consultants in Lunsing, snorts that “Anybody
intellectually eapable of drawing redistricling
maps is almost certainly ot ¢ politica)
cuituch.” Besides, since most state legislators
think that the summit ol their own career is
election to Congress, petting their grubby
hands off the redistricting process is beyond
unlikely.

A hetter approach, according o Rufl, is 0
enuct legisiation applying 1o congressional
redistricting the swne strict crileria — gener-
ally recognized as rensonably fiir — lor draw-
g state legislative districts that the Michigan
legistature passed o few years buek: No dis-
Iricts crossing county lines; ene man, one
vole; and so forth.

Texas saddle maker leaves
a lasting impression

For cowboys from the 0666, Triangle and
Wagrgoner ranches, their shopping destinatien for
custom-made saddles lies in the heart of
Throckmorton, Texas.

Robent Mitchell, owner of The Saddle Shop,
said many working cuwboys prefer the handrade
saddles produced at his store. “The quality and the
Jooks are better. The way they fit the horse and if
they are good, you can sit on them comfortably,”
he said.

The smell of steerhide Jeather and oil greets
cowboys a5 they step into the business, Photos of
bull riders line one wall while silver and gold
buckles of all shapes and sizes hang across the
Targe roum.

A sign written in marker states “Deposit
required on il qustom and special orders.”

Even though & cowboy must pul his money
down during he onder, e won't be riding it any-
time soon. “We are (wo years behind in spddles,”
Milche!l suid.

This self-taught saddle maker spends between
six and 10 days cuiling, stretching «nd hammering
each saddle. The detailed process isn't quick.

"We are fucky il we gel two in a month dene,”
Mitchell said. “T'Il start two or throg ul once and
then after about a week ['H work on just ong a
tie. T'H get (e a point whesz 7'l just finish one
before staring the next”

Despite the wait, the cowboys keep coming,

Al the big ranches come here,” Mitchell said.
“They basically know wha they wan, They may
have asaddfe ey like and we look at that and take
the measurements. We also have a book we can

| show them, But the majority knows"

Besides designing saddles for working cow-
boys, Mitchell also makes winning saddles for
ared ranching competitions.

For the last two years, his symbol has been
branded on the winning saddle awarded at the
Texas Ranch Roundup, which pits cowboys from
all arca ranches against each other in a varety of
competitions.

Milchell’s saddles are practical. His saddles are
not designed for prancing in parades. They're
1ough und dependable, ready for ranch conditions.

“T don't make any that are real fancy. They can
get pretty fancy, like ones that are just silver”
Miichell said. “Most of these saddles are for work-
ing cowboys, Milchell doesn’t use any measure-
ment tools while working on his products. He cuts
out the leather using patterns he designed. Once
the leather is hammered to the frame, he strokes
his hand across it feeling for any roughness.

He finds an uneven spot and cots it with a kaife.
Then he feels the saddle again.

*[ do it thal why because 1 taught mysell,”
Milchell said. “t don’t know if that’s right or not,
bul that’s the way I doit. Tdo everything by eye so
not one is identical.”

The starting price for a saddle is $1.0060, “I'm
not the highest, bt I'm net the cheapest, either,”
Mitchell said.

Mitchell said he’ll keep making saddles for the
rest of his life.

John Gill claims his business has
gone o the dogs. That's actually & safu-
tary develnpment, given that dogs (and
cats) accounted [or 85 percent of the
335 million in sales his company
recorded in 2002.

Now, however, the business also is
headed for the goll course. and the
resubl s that Gill's sales could more
than double this year.

Some cxplanation might be useful
here,

Gill. 55, is founder of Sun Products
Inc. in Eden Prairie. Minn., a company
that sells brightly flashing, impact-and
motion-activaled toys for man and
heast.

The product line - most of it enclos-
ing Hhium batteries. mini-circuit
boards and light-emitling  diodes
{LEDs) — includes blinking. hard-rub-
ber balls for sireet-hockey enthusiasts
and similarly Dashing chew loys for
dogs and cats. Oh yes, and a line of
glow-in-the-dark balls sized for pets
both large and small.

-Now, Sun Products has come up with
the Twilight Tracer, a regulation golf
ball thaz blinks seven times z second for
five minutes so that it can be located in
the glaom of dusk or pre-dawn.

‘Selected as best new product of the
year at last fall’s PGA Expo, the Tracers

retail for 510 1o 513 apiece, depending
on the size of the purchase. 1t wenl on
the market in Qctober and produced
$500000 in sales by year's end. By

then it was in 1,009 stores, headed for

projected 5,000 outlets in 27 countries
by summer.

The upshot: Tracer sales are expected
1o reach or exceed S3 million this year.
with pet products adding another 54
raillion or more, Along with less than
%500,000 in hockey products, Sun
Products sales are projected at upward
of 7.5 mitlion in 2003

We might credit Scott Olson, inventor - o

of the in-line skate and founder of
Rollerblade Inc., for inspiring all this
cntrepreneurial hustle.

“1 saw hint on Rallerblades one day,”
said Gill, a commercial real eslate bro-
ker at the time. “He was carrying a
hockey stick. but of course there was no
puck. So 1 started thinking about mak-
ing one for the in-line skating market."

That was 1990, at the height of the in-
line skating craze. Gill raised $200,00¢
1o start his company.

Then Gill teamed up with an injec-
tion molding company and developed
the Hot Puck, 2 hockey puck with built-
in roller balls. Later he added the Z-
Ball, a fatex prodict with 2ero bounce
to simulate a puck’s action in street-
hockey games.

[t was all presty mundane stuff - until
Gill decided to help out all those bud-

ding NHL stars whose playing time on
unlighted rinks was limited by early
winter darkness. He came up with the
Pulsar Puck, 2 blinking piece of hard
rubber that solved the problem.
Unfortunately, it was pricey and didn’t
sell well, so it was taken off the market
in 2000,

By then, however, he had spoited new
opportunities. First came the Fireball, a
blinking ball designed to replace the
lennis bafls that kids were using for

street hockey. The product had a com-
paratively limited market - until Gill
was confronted with yel another unex-
pected opportunity.

“F asked my sister how her kids liked
the Firgball,” e recalled. “She said they
liked it fine — but that the dog liked it
even more." Then a buyer for a
Canadian chain of discount department
stores sent in an order, along with a per-
sonal reguest for a half-dozen of the
balls ~ for his dog.

When the FedEx delivery man made
a similar request, Gill figured he had as
much of a market survey as he needed.
He repackaged the bali as the Feich &
Flash or the Pounce & Glow and began
courting the 50 million owners of more
thar 230 million dogs and cats.

With the addition of such products as
flashing rubber bones, glow-in-the-dark
Frisbees and glowing balls, his pet
products soon could be found ir: 14,000
pet stores, discount chains and other
outlets. )

With Wal-Mart's recent decision to
double the number of Sun Products on
its shelves, Gill figures pet-product
sales will be up 35 percent this year
from the $3 million in 2002.

Meanwhile, the Twilight Tracer, its
electronics coated and encapsulated by
durable polyurethare, promises to out-
pace pet products very soon.

Gill is already dreaming about the

next opportunity.

What’s mere amazing is the counter-cui-
stne world that Huff, 41, has created in the
double garage of her St Petershurg, Fla,
home. Wee ones in Birkenstocks, stay-al-
home moms, grandmothers, artists, students
and one triathlete find their way to Huff's
gorage — Headfirst Farms - to pick up
bimenthly shares of naturally grown, chemi-
cal-free organic fruits, vepetables and dairy
products,

The 27 families nourished by Huff’s
organic offerings and ebullient spirit might
be better deseribed as a food-buying club
than a co-op, an aliernative eating exd buying
coneept that flourished in the 1970s. Each
pays $25 to $35 twice a month for a share of
foad delivered by an organic food supplier
and whatever bounty migit be gleaned from
Huff's impressive backyard garden.

QOceasionally, plump, pampered chickens
are for sale, but at 8 pounds Huff says they're
mistaken for small turkeys and she has asked
the farmer to brecd them smaller because
their $17 price tag is too high. Milk from an
organic dairy comes in glass containers; a
layer of creant floats 4t the op.

T the middle of the city, Huff, her contrac-
tar husband, Reit, arrd son Matsen, 7, live on
about an acre. Raised beds sprout beans,
1omatogs, parsley, cilantro and spinach,
amang other things. A pond skins the proper-
ty. If one can vse the word “tidy” 1o describe
compost, it would be appropriate here. No
offensive smell, and just a few fliss buzzing,

Huff uses the commercial kitchen of a
local restaurant 10 make soups such as carrot,
sweet potato with kale and white bean, along

with humnius, tabouli and chunky, seed-lilled
bread, She can't make enough Mid-Day
Munchies erganic granola. At $6.93 a pound,
it se]ls fast.

“This is my greatest blessing.” Hulf says, ”

“All these families are cating organic food.

Childzen are inviled 1o the backyard garden

what the moms are thinking: sure beats the
weary grocery store maitra “don’t 1ouch,”

A food-buying club is & proup of people,
often a neighborhood or a community of like-
minded folks, thal peols resources to buy
food from a ceoperative food warehouse,
There is no retail outlet, The food is delivered
lo someone’s house and divvied up.

In the case of Headfirst, the food comes
from Albert's Organics, which has a distribu-
lion warehouse in Winter Haven, Fla. David
Kelso, an Albert's sales rep, says that food-
buying clubs tepresent about 20 percent of
the company’s business in Florida. And that
number 15 growing.

The group gets & list of availability and

prices the day before delivery and must order
@ minimum of $175 worth of food, Besides
fruit and vegetables, Albert’s carries eggs,
milk, cheese and meats.

Most of the people in Tood-buying clubs
get delivery weekly or bimonthly, Kelso says.
The minimum amount of the product is set by
Albert's; for instance, buyers might get a 20-
pound case of Roma tematoes or 10 pounds
of datkon radish,

On this day, the Headfirst Farms family got
letirce, wax beans, kale and sweel potatoes
from Hulf's garden in addition to beets,
daikon, eggs, apples, pears, roma tomatoes,
squash and eggplant from  Alberr’s.
Additional buys were juice, butter, milk and
Huff's prepared food.

Headfirst is different from other food-buy-
ing groups and not just because of its
founder's unwavering fervor. Headfirst is a
non-profit organization that helps fand chil-
dren’s gardening programs. Huff also runs
seminars on biodynamic gardsning, a non-
chemical agriculture movement akin to holis-
tic medicine -

"Some people think it's all airy-fairy, but it
really makes sense,” she says.

“The issue is oot 'Can the robot do
2" said Duncheon, who also owns San
Jose-based Adepr Technologies, which
manufactures and sells robotic equip-
menr.

Total 2002 sales of robotic equipment
for manufacturing in the United States
increased 6 porcem from the year extlier
(o 10,896 units worth more thaz 3836
million, according to RIA. That's dowa
from a pealke in 1999, mostly because of
the economic slowdown that has hurt
many manufacturers.

The RIA defines robotic equipment as
wiachinery that is reprogrammable end
able to perform two or more tasks, such
as picking up widgets and welding.

The pice of such equipment has
decreased over the years as the technol-
gy has improved. About 20 years ago, a
complete robotie system would cost
about 5230,000, Duncheon szid. Today,
a faster, more efficient and simpler sys-
tem would cost abeut $100,000.
