Strippers in Novi®

Manhattan Club financier’s past questioned

Strippers in Novi?

No way.

Andcity attorney Gerald Fisher
is looking into whether or not
members of the Novi City Couneil
may possibly call a special meet-
ing to perhaps revoke a liguor
license previously issued 1o an
establishment partially financed
by someone involved in-adult
eatertainment,

The liguor license transfer. was
granted by members of council in
October, giving applicants Karl
Early and Draga Stoyanovich the
approval 10 operate the Manhattan
Club acording to to ils” business
plan in the former Billy's on the
River site on Grand River Avenue.

The establishment was touted
by Early as a club for adulis 35
and older, featuring n stylish gath-
ering place where sounds of Frank
Sinatra will fiil the walls.

But an juvestigation by the S1ate
of Michigan Liquor Control
Commission revealed a financier
involved in the project has a ques-
tionuble past inciuding prohibited
sexual aclivity.

Tn a letter 1o Early writlen by
Julie A. Wend1, direcior of the

commission's licensing division,
the applicant corporation was
issued a wamning “to be ditigent in
operating this business within the
conlines of the Michigan Liguor
Controt Code and the rules and
tegulations of the commission as
failure to do so may scriously
jeopardize their continued oppor-
tunity for licensure a1 the loca-
tien”

Wendt further warned the
issuance of the entertainment per-
it associated with (he business
does not allow topless activity.

The topless warning was rele-
vant after an investigalion by the
comnmission revealed g $250,000
Toan o the applicant was issued by
Ronald Szolack, who has held an
imerest  in Top  Flight
Entertainment, Ltd.

According to commission docu-
nicis, the Inkster business wag
“ciled and found respansible for
one violation involving 11 counts
of persons performing simulated
sexual activity and persons expos-
ing to public view their pubic
regien andior anus.”

About $126,000 of the loan has
already been used for remodeling
costs, fumiture, fixtures, equip-
ment and some lease paymenls on
the building beginning i July at

the 40380 Crand River Avenué
location,

In addition, Barly was urrested
and pled guilty in 1596 for opetat-
ing a molor vehicle while under
the influence of alcohol and in
1999 for the same offense when he
was sentenced to g one-year dri-
ver's license suspension.

The commission's investigation
also revealed Stoyanovich is a
stockholder in  Kickers Al
Amcrican Grill in Livonia, an
estublishment cited and found
respensible for two violations for
failure t0 maintain accurate
records of alecholic liquer pur-
chases and two violations for the
sale of alcoholic fiquor o persons
younger than 21,

The commission originally
decided to deny the license request
uniil a meeting with the artorney
representing  the  corporation
behind the club proved the discov-
ered violations would net produce
any unlawlul sctivities in the Novi
business,

Attorngy  Thomas  Giachino,
representing the applicant stock-
kolder Early and the applicant cor-
poration, pointed to many factors
eversing the commission’s origi-
nal roling,

Giachino put emphasis on the

fact from 1994 to 2001, Early was
the sole stockitolder of The Finish
Lige in Livonia without any histo-
ry of personal or professional vio-
Intions.

The atomey additionally peint-
ed out Stoyanovich was a stock-
holder and treasurer of Kicker's;
howeyei, the business was operal-
ed by her hree nephews and she
was not an aclive perator of the
business,

In regards to Szolack, Giachino
sabil he is solely o creditor and will
have no involvement in the actual
operation of the Manhattan Club,

Novi Police Chief Douglas
Shaeffer said not only would he
persenally not allow any type of
adverse activity in the City of Novi,
but zoning ordinasces for the
Grand River Avenue property make
any type of topless activity illegal,

Members of the chy couneil and
Novi Police Station originally
approved the Jicense lransfer

request with knowledge of Barly's -

prior convigtions,

Informatien regarding Kickers
and Szolack was not produced
during the initia) application
process,

“Atl the best, information was
omitted and 21 the worst, informa-
lion was concealed,” said Novi

Ina letter. o the applicant
stockholder of the Manhattan
Ciuh, Julie A, Wead!, director
of the Michigan Liquar Control
Commission’s licensing divi-
sion, warns “to be dlligent in
operating this business within
the confinas of the Michigan
Liquor Gontrel Code énd the
rules and regulations of the
commission as failuce to do so
may seriously jeapardize their
continued opportunity for licen-
surg at the location.”

I Recently-filed
lawsuit-against
Novi states city
officials violated
the Freedom of
Information Act

A lawsuit againsi-the City of
Novi was filed in Oakland County
last week, alleging the municipal-
ity failed to comply with laws
governing the dissemination of
information.

The Complaint for
Enforcement of the Freedom of
lnlormation Act was filed on
behall of Ann and Lee Cablentz
and  John and  Deborah
Lewandowski after representing
attomeys claimed requests for
information pertaining to the
Sandstone Associates lawsuit set-
tement by the firm’s clients were
not fulfilled by city officials,

Rick Wilson, attomey with the
Law Offices of Bailey & Rossi,
PC in Bloomfield Hills, said his
ciients requested a number of doc-
uments allegedly a part of the
agreement which they were told
didn't exist.

The reguest for the exhibis to

the settlement the plaintiffs were'

told didn’t exist came after limited

Franklin, who has lived in
Brighton for 29 years. said,
“Compulsive gamblers don’t
need & Super Bowl, ap NCAA
final, a World Serics or Kentucky
Derby o0 gamble. In Sowheast
Michigan opporturities to gam-
ble are plentiful with faur major
cusinos, one in Windsor and the
[adian casines up north.”

Suill, in 2 column written for
the American Gaming
Asseciation’s winter newsletter,
Howard Schaifer, Ph.D. CAS.,
declared, *No single event is
mere associated with belting
than Super Bowl.™ Citing a long
slanding policy prohibiting the
premeticn of sports betting the
National Fontbal!

M Bar shark
heads for the
wild blue yonder

Nurse sharks rank among the
most the favored sea creatures
among novice scuba  divers
prowling the Curibbean’s reefs
because of their slow and docile
nature.

However, even among nurse
sharks, Snoopy, who has called 2
500-gallon aquarium on the sec-
ond floer of Novi's Sth Avenue
Billiards hame for the past firee
yeurs, is slow and, in a word, fat.
It's not o combination that hodes
well for a long and ritful carcer
in the open sea.

Still, Wendy Rhodes, a unimal
rights activist from Los Angeles,
would rather see Sncopy have a
few hours of freedom in-the
3,223 square mile expanse of the
Flerida Keys National Marine
Sanctuary rather (han years lan-
guishing in a }2-square-foot tank
with only & layer of crushed shell
for stimolus.

Rhodes began returning sharks |

to the wild five years ago when
her group got an anonymous
phone call on its kot line about a
shark being kept in a small tank.

“One thing lead to another”
she recalled, “and what | found
was that as much research as [
did and whea I say 1 made hun-
dreds of cails, 1 made hundreds
of calls rying 1o get information
ot what 1 could do to help this
animal. What [ found out was
nobody knew. [ was 1atking to the
top respected places in the coun-
try, like Sea Werld and aquari-
ums and places that kept sharks
and claimed to be shark experts
and said we de shark research
and they dida't have any idea.
Nebody knew, because their job

staffing, stall gualifications,
and physical environment,
The greatest emphasis is on
the children's relationships
with the stll and how the
program helps each child

grow wnd learn infellectually, ©

physically, socially, and

stare  of

cmotionally.

According o Willer,
research supports the value
of wccreditation for children,
Children’s  language and
social skills especially bene-
fit from the better quality
found in NAEYC-accredited
programs. “These are critical
areas for children's success
in school as well as in lile,”
suid Willer,

With that said. the issuc [ have raised with
the school board and has been confirmed by
the school hoard 15 this: the cost per full-day
kinderganen child is more than he cost per
halt-day kindergarten child . Since Deerfield
15 & magnel schoal, 1t 15 my undersianding
that the school boaed allowed this higher per
head costin order to bring this weaching/icarn-
ing philosophy o the city with Lhe under-
standing (hat the lonery would make the
financial incquity more fair. However, best
that | can tell, some people were attracted (o
Deerfield for the wrong reasons. i.c., to ke
advantage of fuil-day kindergarien instead of
1o take advantage of this new teaching/learn-
ing philosophy which may not benefil every
child. The result was an overwhelmed iottery
system in which less than 50 percent of (he
children entering the lotlery were being
accepied into the program.

The combination of financial inequity per
kindergarten child and what appears 1o be an
unfair or disadvantaged lotiery sysiem has
made the process unfair, My guestions are as
follows: Would we be seeing this same issue
i full-day kindergarien were not offered at
Decrfield or any etfier clementary school? In
other words, why are people attracted to
Deerfield....for its philosophy or for its full-

day kindergarten?

Either way, the bottomline is that unequal
costper kindergarten child is not fairin a pub-
lic school system even when a family choos-
cs a half-day program. Hall-day program or
nat, all children should have same dollars
ailecated 1o tham. With 1he current cconomy
and pending budget culs, increasing the num-
ber of schools offering all-day kindergarten
will only make that financial inequity cven
reater in addition o siressing an already bur-
dened budget, One option might be w offer
u fee-hused full-day kindergarten at all ele-
riwntary schools in addition to ulf-day pro-
grams thus relicving the stress on the budger,
more evenly aliocating cost per kindergarten
head regardiess of program and allowing
more parents to lake advantage of a (uil-day
program in the case where both pareats work.
Al a cast of $16 per day. fee-based uppears 10
be competitive to any daycare thal working
parents would have o employ and is certain-
ly cheaper than a bahysiteer, I am not in fivor
of taking anything away from Deerficld, the
Deerficid swdents or families, However, a
priority by the scheol board should be 1o
make cqual the kindergurten cost per headfor
sl students,

ary definition of “guota”

As U-M President Mary Sud
Coleman pointed out, It is unfor-
tumite that the president misun-
dersunds how our admissions
process  works”™  Presidem
Coleman was being, well, diple-
mitic. President Bush (or his
speech  writers
and luwyers}
snderstands  per-
fectly well how
the U-M's system
works; but he ulso
understands (even
better) just how
unpopular  fhe
word “quota” is
across the polit-
cal specirum, Al
hest, the
President™s cont-
ments are disin-
genpous; al worst
they are innecy-
rate and inllam-

malory,

The second isswe is race and
academies. The U-M's system for
undergraduate admissions uses o
maxinwm of 150 points in weigh-
itg applicants, A total of 110
points are possible for purely aca-
demic factors such as high scheol
grades und overall academic
strength and standardized test
scores.  Black, Hispanic  or
American Indian miinoritics are
awarded an ¢xira 20 points, the
same that can be given 1o a low-
income student, but applicanis
caanol get points lor both,

Critics of affinnative action
argue that any favoritism based
solely on ruce is morally wrong
and that, in any case, assigning 20
udmission poins (or 13.3 percent)
o Tace iy just too much. And }
must confess there is something
intrinsically oifensive uboul a sys-
tem that arbitrarily awards X
admissions points just because of
race. Clearly, however, many very
able mirority swdents graduate
from crommy high schouls, so it
only seems Fairto find & method to
avoid pemalizing them for zn
titfalr K-12 school systen,

So what about Tormulus? Most
elite universitics give race some
factor when making adimissions
decisions, bul they hive avoided
Tawsuils because they don’t set out
explicit numerical fomivias and
use imaginalive wiys Lo disguise
what they're really doing. At the
U-M. where a relutively small
admissions stafl anpually has o
profess something Tike 25,000
applicatiens for 5,000 places,
using point scores and fornmulas
seens 10 me a practical but unfor-
tunaee expedicnl.

Docs alfirmative action admis-
sions really make a difference? In
my view, yes and no. The U-M
certidnly has been more success-
ful in achieving a diverse student
body than most other elite
schoels; undergriduates are now §
percent Black and ncarly 5 per-
cent Hispanic and the lnw school
i neady 7 percent Black und 4
percent Elispanic. But ecven a
quick walk around the Ann Arber
compus suggests that 1 kind ol
student seli-segregation is laking
pluce; Black swudems tend 10
socialize with Black students, for
example,

| befieve most peeple agree (he
basic "objective of achicving =
diverse student body is ahsolutely
right. The issue is how best o do
it. Pluinly, affirmative action-
hased admissions plans do it, but
al a cost. Those states that use
President  Bush's  prefcrred
method, admitting the wop 10, per-
cent of high school graduates
willy-nilly, appear 10 have had
less empirical success.

Al the ead of the day, [iear that
if the Supreme Courl throws out
affirmative action in adngissions,
the incvitable result will be the
Iragic re-segregation of college
campuses afl across the country.
