Michelle Galecka, a seventh grade math 
teacher at Novi -Middle School who was diag­
nosed with Hodgkin's Disease at age 18. will jo in 
other cancer survivors, friends, family and com­
munity residents this weekend for Ihe first 
annual Relay For Life. 

The American Cancer Society event, which 
will be held on Saturday at Novl High School, 
recognizes cancer survivorship, celebrates life 
and remembers those who have died of cancer. 

"It was a big shock," Galecka said about her 
diagnosis. 

"You never Ihink anything like that is going to 
happen to you." 

While attending Central Michigan University, 
Galecka learned that what doctors thought at. 
first thought was mononucleosis, turned out to 
be something far more serious. 

"1 had swollen lymph nodes and since 1 was a 
college student, they thought I had mono." she 
said. 

"But the pain didn't go away and 1 had a real 
stiff neck, so after they did a biopsy we leaned It 
was Hodgkin's." 

Hodgkin's Disease attacks the lymph nodes, 
spleen and sometimes liver and kIdIleys. 

Relay For Life has empowered the community 
to light back against this and other forms of 
cancer by joining in teams to walk for 24 hours 

and raise "life-saving funds." Teams of friends 
and family can walk, jog, or run around the 
indoor track. While team members take turns 
engaging in tlie relay, camping members can 
enjoy enterlainment, food, and games, along 
with community Camaraderie. 

"Although we have made tremendous 
advances, cancer still strikes one out of every 
three people, touching almost every person, in 
every community, in some way," said Barb 
lovan, community development director for the 
American Cancer Society 

"But for those who are suffering right now 
and those who may be diagnosed i n the futiire, 
there is more hope than ever before. Now, whoie 
communities are empowered in Ihe fight against 
cancisr with events like Relay For Life'and each 
individual can make a difference in the lives of

A whistleblower in the Novl Department of Public 
Works Department has had his workmen's compensa­
tion claim rejected and he's now being asked to pay 
back over three and a half months of pay. 

According to Msls tan t City Manager Craig Klaver, 
Department of ptibllc Works employee Michael Rosin-
ski's claim that harassment in the workplace resulted 
In stress-related ilhiess has been rejected. 

"He's been cleared to work," said Klaver. "We would 
allow him return to work and we would take what he 

owes out of his pay." 
In March, Rosinski reported that he had suffered 

from months of harassment by his coworkers after 
they guessed that he was the one who tipped off the 
Novi News about the dumping of sewage at the Depart­
ment of Public Works yard last year. 

BosinskI says that he shouldn't have to pay back the 
Inoney to the city, because Novi's insuran(;e company 
took so long to process the claim. 

"They want: me to pay back four months' pay," sa id ' 
Rosinski. "Their insurance carrier denied the claim 
and It took Uiem all this time to investigate. 

"I left because of threats and harassment and the 
supervisor said he wouldn't report it. I had jpeople 
threaten to kil l me, if that isn't stress I don't know 
what is."

Girls State and Boys State are 
programs designed to give students 
completing their junior year of high 
school, basic experience In self-
government. 

The week long session educates 
students In the duties, privileges. 
I-|ghts, and responsibilities of 
American citizenship and empha­
sizes the importance of government 
in modern life. 

"The students participate In a 
number of worthwhile activities, 
leaning all about the various levels 

of Michigan government," said 
Girls State Chairman of Unit l9's 
Novl Legion Auxi l iary Audrey 
Blackburn-Strauss. 

Members of Girls and Boys State 
have the opportunity to hold public 
office and share In the formulation 
of public policy In a mock setting. 

They participate In a two party 
polil lcal system, campaign for 
office, vote In a general election, 
appoint roles of legislators and 
judges, operate a Judicial system 
and even conduct a political parly 
convention, explained Strauss. 

"I think it's a wonderful program 
because it dramatically Increases 
their knowledge of practical gov­
ernment," Strauss said. "It's great 
because they are actually partici­
pating In a simulation of the polill­
cal and governmental process." 

Staab said he felt Ihe opportuni­
ty would further his career in the 
military academy after graduation. 

"I think It will help In providing 
me with good leadership qualities," 
he said.

Tlie Northville School Dislr ici Is 
^living tax payers an early Christ­
mas present this year by lowering 
their taxes. 

In i999 there were 5.5 debt miiis 
levied againsi the lax payers i n 
Nortiiviiie. This year the dislrici is 
proposing a levy of 5 mills. 

The reduction Is due to the enor­
mous growth of the community i n 
tlie past year. Director of Business 
iind Finance for the dislrict John 
Street .said. 

"Due to the tremendous growth 
of taxable value In the community 
llils 0.5 mill reduction is coming 
lliree years earlier than projected." 
he said. 

Street said for example tax pay­
ers who own a $200,000 home will 
save $50 a year on their taxes. 

That is good news for some area 
ta.\ payers. 

"I'm certainly for U . " said 
Norlhville resident Elizabeth 
rctcrsen. adding thai "Judging by 
llie amount of homes going In tiie 
Six Mile and Sheldon Area I can 
weii believe they are able to do It." 

The debt fund mlllage was estab­
lished In 1997 wlien Ihe Northville 
community passed the bond issue 
for the district to build the new 
high school and make various 
oilier Improvements to buildings in 
the dis i r ic l . 

This fund receives money from a 
separate debt iety from tax payers 
for Ihe purpose of paying principal 
and interest on outstanding bonds. 

The dislr ici also collects taxes 
from non-homestead lax payers at 
llie rale of 18 mills, which will not 
be affected by this reduction. 

Street said the dislr ici currentiy 
has debt extending through 2018. 
however, witli the growth of home­
owners and thus Ihe growth of lax 
payers they are able to lower the 
debt mill and still pay the debt by 
2018. 

However, Street said there is no 
guarantee the mills will go down 
again as they have no control of 
taxable properly value. 

Street said the exact distribution 
of these mills will be the subject of 
a separate resolution lo establish 
the rales.

When II comes lo education, those 
who've worked with her say Jackie 
Lawrence has meant the world to her stu­
dents, fellow colleagues and the entire 
Novl community.

Lawicnce began teaching at Novl High

English/Language Arts Deparlmenl for 20 
years. 

During her high school career, she 
chaired the Honor Society and served as 
president for ihc Novi Education Associa­
tion. 

From 1988 thi'ough 1990. Lawrence 
became ihe assistant principal a l Novi 
iVIeadovvs Elementary. 

Prior lo Meadows, she trained in an 
adminlslrative intern program that was 
offered by the dis l r ic i . 

In 1990, Lawrence was appointed the 
principal of Novl Woods Elementary and 
has been "ruling tlie school" ever since.

Board of Education meeting. 

"We have enjoyed her very much as part 
of the administrative team. She has kept 
ail of us in iine in many ways." 

IWany changes Lawrence has seen over 
her years in the dislr ici inciude the intro­
duction of high lechnoiogy, new methods 
of teaching and Changes in the way chil­
dren are brought up. 

"Children today have a far greater back­
ground with more experience and.knowl­
edge about the world In general," she said. 

"1 think sometimes children that are 
brought up today are exposed to things far 
beyond their ability lo understand." 

Lawrence referred to the existence of 
cornpulers In the home, as well as single 
parent families. 

When it comes io ieaching procedures, 
i l used lo be ihe "teacher-lecture-tcch-
nlque," but now it's much more construc­
tive, with "hands-on" approaches and stu­
dent-led learning. Lawrence said. 

"When I was training as a teacher. It was 
still In the mode of 'open up their head 
and give the students all the knowledge 
they will need and have them regurgitate 
it,' b u l that's nol the Case anymore. Chil­
dren today are very bright, very literate, so 
they' already come lo school wl lh a rich 
wealth of knowledge," she said. 

"1 think we, especially this district, have 
managed to take the curriculum and move 
wl lh it." 

Lawrence said most of all she'll miss the 

children and the number of wonderful 
school activities she's been Involved In. 
Throughout her career, the students over­
whelming energy has never left her bored, 
she added. 

"1 enjoy all ages," she said, "I enjoy the 
honesty and openness of the little ones 
and I enjoy the sophlsllcatlon and skills of 
the older ones." 

Lawrence said she is looking forward to 
taking the summer off and spending i l 
wllh her family and hopes (o do some vol­
unteer work. 

"I'd also like to take some lime to reflect 
a Utile bit on what I've done, lo sec what 
my strengths are and what 1 can offer oth­
ers," she said. 

Lawrence said she wishes to be remem­
bered for helping guide the children, staff 
and parents In a positive direction. 

"I hope 1 have taught the students lo 
grow, as well as the slaff to grow profes­
sionally, and that 1 have been supportive 
to new Ideas and taken the risks and 
chances to make this a better school," she 
said. 

From the overwhelmlIig response from 
those who have had Ihe chance to work 
with her, II seems Lawrence has accom­
plished that achievement. 

"She has seen an Incredible amount of 
change, and has played a vital part In the 
success of the students at Novl Woods and 
the entire community," said Novi Woods 
p r o president Cheri Christ. 

"We are going to miss her very much."

"Teaching in my classroom Is 
very different than teaching In 
other classrooms," she said. 
"Where, let's say, a math teacher 
may have a student who is a fresh­
man and never have them again, 1 
have large groups of students from 
the time Ihey are freshmen until 
they're seniors. « 

"So you watch them grow, you 
watch them develop - you go 
through great limes with them and 
you go through hard times with 
them." 

On May 18. former alumni of 
Joyner-Cllnard's surprised their 
mentor at her last choir concert, by 
joining her present students In 
singing "Somewhere" from "West 
Side Story." 

'1 was so surprised," she said. 
"It was so wonderful to see so 

many former choir members. It 
really meant a lot to me." 

Joyner-Clinard said she loves 
ieaching and Is exiremely dedicat­
ed to Improving her students' 
singing. 

"My whole goal here has been to 
take whomever comes through my 
doors and in some way. Improve 
their voice and singing ability and 
their self-esteem so that they will 
want to sing for the rest of theklife 
at some capacity." she said. 
. "When someone who's a senior 
says to me 'my voice has really 
Improved and I'm really happy with 
the way I'm singing.' it really makes 
me feel good because that's really a

sk i l l they'll have for the rest of their 
lives. 

"They'll go out and sing in a 
church or community choir, or 
teach their kids to sing." 

Joyner-Clinard said it doesn't 
matter how many solos someone 
has had, what matters is the team 
experience and the feelings they get 
working together to make some­

thing happen. 
"Anybody can walk into a class 

and do good on their own and well 
for themselves, but to work as a 
team and work well together so 
that everyone is so In sync with one 
another is an amazing experience 
thai will last a lifetime," she said. 

"WiUi the way corporations are 
going now, the team atmosphere is 
becoming highly popular. It's an 
experience as an adult that they 
will really use.'" 

Joyner-Clinard said there have 
been so many great memories, but 
what she'll miss most is perfor­
mance night. 

"There is just such an Immense 
feeling of oneness that the music 
cannot help but reach out and 
touch the audience." she said. 

"To be a part of that moment In 
time when there is such concentra­
tion and effort with the choir, it's 
indescribable. I'm really going to 
miss that." 

Her younger students are sad, 
but that she assures them It's the 
right decision. 

'I've told them that 1 hope that 
when they are In a position as an 
adult, after they've been doing 
something for a while and an 
opportunity arises, for them to step 
out of that Comfort zone Into a sit-
nation that might be a Utile risky, 
but the potential Is Immense. Then 
to remember me," she said. 

After being In the community for 
so long, Joyner-Clinard said she 
has seen a lot of Changes in Novl 
over the past years. 

"When J first started here, there 
was nothing but fields past Taft 
Road...There were only about 800 
kids here and now we've doubled in 

size," she said. . 

"Not only have there been great 
physical changes In the building, 
but great changes in meeting more 
needs of our school and bringing 
our school up to what I perceive as 
the besl educational facility In the 
State of Michigan." 

Joyner-Cl inard said when i l 
comes lo high schools, no one can 
even begin to Come close to Novi's. 

"They don't come near lo the 
technology resources we have and 
the beautiful performing arts facil­
ity and the auditorium and band 
room. It's really first-rate," she 
said, 

"There's a long history here of 
raising the bar and I strongly 
believe that as a school, we should 
go as far as we possibly can."

John Bueler, owner of Bueter's 

Outdoors, 120 E . Main Sireel In 
downtown Northville, said he often 
fishes In Johnson Creek, but would 
prefer that the fish sustain them­
selves. 

"I would prefer catch-and-release 
laws be put Into effect so we would 
have a fishery capable of sustain­
ing Itself," he said. "Wild fish are 
genellcally stronger and smarter 
and capable of maintaining them­
selves." 

However, under state statute, 
only 100 miles of creeks can be 
deslfinated catch and release and 
all of Ihe miles have been deter­
mined. 

Bueler said fish from hatcheries 
suffer from generations of being 
inbred and not having the genetic 
make-up (o survive and "make a 
living" in a natural setting. 

"Tliey arc more prone lo disease 
and tend to mucky-up the spawn­
ing process." he said. 

Still, Bueler said area residents 
are lucky to have the creek In their 
backyards. 
""It's an amazing Jewel," he said. 

"Hopefully we'll have the foresight

And l i would continue lo run 
In such cases until charges were 
nied. 

Johnson doesn't like Byrum's 
approach. She prefers her own ver­
sion, contained in Senate Bi l l 
1175, which simple eliminates the 
statute of limitations when DNA 
evidence can be gathered at the 
time of crime. 

That much Johnson agrees with. 
"II Is the single best tool wc have. 
And we need to keep in the tool­
box." she said. 

Byrum said her proposal Is "Jusl 
a different approach" to Ihc prob­
lem.

The vice president of a Florida-

based Company given a huge tax 
break by the Northville Township 
board of trustees potentially worth 
railUons of dollars said he "didn't 
feel welcome" by the board. 

Ron Wagner, vice president of 
Nanovation, said he was disap­
pointed by the way the township 
board treated h im and he didn't get 
a "warm and fuzzy" feeling. 

The comments caine minutes 
after the board gave his company a 
six-year property tax abatement. 
That means Nanovation would pay 
half the taxes on the cash value of 
Its personal, property — not .the 
building or land — for six years. It 
could translate to $500,000 in sav­

ings for the company Its flrst year 
alone and more than 500 new Jobs. 
The board voted 4-3 hi favor of the 
abatement with Mark Abbo, trea­
surer, Dick Hennlngsen, supervisor 
and Sue HUlebrand, clerk, voting 
against. 

The company would purchase 
the former OpUcal Imaging Sys­
tems building near the tatersecUon 
of Five Mile Road and Beck Road. 

Wagner said he look names down 
and would remember who said 
what at election time — if they 
decide to come to Northville Town­
ship. 

"I thought the treasurer would be 
smarter than that," Wagner said. 
"We would bring people who would 
buy houses In the community that 
would more than offset the taxes." 

Mark Abbo, Northville Township 
treasurer, said he believes his 
actions were smart. 

"As treasurer, one of my respon­
sibilities is to protect the tax base," 
he said. "That building Is not going 
to sll vacant and there will be a 
new owner who comes Into II." 

Abbo said the community would 
have no problem eventually getting 
a business into the property that 
would pay the taxes. 

Additionally, Abbo said many 
new businesses have set up shop 
in Northville Township and not one 
has asked for a tax abatement. 

Sue Hlllebrand, Northville Town­
ship clerk, said tax abatements 
generally are used for economlCally 
deprived areas to encourage devel­
opment from scratch. 

"Businesses haven't asked for 
abatements because we're not eco­
nomically depressed," she said. 

Wagner appeared before Ihe 
township board a l Us regular meet­
ing June 15. He was with Dawn 
Baetsen, managing director of glob­
al business development for the 
Michigan Economic Development 
Corp., who said 11 was Iiecessar)' 
for Norlhville Township lo give a 
break lo Nanovation before the 
state could give any, 

"I'm happy with the board's deci­
sion," she said. "II seems as if the 
board Is being reasonable enough." 

Baetsen said Norlhville Town­
ship and Michigan are competing 
against a location in Texas that is 
offering similar incentives to gel 
Nanovation lo locale. 

BaelseII said the Michigan board 
will vote in Ju ly on what breaks 
will be given to Nanovation before 
making a final offer. 

Nanovation designs, develops 
and manufactures Integrated opUc 
devices. Their products Include 
technology to make Internet appli­
cations faster without consumers 
having to replace their computer 
components. The company was 
established as U.S. Integrated 
Optics In 1996 and In 1998, llie 
name was changed to Nanovation 
Technologies. 

The new racillty, wherever it is 
built, wiii be the "production plant" 
for the company and will likely 
carry with i l an inil iai investmeni 
of $40 miiiion in capital. .An abate­
ment, which taxes personal proper­

ly on half of Its true cash value,., 
could be worth more t h a n ; 
$500,000 Initially 

Hlllebrand said since the board 
voted in favor of the abalement. 
she wiil back the decision 100 per-^ 
cent, but said she still wasn't in.) 
favor of It. 

"He Certainly wasn't welcomed by 
me with an abatement," she said. ^ 
"Yes, we would like to have them 
here and give them all the services, 
every business gels, but we cer-
lalnly are not economically 
depressed." „•

F o r those who are 
conce rned abou t 
keeping Mich igan a 
green a n d pleasant 
place, the bad news 
i s that development 
i s proceeding at l i t ­
eral ly an unprece­
den ted rate. The 
good news is that 
there Just might be 
a way to accommo­
date development 
W i t h preserv ing 

ent ire ecosystems. 
In the past, developers often took the 

pos i t i on d1at the l a n d Was theirs and any­
body w h o wanted to s top the bulldozers 
was one of those c razy tree-huggers. Fo r 
thei r part , many environmental is ts never 
met a developer they d idn ' t hate. 

C a u g h t i n the midd le , local government 
offlcials as often as not s t u c k their heads i n 
d ie s a n d . A t heart, t l iey were hobbled by 
t h i n k i n g about el1vironmental Issues i n 
w a y s that were con l l ned by the boundaries 
of the i r o w n village o r township. They 
might , for example, t ry to p resene that 
par t of a wet land w i t h i n their own jur i sd ic ­
t ion bu t f ind themselves unable to prevent 
development next door that could wreck 
the ent ire in terconnected ecosystem. 

Recent ly , however, a n outfit called the 
M i c h i g a n Na tu ra l Fea tures Inventory has 
f in ished a g roundbreak ing s tudy that iden­
tified more than 2 0 0 sites i n Mich igan that 
are b o t h ecologically s ignif icant a n d threat­
ened. 

S p o l l s o r e d i n par t by the Michigan chap­
ter o f the Nature Conservancy , the s tudy 
for the first time offers a way to idenUfy 
ecological ly sensit ive areas a n d provide 
loca l government officials wi th a way to 
help out. 

Cons ide r Oak land County , one of the 
largest (1.2 mi l l i on population) a n d richest 
(ranked t h i r d nationally) count ies In M i c h i ­
gan. Amaz ing ly , the Inventory found that 
O a k l a n d C o u n t y is h o m e to some of the 
most unspo i l ed ecosystems In the state. 

For example, the s tudy Identified two of 
the largest Intact prairie fen systems i n the 
state, b o t h i n Oakland , the B u c k h o r n Lake 
complex h i Rose Towmship a n d the I.x)ng 
I^ake sys tem i n Springfield Townsh ip . A 
prair ie fen Is a system of co imected wet­
lands that sustains p lants a n d animals , 
some rare a n d a few threatened. There are 
a round 100 prair ie fen systems i n M i c h i ­
gan, bu t most are smal l a n d i n b a d shape. 
The systems i n Oakland C o u n t y are most­
l y Intact and largely pr is t ine . 

.Another O a k l a n d C o u n t y example con­
cerns the H u r o n Swamp, near ly 2000 acres 
of we t land i n Springfield Tovmsh lp that 
forms the headwaters of the H u r o n River 
and is one of the most sensit ive sites i n 
southeas tern Michigan . 

In response to the informat ion developed 
h i the M i c h i g a n Natural Features Invento­
ry, s ix no r the rn O a k l a n d C o u n t y commu­
nit ies are collaborating to pass area-wide 
developmental policies a imed at preserving 
a n d protect ing entire ecosystems that may 
cross thei r boundaries. The s i x — Spr ing­
field, H i g h l a n d , Milford. Rose a n d White 
L a k e townships and U1e village of Mi l ford — 
propose to work together i n a l i terally 
unprecedented way. 

A l t h o u g h most of s o u t h e r n O a k l a n d 
C o u n t y is fully developed, the no r the rn tier 
of townships is s t i l l largely un touched . B u t 
the threat of uncontrol led r a p i d develop­
ment s p u r r e d local offlcials Into th lnkh lg 
col laborat ively about h o w to protect the 
na tu r a l features of the area. T h e six com­
muni t i es propose to re th ink the i r develop­
ment p l a n s a n d local ord inances to encom­

pass the entire area and the threatened 
ecosystems that s p i l l across i n d i v i d u a l 
loca l government boundaries . 

.Although it 's s t i l l a work i n progress, 
env i ronmen ta l i s t s are en thused at the 
prospect . He len Taylor, state d i rec tor of the 
M i c h i g a n chapter of the Nature Conservan­
cy, says What's going o n i n n o r t h e r n Oak­
l a n d C o u n t y i s , "wonderful, an Incredibly 
Important a n d thoughtful s tep for local 
communi t i e s to protect the qua l i ty o f life i n 
impor tan t places." 

She also he ld out a h a n d to bu i lde r s and 
developers: "I want to believe there are 
m a n y positive opportunities ou t there to 
work together With developers. The Conser­
vancy h a s h a d m a n y positive encounters i n 
finding compatible ways to f ind a n d recog­
nize the economic realities whi le a lso pre­
se rv ing Important places." 

Tay lo r points out that the N a t u r a l Fea­
tures Inventory prov ides eve rybody — 
deVelopers, envi ronmenta l i s t s a n d local 
government offlcials — With a detailed 
database set t ing out Important ecosystems 
a n d h o w they overiap t radi t ional loca l gov­
ernment ju r i sd ic t ions . 

Leaders i n O a k l a n d County deserve a big 
h a n d for t ry ing to work out ent i re ly new 
so lu t ions to o ld problems. I hope loca l gov­
e rnments i n other areas of the state w i l l fol­
low their lead.

l i o n . Na t ionwide , cable te leVls ion rates 
h icreased 3.8 percent h i 1999 whi le the 
consumer price increase d u r i n g that same 
per iod Was 2 percent. In our cities, rates 
h icreased 4.89 percent last year. 

The m a i n emphasis of the F C C ' s report 
Was o n the presence of c o m p e t i t i o n 
th roughou t the Unt ied States. We m a y not 
see it bu t the report found that compet i t ion 
is s l owly rishig. Ameri tech, t h o u g h it i s no 
longer negot iat ing new contracts i n M i c h i ­
g a n , does haVe 11 f ranch ises se rVing 
2 5 0 , 0 0 0 subscr ibers . Other phone compa­
nies i n other regions of the c o u n t r y also 
offer cab le television services. B u t Be l l 
Sou th , the largest of these, service approx­
imate ly 1.4 m i l l i o n homes.

Lorenzo said that she did not 
want to see another Sandstone 
project In ihc cily. She was refer­
ring to a contract between ihc 
developer of that project and the 
city, which led to the building of an 
extension of Decker Road. 

Last year, Oakland County Cir­
cuit Judge iSarry Howard ruled 
that tlie city breached their con­
tract with Sandstone Associates 
and awarded Sandstone S40 Mil­
lion afler the city failed to complete 
tlie Decker Road exiianslon within 

a two-year span. That road was a 
$3 million SAD. The ruling Is under 
appeal. 

"If the project succeeds and the 
economy stays solid (okay) but If 
things turn and this project doesn'l 
succeed and Is not i iu l i l , then 
where are you?

The value of the Fountain Waik 
property is iisted as over $200,000 
an acre.

"By the time we sell the bonds 
tills fall (PLC) would already have 
made $13 million In Improvements 
(lo the properly)," Hclwig added.

City Atlorney Dennis Watson 
said the Sandstone contract Is dlf-
ferenl from the city's agreement for 
Fountain Walk.

After undergoing chemotherapy 
and radiation, Galecka went into 
remission, but four months later 
had to undergo a bone marrow 
transplant at the University of 
Michigan. 

"That was live years ago," she 
said. "And 1 have been healthy ever 
since. They say once you hit the 
five-year mark. Its considered a 
cure." 

Even though Galecka said she 
would never wish cancer oII any­
one, the disease has, In a way, 
been a benediction. 

"It's almost a blessing because It 
brings people together and gives 
you a whole different perspective 
on life," she said. 

"The big thing Is that people need 
to know is that you are a cancer 
survivor from the day of diagnosis. 
Anyone at aii who has been 
touched by cancer is a cancer sur­
vivor." 

Galecka said she wouid love to 
invite all cancer survivors and the 
entire community to attend Relay 
For Life, even if it's just for an hour 

She added ihe event raises 
money strictly by donations and 
that anyone and everyone is wel­
come. 

Relay For Life, which runs from 

10 a.m. to 10 p.m., will feature 
magic, tarot card readings and 
astrological charts, dancing with 
The Tollgate and Sixth Gate dog­
gers. Chuck Richards and the 
North Star Square Dancers, and 
music from the Smokestack Jazz 
Band. The walks will also provide 
fun with the Poker Lap, Pajama 
Lap and the Backwards Lap.

"l^elay For Life provides aware­
ness for the many programs and 
services the American Cancer Soci­
ety offers throughout Southeast 
Michigan and it lets people know 
that we are here to provide hope, 
progress and answers In the fight 
against cancer," lovan said. 

This year there wiil be nearly 20

Cont lnued from I 
recommendation from his doctor. A 
grievance has been filed on his 
behalf by his union, the State, 
County and Munic ipa l Workers 
I-ocal 214. 

Novl Director of Human 
Resources Tia Gronlund-Fox said 
because Roslnski 's workmen's 
compensation claim was denied, 
his accumulated vacation time 
would be used to repay the city. 

"He (accumulated) vacation time 
and he reimburses the city with 
that, unless he can appeal," Gron­
lund-Fox said. 

According to Gronlund-Fox, the 
city's Insurance company did take 
three and a half months to process 
the claim. 

"It probably took longer than it 
should have," said Gronlund-Fox. 
"But the workmen's compensation 
claim Is being handled by the 
Insurance company (Meadowbrook 
Claims). It is not the city's fault the 
workmen's claim took so long." 

Rostaski was checked for stress-
related health problems by both his 
own doctor and one provided by 
the city. 

Agent for Teamsters Local 214 
J i m Markley said that there should 
have been a third doctor selected to 
look at Roslnski. Markley also said 
that the city sl iould should not be 
allowed. te;take vacation time built 
up by RosinsIti to make up for back 
pay the city claims he owes. 

"We're still hoping that the city 
will wake up and see that this Is 
stress- related," Markley said. 
"They do not have right to take 
anything. We'll wait for the appeal." 

Rostaski said that the city want­
ed him to their doctor, who Issued 
a report saying that Roslnski's 
stress was not work-related. But 
Roslnski says he already gave 
Grunlund-Fox a written evaluation 
from his own physician saying that 
the stress was work-related. 

"1 gave her that on March 28," 
said Roslnski. "They just seemed to 
ignore it." 

Gronlund-Fox said that they 
"might" have a copy of the evalua­
tion somewhere in a folder. 

Gronlund-Fox said Rostaski was 
suspended pending a investigation 
of the tacidents at the DPW build-
tag. Including a statement he made 
to his supervisor 

But l^osinski said he was sus­
pended because of his part In the 
tavestigation that ended with the 
city admitting last October to 
dumptag untreated sewage behind 
the DPW building last October. The 
Department ,of Environmental 
Quality ordered the city to clean up 
the site. 

"We found that there was inap­
propriate behavior on both siiies, of 
DPW workers and Mr. Roslnski," 
Gronlund-Fox said. "1 talked to 
several employees." 

Grunlund-Fox said said that she 
was not sure what action wouid be 
take on behalf of the city, but that 
the tacldent was still under tavesti­
gation. 

Last March, DPW Supervisor 
Rick White said that he had not 
reported any occurrences of 
harassment of Ros lnski to his 
superiors at city hall because he 
didn't personally hear any or see 
any til the DPW building. 

White said that he Would not 
report anything that he didn't see 
himself. White did say he saw 
Rostaskl's name tag dumped into a 
urtaal. though he did not know 
who did this. 

Rostaski said that he has been 
conttauously harassed and threat­
ened with bcidily harm and called a 
"spy" for leaking news of the illegal 
dumping. Ros lnski sa id fellow 
workers told h im it was 'h is fault 
tliat Water aIid Sewer Superinten­
dent Bruce Jerome took the "heat" 
for the tacldent

D a v i d B a r r , N o v i ' s most 
rerIowned artist , has his sculp­
tures on display in Brussels, Tel 
Aviv, Los Angeles - even the four 
corners of the earih. 

But not publ ic ly In his home-
towTi of over 20 years. 

"I have proposed things. 1 had 
a thing I thought was pretty nice, 
bu t n o t h i n g h a p p e n e d , " B a r r 
said, who recently returned from 
a Irip to Italy. 

"It was k i n d of discouraging. 
I've done t h i n g s a l l over the 
world, bu l not here." 

Al l over the world, literally, to 
places so far flung most Ameri ­
cans would be hard put to find 
them on the map. 

In 1977, B a r r l aunched Four 
C o r n e r s , a

Barr placed a tetrahedron 
on Easter Island, on an iceberg 
i n G r e e n l a n d , In S o u t h Af r i ca 
and in the jungles of Irian Jaya 
(formerly New Guinea.) 

"Things Interest me and then 
they become pretty compulsive. 
Once I have an Idea, 1 want to 
realize It," he said. 

"The po l i t i ca l p roblems were 
e n o r m o u s . . . W h e n y o u have 
dreams like th i s , cons t ruc t ive 
people come toward you and help 
you do it. Thai 's the meaning of 
the project.'' 

As a structurlst , Barr sa id he 
is more interested i n the Invisible 
reality, the patterns and organi­
zation underlying nature, rather 

than what is readily visible. 
B a r r s a id he is i n s p i r e d by 

Minnesota artist Charles Bleder-
man, a s t ruc tu r l s t , who devel­
oped the theory i n the 1950s that 
A m e r i c a ' s h e a r t l a n d , w h e r e 
nature and i n d u s t r y intersect , 
would be the cradle of new art. 

W h i l e B a r r ' s s u c c e s s m a k e s 
him far from a s tarving artist -
he h a s c o l l e c t i o n s i n ma jo r 
m u s e u m s In F o r t L a u d e r d a l e , 
Portland, and Tel Aviv, as well as 
the Detroit Institute of Arts - he 
concedes that not all Americans 
get modern art. Yet his sojourns 
i n c u l t u r e s l e s s p l u g g e d i n t o 
technology have shown him that 
modern art travels well . 

"They a lways u n d e r s t a n d i t . 
l l 's here people don't understand 
it. People there unders tand the 

p o w e r o f 
m e t a p h o r s a n d 
s y m b o l s . T h e y 
live their lives by 
them," Barr said . 

"In o u r ^ o w n 
c u l f i j r e r "IT'S • 
' w h e r e is l h e 
m o n e y , w h a t ' s 
the p o i n t of i t .

Another major 
s c u l p t u r e , the 
Arct ic Arc Peace 
P ro j ec t , Is 
installed on both 
s i d e s of the 
Bering Straits, i n 

Alaska, and In what was then the 
Soviet Union. B a r r had to brave 
b o t h the n o t o r i o u s S o v i e t 
bureaucracy i n the days before 
Siberia became a tourist destina­
tion and in Alaska, where he went 
door-to-door to win the favor of 
the local Eskimos.. 

His SunSweep, a series of stone 
m o n u m e n t s , o u t l i n e s the 
U .S . /Canada border. S t i l l , there 
are no works by Barr inside the 
boundaries of Novi and outside of 
the l imi t s of h i s own west s ide 
property. 

Back i n the l980s . Barr hoped 
to put his mark on the city's pub­
lic space. He made a model of a 
design resembling Roman ru ins 
from most direct ions and, from 

one angle, the sculpture spelled 
out Novi. For a time, this was on 
d i sp lay at the Novl P a r k s a n d 
Recreation Department, but Barr 
said he doesn't know what hap­
pened to the mock-up. 

"They talk about doing a (Novi 
Town Center) fountain." he said. 
"Nothing eyer happened, 1 don't 
know why. I would have tried to 
keep the budget down to have 
something In my own communi­
ty-" 

"I can imagine the scenario. 'He 
can't be any good if he's local." 
Everyone is local soInewhere." 

That doesn't mean you can't see 
David Barr's art in Novl, but just 
a glimpse as you drive past his 
Napier Road home and studio. His 
glorious four-acre spread features 
a sculpture garden that Is usually 
not open lo the public. Barr built 
a pond and planted trees and art 
on the former cornfield, us ing It 
as a testing site for his sculptures 
and a place to display his work to 
potential_EatTOp,.^FormerjiIayor 
K H l i l e ' e n M c X a l l e n T w K e I r s h e ' 
wanted to show off Novi to visiting 
d ign i ta r ies , often led t ou r s of 
Barr's backyard. 

To save money, Bar r bui l t his 
house h imse l f i n 1977, from a 
des ign by h i s f r i e n d , C h i c a g o 
a rch i t ec t Lau rence B o o t h . It's 
based o n the I t a l i an P a l l a d i a n 
villa style, with an exterior clad in 
stucco and a red tile roof: 

Recen t ly , the D e t r o i t - b a s e d 
American institute of Architects-
Michigan made Barr an honorary 
affiliate member. In recognizing 
Barr, the AIA noted that not only 
have his sculptures been a part of 
large architectural commissions, 
but his house has won a dist in­
guished building award from the 
Ch icago C h a p t e r - A I A a n d has 
been featured In "Global Architec­
ture," "House and Garden" and 
Architectural Record." 

Inside, he a n d h i s wife Be th 
have furnished their home with 
B a r r ' s ar twork, as w e l l as the 
wooden furnituI-e he m a k e s , 
p a i n t i n g s by f r i ends , A f r i c a n 
sculptures and Oriental rugs. 

Outside, he's found fellow resi­
dents of Napier Road are "nice

neighbors, people who are under­
s tanding If someone puts Up a 
sculpture." 

What Barr's put up on his prop­
erty includes Isaiah, a r edmeta l 
sculpture that depicts the move­
ment of a basketball being drib­
bled, then dunked . Barr, a P i s ­
tons fan, coaxed Isaiah Thomas 
into leaving his hand print oII the 
artwork. 

Another piece, "Voice," a stone

"It J u s t moved me, what a n 
artist would do to overcome her 
surroundings," Barr said. 

C u r r e n t l y , he is absorbed i n 
creat ing works from stone as a 
sa lu te to the power of women . 
Three, one with a fountain, are 
installed to the side of his home. 
Barr said he is inspired by prehis­
toric Venus figures. 

"I th ink prehistoric art was a 
r e a l hones t response to the 
world," he said. 

"People were trying to figure out 
the forces of the world beyond 
them, not trying to make a prod­
uct and sell it to art collectors, but 
something personal and basic." 

Barr carves marble at a studio 
i n Vermont; his big steel pieces 
are created at a fabricating work­
shop i n Southfieid. Models and 
smaller pieces are made in one of 
two studios the artist has at his 
Novi residence. 

B o r n i n Detroit, Barr grew up 
on the east side and headed west 
because he wanted to live i n the 
country. Uniike many other local 
artists, he didn't feel the need to 
flee to New Y o r k or the West 
Coast. 

"I l ove M i c h i g a n . I've l i v e d 
between Eight and Ten Mile roads 
ai l my life. I'm going further west 
all the time. The cemetery where 
I'll end up must be west of here." 
Barr said. 

Barr has both a bachelor's and 
master's in Fine Arts from Wayne 
State University. Since 1965. he 
has been a professor of ar t at 
Macomb Community College. 

A n e n g i n e e r i n g s t u d e n t a t 
Wayne Sta te Un ive r s i t y i n the 
I950s. Barr paid a random trip to 
the art buildtag, signed up for a 
class and found his future. 

" M o s t ar t is ts get in to th ings 
b a c k w a r d s . Very few people In 
In iddle-c lass A m e r i c a t h i n k In ; 
t e rms o f being a n artist ," B a r r 

said. "They think of being practi­
c a l . People who are poets and 
artists come to it by some circu­
lar start." 

Whi l e v i s i to rs f locked to the 
DIA for the Van Gogh exhibit, the 
challenge for an art ist today, as 
B a r r sees it, is br inging people 
back to an appreciation of con­
temporary art in public spaces. 

"We live In the most prosperous 
t ime and the most prosperous 
country in history. In public art, 
we ' re not very c h a l l e n g i n g . 
There's a deep suspic ion, i f not 
hostility." Barr said. "You go into 
a tr ibal village and there's more 
art per person than \*e have." 

He is one of the founders of the 
M i c h i g a n Legacy A r t Park . 30 
acres of art in the woods at Crys­
tal Mounta in , near Interlochen. 
B a r r conceived the park as an 
alternative to tradit ional muse­
u m s and galleries. Artworks by 
various slate artists portray ele­
ments of Michigan's prehistoric. 
Na t ive A m e r i c a n , a n d pioneer 
history. 

In the Information Age, there is 
a wor ldwide shared cu l tu re of 
k ids and pop music , Bar r said, 
"but it isn't one that pushes you 
spir i tual ly or intellectually." Not 
everyone w i l l l i k e a l l art, bu t 
that's what democracy is about, 
he added. 

Now that Novi is coming of age 
as a city, is there room here for 
art? Barr believes there is. 

"I t h i n k people are go ing to 
have to think bigger than them­
s e l v e s , t h i n k a b o u t what the 
c o m m u n i t y expresses to the 
w o r l d . If you ' re p r o u d of y o u r 
communi ty , you would want to 
show it - we're enlightened here," 
Bar r said. 

"It's all about having vision and 
h a v i n g d reams a n d a c t i n g on 
those dreams. A n d a d ream Is 
I n c l u s i v e , y o u have to come 
towards it."

Crime doesn't pay, except in 
occasional Woody Aiien films. 

In Small Time Crooks, Academy 
Award winner Al len [Annie Hall, 
Mlgliltj Aplirodile] p lays Ray 
Winkler, a reformed petty criminal 
who Is frustrated with the straight, 
clean lifestyle. By enl is t ing the 
help of his wife. Frcnchle, played 
by Tracey Ul lman , [Bullets Oner 
Broadway. 1 Love You to Death) 
and three equally clumsy crooks. 
Ray "masterminds" a scheme to 
buy a pizzeria and then tunnel 
Into the vault of a nearby bank. 
While Frenchle turns the pizzeria 
Into a cookie store that gets rave 
reviews and media hype, Ray and 
his fellow klutzes botch the bank 
Job. 

No matter . S u n s e t C o o k i e s 
grows Into Sunse t F a r m s , the 
fastest growing cookie company 'In 

the Industry. The team of thieves, 
all company vice presidents, get 
rich. 

Things are great with husband 
and wife until Frenchle decides to 
mingle with Manhat tan m i l l i o n ­
aires and discovers that she's as 
refined as crude oil. She employs 
D a v i d , an E n g l i s h art dea l e r 
p i a y c d by H u g h G r a n t , [Four 
Weddings and a Funeral, Mickey 
Blue Eyes) to culture her, Frenchle 
wants to know about Monet and 
gourmet; Ray Is happy with watch­
ing television and eating cheese­
burgers. 

The Cru.x of Small Time Crooks is 
the ro l l e r coas t e r r e l a t i o n s h i p 
between Ray and Frenchle, and 
the comedy that generates from it. 
Their marriage, and the f i lm, is 
hinged on a s t r ing of unrelated 
thefts. 

While the flhn is still funny, the 
standard Woody Allen film charac­
ter—lIIsecure, n e u r o t i c , 
nebbish—is wearing thin after 35 
years. He may be able to squeeze 
out one or two more movies before 
the public finally tires of the same-

old same-old. Allen may be aware 
of this, and that might explain why 
other actors with quirky, off-beat 
comedy styles are finding them­
selves In his films. Hence tlie pres­
ence of the Elaine May [California 
Suite, In lhe Spirit) as M a y , 
Frenchie's flighty cous in . Better 
known today for her screenwriting 
and directing rather than actiIig, 
May appearance is refreshing. And 
speaking of thievery, she steals 
every scene she is in. 

Ul lman and Grant, masters of 
versatility, are both very good and 
offer their own b rand of comic 
delivery. Grant's chafacter, conniv­
ing and dastardly. Is reminiscent 
of the film personality perfected by 
George Sanders In numerous 
Hollywood productions. 

Even Saturday Night Live alum­
ni Jon LoviU [City Slickers 11, High 
School High) m a k e s a worthy 
appearance as one of Allen's bum­
b l ing accomplices. He seems to 
have had an epiphany: no s i l ly 
voices, no inane slapstick. Lovltz 
Is really acting In this picture. 

The wittiest scene In Small Time 

Crooks Is the news documentary 
about the success of the Sunset 
Farms cookie empire In which the 
crlmlnals-turned-corporate officers 
are all interviewed. It's a throw­
back to Al len ' s segments on the 
early 70s Saturday morning kids' 
show, "Ho tdog , " w i t h b izar re 
answers and outlandish explana­
tions to simple questions. It could 
easily s tand alone as a comedy 
short, or be expanded. 

Sad ly , maI\y fl lmgoers can ' t 
seem to separate actors' personal 
lives from their on-screen charac­
ters. Allen's scandalous affair with 
ex-partner M i a Farrow's adopted 
daughter, Soon-YI Prevln, has hurt 
his r epu t a t i on s ince It became 
public In 1992, Every Allen film 
since has had a millstone around 
Its neck. Thus, Small Time Crooks 
may not receive Its propers, Allen 
may not be a model citizen, but he 
docs make funny films.

He already had one of the sweetest swings the 
state has ever seen. He already had a n incredible 
eye at the plate; he already had one of the most 
fiery. Competitive spirits ever seen; and he could 
already pound the ba l l with so m u c h authority 
that the earth would shake. On top of that, he 
even had the biggest, toughest goatee In the state. 

Now. BreIyJan Hadley also owns a prestigious 
state record. This past season! Hadley's .546 bat­
ting average vaulted his career mark to a scorch­
ing .540, giving h i m the Michigan High School 
Ath le t i c Assoc ia t ion (MHSAA) record for career 
ba t t ing average. He surpassed Brighton's Drew 
Henson, one of the state's best ballplayers ever, 
who hit .527 In four years as a Bulldog. 

"I jus t think the world of Brendan's hit t ing abili­
ty." said coach Rick Green. "He's one of the best 
hitters I've ever seen, especially at this level. I'm 

. th r i l l ed for h im. It doesn't siIrprlse me at a l l . His 
Concentration is second to none." 

The gradtiathIg senior led the; Wildcats this sea­
son with 12 home runs and 4I RBI, while scoring 
46 runs and stealing five bases.' His .707 on-base 
percentage and .990 slugging percentage were two 
astounding figures as well. 

M o r e Wildcats l n the record hooks 
With probably the best season Novl baseball has 

ever posted, the Wi ldca t s c la imed a few more 
spots i n the state record books. 

J o n Cervl's sizzling .504 career batting average 
placed him at fourth on the all-time list, while his 
65 hits this season placed him i n a tie for l 2 t h in 
the books. The senior hit .489 this year Wi th I 9 
extra-base hits, 57 runs scored, and a .625 on-
base percentage. He also posted a slugging per­
centage of .767 and swiped ten bases. 

A . J . Rowe fell one shutout short of the single 
season record, toss ing six coniplete-game gems 
th is year. His incred ib le 0.49 ERA wou ld a lso 
place, h im second on the all-tlIne list , but he fell 
three Innings short of the minimum amount. His 
20-strlkeout performance against Br ighton was 
also one away from a state record. He fhilshed the 
year wi th I09 strikeouts (13.4 per.game) and a 
record of lO-0. managhig to hold opposhig hitters 
to a . I25 batttog average. 

Hadley's 30 home runs also tied h i m for fourth 
o n the career l is t , while his 12 home runs this 
year tied h im for 22nd. He also drew 75 walks , 
tying h i m for lOtl j all-thne. 

A l l the other seniors on the team contributed to 
the phenomenal season as well. M i t c h Maier hit 
.375 vrith 19 extra-base hits. While driving i n 32 

runs. His solid defensive efforts were also a big 
part of the team's success. 

Ju s t i n Shaw hi t .344 with six home runs and 23 
runs driven In. On the mound, the right bander 
posted a 1.53 E R A In 18-plus Innings of work, fin­
ishing 2-0 on the season. 

Mike Kosslk, despite a midseason wrist Injury 
that continued to hamper him all season long, s t i l l 
managed to hit .338 In 23 games played. He also 
swiped nine bases. 

Brendan Watson secured himself a spot as one 
of the team's top s ta r te rs , th rowing 4 4 - p l u s 
innings and posting a 3.29 ERA. He also s t ruck 
out 45 (seven per game) and went the dIstanCe 
twICe. A t the plate, he hit .333 with a .577 on-
base percentage in limited time, striking out only 
once. 

Nick Lehnert went on an early-season tear that 
• left h i m hit t ing .304 with three home runs and 

three doubles. He was one of the pleasaiit surpris­
es on this year's bal! club. 

Jo sh Sabol finished wi th an outstanding 1.70 
E R A In 45-plus innings, s t r iking out 57 (nearly 
nine per game) and posting a win-loss record of 6-
1. He also hit .298 at the plate. 

Jeremy Plass h i t .238 In limited time. Collecting 
one of the team's only two hits against Catholic 
Central In the state quarterfinals. 

O n top of their K V C championship, their D i s ­
trict championship, their Regional championship, 
and their appearance i n the state quarterfinals, 
th is team put u p a few Impressive numbers as 
well . 

At the plate, they hit .383 as a team, while post­
ing an on-base percentage of .546. They stole 62 
bases i n 69 at tempts (.899), and h i t 54 home 
runs . The team slugging percentage was a cool 
.615. 

In 35 games, the team scored 325 runs , a n 
average of nearly 10 per game, and they also col­
lected 391 hits, averaging l 1 per Contest. 

On the mound, the pitching staff held opposing 
hitters to a batting average of .206, posting a 2.24 
Earned Run Average as a team. They also man­
aged to hold hit ters to a slugging percentage .of 
.276. This 30-5 team was one that Novi wil l not 
soon forget..They gave us so many unforgettable 
moments, i n c l u d i n g thr i l l ing come-from-behlnd 
wins against Brighton and I>liicl£ney hi the play­
offs. They put Wildcat baseball oi i the map once 
agalIl, earning a top-three state ranki i ig and gain­
ing the respect of the entire state of Michigan. 

A s these 10 seniors b i d adieu to the Wildcat 
green and white, they have left a lasting impres­
sion on this school, this city, and even our g|reat 
state. Tliey wi l l most certainly be missed. >

Warmer weather Is here and the number one 

area of our bodies that become more visible to 
us and others In the summer are our arms. 
Short sleeve shi r ts , blouses and tank tops 
become the norm. Men want arms like Arnold 
Schwarzenegger, and women want arms like 
Jennifer Anniston and they want them in one 
week. Aesthetics are usuaiiy the motive, but a 
stroflger more toned set of arms will contribute 
greatly to your summer quality of life, from golf­
ing, gardening or svtlmming. So how do you get 
Uiem? 

This Is another opportunity for me to plug the 
benefits of resistance training This component 
Is really the best way to achieve the goals for the 
arms mentioned earlier, or for any body part for 
that matter. Popularity for resistance training Is 
at an all time high for both men and women of 
all ages. If you have not tried It, we have laid 
oul a l 0 - l 5 minute program to be completed 
twice a week for the arms. We are using dumb­
bells and bands for our resistance. You can get 
these Items for a minimal investment of $20--
$40. Make sure you get your physician's clear­
ance before startmg any new exercise program, 
and seek out a lltness expert If needed to assiIre 
you are accompllshmg the movements efficient­
ly and safely. 

• A r m cu r l s w i t h tublng. This movement 
concentrates on tlie bleep muscle and Is located 
in front and above the elbow of the arms. Well 
developed bleep muscles will contribute greatly 
to the goal of great looking arms. To work this 
area, stand with tubes under your feet Isee pic­
ture). While securing your upper arm and rotat­
ing your writs outward (little linger up), slowly 
bend at the elbow then slowly, under control 
bring your elbow back to Just before the Joint 
locks straight. You should be able to county two 
to three slow counts in both directions to assure 
proper speed. Repeat this movement l 2 - l 5 

times, rest one mmute and repeat another l 2 -
15 repetition s for a total of three times. 

• A r m curls wi th dumbbells. You can work 
the biceps with a number of variations. We are 
demonstrating m our picture a biceps dumbbell 
curi done on a fitness ball. You follow the same 
mechanics as outlined in exercise one, only you 
are seated on a lltness ball. Sitting on this ball 
while completing the movement Involves many 
other muscles to maintain stability during your 
movements. This helps Improve your balance 
and overall strengUi, If you do not have a IlUIess 
ball, you can do the movement on a chair or 
standing, Agata. complete the movement l 2 - l 5 
times resting one minute and completing for 
three sets, 

• A r m kickbacks w l t h tublng. This move­
ment concenU-ates on the tricep muscle and arc 
the large muscle group located In the rear area 
of the arm above the elbow. Many of our clients 
are not happy with the way this area sags, or 
seems to get loose and flabby as we get a little 
older. This is mamiy from lack of activity. The 
biceps get some amount of work in an active 
lifestyle. Workmg your triceps properly requires 
a little more complex body position so they are 
not so easily worked in an active lifestyle. To 
work them, you can try the kickback with tub­
ing. Bend over m a back safe position, (knees 
bent, bracing yourself on a chair or your knee -
see picture). Hold on to the tubing after It Is 
wrapped around a table or heavy chair or pole. 
After securing upper arm against your body, 
slowly bend the elbow backwards until it Is fully 
extended. Slowly and under control, bring your-
arm back to the starttag position. Repeat 12-i5 
times resting one minute and completing three 
sets. You will have to rely on the picture for 
body position and movement. 

• A r m kickback wl th a dtunbbell. This is the 
same movement done with a dumbbell varia­
tion. Follow the same cues as number 3. Do 
three sets of 12-15 movements, with the same 
one minute resting period between sets. 

The tubes and dumbbells come with different 
weight and resistance levels. Get a resistance so 
by the i 2 t h repetition you feel challenged. 
Increase as you feer stronger, always, maintain 
good form. Never sacrince form for more resis­
tance. Complete these simple exercises twice a 
week for thirty days and while you may no l 
have arms like Arnold or Jennifer, you will have 
stronger, more shapely. toIicd arms. Good luck.

It wasn't a fiiting eild to ihe nineties 
for Ihe E.nglcs, stale chainpions in 1996 and 1997. 

"Without a doubt, Lakeland has been the slate's teain of ihc decade," Milford coach 
Brian Salycrs said. 

Bul the season wasn't a total wash. The highlight for the Eagles came in the K V C 
liicet, which Lakeland won with 49 points, ahe:id of defending, and soon io be, state 
champ Novi's 61. Ii was .someihing of a fluke, as coach Randy Wilkins said his ieam 
had beeii training Ihrough wiih iis eyes on ihe regional, but who's io look a gift horse in 
the mouth? Junior Pat Kle in afid sophomore Brian Thcut both earned first-team A l l -
K V C accolades by finishing fourth and fifth, respectively, at the conference meet. C.J . 
Hadding finished ninth, milking him a second-team all-league honorce. 

Klein's and Theut's seasons didn't end with the regional, however. Klein was third 
and Theut .second, qualifying thein for the slate meet. A t the Michigan Speedway, Kle in 
was named all-state after placing fifth. Thcut was 33rd, seven seconds off all-state. 

While Lakeland's girls' ieam didn't qualify for the state meet, either, it came out of 
ihe regional pleased wiih its eighth-place finish.

our best in three-straight games to win it a l l . "

After having lost three of its top i ive runners from the 1998 state championship 
team, coach Bob Smith reloaded with a plethora of young talent to win the school's 
second-straight title. 
• Led by T i m Moore (3rd) and Chris Toloff (7th), the Wildcats overcame a hungry 
Rockford team which was the pre-meet favorites to win it all . 

Nov i collected just 68 points, which easily outdistanced Rockford (90) and the 
rest o f the field. Saline was third (132), Clarkston fourth (133) and Grand Ledge 
fiflh (160). The harriers hobbled through a regular season which included another 
K V C championship and a regional runnerup finish, but were able to muster up an 
elite performance when it counted most. 

Individually, four 'Cats earned aU-state honors. Moore and Toloff were joined by 
Mark AVenius (16th) and Eric Walle (22nd) on the all-state team. Moore won a 
regional championship and Toloff was runnerup.

I watched her at the start, 
and she was smart. She got out with the lead group and held on." 

Echols concluded a stellar career With a 129th-place finish at the meet. She was 
the indiVidual K V C champion as a junior and finished 2Ist overall at the state meet 
last season. 

The team finished runnerup at the Oakland County meet for the third-straight 
year and the fifth time in the last six seasons. The team also played second fiddle in 
the conference, as Brighton breezed to the conference championship.

The Novi wrestling team turned in its 
finest season ever, finishing runnemp in Division 1. The hockey team followed in suide, 
winning its first-ever regional championship before losing in the elite eight. Not wanting to 
be left out, die gymnastics squad garnered a top-five finish iit the state finals, proving itself 
one of die top programs in the state year in and year out. Just looking at the talent base 
through two sports seasons leaves one to wonder — just how good will die spring sports 
icams be? 

W R E S T L I N G — There's really only one place to start when it comes to winter sports 
success at Novi High School. The grapplers asserted themselves as die best team to ever 
grace Uie mats at Novi High. As if a mnnemp finish at the Division 1 slate finals wasn't 
enough, five more Wildcats placed at Uie stale individual tournament and iwo (senior Dan 
Jilg and junior Ryan Churella) cime home wiUi state championships. 

iNovi won iti third-consecutive K V C championship, becoming the fu^t team to ever win 
more than two in Uie 20-year Iciguc history, lt was Uieir second ouuight tide in Uiree sea­
sons. The team went on to win disuict and regional championships before making Uieir mn 
for die state tide. The 'Cats defeated Walled Lake Wefitem in Uie state quafteffinals and Uien 
Rockford in Uie semis. Their loss to Davison (41-28) in Uie championship match capped off" 
die most prolific wresUing season in school history. Oh yeah, Uiey also captured Uie Oak­
land County Championship during Uieir 29-4 season. 

Individually, Jilg set school records for wins, falls and was a four-time stale placer 
Churella followed up last year's state runncrup finish wiUi his fuTit Uile. Fellow junior Nick 
Slovan fell in the state championship match and senior Adam Borashko (6th) and fteshman 
Josh Churella (8th) also placed at die ineet. 

G Y M N A S T I C S — Two seasons ago Uie NoIthville/Novi gymnastics team was tops in 
Uic state, capmnng Uie school's fmit-ever tumbling UUe. That team was loaded wiUi senior 
talent, talent which left die program in a suite of rebuilding. 

This year's team set the sUige for what could be anoUier state power next year. Tlie 1999-
2000 squad was loaded wiUi underclass talent which could franslaie into big ihings for Uie 
2000-2001 team. Northville/Novi returns all but two members from Uiis year's squad which 
placed fourth at the team compeUtion at HarUand High School. And each of the eight girls 
who competed in die team competiUon will be back. 

The Mustangs (Uie gymnasucs nickname) had Uiree girls place among Uie top 10 in six 
different events. Katie Braine, Megan Samhat and Monica l^ink will head up a strong 
reluming corps which wil l also include a healUiy Lindsey Carlson. Northville/Novi finished 
second in Uieir conference and won a regional UUe en route to Uieir high finish at Uie state 
ineei. 

B A S I C E T B A L L — T h e season was about as up and down as die new Millennium Force 
rollercoaster at Cedar Point. 

Novi lost their first five games of Uie season, Uien put togeUier a nine-game winning 
sire.Tk which put them in a short-lived batUc wiUi SouUi Lyon for Uie Kensington Valley 
Conference title. After four more losses evened Uie teams record out at 9-9, Uie season lev­
eled out for the Wildcats, who finished Uie seasori wiUi an 11-l 1 overall record and a 6-6 
mark in die K V C . The 6-6 finish Ucd Uicm wiUi Lakeland for Uikd, alUiough Novi picked 
up wins in boUi battles wiUi Uie Eagles. Novi loses .seven seniors to graduaUon, four of 
which started. Only .sophmore poinl guard Brandon Davis returns as a siarter next season. 
Fortunately for SchluterT'Uie junior varsity team finished 18-2 this season, despite losing 
sophomores Davis and Matt Gorman to the v>Trsity team. 

"If you look at our ieam tiiis season, only Chad (Nadoini) and (Brendan) Hadley played a 
lot last year," Schluiersaid. "Our oUier guys all stepped in and did a nice job Uiis year. 

"I felt we could have won 15 games this year, bul we had a couple of key injuries."

In Uiat game Novi overcame its second straight Uiird-pefiod deficit 
to pull out a 3- l win over Uie Mustangs. Pefhaps bigger Uian any regional championship 
was Novi's sharing o f the K V C UUe with Milford. Playing in one of Uie toughest hockey 
confefences in the state', Novi finished Uie season wiUi an 8-1-3 league recond. The team's 
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only loss in conference play came to Brighton, which finished third. 
Junior center Brad Zarem led die league in scoring (32 league points) while senior ceiiter 

Travis Maiott was fourUi wiUi 25 points. For Uieir efforts, each received all-league honors at 
die end o f Uie season. Zarem was the top vote getter in all-league voUng and Maiott anftfel-
low senior Jared Genso were named to Uie a l l - K V C second team.

B A S E B A L L — It would be hard to ttace a more-talented ball club Uian the one Novi 
skipper Rick Green produced Uiis season. Having inherited a highly-skilled team from for­
mer coach Brian Howard, Green meshed his team into a championship club, capturing 
K V C , district and regional crowns before losing to DeUDit CaUiolic Centtal in Uie state 
quarterfinals.

ton, Sarah Clark, Sarah Coriess, Cooley and Ales. K e n i TImar and Karrie SmiUi were hon­
orable-mention selections.

The team's top reluming golfer this fall should be Pat Kerekes, whose nine-hole 
average as a sophomore was 41. 

It was the final season for coach B i l l Thomas. He founded the program 31 years ago, 
and has been its only coach during that time. 

S O C C E R - Coach B i l l Stevanovic's final season ended unfortunately, when an 
overtime penalty kick gave Walled Lake Westem a 3-2 district victory. 'The Lions fin­
ished the .season 4-12-1,3-8-1 (fifth place) in the K V C .

S W I M M I N G - The first meet of Iiew coach Kevin Hafner's tenure, against Westland 
John Glenn, saw South Lyon's 200 medley relay team set a new school mark. The 
records would continue to fall all season, all the way until the last meet of the year, the 
A n n Arbor Invitational, where Lisa Baran broke her own school record in the 100 back­
stroke (1:03.18) and Adrienne Stephen did tile same in the 100 butterfly (1:03.08). In 
the Oakland County meet — the deepest assemblage of talent outside the state finals — 
South Lyon proved it was not out of place. Baran, a sophomore, was 10th in the 100 
backstroke (1:04.33) and 12th in the 200 individual medley (2:21.15). 

T E N N I S - In what would prove to be coach Dimitri Demetral's final season. South 
Lyon fell short of his goal of climbing out from the K V C ' s basement. The Lions went 
I -10-1 in the league. Coupled with their showing at the conference tournament, that left 
them in seventh place in the K V C . 

"Our goal this weason was to get out of last place," Demtral said. "But we didn't 
achieve that. The bottom line — we got one point at the league tournament [Georgia 
Hornbrook, 6-0,6-0 in diird singles iigainst Howell] and were last in the K V C . 

.South Lyon won two matches at the Division I regional at A n n Arbor Pioneer, thanks 
to Katie Hippie at second singles and Georgia Hornbrook at third singles. 

This fall, Demetral wil l be replaced by Don Valentine, who took over South Lyon's 
boys' team in the spring. 
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B A S K E T B A L L - Some might have thought South Lyon's 1999 K V C ride was a one­
time thing. Incon^ct. The Lions went an amazing 11-1 in the conference to claim back-to-
back championships. 

"We went 9-3 in Ule league, and most years that would win it," Milford coach Don 
Pahner said. "This year it didn't. Credit South Lyon for dial." 

"For beiiig so short, we became a very good team," SouUi Lyon coach Daren Clayton 
said. "We had some great comebacks, upsets, and we played some great teams. This year 
was sweeter than last year, because some may have dlought the fu^t one was a fluke. We 
played a much tougher schedule, and teams were gunning for us. I attribute our success tour 
character. First, we're like a family, we're friends off tile court. Seconds, this team had a lot 
of heart. We gave up four-flve-six inches a night inside, but we made up for it with hustle 
and hard work. It's a great honor to work wiUi these guys." 

Senior foiward Randy DunC.in was the team's leading scorer and rebounder, and was a 
un.-mimous selection by die league's coaches to die A l l - K V C team.

Soutii Lyon appears to have gone beyond having 
merely good teams, and now has a good program. 

"It's encouraging to see die excitement in the younger classes," Clayton said.- "We have 
juniors and sophomores who are endiusiastic about canying on die leagacy of the last cou­
ple years. I Uiink die program is at a pointWhere we're going to be conienders year in and 
year out." 

W R E S T L I N G - The Lions wresders saved dicir best for last. Eight of them perfbmied 
well enough at the district to quahfy for the regional — Chris Barnes (125 pounds), Dave 
Edwards (130), Andy Golden (135), Mike Chandler (152), Matt Williams (171), Kirk M u l ­
ligan (189), Tim Zeinaitis (215) and Josh Kabat (275). 

From Uiere, five got through reglonals to make it to die state meet — Chandler (who was 
the regional chanipion), Williams, Mulligan, Zemaitis and Kabat. Chandler earned all-state 
honors for die second consecutive year. He placed fourtli at die state finals, and ended up 
with a record of 43-3. South Lyon's success at die state level shouldn't have been a surprise. 
The talent was definitely evident at the K V C championships, where die Lions fmished sec­
ond. Golden, in die match of die day (a 3-2, double-oveitinie win), was conference champ 
at 135, as was Chandler at 152. Barnes, Edwards and Zemaids were all second. During the 
regular season, Soudi Lyon won 18 inatches, tying die school record for dual meet wins. 

H O C K E Y - Soudi Lyon's season — coach Marc Pouliot's fu-st — (and perhaps its * 
future) was best exemplified not in a K V C war, but a non-conference game widi Plymoudi 
Canton. Old habits die hard, but South Lyon turned die comer on die road to becoming a 
competitive, sportsmanlike team. In that game. Lions freshman Stephen Golasziewski 
scored tiie game-winner on a power play widi 53 seconds left in die dlird period, to put it at 
4-3.30 seconds earlier, Canton had tied Uie score. There Was a hard check on die play, and 
tile Canton player dropped his gloves. His Soutii Lyon counterpart, Trevor Hatch, didn't. 
Canton got a major and minor penalty, tiie Lions only a minor 

"In tile past, dial might have been reversed," Pouliot said. 'Trevor keeping his composure 
led direcdy to the win. Slowly, die message got Uirough." 

Also getting tiirough, often, was Soutii Lyon's first line. Senior Rick Wosek and junior 
Dan Menitt were die most prolific scoring tandem in tile K V C . The Lions went 3-8-1 (fiftii 
place) in the K V C . Their overall record was 10-12-1. 

"Coming in, 1 knew it would be difficult," Pouliot said, "and it was a lot tougher tiian I 
imagined. The program had been so down and tiie players had picked up some bad habits, 
dirough no fault of tiiek own. We had to teach tilem what it takes to win. Some of tiiem 
were receptive; witii otilefs it took more effort. There was attiition — we had to kick some 
kids off die team — but it was addition by subtfaction. At die end of die year, after die big 
three — Milford, Brighton and Novi — l diink we were the fourth-best team in tiie league. 
We've got to work on getting more and better playets into die program. The biggest differ­
ence between us and Milford, Brighton and Novi is depdi. Our first concem is upgrading 
our defense and depdi at goahe." 

Next season Merritt will be joined by Golasziewski and Kevin Johnson, a freshman for­
ward who really turned it on as tiie season progressed. He ended up die team's leading scor­
er.

The 200 medley team of Kurt Servies, Brandon Baker, Mike Young and Brian Grinnell 
set a school record witii its time of 1:50.14.

B O Y ' S G O L F — Fol lowing a very similar path as the school 's wrestl ing 
team, the Wildcat golfers were perhaps a year away from glory this past sea­
son.

The team w i l l be competing i n the upper echelon of Oakland County teams 
this upcoming season, thanks to the squad's second-place finish in the lower-
level tournament this past fa l l .
