B y this time every year, teach­
ers in the Novi Community 
School District usually don't have 
to worry about their contracts.

Politicians talk about crime, they 
cairipaign on criine, (hey even set 
budgets to fight crime, but tlley 
rarely confront crime up close >ind 
personal.

"Tlie 
Mayor's spo­
ken out several 
times on get­
ting personally 
involved in 
public safety," 
noted the chief. 

Clark said he and his wife were in 
a check-out line aboui 5 p.m. when 
he Ileai'd a woman crypui, "Give me 
back my wiillet. Give me back my 
wallet." 

The inayor said he saw a young 
ni.m with short brown hair nlnning 
from the store. Clark said he tried io 
tackle the man, but tlic man struck 
him in the ciicst with his fist, knock­
ing him down. "I'm all righC said 
Clark. "I guess I'm just not as fast as 
I thought I was." 

According to Novi Police 
Detective Sgt. David Molloy, the 
victim, a 27-ycar-old woman, is 
"very scared." The woman told 
investigators she was shopping 
when die man snatched her Gucci 
wallet from her left hand and ran 
from the store. 

"As soon as I heard the woman 
calling for help, all I could tliink o f 
is what if it was my wife or daugh­
ter," said Clark. "At ilie time I didn't 
Uiink of getting hurt. 1 just tried to do 
the right Uiing." 

However, the much younger diief 
w;is in much better shape.

For a few days this weekend,

"They were the longest serving 
regiment in North America," 

. noted group founder Dan 
O 'Connel l . Before coming to 
North America in 1768, the regi­
ment served as a customs patrol 
on England's west coast. Here, 
said the Nov i resident, "they were 
basically the police force" and 
>were stationed in what is now 
detroitfrom 1774-85. 

"It IIiust have been a wonderful 
experience," said O'Connell . who 
today portrays a typical British 
officer of the period. 

When O'Connell and his group 
unfurl the Union Jack at 
Kensington Metro Park, they'll be 
joined by nearly 500 Colonial 
reenaciors from as far away as 
New York. Ohio and Wisconsin 
covering the entire Great Lakes 
Colonial Period from 1700 to 
1796, when the last British troops 
left to establish Fort Maiden, in 
Amherstburg, Ontario.

Amherstburg, Ontario. 
O'Connel l said he first 

become interested in the 
Colonial period as a young boy 
taking family trips to sites like 
Fort Niagara in New York, Fort 
Miehil iniackinac and the 
Detroit Historical Museum. 

While the King 's 8th 
Regiment was the Detroit 
Garrison in its day, today those 
who keep its memory alive call 
Millraee Village's Cady House 
in Northville home. A l 11 a.m. 
the last Sunday of every month, 
it becomes the Cuckold Tiivcrn 
as members of the 8th gather to 
"paint or build something." 

O'Connell said Ihe Regiment 
attiiicts a "wonderful group of 
upbeat people." from through­
out Metro Detroit. "We consid­
er ourselves historians," he said. 
He said Regiment "includes all 
types of people from students 
and doctors to lawyers and 
policemen." 

They are all attracted to a 
largely forgotten period in 
Great Lakes history. "Today 
kids learn the French were here 
and then — poof — the 
Americans came," said 
O ' C o n n e l l . who remembers 
when the Canadian flag includ­
ed the Union Jack. 

Whi le Kensington Metro 
Park doesn't seem like much of 
a colonial site at first blush, 
O 'Conne l l noted the Huron 
River was once part of a fur 
trading route. He said he has 
copies of papers for a British 
expedition that came as far 
upriver as what is today's 
Hudson M i l l s Metro Park 
before portaging into the Grand 

River watershed and paddling 
for Liike Michigan. 

"Two years ago wc tried a 
canoe trek down the river," 
recalled O'Connel l . "We did 20 
miles in one day and we were 
absolutely fini.shed. Wc were 
exhausted. I don't know how 
they did it." 

O ' C o n n e l l said his group 
caine to Kensington four years 
ago because events in places 
like Greenfield Vil lage and 
Monroe had dried up for a vari­
ety o f reasons. "I've got a back­
ground in sales, so 1 brought a 
presentation. And when [Park 
Superintendent! Richard 
Shaefer pushed away the plans 
within the first three minutes, 1 
thought 'Oh, i)oy here it conies.' 
But he got up and said, 'Let's 
get in the car and sec wlicrc 
we're gonna do this thing.'" 

L i k e Brigadoon, Colonia l 
Kensington has been appearing 
every August on the shores of 
Kensington Lake ever since. 
This year, said O 'Connel l , there 
wi l l be separate French, British 
and Native encampments for 
the French and Indian War peri­

od as well as American, French, 
British and Native encamp­
ments for the Revolutionary 
War period. 

Along with the encampments, 
there w i l l be a Punch and Judy 
show, a recruitment demonstra­
tion and a fur trader's exhibit. 
On the lake, crews wi l l put a 
30-l'oot voyagcur canoe and a 
23-l'oot English ship's boat, 
equipped with twin swivel 
guns, Ihrough their paces. 

A l l that's needed to step b;ick 
into Michigan's Colonial past 
this weekend is a Metro Parks 
admission. From 10:30 a.m. to 
4 p.m. the 18lh century wi l l 
come alive in a wooded picnic 
grove at the Martindale Beach 
off to ihe north of the beach 
area.

pair of suspects at the Chateau 
Trailer Park. The plate on the 
Saturn was one character off 
from the number Mayor Clark 
had provided officers — the let­
ter " B " instead of Ihe number 
"8". 

The ciir led investigators to 
Babcock who sent them to a man 
in Kalkaska, who led them to 
Baker. 

Baker was taken into custody 
Aug. 3 iit his home and Babcock 
was an'csted the same day in 
Novi.

that arc like us, still negotiating. 
We need to know what our rev­
enue is." 

Schram explained that the state 
foundation allowance has two 
sources of revenue. One of the 
sources is through the number o f 
students enrolled. 

"If your student count goes up 
you get more money. If it goes 
down, ypu get less money. A n d i f 
it .stays the same, the foundation 
allowance doesn't change," he 
said. "We are trying to determine 
what our enrollment is going to 

be this year, which will help us 
determine our revenue. I have 
every expectation that by the start 
of the school year wc wil l have 
contracts in place." 

A bargaining session is sched­
uled for Wednesday, A u g . 13 
between Schram and four or five 
teachers and others who represent 
the teachers. They will sit down 
and go over all the aspects of con­
tracts. If; however, an agreement 
is not reached by the start of the 
school year, negotiations wil l still 
go on into the year. 

"Our teachers are a l l fully 
awiire of the circumstances this 

year, so in the unlikely circum­
stance thiU wc don't have an 
agreement by the start of the 
school year, wc wil l certainly 
keep working on it," Schram said. 
"Thai's not uncommon. Well, it's 
uncommon in Novi , but it's not 
uncommon in the state."

Individual rooms also do a 
lot o f their own tliemes, like p;ijama 
days or pizza days. The third grade 
even had a Harry Potter marathon. 

"We put on a carnival for the kids 
here every year," Harris said. "We 
get inoon walks, snow cones and 
cotton candy and all that stuff. Each 
room or grade also puts on their 
own kind of Ciimival g;tincs ;ind 
gives oui prizes or some son of 
rewards in order to encourage Ihe 
kids to have a good time. This year 
our iheiTie for the whole summer 
program was books, but our theme 
for ihe carnival was the circus, so a 
lot of our games were circus-orient­
ed and that's why wc had (he 
clowns here." 

This year's carnival lasted a little 
longer ihan last year's because 
some of the kids didn't get an 
opportunity lo participate in every­
thing last year. "We wanted to 
make sure everybody had a ch.ince 
this year to do everything," l-iarris 
said. "They had water balloon toss­
es and a donut eating contest and 
wo.lia«l:».icarapkc machine out.thcre-
and ihey did a litlle golf bail drop 
game, lOo. 

According io Harris, die carnival 
usually lakes place towards the end. 
of the summer program. It's some­
thing that is done every year diat 
the kids enjoy. "We hear so niiiny 
good diings from die parents when 
llie kids go home and say liow 
much fun diey had," Harris said. "Il 

•went from a once in a while activi­
ty to an annual event in Suinmer 
C A R E . " 

The Summer C A R E prograiu, 
which is eight weeks long, started 
on June 18 and die last day is Aug. 
15 diis year. It would go all the way 
up to (he beginning of die school 
year, but teachers need to get back 
into their classrooms ahead of time.

Harris was happy widi die pro­
gram's turnout diis year, "h was 
very successful for us," she said. 
"We had over 300 kids registered, 
and we usually go on al least one 
major field trip a week. Usually il's 
one dial's a liide further away and 
diere is one dial's local. We proba­
bly average around 200 kids on 
each of die field uips dial we go 
on." 

So far die kids have gone to die 
Science Museum in Toledo, the 
DeU^oit Zoo and they took diree 
separate trips lo die Waterford Oaks 
Water Park, which is die big hit for 
die year. They have gone lo die 
Novi Ice Arena as well. 

"We try to do somediing every 
week dial die kids can look forward 
to besides die acliviues here at die 
school." Harris said. "This has been 
a very successful year and every­
body seems to be having a great 
time."

Recent falal fires in Souili 
I..yon' iind Poniiac lllai claimed 
tiie iivcs of nine people, includ­
ing seven cii i ldren, tiave spurred 
lire figiiiers iiere to reicindlc 
cflorls to nialce sure every iiome 
in Nov i is equipped witi i a 
smoke detector. 

According to Novi Fire C i i i c f 
Art I.enaglian, tiic common eie-
nienl in tlie blaze tiiat claimed 
ihe life o f 26-ycar-old 
Guillerniina Carrasco and her 
five ciiildren in Poniiac July 30 
and the one that took ihe life of 
a .South L y o n resident Saul 
Jaime-Pcrez, 36, and two of his 
children July 9 is that neither 
home was equipped with a 
smoke detector. 

N o v i , said Chief Lenaghan. 
hasn't had a falal house fire in 
nearly a quarter ccniury, and 
even then it involved an aban­
doned home. He said the last 
lata! fire of any kind in Ihe city 
invoived "a tanker driver 12 to 
14 years go." 

l i e noted that since he joined 
the fire department 25 years 
ago, the city 's population has 
more than doubled, but the inci­
dent rate for Tires has been cut 
in half. 

He attributed thai to Ihe 
cieparinient's aggressive work 
on fire prevention, livery busi­
ness is evaluated by a city fire 
inspector annually and residents 
can request courtesy fire inspec­
tions. Chief Lenaghan said Novi 
residents who would like a 
home inspection or a smoke 
detector should call Ihe depart­

ment at (248) 349-2162. 
"We encourage people to be 

careful," said Lenaghan. He 
said that along with at least one 
smoke deiccior on every floor 
of their home, every Nov i fami­
ly should have an escape plan. 
"We recommend that everyone 
in the family meet by ihe mail­
box, everybody's got one, to 
make sure everyone has gotten 
out of the house." he said. 

N o v i , said Lenaghan, was one 
of the first communities in 
Southeast IVIichigan to require 
home builders to install hard­
wired smoke deleclons in all 
new residences. He said the 
ordinance was already in place 
when he joined the departincnt. 

S t i l l , Lenaghan said fire 
fighters are concerned there 
might be the odd home here and 
there in the city that isn't 
equipped with smoke detectors. 

Two years ago the city 
received a grant from Home 

Depot to provide up to 200 
smoke detectors to homeowners 
who can't afford them. Last 
year some 20 Novi residents 
asked for the free smoke detec­
tors, but only one person has so 
far ihis year, said C h i e f 
Lenaghan. 

"We're really pushing smoke 
detectors :is a life-saving loo l . " 
he said, stressing every home 
should have at least one on 
every floor. "They're real ly 
inexpensive." 

However, for anyone who 
doesn't have a smoke detector 
in their home and can't afford 
one, the Nov!

Just licaring llic word.s "root 
canal" conjures images of pain 
and discomfort to most people. 

But accoixliiig to Bob Rybiclii , 
D.D.S., of Novi Endodontics, tliis 
comiiion dental piocedure is not 
like it used to be. 

With fairly recent advances in 
denial technology, having a root 
canal is no longer something to be 
feared. 

"People who are most fearful 
about root canals are the ones 
who have not had one before," 
Rybicki said. "With recent 
improvements in the root canal 
process, there's no reason it 
should be a painful process. 
Actually, it alleviates a lot of 
pain." 

Rybicki, who opened his piac-
tice on Novi Road office between 
Eight Mile and Nine M i l e roads 
about three and a half years ago, 
received his undergraduate and 
denial degrees from the 
University of Michigan. 

He worked as a general dentist 
for five years in Livonia before 
receiving special training in 
endodontics for two years at

Chicago. 

" M y father had a good friend 
who's an endodontist in 
Dearborn. He kind of planted the 
idea of becoming a specialist in 
my heiid," Rybicki said. 

He runs his office as "paper­
less" as possible, with patients' 
charts and x-rays stored on com-
puler. "I can put everything but 
signed documents on the coinput-

cr," he said. 
Storing dental x-;';iys on a com­

puter has its advantages because 
the images can be enlarged for a 
better view. 

And, since no film is used, 
tliei'c's no need for that heavy lead 
apron on the patient prior to tak­
ing the x-rays. 

"Sensors arc used to take the 
images. They are more precise, 
and there's no chemicals or dark­

room," Rybick i said. "Plus, 
there's less radiation directed at 
Ihe patient. It's also more environ­
mentally i'riendly since no chemi­
cals are needed." 

Similar to a digital camera, the 
technique is called digital r.idiog-
raphy. 

"With Ihe ability to view 
images on a larger scale, dentists 
can now easily sec what needs to 
be done," Rybicki said. 

Although the technology is 
about 10 to \5 years old, Rybicki 
said that the imaging techniques 
have recently been perfected. 
"The teclinology is avaihible bin 
not widely used," he noted. 

Rybicki also plans to puichasc 
an otoscope, which is basically a 
amiera allachcd to a microscope, 
in the near futuie to use in liis 
work. Using this technology, he 
can work off of a monitor and 
obtain an up-close look at the 
area. 

He wil l be one of the first 
endodonlists in tlie area to fciiture 
this in his office and noted that 
only a few companies make the 
device. His goal is to have the new 
device by the end of the year 
"Then I ' l l be able to take on cases 
I wasn't able to do before," he 
said. "They've perfected this tech­
nology in Ihe last year also. You 
can see the root of the tooth much 
belter this way." 

Rybicki said * the biggest 
improvement in the root canal 
process is how Ihe root of a toolh 
is prepared. "We now use super 
flexible nickel titanium instru­
ments to clean out the root. This 
used to be done by hand, but now 
it's done with specialized equip­
ment," he said. 

Another huge impiovement in 
the root cimal process is the use of 
cement instead of silver to rephice 
a diseased root in a looth. '"Silver 
doesn't fit the spaces inside the 
tooth and has a tendency to cor­
rode," Rybicki said. 

Actually, the cement is mixed 
with gutta percha, a material 

made from a tice similar to a rub­
ber tree, and other chemicals 
hefoi'c being placed into ihe root 
canal. "A cone shaped like the 
former root is liaiid-i-olled to the 
correct size," Rybicki explained. 

i^oot canals have to be redone 
occasionally, but not :is often as 
they u.sed to lie. "TJic 
rubbei/ceinent mixture is more 
easily remnveci than the silver, 
too," he noted. 

So, today, a root ciiiiiil doesn't 
have 10 be a procedure to be 
dreaded. "Patients are pleasantly 
surprised walking out the door," 
I^ybicki said. "They can go back 
to work the same day. It's not like 
having your wisdom icelh 
i'cmovc<l." 

Rybicki said he likes practicing 
dentistry in Nov i and plans to 
remain in the are.i. 

"The main reason I'm glad to 
be here is lli:it the general dentists 
in the iirea are very good and easy 
to work with. Root canals are a 
team effort between myself and 
other dentists. They have to do a 
crown if the existing looth can't 
be saved, or I can do "a root canal 
on an existing crown. Both proce­
dures have to be done properly for 
success," Rybicki said.

A h , Ihe best laid plans... 
Aboul six years ago, when I was the edi­

tor of the Grand Ledge Independent (a 
weekly newspaper just west of Lansing), 
we sponsored a debate between the candi­
dates running for mayor 

Il was held at the local high school with 
a former mayor serving as the moderator. 1 
brielly introduced Ihe candidates, gave 
them each a few minutes for opening com­
ments, and then the c|uestion-aiid-answer 
session began. 

Each candidate was given, if I recall cor­
rectly, two niinules to respond to each 
(luestion, and we rotated Ihe order in which 
Ihey went. 

The newspaper had pre­
pared some questions 
beforehand. Our publisher at 
the time, Jeanne Towar, and 
myself also handed out 
forms lo Ihe audience mem­
bers to submit their ques­
tions. She and I gathered 
them and then picked out 
ones wc fell were appropri­
ate and passed them on lo 
Ihe moderator lo ask. 

A l the end, each candi­
date was given a few min­
utes to summarize their 
thoughts. 

The enlire debate, forum, 
panel - whatever you want lo call i l - w.is 
videotaped and then replayed on the local 
cable channel numerous limes up until the 
election. 

The iicwsp;ipcr ;dso ran a Q & A that was 
mailed lo each candidate. 

Il was good coverage of a local rjicc -
something a community newspaper is 
depended upon to do. 

As you should know, Ihe City of Novi 
has an extremely important eledion com­
ing Ihis Novemljer as three candidates will 
be vying for the seat of mayor and five 
candidates are looking for one of three city 
council .scats up for grabs. 

The mayor's term is for two years; coun­
ci l terms are four years. 

For the past two months, I've been trying 
to set up a "debate" between Ihe mayor 
candidates, hut with little luck. 

One candidate agreed immediately. The 
second candidate was impossible lo get 
ahold of, and just this morning said 
"maybe." The.third.cajjdidateagreed - but 
only i f Ihe newspaper did not endorse a 

C a l S t o n e 

candidate. 
After discussing this for .several minutes 

on the telephone, I 'm still not sure I under­
stand the third candidate's reasoning. The 
candidate also said that the questions must 
not come from the newspiiper, but rather 
from residents who must be identified. 

I don't understand that rea.soning either. 
I have been soliciting questions from 

readers and people 1 talk to daily in the 
community, but 1 don't see what difference 
Ihe origin of the question makes. 

If we do not have a debate, I wi l l ask 
each candidate to meet one on one with 
me, and the questions 1 ask them wil l more 

than likely he the exact 
same questions they would 
have to answer in a debate 
format. 

.So, Ihe question of a 
mayoral debate is still up in 
the a i r 

However, lhal said, there 
appears lo be another 
"panel" in the works. This 
one is being organized by 
Ihe Oakland Area League of 
Women Voters, and i l is 
scheduled for 7-9 p.m. on 
Thursday Sept. 25 at the 
Senior Center on 
Meadowbrook Road. 

This "forum" will be 
more o f a meet-the-candidale arrangement, 
according to Gretchen Pugsley. She's 
working on Ihis election for the local chap­
ter, and she was past president of the Novi -
Northville-Plymoulh-Canton League of 
Women Voters. Becau.se two-thirds of that 
organization was in Wayne County, ihe 
Novi contingency became part of Ihe new 
organization that merged all Ihe Oakland 
County chapters. 

The "forum" in September wi l l include 
all seven candidates, it wi l l be open to the 
public, and it wi l l follow the League's 
standard format: an outside (non-partisan) 
moderator; one- or two-minute opening 
statement from each candidate; questions 
asked with each candidate getting one 
minute to answer; ending remarks from 
each candidate. 

As 1 hiid wanted to do, Gretchen hopes 
to videotape and air the event on the local 
cable channel. 

Similarly, Ihe League wi l l gather ques­
tions from audience .members aIid^screeIi. 
them for duplicity, inflammatory remarks. 

The League has held similar events in 
the past, usually in the city council cham­
bers. This is their first attempt at the senior 
center, and it makes sense. 

"Seniors always vote," Grelchert said, 
"but they don't go out at night." 

She said the candidates have not been 
officially invited to the panel yet, but that 
wi l l happen in a few weeks. Gretchen said 
the city clerk's office will probably be 
mailing out absentee ballots around Sept. 
22, just prior lo the panel. 

" A lot of our residents don't know the 
candidates," said Kalhy Crawford, who is 
Ihc special recreation coordinator al the 
city 's senior center (Meadowbrook 
Commons). 

Bringing the League of Women Voters in 
as one of Ihe sponsoring entities properly 
distances the city from the forum as well . 

I have offered to Gretchen to join the 
League as a sponsoring partner M y hope is 
to transcribe and publish it for readers who 
are not able to attend. 

The Novi News wil l also be sending out 
questionnaire to each candidate. And , in 
the event lhal wc do not host a debate, 
w e ' l l be interviewing the candidates to 
present their positions on various issues 
and to formulate endorsements.

Let's face it. It lakes a certtiin 
amount of nerve to start your 
own business. 

Recently, new N o v i Rotary 
Club member Craig Tucker and 
other entrepreneurs combined 
their nerve, talent and know-
how to create N E R V E - a full-
service advertising, production 
and broadcast company. 

Tucker, a native of Fremont 
who lives in Lansing, founded 
the company, is the production 
wizard and serves as C E O .

The group is using an old 
church in Plymouth that has 
been converted into a record­
ing/video studio by another 
Novi Rotary Club member.

"We want to be able to handle 
large productions and wi l l con­
struct a 6,000-square-foot room 
that we can use to produce spe­
cial effects, games, movies and 
music videos." 

Tucker said this additional 
location, to be called the 
N E R V E Center, at 4719 M l . 
Ei l iot i in Detroit, wi l l double as 
a live venue where DJs and 
bands can perform. "We won't 
have a liquor license, so young 
people wi l l be welcome." 

N E R V E also has custom gui­
tars available for bands to rent 
as well as a control room, stage 
and security system. There's 
even a dressing room with a 
makeup mirror in the former 
church. 

Tucker said bands or individ­
ual artists can use the company's 
audio services for $70 to $100 
an hour. Video shoots are priced 
on a pcr-project basis. 

A former instructor of 
advanced video production at 
the Specs Howard School of 
Broadcast Arts in Souihficld, 
Tucker has worked fulltime in 
ihe industry for eight years, 
including jobs with P B S and 
UPN-Channel 50. 

He also assisted in the pro­
duction of the recent Novi 
Rotary Club charity jazz concert 
featuring Wynton Marsalis. 

Bozymowski , a native of 
Detroit, was a camera operator 
for the Detroit Tigers at 
Comerica Park and also worked 
for the Red Wings. He's also 
done work for A B C , E S P N , 
H B O , Paramount, New Line 
Cinema, and Interscope. 

"Ron and I went to college 
togeiher at [Michigan] State," 
Tucker said. 

"He showed up as a student at 
Specs, but I didn't recognize 
him because he'd cut his hair." 

Although he was l iv ing in 
Colorado at the time, 
Bozymowski came back to 
Detroit to work as a production 
assistant on rap star Eminem's 
recent movie, "8 M i l e , " and kept 
in contact with Tucker.

"Ron has ihe best eye of any­
one I've ever met," Tucker said. 

Dragovich, who grew up in 
M l . Clemens, was working .is a 
real estate agent but always 
wanted to gel into the enicriain-
ment industry. 

"I called Specs Howard and 
said I wanted to audition for 
Saturday Night Live's Weekend 
Update, and ihe receptionist put 
me through to Craig ," 
Dr.igovich recalled. 

"Wc met, wrote some material 
and put a tape together. 1 drove 
from Florida, where 1 was living 
at the time, to New York to try lo 
meet with Tina Faye, ihe heiid 
producer of Saiurday Night 
L ive , but didn't get lo .see her," 
he said. 

"And 1 couldn't even leave my 
tape because I wasn't a member 
of the Screen Actors Gui ld , " 
Dragovich noted. 

After the trip, "I started talk­
ing with Craig . I've got a pretty 
good business sense and I'm 
good with people," Dragovich 
said. 

N E R V E went from concept to 
reality about a year ago, accord­
ing 10 Tucker. The company is 
now divided into several units.

• Nerve Cells consists of 
advertising and marketing serv­
ices.

"We can also promote their 
music for them," he added. 

The group has done a lot of 
video work and recorded a 
record release party for D I 2 , a 
liand comprised of Eminem's 
best friends and featuring the 
star. They also produced a Fat 
Joe concert recently. 

"We want to produce music 
videos, concerts and coimnercial 
videos," Tucker said. "And , we 
can do cutting edge commer­
cials at a lower cost than other 
production houses," he noted. 

They also do commission-free 
local and regional advertisement 
placement and provide all types 
of production services for both 
businesses and musicians. 

" W e ' l l cater to your budget," 
Bozymowski said, 

N E R V E wi l l have a Web site 
in the near future that w i l l offer 
free music. Customers w i l l only 
have to p.iy for shipping and 
handling of C D s . There w i l l be a 
charge for D V D products, how­
ever 

N E R V E w i l l produce the 
Urban Arts Festival Oct. 10-12 
in Jackson that w i l l feature 
numerous bands, including the 
Jacktown Hustlers, a hip hop 
fusion band. 

Steve Jacobs of Kosmic Tribe 
Studios, who owns a new club 
called The Rocket opening soon 
in Jackson, is co-producer o f ihe 
event. 

N E R V E also established a 
charily, Lois o f Nerve, lo which 
the group contributes a portion 
of their proftis. 

The group has partnered with 
the Motor City Bl igh t Busters 
and is using leftover materials 
from siage teardowns to enhance 
areas in downtown Detroit.

The lirst-year Novi varsity 
head coach for ihe gids ' basket­
ball (earn is stepping into the role 
as liclinsman of ihe squad to 
replace Dennis Cichonski. Kelp, 
who has coached ihe junior var­
sity boys' team for the past six 
years as well as the seventh-
grjidc girls last year, i.sn'i a 
stranger to the game of basket-
hall and what it lakes to win.

And that has already helped 
the Tirsi-year varsity coach in.hjs 
newest endeavor. 

"When 1 took over the giris, 1 
probably knew 10 or 11 o'ul-'iijf 
the 18," Kelp said. "1 had a lot of 
them as freshmen in my health 
class and I've maintained that 
relationship with them." 

With the beauty of summer 
bii.skctball blessing the metro 
Detroit area, Kelp won't be 
going into his inaugural .season 
blind. He's seen what girls have 
thc.dcsirc and the talent to be a 
part of a successful basketball 
team, and he knows that each 
and every one of them knows 
whiit it takes to win. 

"We had 26 days of bitsketball 
this summer and 18 girls showed 
up al everything," Kelp said. "We 
had a lot of success and a lot o f 
games this summer. 1 Ihink, 
hopefully, there's a new attitude 
amongst them." 

O f course. Kelp .said that he's 
well aware that there is a big dif­
ference between summer ball 
and the iiciual fall season, 

"Things could be a lot differ­
ent when things get going," Kelp 
noted.

Everyone in the area knew junior 
Matt Williams was a dam good 
baseball player — but now more 
than just those in Michigan are 
aware of i l too.

"During die game 
that Ihe coaches (of the national 
team) were watching me some of 
the players came up and told me 
that I had been picked. 1 was 
speechless. It took me about a week 
or so to .set in." 

And when it did, Williams only 
had to look at one statistic to know 
just how special it was.

Then, after he had time lo absoib 
what i l was he had been selected to 
do, Williams was on his way lo 
compete with some of the best play­
ers in the country. At first, the 
Northville junior was quite nervous, 
but after the first day he found him­
self setting right In. 

"We were all in the same boaC 
he said of himself and the other 
three catchers dial were tiying out 
for the team. "We all tried lo block 

il out and impress the coaches. We 
played out best, and had some fun 
while we were out there." 

Though Williams wasn't .selected 
to play against tlie other national 
squads, he said that it was worth the 
irip and the time spent (ioing i l . 

"I was very pleased with my pcr-
forr.ance and had a great time out 
there," he said. "I gave 100-percent 
find was right Uierc widi all the best. 
It wasn't like J didn't deserve lo be 
iliere, which was good to know." 

Even tliough he was mightily 
impressed with the ability of die 
players who did find diemselves 
selected to play for the national 
squad, Wilhams noted that an injury 
he received while participating in

If he would have made the team, 
the Northville junior would have 
found himself missing out on the 
varsity football season — a season 

where he will likely see some time 
with the linebacker corps. 

''1 really enjoy football, but I love 
bascbiill," Williams said. "If I would 
have made die USA team in base­
ball, I do diink dial would have been 
a good reason lo not play football." 

Williams noted that playing 
with such a high caliber group of 
kids only helped make him a bet­
ter player. 

"It helped me see that I still 
have some work lo do," he said. 
"I'd like lo keep playing against 
that kind of competition'on a reg­
ular basis in Ihe summer. If I keep 
improving over the next two 
years, who knows what wi l l hap­
pen." 

He also noted that because he 
was able lo see where improve­
ments could be made in his game, 
he should be a better player come 
spring baseball with the 
Northville Mustangs and coach 
Mickey Newman.

according lo her dial's Ihe way il 
should he. 

"1 talk about my mother a lot

iiKirried." Pomarolli said. "I talk 
iiboul growing up in the Midwest 
and 1 even l.ilk about Corey 
l-eldnian. my childhood crush." 

And there's :i variety of other 
subjecis too — including a con-
versalion she had wilh a gidlriend 
of hers who slated that she had 
jiisi seen the "holiest homeless 
guy." 

"I can'l believe she said that to 
me." Pomarolli said. "I told her 
right :iway that I'd be using i l and 
she didn't care." 

Pomarolli is also an iictrcss 
who has made .over 2.̂  appear-
;uices on Ihe "'I'onight .Show with 
Jay Leno" in a three-year span 
playing such roles as Jeniia Bush. 
.She also had :i recurring role in 
the day-lime soap oper;i "Porl 
Charles" as a nurse named Kathy. 

"1 called her Kathy the mule 
nurse bcc:iiise llicy were alw;iys 
culling my lines," Pomarolli said 
wilh a laugh. 

She alsii had :i role on game 
show "The Price is Right" as well 
;is in "Shop "Till You Drop" — 
hoih limes as a contestant. 

"I won on The Price is Right 
but nol big," she said and then 
added it wasn't rare for her to be 
caught ;it a g;unc show. "1 was 
always dragging my boyfriends 
on the slioi\s or dragging my 
friends on TV." 

She even found herself starting 
to be recognized now and again. 
In fact, she even received a phone 
call from an cx-boyfriend one 
night who'saw her on television. 

"I was a blue alien in the movie 
Deadlock," Pomarolli said, " M y 
whole body was painted blue 
because 1 wouldn't do a nude 
s'cenc. One night, an ex-boyfriend 
calls me up and says that he was 
watching me on Showtime. That 
was an interesting experience." 

Pomarolli said thiit being single 
has been an interesting life for 
her. but that it's pretty much the 
norm in Los Angeles. 

"Everyone is single oul here," 
she said. "When 1 come back to 
Northville lo visit, it .seems that 
all my friends are married, driving 
a Beemcr, living in a nice house 
and own a dog. My mom is 
always talking about how I should 
get married and when she comes 
out to visit she's always suggest­
ing where I could meet guys." 

Pomarolli did note that one of 
her more recent shows was in a 
place that m;iy have looked as 
though there were plenty of men 

to choose from, but they were all 
off limits. 

"1 was doing siand-up at a gay 
bar," she said. " A l l of the men 
were just beautiful, Abercrombic-
modcl-looking men with bulging 
mu.scles and not a single one of 
them was interested in anything 
but the comedy. There was 
absolutely nothing I could do 
about it either. After the show, 
they all come up and shake my 
hand and say 'Good j o b ' I'm ju.st 
standing there saying 'I love 
you. '" 

Pomarolli credits God for being 
a major reason she's had the suc­
cess she has in her career of 
choice. 

"There were many times 1 
wanted to walk away and just 
leave it all behind," she said. "But, 
God opened doors for me. Stand-
up was one of those doors. I real­
ly think it was the Lord giving me 
another opportunity." 

Being a comic w>is never some­
thing Pomarolli thought she'd be 
doing — especially in her umc at 
Northville High School. If it weren't 
for her drama teacher, Mr. Kuil 
Kinde, she would never have even 
known it a possibility 

"You had to do some stand-up in 
his class in order to pass," Pomarolli 
said. "For some reason, he pa.ssed 
me even diough I knew I would 
radier kill myself widi a plasUc fork 

than go up dierc for two seconds. He 
always supported me and always 
made me feel like I was die best 
one." 

And it helped Uiat her friends at 
Ihe lime were willing to pitch in 
with making her a little stronger 

"Nordiville was a really cliquey 
high school and die giris in high 
school !ireh'f''the nicesti in ihe 
worid," .she said. "They would make 
fun of people and just laugH ;it you. 
I guess my girifriends laughing at 
me inadc me tougher." 

Pomarolli's time at Northville 
High was spent as a member of die 
pom pon team and always trying to 
lie in the right place at the right dme. 

"It was a miserable experience 
like so many diings in high school," 
she said. "I always diought I had to 
sit at the right lunch table." 

Well, now she is. 
"I'm at the right table now, .uid i l ' 

just took me a while to realize the 
right table is where you want it to 
be," Pomarolli said. "God is a big 
part of dial and so much of where I ' 
am today. Everydiing I do stems • 
from that. Il's all about me and my 
relationship with God."

Iliiiulreds were hand­
made on a daily basis and 
cdoked 111 order on a grill, 
ailing wilh ihc bullered buns, A 
sign over the gri l l claimcvl. "I'p 
Ihis flue goes the finest smoke in 
linvn." The era ranged from the 
late \'ms to the early 19711s. 
and hy the lime we moved Ihe 
leslauianl lo Novi in 1991, il 
was lime lo diversify ;ind offer 
more fish, pasia and chicken 
selections. 

l-vcn though our emphasis 
has shillcil away from a primari­
ly red meal niciiii we still ate 
known for llic best burger 
ariHiiid. 'fiiday. because of time 
ciMislraiiiis, we buy oin' burgers 
pre-palled from Ken. owner of 
.lack's .Meals on ien Mi le Road 
in Novi . We couldn't do il any 
hellei! I could go without anoth­
er steak fur the rest of my life 
but about twice a year give into 
my cravings lor a juicy medium 
burger wilh melted blue cheese 
and grilled onions.

]iers ami kelebup cooked in a 
skillet and served loose on a bun 
became popular in the early 
'60s. Although not named I'or 
anyone specific, it is sloppy and 
eaten by the average "Joe." 

"Sironiboli" is pizza iloiigh 
folded over ingredients, usually 
mozzarella, pepperuiii and 
tomato sauce. It is also known as 
a "calzoiic", and is a specialty in 
pizza simps and Italian neigh­
borhoods. Let's not forget the 
famous Coney (log and "lieef 
On .-\ Wick" biith natives of New 
York State, the former Coney 
Island. Ihe later Buffalo. And 
"the Hern" - l-iench bread split 
Icngihwi.ve jind layered with a 
variety of meats, cheeses, spices 
and leltiice. It got its name 
because of its maniiiiotii size 
rec|iiiied a "hero" lo devour it. 
"Grinilers". (lakes a lot of chew­
ing), "Sabmarincs" ( W . W . H l . 
"lloagies" and "Muftblel la" , the 
round version from New 
CJrIeans, are all spin-offs of the 
Ilero. 

Many of my fondest memo­
ries have associations with sand­
wiches. My grandfather loved a 
fried egg sandwich. M y dad 
enjoys beautiful ruby red toma­
toes on toast with a Ihin layer of 
butler and onion. Dearest Roz, 
who passed on a lew months ago 
at age 9(1, would treat mc to cur­
ried egg salad on sourdough 
rolls when I visited. Or. my best 

I'riend, Joann Clements, director 
of food services for Novi 
schools, who ate so many sand­
wiches in college that her wed­
ding cake was decorated with 
mini versions made from marzi­
pan. M y Uncle John loved 
Liinburger cheese and liver-
wurst. As children we'd pack a 
cooler with dozens of bologna, 
mustard and salami sandwiches 
for our daylong e.\etirsions to 
the beach, (there were at least 
nine of us, not counting friends). 
That was back when "luncheon 
meal" was the real thing. 

Lasi week my two sisters 
from out of town were visiting 
and they, along with my parents 
and the "in-tovvn" group, took a 
two-hour trip on my dad's boat. 
"The Pcquod". from M l . 
Clemens to Lexington, ]'hc 
water was smooth."ihe skies 
were clear and o f cour.se Ihe 
food was plentiful. Our intent 
was to be creative with our 
cruising picnic.

Longtime cyclists hiivc heard the excuses. 
They know people believe bicycles aiie loo 

expensive, too dangerous, loo uncomfoiiable .ind 
require too much effort. Tliey know non-riders hate 
steep hills, fast cars and tliose funny-looking hel­
mets. They know your last bike ride left your legs, 
back and butt .sore for days. 
' But cyclists also know your secret desires. 

Tliey know you want to be healihy, fit and .strong. 
They .sense you envy diose laughing bicycle riders 
who pedal tlirough scenic countrysides and dien sit 
down lo a four-course lunch. They know that die 
green eco-grcmlin lurking deep inside you makes 
you yearn to bum cidories instead of gasoline. 

Tile soluuon: Live your dreams. Foijet about 
finding die right route, die perfect nionicnt or bicy­
cle shorts diat don't make your butt look big. Just 
dust off diat old Schwinn iuid start pedaling toward 
a better tomorrow. 

And don't woiry diat the bike you're riding might 
draw sneers from triadiletes in Uriining. 

"Whatever you have, take it lo die bike shop and 
have it set up for what you want to use il for," sug­
gested Jason WennsuDm. manager of Riiinier Cycle 
Sports in Tacoma, Wash. 

"It's not about the bike. It's about cycling—hav­
ing Ihe bike become part of your lifestyle." 
Wennsirom said, " l f you have a bike in die bajsc-
ment, pull i i ou i—we ' l l put some air in the tires'— 
and go ride." 

For would-be riders without a bike in die base­
ment, a retum to cycling usually starts widi a irip to 
a bicycle dealer There, newcomers often face a 
head-spinning assortment of high-end bicycles diat 
can cost more dian some used cars. 

Wennsuom is happy to sell high-end bikes. Bui 
new riders often are drawn io what manufacturers 
call die comfoIt bicycle, a beginner-friendly style 
WennsODm calls "the sports utility bike" of die 
modem market 

Comfoit bikes feature a padded saddle, high han­
dlebars and ea.sy-to-use shifters diat click with each 
gear change. A shock absortser in die seat post, two 
shocks on the front forits and big, wide dres cush­
ion die rider on rougli surfaces. 

The frames' top bar sits low, making it 
easy for riders to stand or dismount 

"It offers more comfort dian you need, 
and it's what everybody wants," 
Wennstrom said. 

Most models sold in bike shops suirt 
around $300. 

In exchange for exu-a comfort, ridere 
get a bike dial's heavier and slower dian 
die sleek, lightweight models designed 
for long lours. 

Close cousins to comfprt bikes are 
cross bikes or hybrids. These have the 
same bump-absorbing suspension sys-
ienxs of comfort bikes or low-end moun­
tain bikes, but hybrids often feature 
slighdy nanrower tires, lower handlebars 
and frames widI higher top bars. 

Ralph Wessels, president of die 
Tacoma Wlleelmen's Bicycle Club, said 
new members often arrive pedaling cross 
bikes iind hybrids bui switch after a year 
or two as diey grow more accustomed to 
cycling. Most step up to leaner road bikes 
diat weigh less and go fasten 

Tlie lighter, faster bikes often start 
around $500, and high-end models can 
fetch $4,000 or more. 

Prices rise as the manufacturers add 
expensive, lightweight irames, vibration-
absorbing carbon-fIber forks or finely 
crafted gears and deniilleurs for cleaner 
shifting.

make riding more comfoitable. Simple tools and a avoid bicycling becau.se tiiey wony about being hit 
.spare tube or repair kit carried in a pack or pouch by Cars or getting hurt in falls. He believes Siey arc 
will come in handy i f a tire pops. missing die big picture. 

Many cyclists aiso buy new saddles to replace die "The No. 1 killer in this area is not riding a bike," 
seat diat came wid1 the bicycle. A variety of models Wennstrom said. "It's being sedentary."

A high price tag, 
Uiough, should not deter alcoholics and 
drug abusers from becoming sober, 
experts said.

^ Texas, said a 30-day treatmenl wiUi 
'detox costs approximately $11,000 for 
a client who does not qualify for state 
assistance. A "high-doUai" treaunent 
center that offers amenities such as golf 
couIses and swimming pools charges 
up to $33,000 for the same level of 

At a non-profit center such as 
Serenity House, indigent clients who 
qualify for state assistance are treated 
at no cost lo diem. However, depending 
upon the time of year, such clients may 
be put on a waiting list to receive treat­
ment. 

Private-pay clients, whose payments 
help subsidize die care of indigents, do 
not have to wai t 

Upon visiting a ding treatment facil­
ity, an addict is screened and the asses­
sor determines the level of care the 
padent needs, which ranges from acute 
care, such as detoxification, to residen­
tial outpatient care, which typically 
takes 28 days to complete. 

Mary Busby, executive director of 
Abilene Regional Council on Drug and 
Alcohol Abuse, a clearinghouse on 
substance abuse and treatment said 

insurartce companies typically pay for 
80 percent of treatment. 

"The patient pays the remainder out 
of pocket, and mo.st providers .schedule 
a payment plan, she said. 

"I've seen very few people who did­
n't go to treatment becau.se diey didn't 
have tiie money," Busby said. "They 
(patients) try to do something" to come 
up widi the money 

After the initial screening, die facili­
ty contacts die patient's insurance com­
pany and submits paperwork detailing 
treahnent and cost 

The insurance company can approve 
or deny the claim. 

l f die claim is denied, the assessor 
refers the patient to anodier facility that 
can treat die patient usually a state-
funded facility. 

According to the latest statistics 
fiiom the U.S. Department of Healdi 

and Human Services, most substance 
abusers — 64 percent — admitted to 
treatment facilities do not have private 
insurance and did not qualify for 
Medicaid, which some facilities accept 
for payment. 

Although people without Medicaid 
or private insurance may not receive 
care as promptiy as a patient who has 
the means, diey can still receive care at 
a facility diat has state-funded beds, 
such as Serenity House of Abilene. 

Spalding said die rehab facility uses 
a waiting list to prioritize care and give 
"everyone a fak shot" at treatment The 
list operates much like a triage system 
in which die patients in most dire need 
of care are bumped to die top. 

" I f diey really need to get into detox, 
we ' l l find a way to get diem in, whether 
or not diey're on the top of that list" he 
said.

S p a approach to dental visi ts 

boosts patient comfort , costs

Brian Doubleday hits a dill'crent pictare of a dentist's 
ofiice dian most patients do. Tliey .see cold blue chairs and 
blinding lights. He sees heated buckwheat pillows and 
dark glasses. Tliey smell pungent sterilization chemicals. 
He smells fresh-baked cookies and scented c-uidles. 

Doubleday's dentist uses pampering techniques 
designed to appeal lo all the senses — and to deflect pain. 

This iiddition to dentisdy is catching on so much in 
some major cities diat dentists are dubbing their practices 
"dental spjis," where patients aie offered everything from 
faciids to wine spritzers widi dieir cleanings and root 
c.inals. 

"It's a good m:nd, I 'll tell you," says Doubleday, of 
Boulder, Colo. "For me, going to Ihe dentist — while 
never viewed as a wonderful experience — has lost a lot 
of dial fear factor. I've never been so relaxed in a dentist's 
office. And I'm 56." 

For Doubleday the grating sound of a drill has given 
way to a C D player with his favorite music. Long, tense 
appointmenU) — his last one was four hours — include 
paraffin hand waxes and neck mbs. 

The final rinse and spit in a porcelain bowl? A diing of 
the past. Doubleday's appointments now end with heated 
.scented towels and botdes of spring water 

Doubleday's dwindling fear is die main point of die 
n^nd. Not all dentists agree widi die spa approach, but 
mo.st underetand die need io allay anxiety — an issue 
deemed important enough io be part of most denial 
.schools' curricula. 

"There tire more nerve endings in die moudi than there 
are anywhere else in die body," said Dr. Charles Barotz, 
Doubleday's dentist. "And we're coming at people wield­
ing sharp objects." 

At die Boulder Center for Aesthetic DenlisUy, fmil 
smoodiies and complimentary hand and foot mjissages 
are offered to lame dental angst. 

"It makes people feel comfortable in a setting that is 
mlditionally fearful," said die center's cosmetic consult­
ant Jeff Bailey While he admits it's mosUy markedng 
bait, die people who are reeled in gain die most Bailey 
said. 

"We have a patient who hadn't been to die dentist for 
10 years," Bailey said. "He's a consuuction worker, a big, 
gnarly concrete guy Now he's motivated to come in and 
take care of his teedi." 

The pampering surprised dial patient Jeff Burchelt of 
Berthoud, Colo. 

"I wasjust doing die normal teedi-cleaning thing. It had 
been a few years," said Burchelt 41. Then someone asked 
if he wanted a massage. 

"The next diing I know, I'm getting diis great foot mas­
sage. From dien on, I couldn't wait for my dentist 
appoinUnents," said Burchelt 

Barotz isn't sure whedier patients would welcome 
manicures and microdermabrasion ueatmenLs, which 
.some of his colleagues in Dallas, Chicago and Los 
Angeles offer 

According to Howard Landesman, dean of the 
Univereity of Colorado's dental .school, it doesn't mailer 
whedier patients welcome diem. He says it's wrong. 

"I diink it's ridiculous," Landesman said, adding that 
he's not a "close-minded kind of a guy." But mingling spa 
treaunents, such as manicures, widi oral healdi care, such 
as root canals, creates a dangerous combination of prac­
tices requiring two levels of infection conuril, he said. 

What i f die trend were to become widespread? "It 
would denigrate die profession," Landesman said. "It's a 
marketing tool, which doesn't in any way, shape or form 
have anydiing to do widi healdi-care needs. We can make 
people comfortable in a dental office widiout diose mar­
keting tools." 

Dentists who offer spa-like practices say dieir fees can 
be kept down because of die extra business die perks bring 
in. "What we pay a massage dierapist is nodiing com­
pared to die word-of-moufli we get back" Bailey said. 

But dieir prices are higher dian average, and die cost 
factor is die main reason most dentists aren't latching onto 
the spa trend, said Michelle Cunningham, spokeswoman 
for die Metro Denver Dental Society. 

The cost coupled widi die fact that many people have 
no dental insurance, discourages dentists from joining Ihe 
spa Qend, because tfiey don't want to push dental care fiir-
dier out of patients' reach, Cunningham said. 

Despite its detractors, many in die industiy believe the 
trend is not a passing fad, and dial's somediIng Doubleday 
is glad to hear. The comfort has made such a big differ­
ence in his life that he'd pay even more for the perics, he 
said — "widiout a doubt"

hen University of Memphis 
officials say you can bring a 
20-gallon fish tank to your 
dorm, they mean you can put 
fish in it, but not any other liv­
ing creature. 

It's a fine point, but one that needs to 
be clear as teens try to decide what 
they'll need to live on a college cam­
pus. 

Candles? Not allowed. Computer? 
It's up to you. Alarm clock? Only if 
you want to gel to your class on time. 
(Remember, Mom's not there to come 
into your room five limes to rouse you.) 

For many freshmen, Ihe dorm will be 
the first experience of living in a world 
where toilet paper doesn't magically 
appear on a roller and dirty clothes just 
turn up clean and folded on the bed. It 
might be the first time for some stu­
dents to share space. 

"Most kids have their own bedrooms 
at home and aren't used lo living with a 
roommate," said Danny Armilage, 
associate dean of students at University 
of Memphis. 

"There's a lot of value in the dorm 
experience, because this could easily 
be the most diverse community in the 
city o f Memphis. People from every 
walk of life, race, nationality, religious 
affiliation and economic status live 
clo.ser than a lot of families." 

A n d that means knowing what to 
bring into these close-knit living quar­
ters. 

"The least amount possible," is the 
advice of Becky Lloyd, a Memphian 
who has moved and re-moved four 
daughters from dorms in the last seven 
years. 

"You go there with a Suburban full 
of stuff and you come home with three

•• She hasii t purchased a iriini-refriger-'' 
ator or a microwave because typically 
the roommates bring them anyway. 

Nor did Lloyd buy her girls personal 
computers to take to the dorms, 
because most campuses have plenty of 
computers in their libraries or labs. 

But in this electronic tige of the 
Inteniet, computer games, DVDs, tele­
visions and V C R s , there wil l be plenty 
of freshmen who feel they must pack 
their dorm with entertainment possibil­
ities. 

"When I was in college in the 1980s, 
we put everything into my car and 
everything into 'my parents' car and 
moved in with no problem," said Dr. 
Ann Bailey, director of housing and 

. residents life for Mississippi Slate ; 
University in Slarkville. "Now they fill i 
up both parents' sport utility vehicles ; 
and some hook up some sort of trailer, i 
They bring furniture and anything else S 
they think will make their life more I 
comfortable." i 

Some even bring housekeepers for i 
one clean sweep before the move-In I 
(even though the university staff has t 
cleaned). Some bring interior decora- ' 
tors. ; 

The universities typically provide ' 
window measurements in case some-
one wants to buy drapes to go over the 
blinds that tire furnished. 

The schools usually give roommates 
contact information weeks prior lo 
move-in day so the roommates can ' 
decide i f they want to buy matching 
comforters or divvy up who will bring 
Ihe appliances. 

Mississippi State furnishes each 
room with a "micro-fridge," a combi­
nation microwave oven and mini-
refrigerator. 

At Auburn University the beds can 
be bunked so students can bring in a lit­
tle more living room-type furniture or a 
futon to accommodate out-of-town vis­
itors, said K i m Trupp, director of hous­
ing and residents life. 

"We've had students bring in a 
leather'wingback chair, ottoman, cher­
ry side table and a 50-inch television," 
said Armilage. "We had others who 
found an old dentist chair complete 
with an overhead light and a sink on the 
side that they used for studying in their 
dorm. If they build something, we have 
our maintenance supervisor'check it to 
make sure it's safe." 

The good news is that if a student 
forgets bed linens or towels or needs 
more shelving or storage equipment, 
most local retailers near universities 
stock up on those items near move-in 
time. 

"Many of them keep it year-round," 
said Armitage. 

"I've never seen a student who 
couldn't find extra-long twin sheets in 
Ihis city The retailers know what to 
stock."

Those ftinky, fancy mirrors in Grover's 
dining room?

"Anyone can spend a lot 
of money on accessories, 
but doing it diis way takes 
some imagination," site said. 

When people see her 
book and her home, diey 
don't believe where the 
shopping was done. 

"If you're at a tfirift store 
and you see something you like, get it," she 
said. "If you come back, it will be gone....

Her No. 1 decorating mle? A home 
should look tike somediing odier dian a 
still-life painting.

• Check closeout and second-hand 
shops regularly If you find something dial 
appeals to you, buy it.

If somediing doesn't look 
good in die family room, hy it in die living 
room. 

• If you find somediing you love but 
aren't sure what to do widi it, bring ii 
home and look at it. Walk past it for a few 
days and evenmally you will decide what 
to do widi i t 

Grover also offers warnings: 
• l f you shop widi your friends, don't 

buy what your ftiend buys. Chances are, 
you'll get it home and discover die item 
reflects your friend's taste, not your own. 

• Don't buy and decorate under pres­
sure. Buying for a party tomon-ow? 
Chances are, you won't tike it die day 
after. 

• Don't decorate when you're tired. 
Choosing paint colors and slopping diem 
on die walls when you're sleep-deprived is 
a sure recipe for disaster.

Those lovable, iconic Weber kettles have passed the 
half-century mark. But tliey might never have come into 
existence if it weren't for a metalworker who loved to 
grill burgers and occasional steaks for his family. 

George Stephen, 30 years old al the time, sold his firet 
kelde in 1952 while employed in a Chicago suburb as a 
"spinner" for the Weber Brothers Metal Works, a firm 
founded by his grandfather and managed by his father. 
(A spinner shapes decorative metiil objects on a wheel 
similar to the way a poller shapes clay objects.) 

Stephen, father lo six girls and six boys, w.is unhappy 
with the barbecue grills u.sed in Ihe eariy '50s. Their flat, 
open .surfaces made flames uneven and impossible to 
control. In his finsl attempt to improve things, he built a 
large brick grill wilh 
heavy metal grates — 
only to find it didn't 
work much better dian 
other grills. 

A short while later, 
however, the grilling 
mtise came to Stephen 
while he was on the job 
at his family's factory. 

"He was working on 
domes lo be made into 
buoys for the Chicago 
'I'acht Club," explains 
Michael Kempster, 
Weber-Stephen Products 
Co. executive vice presi-

Money 
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man's trash...

There's a dump.sler wilh delicious sweel rolls 
inside. 

Rich, chewy and it bit hard to find amid all 
the bakery trash, it's a good dessert to cap off a 
siiccessfiil night of diimpslcr-diving for Tim 
Jones. 

Jones actually lakes two, gobbling them as he 
pedals away on his bike, which is lugging a 
trailer loaded wilh groceries he's grabbed from 
another dumpster. 

Jone.s, 21, of Sacramento, Calif., is a "frce-
gan." It's a takeoff on Ihe word "vegan," which 
means someone who on principle will noi eat 
:iny aiiiiiial products ~ including dairy — so as 
not to harm anitiials. 

But what about Ihe sweel roll, which is prob­
ably made with eggs, milk and butter? 

Frcegans like Jones will eat non-vegan food 
if it's free — thai is, if they scavenge it, so 
they're not supporting the non-vegan industry 
or creating demand for a product. 

They get much of their food from dumpsiers. 
But it's not just a fringe diet. Freeganism is 

rooted in a political philosophy that condemns 
over-consumption and waste in American soci­
ety 

Freegans come from ii larger community of 
young, do-it-yourself punks. Many are anar­
chists, opposing all forms of government and 
embracing ideals such as individual freedom 
;ind cooperation. Some, though, don'l identify 
as anarchists — or as punks — or they resent 
being labeled. Bui all of them despise the 
American-style consuiiicrism they call destruc­
tive. 

The freegan diet stems from vegetarianism, 
which means to not eal meat — despite what 
those fish-nibbling, chicken-chewing "vegetari­
ans" say 

Veganism is one step stricter. Freegans, if 
they buy anything, buy vegan. 

Still, to them, it's kosher lo eat non-vegan 
food (a few will even eat meat) if it's dump-
stered, left on somebody's plate or given away 
by a restaurant. 

Simply put; Freegans reduce trash by eating 
it (though they aren't the only dumpster-divers' 
oul there). And while vegans believe animal 
products cause animal misery and environmen­
tal ruin — especially wilh modern mass-pro-
duciion techniques — freegans even worry 
about the hann of buying vegan. 

"Should I use wiial otherwise would go to 
waste?" Jones says. "Or should I go into a slore 
and pay six bucks for ihis organic vegan prod­
uct that's in all Ihe plastic packaging, and Ihen 
someone's going to use that six bucks to go buy 
McDonald's or something?" 

His thinking shows how freegans view the 
exireme inter-connectedness of things — like 
thai of a hunk of tofu, for example, lo ihe gas 
thai's u.sed and Ihe pollution dial's created by 
transporting it to a slore. 

People in the scene often travel the country, 
hitchhiking and hopping freight trains. 
Freegan-ness is key on the road, where good 
vegan food can be .scarce. 

And it's handy al liome, where dumpsler-div-
ing is just like grocery shopping. Only it's free. 

On one recent outing, Jones jumped in a gro­
cery store's dumpster, picking through the 
muck while directing a small flashlight wilh his 
mouth. 

It doesn't look too tasty al firsl: a random 
piece of fried chicken, a stack of moldy tor­
tillas, unidentifiable bags and a porn magazine. 
The dumpster has a sweet, musty smell, though 
each has a unique bouquet. Eventually, Jones 
digs up some decent tortillas, gariic bread, let-
luce, peppers and mushrooms — some 
wrapped, some not. 

Tiie next store's dumpster is better — if 
stickier. It's a gooey mess, on account of the 
over-ripe fruits and veggies squished together, 
the leaking clam dip and something that could 
be sour cream. 

But Jones and his dumpstering buddy still 
manage to make a haul: apples, oranges, kiwis, 
strawberries, bananas, tomatoes, avocados, 
potatoes, yogurt and milk. 

Sure, the goods have dents and blemishes — 
the kind of produce people inside the store plop 
aside. And some of the food has pas.sed ils "sell 
by" date. 

But Jones and the others say they've never 
gotten sick from dumpslered food. And washed

and prepared, it will make for a full meal -— not 
just for Jones and his friends, but for dozens of 
homeless people for whom they cook regulariy. 

Even on his way back lo the house he shaics 
with several friends, Jones slops his bike for the 
homeless, turning his trailer into a free mobile 
market. 

No trouble this night, bul dumpstering is not 
without risks: Police consider it illegal trespass­
ing, and sometimes people from the stores 
chase down the divers or call authorities. 

But freegans already have chosen, in a way, 
to be outlaws from mainstream society. They 
reject capitalism and try to live outside it, some 
avoiding money allogelher. 

Jones tries lo reduce his impact in a personal 
way. His clothes are mostly used — and some-
limes sprinkled wilh holes. He bikes as much as 
possiljle and is building a bicycle-powered 
washing machine. 

He composts any food waste in back of his 
house. He and his housemates brew their own 
cider using dump.stered apple juice. 

But as much as they troll for edible trash, 
Jones and other freegans realize that il's not the 
ultimate solution. Dumpster-diving only exists 
because of the system they hate. 

In the ideal world, Jones says, people would 
be as self-reliant as possible, making and grow­
ing only what they need. That worid is not like­
ly to come soon -— and freegans know it. 
"When you look at the big picture, you gel kind 
of jaded," Jones says. "So I just take it day by 
day" 

Dumpster by dumpster 

I n s i d e t h e f r e e g a n m i n d 

Freegans are the underground 
resistance to over-consumption. 

Many who professionally study die 
larger social and environmental issues 
have never heard of die word "free­
gan," diough diey share similar ideas. 

"What people like (freegans) are 
witnessing is a culture of waste and 
affluence, which is occurring in a 
larger context of poverty on a global 
scale, growing poverty now domesti­
cally, (and) growing ecological devas­
tation caused by our consumption 
habits," says Juliet Schor, a Boston 
College sociology professor and 
auUior of "The Overspent American: 
Why We Want What We Don'lNeed." 

"These folks are engaged in a pret­
ty profound critique of die dominant 
lifestyle." 

The symbolism of freeganism is 
striking, says Madiis Wackemagel, 
sustainability program director at 
Redefining Progress, an Oakland, 
Calif., think tank. "It's saying, 'This is 
a mirror — look at how much waste 
there is. There's so much waste we 
can live perfectly well on your waste,' 
" he says. 

But freeganism also has practicali­
ty, he says. Wackemagel designed a 

way of measuring an individual's 
Impact on the Earth called an "eco­
logical footprint." If everyone lived 
like Americans, some of die biggest 
consumers in die worid, we would 
heed five planets, he estimates. 

The food We eal, he says, shapes 
our footprint the most. And while eat­
ing locally grown vegan food makes 
the smallest print among food-buy­
ers, freegans even beat dial, he says. 

Of course, not everyone buys it. 
In fact, the Center for Consumer 

Freedom, a food and beverage trade 
group, disagrees wiUi pretty much all 
of i l — fipom die belief that eating 
animal products is unethical to die 
notion that the worid is in an envi­
ronmental crisis or America is to 
blame. 

"If diey really believe dial diey can 
eat and nourish their bodies without 
impacting die environment around 
diem, I think diey've probably been 
smoking somediing they found in a 
dumpster," says David Martosko, die 
center's research director, who actu­
ally knows what "freegan" means. 
"Pretending to drop out of die natural 
order of things does not make you 
morally superior."

For Ed Rosheini. however, the growing 
number of workers who speak little or no 
English has meant a rapidly growing busi­
ness opportunity 

Rosheim, who has a degree in Spanish 
from die University of Northern Iowa, is die 
founder of Workplace Languages, a 
Woodbuiy, Minn., company dial specializes 
in helping employers and employees bridge 
die language gap. 

About 70 percent of his business involves 
teaching Spanish to supervisors widi signif­
icant numbers of Hispanic employees. But 
the 12 teaching contractors Rasheim regu­
larly employs also offer programs in 
Hmong, Somali and a dozen odier lan­
guages. He al.so has contractois woridng for 
clients in Denver, Chicago and St Louis. 

The on-site training bears litde resem­

blance to die language classes in high 
school or college, however: The focus is on 
workplace conversation, not classroom con­
jugations, wilh each course tailored lo pro­
vide supervisors and employees widi key 
words and phrases dial relate specifically to 
dieir jobs. 

The result, said JCrag Swartz, director of 
training and developmeni for Lunds and 
Byerly's supermaikets in die Minneapolis-
St. Paul area: The program "not only 
improved communication and cultural 
understanding, (but also produced an) unex­
pected byproduct—increased morale, moti­
vation and improved customer service." 

Traditional language coursesO translate 
into an expensive time commitment for 
valuable employees, said (Tarol Williams, 
operations vice president at Border Foods, a 
large Minneapolis-Sl. Paul Taco Bell and 
Pizza Hut franchLsee. As the number o f 
Hispanic woricere increased, BonJer sent ils 
disuict managers lo a Spanish course 
offered by a community college. 

"It was way too intense and book-relat­

ed," Williams said. "There's nodiing wrong 
widi dial, if you have die time, but it tied up 
our managers for an entire quarter." 

Then she heard aboul Rosheim, who was 
doing on-site Gaining dial required only 
diree hours a day for eight days and was 
custom-designed to focus on language crit­
ical lodiejobathand. 

A restaurant manager, for example,, 
might learn how to say such things as "Slice 
die tomatoes" or "bus dial table." Or, for a 
group of hotel supervisors, the phrases 
might include "Please change die linen" or 
"Clean die mirrors." 

Perhaps as important for diose managers, 
who regularly honor employees for exem­
plary work, the training also included die 
ability to praise woricers in dieir native 
tongue. "Morale look an immediate leap," 
Williams said. 

To supplement die business, Rosheim is 
producing "Quick View" language guides, 
pocket-sized English-to-Spanish manuals 
dial are industry-specific and contain hun­
dreds of lerais and phrases. 

The first guide, which targets restaurant 
managers, was introduced recentiy in part­
nership widi the MultiCulUiral Foodservice 
and Hospitality Alliance, a Rhode Island 
organization aimed at promoting diversity 
in die industry. 

The 46-page booklets, containing bodi 
UTuislauons and pronunciation guides, cover 
everything ftom small talk ("Good morn­
ing," "How's the family" or "See you later") 
to work instructions ("Mop the floor," 
"Cook it medium" or "Heat die asparagus") 
lo hygiene and safety ("Please wear a hair 
net," "Where are you hurt" or "Call 911"). 

In just a monlh, 35,000 copies were sold 
lo companies whose executives serve on die 
Alliance board. The price varies depending 
on volume. 

Now Rosheim is preparing a similar 
guide for hotel managers, followed at three-
montii intervals by guides for construction 
superintendents, landscaping supervisors 
and law enforcement officers.

Up die winding gravel driveway, behind a 
white fence, next to skatebotirding ramps and a 
stately while-coiutnn house in Marehail, Pa., sit 
R.J. and Cindy Roach's iwo shiny Hummers. 

The two tanks look battle-worthy, weighing 
a combined i3,2i4 pounds, or moie dian five 
Kia Rios. The two Hummers can low 14,367 
pounds togedier and take up idmost i4 feet of 
garage widdi _ and dial's nol counting die 
rehaciable min-ors diat slick out of one like ele­
phant ears. 

Tlie pair of Hummers would break many a 
civilian budget. In October, die Roaches .spent 
$55,000 for Cindy's black H2 Hummer, Ihe 
newer model widi heated seats and nine Bose 
speakers. They liked i l so much dial diey went 
back to the dealership in April lo buy R.J. a 
$112,000 green HI , the more authentic, 
macho, noisier version. 

On die stfeet and in dealerehips, die war in 
Iraq has spiked interest in die Hummer, once an 
oddity but now the most popular large, luxury 
SUV 

Even diough die Sien-a Club is hying to stop 
die gas-gulping tank in its massive Uiicks, die 
Roaches only get rave reviews when diey roll 
down (he sû eels in their Hummers. 

"It's a very paUiodc vehicle," says DuaIie 
Gudirie, product manager at Wright Hummer 
in Wexford, Pa. "Some of my customers are 
talking about being patriotic." 

"This vehicle doesn't have 0 percent financ­
ing or incentives, and I can't keep diem in 
stock," says Gudirie, who estimates dial only 
about 10 percent of Hummer customers use 
diem for off-road use. 

" i l is like driving an American flag," says 
Rick Schmidt, coordinator of die International 
Hummer Owner Group in Michigan. 

Pauiotic? Hardly, says the Sierra Club. 
"The Hummer may have a place on die bat-

defield," says Daniel Becker, director of Sierra 
Club's global wanning and energy program. 
"Why il has a place hying to park downtown is 
J mystery tome." 

Bul isn't i l your right to vroom around your 
neighborhood in as big a lank as you want, as 
H2 owner Joe Eori contends? 
- "This is America ... and you should be able'; 

to get what you wanC says Eori, who owns 
Angel's Worid of Cycles in Rosttaver, Pa. 

Becker counters: "People can drive whatev­
er diey want. But il is irresponsible for Genend 
Motors 10 flack and push Americans lo buy an 
1 i-milc-pcr-gailon gas guzzler at a time when 
our soldiers are fighting in a war diat has some­
diing to do widi oil." 

Pete Temes, din;clor of communications for 
Hummer, said while sales of die vehicle are 
growing, it is sdll a minuscule part of die car 
market. G M , which negotiated die marketing 
rights to die Hummer name from A M General 
in Wisconsin, says only aboul 760 H i 
Hummers were sold last yeai: 

Sales of die less pricey H2 have held steady 
at about 3,000 a mondi since they were 
launched in July 2002. The H2 has nudged up 
die sales of die HI diis year. 

"It has no impact on fuel prices," Temes 
says, noting diat IJummers gel ijetween i i and 
13 mpg. 

G M doesn't want everyone driving a 
Hummer "Our goal is to keep il very alhactive, 
and somewhat exclusive," Temes said. 

The median Hummer buyer is 41 years old, 
with a household income of $215,000. 
Seventy-five percent are white, 9 percent-
Hispanic and 7 percent Aftican American. 

That exclusivity is exacdy why die'Roaches 
love dieir Hummers. 

"There is nodiing else on die road like i i , " 
says R.J.

Consumers go to uiiu.suai Icngilis 
to avoid deiiling with telem:irkciers. 

T;ike my husband Cor example. 
He hung up on my sister who 
phoned us last mondi from England 
becau.se he thought she wits ;i tele-
niiu-kcter. 

He didn't mean lo iiang up on her. 
He was simply employing ;in anti-
leleniiirkeling strategy we adopted 
monilis earlier lo avoid iiie blasted 

' Ciills. 
When she called back :i minute 

later, exasperated, I explained to her 
dial if we don't hear a voice on tlie 
other end of the line within a few 
seconds of picking up the phone 
(dead air), wc simply hang up. And 
if we happened to hang up on any­
one we knew, naturally they'd call 
back. 

Our smiiegy worked until the vol­
ume of hang-ups on ihe machine got 
so hu-ge we had to change and unlist 
our number. Now wc receive about 
one call : i week. 

Eiirlicrdiis month I registered our 
phone number wiUi ihe national Do 
Not Call legislry, a program directed 
by the Federal Trade Commission 
(FTC) and the Federal 
CoiiimuniciUions Commission 
(FCC). As of July 28. consumers 
h;id registered a total of 28.7 millicm 
telephone numbers in die registry. 
The FTC expects lo register more 
than 60 million numbers by the end 
of2(X).3. 

How the registry works 
Beginning in .September telemar­

keters will be required by law to 
search their call lisi.s every quarter 
for numbers listed in tlie regisuy. If 
consumers still receive calls after 
they've registered, imd their nuinlier 
has been in die registry for three 
months, tliey c m file a complaint 
with the FTC al www.donolcall.gov 
or by calling I (888) 382-1222. A 
teleniarkeier who disregards the Do 
Nol Call regisUy could be fined up 
to $11,000 per call. 

Telemarketers will also be subject 
lo fines if diey don't u-ansmit iheir 
phone numbers, and in (Iiany cases 
their niuries, to your Caller ID serv­
ice. Enlumccd FTC regulations also 
say there must be someone on the 
line when you pick up the phone or 
at lea.st a recorded message s.iying 
who is calling. 

How to rejtisler 
Visi l the F T C online al 

www.donoleall.gov. You ' l l be 
prompted lo enter your telephone 
number and e-mail address. Afier 
you verify and submii your infonna-
iion you'll receive an email asking 
you click on a link lo complete the 
registration process. 

You can .ilso register over the 
telephone by calling I (888) 382-
1222 from the number you wish lo 
register. Registration is free and 
your name will remain in die reg­
istry for five years. 
• Not all businesses arc required lo 
abide by the Do Nol Call list. 
Charilics, political .soliciton;, sui-vey 
firms and organizations wilh which 
consumers have an established rela­
tionship can still ring you. However, 
if you iisk a company not to call you, 
ihey musl honor your rcqucsi. 

Scam itiert 
According lo the Eastern 

Michigan Better Business Bureau 
(BBB) fraudulent lelcm;u-kclers ;ire 
charging consumers $9.95 lo $39.95 
io register for die list. They're also 
asking for personal information dur­
ing Uiese calls including the eon-
sufner's Social Security number, 
bank account numliers and mother's 
maiden name. Consider warning 
your elderly loved ones who arc too 
polite to simply hang up the phone 
on Uiese scammers. 

Junl< mail 
If you're plagued with an inordi­

nate amount of commercial adver-
dsing mail, consider signing up for a 
do nol mail list on the Direct 
MaIliedng Association's Web site at 
www.die-dma.org, under 
"Consumer." However, only Direct 
Markeiing Associauon members are 
required io purge dieir lisLs of do not 
mail list subscribers. -Receiving too 
many credit card offers? Phone I 
(888)5-OPTOIJT. It's a service run 
by the diree major credit card 
bureaus. You'll be lequired to supply 
your Social Security number. Once 
again, credit card maiiceters aien't 
required by law lo honor this list
