“The foolprint ol the sile is too
small,” said Powers carlier this
month. “It will not accommodate
additional development of the build-
ing or the parking lot. We arc locked

Currently, the Court
has four vacancies, one of which goes
back for five ‘years, For the Court to
operate at 75 percent efficlency means
long delays to the litigants and enor-
mous workloads for the remaining
judges (each of whom now has a
caseload of 550 cases each year).
Authorities now consider the number
of vacancies in the {ederal court sys-
tem to constitute a “judictal emergen-
cy.” :

What's going on here?

Michigan's Senator Carl Levin, a
Democrat and a minority member of
the Judicfary Committee, says it's
because Republicans in the Senale,
hoping to win the presidency this fall,
have decided to hold up judicial nomi-
nations from the Clinton White House.

As evidence, he produces a table
showing that while the Democrats con-
trolled the Senate during the Bush
Administration, a total of 66 federal
Judges were confirmed. However, when
the GOP ran the Senalte during ihe
first .term of the Clinton Administra-
tion, 17 judges were confirmed, So far
in Llinton's second term. the Senate
has confirmed only seven judges, with
a total of 33 judicial nominees hanging
fire before the Judiciary Commiltee
without any hearings scheduled on
their nominations, There are at pre-
sent 81 vacancles in the federal judi-
ciary.

Cable alert system failed viewers

In an emergency situation,
where de you iurn? To your
television, of course. And
that's why the Federal Com-
murnications Commission
{FCC) has required broadband
service providers {cable com-
panies) o comply with their
Emergency Alert System (EAS)
guidelines. In September
1997, the FCC modifled its
EAS requirements for cable

systems. This obligation and

the specific requirements

stem from the Cable Act of 1992 and Part II of the
FCC's rules and regulations implementlng the Cable

Act.

The new Emergency Alert System allows national,
state, and county authorities to communicate direct-
ly with the public in case of an emergency. Actual
emergencies could include severe weather (such as
tornadoes or winter storms}, environmental warnings
(such as chemical spills or nuclear accidents) or
other emergencies requiring citizen action. As
required by law, the Time Warner system automati-
cally picks up emergency alerts from these authori-
tles and broadcasts them.

So, what you end up receiving on your televislon is
a video message and a fufl screen text message that
will block out the current programming. You are usu-
ally told what emergency action to take or to tune to
another channel for more information. This lasts
about 30 seconds. But during last Tuesday's storms,

cable viewers received an emergency override mes- -

‘ sage that stayed on their screens for about 30 min-

utes. Needless to say, those who were hrying to get
Information during this emergency situation were
unable to do so. . ,
The Southwestern Oakland Cable Commission
(SWOCC) has been investigation this preblem,
Although the local police departinents have the abili-
ty to override programming, they did not do this
Tuesday night. OQur cities of Novi, Farmington, and
Farmington Hills rely on regional authority for weath-
er overrides. Reglonally, all National Weather Service

packed into Uk ballroom at the Doubletree.

“With that kind of introduction. b ean see why there
are new interchanges planned for Beek and Wisom
Roads,” Engler said, breaking the crowd into laughter.

“She's really good.” nodded Engler, while thanking
Cassis and Rotarlan members.

“Thank you for your nice intraduction and all your
lealership. She is terrific in Lansing.” Engler sakd, with
Vie Cassis on his el and Rep. Cassis on his rigld,

“One reason Michigan has had so mueh sueress is
becanse you (Rotarians) represent people whe give back,”
Engler toll (e erowd, complemenling the Rotarians on
their Jight o eraddicate polio,

Engler wld the erowd than Lansing was concerned with
the wellire of ehikleen as well and that his adininistration
has been sesponsive [ the problem ol children at risk.
Engler safd that it was the Rotarians” dedication t ellm-
inating Polio that helped hin 1o tackle the task of chifd
munizations in the state.

“In the early 005, the Center far Disease Control came
with a report that b Michigan ranked al the bottom of
all (U.8.) stales for two-year-okls who were fully fimmu-
tzed. Thal was an amazing statistics and one that
alarmed us.” Engler said, “So we setout to make sure the
systenn worked. We pul out some health Inftatives and in
four years, we were al the 80 percent leveband that was
over a shart perted of time,”

“The other thing was that our tracking system was so
inaecurate, that there were five and sis-year-olds walking
areund with no shoets at adl. So we had to come ap with
aregistry for parents,”

Engler did not miss the opportanily to let bis con-
stituents know of s administration thal has been deeply
influential in the lowering of the wellare roles. Engler also
spoke of empowering individuals (6 work.

“The welfare ease load Is ot the lowest level in thinty
yewrs,” Engler sald. “We're getting down (o where there is
only about 20,000 familics where a parent is on public
assistance and not working at all. That Is a remarkable
rransformation in a system hat represents nearly, in
total, a 7Q percett reduction of the nurber of fanylies on

public asslstance.”
Engler said that the standards for those on publie

asslstanre haven'l changed bul the push to get these on
public assistance into jobs has been greater. Also, Engler
said he Isn't aboul fe stap there. He's got sonie new pro-
grams ready for this summer.

"One of the things we'Te very excited aboul Is some-
thing we call the family independence summer project,”
Engler boasled. "That will begin in June and run through
August. We're going o lake these familles where o parent
hastt had a Job yet and we're going lo deal a whole set of
challenges. The children will go to the sunnner school
program and the {parents) will go to training programs
that will include everything from heaith to literacy pro-
prams and home inanagement. We believe there are -
tiple barriers we hope to tackle all at one time.”

“It's the most intensive offort we tave ever attempted,”
he continued. *But we really feel it is important becase
of the success that we have had and with the employ-
nent rate al 3 percent. there is virtually a job out there
lor everyone.”

Engier continued 1o stress the ccopomic side of the
fenee, commenting on the plunging unemplovinent rate
and the decade long cconomic prosperily in the slale,

“Our hape Is to bring individual income tax rates dovn,”
he saitl, "And we're hoping lo celebrate the income lax
rectuction from 4.2 percent down (o 3.9 in the upeoming
years,”

Engler didn’t lorget his colleagnes and on this day
that was Rep. Cassis and her hushand, Vie, in atten-
dance. he made sure they knew he was grateful with
their help in the legislatlure,

had litile or ne

Students at the Bryant center
are Jearning to put thefr abilities
ahead of their disablilities, said
Vocational Coordinator [or the
Bryant Center, Donna Case.

The Bryant Center is an exten-
sion of Old Village School and
takes students from 12-26 years
of age. It 1s a special education
program for students with cogni-
tive, emotional and/or physical
impairments. Students come
from the 13 Western Wayne
County School Distriets,

Just 15 years ago these stu-
dents with special
needs would have

chance of partici-
pating in society

them. their lives
would consist of a
series of group
homes. However,.
the Bryant Center -
program, which will
soon make its move
to Northville, irains
students with dis-
abiliifes to be pro-
ductive citizens
through a unique
employment pro-
gram. The Center
analyzes students
needs and abilities
and pairs them
with local business-
es.

"It not only is
beneficial to them
because they get to
use the skills they have learned
in a job environment, but alse
suddenly they are doing things
non-disabled people do and they
start to value themselves,” Case
said.

Students go through a battery
of tests to evaluate their skills
and aptitudes, Case said. They
are then placed in positions suit-
ed to their skills. She said most
often these are janitorial or fast
food situations In over 22 busi-
nesses in the surrounding areas.

Hght clerical work. Often the
students are accompanfed by a

. paraprofessional to assist them

until they are accustomed to the
job, she said.

Case said once the students
graduate, they try to place them
in permanent positions. Some of
her students have done so wel],
they are now training.others who
come in after them. -

The center also teaches them
how to create a written portfolio
as well as develop a video portfo-
lio. They train students in a varl-
ety of areas even before they get
out into the world, In the cen-
ter's workshop. .

Two of
these women,
Yashica
Hamilton, 24,
and Tynesha
Parker, 20,
work at Qlgas
in Livonia's
Laurel Park
Mall prepar-
ing bread.

“It's good. I
It
helps  you
know what to
doing the
waorkplace.
It’s hard work
but when I
get my coat to
go home I'm
happy. It's a
DonnaCase good  good
day.” Hamil-
ton said.

Parker said

she will be

sad when she
has to leave the program in two
years beeause of the friends she
has made and because she has
fun there. Both of the women
said they had dreams of getling
jobs when they leave the center.
This is something Case said they
could have never realistically
hoped for even 10 years ago.
i In her position, Case said she
sees the goals of the pregram
achieved when she sees the
excitement in her students. She
said on one occasion, a young
man came ints her office and
said.” I'm going to work Hke
Dad.” it's 2 simple thing so many
non-disabled people take for
granted but so many disabled

people live jor the chance to

prove they can produce some-

thing and see the results, she

sald. -
“The disabled don't really get
to share in the same mile-

stones as non-disabled broth-

ers and sisters would; like get-

ting their drivers license or

going to the prom. Most of them

will prabably never get married

or have a, family. But this Is one

they can share. This is some-~

thing they can do on their own

and it gives them a great sense

of self worth and something In

common with non-disabled

people,” she said.

Just because they are dis-
abled, Case said, they don't
stop wanting what everyone
else wants, she said, They
want te replicate what they
see In the non-disabled world
and this program gives them
a chance to do that to the best
of thelir abilities, she said.

Case said they try to help
students focus on their aptlons
of what they can do instead of
what they can't, she said.

This Is especially important
to show them, she sald,
because of the importance of
career in this country.

*It 1s so important for these
students lo realize what they
are in fact capable of,” she
sald, “Within the first sentence
of describing ourselves to’
someene new, we tell them
what we do, we define ourselves
by our careers.”

Since 1985, Case said she
has seen a shift in the way peo-
Ple see the disabled through -
programs like this and the
Americans With Disabilities
Act.

“We all have disabilities, it's
just that some aren’t as readily
seeable as others. It's by realiz-
ing this that there has been
this shift and we are seeing
disabled people producing and
giving back,” she satd. “It’s just
amazing to see (n my lifetime.”

Novi scored points In 10 different events, with 14
different athletes helping out, Seven different ath-
letes qualified for the siate meel on June 3, The
team will compete at the Michigan Interscholastic
Track Coaches Assoclalion stale meet this Satur-
day.

The “Cals didno't have just one star of the day,
but several,

Chris Tololl was a one-man show, al least in the
{hree individual ane cne relay event he helped out

In. Tolofl scored 24 individual peints on his own,

more than six other entire leams al the meel. Add
to that the elght points he, Evan Foster, Eric Walle
and Mark Avenius scored In a runner up finish in
the 3.200 and he nearly placed fifth al the meet
himself.

Toloff was a regional champion in the mile rum,
where he beat out his Kensington Valley Confer-
ence nemesis Tom Greenless in a time of 4:19 flat.
The win was his first over Greenless and his firsi
individual reglonal tille. He also finfshed runner up
to Walled Lake Ceniral's Tedd Mobley in the two-
mile run {9:31.8) and was third in the 800 (1:57.6).

“That was quite an Impressive performance by
Chris,” Smith said. “He did it all, racing four times.
That’s not easy tode.”

The factors contributing to this
negalive trend are fairly obvious
when you think aboul it and iron!-
cally, mirror the contributing factors
negatively affecting adults physical
well being...technological advances
{resulting in moving tess} and
changes in eating habits (resulting
in eating more).

» Technological advances - As
valuable as all the technological
advances are the negative effect en
physical movement fs very detri-
mental. Children today move much
less. Long hours in front of a TV,
playing video games versus actually
physically playing the game and on
the Internet have replaced many
hours consumed in the past with
running around outside involved in
a variety of children activities,

* Ealing habiis - The onslaughl of
fat-free foods has negatively con-
tributed to the health of our chil-
dren. “Johnny is eating a bag of
cookies but it is fall free” is a com-
mon mindset among younger and

“ alder people. Children are getiing 12

percent of their tolal calories from
fast food versus 3 percent of total
calories from fast food 20 years ago.
Sugar-Niled pops and juice drinks
are the norm. Botlom line, we are
eating an average of 300 more calo-
ries per day than 20 years ago.

* Parents paiterns - Unforiunate-
ly the parenis example plays a huge
parl in this rising negatlve trend.
Are you taking your kids for a hike
ride alter dinner or watching TV
with them? Are we going outside to
Play calch or playing the baseball
video game on the couch? Are you
buying your kids elght video games
for his birthday or giving him roller
blades, a bike or a basketball goal?

What can we do starting tomor-
row to make a difference?

Barry Hardouln runs a highly
successiul program 1o help get chil-
dren healthy and suggests the fol-
lowing tips:

¢ Strike a balance - Today, I’V.
computers and video games all com-
pete for a child's attention at the
expense of physical activity, “But it
is unrealistic to say no more TV and
computer games,” Hardouin says.

little physical aclivily, a liille video
games, a little riding your bike.”

+ Don't eat in front of the TV -
People begin to assoclate eating with
TV watching so they fee] they must
eat every time they watch TV - lead-
ing to overindulgence and obeslty.

* Don't use TV as a time-fller -
Hardouln tells parents to promote
reading, playing, crafls and hobbies,
and to limit the child to an hour of
quality TV programming per day.

» Gijve present to promote physi-
cal activity - As mentloned, earller,
give roller blades, kites, footballs,
etc., versus video games to help pro-
mote activity.

A final thought - get involved.
Take your kids oul for an active
vacation this year, hiking or camp-
ing, Go for a famnily bike ride a cou-
ple of times per week. Find out what
activity your child is interested in
and help get them invelved, Le.,
karate, basketball, etc. Not only will
we be helping the future of our chil-
dren and our countiry, but we might
get a little extra activity for ourselves
along Lhe way. Good luck.
