Helwlg said that he did want to 
Increase the gene i^ baJallce fund for 
the city from approximately $ l . 5 
million to about $ l . 9 million. 

The city Is also expected to spend 
over $300,000 on upgraded road 
equlpnleflt. Police vehicles and pub­
lic works stalling. 

Some departments, such as 
Parks, Recreation and Forestry, 
received funding for virtually none of 
the projects they asked for. 

"We're tiylng to develop a strategy 
for Novi. Most of the submittals from 
departments were not added," 
I-lelwlg said. 

According to Helwlg, city officials 

sat down wi th the Parks and 
Recreation department and the 
parks committee members just to let 
them know that tlIere were budget 
priorities the city wanted to take care 
of. ' 

"Sure, get the land because we're 
buildhig out fast," Helwlg said. 
"We've got other basics tlIat we need 
to take care of. I'm as big a fan as 
there is of parks." 

"We're hying to add two llreflght-
ers," Helwlg continued. "We abol­
ished a police sergeant position. We 
had three officers retire and we pro­
moted two. I saw the opportunity to 
atiolish that position in order to give 
us $97,000 to do sometlilng else. 
That's how Ught things are."

.Annually, an award for Station of 
the Year goes to one high school 
and one college member. This 
award Is based on station profiles 
submitted forjudging. 

WOVI, which has been on the air 
at Novl High School since 1978, last 
won the Station of the Year Award 
in 1996.

Currently the club serves over 
3,500 families. 

Pinchoff explained that part of the 
projecl will include a 3,600 sq. foot 
cardiovascular center with acidition-
ai treadmills and crosstrainers. 

"During our heaviest hours , 
which are usually after work and on 
Saturday afternoons, we want lo 
ensure tliat there is enough equip­
ment for our members to complete 
their workout wi th no delays." 
Pinchoff said. 'Ti iat way tiicy can 
come in, take a shower, and i3e out 
of here by 7 (p.m.)" 

Due lo an increase in class sizes, 
Pinchoff said tlie club will add a new 
650 sq. foot stretching area and a 
new 750 sq. foot group 
exercise/personal training studio. 

'With a new studio, we'll be able 
to provide more space for our mar­
tial arts and dance pi'ogranis, as 
well as Increase our gymnastics 
area," Pinchoff said. 

Additional changes in some M i s t ­
ing areas of the building wil l also 

take place, making room for a new 
family restroom and an expansion 
of the club's current weight training 
room by 1,250 sq. feet. 

The idea for a "family i-estroom" 
came from the club's suggestion 
box. as did the idea for a larger 
patio. 

"Based on customer response, 
members wanted to see a larger 
snack bar aiea, so we'll be increas­
ing the patio for our summer svWm 
club," Pinchoff said. 

Pinchoff added that while a few 
parking spaces will be eliminated by 
the expansion, the club will still 
have plenty of ample parking to 
accommodate club members. 

J . J . Hopper Construction, (he 
same company that built the club, 
ivill do the work which will take 
about 12 weeks to complete. 

Willie pari of the consbiictlon for 
the addition will take place in front 
of the club. Pinchoff said members 
will have no difficulty entering the 
building. He also noted lhat classes 
and gym sen'ices will continue as 
normal UirouglIout tlIe duration of 
the construction. 

Looks as if even more construc­
tion is on Uie horizon for the club. 

In Apri l , the planning commission 
gave nod to a prelimlnaiy site plan 
tliat calls 'fora 3,700 sq. fool expan­
sion for a new outdoor pool and 
water slide. 

Pinchoff said that project would 
not begin until the summer of 2002.

really can aid the search effort."

"We wiii also have 911 simulator 
buttons." he said and explained that 
Ihey wil l be able to learn how lo dial 
911 and they'll learn the importance 
of only using It In an emergency.

Ofi^en the children who 
wear helmets are actually wearing 
them incorrectly. Officials at the 
rodeo will show them how to prop­
erly wear their helmets to assure 
their safely i f they take a spil l . 

Woychowski agreed that helmets 
can save lives. 

"If they don ' l have one or i f it's i n 
really bad shape, we'll give them 
another one. We make sure it fits 
correctly." 

"Unfortunately they -do fall," 
Brandon said. "They can get a 
closed head injury. It's one of the 
worst injuries to get." t 

It lakes a lot of workers and sUp-
port to gel the rodeo off the ground 
eveiy year, he said. 

"We've had a lot of fun wi th this

St. Matthews Lutlieran Church i n 
Wixom isn't quite ready for church 
services yet, but the Christian day­
care and preschool has been suc­
cessful since leaders opened their 
doors in August. 

Wendy Nisl<a, director of chi ld 
development, said the reason for tlie 
success of Hearts & Hands Christian 
Child Development Center In St. 
Matthews Lutlieran Church, Is its 
distinction from other daycare and 
preschool programs. 

•'! tliink the big difference Is that 
we look at tills like a Ininlsti^' to chi l ­
dren and their families," Nlska said, 
"\Ve are able to tell parents and chil­
dren about Jesus and spread the 
good news." 

The childcare center began witll 27 
children, she said. The number of 
children has grown rapidly to 106 
students. Teachers proWde care to 
children sL\ weeks old until they are 
live years old. Tliey can still be cared 
for until they are eight years old in 
the latch key program. 

It takes 18 staff members between 
teachers and caregivers to provide 
care for tile growing number of kids 
who attend, 

"God has blessed us and has been 
wi th us every step of tlie way," Nlska 
said. 

The teachers are another reason 
for the school's success, she said, , 

'The teachers are Christian people 
tliat are here because they love chil­
dren," Nlska said. "We have a Christ-
centered program that can help build 
children spiritually." 

Instructors at the school teach 
children math, science, and help 
build their social skills, she said. 
They also learn Christian teachings. 

Nlska said she has noticed positive 
changes in children. When children 
have problems or hurdles to over­
come! teachers are able to help them 
witl l tliose. 

Children at the daycare and pre­
school learn to respect otlier chlldI-en 
and their teachers. 

Tlley start to learn preschool activ­
ities early at the school, 

"It's not Just a daycare," Niska 
said. "It's a Christian preschool pro-
gram beginning at 15 months. 
Anyone In daycare automatically 
goes to preschool. It's amazing how 
much they learn." 
. Nlska had high praise for the 
school's Instructors. 

'Thete are awesome teachers 
here," Niska said. "We couldn't ask 
for better teachers." 

Niska is happy lhat the daycare 
and preschool programs have taken 
off However, she said she was look­
ing forward to the faclllly becoming 

more than a school. She said she wi l l 
be happy when it becomes a church. 

"We have so many families that 
are just waiting for it to happen," 
Nlska said. 
. Many of the parents of the children 

are excited to start attending church 
services at the church, she said, 

"We've had about 15 to 20 famlUes 
inquire about It," Niska said, 'They're 
comfortable here," 

Rev, Paul Moldenhauer, senior 
pastor at the church's campus i n 
Walled Lake, said he is excited for 
Wixom church services to begin i n 
the fall. The church is so successful 
in Walled Lake tliat its members 
decided to expand tlie mlnistiy to a 
second campus. 

The Wlxom campus currently 
offers Aerobics classes. Alcoholics 
Anonymous meetings, and a n 
Introduction to ChristlaIiity classes, 
he said. 

Church leaders wanted to minister 
to many of the people In the Wixom 
area who are 24 to 36 years old. 

'The whole idea of the mlnistiy wil l 
reach out to that' age bracket in a 
contemporaiy approach," 
Moldenhauer said. 

The current Walled Lake location 
.offers traditional and contempoi'aIy 
worship, he said. 

The new campus \vlll be designed 
to minister to young people and their 
families. 

The building was completed in 
August. However, its members have 
not been able to have church servic­
es yet because they have not been 
able to find a pastor for the new 
church. 

"We've tried to hire several pastors 
on three different occasions and they 
turned down - the position," 
Moldenhauer said. "So we have to 
start the process over again." 

Many other churches in tlie area 
have been experiencing the same 
problem. It has been a problem in 
recent years that there is a shortage 
of ministers, he said. 

"We are just waiting for the pieces 
to fall Into place to start worshipping 
there," Moldenhauer said.

Your article fairly represents the dis­
agreement abou t this issue. 
Unfortunately, several subsequent letters 
to the Novl News suggest, in substance 
and in tone, that the issue shou ld not 
have been covered In the way that It was 
i n your paper, i disagree. I feel that the 
Novi News carefully laid out the two 
opposing perspectives and concluded, as 
anyone attending the meeting would have 
done, that this i s a n issue about which 
there is strong pub l i c interest a n d differ­
ing opinion. Th is Is precisely the k ind of 
issue newspapers should be covering. 

That is why i want to remind o u r public 
officials and you r readers of my central 
point at the time of the town meeting. We 
need to hear wha t people t h ink and 
believe on this i ssue . At the meeting, i 
was asking our representatives to respect 
the hundreds of thousands of Michigan 
cit izens who have signed petitions to 
place this Issue o n the ballot for a public 
referendum. These signatures have been 
collected across o u r state since the con­
troversial legislation was passed late last 
year. While both representatives voted In 
favor of the more lenient concealed 
weapons law, nei ther disagreed that the 
signatures to put the issue to a vote were 
sufficient i n n u m b e r or appropriately 
secured. 

The sole reason that this issue might 
not come to publ ic vote is because of a 
legislative technicaii ty (referenced in your 
article) that was purposefully Inserted in 
the law to block it from the public ballot. 
Th i s is a cynical approach to publ ic poli­
cy and breeds mis t rus t in our democratic 
inst i tut ions, i n my opinion. M y plea then, 
as it is now, is that we allow the people of 
the state to vote on this issue. 

We have a right to bear arms. We do not 
have a responsibi l i ty to bear arms. Those

ban clUes. Where they differed is 
that bo th have dedicated signifi­
cant dol lars to funding the con­
struction of new bike paths a n d 
sldewallis. 

M a y o r C l a r k c l a imed that , 
unlike N o v i , Mid land a n d Portage 
aren't fac ing the same pressures 
to develop inf ras t ruc ture . T h i s

Mayors o f those cities. Midland Is 
spending over 2 l mi l l ion dollars 
o n improvements to i ts sewer sys­
tems a n d over 2 mi l l ion dollars i n 
local r oad improvements Just th is 
budget year. Portage has a dedi­
cated mul t i -ml l l lon dol lar Capi ta l 
Improvements Program that pays 
for the min ions of dollars i n tafra-
s t ructure Improvements l ike c i ty 
streets, pa rks , a n d water a n d 
sewer l ines that the Ci ty 's growth 
requires. Yet. despite these infra­
s t ructure demands. Iwth commu­
nities s t i l l found ways to fund the 
c o n s t r u c t i o n of s idewalks a n d 
bike paths .

bike paths and sidewallcs where 
Novi does n o t ? IVIayor C l a r k 
Implies that the presence of Dow 
Chemica l is the on ly reason that 
Mid land can afford bike paths. 
Yet, Midland ' s tax base Isn't sig­
nificantly larger t h a n Novl's. 
• The difference i s that Midland's 

budget includes a statement by 
the Mid land Ci ty C o u n c i l that they 
are committed to funding the con­
struction of a pr ior i ty list of side­
walks with money set aside to do 
exactly that. 

The same is t rue i n Portage 
where the ci ty has made a pro­
active effort to develop a network 
of bike paths that allow Portage 
residents to walk and bike to the 
city's far-flung collection of parks. 

In Novi, where the City Counc i l 
won't make a commitment to bike 
paths or s idewalks , most resi­
dents have tô  get i n their car ancl 
drive i f they wan t to visit a city 
park. 

W h e n a l l else fa l l s , the Mayor 
a n d Counci l a lways points to "fis­
ca l restraints" (the Vistas lawsuit) 
as a n excuse for not funding 
improvements l ike bike paths and 
sidewalks. 

Bu t Novi i s not un ique In facing 
s u c h financial challenges. Portage 
a n d Mid l and are both facing the 
prospect of los ing mil l ions of dol­
l a r s from the i r respective ci ty 
budgets due to tax appeals by 
the i r largest taxpayers . Those 
budget s t o rm c l o u d s haven.t 
deterred either c i ty from cont inu­
ing to make investments into their 
cities. Inc lud ing s idewalks a n d 
bike paths. 

P lus , Novi 's f i nanc ia l "crisis" 
didn' t stop the C i t y Counc i l from 
giving a , s u b s i d y of $10,000 of 
y o u r tax dollars to a private com­
pany. Tower Automot ive . It also 
didn' t stop the C i t y Counc i l from 
finding money to fund the bike 
pa th project that serves the subd i ­
v is ion where the M a y o r lives. A t 
least the Mayor found one bike 
path project he could support.

"Korea has a lways been 
descr ibed as the 'Forgotten War' 
a n d it was," he sa id . " M e n and 
women went over there, they d id 
their duty, but people were s t i l l 
get t ing over WWII and they Just 
wanted to forget about It. In large 
measure , these ve terans were 
s a n d w i c h e d into WWII and 

V i e t n a m a n d they are k i n d of the 
forgotten soldiers , sai lors , a i r ­
men. . . and they Jus t made some 
t remendous sacrifices," 

C la rk sa id because there was a 
unif ied effort ijetween the U . S . 
a n d the Repub l ic of Korea to stop 
C o m m u n i s t aggression o n the 
Korean Pe n i n su l a , the recogni­
t ion ceremony is welcoming not 
only those who served i n the 
A m e r i c a n A r m e d Forces b u t vet­
e rans of the Korean A r m y as 
wel l . 

"This was a different war in 
the sense that It was in a very 
confined area, so we were fight­
ing alongside Republ ic of Korea 
troops who were fighting to pre­
serve their l iber ty in their own 
count iy , " he sa id . 

"There are a n u m b e r of 
Korean -Amer i can eil izens in Uie 
area now a n d i f we can find some 
of the veterans who served i n the 
K o r e a n A r m y a long wi th the 
A m e r i c a n A r m e d Forces, we want 
to honor them as wel l . " 

T h e K o r e a n . War Veterans 
Recogni t ion Day wi l l take place 
th is summer at the Novi C iv ic 
Cente r w i th recognit ion certif i­
cates from M a y o r Cla rk as wel l , 
as m u s i c a l entertainment from 
the Novi C o n c e r t B a n d . War 
memorab i l i a tables w i l l be set up 
as wel l , s i m i l a r to those at last 
year 's WWII ceremony. 

Maureen Malone , communi ty 
relat ions manager for the ci ty of 
Novi , said they are s t i l l look ing

Malone sa id Korean translators 
are he lp ing out for the ceremony, 
for those who may have any lan­
guage ba r r i e r s . 

C l a r k s a i d that If elected again 
next year, the p u s h for recogniz­
ing war veterans wi l l cont inue 
with a V i e t n a m recognit ion cere­
mony s la ted for the summer of 
2002. 

"WWII was cons ide red the 
'good war , ' the Korean War tvas 
considered the 'forgotten war, ' 
and V i e t n a m was real ly the war 
of the forgotten soldiers," C la rk 
said. " B y a n d large when the men 
and w o m e n of V i e t n a m came 
back, i t w a s the first time i n our 
history where they were reviled. 
Some were spi t at, screamed at 
as they got off the plane - they 
never got "their gesture for recog­
ni t ion."

If it's something that's smashed up 

a set of wheels. Bob Ahern has seen it 
happen. There Isn't much that the 
owner of Northville Collision hasn't 
seen, much less can't handle. A n d 
even if the damage to a car isn't in the 
rear (typically the easiest location on 
a car to be repaired), .Ahem said he 
welcomes the opportunity to fix what 
ails a car. 

THE FIX 
When a car gets hit. It forces Ihe 

car's frame and panels to contort Into 
shapes and positions it shouldn't be 
in . Getting things back in line is the 
first step in correcting a smash-up, 
Ahe rn said. 

That involves hooking a car up to 
anchors in the bump shop's floor. 
Using a manufacturer's design hand­
book as a guide, tlie car Is gradually 
pulled back into shape - much like 
stretching out a flexible dr inking 
straw. 

"We can get the accuracy down to 
two millimeters," Ahern said, stand­
ing over a diagram of the underbody 
of a Chiysler. "With experience, you 
can do this pretty effectively. It's a lot 
easier to make a series of pulls to 
stretch things out tlian It is to to over-
pu l l and have to make an adjustment 
that way." 

The importance of re-stretching the 
frame of the car can't be overstated. 
Ahern said a bad stretch job has the 
potential to ruin a repair when body 
panels are put back into place. 

"It's like they say in carpentiy: 
measure twice and cut once," Ahern 
said. "If you don't do the pulls right 
and take accurate measurements 
along the way. things won't fit when 
you put them back in place." 

After pulling the car back to Its 
original shape, it's time for weldhlg.. 
Hiding behind a welder's mask and a 
pair of heavy gloves, one of Northville 
CoUislon's welders begins the task of 
piecing the car back together tlirough 
a series of well-placed connections, 
all in tile hopes of restoring the 
strength to the car. 

Brazing — a method of car repair 
revered 20 years ago — has gone the 
way of the dodo, .Ahern said. 

"You can't do that these days. With 
unibody construction, It weakens the 
steel," he said. 

From there. It's time for application 
of filler material and sanding. Much 
like painting a living room, surface 
preparation will make the difference 
between a high-quality finish and a 
bad one. Masking tape and paper 
cover lite portions of tlie vehicle that 
need to be protected (mm the paint 
that's waiting in the rooiii next door. 

(By the way — fiberglass Is pretty 
much extinct. .Ahem said the new 
product that looks like fiberglass and 
feels like fiberglass isn't fiberglass. 
Instead, It's a plastic-like material 
called sheet mold compound.) 

It'll break like fiberglass wil l , but 
you can't fix it the way you would 
with fiberglass," .Ahem said. "It sim­
ply won't work." 

Through what looks much like an 
oversized set of closet doors, the car is 
driven into the paint bay — one of the 
last steps In the resurrection of a 
damaged vehicle. 

In order to keep the airborne paint 
to a minimum, some 1.5 mill ion 
B T U s are used In a giant heat 
exchanger, which helps draw fresh air 
to the inside of the bay and sucks out 
loose spray. Surprisingly, there is 
almost no loose paint on the walls. 

A damaged car's front end 
awaits repair at Nortliville 
Colllslon. 
floor or celling of the bay, 

"We still have to wear masks In 
there, but it's actually very clean," 
Ahern said. 

The paint Is applied using HVLP 
spray guns, which stands for "high 
volume / low pressure. Roughly 70 
percent of the paint ejected from the 
spray gun makes contact with a car's 
surface. Not too long ago, it was only 
30 percent. 

'Technology has made things so 
much better," .Aliern said. "It'll take a 
lot less paint these days to paint a 
car." 

Once the paint is applied and tlie 
painters exit the bay, heating lamps 
turn on to bake the paint i n place. 
After that, it's jus t the finishing 
touches, and the car is done. 

Of course, there's always another 
car rolling in jus t as soon as one rolls 
out. 

"It's busiest In the ivinter months, 
but we get business In here all year 
long," he said. 

NIGHTMARE SCENARIO 
There's not a lot that can make 

Ahern cringe anymore. He's dealt 
with smash-ups of all shapes and 
sizes. 

Once in a great while, though, a car 
comes along with a story that's just a 
bit harder to deal with. 

In this case. It was a 1969 Chevelle 
88. According to Ahern, a man had 
bought the vehicle for a steal at 
$10,000. The car needed to be 
appraised before an insurer would 
underwrite a policy for Ule car. 

Murphy's Law: on the way to the 
appraiser, the car was hit, causing 
some $6,000 In damage. 

"He was a Utile upset," .Ahern said. 
A h e m said he's seen all kinds of 

cars pulled into the repair bay ai 
Northville Col l i s ion through the 
years. Not much suIprises h i m any 
more. 

"We've worked on everything from 
Rolls Royces to Pintos," Ahern said. 
"Almost eveiy k ind of car you can 
imagine has come i n here." 

Ahern said newer cars are slightly 
easier to repair than older ones, due 
mostly to the imlbody construction of 
the vehicles. , ; 

Regardless, though, of the age or 
the make of a car. A h e m said he 
enjoys his work. 

"Eveiy car is unique in it's own 
way," he said. "1 think we all get a, lot 
out of seeing the finished product." -
