Oakland County 
Commissioners, including Hugh 
Crawford (R-Novi), are rethink­
ing giving diemselves raises after 
recent public outcry on tlie issue. , 

The eoinmissioners approved 
pay increases for diemselves as 
part of the county budget on Sept. 
22. 

But, a resolution presented dur­
ing a public meetiiig last 
Thursday by Commissioner Tom 
Middleton (R-Clarkston) seeks to 
rescind bonus raises for four 
county commission leadership 
positions. 

If passed, Middleton's resolu­
tion would cut leadenihip pay 
raises and require diat any adjust­
ment to pay go dirough county 
commission committees. The 
increases in leadership pay 
bypassed committees and came 
to the full county commission as 
a budget amendment. 

The approved increases would 
provide an extra $10,656 a year 
or a 31-percent increase for the 
chaimian on top of a 5-percent 
pay hike last year. An increase of 
$5,000 was approved for die vice 
chairman. Democratic Caucus 
chair (David Coulter) and 
Republican Caucus chair (Eileen 
Kowall). 

A second resolution presented 
by Commissioner Sue Douglas 
(R-Rochester) would rescind the 
2-pcrcent raises approved as part 
of die county budget for all 25 
commissioners.

He noted that if the budget 
anicndmenl docs not get through 
llie piwess by the end of the ye;ir, 
the leadership raises will take 
effect. Finance committee members 
nieel next week. 

Crawford .s;iid his gut feeling is 
that the 2-|)ercent raise for commis­
sioners will go into effect in 
January but that the leadership r;us-
cs nitiy not take place. 

"There's never ever a gwxl lime 
for a politician to give themselves a 
raise." he s;iid. He believes the lead­
ership raises ;ire deserved bccau.se 
of the additional responsibilities 
and duties that these positions 
re(|uire. 

Legal counsel for the county 
commission has said the Open 
Meetings Act only requires an 
annual ]xtsling of meeting dales and 
a specitic date netir the time of the 
meeting but docs not require that 
the ;igend;i be posted. 

"Ill our iUtorney's opinion and in 
my lay opinion, and I'm not unfa­
miliar with violations of the Open 
Meeiings Act. It isn't even close lo 
violating the 0|>cn Meetings Act." 
Crawford said. "'Hie meetings were 
well posted. You never li;ive lo post 
the agenda."

Rooster's is a franchiscd chain 
started in Lapeer in 2000 by mas­
ter barber Joe Grondin. 

Grondin's idea was to start a 
modern store that still displayed 
the rcd-white-and-blue barber 
pole, fine leather barber chairs, 
iind rich woods of years lung past, 
but h;id a modern salon Hare. 

Cork bought into Ihe idea and 
decided Novi wiis kicking a real 
man's .sidon atmosphere.

"Wc put the man back into 
manicure," Cork said. "Men 
should be able to pamper them­
selves. There's nothing wrong 
with that." 

The Novi Rooster's is thcined 
around sports, and Cork said the 
shop would have .several televi­
sions to keep entertained. 

"There won't be any awkiviird-
ncss in conversation either -
sports talk all the titiie." Cork said. 

Roosters will be staffed with 
six stylists, and each station will 
have its own shaiiipoo bowl so 
customers don't have to walk 
iiround. 

From nianietircs and haircuts, 
to hot towel shaves and colorings. 

Rooster's offers il all. and Cork 
.said it's really a place for dads to 
bring their sons. 

"We do have com|)etition with 
places like "Lady Janes," Cork 
.said, "But this really is a place 
that the entire family can come to. 
We want it to feel like a home 
aiviiy from home." 

Cork is planning to have the 
Rooster's grand opening Oct. 31 
with half prices on all .services 
and coniplimentiiry cold bever­
ages available." 

"We want people to try out our 
services, because 1 know they 
won't be let down," Cork said. 

With a degree in criminal jus­
tice and a dream to once be on a 
SWAT team Cork has tried il all. 
He plans to keep Rooster's under 
his tail while cuuing into his goal 
of being a real csliilc iigcnt.

Sami Harb stands behind the 
practice ol' natural ancient ther­
apies. 

As a local massage thcnipist. 
Harb, 39, of Livonia, moved 
into Novi's Tres Jolie Salon & 
Spa in June to bring hi.s natural 
hands-on therapies lo the com-
tiiunily. 

Massage therapy, acupunc­
ture and chiropractic care are 
jus t .a few natural medicines 
pushing western medicines out. 

"More people are starting to 
research natural therapies on 
their own instead of this current 
cut-them-and-drug-them 

j approach," Harb said,„^.\-ioi oX 
1 people are getting (|wmassage 

before and after surgeries to 
naturally relax, instead of using 
as many narcotics and anesthe­
sia." 

Dr Lanny Orr said integra­
tive medicine wil l replace tradi-
liontil prescriptions and medi­
cines in the future. 

More people arc seeking non-
traditional health treatments, 
and iho Henry Ford Center for 
Integrative Medicine, located at 
the northwest corner of Eight 
Mile and Orchard Hills Place 
jusl west of Haggerty Road, 
provides a different healing 
environment of therapies from 
around the world. 

"The center provides alterna­
tives to conventional western 
medicine," said Orr, chiroprac­
tic sports physician for the 
Center for Integrative 
Medicine. "We look deeper into 
the root of what's causing the 
problems." 

The center's treatments 
iiieliidc acupuncture, chiroprac­
tic care, mind-body-.spirit thera­
pies, massage therapy and herbal 
and nutritional counseling. 
' Acupuncture is the oldest form 

of Chinesi; medicine, originating 
in China about 3,.'iOO years ago. 
Only in Ihe last three decades has 
acupuncture become popular in 
the United States. 

Most people arc use to the 
traditional medicincv and doc­
tor visits, Orr said. 

'The majority of people who 
come to the center, don't like 

,„takjng prescriptions," he said. 
. ';Every time you go to the doc­

tors, you always leave with pre­
scriptions. We have methods 
that luive been proven to work 
without prescriptions." 

Terry Czapl icki , administra­
tive manager for the Center for 
Intiigrative Medicine, said there 
are two reasons why more peo­
ple haven't jumped on the 
Chinese medicine bandwagon. 

"First, most people were 
raised on western medicine," 
Czaplicki said. "It's a lack of 
knowledge." 

The second reason is cost. 
Insurance in the state of 
Michigan does not cover 
Chinese medicine. 

Czaplicki said Blue Cross Blue 
Shield covers practices in some 
states, bul not in the Midwest. 

Chinese medicines and thera­
pies are designed to work hand-
in-hand with traditional medi­
cines for several conditions, 
including headaches, cancer, 
arthritis and digestive prob­
lems, Orr said. 

However, Harb said Ihe prob­
lem wilh western medicine is 
that doctors wilPtrcat symptoms 
and not solve the problem. 

"There arc natural cures for 
everything - even cancer," Harb 
said. 'The information is .sup­
pressed by the medical and phar­
maceutical industries. They can't 
patent anything-thtit is natural."

"Ii'.s like Ihe icing on ihc cake," Dechart said. "\Vc 
really needed tliis for our schools." 

Not only do over 50 children from the preschool 
gel lo enjoy their new playground, bul so do close lo 
.iO others from Children's Ark Day Care also sharing 
the church. 

"(Home Depot) is being very helpful lo us," said 
Diane Miller, director of Children's Ark. "Nol only 
arc they providing the materials, but they also pro­
viding the workers .- something we couldn't have 
done on our own." 

Developed in 1992 by Home Dcpol executives, the 
Team Depot volunteer program is a way for each 
local conglomerate to give back to their communilies. 

Each quarter, the eight stoics from the northern 
regional districts, including Novi, Northville 
Township, Livonia, Plymouth, south Canton, 
Canton, Dearborn and Dearborn Heights, receive 
$250 to help out non-profit businesses within their 
communilies. 

"$250 doesn't go very far, so as a group we decid­
ed to pool our money and do two big projects a quar­
ter as a team," said Fuzzy Stott, district Team Depot 
captain for Northville Township. "Tiiis way, we can 
provide $1,000 per job and have a good 30 to 40 peo­
ple working at once," 

Stott said they chose the Novi playground because 
it definitely was in need of a facelift. 

"So we went out and powcr-wasiicd all the wood 
and play equipment. Now we have to paint and repair 

some toys and fencing," Stott said, "We're really 
going to bring it up to snuff," 

Team Depot will be at the playground from 8 a.iii,-
3 p.m. Saturday, and Fuzzy said although money is 
limited per project, his team will really make ihe 
playground look like new. 

Team Depot is bringing in some new benches, but 
ihey arc not building a new playground. 

The Team Depot program consists of employee 
volunteers from Home Depot. 

"I( will be a great day, and the kids will really be 
happy when the works all done." Stolt said. 

Attent ion to colors 

Neither school director knew the exact history of 
the playground, but Dechart said it had been there 
over 20 years, 

"Some of the play struclure fealures were donated 
in memory of a previous preschool teacher," she 
said, "These loys really encompass the children's 
outside motor skills, and ihe goal is safety," 

Miller said her students probably won't notice all 
the work that had been done, but they willnotice the 
fresh coals of paint, 

"They're definitely going to notice their bright 
new bright orange jeep and train," she said, "They're 
going lo notice the little things. But it's all so worth 
i l , and we really thank Team Depot for everything." 

Team Depots next big project won't come until 
early 2006. 

"The playground was ihe last project for this year, 
bul there's definilely more lo come next year," he 
said. 

Team Dcpol plans to tackle the bike path stretch­
ing from Michigan Avenue to Novi . 

"That's going lo be a big on-going projecl," Slot! 
said. "We're going to maintain it twice a year by 
pulling the weeds, refilling the cracks and doing 
whatever needs to get done. It's all to help the com­
munity."

"It's a new choice for the stu­

Davis explained that the new 
program will definitely start in the 
fiftli grade, and il just depends on 
if there is enough interest before 
llic district wi l l accomiiiodatc the 
sixtii grade. An iiiformalion and 
implementation timeline has also 
been established. 

"We're trying to make Ihis as 
seamless as possible," Falls said.

E x t e n d i n g l e g i s l a t i v e t e r m 

l i m i t s i s w o r t h c o n s i d e r i n g 
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Last month, the Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce came forward with a reasonable, 
sensible, and constructive proposal — which 
astonished me. Over the years, I've Iciirncd 
not to lake anything proposed by the 
Michigan Chamber of Commerce too seri­
ously. 

When it hasn't been acting 
as a transparent sliill for 
right-wing Republicans, the 
Chamber too often has been a 
willing lackey for the liber­
tarian ideologues at the 
Mackinac Cenler. 

But now, they've come up 
with a sensible idea: Exlcnd 
term limits for our slale Icgis-
lalure. 

The idea, according lo Jim 
Barren, the chamber presi­
dent, would be to mount a 
petition drive to amend the 
stale constitution. The 
amendment would allow leg- P h j l POWBT 
islators to serve a niaximiim 
of 14 years in the legislature, though tlicy 
could serve them in the House, the Senate or 
a combination of both. 

The proposal would also require disclo­
sure of lawmakers' financial holdings, 
(Michigan is one of only three states not to 
have such a requirement) impose a ban on 
lobbying for two years after a legislator 
leaves office, and dock our highly-paid law­
makers' pay for each day they have an unex-
cuscd absence. 

Here's the way i l works now: Under a 
constitutional amendment the voters adopted 
in 1992, slale representatives can .serve a 
maximum of six years in that body; slate 
senators, eight. Then they are barred from 
fulure legislative service — for life. 

Anybody who has experienced the chaos 
in Lansing in recent years knows that term 
limits arc one of the major cau.ses. 

This is why: It lakes a new legislator a 
couple of years just to learn where the men's 
(or women's) rooms are. Another two years 
is occupied with positioning for legislative 

leadership (Ihc current Speaker of Ihe 
House, Craig DeRodie, is in his fifth year in 
llie legislature.) The final two years arc typi­
cally devoted to figuring out how to run for 
some other office or lining up a job as a lob­
byist. 

The net result is thai nobody knows atiy-
Ihing. Nobody except the 
lobbyists remembers any­
thing. And no complex or 
far-reaching policy matter is 
ever given thoughtful consid­
eration. 

I was not surprised to see 
the Cluiinbcr's pioposal 
immediately attacked by 
Democrtilic Party Chair 
Mark Brewer as "nothing 
more than a Repiiblictin 
incumbent plan." Criticizing 

. . I Chamber initiatives is hy 
I now a reflex action among 

Democrats. 
He figures Democrats luive 

a chance in 2()0S of taking 
control of the House because several G O P 
incumbents in competitive districts would 
not be able lo run again under present lerm 
limits. 

Extended limits might allow ilicm lo run 
for several more terms and lock in continued 
Republican dominance. 

Bob LaBrant, the chief political operative 
al the Chamber, disiigrccs. of course: But his 
disagreement isn't pure reflex, cither. 

According to Gongwer News Service. 
LaBrant says if Brewer wants a later effective 
dale for extended limits, the Chttniber would 
consider i l . "If I could gel Mark Brewer lo 
endorse ihis particular proposal, we'd be 
happy to work out any sltirting date he want­
ed." If LaBrant means What he says, it's a big 
step forward toward real bipartisanship on 
something vitally itiiporlanl to our slale. 

Moreover, the Michigan Education 
Association helped underwrite the polling 
and focus groups used by the Chamber in 
developing the proposal. Usually a big 
Democratic ally, the M E A has lor yetirs 

opposed Ihe current term limits, but says It 
has loo many other priorities in 2006 to 
jump on hojird jitsl now.

Bui the M E A isn't far 
behind. Any linie these two powerhouse 
organizations get together lo propose some­
thing, cars prick up all over Ltinsing. 

They certainly pricked up al a national 
outfit called U. S. Term Limits and their 
Michigan affiliate. Don't Touch Tertii 
Limits. Patrick Anderson, the president of 
Ihc Anderson Consulting Group in Lansing, 
and an aulhorof the original lenti-liniil 
aiiicndmcnt, told Gongwer he was "pretty 
mad abotit the whole deal." 

If the Chamber is serious about initiating 
a truly bipartistiii discussion about how best 
to undo Ihc damage Michigan's term limits 
liitvc done, il deserves a big p;it on the b,ick. 
One of the reasons our politics are such as 
mess these days is thai shorl-term legislators 
have no idea what they're doing, which puts 
theiii al Ihe ntcrcy of .special interest groups 
Willi fat pockelhooks.

Schluter, like many coaches, has never pushed prayer 
on his players. Many athletes take a moment to pray by 
themselves, calming their nerves and preparing mental­
ly for the upcoming contest. Others, like the boys bas­
ketball team at Novi where the seniors lead the team in 
Iheir pre-game tradition, pr-iy together and focus on 
being their best. 

A pa r t of l i f e 

Father George Charnley of St. James Roman Catholic 
Church in Novi .said for many God is involved in every 
a.spect of life. Athletics included. 

"God sits in life and in everything we do," he said. 
"It's not just athletics, though it should be a part o f 
that." 

Charnley enjoys athletics. He's often seen at >Jovi 
football and soccer games, though basketball is his 
favorite. He's a fan, but he al.so knows church and 
sports often can go hand-in-hand. 

Sports push athletes to learn the value of teamwork 
and the benefits of hard work while comstantly strug­
gling for self-improvement. Religions — and not just 
Christianity — quite often preach the same. 

"God wants us to work hard, be good to one another, 
help out and be there for those who are in trouble and 
need us," said Schluter. "That's what he wants us to do 
in our life as well . 

"That's what sports are about, too. You help each 
other and you work hard and you show good sports­
manship." 

W h e r e does r e l i g i o n f i t ? 

Religion has shown itself in many forms of athletics. 
From touchdowns where a professional player drops to 
one knee and thanks the lord to moments of silence at 
sporting events across the country following the Sept. 
I I , 2001 attacks to Muslim athletes waiting lo grab a 
bite to eat until after sundown at a high school football 
game during the holy month of Ramadan, religion has 
been present in sports. 

But does it belong?

"There's a place for prayer, and it's not because you 
scored a touchdown," he .said. "God didn't let him score 
that touchdown. God has more important things to 
worry about than him scoring." 

Schluter agreed. He said athletes who react to indi­
vidual successes with those kinds of displays aren't act­
ing in the role they should be — as a professional or a 
member of a particular religion. 

"I think it's a l l showboating," he said. "It's kind of 
ridiculous. The way the N F L guys are doing that, it's 
not being a good role model. It's just garbage, and I 
don't think they should be doing that. And 1 don't 
believe in doing that." 

Where does religion fit in with sports? Not every ath­
lete prays before games and not all o f them are re l i -

Prayer before games is common in athletic arenas, 
bul it doesn't always have to be religious, said 
Charnley 

"It doesn't have to be a papal announcement," he 
said. "Everyone is capable of prayer and leading prayer. 
You don't need a priest to pray because any coach and 
any kid can pray. It'can be very generic and cover 
everyone there." 

Religion, or at least the fundamental beliefs that drive 
it, are shown in everyday events as athletes engage each 
other in competition and do it with .sportsmanship. 

"We try to spread Christ's love to others through our 
sports iind through our sportsmanship," said Lauren 
Moak, a captain of the Northville High School 
Fellowship of Christian Athletes and a member o f the 
swimming and diving team. "We can display Christ 
through what we do. It's not about preaching, but show­
ing it more through our actions and deeds instead of 
words. We try to be loving, patient and good." 

W h e n is i t t o o m u c h ? 

There are lines that shouldn't be crossed, said 
Charnley He said displays by professional athletes — 
football players pointing to the sky and crossing them­
selves after touchdowns and boxers thanking God after 
wins —aren't needed. 

But for those who arc, prayer and thankfulness are 
part of the game. 

"Before a meet I thank God that I 'm able to be there 
and able to compete," said Moak. "I just ask him for 
strength and to do my best. 1 know he' l l be there for 
me." 

Players pray for guidance, strength and a multitude of 
other elements. But what about wins? 

"You should never pray to God for victory," said 
Charnley. "It puts God in quite the predicament i f you 
do. I used to coach at a Cqtholic school and i f the two 
Catholic school teams both prayed to beat the daylight 
out of one another, what should he do? 

'That 's not what it's all about and it's hard to tell kids 
that and get them to understand it and have it make 
sense." 

In the end, does God care who wins or loses? 
Schluter said he doesn't think so. He said religion in 

sports isn't about winning or losing.'but about trying to 
be one's best no matter what the situation is. 

It's not about who prays more or who on Sunday, but 
rather who leaves knowing they should have done more. 

"I tell the guys that when we come back into the lock­
er room there should be no regrets," Schluter said. "It's 
noi about winning or losing. It's about the effort we 
give and making sure no one outworks us. That's our 
approach."

Michigan's high school 
sports participation figures for 
the 2004-05 school year show 
the state moving up to fourth 
overall nationally in informa­
tion released this month by the 
National Federation of State 
High School Associations, 
based on figures submitted by 
Michigan High School Aihlel ic 
Association member schools. 

Michigan ' s total of 311,814 
participants in al l sports, 
including those in which the 
M H S A A currently does not 
conduct a post-season tourna­
ment, rank only behind Texas , 

California and New York , the 
nation's lop three states in total 
population and in males and 
females 14-17 years of age 
according to the U.S . Census 
Bureau. Michigan ranks eighth 
in both categories. Last year, 
Michigan was sixth in overall 
participation. 

In girls parlicipalion, 
Michigan 's figure of 130,913 
in 2004-05 was again good for 
fourth place; and its boys par­
ticipation of 180,901 ranked 
sixth. 

The highest ranking 
Michigan achieved in any sin­

gle girls sport was in skiing, 
where it was second. In the 
sports of basketball, bowling, 
and tennis, the slate ranked 
third. A fourth-place ranking 
was achieved in swimming and 
diving and volleyball; cross 
couniry, golf and track and field 
were fifth; the slate was sixth in 
competitive cheer and soccer 
participation; seventh in soft-
ball; ninth in lacrosse and 

eleventh in gymnastics. 
In boys and overall participa­

tion in 2003-04, Michigan 
ranked sixth with 173,896 boys 
taking part and a total figure of 
302,648. In the individual sport 
rankings, Michigan was third in 
participation in ice hockey and 
skiing; fourth in basketball, 
bowling and tennis; fifth in 
cross couniry football and 
wrestling; sixth in golf; seventh 

in baseball and swimming and 
diving; and eighth in soccer. 
Miehigan ranks eighth in the 
country in population o f boys 
14-17 years of age. 

The 2004-05 totals for girls, 
boys and overall participation 
in Michigan were a l l lime 
records, and giris participation 
.set a new record for the third 
straight year.

The nel share 
of owners reporting loans h<vder 
to get remained historically low, 
falling Iwo poinLs lo a nel 3 per­
cent, close lo where it has ticcn for 
a decade. 

Only 2 percent s.iid their num­
ber one business problem was the 
cost and availability of credit. 
Tliirly-four percent met all their 
credit needs while 4 percent noted 
difficulty. The net percent of own­
ers expecting credit conditions lo 
ease was liHle changed at a nega­
tive 6 six percent — more owners 
expect that il will become dilTicult 
to amuige financing.
