Cynlhia Churches i.s used lo 
being in ihc political iniiiorily. 

Thi; lifelong Dcniocral grew up 
in Bloomfield Hills and currenlly 
lives in Novi — iwo of the most 
entrenched Republican strong­
holds in Micliigan. 

But Chnrelics isn't quite as out­
numbered as she used to he. 
Buoyed by lasi Novenihcr'.s elec­
tion results lhal saw Democrats 
take power in the Slate Mouse and 
U.S. Congress, ihc parly of i 'DR, 
JFK and Clinlon is making 
inroads locally Ihis winter, 

"Il just makes me want to try 
harder," said Churches, a 60-year-
old certified puhlic accountant. 

Jim Gualdoni, chairperson of 
the Dcinocrals of West Oakland 
County in Novi, said more people 
are showing up at meetings and 
his group has grown about 10 per­
cent since the elections. He also 
said he's gelling more phone calls 
from potential members inquiring 
about the group's ideas and is 
working on a recruitment drive. 

MosI critically, Gualdoni said, 
is the changing perception of 
Democrats in Oakland Counly. 
The Board of Commissioners was 

made up of 19 Republicans and 
six Dcmocrals in 2001. Now the 
GOP has 13 seals, one more lhan 
Democral.s. 

"They piciure us as losers — 
but that is nol the ca.se," he said. 
. Bi l l BallengeL editor of Inside 
Michigan Politics, said the coun-
ly-wide shift is notice.ible. 

"Generally speaking, Oakland 
County Democrats arc on the 
iiuiscle after n string of successes 
al virtually every level of Oakland 
Counly politics extending back at 
least 10 years," he wrote in an e-
mail. "Clearly, Democrats have 
all the inoinenluni;; gone are the 
days of unchallenged Republican 
hegemony. The real question is 
whether the GOP hits it in them lo 
stage a 'counter-surge.'" 

GOP base remains 

Still, Democrats aren't thump­
ing tiieir chest too loudly just yet. 
Novi remains a solid GOP base. 
Despite being trounced statewide. 
Republicans Dick DcVos and 
Michael Bouchard captured the 
city in Ihe races for governor and 
U.S. senate, respectively. 

Hugh Crawford, a Republican 
counly commissioner from Novi, 
said many of the gains Democrats

But there are fewer options for 
the more mature crowd, and long-
lime resident Brian Burke .scc.s an 
uncorked market. Mindful of this, 
he plans to open the city's first wine 
bar hy May al Main Street. 

The new bar, called The 
Grapevine, will feature two walk-in 
wine celhars. It will seat aboul 75 
people and have rooni for another 
20 outside during wanner months. 

Tlie Grapevine "will cultivate a 
relaxed atmosphere and have a slew 
of national and international wines. 
Set again.st a b.ickdrop of low-key 
jazz and blues liiiies. the idea is to 
create a place where .30-and 40-
somelhings can unwind after work, 
without bumping music and a 
jammed dance floor. 

"Demogniphically, there's not a 
place for us to go," said Burke, 49. 

Novi leaders, who believe diver­
sifying ihe city's investment base is 
crilical in Michigan's sluggish 
economy, are pulling out a wel­
come mat for specialized invest­
ments like llie Grapevine. 

"I think there's all kinds of 
opportunities for niche develop­
ments," Community Relations 
Manager Sheryl Walsh said.

It will also have a lengthy b;ir

In December, Burke cleared one 
of his initial hurdles by securing a 
liquor license from the Novi City 
Coiiiieil. 

"It's a wonderful idea," council 
member Bob Gall said. "Il's a 
unique idea." 

Shifting gears 

Opening Hie Grapevine is a seis­
mic career shift for Burke, a veteran 
salesman for Tom Holzcr Ford in 
Faniiiiigloii Hills. Although he 
loves cars and speaks enthusiasti­
cally about Ford Motor Co.'s latest 
models, he's ready for a switch. 

"Il's no secret Michigan and cars 
are having a tough lime," said 
Burke, who also serves on Novi's 
I'lanning Commission and still 
hopes to work occasionally for 
Holzcr. 

. But wine is imothcr passion of 
Burke's, which inilkes lhe transition 
easier. He and his wife, Lori, have 
more than 200 bottles of wine al 
their home, and he's sinking aboul 
5400,000 of his own money imo lhe 
project. Lori, a 48-year-old Merrill 
Lynch broker, will also pilch in 
some evenings, and Burke said he's 
in il for the long haul. 

"I want to be able lo chase my 
dreams while 1 can still run," Burke 
said.

The Michigan Department of 
Environmental Quality, usually 
called tlie D E Q , last week 
announced tentative approval 
of Kennecott Minerals Co.'s 
application to dig a mine in the 
middle of one of the Upper 
Peninsula's mosl beautiful, 
pristine and environmentally 
sensitive regions, the Yellow 
Dog Plains. 

That was big 
news in the 
sparsely populat­
ed "UP, " where a 
coalition of resi­
dents. Native 
American tribes 
iuid environmen­
talists have been 
figliting the 
"Eagle Prospect" 
mine for years. 

Downstate, 
however, the . 
story was small 
beer. 

That's too bad, 
because this case 
wil l have a pro­
found impact on 
the entire U P — 
and, by extension, on the entire 
state oflVIichigan. 

Right now, the Upper 
Peninsula is experiencing a 
land Rish of sorts from mining 
companies which lû e panting 
to exploit deposits of nickel 
and copper embedded in sul­
fide rock. The big problem 
with "sulfide mines" is lhat sul­
fide rock, when exposed to air 
and water, produces sulfuric 
acid and dissolved heavy met­
als that ki l l ti.sh. 

Kennecott claims it wil l take 
safety precautions. Opponents, 
however, note lhat no sulfide 
mine in history has ever been 
operated without discharges of 
this "acid pollution." Worse, 
the mine is located smack dab 
under the headwaters of the 
Salmon Trout River. 

This is a famously pristine 
U-out sU-eam that supports the 
last remaining spawning popu­
lation on the souUi shore of 
Lake Superior of the Coaster 
Brook Troul, a colorful relative 
of the Brook Trout that can 
reach 25 inches in lengtii. 
Fishermen and scholars alike 
fear once the Eagle Prospect 
mine starts up, the Coasters are 
toast. 

Three years ago, Michigan 
had no law — none! — regu­
lating "nonferrous metallic 
mineral mining," or .sulfide 
mining. A group of stakehold­
ers (1 was one) worked out a 
consensus statute and set of 
regulations, which the state 
adopted. 

Tliese mles are widely 

regarded as aiilong the toughest 
in the country. Robert 
McCann, a spokesmiui for ihe 
D E Q , said, " J think it's safe to 
say this (Eagle Prospect) pro­
posal has received more scruti­
ny than all but a few the slate 
has ever looked al." 

And in the cash-and job-
starved UP, any prospect of 

good paying 
jobs is noniially 
greeted with 
enthusiasm. 
Except in this 
case, besides 
the environ­
mental hazards, 
there's another 
downside. By 
Kennecott's 
own tidmission, 
the 120 or so 
mining jobs 
would last only 
a decade or less 
while the mine 
is being buill 
and in opera-
lion. 

And econo­
mists and busi­

nessmen wonder and worry 
what would happen to recre­
ation, tourism, hunting and 
fishing — the long-temi eco­
nomic future of tile region — if 
lhe mine pollutes the area. 

"People up here iu-en't 
opposed to mining, dley accept 
mining," says Marvin 
Roberson, a Siemi C lub offi­
cial who lives ii'l tile UP. "What 
they are opposed to is reckless 
exploitation of the land's most 
.sensitive areas for a few dozen 
temporary jobs." 

Final approval of the mine is 
not yet a done deal. The D E Q 
will consider additional public 
comments at hearings held 
March 6 lo 8 at Northern 
Michigan University in 
Marquette before a decision. 

But the slakes are very high. 
The map of the U P dial shows 
in red land leased for mineral 
exploration makes die ei)tire 
area look like it has the 
measles. The Eagle Prospect 
mine is the first lo go dirough 
the pennitting process set out 
in the new slate law. 

Any decision is bound to set 
an important precedent dial 
will detennine the future of 
sulfide mining activity through­
out an area which is the heart 
and soul of Michigan's glori­
ous natural resources. 

The new mining law sets out 
the various criteria the D E Q is 
to follow in composing a min­
ing penil i l , if it decides to issue 
one. But Ihe draft permit itself 
is — and wil l be until it is 
issued — a secret, now being 

concocted by bureaucrats 
inside the D E Q . Opponents of 
the mine wonder whether the 
Office of Geological Survey, 
the division of the D E Q that is 
overseeing (he process, has a 
corporate culture that prefers 
facilitating mining lo rigorous­
ly regulating it. 

Some think dial public over­
sight of a project as important 
as this one would be improved 
if the draft permit is made pub­
lic before it is issued. Gov. 
Jennifer Granholnl, in a letter 
lo her appointee, D E Q director 
Steven Chester, instnicted the 
department to "give thorough 
and rigorous review to 
Kennecott's pennit applications 
and ensure thtil they meet each 
and every aspect of the new 
regulations... 

"Wh i le this project has the 
potential to provide significant 
economic benelit lo the local 
community, the irteplaceable 
natural resources of tile Upper 
Peninsula constitiite an extraor­
dinary endowment that we 
hold in U11S1 for (he benefit o f 
our citizens. Tli is sacred trust 
must be protected," she added. 

The stakes are high for die 
governor, politically and as a 
mailer of good public policy. 
It's everybody's bad luck that 
this piTrticuliir ore deposit 
wound up in the middle of 
some of the most environmen­
tally valuable and sensitive 
woods and waters in all of 
Michigan. 

But merely because rich 
metals exist in a uniquely 
priceless iuid fragile environ­
ment is no necessary argument 
those metals should be mined. 
Suppose a valuable gold 
deposit were to be discovered 
right at the fool of Mount 
Rushmore. 

Would il really make sense 
to open a mine there that might 
destroy a national monument? 
Does it make sense lo allow a 
mine that would destroy a nat­
ural treasure'?

• Financial constraints, 
rising costs clip 1 T i a n y 

senior wings

Rising rents and insurance rales, gas 
prices and medical costs are among Ihc rea­
sons Florida businesses are seeing fewer 
"snowbirds" this winter. 

And Ihc hotel owners, restaurateurs and 
others who depend on Ihc annual influx ot 
these part-time residents are worried the 
sliorler stays will translate into reduced rev­
enue al a lime when tourism is down in gen­
eral. 

The finsl three months of Ihe year are key 
for the snowbird business in Florida. But this 
year, the general consensus is ihat ihc roads 
and restaurants aren't ;is crowded wilh snow­
birds as they have been in some recent win­
ters. 

"I know people are slaying for a shorter 
lime this year," said Blanka Kovarik of 
Toronto, who .said that many of her Snowbird 
friends arc planning a shorter stay. 

She cited relatively high gas prices and 
expensive medical costs as among Ihe rea­
sons. 

Bul rising insurance premiums following 
the hurricanes of 2004 and 2005 forced local 
property owners lo raise their rental rales. 

And that is a niiijor factor for snowbirds 
ihat rem Iheir local winier residences, said 
Lisa Durgin, a Cocoa Beach, Fla. - ba.sed 
Realtor who rents lo snowbirds. 

She said this January is among the slowest 
she ever has had in her business. 

"They're more conscious aboul Iheir 
money," Durgin said. "Prices in renlals have 
gone up because of insurance. 

"We're 98 percent booked for February 
and March, but booked about 75 percent for 
January, which is very unusual and on Ihe 
low side." 

"The season is shorter, and the part-lime 
residents are not coming as soon, either," 
said Rob Variey, executive director of the 
Space Coast Office of Touri.sni. "We don't 
have as many people so far as previous years, 
and I think that's because the weather has 
been good in the Northeast, where they typi­
cally live." 

Durgin said the snowbirds - so named 
because they are part-time residents who 
travel from the colder climes lo spend Ihc 
winter months in Florida's warmer weather -
still want to rent, but it's tough lo meet the 
prices. 

"Most of ihein are looking for a two-bed­
room place," she said. " M y average rale is 
$2,200, and that's a two-bedroom, two-bath­

room with a view. Some go up lo $3,000, 
some go as low as .$ 1,500 a month," 

Abraham Pizam, dean of Ihe Rosen 
School of Hospitality Maniigement al the 
University of Central Florida, said that 
snowbirds - and tourists, too - have been 
stricken with "Florida fatigue." 

"Snowbirds are not returning lo Florida as 
they used lo," Pizam said, "Other destina­
tions are competing with us as well. Also, 
remember that snowbirds have a lol of 
expenses, wilh insurance and medical costs, 
and Ihey have less money for trips. So, rather 
lhan cutting oul the vacation completely, 
they're staying for a shorter time." 

Nevertheless, others continue lo come, 
like Minneapolis resident Todd Isbemer, 56, 
who spends three months every year al his 
Melbourne Beach home. 

"1 don't think prices are different from 
Minneapolis," Isbemer .said. "1 think it 
depends on how they go about vacationing. 

"All retirees are facing economic issues. 
My dad saved his money and relired, and I 
know, because he owns his home here, he'll 
be more motivated to come, 

"He's Slill looking for deals, and Mom 
clips the coupons. They work harder to 
stretch the dollar. You have lo be smart."
