The Road Commission for
Dakland  Coumly  {RCOD)
announced thet all l2ft tumns at the
Grand River Avenue/Novi Road
intersection in Novi will be pro-
hibited beginning somenme pext
week.

= A millage RENEWAL will reinstate the “home-
stead” and “non-homestead™ millages that the com-
munity approved in 1994, The “homestead” millage
is what yoi pay on your home. The “non-honte-
sicad™ millage is whal businesses pay, not home-
owners. The millages will maintain the existing $23
million to the district {approsimately one third of
the district's operating budget) that we have collect-
ed since 1994,

+ A NEW reereation and playground millage of
.98 milis will alfow the district 1o raise funds to be
used specifically for operating costs of publicly
used recreation argas and playgrounds. This propos-
al will allow the district to reallocale funds in our
budget which are now used 1o fund recreational
prograras and pay for other educational progras.

As you know, this is the second year that the
State of Michigan has not increased funding to pub-

b schoolb districts, 131 Faet, for this year the State
decreased our funding by $500.000. Due to increas-
ing operating cosis, this bas leflt many schoo] dis-
trigts, like Navi, in serices finncial circumstances.
Qur increasing costs combined with reduced
income have created a “budget dilemma.”

The Bourd of Education has made some tough
choiees i arder 6 address this ditemma and 1o ere-
ate o halanced budget for the 2004-05 school year.
On April 22, 2004, they adopted a three-tiered plan
that calls for a combiitation of reduced spendipg,
using meney (rom fund equity, and raising revenue
through a reereation and playgroend millage. These
choices were hurd, but necessary in order 1o keep
the quatity of education our sludents enjoy.

1 wish to underscore the impeniance of this elec-
tion as it telates o the continwing quality of eduea-
tion in Novi Schools. As individual voters, and col-

School millages
are necessary

There ure those in Novi, who, upon seeing my
name on this editorial, will recognize me as a Novi
teacher and believe me to lack credibility on the
millage issuc, a8 it’s obviously in the teachers” best
interest 1o pass the miliage.

However, [ am also a Novi parent and a Novi tax-
payer who alse knows it is in the best interest of
everyone in this community to keep our scheel dis-
trict of the nationally recognized high quality that it
currently is.

Proposal A, which promised 1o "equalize” schoel
funding statcwide, has now expired. Whether that
legislation actually lived up to fis highly touted
promise and was ever fully funded by the stale is
certain open for debate, but regardless, its 10 years
are over and our school district now must ask for a
renewal of those mills 1o continue operating. This
will not cost the Novi homeowners anything to
reniew, hut the cost of not renewing it will be devas-
lating.

Wg also have a number of after-school recreation
programs in our district that kave been finded out
of the gencral fund; taxpayers are not cumrently
being assessed cxtra tor those programs, but the
existence of these programs is costly and is being
funded out of money guaraniced by Proposal A.

Not only has our state funding been reduced due
10 a ctisis in the state of Michigan's budget, but the
cost of doing business in our district has risen, just
fike in cvery other business in our state, Our dis-
trict zeccives no cost of living increase in funding;
quite the opposite ~ we are at the whim of state and
federal lawmakers who continuously cut education
funding in preference of other programs.

The bottom line is that our district is finally ask-
ing taxpayers to help fund these after-school actjvi-
lies 1o keep buildings and facilities open after regu-
lar schael hours, The cost of this to each Novi
homeownet is $98 per $200,000.00 of your home’s
valve.

His relationship with the then-Speaker of
the House, Thomas P. "Tip" O'Neill, offers a
striking example, O Neill was as partisan a
Massachusctis Democral as you could imag-
ine, fiercely at odds with President Rengan’s
conservative ideology, But the 1wo estab-
lished a warm {riendship that
enabled them to find ways o
cooperatively disagree without
being disagrezable,

‘What a contrast to the
ficreely partisan and ven-
omous atmosphere that per-
vades our politics today, both
in Lansing and in Washingion,
T recall a recent conversation
with Michigan's John Dingell,
D-Dearborn, who hus served
in the U.S. House of
Representatives since 1953,
longer than any other member
now there.

“In the cid days, we might
disagree on mtters of politics
or policy, but after we got through with all
that, we'd go cut and have 4 beer together.
Our good personal relationships made it pos-
sible to slrike compromises that served the
nation well. But those were the old days.
Nothing like that now exists.”

How come? Surely it cannot be that the
personalities of cuz politicinas have radically
changed over the past 20 years, Nor have dis-
pates between Republicans and Democrats
been miysterionsly heightened so as to be
utterly unlike those of past years.

‘What has changed is the skill and sophisti-
cation the politicians of both parties are now
applying to the process of drawing district
lines for congressional and state legislative
seats, In theory, the process of redistricting is

supposed to [ollow the census, which mups

population changes from region 1o reglon. In

order to meet the principle of “ong man, one

vole,” legislative distrig lings ars adjusted 10

reflect population changes measured by the

census each decade,
Bul paliticians — for whom drawing dis-
trict lines is often the single most crucial act
-+ of their careers — are getting extraordinarily

skilled at the fine arts of gerrymandering, e,

“dividing a geographical arca inle voting dis-
tricls se as to give unfair
advantage (o one party in
elections.” (The term 'gerry-
mander™ was coined after
Elbridge Gerry, an early [9th
cenlury governor of
Massachuseits, who approved
a legistative district that
looked much like a salaman-
der.) The olks who draw dis-
tricts these days have a whole
battery of computer-assisted
technologies at their com-
mand, enabling ihem (o draw
districts to favor one party
over another with amazing
precision.

The net effect has been to
draw voting districts across the country that
are either solidly Republican or averwhelm-
ingly Democratic. John Dingell (who knows a
lot aboul redistriciing, having been thrown
into a district with an incumbent Democratic
representative, Lynn Rivers, in 2002) says he
thinks there are no more than 40 wruly com-
petitive congressional dislricts across the
country, And Bill Ballenger, fonmer state sen-
ater and publisher of the newsleiter Inside
Michigan Politics, lists only 11 state repre-
sentative districts out of 110 as “toss-ups.”

So the real selection of candidates happens
only in primary elections, in which voter
turnout is almost always dominaled by the
most éxtreme parisans of either party, vlira-
libezals for the Dems and right-wingers for

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the GOP. In such districts, there is no political -
incentive for candidaies to appeal to the mod-
erate middle. And as a resull, the very process -
of deawing election districts tends to 'parti-

sanize” the sort of people who are elected. .

And this leaves most voters, who are rela-
tive moderate partisans or outrigit independ-
ents, feeling that their representatives in the
Congress or the slate legislature are largely
out af synch with their own views, The resuk
is simple: Atienated voters and poor voler
turnout. With no real cheice of candidates in
general elections, we appear to be moving
toward a political system that is democratic in
name only.

What to do about it? To expect politicians
to contrel their instinets to tilt the partisan
balance to one side or the other would be
absurd, When the Republicans controlled the -
governorship and both houses of the
Michigan legislature, they rammed through
redisteicting plans taitored to their pacty's
advantage. Should the Demograts be in the
same position, they surely would do the same.

So [ offer a modest suggestion; Let batk
parties come up with their particular redistrict--
ing plans every 10 years and submit both
plans to the vaters. Of colrse, most voters
won't know much about the details of either

plan. But there witl be informed {or, to be

Both parties will have a
political incentive to offer plans featuring
competitive districts that will encourage can-
didates 1o appeal io middle-of-the-road voters.
