Election night was filled with 
mixed emotions as only one incum­
bent returns to Novi's city council 
and libraIy supporter's efforts are 
left ultimately unfulmied. 

Prior term Mayor Pro-Tem, Laura 
ixirenzo wil l return to city council for 
another four-year term after placing 
second in a close council member 
race while members of tlie commu­
nity voted no to the Novi LibraIy 
MiUage Proposal. 

Other city council incumbents, 
Victor Cassis and Edward Kramer 

will not return, as city council new­
comers David Landry a n d KiIn 
Capello take their place. 

"It wasn't a total victory," Capello 
said. "My goal was not to replace 
Victor, b u t was to replace Laura 
Lorenzo." 

Lorenzo said she was happy with 
the results in both the city council 

and mayoral race and very apprecia­
tive of all the citizens support. 

"I'm looking forward to moving the 
city forward," Lorenzo said. 

Tlie Novi LibraIy millage proposal 
- the only ballot proposal - was voted 
down, as 59 percent of Novi resi­
dents voted no to a 1.20 mills 
increase needed to conshiIct and 

operationally fund a new Novi 
LibraIy. 

The unofficial vote was 3,768 
votes against aIid 2,667 votes for the 
millage proposal,

A l o n g w i th a n inf lux of ques­
t ions received b y the postal serv­
ice , people ac ross the state have 
a l so decreased the amoun t o f 
c o r r e s p o n d e n c e sent b y m a i l 
t u r n i n g to o t h e r forms of c o m ­
m u n i c a t i o n s u c h as e-mai l a n d 
telephone. 

"Yes, this w i l l affect the pos ta l 
serv ice ," L a B r u y e r e sa id . 'Jt Is 
a n immedia te concern as rev­
enues are d o w n . We mus t rede­
f ine h o w the pos t a l se rv ice 
w o r k s . " 

L a B r u y e r e d i d say a l t hough 
revenues are d o w n , n o t h i n g c a n 
s top a U n i t e d States service that 
b inds together a n a t i o n from 
coast to coast for only 3 4 cents. 

"Ter ror i s t s w o u l d Jove to d i s ­
rupt tha t , but we w i l l not let i t 
happen ," lyaBruycre s a i d . 

N o v l r e s iden t s have a l s o 
asked h o w Novi 's water i s be ing 
protected from con tamina t ion . 

In a s t a tement i s sued b y B r u c e 
D . J e r o m e , the c i ty o f Nov i water 
a n d s e w e r s u p e r i n t e n d e n t , i t 
s a id a p u b l i c water s u p p l y sys­
tem w o u l d not be the best choice 
of a de l ivery sys tem for a chemi­
ca l or b i o l o g i c a l agent for m a n y 
reasons . 

The flrst reason J e r o m e stated 
is because of the large vo lume o f 
wa te r d e l i v e r e d , any type o f 
agent p u t into the water sys tem 
w o u l d be d i lu t ed . 

"The c i t y of Novi pu rchases 
between three a n d s ix m i l l i o n 
g a l l o n s o f wa te r everyday . 
J e r o m e s a i d . 

The t rea ted water i s p u r c h a s e d 
from t h e D e t r o i t Wa te r a n d 
Sewerage Depar tmen t (DWSD).

Some Novl teens h u n g their 
heads low and asked for a little 
leniency from a j u i y of peers at the 
5 2 - l Distr ict Court last Thursday. 

Novi High School began its inau­
gural year of Teen Court on Nov. I, 
as Judge Dennis Powers presided 
over three juvenile cases and stu­
dents levying the punishments. 

"1 learned what it feels l ike to be 
a lawyer and what it feels like to 
have a defendant relying on you," 
said Novi High School sophomore 
Vi sha l Rungta, who acted as the 
defense attorney. 

Teen Court is ajuvenile diversion 
program for first time offenders 
who are in minor violations of the 
law, s u c h as retail fraud, vandal-
Ism and alcohol violations. 

Under the supervision a n d guid­
ance of an Oak land County judge 

or attorney, students volunteer to 
play the roles of Jurors, prosecutor, 
defense attorney, bailiff and clerk, 
del iberat ing real sentences and 
punishments. 

There are no trials at Teen Court, 
only sentencing. The defendants 
have already admitted gui l t before 
they step in front of the jury . 
Punishments usually include com­
m u n i t y service, apology letters, 
counsel ing and financial restitu­
t ion. 

Also, no formal cr iminal record Is 
kept once the offender completes 
the Jury's sentence. 

"This gives kids a chance to learn 
from their mistakes," Rungta said. 
"Everyone deserves one chance for 
a common mistake."

On Nov. 2 at 11:45 a.m. Novi 
police responded to a suspicious let­
ter call in the 42,000 block of Grand 
River Avenue. The description of the 
ietter matched a description (he 
police were awai'e of as a nlail scam 
hitting the Michigan area. Thai 
morning, a worker at Ihe Novl busi­
ness retrieved the mail from the 
mailbox and found the letter which 
looked suspicious because there 
was no return address and 11 was 
just addressed to the 
President/CEO of tlie comjiany. Tlie 
owner of the company was inimedi-
ately notified and Ihe letter was , 
sealed in a zip-lock bag before the 
police were called. In the liolice 
report, the officer slated the letter 
was indeed similar to recent letters 
that tlie Michigan State Police had 
notified area departments about. 
The author of the letter was seeking 
assistance in transferring $41.5 mil­
lion to a foreign accotmt and needed 
a safe account to transfer the money 
into. It stated the person who helps 
would receive $8.3 million. The letter 
was disposed of and tlie case is 
closed. 

Too y o u n g to dr ink 

A i9-year-old Noilhville resident 
was taken into custody after refus­
ing to perform a preliminary breath 
test after police responded to a call 
he was on the lawn in the 41,000 
block of Broquet. When a Novi offi­
cer arrived on the scene, he 
observed a male sitting in tlie dri-
vef-'s seat of tlie vehicle. The vehicle 
was running and the driver was hy­
ing to move it. The ofllcer asked the 
driver to exit Uie vehicle and pro­
duce his driver's license, T l ie officer 
noted that when the 19-year-old 
exited the vehicle, he was very 
unsteady. The police report stated 
the man had a shong level o f intoxi­
cants coming from his breath, had 
bloodshot eyes, slurred speech and 
vomit or snot on the front of his 
shirt. The officer asked h i m what

happened, and he said he was driv­
ing souti i on Meadowbrook Road 
when he attempted to turn onto 
Broquet. losing controi of the vehi­
cle. He said he then slammed into a 
stop sign and then conUiiued to spin 
onto the lawn, stopping when he hit 
some bushes. The man told police 
he had several shots of alcohol that 
evening, b i i l did not thhik it had 
anything to do with tlie accident. 
The officer asked h im why he was 
drinking since he was underage, and 
he replied he dr inks with friends 
from time lo time. According to the 
report, wliile the officer spoke to the 
subject he almost fell over two times. 
After failing field sobriety tasks, the 
driver refused to take a P E f because 
"he was concerned he would fall." He 
was then placed under arrest and 
taken to Uie Novi police Department 
where he was informed of his chem­
ical test rights, but declined that test 
too for the same reason. The patrol­
man contacted Judge Mackenzie 
ivith an affidavit of a search warrant 
for Uie driver's blood. Tlie warrant 
request was approved and the driver 
was transported to Providence 
Hospital in Novi where the driver's 
blood sample was collected by a reg­
istered nurse. The blood sample Idt 
was then sealed and given to the offi­
cer to be sent to tlie Michigan State 
Police crime lab for a blood alcohol 
test. The diiver was taken back to 
the police department and put in a 
cell awaiting detox. He was issued a 
eitaUon for OUIL and refusing a PBT. 
The case and blood results are pend­
ing. 

D i d n ' t l i ke the p o l e there 

In anoUier refusal to take a pre-
llminaIy breath test, a 52-year-old 
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man was arrested after iaiocking 
down an utility pole in the area of 
Ten Mile a n d Novi Roads. O n Oct. 30 
at about 2:37 a.m., police responded 
to a caU received from Marathon gas 
Station stating a bald man who was 
bleeding entered the location and 
said he had Just been in an accident. 
While responding to the call, the Novi 
officer noticed an utility pole was 
knocked to the ground on the south 
shoulder of Ten Mile Road just east 
of Novi Road. Another officer 
responding to the call noted in his 
report tlie Detroit Edison utility pole 
struck was broken into two pieces 
and tliere was also a damaged speed 
limit sign pushed out of the ground. 
Both officers noted there was an 
excessive amount of motor oil in the 
area which tlie Novi Fire Depai-lment 
cleaned up. The oil p iwed useful 
though as a Sgt. from the N o \ i Police 
Department followed the trail to 
locate the empty vehicle in the 
Farmer J a c k plaza parking lot. Police 
conUnued to search for the driver, 
until noticing a man matching the 
given description walking eastbound 
on Ten Mile Road near Meadowbrook 
Road. Police asked tlie DetI'oit resi­
dent if he was Just in an accident and 
he responded yes. The officer smelled 
a strong odor of intoxicants while 
talking to the man and noted in tlie 
report his eyes were bloodshot. Tlie 
man told the officer he had been 
drinking Uiat evening. The 52-year-
old was then asked to perform field 
sobriety tasks which he iailed. After 
refusing to take a preliminary breath 
test, he was arrested and taken to 
the station. After further refusing 
tests at the station, the officer 
received a warrant to search his 

blood and took the man to 
F'ro\'idence Hospital in Novi. He was 
later taken back tot he station, 
placed in detox and his wife was 
notified of the situation.

Isn't i t fascinating how hard-l ine ideo­
logues can simplify otherwise complicated 
matters to correspond to their biases. 

A s k a confirmed Right- to-Lifer about 
teenage pregnancy, and you'll get a lecture 
on the beneSts of absUnence. O r listen hard 
while a hard-left l iberal discusses poverty: 
you're not likely to hear much about person­
a l responsibility. S t aunch conaervaOves, 

both economic and 
social, are united 
in the view that 
cutting taxes is the 
universal cure for 
all i l ls. 

So it la with the 
developing debate 
over s tate policy 
concerning high­
speed Internet, 
commonly known 
as broadband. 
Last week Gov. 
Engler held a 
press conference 
to urge the legisla­
ture to help devel­
op a p lan to accel­
erate the spread of 

broadband throughout the state. Not sur-
prislngly, the Detroit News attacked the plan 
as a "new tax" and therefore bad . 

By now. It's pretty clear that access to 
high-speed Internet service is crucial to 
developing a high- tech economy In 
Michigan, Engler pointed out that invest­
ment i n information technology was respon­
sible for two-thirds of the economic growth 
and more than hal f of the producUvlty 
increases we experienced during the 1990s. 

But it's also clear we lag behUId other 
states i n deployment of broadband: 

• Wi th nearly 4 percent of the countIy's 
population, Michigan has only 1.3 percent of 
high-speed broadband phone l ines (ADSL). 

• We are 37th in the nation In families and 
smal l businesses u s i n g high-speed lines. 

• Michigan is dead last among the states 
In capital investment per phone line. 

P l i i l P o w e r 

M u c h of this situation has to do with the 
lousy record of providing broadband service 
of Ameritech, the slate's dominant phone 
line provider. Customers used to be irritated 
at slow and inept Ameritech performance In 
responding to ordinaiy telephone service 
requests. Today, anybody who is tIylng to 
get a high-speed DSL (Digital Subscriber 
Line) from Ameritech is i n for a long wait. 
A n d Ameritech won't tell anybody where i ts 
broadband lines are located or where it 's 
planning on putt ing them UI. 

Engler's p lan Is aimed at Jump-starting 
universal access to bi;oadband throughout 
Michigan. It would: 

• Set up a uniform permitUng process and 
fee system for providers Who want to lay 
broadband cable In l o c a l communi t ies . 
Companies trying to run cable face today a 
bewildering maze o f - loca l requirements. 
Some communities — dubbed "broadband 
bandits" by the Governor — have decided to 
make broadband fees Into a lucrative rev­
enue stream. Regularizing lx i th the permit­
ting process and leveling the playing field for 
fees wil l make It easier (and maybe more 
profitable) for private companies to distrib­
ute broadband services. 

• Create a public financing authority to 
provide grants and loans a n d to work wi th 
private telecommunications vendors to make 
investments in laying broadband cable, 
especially i n rural areas. Best estimate i s 
that something like $300 mil l ion worth o f 
infrastructure Is needed to spread broad-
band throughout Michigan — far more than 
monopoly phone companies are wlUlfIg to 
spend. 

It's this last point that Is drawing fire. In 
addiUon to callhig the proposal a new tax, 
and therefore intrinsically evil, opponents 
argue that governmental intervention w i l l 
create a big bureaucracy and stifle other 
technologies for dis t r ibut ing broadband, 
such as satellite (like Direct TV) or wireless 
(like cell phones). 

As to the "new tax" argument, I'd respond 
that some Umes government action — a n d 
the taxes to support it — is essential i n 

improving the lives If al l citizens. Precedents 
exist, especial ly in te lecommunicat ions . 
State and local government subsidized tele­
phone companies to spread service In the 
early days of phones. The federal Rura l 
Electri i lcatlon Administration (REA) brought 
tax-supported electric service to rura l areas. 
Most people today would agree phones and 
electricity are pretty essential for families i n 
the 2 i s t c e n t u i y .

I'm 
told lobbyists rep­
resenting 
Ameritech were sniggering i n tile back of the 
room at the Governor's press conference. 
Perhaps some part of the opposition has to 
do wi th self-serving behavior by giant, 
monopolistic companies afraid of increased 
competition.

Salar ies for 
elected officials 
turns out to be a 
pol i t ica l Issue 
whether you like it 
or not. The think­
ing these days In 
Lansing is that we 
are better off to 
make polit icians 
accountable for 

their decisions and leave it at t h a t 
At least that's the Idea behind a proposal 

to revise the way salaries are set. If it wins 
two-thirds approval from the House and 
Senate, the proposal would appear on the 
ballot i n November 2002 h i the form of a con­
stitutional amendment. 

While not perfect — and it certainly won't 
take the controversy out of future pay hikes 
— it counts as a deflIilte Improvement. 

The gist is that the S O C C wil l continue to 
set the salaiy levels a n d expense accounts 
for legislators, supreme court Justices, the 
governor and lieutenant governor. In fact, 
salaries of the attorney general a n d secretaiy 
of stale would be added to the S O C C ' s list of 
responsibilities. 

But if lawmakers want to take the increas­
es recommended, they'll have to specifically 
vote to approve them. 

Better yet, the salaIy hikes can't take effect

unt i l Mler the next election, so lawmakers 
won't be voting on their current salaries. 
They be approving any hikes, maybe for 
themselves, but perhaps also for whoever 
defeats them at the polls in the next election. 

A n d i f taxpayers to Michigan don't like the 
salaries, t h ^ can make a n issue of It in the 
campaign, 

That's a vast improvement over what we 
have now. 

Sen. Thaddeus McCotteL R-Llvonla, the 
orighial author o f Senate Joh i t Resolution D , 
contends that the problem results from the 
fact term limits have been added since the 
S O C C was llrst put in place. 

With term limits, lawmakers can take pay 
raises for themselves In their last term i n 
oiBce, without havtag lo cast a ballot on the 
Issue and without a review by the public. 

That's only part of the problem, as far as 
I'm concerned, The current S O C C encour­
ages some really bad habits on the part o f 
our state legislators, and it does so at the 
veiy outset of their term in office. 

As It is, the S O C C — appotated by the gov­
ernor — sets pay levels that can only be over­
turned i f lawmakers specifically vote to 
reject. . 

It Is easy to not reject something up In 
Lanshig. Easier st i l l to blame It on the other 
guy. 

This past year, when state officials received 
pay hikes ranging between 13 and 36 per­
cent, we saw the worst of It. Members of the 
House voted to reject the raises. Nol even 
convening unt i l J an . 30, senators did not 
vote on the issue by the February 1 deadline. 

Of course, that allowed Representatives to 
take their Increases and point a finger at the 
senate. Senators snapped back that the 
House vote was distagenuous, posturing as i f 
they were agatost the raises knowing full wel l 
the senate wasn't going to Vote. 

Legislators are responsible for setting the 
state budget, but here is one area where law­

makers can fall lo control spending through 
Inaction. The worst case scenario is exactly 
what happened this year. After taWng big 
salaIy hikes, the economy tanked and those 
very same lawmakers were scrambling to

Matt French of Howeii 
fourth and John Krawiec of Detroft 
Catholic Central rounded out the top 
five. Catholic Central won its llrst 
team state Utle since 1989. IVIllford, 
which was on pace to win its first-
ever state tide, slumbied to a second-
place finish. 

Traverse Ci ly West flmshed third, 
while Grand Ledge and, I.akeiand 
rounded out the top five. Novi, which 
scored 3 l O points, fimshed lOlh 
overall. 

Moore's individuai title was the first 
in school histojy. 

"It feels real good, I've been looking 
forward to this for a long time," Moore 
said, moments after the race. "I knew 
that if I could run my own race I'd be 
able to win. And that's what hap­
pened today." 

Moore said he planned on going 
out hard i n Uie first miie and testing 
his competition. That plan worked as 
the senior was able to build a 150 
yard lead on the rest of the field. 

He maintained that lead through­
out the race, until he extended it lo 
over 300 yards in the last quarter 
raUe. 

"I knew everyone was expecting me 
to win," Moore said. "If 1 didn't win, I 
wouldn't really care if the whole state 
iras upset with me. I'd be upset with 
myself," 

He didn't have to wony about that. 
The race commentator kept the entire 
crowd a l the IWichigan International 
Speedway informed throughout the 
race. A s he entered the speedway, the 
crowd began to give Moore a champi­
ons' reception. 

"It felt good. 1 took a second lo look 
around at the crowd and enjoy the 

moment," he said, "It was great" 
Novi coach Bob Smith, who has 

two team state championsliips to his 
credit, felt relieved for Moore. 

"We've had a few seconds, a few 
thirds, but this was our first slate 
champion," he sighed. "What a plelis-
ure, what a relief to get that milestone 
out of the way." 

Smith said Moore deserved the 
spoUlght after working so hard lo 
accomplish this "grand" feat. 

"He's such a team player," the 
coach said. "He's not feeling the Joy 
that he should riglil now. He's feeling 
the pain of his team finishing a lUUe 
lower than it would have liked. He 
should be enjoying this." 

After a runnerup finish a year ago 
and state UtJes in 1998-99, the lOlh-
place i lnish seemed lo take backstage 
to the day's champion. 

"I was hoping for something a little 
, better than lOUi," Smith said. "Im 

sure this team's a IlttJe disappointed 
with it. But every year It seems to be 
a reputation game. We've gol a name 
for ourselves. SomeUmes we're 
deserving of our reputation and 
sometimes we're not. 

Todd Foren was Novi's second man 
on the day, finishing 103rd overall 
and 70th In die team race In a lime of 
16:55. FYeshman Mark Moore and 

junior T im Kava finished back-to-
back i n 113th and 114lh overall. 
Both eclipsed 17 minutes, Moore in 
16:59.6 and Kava In 16:59.9. 

Eric Joseph and Mitch Erickson 
weren't far behind, finishing 122nd 
and 126th respectively. Freshman 
Spencer Omes had a 165th-place fin­
ish in 17:24.0. 

"I really thought we could do some 
great things this season," Moore said.

Tlie itccnily published STREAM 
MAP OF MICHIGAN resemble 
another map-known lo Pennsylvania 
anglers as the "Lost Stream Map." 

The "Stream Map of Pennsylvania 
wa.s compleled in 1965 altera thirty-
year effoii by Howard Higbee. a for­
mer Penn State i*rofcssor. 

Professor Higbee succeeded in ere. 
aling a map of lhe highest detail possi-
hlc...a map that shows every strcani 
and lal:e. He painstaliingly plotted by 
hand, the location of 45.000 miles of 
streams onto a 3 x S foot m.ip. 

The map sold cjircmely well- until 
it was lost several years after it first 
appeared in print.
