Homeowncf.s may be looking 
10 upgrade Iheir homes ihis sum­
mer while the weaiher is nice, but 
being awarc of city regulations 
should be at the top of all honey-
do lists. City of Novi ordinances 
do exist, oflen requiring permits 
iicforc work may begin. 

Heading Outdoors 

Summer projects such as a new 
deck, pool or tool shed may be the 
perfect piece for an ideal back-
yiu-d. 

To start, each ouLside construc­
tion project requires both a wood­
land and wetland affidavit to 
ensure the structures w i l l not 
cross over into these areas. 

Also, approval is needed from 
tiie neighborhood's Homeowner's 
Association before construction is 
proposed to the city for a building 
permit. Getting the pre-con.struc-
tion fundainentais out of the way 
shouid take about i.'i working 
days, said Novi Building Official 
John Hincs. 

"It depends, but the goal is 
within 15 working days." Hincs 
said. "Typically we get it done 
within a week. Commercial per­
mits lire a little more involved, but 
residential is usually 50/50 and 
just need a condition for pennit." 

This is where things get very, 
very specific. Many permits from 
the City of Novi require a blue­
print of the construction plans on 
an inch-by-inch basis.

18 feet from the house and requir­
ing a perimeter guardrail for 
decks taller than 30 inches are 
some of the guidelines. 

Tlie guiud rails must be al le;isl 3(i 
inches l;dl and a mere few inches 
could icshict homeowner's from 
starling coiishiiction. For example, 
die balusters (h;u>i) of ii guiird rail 
must be le.ss lliim four inches ap;ul. 

"Studies show a small child's 
head could gel through :i four inch 
space, so it has to be like 3.99 
inches or less." Hincs said. "It 
used to be six inches. A good way 
to measure is lo use a sphere, like 
a ball." 

Stairs arc even more specific. 
Steps leading up to the deck must 
be a consi.slent length and licight 
no more lhan 8 1/4 inches (all and 
no less lhan 9 inches deep. 

Pool and Spa Requirements 

If a pool or spa contains 24 
inches, or two feet, or more of 
water at any point, approval from 
the local Homeowners 
Association or Architectural 
Control Committee is required. 

Pools and spas must be al least 
10 feet away from both the house 
and any overhead wires. They 

D e c k I n s t a l l a t i o n T i p s 

1. Decks neeiJ to be able to handle 
sun, winiJ, rain, snow and 
discolor ing f rom overexposure to 
the sun. 

2. Make y o u r expectations for the 
deck part of your plan.

tance from ihe house. 

Adding windows to a shed, 
garage or house requires Ihe glass 
to be no more than 44 inches 
above tlie ground, widi a mini­
mum net clear opening of 5.7 feet, 
working between 24 inches tall 
and 20 inches wide.

The City of Novi is forming a 
new touch-tone phone service 
allowing a quick response for res­
idential and commercial project 
inspections. 

Ail Novi-completed construc­
tion projects must be inspected 
by the city. 

The new .sen'ice allows con­
tractors and residents lo call and 
dial a code lo he.ir whether they 
passed ihe inspection or the rea­
sons why they did nol. 

"It's going lo give them a serv­
ice to call when they want and 
free up our clerical staff for other 
tasks. 

"We arc one of the busiest 
cities in Ihe slate right now," said 
John Hines, city building official. 

Hines said Ihe phone number is 

being tested and the codes are 
being .set, but it should be opera­
tional on Monday. 

The codes wi l l be as specific as 
possible, with 40-50 electrical, 
plumbing and mechanical codes 
for inspectors, and 20-25 for con­
tractors. 

"The inspector can leave the 
inspection history and a message 
for the contractor," Hines said. 
" I t ' l l tell them what's wrong, 
within limitations. I f there's 50 
things wrong, i i won't say them 
all. It'll say (the biggest) five or 
six."

More than 70 percent of 
Michigan busine.s.ses should see 
lax cuts as a result of tile new 
Michigan Business Tax. 

The recently passed law will 
take over when the Single 
iiusiness Tax expires at the end of 
tlie ye;ir, after a 29-year run. 

"It's derinitely an improve­
ment. It gets rid of the penalty 
for creating jobs and giving 
health benefits to workers, it's 
not 101) percent perfect, but 
nothing is. It represents a eoni-
proinise agreement," said Sen. 
Nancy Cassis ( l^Novi) . "it 's 
ciose to revenue neutral. We 
will look at i l very closely over 
the next 12 months. We're try­
ing to dot our i's and cross our 
T's." 

Under the new tax. commercial 
businesses wil l .see a 2.1 percent 
reduction in personal property 
taxes and manufacturers will sec 
a 65 percent reduction. Various 
other options of the Michigan 
Business 'lax will save money for 
small businesses and nonprofit 
organizations. 

"Novi h;Ls the hirgest amount 
of retail within one .square mile in 
Michigan, from just .south of 
Grand River Avenue lo 12 Mile 
Road. The 2.3 percent reduction 
in personal propeny tax will real­
ly help," Cassis said. 

Cassis said she hopes the 
changes will also encourage busi­
nesses to move into Michigan. 

"The Research and 
tJevelopmenI credit certainly will 
be a big incentive to carry on big 
world class developments in 
Michigan," Cassis said. 

The new tax will also remove 
the drop-off the Single Business 
T:ix had in place for businesses 
with gross receipts less than $10 
million (with less th;m $11.5,000 
owners compensation) by creat­
ing a "phase-in" half rate for tax 
liability for businesses whose 
gross receipts are between 
$350,000 and $700,000.

"The Michigan Busine.ss Tax 
puts us back on the path to 
growth. It strengthens the back-
hone of our economy, the hard­
working small- and medium-
sized business taxp.ayers, while 
leaving more of our taxpayers' 
hard-e;irncd dollars in Iheir pock­
ets," Cassis said. "We created the 
Michigan iintrepreneurial 
Exemption lo help those busi­
nesses that need a jump-start lo 
gel going.

E x p o C o n t r o v e r s y

Kevin Adeil, owner of the Former 
Novi Expo Center, says a land deal 
executed with the City of Novi is 
sour. 

AdeU said the $308,846.57 he was 
paid June 14 by Novi for a portion of 
Expo Center property totaling less 
than one acre is below fair market 
value, and he will lake the city to 
court to get what he is due. 

AdeU estimates the property at the 
south-side of the fomier Expo Center 
is worth between $800,000-$! mil­
lion. 

City officials said die amount paid 
was dctennined by a city commis­
sioned independent appraisal. 

Novi City Manager Clay Peaison 
said the property will be used to con-
stnIct a roadway 

"(The city's) been in the process 
for seven to eight years, to acquire 
the land to extend Fonda Drive from 
Novi Road to Grand River to 
improve traffic flow and traffic safe­
ty," he said. 

Pearson said the complaint to con­
demn was filed in September 1998, 
and looicing at building the road has 
been going on since the mid i990s. 
He said the original ring road study 
dates back to \m. 

The City was granted Ihe right to 
purcha.se Ihe property in a 2005 
Michigan Supreme Court decision. 

Adell accuses the city of wasu'ng 
taxpayer dollars via legal fees 

because he will take the city to court 
for proper compensation. 

The back-ajid-foith between ihe 
two parties is not new. 

The City and Adell went to court 
this year opposing a sign he painted 
on the Novi Road and Interstate 96 
building, advertising the bu.siness as 
the Novi Trade Center. 

Adell said it is his plan to open the 
fomrer Expo Center as a trade center 
similar to that in Taylor and Mt. 
Clemens. 

The City said the sign was not 
within ils ordinances and Adell was 
forced to remove the painted signage. 

City officials said Adell must 
come before planning commission 
for approval to open such a business, 
as it is again.st the cuIIent EXPO 
ordinance the property is zoned. 

Adeil said it is hogwash, slating 
the city is blocking him from devel­
oping his business because officials 
do not want the type of chentele in 
Novi associated with flea markets. 

"They feel it's not as upscale ... 
and that is what it comes down to," 
Adell said. 

Adell said he will sue the city for 
blocking him from running a busi­
ness if necessaiy. 

The Novi businessman said he was 
going to give the city the property for 
Ihe road in exchange for permits to 
develop a trade center. 

"I was willing to give them the 
land," Adell said. "1 don't see why 1 
can't have a Irade center... It's selec­
tive enforcement... in the end they 
.ire going to pay."

the economy? i don't think so. 
They need to do something 
broader to bring down la.xes." 

Ca.ssis said small businesses 
will see potentially big iiencfils 
from the new tax.

"We're hying lo get the message 
out that recycling has been shown 
to be ajob creator as well." 

Csapo said he can't make people 
recycle, but he can help them to 
untierstand how it can help the 
world in which we live, 

"If everyone tool; all the paper 
and recyclables they have in their 
homes and got rid of them proper­
ly, we wouldn't have the problems 
in our environment we hear about 
eveiyday," said Clair McCartney, 
68, of Novi. "We should all do 
something, not take advantage of 
this beautiful place we live." 

McCartney said she does her 
part in recycling, constantly sepa­
rating paper, plastic, metal and her 
household waste. 

"Just the senior population alone 
can make a difference," she said. "I 
will continue to recycle as long as I 
can. It's not something that's hard 
to do. 

"Being lazy isn't an option. 1 was 
taught as a kid to recycle. I taught 
my kids to recycle. And 1 will teach 
others the importance of it too."

Petroleum is necessary for food, fuel and fiber, regardless of high co.st subsidized alternate fuels. 
Americans (who consume 25 percent of world's daily oil supply) purchased less efiicient vehicles after oil prices fell from 30 to 10 dol­

lars per banel in the 1980s. This led to our dependence on imported oil ne.iring 67 percent of demand. 
History suggests that America should reduce foreign oil imports by 20 percent (adding 2 miilion barrels per day to world supply). This is 

achievable through conservation, alternate fuels, adding to domestic reserve supplies and building refineries away from the current concen­
tration in the gulf area. 

Independent exploration companies (without refineries), who drill 80 percent of our wells are working to add to our nation's supplies. 
Skilled and environmentally sensitive exploration managers benefit from new technologies. Tliey accept the price of oil determined daily by 
the New York Commodity Exchange. 

Benefits of a local supply are nationiil security, reducing balance of trade deficit, large numbers of skilled Americans employed, tens of 
millions in royalties paid to mineral owners and Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund annually, and relatively low energy prices.

Water-depth markings inside the 
pool let users know what to 
expect or where to st.iy aw.iy 
from. 

• To avoid possible iiijury, chil­
dren should be kept away from 
pool filters. Keep pool surrounds 
(decking, etc.) free of toys and 
other objects that could be 
stepped on. And walk, don't run, 
around the pool.
