Novi Coinmunity Schools district 
Superintendent PelerDion isstrug-
gliIIg to fathom why Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm signed a public school 
aid bill late Monday that would put 
serious financial claInps on districts 
across the state. 

Dion, like other superintendents 
state-wide, had no Idea the cuts were 
coming and is now scrambling to 
find a way to cope. 

The bill, which calls for a cut 
of $165 per pupil and the veto of 
$.51.5 million for 51 eligible districts 
including Novi and Northville, is 
part ofthe governor's plan to help 
balaiIce the budget. 

But now balancing the budget 
at the local school level has gotten 
harder. 

"It is devastating for school dis­
tricts across Oakland County," he 
said. "It's things like this that are 
eatiiIg away at the quality ofour 
school district. We have an outstand­

ing district, but because of cuts like 
this we are slowly depleting the 
quality of our district, and it makes 
it tougher to provide quality instruc­
tion for the kids." 

Novi schools ai'e set to lose 
$1,698,083, wliich was money pI-om-
ised to districts to avoid spending 
reductions under Proposal A school 
finance reforms set in 1994, as well 
as about $1 million more due to the 
$165 per pupil cuts. 

The district already went through 
$2 million worth of cuts and deficit 
spent $2.6 million. 

"If this school aid bill were a • 
check drawn on a bank, it would 
be returned for Insufficient funds," 

Granholm said in a press release. "To 
bring the budget into balance, I have 
vetoed $54 million in appropria­
tions. But even these reductions will 
Iiot fully i-esolve the shortfiill. 

"While my approval of this budget 
will allow public schools to keep 
operating and school districts to 
contiiIue Inaking scheduled bond 
payments, the legislature has much 
more work to do to complete a bal­
anced funding plan for our schools." 

Ann Glubzinski, pi'esident of the 
Novi Community Schools Board of 
Education, said it's disconcerting 
that the state asks school districts

And even children, who never heard Harwell utter hIs 
famous lines or tell stories from the past, iHiderstand 
why he is a legend. 

In several Novi classrooms from kindergarten to 
sixth grade, students wrote letters to Harwell, offer­
ing encouragement as the 9I-year-old battles inoper­
able cancer. They did so as part of the National Day on

Mary Cooper, literacy specialist for Novi schools. "He 
has left a lasting impression on so many people and 
when we ask kids to write they are also sending their 
message that is long lasting." 

For the classes who wrote letters to Harwell, some 
teachers showed a five-minute tribute video ivhile oth­
ers told their students to go home and ask their parents 
who he was. The letters poured in, some te11ing stories 
about family memories and others thanking him for 
what he did.

"I really 
hope that you get better and never give up, keeping 
holding on and always keep on fighting Mr. Harwell."

Council: Candidates square off 

All against raising taxes, finding way to improve roads

Residents in the city of Novi 
got a firsthand look at the can­
didates running for council and 
mayor during a forum Monday at 
the Novi Civic Center. 

Three council members and a 
mayor will be elected at the Nov. 
3 general election, and the forum 
allowed residents who came or 
watched on television a chance to 
see where the candidates stand 
on the Issues. 

Running for the three coun­
cil seats are incumbents Brian 
Burke, Terry MargoUs and 
Andrew Mutch, as well as chal­
lengers Chery1 Csordas, Justin 
Fisdier and Wayne Wrobel 

• (Wrobd was unable to attend 

the forum due to a prior commit­
ment, but was asked the same 
questions as the other candidates 
the following day). 

Vying for mayor is incumbent 
David Landry and former coun­
cil member Laura Lorenzo. 

The council members elected 
will serve a four-year term, while 
the mayor will serve two years. 

DAVlD LANDRY 
David Landry is looking for­

ward to leading the city and 
continuing to build on the suc­
cesses of the current council. He 
has been mayor since 2005 and 
on council since 2001, and tal̂ es 
a lot of pride in the fact the city 
was included in Money raaga-
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zine s Top 100 
Places to Live 
in America 
and is a popu­
lar desti i Iat ion 

for many high­
tech busi­
nesses. 

Despite eco-
' nomic short ­

falls facing 
comni imi t ies across the state, 
inc lud ing Novi, Landry said 
the city is the eiIvy of others 

and phins to keep it theie. 
"We will lIol inanage this 

city out of fear," he said. 
Landry is not a fan of usiIIg 

the fluid balance to pay for 
shortfalls in the budget, and is 
p r o u d that the fund balance is 
the highest it has ever been at 
17.5 percent. 

In regards to two divisive 
issues f-esidcnts have been 
talking aboiit. Signature Park 
and Fiiurst Park, LaiIdry was 
in support of both. 

He said in two surveys coiI-

diictcd by the city, residents 
wanted indoor facilities and 
the Signature Park proposal 
piovided iliiit. He said coun­
cil's role is to listen to the pub­

lic; he was satisfied that the 
residents' voices were heard 
via a vote. 

"We don't do surveys to 
ignore them," he said. "We did 
our job." 

When talking about Fuerst 
Park he said the land had been 
vacant Ibr more thaii 10 yeais, 
with no one steppiiIg up to 
develop it, aiId it was time to 
let tlie residents get use out 
ofthe property. It would have 
been cost-prohibitive to create 
a historical district as well, he 
said. 

To get through the hard 
times, Landry said the city 
cannot sit idle, but rather woi'k 
toward increasing revenue by 
increjising the city's ta.̂ c base. 

"EcononIic development is 
the key to the lIe.xt few years 
in Novi," he said. "You have 
to create an environment and 
tlicfi sell it. We h.wc to make 
an effort lo attract businesses." 

LAURA LORENZO 
Laura Lorenzo had gotten 

tired of what she said was 
out of control spending by 
the mayor and council, and 
entered the race with a philos­
ophy of setting "a tone of fiscal 
discipline." 

Lorenzo served on council 
frofn 1997-2005, iiIchiding two

The Novi Police DepartInent has identified 
two suspects believed to be responsible for the 
theft of nearly $4,000 worth of jewelry and 
other items from a home in tlIe Dunbarton 
Pines subdivision.

Al l the property reported stolen was 
recovered, including the couple's 18-karat 
gold weddiiIg rings. 

The theft occurred on Sept. 9, just days 
hefore the couple were to be married. TlIe 
woman said she left her home between l-5 
p.m. on that day, and when she returned she 

found a note on the door saying the home 
had been winterized as part ofthe foreclo­
sure process and the gifts for her brides­
maids, the wedding rings and other ItenIs 
were gone. 

According to the bride's mother, the fore­
closure notice was a mix-up. The couple had 
bought the home on a short sale oiI Aug. 
21, which was approved by GMAC, but the 
conIpany failed to notify Fannie Mae that it 
was a fiilly satisfied sale. Fannie Mae was 
iinder the impression the house was still in 
foreclosure and subcontracted Safeguard to 
Inanage the property and winterize it. 

Molloy said Safeguard then contracted 
Moniya to winterize the home and that is 
when the theft occurred. 

The Novi Police Department is in the pro­
cess of Ibrwarding its case to the Oakland 
County Prosecutor's Office for review.

Melanie Abrams admits to being "scared to 
death" because of her daughter Lilly's major 
food allergies. 

The two-year-old is anaphylactic lo dairy, 
eggs, peanuts and tree nuts, making her sus­
ceptible to a serious allergic reaction that 
could result in death. 

Abrams' other three children do not have 
food allergies, and since Lilly is the youngest 
it has been quite the adjustment to ensure her 
safety. There are now safe-zgnes in the house 
and certain foods are not allowed in. 

"We have had to make a lot of changes," 
she said. "And every day there is a possibility 
something is going to happen to her."

Anaphilaxis Network, a non-profit organiza­
tion that aims to increase awareness and help 

with research. The restaurant will donate l5 
percent of every bill to F A A N . 

Two days later on Halloween the restauraiIt 
also will host a pancake breakfast from 8 a.m, 
to l l a.m. Tickets are $5 per person and include 
all you can eat pancakes, games, prizes, raffles 
and more. 

Carol Finkelstein, who works for the Allergy 
and Asthma Institute of southeast Michigan 
and has a son who is allergic to dairy and 
sesame, is a strong advocate for EAAN and has 
even gone to Lansing to work on a law to allow 
children to carry their epinephrine and asthma 
inhalers in school, 

"F.AAN is important because it's a reliable 
source of information, and there Is a lot of bad 
information out there," she said. 

Abrams said she hopes the fundraiser will not 
only raise awareness, but also be a benefit for 
those who cope With allergy issues.

Students are accustoIned to 
attending English, history, 
math and other classes in 

school. A key area of academic 
development isn't ordinarily 
taught in a specific class, how­
ever. Without this skill, a student 
will struggle to excel in school. 
That skill is studying. 

By improving a child's study 
skills: organization and time 
management, note-taking, read­
ing strategies, and test taking 
skills, a student can learn faster, 
retain knowledge for longer 
periods of time, and recall that 
knowledge witli greater accu­
racy Better study skills produce 
improved perfonnaIice on tests 
and exams, decrease time spent 
on homework, and increase con­
fidence in the classroom. 

TIPS FOR ELEMENTARY AND 
SECONDARY STUDENTS TO HELP 
IMPROVE THElR STUDY SKILLS: 

• Keep a schedule--Students " 
should kisqJa schedule of classes, 
assignInents,aiid otlier key dates. 
.As part of thatschedule, they 
should set aside specific time for 
studying and project work. TlIat 
way, thq^re less likely to find 
themselves scrambliIlg to com­

plete a project at the last minute 
or crammingthe night before a 
big test. TlIe schedule should also 
set aside time for non-school 
activities like sports. In fact, the 
more comprehensive the sched­
ule, the more efficient most stu­
dents will be in completing their 
schoolwork. 

• Take effective notes in class 
~ Most students take notes in 
classes, but often when they 
review them, they can't make 
sense of the content. Effective 
note- taking is a key academic 
skill that is rarely taught in the 
classroom. Note-taking skills 
include identifying key infor­
mation and capturing it in a 
style that makes for effective 
studying later. Each child is 
unique, and different students 
need different types of notes. It's 
important for students to find 
the note-taking approach that 
best works for them. 

• Reading assignments -
As students move into higher 
grades, they're assigned larger 
and more complex reading 
assignments. A lack of read­
ing skills or an inahility to read 

for important information will 
make these assignments a bur­
den and undermine overall aca­
demic success. Students need to 
deliberately learn to read for key 
information. If reading skills 
are weak, it's important for the 
student to seek help improv­
ing them; otherwise, perfor­
mance in many subjects will be 
impacted. 

• Test-taking strategies - A 
poor test result doesn't always 

• mean that the student doesn't 
1 have a good grasp ofthe aca-
- demic material or skill gaps. It's 
.possible that the student under-
Silands the material, but doesn't 
take tests well. .An effective 

' 'test-taking strategy includes 
" learning how to prioritize mate-
. rial when studying for a test, 
preparing over a number of days 
(and not just the night hefore), 
coping with stress during the 
test and time management so 
that all questions are answered. 

By deliberately focusing on 
improving study skills, students 
can see improvements in all 
aspects of their schoolwork.

TlIe Epprentice Experience 
was similar to a team-build­
ing exercise with a few creative 
twists. Place yourself in a lead­
ership and innovation work­
shop which is an opportunity 
for students and professionals 
to work collaboratively togeth­
er to create a deliverable prod­
uct or solution in a single day. 

Tlie teams came together 
in the eaily morning hours 
of Thursday Oct. \r> and par- ' 
ticipated in one of two thenied 
liroject topics involving alter­
native energy (wiiId/solar) or 
environmental sustainability 
(recycling). I represented the 
city of Novi by participating 
in the environmental sustain­
ability project by joining a 
team of six people composed 
of professioniils from Visteon, 
Giff'els-Webster EiIgineering, 
the Michigan Department of 
Agriculture and college stu­
dents from Albion College and 
Wayne State University. It is 
importaiIt to note that none 
of our teain members were 
.subject Inatter experts on solid 
waste management or recy­
cling. 

In our situation, we were 
tasked with creating options to 
promote municipal recycling 
practices and improving recy--
cling awai-eness in the city of 
Linden. We were challenged to 
prepare an innovative lO-niin-
ute presentation to a panel of 
six judges. In the presentation 
we were asked cieate a series 
of strategies increasing the 
recycling practices of the city's 
3,600 people. We assumed 
that resources were limited 
so we prepared the following 
three-point strategy to maxi­
mize benefit at a reasonably 
low cost; 

- Achieve public recognition 
- The public already is pay­
ing for municipal solid waste 
collection and recycling, our 
message needed to show how 
easy changiiIg their prior 
habits truly was. Since the 
municipal waste/recycling 
service was already available, 
we attempted to show how 
easy curb side service was to 
lIse. FurthernIore, we made 
the argument that less land­
fill space consumption would 
reduce solid waste disposal 
I'ates lower for Linden as the 
city frequently bid out its solid

lenges and hectic schedules. To 
overcouIe this conImotion, our 
goal was to invite a well-known 
dignitary to ignite public inter­
est - local mayor, sports star, to 
deliver the message at a kick-
off event. This event would 
be followed by competitions 
iiIvolving comnIunity busi­
nesses and schools intended 
to reduce the greatest amount 
of solid waste generated per 
capita. The event would also 
visually demonstrate how 
much solid waste the typical 
household generated in a year 
and how much could be rea­
sonably reduced in a year with 
each additioiIal household's 
participation. 

- Sustain the message -
ensuring people coiItinue to 
find opportunities recycle and 
contimie doing so into the 
future. Promote local educa­
tion in neighborhood schools 
by demonstrating how the 
cominunity has invested in 
practices to promote environ-
nIeIItal sustainability. Local

Novi High School junior 
Jaime Cameron knows by the 
time she graduates college, the 
environment and energy fields 
will have experienced drastic 
advancements.

Oakland County Prosecutor Jessica Cooper 
is figiiting tlie good fight by forcing the Michigan 
Departinent of Corrections to provide valid aild time­
ly Inlbrination aboiit the nature of prisoners who are 
being considered for parole. 

She shouldn't liave to fight the fight all at. Hie state 
should \te willing to work witll her to make sure that 
violent and dangerous ciiminals aren't prematurely 
released into our communities. 

Cooper doesn't think tliat is happening, and now an 
Oaklaild Countyjudgc has agreed with her. 

Last spring. Cooper filed a state Freedom of 
Infonnation Act request with the state in an attempt 
to get a complete list of prisoners who might soon be 
considered for parole. Cooper is among many pros­
ecutors who fear the state's rush to save money might 
lead to poor parole decisions. 

The concern is legitimate. 
'ilIe state claims tliat it is only releasing nonviolent 

priiwIiers. If that's true, it should be inore than will­
ing to woi-k witll prosecutors to midte sure tllere are 
no mistakes. That doesn't seem to be the attitude. 
Othenvise, the state would have willingly provided 
information to Cooper. Instead, Cooper had to file tile 
Freedom of Infoi-n1ation Act request. 

Even that didn't work very well. Cooper said the 
list she received was iilcomplete and full of "gobble-
dygook." .Judge NaIici Grant agreed with her. Judge 
Grant siiid the Micliigan Department of Corrections' 
re.sjjonse to the inforniation request was "arbitrary 
aild capi-icious." 

Gi-ant ordered the slate to pay $500 and any attor­
ney fees to the county. Grant also will oversee that 
correctioiis officials coinply with the requests for tlie 
ne.xtsixinontlis. 

It's a shame it had to coine to this, becatlse it seems 
clear that the information is iinportant to piihlic 
safety. Even thoiigh the information was considered 
incomplete, Coojier said the list she got in June indi­
cated that half tile prisoners considered for parole had 
been convicted of a violent offense and one in four 
had been convicted of criiiiinal sexual conduct. 

Tile delay by the state and the need for court 
involvement is troubling. As Cooper said, "there's sbc 
montlis of people being released without us looking" 
at a list. 

She's happy witli the judge's decision, but she's not 
confident of state cooperation. "1 don't think it is the 
last round," she said. 

She shouldn't have to worry. Tile state should go 
iilwve and beyond to see that prosecutors have com­
plete and advance lists of prisoners considered for 
parole. 

If the state is committed to not releasing danger­
ous prisoilers, then tllere is no reason for any question 
aiiout full cooperation. Such disclosure would merely 
prove the state's poiiit while providing added insur­
ance tliat a mistake is not made. 

What we don't need is a future story about how 
some prisoner — Who was wrongly paroled — com­
mitted a heinous crime. Then there will he a lot of 
hand-wriilging, finger-poiilting and excuse-making. 
Butit\villbetoolate. 

Now is the time to make sure such a story is never 
WTitten. Our local lawmakers — State Sen. Nancy 
Cassis (R-Novi) and State Rep. Hugh Crawford, (R-
Novi) — need to use whatever influence they have to 
make sure the Department of Corrections is on the 
same page with county prosecutors when it comes to 
public safety.

"Deadlock" is the woi-d that pops into mind 
when you attempt to consider oIigoing attempts 
by our top political olficeholders (I hesiliite to lIse 

the word "leaders") to cobble together a balanced 
budget for the fiscal year that is already almost a 
month old. 

Senate Majority Leader Mike Bisliop (R-
Rochester Hills) says his majority caucus abso-
liItely will notgo forany "reveiHie enhaIIcements" 
(Lansing talk for "tax increases") as proposed by 

n] Governor Jennifer Granholm 
and House Speaker Andy Dillon. 
Tlie Deiiiocrats say tliey don't 
much like ta.xes either, hnl that big 
speIIdiiig cuts to schools ($218 in 
base ftiiidiiig per pupil), revenue 
sharing to local goveninient and 
higher education (elimination of 
the Micliigaii Proinise scholar­
ships) are siiiiply too drastic to 
take. 

Rep. Lesia Liss (D-Warreii), 
co-leader of tlie bipaItisan House freshman cau­
cus, says "they ought to lock Us up until we get tlie 
job done." Lots of people are likely to think that's a 
good idea. 

For those who are actu.illy iiiterested in why it 
has been so hard to get abalaiiced budget, here's a 
quick review of the fIIIIdaineiitals: 

Michigan has suffered a chronic structural 
(Jenefal Fund deficit of $l billion or more for years. 
Left uncorrected, this deficit ivill grow to .$50 bil­
lion by 20l7. niat's unlikely, of course, but it shows 
how dire the state's financial situation really is. 

This year's deficit - variously estimated, but 
probably around $2 billion out of a Geiieral Fund 
budget of a bit inore than $7 billion - is serious. 
Tliat's especially true when you consider that the 
deficit in the scliool aid ftind staIted out as another 
billion or so. 

Curing iiext year's deficit, which is estiniatcd to 
be of a similar size, will be tougher. And tlie budget 
for tlie year beginning Oct. l , 2011 will be a horror 
show, becaiise by that point all the stimulus cash 
from Washington will have been used lip. (It may 
well be gone long before that.) 

It's also clear that withoiIt serious work to get 
our financial houste in order and adopt a long-term 
financial recovery plan, Michigan will experience 
repeated budget crises year after year after year. 

So, while adopting a balanced budget is iinpor-
taIIt (and difficult), it is even more important for 
our long-term survival to put into place a real 
financial plan for the years ahead. 

TlIat plan should feature a series of far-reaching 
reforms in the structure, organization, workings 
and cost of government in Michigan at all levels. 
That includes state and local government, and also 
the schools. 

But is enacting such a plan possible?

Tliat comes to $1,149 billion, aiid our list also ' 
uicludes many more smaller econoinies. Now lIeI'e's 
soiiietliiIig sobering: 

The Center for Michigan proposed all this last 
January. 

It has been out there for the taking, but has been 

IiiaiIily ignored by the Legislature. Odier propos­
als since then have added to the list OIie e.xaiiiple: 
More nioiiey could be saved by sharing and consoli­
dating bureaucratic functions in local governiiieiit 
(perhaps iiito counties) aiid school systems (into 
intermediate scliool districts.) .All told, tlIis could 
mean up to anotlicr $200 inilUon. 

The main point here: Tliere ai-e pleiity of ideas 
about how Micliigan c.in save a ton of liIoney by 
adoptmg stnictural refbmis as a way of gettiiig our 
financial house in order 

The Ciovernor knows this. Senator Bisliop kiiows 
this. Speaker Dillon knows this, at least <is well as 
we do. 

Wliat tliey ought to consider now is trading big-
time, cost-saving refomis for relatively small tax 
increases in order to get a loiig-overdue balanced 
budget adopted for this fiscal year 

Then, when that is doiie, then they should get 
down to business and put together a serious, long-
term financial plan for Michigan.

Drivers must 
remain aware and drive 
safely since children will be 
out on the local streets. 

"Throughout the year, the 
Novi Police Departinent 
strives to create the saf­
est environment possible." 
said Novi's Chief of Police 
David E. Molloy. "The 
biggest dangers faced on 
Halloween are iiijuries 
f'roiu tripping and fall­
ing and pedestrian/car 
accidents. Unfortunately, 
iiiaiiy children foi-got ol'ten 
practiced sal'ely tips out 
of shear c.xcilciiieiit while 
trick-or-treating. Children 
and adults often times 
choose the shortest routes 
when walking fVoin door-
to-door for treats rather 
than the safest routes." 

To ensuie a safe 
Halloween, the Novi I'ulicc 
Departnient recoininends 
the following siii'et> rules. 

Children sliould: 
• Go only to well-lit 

houses and reiiiain on 
porches rather than eiiter-
iiig houses. 

• Travel in small groups 
and be accompanied by an 
adult. 

• Know their (ili^ ;ie nuiii-
ber in case ai- "in i-gency 
telephone call iiecessary. 

• flave their nan' "̂ s and 
addresses uttacheu to their 
costumes. 

• Bring treats home 
before eating them su par­
ents can inspect theni. 

• Use custume knives 
aiid .swoi'ds thill arc flex­
ible, not rigid or sharp. 

When waildng in 
neighbortiuods 
cliiidren should: 

• Use flashlight.?, stay on 
sidewalks, and avoid cross­
ing yards. 

• Cross streets at the 
corner, use crosswalks 
(where tliey exist), and do 
not cross between parked 
cars. 

• Stop at all corners and 
stay together in a group 
before crossing. 

• Wear clothing that 
is bright, reflective, and 
flame relardant. 

• Consider using face 
paint instead of masks. 
(Masks can obstruct a 
child's vision.) 

• Avoid wearing hats that 
will slide over their eyes. 

• Avoid wearing long, 
baggy or loose costumes or 
oversized shoes (to prevent 
tripping). 

• Look left, right, and 
left again before crossing 
the street. 

Parents and 
adults should: 

• Supervise the odtiug 
for children under age 12. 

• Establish a curfew (a 
return time) for older chil­
dren. 

• Prepare homes for 
trick-or-treaters by clear­
ing porches, lawns, and 

sidewalks >iiid by placing 
jack-o-laiilerns away from 
doorwiiys and landings. 

' Avoid gi\ ing chok­
ing hazards such as gum, 
peanuts, liard candies, 
or small toys as treats to 
young children. 

• Inspect all candy I'oi 
safety before children eat 
it. 

Parents and adults 
should ensure the 
safety of pedestrian 
trick-or-treaters: 

• Make sure children are 
supervised as tliey cross 
the street. 

• Drive slowly. 
• Watch for children in 

the street and ou nK-diiuis. 
' Exit driveways and 

alleyways carefully. 
• Plave children get out 

of curs on the curbside, not 
on the traffic side. 

And a few/ tips 
about pumpltins: 

• Carve pumpkins on 
stable, iTat surfaces with 
good lighting. 

• Have children draw a 
face on the outside of the 
pumpkin and have parents 
do the cutting. 

• Place lighted pumpkins 
away froIn curtains and 
other flaITimable objects, 
and do iiot leave lighted 
puiiipkiiis unattended.

Alvin Fouehe cares for 
his 94-year-old mother 
Julia Fouehe in his Oaldand 
County home becaiIse he 
does not want her living in 
a nursing home. It has not 
been easy, but he does it 
because he wants the best for 
her, Julia Is in the advanced 
stages of dementia and most 
days does not know who her 
son is. Early on, A l contacted 
the Area Agency on Aging 
1-B and was connected to 
supportive services and pro-
graIiIs to help him managing 
some of the responsibilities 
associated with caring for his 
mother. 

"The support I have 
received has been a life 
saver," said Fouehe. "I don't 
know what I would do with­
out it." 

On Monday, Wednesday 
and Friday mornings 
A l takes his mother to 
Sheltering Arms Adult 
Day Service, a program of 
Catholic Social Services of 
Oakland County, by 9 a.m. 
There Julia participates 
in social activities, such 
as games, current events, 
exercise and music. She 
also has a good lunch and a 
snack throughout the day. 
A SMART bus comes to get 
Julia to take her back hoIile 
at about 3 p.m. On this day, 
as Julie is getting ready to 
leave and Marsha Moran 
Sackett, Adult Day Service 
Program Coordinator at 
ShelteriIlg Arms, is helping 
Julia with her coat, Julia 
whispers "I love you aU." 

Julia's visit to Sheltering 
Arms makes it possible for 
Al to work about five hours 
each day. 

A former environmental 
engineer and business owner, ' 

Alvin Fouehe sits with and his mother, 94-year-0ld Julia F0uche, at Sheltering Arms Adult Day Care. 

A l now manages a flex­
ible work schedule by doing 
carpentry and home modi­
fications for various clients. 
This allows A l to care for his 
mother. 

"It's not easy," said Fouclie. 
"I need to make a liviiig, but 
right now Mom is my prior­
ity", 

Al's day typically begins at 
5 a.m., when he gets up, gets 
dressed, eats and prepares 
for the two to two-and-a-half 
hours it will take hiIiI to get 
Julia ready. In the midst of 

the morning routine of get­
ting Julia cleaned, dressed 
and fed breakfast, A l is often 
mopping floors and wash­
ing sheets, a result of Julia's 
incontinence. Dementia has 
had a devastating impact 
on the Fouehe family. Julia's 
relationship with Al's wife 
Jacqueline of 30 years 
has changed dramatically 
because of the illness. 

"They used to he very close, 
and now Mom won't have 
anything to do with Jackie," 
said A l . "She is jealous of my 

wife and has alienated her, 
so the responsibility of her 
care falls on me." 

Unfortunately Al rarely 
gets a good night sleep 
between dealing with the 
challenges of Julia's inconti­
nence and finding her wan­
dering through the house at 
one, two, three and four in 
the morning, 

"She gets into everything, 
drinks products, and puts 
things like toothpaste in her 
hair," said Al , "I've given her 
a private bathroom that con­

tains only necessary items 
to help keep her safe, and 
I've installed gates around 
the house to help contain 
her from being able to get 
around the whole house."

A t what age does a per­
son quit gaining mus­
cle mass? I'm 62 years 

old and work out five days 
a week with a lot of cardio 
and weight lifting. 

Al l muscle gain depends 
on experience, genet­
ics and gender. A novice 
at any age can acquire 
muscle tissue. However, as 
a person ages, the amount 
of hormones the body 
produces lessens, making 
muscle gain slower and 
more difficult. 

For those who have 
trained for many years 
and added a significant 
amount of muscle, prog­
ress is usually slower than 
in the case of a novice. 
For example, a beginning 
80-year-old weight lifter 
can gain muscle, but an 
experienced (lifting longer 
than two years) 80-year-
old will not. In fact, if an 
80-year-old had been lift­
ing all their adult life, they 
may be now losing muscle 
based on the fact that they 
cannot keep up the work­
load necessary to main­
tain the large amounts of 
muscle they had when they 
were younger. 

Keep in mind the rate 
of lean hody mass (or 
LBM) gain slows as people 
approach their genetic 
limitations. If you are 
more interested in gaining 
muscle, then we suggest 
you cut back the cardio to 
possibly one to two times

per week for 30 minutes 
each.

thing in your IecoInInend-
ed food plan? 

Are you performing all 
ofthe recommended exer­
cises for your ability level? 

Are you performing 
each exercise correctly and 
manipulating the vari-
ahles? 

Are you taking proper 
rest between workouts 
(i.e., not overtraining)? 

Lastly, those wishing 
to gain LBM caniIot miss 
meals or skimp on nutri­
ents. Therefore, a nIeal 
replacement or substitute 
may serve you well.

Plymouth's quarterback 
wasn't to be outdone, con­
necting with junior W R 

• Brennen Beyer for a 36-yard 
gain to Novi's 4g-yard litre. 
A few plays later, Hicks 
fumbled the ball on third-
and-two at Novi's l6-yafd 
liIle, but picked it up and ran 
in up the left for a ]6-yard 
touchdown. Brindza's kick 
made it 21-7 Plymouth. 

A Pitcher ll-yaid gain and 
three consecutive penalties 
against Plymouth's defense 
wrapped up the high-scor­
ing first quarter. Plymouth 
was plagued by l7 penalties 
on t1Ie day for a loss of 163 
yards. Novi was called for 
nine and 52 yards lost. 

Pitcher had a 25-yard p<iss 
intercepted by Plymouth 
senior DB Alexander Ruffin-
Johnson at Plymouth's 
2I-yard line to start the 
quarter. Plymouth couldn't 
move the chains, however, 
and were forced to punt on 
fourth-and-25 from their 
six-yard line. Senior Masaru 
Nogami got in front of 

Brindza's punt and junior 
DL Joe'Mikkelsen recovered 
it in the end zone for a Novi 
touchdown; putting the 
score at 2l-l4 Plymouth after 
Kuhn hit the extra point 
kick. 

The ensuing kickoff was 
dropped by Plymouth junior 
Aiithony LeMerise and 
recovered at Plymouth's 
3l-yard line by senior DB 
Jeremy Minis.

Have you tried Linux? 
M any people have never 

heard of the Linux 
operating system. 

Linux is a free operating sys­
tem that is a perfect fit for 
laptop and desktop comput­
ers. Linux's 
popularity has 
increased with 
the spread 
of Nethooks 
and sev­
eral Netbook 
manufactur­
ers ship their 
machines with Jeffrey 
Linux as the Livermore 
default oper- ""—— " 
ating system. The attrac­
tive price and availability of 
Linux has been bringing a lot 
of attention to this alterna­
tive operating systein. 

I use Linux on my personal 
Nethook computer. I bought 
the Netbook about two years 
ago for $249. My Netbook is 
very small, extremely porta­
ble, and provides all the com­
puting power I need when 
I am on the road. Linux is 
the perfect fit because it is a 
"small" operating system that 
uses very little memory and 
other machine resources. M y 
Netbook is small enough that 
I use an old hard drive carry­
ing case to hold the Netbook 
when I travel and find this 
much more portable than my 
bulky old laptop case. 

I have now used several 
versions of windows, the Mac 
OS X operating system and 
several versions of Linux. I 
think that they all have their 
own strengths and weak­
nesses. Since every user has 

unique computing needs 
it makes sense to evaluate 
Linux to see if it is a good 
fit for an individual user 
or a business. Linux offers 
an unbeatable price, low 
resource consumption, and 
the ability for customization. 

Price is the big selling point 
for Linux, When I bought 
my Netbook, it came with 
Linux and Open Office which 
is equivalent to Microsoft 
Office, The vendor would 
"upgrade" my Netbook to 
Windows for $100.1 did not 
want to increase the price of 
my Netbook by 40% without 
giving Linux a try. I heeame 
familiar with Linux on my 
Netbook and have never 
looked back. 

Most computers running 
Linux also use software 
called Open Office. Open 
Office is a free suite of pro­
ductivity tools that is com­
parable to Microsoft Office. 
Open Office has a word pro­
cessor, spread sheet, and pre­
sentation software. There are 
some minor differences hut 
Open Office uses the same 
document file formats as 
Open Office and documents 
can be taken back and forth 
between the two productivity 
suites. I hke the Open Office 
word processor so much that 
I am writing this column on 
it. 

Linux consumes fewer sys­
tem resources than its com­
petitors. My Netbook boots 
up and shuts down in a frac-, 
tion of the time it takes my 
office computer. Linux uses 
very little memory which Is 

perfect for my Netbook which 
only has 512 MB of memory. 
Linux also takes up very little 
hard drive memory which is 
also perfect for a Netbook 
since many Netbooks use 
solid state memory instead of 
a traditional hard drive. 

Unlike Windows which is 
produced and maintained 
by one vendor, Linux is dis­
tributed by several sources. 
Each distributor produces a 
slightiy different "flavor" of 
Linux and each distribution 
has its own set of advocates 
who will try to convince you 
that their Linux is by far the 
best one. I personally use the 
Ubuntu distribution but I 
find that all of the flavors are 
so similar that it makes very 
little difference to the average 
user which distribution that 
they select. 

The easiest way to try 
Linux is to go to a computer 
store and ask if they have any 
computers with Linux. They 
will he able to let you experi­
ment with Linux and see if 
you are comfortable with it. 
Most Windows users have no 
problems making the switch 
because both operating sys­
tems use the same point and 
click interface.
