Election changes- coming

Historically, school  bourds
have run their own clections.
Typicully, Novi fias always feld
its in June, but sccording 1o Novi
City Cleck Maryamie Comnelius,
that will all change a5 soon as
NEXT year.

“Some of the things that volers
complain to us abaut is thut they
don’t Know where o vole,”
Cornelius said. “We always tell
them that we don’t do the school
elections. we enly do govermuent
¢lections.”

Comelius explained that a new
bill was signed carlier this year
that will go into effect in
Scptember. Beginning in fanuary,
there are going to be four months

i u given year — February, May,
August and November —  that
school distriels can choose from
tw-hold their elections.

The language in the new law
currently states that the county
clerk is respomsible for running
the election, However, it appairs
that it's going e beeome the local
cterk’s responsibility.

"L will <o the Novi schools,
and wr January of 2005 we will all
meet witl: the county clerk regis-
ter o make sure that everybody is
on the same page as ¢ who is
going 1o do what" Cornclius
said. “That way, when the school
asks us to do an election, it will
he run by people who haodic
elections on o consistent basis.
The school’s clection law is alit-
te bit different than a local gov-
ement’s election law. Under
this system, we are loping to
bring seme sort of continuity to
the vaters, It's all about voter

education and encouraging them
lo voie as well.”

The botom line is that Novi
residents can leok forward ta lour
dutes 3 year that a scheol election
could be held. The Novi
Community School District ¢an
cheose one of those four dales,
but it was also granted an acdi-
tional date, ar “floater.”

“This was quite a big issve in
Lansing when the schools were
protesling  quite  strongly.”
Cornelius said. *You have to have
time in between your clection
cycles ta siore your records and
prepare [or the next ong, 50 there
are only a few times in there that
it's acually geing o be feasible o
hold an clection on a floater date”

Mobile home tax bill defeated

The Michipan Senate Finance
commilles is discussing a package
of inobile home bills, one of which
would tax mobile homes based on
propesty value, A similar bill failed
two weeks ago in the House of
Reresentatives.

The House voled on House Bill

vote of 46 10 38, wilh 26 represen-
tatives abstaining.

Sen. Nancy Cassis, R-Novi, said
that the reason the same bills are
ceming forward at Lhe same lime is
that new mobile home parks are
being buik, bui the vxes paid by
park residents do not offset costs to
Jogal governments and schoals,

“Right now the perception is that
those living in stick-buill homes are
subsidizing mobile home parks,”
she said. :

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A Virtual Success Story

M Goal's to make online courses a regular part
of the student experience at Novi High School

As Novi Comumunity School
District administrators implement-
ed the preserce of Vioual High
Schoal {online courses) at Nowi
High School this past yeor, they
really weren't sure what the reac-
tion would be from students, or
even how they would end up doing
in thost courses.

Given the academic tack record
of most Novi students, however,
administrators were optimisiic that
the program would i sinoathly
and that the kids would be success-
ful.

They were right.

Students were able to start taking
online courses  during  second
semester, and it wasn®t oniy high
schoolers who took advantage of
the program. Thirty-nine sludenls
signed up in all, with one being o
filth-grader at Novi Meadows and
at least a couple being adult cduca-
Gion studenls,

Kids at the high school, whe
actually sat in o block class o work
an their courses, could be on a com-
puter and conceivably be wking L1,
12 or even 13 different elasses dur-
ing that same period of time — and
masl were successiul.

The beauly of the program,
accotding o] Assistant
Superintendent of Instructional
Services Nancy Davis, is that stu-
dents can go to class at that time
during school, but they cun also go
16 clags any other time as well,
including nights and weekends.

“Anywhere you ¢an gel on the
Intetnet, you can go to cliss.” Davis
saick. “That’s one of the neat things
abobt virwal clwses. 1t was great
timing when | caine here in the fall
because we were able (o pilot the
use of vimual clusses at the high
school, and we got it staded in the
second semester. We had a good
response and scnie uncrcsunf, sue-
cess slories.”

Virtual background

Davis  explained that many
schools in Michigan, across the
country and agound the world are
ustng online lools and resources
including courses for, students 1o

mkc‘passcs liray, In

s S o, o
dan, 0 ulfouryws ago, the

Sldl(. gou.mmcnl funded the virtual
high school, and that’s where she
warked a5 the executive directer
before coming Lo Novi.

At the tiime, the virual high
school offered u Timited varicly of

courses 10 students alf over the
state, There had been talk aboul
hringing the program (o0 Novi
beeause the Oakland Inlermediale
School District had also been look-
ing at hew they could help school
districts in Qukland County to pet
into tiie online world.

Another skill

“1 think taking virwal classes s
anather skill that [ believe students
need 1o know how (o use well,” suid
Davis, “but it will never replace real
teuching and learning and that
whole socinl dynamic that goes on
when you're ina group cluss setling
and interacting with u live heman
beings. There is 50 much mere that
goes inle the high school experi-
ence with all the co-curricular acliv-
ities und sports. Vinual learning is
just une picee of that whole cxperi-
enee”

Davis said that when studenis go
te: cellege or 1o work, chances are
very pood thal ey're going lo have
1o use this learning muobility, like
taking a class online or communi-
cazing anfine. Students need o be
equipped, when they feave Novi
High School, to go aut and be suc-
cesstul in the virual world,

“[think virtual classes will have
smalt place in the high school cur-
riculin,” Davis said, "We're going
1o hope to continue to oller classes
next year. [t depends on what stu-
dents need, and we will be looking
at the expense. We were able to
fund it this year fortunaely os a
pilot, and I'm hopeful we wil) be
uble fo put itinto the: budget for next
year”

Succeeding ondine

The most suceessfil students in
virtual learing, according 1o Davis,
have vast icchnelogy knowiedge.

- They are very comforfable with

compulers, they knew how Io get to
the Inernet angd they know how 1o
use the instant messenger chat
rgoms,

A second aspeet tha makes stu-
dents suecessiul in virtual learning
is that they have 1o be sell-motivii-
ed. In a virual classroom, students
are nol able to just sit and have
teachers  pour information into

them. Theyhave 1o participaie, they ..., ... ... T
w1 Ramez, Khnre is . stqfl’ writer
for the Novi News.

tual class. Nobody is chasing them

“down the hull and ielling them they

"“They have 1o be in a class work-
ing on ontine courses for a period of
their schedule at Navi High,” Davis
said, “They can go inlo the class
any time night or clay and they have
te be able to keep up with than clss.
The whole idea is being sell-moti-
vated, organized and diligent, All of
the things that should po into any
successlul leamer certainly apply
and probably even more 5o in a vir-
tual class. If you go a lew days and

let things slide or slip, it’s hwd for

some students to cateh up aned get
back on truck.”

Getting started

Cnline clagses al Novi Hi
Scheowol are printed in the course c-
alog now a5 an option, so when stu-
dents are looking for course plans
for the next year, they cun tike
advantage of them, I they need to
take o class that's not availuble in
the truditional sense, orif they have
a schedule conflicl, tey cn cer-
tainly ook into the possthility ol
online courses.

Duvis said thut sometimes there
ane special cireumstances — a Stu-
dent might be a professional ice
skater, or they play hockey, or
something else that @kes them
away from school for long periods
of time — and onling courses mary be
the answer for them. Even for o
long-term iltcss or some disability,
which means that they can’t be in
school, virtual classes are great for
meeting that kind of anced as well.

There is also an online orienta-
tion tool that was part of the Vinugl
High School package, which atlows
the students to go through a simula-
tion ol a class where they have to
answer quustions about themselves
and their leaming style. They get a
pood sense of what it takes w be in
2 vimual class, and then they can
decide if they want todo it or il it's
going to be toa much for them.

"] think that Novi High Sehool
and Nevi Middle School counsclors
did a great job of talking witly stu-
dents and leting them know whiat
this is going 0 be like and really
helping them understand (hat} it is
a responsibility, it is work. 10s not
just a class they can iake lightly,”
Duvis sald. “They have to work
hard at i jusi like any other class.”

Broadband support a perfect
example of government’s role

American economic history is
chock full of attempts by govern-
ment 1© support various indus-
Iries, and even specific businesses
— vsually by providing them
with some sort of subsidy.

Inthe 19th century, the (LS.
governmenl promaoled the rail-
road und telegraph industries on
the grounds that they were vital
infrasiructure to
speed settlement
and developinent
us the frontier
moved West,
(Abraham Lincoln
firs! altracted
atiention not as a
railsplitter, by the
way, but as a
rather successful
railread lawyer.)
Over the past cen-
tury, the feds have
subsidized the oil,
beel caitle and
agriculiure indus-
Lries (sumongst
others), manly
through various 1x breaks and
prive supporls.

In Michigan, the luinber and
mining inleresls received their
full skiare of bernics from state
government for maore than a cen-
tury. It's generally acknowledged
that the Singie Business Tax was
wrilien by lobbyists for General
Motors and passed by the
Lepislature Jargely sight unseen
for, &t least, unread), The
Granhe!m administration hias
made no bones about promoting
an economic steategy designed to
seleciively support the Nexible
manufacturing, hemeland seouri-
ty and life sciemces industrics.

This praclice is gencrally
called “picking the winrers,” and
it's been the subject of scorching
debate for years. Some ¢cona-
misls, most business Lypes and
virwaily all conservative ideo-
logues argue thal govemment has
no business picking the winners,
in part because goveraments
shoulda't be fooling Arbund with
the workings of the market, and
in part becavse of the bad track
recerd when governments have
tried. Other economists, those
busincss types whase businesses
get favorable treatment and most
public policy activists, contend
govermments simply must inter-
vene lo achieve prompl and wide-
spread economic development,

I"ve bren of two minds about
this debate. Certainly, the
Sirategic Fund in the Blanchard
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Administration produced a spec-
taculyr record of bungled winner-
pleking. On the other hand, the
Engler Administration’s advocacy
o the Life Sciences Corridor
(“advocacy™ is far 100 weak a
word; they poured $200 million
in tobacco seitlement mancy into
it!) seems to have worked out
fairly well in creating good-pay-
ing jobs.

Picking win-
ners and losers
might be fun —
thik of all the
campaign contei-
butions you get
by favoring 4 par-
ticular industry.
But on balance
I've concluded
it's bad public
policy.
Governments,
unkike venlure
capital firms, are
just not set up to
do this kind of
thing very well.
Nabody knows how the complex
flux of changing technolagy,
market demandd, produce develop-
ment and business conditions will

"evalve over the life of any sub-

sidy program. And when you add
political pressures into the mix,
the result, all too often, is wasted
lax dollars and clumsy econonic
palicy.

Far better for governments lo
identify what gencral infrastruc-
turcs best help economic devel-
opment and job growth and thea
make investments in them, there-
by avoiding picking specific win-
ners or losers. [nstead, govern-
ment sheuld try 1o create an envi-
renment broadly conducive to
cconomic development in which
industry sectors or individual
busincsses gr entreprenaurs have
un equally good chance of suc-
ceeding (or failing, for that mat-
ter) an the strenglh of their own
ideas and competitive juices.

Gavernment subsidies for rail-
road and telekraphi networks -
were good examples of invesi-
ing in general infrastructure to
benefit ecopomic growth. So,
109, is invesling in colleges and
universilies and in the high-tech
research they support, or in
building an casily accessible
system of lifelong Jearning and
job training opportunities.

A current example has to do
with high-speed [nternet, com-
manly called broadband.
Spreading access ta broadband

throughout the state ts ohviously
an gssential tool for economic
development. Back in 2601, [
asked the Michigan Econoraic
Development Carporation if it
could produce a map showing

« whete broadband capabtlity was

lecated in Michigan. Turns out
the phone and cable companics,
at that point 1he dominant
providers by far, were refusing
to sy where their fiber was, on
grounds of business confiden-
tiality.

The MEDC ultimately pro-
posed creating the Michigan
Broadband Development
Authority (MBDA) 10 help
finange providing broadband
uunnf{:liuns to Micligan con-
munities that were not otherwise
served and to provide a compet-
ilive spur where monaopoly
providers were overchurging,
Gaovernar Granholm recently
added a goal of fully wiring the
state by 2007, The authority so
far has received 19 Ioan applica-
tions, representing projects that
would affect nearly 300 of
Michigan's 414 cities and 58 of
our §3 counties. A total of $o
million in loans has been
approved, and the MBDA now
has some $20 million in projects
in the pipeline.

State Sen. Bruce Patterson (R-
Canlon) is grumpy about ull
thig, on the grounds that the
MBDA has ne wrilien business
plan to show haw it gets Lo self-
sufliciency. He's been holding
hearings on the subject, “largely
to get the ditention of somebody
over there,” but with the unspe-
ken threat that he might attempt
to climirate the authority allo-
gether,

Frankly, ! think Sen. Patterson
is too sensibic to lry lo zerd oul
the one institution that is suc-
cessfully engaged in providing
the essential infrastructurc nec-
essary for successful econotnic
development for all. But the fact
that he's making noises about
the broadband authericy is

 ample demonstration that the

argument about governments
picking winners and losers is far
from over.

Headquarters?

How many peo-
ple cven know tere
is 9 Chrysler muse-
urm, or how ¢ find
it? “Not encugh,”
said Bamry Dressel,
the musenm's droll

Casalow explindd that u defib-
rillator is a device that is hooked
up to a person who appears as if

Lhey may be having 4 heart aitack.

Ho explained that it's very easy 1o
use, There is training, but cven if

oie doesn't have (raining, he or

she can still use it

“It's easy to put (he pads on a
victim's chest, and the machine
automatically reads whether they
huve a heartbeat or not,” Casalon
spid, “You don’t have to know if
they're actualty having a hear
attack because the miathine will
be able to sense it. If the machine
senses that the person is in fact
having cardiac arrest, the user has
to push a button, and the machine
will deliver a shock to the heart in
order 1o resiart i1

Someone holding the arm of
the victim doesn’l even have 1o
worry about getting shocked
because defibrillators have safe-
puards thal will not allow them to
be tarmed, The maching will
restore a normal rhythin to a heart
inorder 1o buy tlime for the victim
to make it to 2 bospital. Casalou
suid that when people have heart
altacks oul in the pubtic and they
don’t receive immediate atlention
usugliy within four o five min-
utes, which is the eritical time to
reader {reatinent, semelimes it's
oflen too late when they arrive at

the emergency room.

“The Nevi Police Department
look the lead in making sure all
the pelice cars have the delibril-
Tators and obvicusly the fire
department  has  them  {oo,”
Casnlon said. “A lot of times
when there is o 911 call to the
communily, the police are the
first to arrive. Semetimes they get
there even before the ambulance
does, so we try 1o make sure that
the police officers have them
beeause anyone there who has o
machine ean save a life. That is
very impressive. And for $3,000,
which is about what they cost, to
save one Lle over the whole life
of that machine is worth every
penny.”

When the new machine is
installed at Novi High in the fall,
five faculty members will be
trained to use it by Providence.
Lawrence is very appreciative of
the offer.

"It's a partnership which we
relish, and we're locking forward

" to nurluring it in coming vears,”

spid Lawrence.” There are a Jot of
benelits that ean be gained on
both sides.”

Lawrence said that the schoal

has a limited umeunt of funds
which it can spend, but anything
that involves a human being's life
is crucial.

“Ax hard as we work to ensure
safety Torour students and staff in
this high school, this goes right
slong with that” Lawrence said.
“We're taking every measure we
can to make sure (hat we provide
4 sale environment for stodents.”

Lawrence caplained that Novi
High School is growing in leaps’
und bounds, In facl, a new wing
that's  approximately 150,000
square feet, will be finished in the
fall.

“We'll Im\rc so much more
room for people in this building,
and with all of the infermation
-coming 10 us in terms of incidents
and the need for this kind of
device, what better time to put an
appropriate nurmber of them into
the high schocl so that we ean
averl any disaster,” Lawrence
soid.

Has anyone ever thought to use
the simple slatement “game-win-
ning home run?" That would be a
refresher for a change.

Recently, at a casal function
with some coworkers, [ was asked
what 2 walk-off homer was. [
exphined, o the best of my
knowicdge, that a-walk-off home
run indicates a game-winning shot
i the bottom of the ninth by the
honte team. It allows not only the
players 1o walk
off the field as
the game comes
to an end, but
allows (he game-
winning player to
take a leisurely
strell aroupd the
bags to celebrale
his shot.

As I've come lo
find out with
some research,
I'm only pardially right. The walk-
off home run does indeed indicate
the gamg winner in the boitom of
the ninth, but the term wasn't
acwally coined for that exact
moment, [nstead, the origin of the
tenin is ¢redited 1o fermer Oakiand
A's reliever Dennis Eckersley. The
New Dickson Buseball Dictienary
names Eckersley as the fatfer of
the word, who is said to have usad
it in 1993 10 deseribe 1he painful
stroll from the mound afler giving
up the game-winning run. Not
many would know much belter
than Eckersley, who is best known
for giving up the “walk-ofl home
run” that was jacked by the
Dodger’s Kirk Cibson to beat
Oukland in the cpening comtest of
the 1988 World Scries.

There had been some impres-
sive walk-off home runs in the
days when people did not have a
term to plaster them with. Bobhy
‘Thomson’s “Shot Heard ‘Reund
the World” ended the 1951 playoiT

a pame. That's nol even close.

Ak
Trammel has one too, cranking
out a four-run homer in the bot-
tom of the ninch June 21, 1988,
The st of names is impressive,
though cnly three are Hall of
Fame members; Roger Connor

(1950, Bobby Thomson (1952},
Eddie Joost (1952), Del Crandall
(1955}, Danny Kravitz (1956},
Roberto Clemente (1956), Ellis
