Work on the leng awaited Beck
Road bridge replacement could

Prince Bridge & Marine LTD of
was Lhe apparent low hidder at
$4.76 million.

Mary Annc Wizinsky loves it
when she sees a light wra onina
child's head. She knows it when a
student doesn’t understand the
material she is teaching, but when
that student finally gets it she can
see it in his or her eyes and face.
To Wizinsky, or “Ms, Wiz," as her
students cali her, that is the most
rewarding thing about her job.

Ms, Wiz worked as 2 physical
education teacher for 10 years
before moving into a classroom as
an English language arts teacher.
She didn’t guile abandon cvery
zspect of her former job, however,
as she incorporates many diffcrent
interactive physical activities into
the classroom. She believes that if
students are invelved physically
and emotionally in their lessons,
they will retain the information
that they are being tanght.

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Learning starts at birth;
so where do we go now?

They held the ninth antual
Govemor's Educalion Suminit
conference a couple of weeks ago
in Lansing, Tt was the biggest one
ever, with 1,000 people attending
and 400 more tumed away for
tack of space. Bul, not surprising-
Ly, the summit didn’t get much
attention, and disappeired almost
without a trace in the maw ol the
big-time media machine,

I was importail, though,
because it marked a significant
change in divection for
Michigan's policies on carly
childhood and education, i
change driven by what brain sci-
entists and dectors have come to
understand about early chitd
development. It turns oul that

What's very
interesting about these findings is
that they highlight an enormous
disconnect in our society between
what we know and what we do.
Wit we know is that kids are
best able to learn when they are
very, very young, What we do is
te start children in kindergarien at
age 5, cxactly the point at which
their capacity to learn stars to
slow down,

Consider, furthermore, the
enomous misallocation of bil-
Tions of dollars arising from this
disconnect. For some years now,
a group of heavyweights from the
business, education, fuman serv-
ices and foundation communilics
have been miecting 1o chew on
Lhis issue, Called “Ready lo. ...
Bucceed!” this group bat spon- -+
sored some interesting advertis-
ing campaigns on radio and TV,

all around the thene of *Bea
hero from age rero” and urging
parents of newboms to “hald,
talk, read, play.” and so forth with
their children, The idea is to get
the practical consequences of sci-
entific findings into the heads of
ordinary parents,

The Ready to Succeed folks
had z willing audience in Gov.
Jennifer Granholm, who immedi-
ately latched on to the idea, now
repackaged as "Project Great
Start.” At the cducation summil
she annouriced a sweeping platt to
use donations instead of tax dol-
lars to promote the idea thai “edu-
cation begins at age zero” The
slopan will be on grocery bags
from Meijer's, on public service

g STINOUNCENICNLS
on TV, in church
bulleting and in
videos in doctors’
wiiting rooms.
“We need to hit
this from all
directions if we
are to crente a
movemenrt, if wo
are to change
people's minds
about when edu-
cation begins,”
Granholm said in
her keynote
speech,

All this promo-
tion is well und good. But it docs-
't cut to the conerele core of
what needs to be done if we are
1o bring our child care and educa-
tion systern kicking and screar-
ing into the 2151 century,

Turns out the best in the world
at all this are the (gasp) French,
who operate & sysiem of maternal
and childcare centers for every
furnily with children as part of the
national health system. The cen-
fers start with prenatal care for
maothers and babies, continue with
home visits after the baby is born
and provide very early childhood
education. The whole sysiem is
linked in a continuum of care
from birth (o grade school, and
most experls-say it's the very best.

Of course, we probably can't
get Lo the French or English sys-
tems overnighl, even assuming
we woulid want to. They are very
cxpensive and fit perfectly into
the Erenchy/Enplish culture of era-
dle-to-grave social services that
cosl laxpayers a ton. Bul it does
represent a madel that might use-
fully be adapted to American con-
didons.

Gov. Granholm cffered a start
in her speech at the summit when
she said that 17 Michigan ele-
mentary schools on 2 federal st
of 213 underperforming schools
this fall will epen Family
Resource Centers with state
social services workers on hand
to help solve family problems.

The idea of co-lecating social
services, public health and eurly
childhood care in elementary
school biklings has been kicking
around for yeurs, especially in
comununities with decply rooted
social and economic problems.
So suppose you add a child care
spectalist and o teacher to the

Family Resource Cenlers. And
suppose you expanded the pro-
gram 10 all 213 underperiorming
schools. And suppose further ...
yau get the poinl.

The big problem with all sum-
mil conferences is to figure out
“whal's next” aller the conference
is over. Edging toward a seriovs
early childcare and education sys-
tem is the obvious “next siep.” It
will tuke 2 Jot of tugging and
hauling on a whole lot of con-
stituencics that are invested in the
system as it now is, but it's well
worlh the effort. And it could be a
defining ohjective for a very
smart Governor with three school
age children and a demonstrated
inlerest in policy innovations in
the field.

Fieger, Kervorkian - life’s changed

For the better part of a decade,
Geoffrey Fieger and Jack
Kevorkian dominated the news
agenda in o way that scarcely
scemed believable,

They were, in a sense, charac-
ters out of an adolescent novel,
two brilliant, in-your-face bad
boys who gol away with things
nebody ¢lse could — and
changed the country’s way of
lecking at a major social issue,
Time and again, the unemployed
pathologist would help some ill
person commit suicide.

Time and again, they would go
into court, captivate the media
with their antics, openly cwn up
1o what the then-Dr. Kevorkian
had done — and win an acquittal,
Onee, they even
took the whole
jury out to an
expensive dinner
party afterwards,

During one
trial, Kevorkian
sal with his fin-
gers in his ears.

Duing another,
he dressed up to
look like Thernas
Jeflerson, though
in fact he looked
more like 2 miror
{footman from a

bad bout
movie sbout Jack Lessenberry

King Louis

During another,

he refused 10 even show up, say-
ing hie had better things to do.

Somehow, the judges let him
get away with all this. Geolfiey
Fieger roared like-a on, said out-
rageous things 10 the jury
("Unfortunaw]y the judge has
ruled that I can't tell you about
my client’s prior acquitials,") and
even more outrageous things
about the prosecutors. He spect-
]amd whether his cnemies’ parents
coupled with farm animals.

Onee, he moved for an inuncdi-
ale dismissal on the grounds thal
the prosecutor was spineless "and
in the state of Michigan a case has
to be Iried by a vertebrate.”

Other lawyers would have been
staring at some bars, Geoffrey ot
a wagging finger.

"The odd couple teamed up in
1990, Six years later, assistcd sui-
cide Kevorkian style was de facto
lega in metropolitan Detroit.
Kevorkian lived in a hoose:
Genffrey awned, filling its garage
with whaelchms that belonged to

departing "patients.”

The partnership collapsed in
1998, Geofirey Fieger assumed he
ceuld transtate his courtroom bril-
linnce into the political arena, and
ran for govermnor. He was smeared.
Feeling neglected and bored with
success, Kevorkian upped the
ante, He moved ta enthanasia,
videotaped Lhe act. and sent the
tape to 60 Minules.

Then he dismissed Fieger and
inslsted on representing himsell.
This resalted in a second-degree
murder conviction, and a 10-16-25

* year sentence. “I've got thern right

where I want them,” he told me,
the day they led him away in
April, 1999.

He thought a public outery
would foree his
release, But he
had gbout used up
his minutes of
farme, Most of his
supporters meled
away. The judicial
system took ils
tme abou! con-
sidering his many
appeals, then
rejected them, one
by one.

‘They trans-
ferred him to vari-
ous prisons uniil
they finally sent
Prisorier No.
284797 1o
Lapcer. Jack Kevorkian is 75 ow,
an old man with many ailments.
Last Sunday, he had a visitor he
had finally agreed to scc. Geoffrey
Fieger. Hard as it must have been
for Kevorkiax to do, he asked
Ficger to come back.

This week, once again, the
press roleases went o and the
camneras flocked to the steadily
expanding suitc of offices infor-
maliy known as the Fiegerdome.
"Far almost five years Dr.-
Kevorkian has been more than
punished,” his Tawyer thundered,
Just like in the old days. "His con-
tizwed incarceration is hrutal,
inhurzan and cruel.”

Yet the world has changed.
Wednesday, Fieger formally asked
Oakland Circuit Jedge Rac Lee
Chabot to release his famous
client, who isn’t cligible for parole
for nearly four more years. Dr.
Kevorkian's own physician wroie
a letter testifying that the old man'
suffers from serious hernias, dou-
ble vision, anemia and heart prob-

lems.

They had hoped that she would
schedule immediate oral argu-
ments, and bring Kevorkian down
from prison to attend. But she
declined, saying she would accept
written pleadings only, and con-
sider them at her leisure.

‘What Jack Kevorkian may not
realize is that the world has
indeed changed sincs he dominat-
ed the headlines in an era when
the economy wus booming, for-
cign affairs seemed irelevant, and
life seemed to be all aboul
lifestyle.

Today, thousands are still suf-
fering who would like "a soft
landing,” But national priorities
are different, and people have
thought less about individual
choice in death since the day
3,000 died in a flash through no
choice or fault of their own.

Geoffrey Fieger has changed,
too. The days when he could fight
courroom battles all day and ban-
ter with reporters in bars all night
are gone, He and his wife, Kecnie,
have adopled twe muitiracial
infunts, Julian and Aidan, and by
all accounts the flamboyant
lawyer has, at 52, become a sur-
prisingly dedicated father.

"Geoffrey comes home at night
a ot eartier now,” his wife snys.
‘These days he hangs out with the
likes of U.S. Sen, John McCain,
who lives near where Lhe Ficgers
have a vacation home. Someday,
some judge may let Kevorkian
out. But 1 wouldn't bet on it. The
odds that he wooldn't keep his
word nol o help anyone die scem
too great,

One has to wonder what the sit-
nation would be today if he had
Jast gone on assisting suicides —
something the prosecutors had
given up fighting, .

And one has la wonder abont
e foture, "Oh, (his will become
legal, all right,” Kevorkiar told
me years ago. "You know why?
There are 75 miilion of your gen-
eration and only 17 million in the
next. Do you think they’re going
ta sperd all their income o keep
all of you hooked up to
machines?”

II's an organ, so it needs exercise, oxygen,
glucose and general good nutrition” (o functicn well.

That, Khalsa says, means there's hope for preserving
beain functions such as memory — and even improving
them.

If it uppears vou're dealing with normal forgetfulness,
Glisky offers these suggestions:

M Pay atiention. That might sound obvious, but in reali-
ty our minds sometimes wander instead of focusing on the
matier at hand.

“It may be that some older people will have to con-
sciously make 2n effort o pay attenton,” Glisky says. “It's
fot as autematic as it is for younger peaple.”

M Repeat information you want (o retain. For example,
if you're introduced to several people al a party, try
repeat their names. One way to do (s inconspicuously is
to introduce your new acquaintances to others at the party.
After several tepetitions, you'll probably remember the
names.

M Make associations. Using the same example of meet-
ing people at  party, Iry to asscciate a person's name with
something about him or her. Harry might sport a thick
rmane of hair, and that could be the association that would
help you remember his name. Theresa might sirike you as

Khalsa has sought to preveat and reverse memory loss
with “an integrative or holistic approach” in his work with
the Alzheimer's Prevention Foundation. These sieps, he
says, are “similar to & regular, healthful lifestyle, but
they're very important to mental function and memeory.”

Kinlsa's key factors inclde:

M Nutition. A nutritious diet, low in saturated fats and
bolstered with vitamins and minerals, can benefit the brain
just as it nourishes the rest of the bady, Khalsa says.

B Stress management. “Stress raises a chemical in the
blood called certisol. It's neurotoxic,” he says. “IL kills
brain cells in the memory center of the brain, Ways to
reduce it would be meditation, yoga, massage ot guided
imagery.”

B Exercise. Both physical and mental exercise can help
limit memory loss, Khalsa says, “Studies have shown that
women who get regular exercise between the ages of 40
and 60 have a lower incidence of Alzheimer's,” he says.
"... People who exercise increase blood flow to the brain
and decrease memory loss.”

The brain itself also needs regular workouts, Khalsa
says. What's required is “thinking, but not intellectual
thinking, iike your job," he says. “This is the idea of doing
something different — taking up a hobby or music, using
flashcards or working crossword puzzles. You have to
exercise your brain just as you exercise your body.”

‘No pain, no gain’

Atatime when yoga is going
mainstrean, health experts say,
anecdotally, the number of peo-
ple being injured in classes is
rising At an alanming rate.

They blame both students
and yoga teachers. Stadenis,
they say, come 10 ¢lass expect-
ing to work out al the repid,
strenuous pace they did in aero-
bies or the weight rom. Many
teachers, on the other hand, are
inkdequalely trained.

Dr. James G. Garrick, an

ic surgeoa and director
of the Center for Sports
Medicine at St Francis
Hospital in San Francisco, said
mast of the injuries patients
suffer are to the knee, followed
by lower back and shoulder.

The injuries resalt from peo-
ple trying to strefch their bodies
into difficult poses that are
beyond their physical limita-

tions.

“The last couple of years
we've been seeing a dramatic
increase in the number of peo-
ple injured doing yoga,” he
said. *T's frightened us. As
more people have gotten
invelved with yoga, the
demand for classes has gone
up, and liere are 1ot enough
instructors, (and) those that are
there are newly or briefly
trained.”

Garrick said people can min-
imize their tisk of being injured
by finding & seasoned, patient
instructor who doesh't push
students beyond what their
bodies are able to handle with-
out pain.

“Yoga is as mental an exer-
cise as itis a physical exercise,”
Garrick said. “Tt seems studios
and students are patting more
emphiasis on the physical, to the
students’ detriment. To stu-
dents, I would say if you feel
discomfort ... getling imo a

mantra won't work with yoga

BodyPump promises a shaps-up

They wanted 1o lure men out of
their lair, the freg-weight area at the
back of the main room, and into the

“Men like iron,” said Temmy
Cutberth, a BodyPump instructor
and partner in the club, “Even ona
busy night here, the men stay at the
back. That's their domain. They like
Lhe clanking of the weights and the
camaraderie. It might as well say
*No girls allowed.” "

To them, gronp exercisé is a
nightmare of “ladies in leg-warmers
whooping and jumping up and
down,” she said.

Aurncting them was a feat, but
Cutberth has made progress, The
club has won over eight to 10 men
for its Monday evening classes and

. & handful for Saturday. moming ses-

sions. et

Eddie Zegarra had never laken a
group ¢lass in eight years at the club
unlil his wife, Karen, talked him
into taking this one with her.

“It gives us time 1o do something
together,” he said, “and it's a really
geod class, It's hard. T about died
the first tme in there. T couldn’t
walk for a week”

Nationally, the most popular
group exercise for men at health
clubs is Spinning, or group cycling,
said Bill Howland, director of
research for The International
Health, Racquet & Sports Club
Association,

Men make up 33 percent of par-
ticipants in those classes. They
make up 20 perctnt of participants
in aquatic exercise (aerobics in 3
pool), which is the next mest popu-
lar group class for men. It's low
impact and tends to atirzct older
men, he said.

“You know why more men don’t
take this class?" asked Craig
Williams, manager at Memphis
Fitness Club, who was watching the
BodyPumpers work out, “They're
not tough enough. I did i, and it
kicked my butt. And I'm strong as
an ox.”

Women can Jower the weights
they're lifting, but men unacens-
tomed to aercbics can't escape the
demands on thsir cardiovascular
system, he said.

He was soon proven right.
Midway through the class, while the
women were managing, the men
were red-faced and sputtering.

At one point, they put down their
weights and laughed at each other.

“This class is a real equalizes,”
said Kenneth Farrell, 49, mopping
his brow aflerward. “You have no
ego after the first 10 minutes. You
stop worrying about what weights
the women are putting on next to
you”

Like Zegarra, he takes the class
because he wants to exercise with
his wife, Deborah, also in the cliss.
They couldn’t run together because
she couldn’t keep up with him.

Of the 200 or so students who
patronize The Pilates Centre, Ballet
Memphis's largesi pilates site, only
about 15 are men.

Most take private lessons with
perhaps five men showing up for
group mat classes, said Tamara
Hoffmann, pilates coordinator,

“Maybe pilates doesn’t appeal to
them because it’s detail oriented
and it requires patience,” she said,
but that™s a mistake. “Almost every
man [ know has more upper-body
strength than core streagth” They
have “tight shoulders, tight backs,
tight everything”

With pilates, “you're building
strength while you're stretching,”
said Hoffmann.

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“Gift” grants are
unwrapping a
new debate in
real estate

The good news about home down-payment grant
pragrams Is that they make il esier for people to
tny o home.

The bad news aboul home down-payment grant
programs is that they make il cusier for people 1o
buy 2 home.

Laove them or hate them, these programs offered
by non-profit groups are sweeping the country,

A former lender for one of the lurgest builders in
the country, Cenkex Homes, said she’s wed the
“gifting"” grant program for 60 percent of the loans
she makes in the Denver area.

“They're very important,” said Shawna Johason,
a former senior loan officer with CTX Morigage,
Centex Homes' mortgage loan division. She now
works at Shea Mertgage and plans 10 continie to
romote the programs.

Critics charge (hat down-puyment programs are
inflating home prices that are at record levels;
increasing the number of foreclosures, which is
already ep 38.5 percent Irom last year and causing
renlers to leave apartment communities in droves.

How it works:

Let's say a scller is listing a hoine for 200,006, A
buyer comes along who has the income and credit to
buy tixe horne but needs $3,000 for a down payment,

Instead cof the home selling for $200,000, it sells
for $203,000. and 33,000 goes 10 a nonprofit group,
plus a fee.

The non-profit group then turus over the $5,000 1o
the buyer for the
dow payment.

The buyer gets the
meney  with  no
stings altached und
never has to pay il
buck. There are no
income  require-
ments, and the buyer
doesn’t have to be a
first-time buyer.

Plus, the selier gets
rid of the home und
gels the asking price.

The problem, crit-
ics soy, is that the
home sale is often
recorded at the price
fhat- includes the
grant,  omificially
inflating the price. Thar inflation also can skew
appraisals of homes in the neighborbood, critics say.

In wrn, that can be contributing to rising foreclo-
sure ratcs, some contend,

That’s & concern of the Celerade Housing and
Finance Authority, which provides zero-interest sec-
ond morigages to first-time and low- and mederate-
incomz home buyers.

The authority requires borrowers (o pul at jeast
$1.000 down, said Duvid Mirtinez, spokesmuan for
CHFA,

“They arc
inflating the market. But they’re not leading to mare
foreclosures, Fhat's being cavsed by people Josing
their jobs."

The down-payment programs were started in
1997 by the Nehemiah Corp,, a non-profit group
based in Sacramento, Calif. Dozens of other groups
have entered the husiness since.

“We. are the oldest and the Jargest,” said Scott
Syphax, president of Nehemiah, “We make over
36,000 granis a year. We've given away more lhan
$500 million. Now, there are hundreds doing what
we do. More are springing up every day.”

Since 1998, Nehemiah has made 4,828 grants for
4 1otal gift amount of $25.75 million in Colorado, or
an average of about $5,300 per home buyer. The
average iticome of a Nehemiah down-payment th
tecipient s $44,651, Typical home buyers are in
their Iate 205 and 30s and tend to be single parents.

It's estimated that more than 17,000 bomes
nationwide are purchased each month through
down-payment grant programs, representing about 3
percent of all home sales. .

Syphax said when Nehemiah compared its fgre-
closare rate with Federal Housing Administration-
insared loans, “our rates of default are Lower. [ think
these people know they have begn given a chance to
own a home, ard if they fose their home, they know
their chance of ever buying a home agair is slift to
none.”

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Knowing which to use — and when — can save
you money on your next debit card transaction

hich do you prefer using _ your
PIN or your signature when
making debit card purchases? Do
you know the dilference?

Wilh . least one big bank
poised to slart charging for certain debit curd
transactions, what you don’t know could lhurt
your wallel. .

Citizens Bank, the Rhode Island-based bank
that took over Mellon Financial Corp.'s branch
banking business nearly two yeurs ago, will
begin Aug. 25 charging certain custemers 35
cents every (ime they authorize a debit card pur-
chage by punching in their personal identifica-
tion nuinber. Signature-based debit card transac-
tions will remain free.

The PIN fee will be waived for customers
with "Circle” checking accounts, which require
a minimum combined balance of 33,000,

Citizens says it wants Lo encourage customers
to choose signalure-based debil card transactions
because they bring Lhe bank more revenue front
retailers than PIN-based transactions,

In general, however, customers favor PIN-
busad purcliases because they offer a cash-back
feature, Retailers like them betier, too, because
they cost less to process.

When you swipe your card and authorize. your

purchase with 2 PIN, it works like an ATM trans-
action, immediately deducting the cost [rom
your account. Retailers ame charged a flal lee to
|process it- :

When you usc your signature, the transaction
is processed through Lhe Visa or MasterCard sys-
tems, which create a debit against your account.
That method, which takes several days Lo actual-
ly deduct the maney from your account. ends up
costing merchants more because they're charged
a fee in (he forny of a percentage of the (ransac-
tion amount.

Currently, relatively few banks charge cus-
tomers for using their debit cards, also common-
by referred e as check cards.

Last year, 12 percenl of consumers nation-
wide got hit with fees for PIN-secured {ransac-
tions, while 4 percent were charged for signature
transaclions, according to a survey by Star
Systems, operator of (he Star and MAC ATM
nelworks.

For costomers whose banks do charge them,
fees can pile up quickly. Consumers on average
use their debit cards twice a week, with heavy

- users averaging five or more transactions a

week, according to Star Systems,
Cilizens suys cusiomers concerned about the
PIN fee should simply pick the signature-based

method, even though it doesn’t allow them e get
cash back.

The bank has chargad the PIN fee in its New
England hometown market for years and wanted
(o make all markets uniform, senior vice presi-
dent Lisa Stanien said,

Next year, however, it could get a little hard-
er for consuniers 10 choose pens instead of their
PINs.

Under lerms of a lawsuit settlement among
retuilers (led by Wal-Mart), and the credit card
giants Visa and MasterCard, merchanls will be
free in January lo stop offering signature-based
debit transactions even it (hey take Visa and
MasterCard credii cards, Previpusly, retailers
weren’t allowed to offer one without the other in
what became known as the “honar all cards”
rule.

Visa and MasterCard also agreed to lower
their fees starling in August through the end of
ti1e year.

Although retailers aren't likely to drop signa-
(ure-bused debit cards en mass since so many
people use them, unless Visa and MasterCard cut
their pracessing [ees next year, more merchanls
