A major auto supplier wil l be mak­
ing Novi Its global headquarters with 
a new $25 million dollar complex at 
Twelve Mile and Haggerty Roads. 
• The German supplier 
Eberspaecher, with over a billion dol­
lars i n global sales, i s expected to 
construct the new 66,000 sq. foot 
facility to house Its engineering, pro­
totype and testing laboratories and 
utilize Uie Novi site as its North 
American headquarters. 

According to Novl economic devel­
opment coordinator Greg Capote, die 
company will break ground May 1 on 
the new facility. 

"1 th ink it's more of the ringing of 
the be l l for research and develop­
ment in the M-5 corridor," Capote 
said. "It's dellnitely a w i n for Novi. 
This Is an ongoing process of the city 
getting research and development 
companies, it's a clean company that 
wil l be respecting wetlands and 
woodlands (ordinances)." 

Tlie architect for the projects Is 
Ghafari Associates L . L . C . and 

: Walbridge-Aldinger co. is the builder. 
Eberspaecher has purchased the ; 

• land and will own the building out­
right. 

" i think tliey will have about 75 
employees," Capote said, "and they 
have plants al l over t l ie world." 

Eberspaecher has plants In 
Canada , Mexico, Poland, Bi-azll, 
Germany, France, the United 
Kingdom, Switzerland and Egypt. 

T h e company set u p a temporaiy 
Nor th American headquarters in 
Farmington Hills last year as they 
searched for a permanent site, 
Eberspaecher will be neighbors with 

"•'a number of higli tech Tompanles 
already situated i n the Novl technol­
ogy corridor. Seinlens-Cerberus 
Divis ion of Siemens Bui ld ing 
Technologies, Tower Automotive, 
F A T A Automation and Omron 
Automotive are already i n tile dis-
•trict. 

According to Capote, the reason 
for p i ck ing Novl for a headquarters 
was its central locations, "excellent 
schools" and accessibility to freeways 
and highways.:

Novl Community Schools super­
intendent Emmett Lippe said com­
muni ty support brought the Novi 
School District to where i t is today, 
and that more i s needed i f it wish­
es to continue its eminent reputa­
tion. 

Lippe is encouraging voters to 
get ou t on J u n e l l to decide the 
fate of three separate ballot pro­
posals, three the district is now 
ca l l ing the " K E Y s to success: 

Keeping, Excellence for Years to 
come." 

" T h i s Is one of the most signifi­
cant elections we've had. It's essen­
tial for us," U p p e said . "Evety s tu ­
dent i n eveIy school is going to 
beneilt. Bu t it 's really up to the 
community to determine the level 
of excellence they want to maintain 
i n this school district." 

The summer ticket wi l l Include 
the district's $75 mi l l ion bond pro­
posal to address space and tech­
nology needs, as well as dedicated 

site ralllage o f 0.5 mills and a 
Headlee Amendment override. 

Ass i s tan t super intendent of 
bus iness a n d operations J i m 
Koster explained that the dedicated 
mlllage allows the district to set 
aside funds to cover the repair o f 
newly developed buildings. 

'The dedicated mlllage. w o u l d 
take care of maintenance and con­
tracted repairs, therefore prolong­
i n g the lives o f the buildings and 
keeping the district 's assets i n the 
best of shape," Koster said. 

The Headlee override, he 
explained, is to restore the l 8 - m i l l 
levy as required by law in 1994. 
The 1994 school-finance reform 
legislation (Proposal A) replaced 
local property taxes wi th state level 
taxes. .Although not its intent, the 
Headlee began dropping, causing 
school d is t r ic t s to lose money. 
Currently, the Headlee Is at 17.6 
and i s expected to drop again next 
year. 

Hosier sa id the miUage is impor­
tant because it i s used i n tlie cal­

cula t ion for state a id to school dis­
tricts. 

' T h e state will not make up this 
loss for the Headlee effect," he said. 
"So wi th the override, the mlllage 
wou ld be restored to its original 18 
mi l l levy, and more Importantly, 
state aid to Novi would be as it was 
intended to be." 

T h e Headlee override would only 
affect business a n d commercial 
taxes and not affect the taxes o f

J u s t l ike a runaway train or the 
proverbia l snowball going down 
h i l l , the 52nd 1st Division Court 
docket i n Novi Is headed to a 
record breaking year for court 
cases, according to district court 
lofficlals. , ' 
i 52-1 Distri(;t Court Judge" Brian 
MacKenzIe expects "records to be 
ibroken" i n every court docket cate-
'gory. A n d with such a large num­
ber of cases in the beginnng of the 

year, MacKenzie said that a "snow­
ball" effect could continue right 
through the end o f the year. 

"We are running above pace for 
everything," MacKenz ie said, 
T h e r e i s no classification that we 
are down in ," 

Accord ing to MacKenzie, If the 
first three months of the year are 
any IndlcaUon, 2001 w i l l be "the 
highest court load ever." 

In 1995, there were approxi­
mately 51,000 new cases filed with 
the court. B y 1999. that number 

had leapt to 56,307. Last year, the 
number dropped, but only by less 
than a thousand at 55,160. 

The Novi court expects to finish 
wi th between 62,000 and 64,000 
new cases this year. State court 
adminis t ra t ive officials confirm 
that the Novi Court is the fastest 
growing court i n the state - b a r 
n o n e - Including the 46th District 
Cour t i n Detroit. 

The largest j umps this year 
come under the general civi l cases 
and civi l Infractions that seem to 

be ' exploding , ' according to 
MacKenzie: Last Inonth was the 
highest new case filing for civil 
infractions i n the past two years 
with 3.406. General civil Infrac­
tions increased by over a hundred 
last mon th coillpared to similar 
statistics m 1999 and 2000. Felony 
OUIL went from 15 i n 1999 and 
Jumped to 34 in 2000. Th is year 
the n u m b e r is already at 3 5 . 

MacKenzie said the rise in new 
cases is significant but there could 
be some explanatioIi for the rise. 

" Janua ry i s a h i g h month," 
MacKenzie said. "It'sthe end of the 
hol idays and M a r c h is a h igh 
month 'because of St. Patrick's 
Day, especially when it lands on a 
weekend."

p l a n n i n g director , doesn't m i n d . 
He's been doing h i s homework. 

Evancoe , former senior u r b a n 
p l a n n e r for Peor ia , 111., has been 
on the Job as p l a n n i n g director 
for a shor t time, b u t has become 
a s tudent when It comes to the 
future of Novi . 

"There are four areas for me to 
fbtius on as the new P lann ing 
D l r e c t o L " Evancoe s a i d . "One o f 

' t h o s e Is to m a i n t a i n the qua l i t y 
of development that the re s i ­
dents have come to respect. We 
also need to look at the response 
to o u r cus tomers Inc lud ing the 
res idents , developers and , rea l -
jy, everybody we come into con­
tact w i t h are o u r cus tomers . So 
that Is someth ing we want to 
concentra te on." 

Evancoe sa id that he w o u l d 
l ike to keep a n eye on "long 
range p lanning" a n d make sure 
that "we are ahead of the devel­
opment communi ty" to provide a 
"framework" for developers a n d 
a d i n i n i s t r a t i o n to work w i t h . 
G o o d c o m m u n i c a t i o n between 
the p l a n n i n g depar tmen t a n d 
the rest of the c i ty depar tments 
is a l so a top p r io r i t y . " 

Ano the r p r io r i ty is the rede­
velopment of two of the older 
co r r idors In the c i ty - t h e Nov i 
R o a d and G r a n d R i v e r cor r idors . 
Evancoe said tha t G r a n d River 

future seems to be b r igh te r w i t h 
a p r o p o s e d new N o v i E x p o 
Center a n d the p o s s i b i l i t y o f a 
new C a t h o l i c C e n t r a l H i g h 
Schoo l . Evancoe sa id he 'd l ike to 
focus on the "In-between areas" 
a long G r a n d R i v e L 

"The a rea were are l o o k i n g at 
most spec i f i ca l ly is be tween 
Taft a n d B e c k Roads ," Evancoe 
s a i d . " W h e n y o u h a v e some 
s t rong a n c h o r s at e i ther end of a 
c o m m e r c i a l c o r r i d o L tha t pro­
v ides good o p p o r t u n i t i e s for 
developInent Inside the c o r r i d o r 
Itself. W i t h West M a r k e t Square , 
the Providence M e d i c a l Cen t e r 
a n d the, hopeful ly , the Det ro i t 
C a t h o l i c C e n t r a l H i g h S c h o o l at 
one end of the coITldor a n d the 
T o w n Cen te r a n d M a i n Street at 
the other ends we w i l l begin to 
see a redevelopment In the m i d ­
dle area." 

Evancoe sa id that as redevel­
opment con t i nues for the G r a n d 
River c o r r i d o r a n d the N o v i R o a d 
c o r r i d o L there w i l l be p u b l i c 
meetings for res idents to voice 
their o p i n i o n . 

"We'd def in i te ly l i k e to hea r 
wha t t h e i r (residents) v i s i o n Is 
for those co r r ido r s , " E v a n c o e 
sa id . "It's not .as impor t an t wha t 
m y v i s i o n is b u t wha t the re s i ­
dents want . " 

Evancoe d id say that s ince the 
Nov! R o a d cor r idor has a n u m ­
ber of 'm ixed deve lopments ' that 
there w i l l become "cha l lenges 
for p l a n n i n g . " One of the prob­

lems that Evancoe sa id he w o u l d 
l ike to l ake a look at Is the 
'wa lkab i l i ty ' o f the T o w n C e n t e L 
E x p o C e n t e r a n d d o w n t o w n 
area. W i t h the future w i d e n i n g 
of Novi Road , Evancoe sa id he 
wou ld accept the cha l lenge o f 
improv ing wa lkways aloIig Novl 
Road. 

"Pedest r ian access i s some­
th ing I have c h a m p i o n e d 
th roughout m y career," Evancoe 
emphas ized . "A wa lkab le com­
muni ty is an impor tan t th ing . 1 
th ink , as we expand the road­
way, we do need lo look for good 
ways for p e d e s l j i a n a n d b icyc le 
connect ions to be made so peo­
ple can move about the c o m m u ­
nity and not be ent i re ly re l iant 
on the i r cars ." 

Evancoe sa id lha t it i s impor­
tant lo "enforce the r e q u i r e ­
ments in the c i l y o rd inances" 
when i t comes to r e q u i r i n g 
developer to put in s idewa lks . 

"A lot of t ime y o u ' l l have devel­
opers who a s k for wavers for 
s i d e w a l k s , " he c o n t i n u e d . "1 
th ink i f it is phys i ca l l y poss ib le 
to put the s idewa lks i n , l h a l 
needs to be done. If we can 
require s i d e w a l k s everywhere , 
eventual ly the sys tem w i l l con­
nect." 

B r i n g i n g a h u m a n t o u c h to 
pub l i c spaces where develop­
ment is happen ing and encour­
age developers to do l andscap ­
ing and provide sea l ing i n spe­
cific areas. Evancoe a l so sa id 

D a v i d E v a n c o e 
N o v i p l a n n i n g d i r e c t o r 

that he w o u l d l i ke to see "smal l 
pub l i c p a r k s " set as ide pedestr i ­
ans . 

He a l so sa id that he Is not 
conce rned ' w i t h the economic 
d o w n t u r n , w h e n i l comes lo 
development in Nov i . 

"The m a r k e t c o n d i t i o n s i n 
Novi are s u c h that the proper ly 
va lue is very h igh a n d there is a 
lot of d i sposable i ncome (being) 
spent on hous ing . N o v i has s u c h 
a great loca t ion , w i t h Its freeway 
accesses , i t 's a t t r ac t ing people 
that have a good d e a l o f weal th ," 
he c o n t i n u e d . " A n d we're not 
see ing s l o w d o w n . We ' re seeing 
d e v e l o p m e n t , s u c h as I s land 
Lakes , mov ing ahead whi le other 
parts of the countty are seeing 

development .s lowing down." 
Evancoe sa id because of Novi 's 

loca t ion and the "diverse econo­
my," the economic Impact that 
w o u l d be felt elsewhere is not 
happen ing here. 

"We have a wide range o f 
employment oppor tuni t ies s u c h 
as manufactur i t ig lo service Jobs 
r ight up to v e i y h igh lech , au to 
related Industries a n d comput­
ers," Evancoe s a id . "When y o u 
have a r ich economy, l ike N o v i 
has , y o u can do wel l d u r i n g 
recess ionaiy l imes . " 

Evancoe said the Gateway z o n ­
i n g dis t r ic t is a significant com­
ponent of a downtown to Improve 
the appearance a n d functionali ty 
of the d o w n t o w n area as a 
entrance to the city. 

"Every downtown had to s tar t 
somewhere," Evancoe said, "We 
feel we have the right developer 
and the right concept to bu i ld a 
s t rong downtown. It is un ique 
and there are not a lot of models 
we c a n follow. B u t at the same 
t ime, p lanned communi t ies a re 
found across the coun ty a n d 
m a n y of Ihem are successful." 

Evancoe d i d po in t out t h a t 
there are a n u m b e r of p lanned 
communit ies In the sunbel t areas 
of A r i z o n a , F l o r i d a and Cal i fo rn ia 
w i th m u c h success . 

"There is a resurgence of down­
towns to be revi ta l ized and l ike i n 
N o v i , to be created," Evancoe 
sa id . "I think the reason for that 
is the typical s u b u r b a n develop­

ment pat tern has not created Ihe 
sense of c o m m u n i t y that people 
desire. A n d so , wha t we are t r y i n g 
to do is c o n n e c t people w i t h 
places. A n d I c a n see lha t i n the 
food court o f Novi ' s downtown . It 
has become a gather p lace for 
people to Interact a n d nieet w i t h 
people." 

Evancoe sa id that he d idn ' t feel 
that there Isn't a need for a b ig 
department s tore to d raw people 
into the downtown. 

"The draw m a y be the c i v i c 
space that i s created," E v a n c o e 
sa id . "There i s a p l amled b a n d -
shell and that w i l l be a good p lace 
for people to meet a n d soc ia l ize ." 

Evancoe w a s the Depar tment of 
P lanning a n d G r o w t h manage r 
for the city o f Peor i a a n d w a s i n 
charge of u r b a n growth manage ­
ment as we l l as a supe rv i so r for 
green projects for the city. 

Evancoe began h i s career as a 
landscape a rch i t ec t i n E l g i n . 111. 
and worked for a l a n d s c a p i n g 
consul t ing g r o u p i n Irvine, Cal i f . ; 

Evancoe, w h o has a bache lor of 
l andscaping a rch i tec tu re degree 
a n d a mas te r of u r b a n p l a n n i n g 
from the Un ive r s i t y of I l l ino i s a t 
U r b a n a / C h a m p a i g n , has w o r k e d 
for the ci ty o f Peor ia since 1 9 8 9 . '

A bill has now been Introduced 
In the senate tha( wil l Increase the 
penalties for anyone who has an 
accldci i l and Injures a road worker 
In a construction zone. 

Sen. B i l l Bul lard (K-Hlghland) 
has sponsored a bill that would 
make penalties for aulo accidents 
Involving road workers much more 
costly for Michigan drivers. The bill 
was Introduced last week on 
Tuesday. 

According to ihe new bil l , any 
driver that injures a road worker 
in a construction zone would face 
linos of S I . 0 0 0 and one year In 
prison. The pennlty would rise to 
$7,500 and 15 years if a road 
woi'ker Is killed In a construction 
zone. A n y driver founri to be 
ciriink and kills a road worker, 
could face a niandalory 20 years 
In prison. 

"We waIil to get tiiis cione before 
the construction season starts." 
Bul lard said. "State police stalls-
tics show that the Incidents wl lh 
workers are Increasing." 

Bul lard noted the legislation is 
one that has iseeii sought for some 
time i:y tiie Mich igan Road 

Builders Association (MRBA) who 
have been concerned wi th the lack 
of prosecut ion by Judges and 
prosecutors In cases involving 
road accidents. 

The proposal comes on the 
heels of a number of road safety 
laws Including the most recent 
law mandating that drivers move 
over one lane when passing a 
police officer a n d emergency 
worker making traffic stops or 
assist ing motorists on freeways.

Duggan. "1 tllink that's a good thing. 1 
think 98 percent of those getting a 
general pemlit should be connected to 
law enforcement.

It's a pretty fair analysis of die issue. 
State Sen. Bi l l Bullard. R-Highland,

"I'm not telling you Uie crime rate is 
going lo Jump io percent," Duggan 
said, "i'm telling you we are going lo 
have more h^gedles in which someone 
snaps and has a gun to reach for." 

The law passed by state legislators 
last December would reduce the dis­
cretion local county gun boards have 
when they consider CCW penmlls. 
Currently the law says boards "may 
Lssue" licenses when applicants can 
show a need lo carry a conceal 
weapon. 

Tlie new law would make Michigan 
a "shall issue" slate, as long as the 
applicant meets certain criteria. 
Applicants would have to be 21, have 
no hisloIy of mental Illness, have no 
felony coiivlcUoiis, and take eight 
hours of firearms training. 

Tlie law creates a number of gun 
free zones, Including day cares, 
schools, churches, casinos, sport sta­
diums and bars. The bill also allocates

S e n . B i l l B u l l a r d . R -Hlgh l and 
Townsh ip , proclaimed the docu­
ment to be a hoax. 

B u l l a r d , supposedly Ihe subject 
of the interview, sa id the ques-
t ion -and-answer sess ion never 
occurred, 

Dav id Fi tch , H a m b u r g resident 
a n d admin i s t r a to r of 
w w w . P o l i t i c a l T h o u g h t s . c o m , 
wou ld neither conf i rm nor deny 
the accuracy of interviews posted 
on the website when contacted by 
telephone Monday. He said that 
he ' d received the supposed 
B u l l a r d interview by email from 
another user of the " G M Intranet" 
or "Truck and B u s " and had s i m ­
p ly "cleaned it up" before posting 
it on the site. 

A s k e d If he had an obligation to 
check the accuracy of interviews 

posted there'. P i t c h .said tha t 
"that's insignificant." 

B u l l a r d ' s s taf f asked F i l c h 
Monday, A p r i l 9, to remove Ihe 
t ranscr ip t from the webs i te . 
Tuesday, A p r i l l O , 11 and two 
other ques t ionable in te rv iews 
were gone from the site, 

"As a publ ic official, 1 have l i m ­
ited recourse against l ies a n d 
falsehood," B u l l a r d said. "Now 
w l l h the Internet, lies and false­
hood can be spread more widely . 
... 1 guess I'm going to have to 
trust i n the publ ic , trust that they 
wi l l not take as true things that 
are clearly r id icu lous and that I 
would not possibly have Said." 

Al though his office asked the 
interviews be removed, B u l l a r d 
said he doubts there is any fur­
ther recourse he can lake, 

"1 could file a lawsuit, but under 
New York Times vs. Su l l i van , i 
would have lo prove it was pub­
l ished wi th malice or In reckless 
disregard for the truth. 1 w o u l d 
have to pay attorney fees. 1 cou ld 
probably shut h i m down, bu t how 

many people w o u l d read a n d 
believe i t In the meantime." 

Fi tch sa id he would have the 
name of the person who emailed i t 
to h im i n his emai l logs, but d i d 
not feel it necessary to look the 
name up. 

The interview, supposedly done 
by the "Freep's J o h n Simon" w i t h 
B u l l a r d was on the topic o f 
mandatory seatbelt use and a 
recent b i l l mak ing a violation a 
pr iraaiy offense and adding two 
point to a driver 's record. 

The Detroi t Free Press Is often 
referred to as the Freep, and i t 
uses the term on Its own website. 
Bu t Free Press editor J o h n X . 
Mi l l e r says there is no reporter at 
the newspaper named J o h n 
Simon. 

In the supposed interview, 
Bu l l a rd was quoted as saying, 
"Wl lh advice from the insurance 
lobby, the b i l l was drafted so as to 
be Innocuous a l first. The first 
amendment was to make violat ion 
of this act a pr imary offense, the 
second amendment is now i n 

front of us .,. The fads of life are 
this: The insurance Industry is 
one of the biggest lobbies In the 
Stale of Mich igan . Campaign con­
t r i bu t i ons from the Insurance 
lobby far outweigh those of peo­
ple. Whi l e It is true that It Is the 
people who actually vote u s into 
office. It is the insurance monies 
that pay for the exposure that 
candidates need." 

T h e senator denies m a k i n g 
such cominents. 

F i l c h , who said he is typically 
"apolitical," objects (o Bul la rd ' s 
b i l l a d d i n g points to dr ivers ' 
l icenses. 

"Ask h i m how many con­
sti tuents asked h i m to make th is 
a pr imary offense," Fi tch said. 
"Ask h i m how many letters he has 
from constituents asking to have 
two points added to their l icense 
when they gel a ticket for this."

said Wilson hasn't been home 
much because she Is busy prepar­
ing taxes, which she does part 
time.

school facilities? The Northviiie "district's 
schooi board March 13 unanimously 

themselves. Accordingly , please f ind 
attached hereto the General Rules foI; 
Occupancy for your review to avoid further 
confusion w i th in our community,-
Specifically, please note as follows: 

• Holiday decorations and Chr i s tma^ 
trees are permitted at Meadowbrook 
Commons. Only live Christmas trees and 
boughs are prohibited to prevent a knowI^ 
fire hazard . Live Chr is tmas trees a n d 
boughs are commonly prohibited at apart-i 
ment complexes. \ 

• Outdoor grills and barbecuing on patios 
and balconies are prohibited to prevent a 
Are hazard and to permit their use would 
violate the lire code. Again, this prohibition 
Is common at apartment complexes. 

• Decorative wal l ornaments, including 
pictures, are pennitted. Plants and flowers 
are also permitted. The rule simply seeks to 
prohibit large hanging objects on the inside 
and on the exterior of the building without 
the pr io r approval of management. 
Regarding the interior, the rule seeks to 
ensure against potential damage to the uni t . 
The rule further seeks to ensure a neat and 
attractive exterior appearance ivi thout . 
potential danger to other residents. The rule 
also ensures that shou ld residents make 
physical changes or cause damage to the 
unit, which they do not own, they will u l t i ­
mately be financially responsible for same. 

• The prohibition against pets, we realize, 
may be controversial. However, the majority 
of senior developments prohibit pets, o r 
regret they failed to prohibit pets, because of 
the inconvenience to the other residents 
caused by pets. FVom a management per­
spective, it is prudent, while not perfect, to 
eliminate al l pets without excepUon. Th i s 
certainly does not prohibit leader dogs, i f 
necessary, or planned activities by manage­
ment that involve pets. 

• Chi ldren and grandchildren are permit­
ted to visit Meadowbrook Commons. Senior 
communities commonly limit the length of 
stay of non-resident guests. The rule pro- ,

Does the bequest need to 
specify a cash amount? 

No. A s an alternative specifying a dol lar 
amount , you can structure the bequest i n terms 
of a percentage of your total assets, e.g., "10 
percent of my estate." Another option is to 
structure the bequest in terms of a specillc 
asset, e.g., "all of my IBM stock."

Yes. A t the l ime of death,,certain assets_pass 

directly lo those you named as beneficiary. 
Some of these assets include life insurance poli­
cies, Individual retirement accounts (IRAs) and 
401 (k) plans. You can name a charity as the 
beneficiary of any one or more of these assets. 

A l t h o u g h I'd like to make a gift to charity 
now, not knowing my future financial needs 
is holding me back. Any suggestions? 

Yes. You may wish to consider establishing a 
charitable remainder trust (CRT) - an irrevoca­
ble trust designed lo convert your highly appre­
ciated assets into a lifetime income stream - or 
purchasing a charitable gift annuity. Bo th of 
these vehicles generate income and may offer a 
charitable income tax deduction. Knowing that 
you have this financial Cushion, you might feel 
more inclined to make a charitable gift dur ing 
your lifetime.
