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Building a future

Maybe it wus the humbtle build-
ing he was raised in that led Bill
Damas to a lucrative career in
building censiruction and man-
agement.

Damas, 59, is a Novi residenl
who, al one time, lived in a 12-
by-1d-foot ¢lay house in Crete,
an istand in the Mediterrancan
Sey off the southern edge of
Greece,

Born in the city of Veni only a
few years after the Nazi invasion
of 1941, Damas lived in poverty
much of his life. His home had a
dint flon, o water or electricity,
and the only heat came from the
fireplace.

“There were a Lot of difficulties
for me. 1 remember there were
times we had nothing to eat. My

father had eight children and no .

job, He couldn't afford to send me
to junior high or high school,”
Damas said. “Greece was a beau-
uful country, but my lifestyle
there was bad.”

Dramas, whose birth and legal
name is Vasilivs Dumavoletes, lefl
Veni with a sixth gra"* education
te work on the boats when he was
7. When he was 19, he set foot in
the United States for the first
time, on Feb. 4, 1968, traveling
from New York to Pittsburgh,
where he worked with his cousin
for four months.

In June 1968, he boarded a bus
with less than 330 in his pocket
and came to Detroit in search of
another job he heard might be
available.

A lasting impression

" Damas' first pight in Detroit
was spent working downtown in
Greektown (0 then-primarily
Greek downtown business dis-
trict} after finding a common
hond with a restaurant owner ear-
lier that day. He werked there for
six months before moving 1o
Tolede bricfly, working as a
painter untit March 1969 when he
returned 1o Michigan o work at
his old job.

“| came here as an illegal alien.

Crete to Michigan

[ moved to Toledo because 1 had
told a few guys 1 was an illegal
alicn and didn’t want immigration
1o find out,”” Damas said.

While working in Detroit,
Damas did some painting work
on the side and, finding it paid
better than working at the
restaurant, quit his job in early
1970 and began Dependable
Painting Service, which grew (o
become one of the largest paint-
ing companies in the state from
1975-76.

Finding the efforts of running
such a company too demanding
on persennel and wanting to leave
business opportunities for his
children, Damas began to phase
out of the painting industry in
1980 and started up Dial
Construction Company.

“I wanted to do more,” Damas
explained. 1 bought 24 acres at
Nine Mile and Beck roads and
built a house there.”

Damas still lives in the house
with his wife, Elent, who he mar-
ried in January 1971 after meeting
her brother m a YMCA in
Highland Park ihree years before.
Her {family is also from Crete.

The 24 acres has since been
subdivided for five ather homes,
four he sold and ene where his
daughter Maria, 35, now lives.

According Lo slagistics, more
than half of the baby boem gener-
alion is age 50 and older, and by
2010, one-third of all Americans
will reach age 0.

"We're doing a great job now,
but we need to prepare for our
younger seniors.” Zagaroli said.

Ovenall, the survey proved
Novi's older adults are satisfied
with the quality of life in the com-
munity.

good, cxcellent place to five”
Zagaroli said. “It's important lor
us 1o have more aclive progeims.
Active lifestyles lead 10 aging in
place”

Of the respondents, 93 percent
rated Novi as a good Lo excellent

surcharge was so loud that even tone-teal lawmakers pald
allention.

They've sinee leoked for alternatives to the services tax,
which was scheduled to ke effect Dec, 1, Their solutions
are no betler.

Most recently, the state Senale approved a bill to replace
the extended 6 pereent serviee tax with additional funds
from the new Michigan Business Tax. That new tax was put
in place in still another backs-against-the-wall scenario
alter Republican fawmakers killed the Single Business Tax
bul didn't hother to provide a replacement revenue source.

ICs part of a pattern for a legislative body and executive
office that are ill-prepared for their jobs. They fail to
address difficult issues and then get pushed inte a crisis
where they either (ail to aet or act disastrously.

For years, Lansing knew it had to cither ratse taxes or
drastically reform government spending in order to balance
the state's fundamentally fawed budget.

Instead, Lansing played games, drained the staie's rainy
day fund, moved up property lax collections amd, most
atrociously, ook a prepayment on a tobaceo lawsuil settle-
nment that will cost taxpayers dearly in the {uture in Jost
revenues,

With the Single Business Tax fllasco still fresh, Lansing
failed 1o seltle last year's hudget deficlt: instead, the prob-
lent was pushed Into this year's budgel planning. Again, so-
called leaders failed 1o acl responsibly, which led 1o the
mind-boggling midnight session that produced the chaolic
service tax that Lansing is now lrying (o corvect.

By failing to take action. Lansing has spending cbliga-
tions in place that may leave no solution other than a lax
hike. That's an opinion shared by even such a robust anti-
tax crusader as the state chamber of commerce, which.
during the budgel negotiations, argued for an income tax
increase rather than the nightmare of business taxes.

This fsi't Just a plea to help business. For one thing.
business taxes get passed on to the consumer or come out
of labor wages. For another, Lhe lax structures propesed by
"Lansing will chase business out of the slate or discourage
them from relocating here,

Michigan's income tax rate was lowered Lo 4.6 percent in
the mid-1980s and stayed there until it dropped (o 4.4 per-
cent in 1994, Beginning in 2000, the rate began dropping
until It reached Hs current rate of 3.9 percent. As parl of
the current budget solution. Lansing has already agreed Lo
raise the rate to 4.35 percent.

[f more revenue is {he answer. better Lo continue hack up
to 4.6 than continue to invent poorly thought out alferna-
tives.

A lax increase sheuld come with the promisc of govern-
menl reform. But the current crew in Lansing has proved
that won'l happen. .
