"With all these ingredients, i am 
able to concoct a Scooby-Doo mys-'' 
teIy," Gelsey said. 

The flrst decision was the setting. 
"1 try not to use real places," 

Gelsey said. 
T i le crowd of mostly elementary 

school students and a creative writ­
ing group from Novi High, gave all 
k inds of suggestions. 

The New Jersey writer naITOwed it 
down to a choice between a famous 
monument, a volcano and a history 
museum. The volcano was tlie big 
winner. 

Next, came the decision of tlie 
monster. 

Suggestions from the crowd 
included a vampire, electric monster, 
zombie, soap-bubble monster, witch 
and C^ciops, 

Once the setting and monster were 
decided, it was time to create the 
mystery, 

"The mystery is what the monster 
does," Gelsey explained. 'There is 
just one rule in Scooby-Doo myster­
ies, monsters can never ever hurt 
anyone. Part of the point of the sto­
ries is you don't have to use vio­
lence,"

I State senatora are toughening 
up rules "that prohibit a publ ic 
body from using public funds to 
advocate a position on a baliot 
question or attempting to inf iu-
(•nce the outcome of an eiection. 
• In other words, they don't th ink 
ci ty counci is or schooi boards 
j ihoii id be able to use taxpayers' 
money to try to convince those 
fcame taxpayers to approve a m i i l -
iige Increase, as an example. 
• If Senate Bi l l 759, sponsored by 
S e n . Beverly Hammers t rom. R-
Temperance, Is eventually passed 
the practice wou ld be s t r ic t ly 
banned. Senators have voted 20-
15 on the bil l and sent It to the 
k o u s e of Representatives for 
feview. 

Further, the law would ban non­
profit corporations from t iy ing to 
influence the outcome of an elec­
t ion with money they receive from 
pub l i c bodies through dues or 
fees. 
. A n example the practice cropped 
d p in a recent election when the 
^Let Local Votes Count" proposal 
was on the ballot. The Michigan 

Munic ipa l Ixague campaigned vig­
orously on behalf of the proposal, 
which would have liroteeted local 
control from state legislation. 

But the M M L was criticized for 
the campaign, noting that it was 
essentially using money paid to i l 
in dues from city councils, w h i c h 
were drawing money irom their 
general fund budgets. 

The practice has been legal . 
Both this Attorney General and 
the previous one reviewed It and 
found It acceptable unde r 
Michigan law, 

Following the Ixt l,ocnl Votes 
Count campaign, the state 
Chamber of Commerce challenged 
the M M L s use of the money in 
court as wel l , and the Judges 
agreed It passed muster under 
state law. 

Hammers t rom explained the 
purpose of the ban was to keep 
non-profits from using dues as a 
way to funnel money out of publ ic 
coffers and into campaign funds. 

Sen . Dianne B y r u n i , D-
Onondaga, noted that the issue of 
non-profits campaigning on ballot 
questions has been tested. She 
noted that the attorney general 
has ruled that funds stop being 
public funds as soon as they are 

paid out by cities or school dis­
tricts. 

Opponents of tlie b i l l argue i l 
might i5e used to keep groups from 
campaigning Just because they do 
ijtisincss wi lh a city or schooi dis-
I r l r l . 

Hammers t rom added exemp-
lions lo l i ie bill lo allow those 
groups to use money made from 
goods and sen'iees on campaigns, 
just not dues or fees. The accounts 
cannot be commingled if the 
money is to be used on a cam­
paign. 

I'liblic bodies, such as schools 
or cities, are already prohibited 
i'roni us ing public funds for cam­
paigning, but the rules are not 
always clear. So when the Oakland 
County interiuediatc Schoo i 
IDistrict atlempled "InformaUonai" 
prescn ia l ions a l io i i l the recent 
school voucher ballot question, it 
got wrapped for crossing the line 
into advocating a pos i t i on . 
Intermediate school officials sa id 
they d idn ' t th ink they h a d 
crossed the line, but voucher pro­
ponents and the Secre tary o f 
State believed they had . The d i s ­
trict was ordered to stop u s i n g 
tlie presental iou. 

If feedback supporters of the 
mlllage proposal receive Indicates 
residents are wii l ing l o pass a pro­
posal, but j u s t not right now, 
Mutch said they reaiiy to find that 
out as well.

It isn't for nothing that the old saw, "What 
goes around, comes around" is an axiom in 
politics. 

Cast your mind back to the d_ays in the 
Clinton Administration-When'the' Republicans 
controlled the U,S, Senate, President Clinton 

' nominated two distinguished Michigan lawyers 
— Court of Appeals 
Judge Helene 
White and Dykema 
Oossett law firm 
partner Kathleen 
Lewis — lo mi 
vacancies on the 
Sbcth Circuit Court, 
of Appeals. 

Ordinarily, nomi­
nations for Judge­
ships are sent to 
the Senate 
Judiciary 
Committee, which 
then holds hearings 
on the qualifica­
tions of candidates. 

If the Committee 
votes to approve, 
confirmation is vir­

tually certain, — 
But because it's the Senate, informal prac­

tice trumps standard procedure. In cases of 
federal appointments, custom is for the White 
House to check with the two senators repre­
senting the home state of nominees. If they 
approve — signilied by returning a "blue slip" to 
the Wliite House — the relevant comnlitlee 
holds hearings and the nomination proceeds. If 
a blue slip is not returned, custom dictates that 
no hearings be held. 

In the cases of White and Lewis, Michigan 
Senator Spencer Abraham stood in the way. By 
refusing to return blue slips, he single-handed­
ly kept both nominations pending wIllIout hear­
ings. No questions or concerns were ever raised 
about the qualifications of either nominee. 
Judge White's nomination stood without a hear­
ing for four years, longer than any nominee in 
Senate hlstoiy, while Lewis's sal for 18 months. 

P h i l P o w e r 

Today the shoe is on the other foot. 
Democrats control the Senate, while Republican 
President George,W. Bush occupies the White 
House, aiLXious to make Judicial and other 
appointments. The Sixth Circuit, now with 
seven vacancies — four from Michigan —- out of 
16 seats, is hobbled in doing its work. TWo 
Michigan senators — Carl Levin and Debbie 
Stabenow — are Democrats with the power to 
do to Republican nominees Abraham did to 
White and Lewis. 

So how to break the logam? 
One possibility was signaled in a Nov. l letter 

signed by Levin and Stabenow to Judge Alberto 
Gonzales, White House Consul. The Senators 
say they are committed to bipartisanship in fill­
ing vacancies on the federal courts, "as evi­
denced by our timely return of blue slips for 
Jeffrey Coll ins and Margaret-MaIy Chiara , 
the President's nominees for United States 
Attorneys in Michigan," B u t our Senators 
go on lo say they cannot, "in good con-
science," go along wi th S ix th Circui t nomi­
nees un t i l the unfair treatment of White 
and Lewis is resolved. 

Then the Senators invite a deal. "Given 
that there are four Mich igan vacancies on 
the S i x t h Circui t , we believe that it should 
be possible to achieve compromise. We 
believe lhat a bipart isan commiss ion offers 
a vehicle for such a compromise," In other 
words, let's have everybody save face by 
appoint ing a commission that would — 
surprise! — recommend appointment of 
Whi te a n d Lewis a n d two u n n a m e d 
Republ icans to the four vacant seats on 
the S i x t h Circui t , 

Wha t a good ideal Especial ly since White 
House Counsel Gonzales admitted in an 
Aug , 14 interview wi th C N N "there i s a lot 
of b i t terness" about the "logjam." He 
acknowledged some Republicans placed 
holds on Cl in ton nominees. "That was 
wrong," Gonzales said. "That's not right. 
Part o f this is based on the conduct of 
Republ ican senators i n the past." 

Gonzales then expressed gloom about 
prospects for getting approval for B u s h 

Judic ia l nominees, predicting no more Ihan 
five confirmations this year. 

His predictions were confirmed last week, 
when B u s h selected three Michigan judges —

Yes, election reform is a critical issue. You 
might recall the debacle in Florida in the presi­
dential race Just a year ago that kept the coun-
tiy on hold for a full month. 

After tliat, a great deal of attention has been 
paid to our voting systems here. We've had stud­
ies, task force reviews, recommendaUons, and 
committee hearings on the subject 

But Sen. DIaIme Byrum. D-Onondaga, and 
Democratic Parly Chairman Mark Brewer are 
right when they say that there have been no 
complaints about straight party voting. TTle 
studies of elecUon procedures have Identified a 
number of little problems In Michigan's systems, 
but straight paIiy voting isn't one of them. 

Why do it? Sen. Bil l BuDard, R-Hlgliland, 
sponsor of the bill, argues that straight party 
voting is the cause of, or a contributing factor to, 
fall off in voting on non-partisan positions and 
ballot issues. Having pulled the lever for the 
party ticket, voters may assume they've cast 
votes for eveiy seat and miss some at the end of 
the ballot. 

"We want to make sure that each voter looks 
at each office for which he or she can cast a 
vote," BuUard aIigued,

in p rac l ice , school bui ld ings 
are most often inspected by the 
a r c h i l e c l s h i red iiy the distidct to 
design them. Since those archi­
lecls are the ones most familiar 
with the project, they a rc i n the 
best pos i t ion lo give the school 
bu i ld ings proper inspect ions , he 
argued,

They w o u l d be d u p l i c a t i v e , 
adding expenses to s c l i o o l con­
s t ruct ion unnecessar i ly a n d slow

Senate B i l l 358, sponsored by 

Sen, Bev H a m m e r s t r o m , R-
Temperance, is pending beibre 
the Senate's H u m a n Resources 
and Labor eonimit lee , which is 
gel l ing ready lo send the b i l l lo 
the floor for a senate vote. 

Current state law leaves the 
job of inspect ing schools lo the 
s lale Superintendent , who relies 
on the s ta te 's Office of Fire 
Safety lo oversee schooi bu i id ing 
projects. 

Inspectors i n that office are 
trained for fire inspect ions , but 
not for n i echan ica i , p iunibing, 
electrical or s t ruc tu ra l inspec­
tions, 

Nonelheiess. Zaagnian said it 
has been a frequent eompiaint 
from schooi d i s t r i c t s that those 
inspectors review more than Ihey 
are supposed to because it 's the 
oniy outside inspec t ion school 
buildings wi l l receive. 

Derezinski s a i d that the a rc i i i -
teels, for p rac t i ca l purposes, are 
the ones that inspect schoois.

The c u r r e n t b i l l w o u l d not 
address zon ing issues , Zaagman 
sa id , o n i y c o n s t r u c t i o n codes 
and inspect ions . 

Tom IVIartin, legislative l ia i son 
for the C I S department , said he 
doesn't ant ic ipate m u c h in the 
way of add i t iona l costs for the 
state.

dad, Mark , taught me how to hunt 
with both a rifle and a bow and 1 
am interested In learning the ways 
of black-powder as well . 1' love 
hunt ing. I love the patience It lakes 
to get a deer, the knowledge It 
takes to dress the animal and the 
feast It provides me for months to 
come. 

1 s t i l l remember my Ilrst deer. 1 
remember the time 1 spent hunt ing 
wi th my dad and the way I missed 
it on my flrst shot and It stood still 
l ike nothing happened — e v e n 
though the night before my big flrst 
day o f hunting, my dad had told 
me the chances of a deer standing 
st i l l after you miss It were one-in-a-
mll l lon , 1 didn't miss wi th my sec­
ond shot. 1 dropped the gorgeous 
an imal where it stood, i shook 
when i waiked over to it — "Buck 
Fever" they call it. I don't know 
what it is but 1 still do It to this day. 

It has been a while since my flrst 
deer and 1 get excited every time I 
get the chance to go out and hunt 
when November rolls around. 

In the Upper Peninsula, the flrst 
day of rifle season is practically a 
holiday. In fact, my high school 
gave the opening day as a day off 
for the entire student body because 
they knew the number of absences 
was going to be staggering if they 
didn't . There are buck pools for the 
biggest rack and there are special 
sales for ail of the hunters who 
stream in from a l l over Michigan 
and the surrounding states. This Is 
the pr ime time for the Upper 
Peninsula. 

Be ing that 1 am from the Upper 
Peninsula , I have trouble under­
s tanding why some people And 
hunt ing offensive. 1 have heard 
people comment that the practice 
is "cruel" and that confuses me 
even more. The power of a rifle Is 
prac t ica l ly unmatched when It 
comes to the ability to br ing down 
an an imal with precision and effi­
ciency. 1 don't think I have ever had 
a deer run more than a few hun­
dred yards after being shot and a 
majority of the animals are brought 
down right where tliey stand — 
give or take 20 feet. 

The practice of deer hunt ing Is 
not only humanltary — it is much 
less "cruel" than Mother Nature's 
way of dealing with animals . 

W h e n an animal gets too over 
populated. Mother Nature has 
Some fairly efficient yet unfortu­
nate ways of dealing wi th them. 
Disease such as tuberculosis runs 
rampant in over-populated areas of 
deer, as does starvation. No doubt 
there are few things as painfui and 
dreadful as the slow, excruciating

Howard Higbee's drcam came true. 
Computers made it possible lo reprint 
the map. Holding an updated map.. 
Howard .said. "I never thought l"d live 
lo see this day."
