blood banks throughout metro Detroit.
American Red Cross spokesperson Amy
Neale sald the area's supply of blood. which
ordinarily hovers at around a two- to three-day
stockple, is now down to just one day. In the

.-+ case of some of the more rare biood types. the
7> supply s expressed In terms of hours. *

“Supply-wise; we're hurting really, really

* badly,” Neale said. "This winter has not been

good for us.”

Under normal circumstances, Detroit-area
blood banks bring in 20 percent of their stock
from other areas. Neale sald heavy snowfalls
and frigid temperatures that affect the
Narthville area also impact cther regions, com-
pounding the lack of blood,

Neale sald it’s very typical for there lo be a
stowdown of blood doners around the hollday
season, with Christmas-New Year's celebra-

tions providing enough distraction on thelr -

awn. Couple that with ey hermometer read-
ings to- discourage would-be donors, and the
result are the bare walls in the Red Cross’

Area blood: supply dangerously Iow

blood banks, Neale said.

"A lot of people think that the need around
this time of year grows because there are more
traffic accidents, but that's only a small bit of
the reason,” she said. “The bigger part of it
has to do with people on vacation and a lot of
the schools and auto plants shutting down.
We get 'a good portlon of our bleod from those
locations.”

Though she had no confirmed cases of it
happening with the current blood drought,

Neale said it wasm't uncommon for patients . |

having elective surgery to be delayed until
supplies were stabilized.

“We're looking for donors in a big, way‘

Neale said. “If people can glve. we hope they
will. We need it.”

sald Lozon, wito sees a large num-
ber of RSV cases in the UMHS
Emergeney Department each year.
“I's most dangerous In younger

, children gr those with risk lactors

Involving thelr lungs or their
hearts, But even the average
healthy child could gel RSV and get
quile 11l from i, even requiring hos-
pltalization, oxygen and other
trealments.”

“RSV is the most cause of serjous
respiratory disease in younger chil-
dren, especlaily Infants and very
young toddlers.” said Lozon, who
sees a large number of RSV cases
in ~ the UMHS  Emergency
Department each year. "if's mosl
dangerous (n younger children or
those with rsk factors {nvelving
their dungs or their hearls. But

RSV infections can progress to
branchiolills - not be confused
with bronchitls - or pneumenia,
and even death, In newbarns and
very small infants, il can oceasion-
ally cause temperary interruptions
in breathing, Lozon added, leading
some physiclans to speculate that
R5v may be asseclated with
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, or
SIDS.

RSV Is around us all the #ime and
can llve on surfaces or hands,
making transmission casy. Tts high
season starls in late fall and peaks

in January and February, often
with local outbreaks. During that
time, those most at risk Include
Infants under six months; children
born prematurely; those with asth-
ma. cystic fibrosis, weak immune
systems or heart conditlons: and
the elderly.

So what can worried parents do?
Lozon recommended two key steps:
handwashing and cther practices

to cul down on transmission of the

virus within a family, day care
group or class; and special atten-
tion by parents to a child's symp-
toms, so they can get medical
atlention if needed.

RSV often enters the body through
the mnose. mouth or eyes, or
through Inhalatisn of droplets from
a cough or snieze. If you touch an
objecl that's been touched by a
person with RSV, and then touch
your face with the hand, you can
be infected, 1t takes aboul four
days for symptoms to develop, and
some older children and adults
never shew signs but can still
spread the virus,

Most kids get infected with RSV by
the time they're 2 or 3 years old.
But even though It's pretty hard te
avold contact with RSV-carrying
things and people, especially in
winter. Lozon urges everyone to
take a few common-sense meas-
Ares thal ean: protect the most vul-

_merable, .

First, make a habit of washing your
hands often, with soap and water,
especially after you've been nea-
someone  who's  coughing or
touched objects they've used. it's a
good Idea year-round, but beceres
especially lmportant now for many
TEASONS.

Heeping chifldren with any cold-like
symptoms away from bables is
anpther good idea, Lozon said, as is
keeping infants and at-rsk chli-
dren away frem crowded places
during peak RSV season. And par-
enis and caregivers like day-care
providers should take extra care to
clean surfaces and faces often,
especially when dealing with one
child who has symploms and cth-
€rs in the same house, classroom
or day-care center who den't,

Still, there’s no fool-proofl way to
avoid RSV completely, no vaccine
at this time to prevent #. and no
guarantee of immunity this year il
yeu've had it belors. Some high-
sk kids'may BéAbletd get the
tions of Immune-Doesting medica-
tion, but.most children aren't can-
didates for it. So. Lozon  advised
that parents and others learn hoir
to tell RSV from & common coid,
One of RSV's hallmarks, she said,
is the area of the body it affects. A

Heaithy older children and adulis
iay have sirong enough immune
responses {o keep it In the upper
respiratory system, and should
recover withtn a week. Butl younger
and sicker pecple may not fare so

well. Infants and former premature -

babies have immature fungs, while
kids were asthma and cystic fibro-
sis have lung-based problems that
RSV can worsen.

Even in otherwise healthy children,
an aggressive case of RSV can still

cause serious hreathing difficul-,

ties, Sull, Lozon said, most chil-
dren wha get RSV has a mild to
moderate case, One about 2 per-
cent of patlents need hospitaliza-
tlon for their first RSV infection.
RSV often starts llke any. other
cold,” with a fever, congestion, a
runny nose and a4 cough, said
Lozon, "Sut often will progress inte
a more serlous situation where
instead of a regular runny -nose,
the child's aose nins continuously
and much mere so. Both nose and
mouth secretions can be incredk-
ble, so much that the child-may
be gagging on them. Then it pro-
gresses into a worse cough’ and
then a' wheeze,"

Besides the breathing prnblems
and runny nose, infants may have
other symptoms, Lozon said, such
as poor feeding and llsllessness
o lethargy. Unfonunatﬂy
‘also may have periods of apnea.
meaning they will actually stop
breathing for a short perlod of
{ime, she sald.

[ a child has breathing pauses, is
working hard just te breathe,
makes a  high-pitched sound

when breathing, or if thelr chest
or heliy sucks in and out when
they breathe, Lozon said adults
should sesk medical attention
immediately.

Other danger signs are if the child
can't eat or drink well, is lstless,
has a color change or can't pur-
sue normal activity despite thejr

. symptoms.

Anyone who suspecls RSV in a
baby, child or adull should treat
the early symptonis just like they
would treat a cold. using tacties

group. For example. give over-
the-counter medicines to rediice

tever and cough, clear out nose |

and, mouth secretions, increase
water and feedlng, and vee &
humidifier. Don't give infants cold
medicines, though.

If you think you need to call a
doctar, Lozon advised trying the
child’s primary physiclan [first
and getting .his or her opinion
about whether to seek further
help. Deseribe the child's symp-
toms in detafl te help the doctors
decision.

But don't refrain from going to
the emergency room if you see

RSV-like sympioms, she rged.
Doctors there can fest far the -

presence of RSV, support a
chlld's breathing with oxygen, or
even glve anti-virus drugs or
immune ireaiments in serious
cages.

"I'm very comfortable thal par-

Gradually break away from your
normal shopping recutine by
beginning lo lock for products
you don't always purchase
Instead of shocking your family
with a completely new set of
foods, says Holly Noble, regis-
tered diefitian, M-Fil. Health
Promotion Divislen at  the
University of Michigan Health
System.

“Jus! open your eyes to the rest
of ihe products that you don't
normally ~buy,” Noble said.
“People get into a rouline and

-they tend to buy the same prod-

ucts and they don't realize that
there mighi be a healthier choice
that is not only better for them, 1t
might even taste better,”
