The Novi Police 
Department also reminds all 
residents, when hitiing the 
streets on Thursday, Oct. .31, 
Ihe city's recommended 
candy collecting hours are 
from 6 to 8 p.m. 

While trekking from door-
lo-door, deparimeni heads 
remind all parents there really 
is no trick to making 
Halloween a treat for the 
entire family.

^ from witches or spirits, but 

rather from falls and pcdestri-
' an and car related crashes, said 

Sgt. Teriy Whitfield, City of 
^ Novi Police DepartiTient, 

S Whitfield said according to 
data compiled by the 

a I American Academy of 
Pediatries and the National 
Safety Counc i l , many 
Halloween-related injuries 
may be prevented if parents 
closely supervise school-aged 
children during Irick-or-treat 
activities. 

"Halloween poses special 
•risks to young pedestrians. For 
exainple, most- of the time 
children spend outdoors is 
typically during daylight 
hours," Whitf ield said. 
"However, Halloween activi­
ties often occur after dark. 
.Also, children engaged in 
trick-or-treat activities fre­
quently cross streets at mid-
block rather than at corners or 
crosswalks, putting them at 
risk for pedestrian injury." 

Whitfield said many parents 
overestimate children's street-
crossing skills. 

"Children are l ikely to 
choose the shortest rather than 
the .safest route across streets, 
often darting out between 
parked cars," he said. 

In an effort to make sure the 
community enjoys a safe 
haunting holiday, the Novi 
Police Department has com­
piled this list of safety tips for 
all treat gatherers: 
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Plans lo examine possible city 
involvement with bringing an 

entertainment stage to Novi 's 
downtown by raising funds from 
area businesses may be pul off 
until the new year. 

"Since the council meeting 
when member Capello raised the 
issue, 1 have talked further with 
him," said Novi City Manager 
Richard Heiwig.

The councilman said he con­
tacted Music and Motor Fest 
leaders to see i f ihey minded i f 
the city take over the concept and 
they said they didn't mind. 

Capello believes i f Novi is 
going to use Main Street as its 
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City officials report the first 
two rounds of remediation to the 
city's North Novi Park are com­
plete and the land clearing proj­
ect appears on track. 

"Things arc moving forward in 
a timely manner and we are on 

schedule," said Dave Maurice, 
Ci ty of Nov i GIS and 
Environmental Services manag­
er 

Tlie first round of land elearing 
occurred on about 36 acres of the 
park, located at 12 M i l e and 
Dixon roads, of which 21 acres 
needed remediating by digging 
and hauling the soil from the site 
because of contaminadon. offi­

cials said. 
"After the first round about 

five acres of the 21 acres were 
considered clean and the \5 acres 
needed further excavation," 
Maurice said. 

The city reports the second 
round of excavation and sam­
pling Is now complete and Novi's 
environmental consultants are 
looking at the data to establish 

what areas need further excava­
tion. 

"A third round of excavation 
wil l need to be done in specific 
areas which is what is being 
determined currently," Maurice 
said.

Three of the suspects arrested 
are Farmington Hills residents and 
the fourth suspect is a Laihrup 
Village resident. 

One of the adult suspects stole 
property from a resident's garage 
and is charged with home inva­
sion, a crime carrying a 15-year 
maximum penalty, police said. 

Officials said they anticipate 
more charges will be comming.

Novi Police Department 
Detective Michael Warren said Ihe 
suspects, ranging in age from 16 
to 18, were noticed by the South 
Oakland Narcotics Consortium as 
the interdepartmental unit used to 
stop crimes in progress sat 
"black" in the Meadowbrook 
Glens Subdivision waiting for the 
wanted unknown suspects to 
strike. 

Warren said the four suspects 
entered the subdivision, turned off 
their automobile's lights and 
began going up lo vehicles in the 
subdivision.

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If passed, statewide Proposal 4 
would end the Merit Scholarship 
program iliat over the past three 
years has helped 669 local high 
school graduates from Novi 
attend college, according to fig­
ures from the Michigan 
Department of Treasury. 

Proposal 4, a 1,300-word 
amendment to the Michigan 
Constitution that is up for a vote 
on the Nov. 5 ballot, would redi­
rect more than $300 million in 
Tobacco Settlement revenue to 
various health care institutions 
and hospitals. 

A record 51,733 members of 
die high school class of 2002 
qualified for ihe $2,500 scholar­
ship by passing ihe state's assess­
ment test. State Treasurer Doug 

Roberts warned last week that up 
to 78,000 students, including the 
graduating class of 2003, will be 
denied scholarships next year i f 
voters approve Proposal 4. 

In N o v i , 196 Merit 
Scholarships were awarded to 
local youth in 2000, 215 in 2001 
and 258 2002. 

"I think that most of the people 
who are concerned and the critics 
of Proposal 4 passing would say 
it's not a healthy thing lo take that 
authority away from the legisla­
ture and have it used for whatev­
er the state of Michigan feels 
most important," said Emmett 
Lippe, Nov i Schools superintend­
ent. "If Proposal 4 passes, as l 
understaIId it, it's a private organ­
ization that gets control of that 
money and it gets out of the law­
makers' hands, so tiiat's a down 
side." 

Lippe said that, of course, edu­
cators have always supported the 
Merit Scholarships, bat as a poli­

cy matter in the state o f 
Michigan, that may be why some 
people are against it. 

"The fact is, there is no 
choice," said Lippe. "lt 's dictated 
by a private organization that wi l l 
determine how the tobacco 
money Is spent, and there is some 
concern that i l may not be spent 
die way that everyone thinks it 
ought lo be spent." 

Lippe said it should up lo the 
state of Michigan to decide how 
the money should be spent, and 
Proposal 4 takes that option away. 

" l diink the state of Michigan 
should have the latitude to spend 
it the way they want to spend as 
opposed to special interest 
groups, so I would be a supporter 
of keeping it like it is ," said 
Lippe. "It ought to be a legislativis -
matter rather than a constitutional 
matter." 

State Sen. John (Joe) Schwarz 
is leading the drive against the 
proposal. 
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"Voters should realize that If 
Proposal 4 passes, the Merit 
Scholarship program is dead and 
wi l l not be revived," Schwarz 
said. "As a result, high school 

graduates throughout Michigan 
w i l l not receive a scholarship that 
in many cases wi l l make a differ-

"When ihey c;iiiie lo a car lhal 
uas locked, lliey walked aw;iy," 
Waireri said. 

Police said many robbers do 
nol bolher with locked vehicles 
heeause il may he loo noisy and 
lakes a longer :i/ii<mnl oClimc lo 
complele llie crime.

'I'he decision 
to add addi­
tional officers 
lo Novi'.s 
police depari­
meni was post­
poned unlil 
ne.\l month 
after ques-
lioiis on how 
to pay the 
poleiilial 
employees surfaced. 

The re((ijesi to hire three addr-
lioiKil oflleers was tabled during 
Ihe Novi Cily Council 's (Jet. 21 
meeting after concerns were 
raised including where the money 
would eonie from, waiting until 
:ill members were present and 
liokling out for next year's grant 
application approval process. 

A current-year grant applica­
tion submitled by ihe cily ear­
marked for hiring the additional 
oiTicers was turned down, elimi­
nating Ihe partial officer funding. 

Ci ly of Novi Police Chief 
Douglas .ShaelTer said a specific 
reason of why Novi did not 
receive the COP.S Universal 
Hiring grant was not given: how­

ever, he was told there were insuf­
ficient funds for all the applica­
tions Ihe organization received. 

Shacffer said the grant would 
haie p:iid S7.'i,(X)0 over a Ihree-
year period per officer toward the 
total expected expenditure for the 
Ihree officers. 

The city had .set aside $1.37,()f)0 
in its contingency fund as Novi's 
maleh for ttie grant as pari of cur­
rent fiscal year budgel, oindals 
said. 

The dilemma facing council 
niembcrs now is they have set 
aside a portion of Ihe funds need­
ed, bul nol enough to cover the 
entire ex|iendiiurc. 

Four options were proposed lo 
members of council including: 

•Wail until Jan. I, 200.1 lo hire 
the otficcrs, resulling in a 2002-
200.1 li.scal year expenditure of 
$37,354 per officer or .$112,062 
for three officers 

•Wail until Apri l 1, 200.1 lo hire 
llie officers, resulting in a 2002-
200.1 fiscal year expenditure of 
.S21.120 per officer or $63,360 for 
tiiree officers 

•Hold off and include the offi-
cer.s in Novi's 2003-2004 budget 

•Review ihc requcsl in March 
2(X)3 al'lcr expiration of the grant 
period has been revisited by the 

Department of Justice 
Shaeffer also suggested defer­

ring .some of the department's 
planned current fiscal year pur­
chases such a.s a new vehicle and 
computer. 

The police chief believes the 
deferment may push close lo 
$20,000 into the 2003-2004 fiscal 
year 

"In the interest of public safely, 
we should hire the three officers 
starting Jan. I, 2003." said David 
Landry, Novi cily councilman. 

During the October meeting, 
Landry said since the city had 
already set aside $137,000 for the 
match, he fell going with Ihe first 
option seemed reasonable.

A proposed change in the way 
the Novi Chamber of Comincfce 
amends ils bylaws could make 
ihe chamber's November 19 
meeting a lillle more lively than 
usual. 

A committee appointed by 
current board chairman Jane 
Tliomas wants io make it easier 
to change lhc chamber's bylaws. 

Currcnlly lhc entire member­
ship has to be notified 10 days 
prior to a meeting where a bylaw 
change is considered. The pro­
posed change can then be 
approved or rejected by a simple 
majority of ihe members attend­
ing Ihat meeting. 

Under ihe proposed change, a 
bylaw amendment could he sent 
to cither ihe membership or ihe 
board 10 days prior lo a meeting 
and then approved by either 50 
members in good standing or 
two-thirds of the board members 
aiicndiiig the meeting. 

"It shouldn't be that easy to 
change the bylaws. It should be 
like the constituiion," said Gina 
Blazo, who wil l be taking a seat 
on ihe chamber's board in 
January. 

Doug Shaeffer, chairman of 
the chamber's bylaw committee, 
said it's simply a question of 
updating ihe chamber's bylaws 
for the first time in a decade. 
"V/e'rc noi trying do anything 
atypical," said Shaeffer. "This is 
found in business every day" 

Shaeffer said Ihe proposed 
change was unanimously 
approved by the chamber board. 

Lou IVIarlin, who wil l take 
over as ihe chamber's board 
chainnan, disagreed, saying he 
argued against the proposed 
change, which he called "dis­
heartening." 

Thomas said afier looking al 
the way other nearby chambers 
amend their bylaws, Novi's " 
doesn't make sense."

Shaeffer couniered ihe method 
the bylaws commiitee is asking 
for is used by ihe nlajorily of ihe 
surrounding chambers. 

Jim Ban'eit, president of ihe 
Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce, said, "there's really 
no set fast rule" for amending 
local bylaws. "It's really a local 
decision," he said, adding that 
il's not uncominon for corpora­
tions to give a fair amount of 
board lo lheir boards. 

Novi chamber member David 
McCoymont said he's "uncom­
fortable taking the decision mak­
ing out of members' hands." He 
added that with a new board tak­
ing over in January any overhaul 
of the chamber's bylaws should 
be left until then.

Easier travels are on the way 
as Novi city officials announce 
iniprovemenis w i l l be made to 
lhe intersection of 10 Mi le and 
Beck roads. 

The crossroads wi l l be recon­
figured this construction season 
10 include a paved, dedicated 
right-turn lane from westbound 
io M i l e Road to northbound 
Beck Road. 

A long with the added turn 
lane, officials said the traffic 
signal w i l l be upgraded utilizing 
S C A T S technology for timing 
signals based on actual traffic 
volume. 

The traffic signal improve­
ment is planned for the Winter, 
after the widening is complete. 

The $235,871 contract with 
Thompson-McCul ly was pre­
sented to members of the Novi 
City Council as a change order 
to the 2002 Neighborhood 
Repaving Program to ensure 
construction would commence 
as soon as possible. 

Members of council unani­

mously approved the request 
during the Oct. 21 c i ly council 
meeting. 

Ci ty officials said the 
improvements ate needed 
because the crossroad.s is going 
to be a critical intersection dur­
ing the construction of Grand 
River Avenue over the C S X rail­
road bridge and the widening of 
Grand River Avenue from Beck 
Road to the C S X railroad bridge 
to five ianes. 

Bo lh Grand River Avenue 
construction projects are sched­
uled for 2003.

Dr. Tim Kirk, O D , has been 
spending the summer evaluating 
digital retinal photographic sys­
tems and has naaowed it down to 
two systems — one built by 
Topcon with a six megapixel cam­
era and another made by Canon 
with a 6.3 megapixel camera. 

He noted the Topcon machine 
he's looking al is one o f only four 
currently in use in the U.S . 

"This is leading edge," he said. 
"It's a belter w.iy to document the 
hciiiih of patients' eyes. 

He said relinai piiotography has 
been around for years, but with 
film there is a significant delay 
between taking the picture and 
being able to evaluate it. Kirk 
noted that since the images are 
stored immediately in the comput­
er, there is less chance for an error 
in patient records and it's easier to 
retrieve earlier images for com­
parisons. 

Kirk said digital retinal photo­
graphic systems also make it pos­
sible to instantly e-mail images to 
retinal surgeons for evaluations. 
He noted since the cameras have a 
45-degree field of view, they 
allow optometrists to dilate 
patients' eyes less often. 

Kirk said that while many peo­
ple think of optometrists as sim­
ply the place to get glasses, the 
level of care available through 
optometrists' offices has expanded 
dramatically in the last two 
decades.

In the program tliere are also 
periodic "Buttons l-irst" days. 
Students earning "fish pin.s" are 
invited Ki wear them to schtxil and 

will receive some "perks" such as 
"Bultons First" for a la carte, pizzii 
day lunch lines, inoving to recess, 
or first for classroom routines. 

"Wc have sUTIctured and provid­
ed children wilh center activities," 
Mars .said. "We provided them willi 
structured games, gymnastics and 
oilier choices lo take during rcce.ss. 
We have found that a lot of bad 
behaviors are shown during non-
slniciured times, so wc did this. 1 
lliink, judging from the staff, it ha.s 
been nice ;uid they are seeing a lot 
less issues. It gives them more of a 
choice and it gives them practice to 
play team sports, or whatever they 
want to do." 

Another aspect of the progriun is 
Ihe "Persona) B.E.S.T. Lunch 
Bunch." Each week a student is 
selected by his or her teacher lo 
develop a personal goal to work 
toward, whether behjivior or aca­
demic rt^lated. The teacher works 
with and reinforces llie student's 
progress throughout the week. On 
Friday, tlie student receives a certifi­
cate of achievement and also eats 
lunch with LePlac who will con­
gratulate the student and talk more 
about his or her achievements. 

"At the beginning of each week, 
each teacher will choose a child to 
be tlic principal's assistant," Mars 
said. 'That is coming along as well, 
even ihough it's one of those things 
that is harder to document. It's a 
really great thing. We have a broad­
cast in the media center and we 
have T V s in every room.

As a group, classes are also being 
assessed how well they demonstrate 
llieir personal "B.E.S.T." Every day 
the noon aides will rate each class 
on a 5-to-l scale on behaviors at 
lunch and recess. Monthly calen­
dars are u.sed to keep track of these 
daily assessments and each teacher 
will scl goals with the class on how 
many poinl.ii they will achieve.

"The German C lub is for stu­
dents who are studying the 
German language, or kids who 
are just interested in German 
culture," Breniser said.

The club usually meets 
between two and three times per 
month to celebrate different 
German cultural traditions like 
October Fest, or to meet and 
play games or to come up with 
fundraising ideas and field trips. 

Breniser said, "What we try 
to celebrate here are the fall fes­
tivals in Germany. They have 
the Schusten Fest, which is an 
archary competition and they 
have the October Fes l , which is 
typically a celebration of the 
final harvest o f ihe season. 
That's why in Germany, it is the 
beer that's a big part o f the tra­
ditional celebration because the 
last, harvest of the year brings 
the wheat. We have a different 
version of that here. We bring 
triidilional food and we have the 
archary competition, we play 
games and we just get together 
and celebrate ihe end of the 
summeL" 

Junior Hannah Irwin, secre­
tary of the German Club , has 
been involved since she started 
high school. "It's really fun and 
I love it," she said. "I have taken 
German since 1 was young and 
we do a lot with the culture. 
October Fest is our biggest 
event." 

Students Involved in the 
German Club don't necessarily 
have to be enrolled in German 
class. Many of the club mem­
bers are not in German class at 
the present moment. "They are 

just interested in German cul­
ture," Breniser said. "It's also"^ 
nice place for students and 
artists who come here from 
Germany and are cither through 
our exchange program or jusi 
because iheir families have 
moved here. They can jo in the 
German Club and have a chi inci 
to meet with other Germaij 
speaking students. Right novf 
we have four exchange students 
who are v is i i ing us from 
Hamburg Germany and we hav'i 
other students in the schodi 
whose families have either 
moved here or they're particl;

Senior Anesa Kratovac, who'^ 
the club's vice president, agreed 
with Irwin, " l love it," she s a i i 
"1 have been involved since lasj 
yean M y sisters took German, 
so I just kind of followed th i 
class. I took Spanish first, but I 
didn't really like it anymore, sti

The German Club is totally 
free for any students interested 
in joining. Typically the club 
has around 30 members each 
year and ihis year is no excep­
tion. "Those are nice numbers," 
Breniser said. "We're happy 
with that. I advertise for it 
through my classes and J always 
advertise through the announce­
ments, so students who are not 
in my class get word of it as 
wel l . " j 

This year's October Fest fea -̂
tured a German M o n o p o l y 
game, a table with club photos 
to advertise some of the differ­
ent activities which take place, a 
rock and egg game and bl ind­
folded food game, which arfc 
traditional German games and 
the archary competition, which 
was ihe highlight of the party. 

"We have been having a pret­
ty good turnout every year for 
the October Fest," Breniser saici; 
"We nominate a king and queeli 
like they do at archery competi ' 
lions in Germany and they get to 
wear a crown and get their pic-
ture put in the year book. We 
have a great group ofikidsiVii . i , ;

U.S. Senator 
U.S. Sen. C a r l I .evin was the princi­

It would be impossible to list here all 
the accomplishments of this Harvard

Proposals 
The Novi News offers ihe following 

endorsements on the ballot proposals. 
Proposal l - If approved, would 

amend (Michigan election laws lo e l imi ­
nate straight-parly voting in partisan 
general elections; provide penalties for 
stealing campaign signs or accepting 
paymeni for campaign work while 
being paid as a public employee to per­
form election duties; and lighten other 
election-related rules as set forth by the 
Secretary of Stale's office. 

A l a time when the percentage of 
registered voters casting ballots rarely 
exceeds 50 percent, wc see no reason 
10 eliminate a voting option. In addi­
tion, eliminating straight-party voting 
likely would add lo the time it takes at 
the voling booth, which could cause 
even more people to stay away on elec­
tion day. 

For these reasons, we urge a no vote 
on Proposal 1. 

Proposal 2 - Gives the stale of 
Michigan authority to issue up to $1 
billion in general obligation bonds to 
improve the quality of the waters of the 
state by financing sewage treatment 
works projects, storm water projects 
and water pollution project's through 
low interest loans to governmental 
units. The proposal would provide for 
repayment of the bonds from the state 
general fund. 

Meeting federal clean water man­
dates continues to be a major issue for 
local communities, and any help from 
the state in the way of low-interest 
loans to pay for the mandates is a plus 
nol only for local municipalities, but 
the environment as wel l . 

Voters should support Proposal 2 
with a yes vote on Nov. 5. 

Proposal 3 - State c i v i l service 
employees, who are prohibited from 
striking, would be given a constitution­
al guarantee o f binding arbitration to 
break impasses over job Conditions and 
wages if the proposal is approved. 

Opponents argue the Changes are 
unnecessary, and could add at least $30 
mill ion in wage costs while complicat­
ing contract settlements i f approved. 
Under this proposal, neither the 
Michigan Legislature nor the C i v i l 
Service Commission w i l l be allowed to 
review pay increases, eliminating the 
system of checks and balances. 

We see no compelling reason for 
changing the existing process and urge 
a no vote. 

Prnposal 4 - This proposed constitu­
tional amendment would mandate that 
90 percent of the stale's annual tobacco 
settlement (about $300 mil l ion) would 
be allocated to nonprofit hospitals, 
licensed nursing homes, ho.spices and 
the Healthy Michigan Foundation, 
along with paying for smoking cessa­
tion and prevention programs. The 
money would automatically go to these 
groups and the Legislature and 
Governor would have no control over 
how it is spent. 

We agree that the state should use a 
larger portion o f the funds for funding 
programs l a reduce the number of 
smokers and help pay for smoking-
related illness, but we believe a consti­
tutional amendment goes too far and 
sidesteps legislative oversight. 

Voters should say no on Proposal 4.

A slightly more southern 
sounding than usual A l Gore and 
and a hoarse Jennifer Grahohn 
rolled into Novi late Monday lo 
an enthusiastic reception from 
Jron Workers Local 2.5. 

"1 used to be the next president 
of the United Slates," Gore told 
the crowd of more than 500 at lhe 
union hall on Trans X Drive. The 
pair came to town near the end of 
a day that started at noon in 
Lansing. 

"Gore in Four," bellowed an 
ironworker in the back of the 
room. 

Gore and Granholm arrived 
lale from a campaign rally in 
Taylor and left late for an end-of-
Ihe-day rally with government 
workers in Southfield. 

Stumping for Granholm and 
the state's Democratic ticket, 
Gore urged union members not 
to listen to political polls bul 

instead to turn out at the polls 
Nov. 5 and "Shake'eni up the way 
you did when you elected Debbie 
Stabenow." 

"With many' political polls 
pointing to the economy and 
worker ' fears of losing jobs 
rather than the possibility of war 
in the Middle East as the key to 
the mid-term cleclion. Gore 
asked the crowd, "Arc you better 
off than you were two years 
ago'.'" 

The crowd shot back a thun­
dering, "No!" 

The former vice president told 
ironworkers that nationwide per­
sonal debt is at an all-time high 
and that mortgage defaults have 
reached a 60-year peak, while 
Michigan has the third highest 
unemployemenl rule in the mid­
west. 

Not suprisingly, he blamed i l 
all on the GOP. 

Urging the ironworkers lo vote 
next week Gore declared. "If 
anyone knows lhe importance of 

one vole, it's me." 
Asked if he'd gotten over the 

controversial Florida election 
two years ago. Gore managed a 
siTiile and said, "Not by a long 
shot." Noting that Florida's pri­
mary was a mess again this ycaL 
Gore took a poke at Florida 
Govei-nor Jeb Bush's vow to 
make that slate's elections the 
envy of the world saying, "they 
got a ways lo go." 

Granholm hit the same cam­
paign hot buttons she's bi;en 
pushing for the past few weeks. 

"I am nol going lo rai.se your 
taxes. I am nol going lo lake 
away your guns. Bul lhey will 
lake away your right to organ­
ize," she declared, accusing state 
Republicans of trying to devidc 
the state and distort the record.

For Sean Sullivan, il's a mailer 
rcfocusing government. 

The U . S. Taxpayers Parly can­
didale is hoping to beat the odds 
and his better-known opponents 
to become lhe ncxi state Senator 
for Disirici 15. 

Sullivan, 34, of Rose Township 
has lived in the norllieni Oakland 
County community since 1991. 

Sullivan faces Republican 
Nancy Cassis and Democrat Sean 
Carlson for the Senate seat com­
prised hy the cities of Novi , 
Northviile, South Lyon. Wixom 
and Walled Lake: villages of 
Mi l fo rd , Holly and Wolverine 
Lake: and the lownships of Lyon, 
Commerce, Milford, Highland, 
White Lake, Novi , Rose and 
Holly. 

"We've seen the two-parly sys­
tem compete for conlrol of gov­
ernment," Sullivan said. 
"Governmeni is supposed lo be of 
tlie people, by the people and for 
the people. It's supposed to be 
regulated by the Constiiution. ll's 
turned from what the founding 
fathers witnted." 

Sullivan is self-employed. A 
writer and speakeL his focus is 
speaking primarily with high 
school and college students 
diroughout the Midwest - with a 
cotnedic twist. The focus of his 
speeches is on priorities and per­
spectives. He helps explain ihe 
need for individuals to look at life 
as what i l is rather than what they 
want it to be, although he does it 
in a humorous way. 

Sullivan donates lime to work 
with V I A B I L as the organization's 
president for the past five years. 
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Brighton-based V I A B I L (Visually 
Impaired and Blind in Livingston) 
raises awareness to the public on 
issues facing those wilh disabili-
ties. Sullivan said the group helps 
those with di.sabililies cope with 
their limitations. 

"We help them lo cope and 
grow despite their challenges," he 
said. The group, Sullivan added, 
helped get businesses in compli­
ance wilh the American with 
DLsabililies Act. 

Sullivan also spends much of 
his free time wilh lhe Livingston 
Couniy Lions Clubs. While not a 
member of any single group. 

because he works with several 
clubs on behalf of V I A B I L , he 
said he helps with any special 
projects or fundraisiiig the Lions 
clubs need. 

This is Sullivan's second foray 
into public office. He made an 
unsuccessful run I'or the 38th 
District stale House of 
Representatives against Ruth 
.lohnson (R-Holly). 

Sullivan said people should act 
when they see problems. 

"We have a duly lo ourselves 
and our country to do someihing 
if we're not' happy with the way 
things arc," said Sullivan. "We 

hiive lo get governmeni out of 
business and get business oul of 
government." 

Government helps force the 
auto industry, for example, to 
export jobs to other countries like 
Mexico and China, Sullivan 
claims. Government has not 
addressed the unemployment 
problem, eitheL he added. 

"I'll be in office to serve the dis­
trict - I'm not there to serve my 
party," Sullivan said. "I'm not 
going to be .serving .special inter­
est groups. I will fight to reclaim 
the rights we were given." 

According to Sullivan, scliool 

districts need to better address 
issues in educating youth, l n 
recent years, he said, less empha­
sis is placed on independent 
thinking, leading to a greater 
problem with self-esteem among 
students. 

"There's ihis pressure tliai kids 
have to perform, perfomi, per­
form," he said. "They can't just be 
kids." 

Schools should also end sex 
education programs. While ihe 
biology issues iLself can he taught, 
it's the parents' responsibility to

Long before Robert Bondy ever 
dreamed of wielding a 52-1 
District Court gavel, lie first 
swung a carpenter's hammer 

Now the 43-year-oid Milford-
based private practice attorney 
who once paid for his legal educa­
tion by constructing outdoor 
decits and porches is building a 
case for becoming 52-i District 
Coun's nexi elected judge, 

Bondy, a Livonia Stevenson 
High School graduate, Icecnly 
remembers hot summer days in 
the mid 1980s when he u.sed a 
hammer and nails to subsidize a 
law school education at the 
Detroit College of Law. He said 
lhal experience proved invaluable 
I'or him, a Michigan Slate 
University graduate who earned a 
criminal justice degree (wilh hon­
ors) in only three ye.irs and who 
later went on lo graduate in tiic 
lop 10 percent of his law school 
class. 

Bondy said following his grad­
uation from M S U a stale 
Michigan economy wilted his ini­
tial dream of bcciiniing a police 
olTiceL Being near-sighted also 
abruptly ended his personal a.spi-
rations of one day rising within 
the Secret Service or the D\-A 
ranks, he said. 

"When I graduiiied from M S U 
there were no jobs at all. No one 
was hiring," Bondy said. 

So inslead the young 20-somc-
thing college graduate picked up a 
hammeL started a carpentry busi­
ness iind enrolled in law school, 
he said. A n d never once looked 
back. 

"You m>ike due with the oppor­
tunities you have," Bondy said, 
the son of a foundry man and the 
first in his family to have graduat­
ed college. Bontiy iater went on lo 
become a private builder and 
dcvclopcL acquiring practical 
iiusiness and landlord experience 
as well. 

"You choose a road and you go 
down it. I enrolled in law .school 
because I thought il would help 
prep:ire rue for whatever I did 
down Ihe road. And it has done 
lhal." he said. 

Now Bondy travels much of 
lliat road in a full-size Dodge Kam 
\500 pickup truck, toting an 18-
year-old law practice, a successful 
builder-developer "avocation", a 
wife and twin boys. 

"I come from a middle-class 
working family where wc were all 
laughl 10 work," he .said. "1 
learned to work hard from my 
parents." 

It is witli that fuiKiaiiiciuai ctiiic 
which Bondy said he hopes id

aspire to the 52-i bench. More 
liiaii 4,.50O files removed from liiw 
school, Bondy said it is his 
diverse legal experience — the 
vast majority of which has been 
practiced within 52-1 itself — 
which has uniquely prepared him 
for a district court judgeship. 

" 1 work 12 to 13 hours a day, 
always have," Bondy said of his 
days which are mixed between 
private practice law and commu­
nity involvement. The self-
described niulti--lasker runs three 
miles per day, serves on several 
coiniimnity organizations and 
spends al least two days per week 
al 52-1 representing assorted 
clients. 

He said though he has been per­
sonally involved in many of 52-
rs adjunct programs, his proudest 
personal accomplishments to dale 
involve being a I'amily man and a 
loyal coniniunily incinbeL 

"Yiiu get oul of your communi­
ly whal you put into it," Bondy 
said. "1 feel that if you are going 
to be part of the community, then 
you have to give something back 
to it. It makes your life more sat­
isfying. Anyone can go to work 
and make money. The real ques­
tion is, how are you making your 
cominunity belter'.' When you get 
up every day, you should try and 
make a difference." 

Being a judge, lie said, is most­
ly ahoul balancing individual and 
socielal rights, v.'hile also solving 
individual problems. 

"iivcryonc has a righl lo be 
heard, rich or poor. And every­
body teaches you something." 
Bondy .said. "I have Icanicd that 
no judicial system is perfect. 
Courts keep balance I'or siKiely 
and people's rights." 

Bondy said facilitation and 
mediation ;irc effective and 
affordable ways for individuals 
to .solve legal disputes otherwi.se 
Icfi backlogged in court. Uondy 
said he has participated in each at 

52-1. 
He would also like to expand 

youth programs, he said, especial­
ly those programs which offer 
positive inlluence and promote 
both accountability and educa-
tion. 

"Some of these kids need some 
positive influence in their lives," 
he said. "The point is, you don't 
want to see these kids come back. 
The more problems you can pre­
vent, the better the court is," 

Bondy said his diverse experi­
ence as an atiomey, builder, devel­
oper, landlord and community 
membeL along with his intimate 
familiarity with 52-1 itself, make 
him the most viable candidate. 

"I have experience in that court 
and have been involved in pro­

grams of the court," Bondy said. 
" M y bu.siness experience wi l l 
help also. Plus, I have the respect 
of my peers." 
. Bondy was rated "outstanding" 
by the Oakland County Bar 
Association, the highest rating 
given by the organization. He h;ts 
also been publicly endorsed by 
transferring 52-1 Judge Michael 
Balchik and presiding 52-1 Judge 
Dennis Powers. 

"1 can bring balance to the court 
and I am a worker," Bondy said. 
"I iim not afraid to work." 

l-urlherinorc, he said he enjoys 
societal diversity. 

"You have to like people in 
order lo help Ihem solve Iheir 
problems," he said. "Someone

S t a r n e s r e a d y t o a p p l y l i f e l e s s o n s

U n t i l her freshman year at 
Michigan State University, Sara 
Pope-Starnes thought seriously 
about becoming a veterinarian. 
But it was the law which caught 
her fancy. 

A n d next Tuesday the 
Waterford Mott graduate hopes 
that career decision wi l l evolve 
into her being elected the 52- i 
District Court's newest judge. 

The 39-year-old Oakland 
County assistant prosecutor and 
Commerce resident said choos­
ing between the two professions 
as a young adult was difficult — 
unti l she was assigned as a co l ­
lege freshman to former 
Congressman J im Dunn's polit­
ical office. 

A t the time, Dunn's congres­
sional district stretched from 
Lans ing to her home in 
Waterford. The assignment 
offered Starnes considerable 
practical experience, she said. 

"That experience really point­
ed me toward Ihe law," Starnes 
said, now a 13-year assistant 
prosecutor who is also a mother 
and a stepmother who also 
enjoys gardening and reading 
spy novels. "It really convinced 
me that the individual can 
change things. 1 really wanted 
to do that." 

Af ter graduating from the 
Thomas Cooley Law School in 
1988, Starnes put her personal 
motivation to work with the 
Oakland County Prosecutor's 
office where she was assigned 
briefly to district and circuit 
courts. 

Starnes was then permanently 
assigned to the Pontiac-based 
Warrants D i v i s i o n , an office 
which is primarily responsible 
for as.sessing investigative evi­
dence and determining if that 
evidence warrants formal defen­
dant charges. 

"1 really wanted to do some­
thing where I felt 1 was giving 
something back," she said. 
"That's one of the reasons 1 
became a prosecutor." 

But not without first acquir­
ing a fair amount of personal 
mettle, she said. 

"I had io toughen up to be a 
prosecutor," Starnes said. 
"Suddenly, it was my job to 
make decisions that affected 
people's lives." 

On her first day in fact, 
Starnes said she was greeted 
with autopsy reports of a man's 
family who had been tragically 
killed after he had fallen asleep 
at the wheel. The looming pros­
ecutorial question: should

charges be filed against the 
father, a man who had already 
lost so much? 

"In the prosecutor's office, 
they throw yod right in," she 
said. 

Six years into her prosecutor­
ial career, Starnes had to answer 
tough personal questions of her 
own. Following the death of her 
first husband, former Novi city 
council member T i m Pope, 
Starnes said she, too. had to 
determine how exactly life 
would continue for both herself 
and the couple's two young 
children. 

At the time, her son was 2 
years old and her daughter was 
four months-old; 

Starnes said for six months 
Pope survived in a coma, 
enough time to prepare herself 
as best she could for the 
prospect of soon becoming a 
young widow. During that time 
she also noticed with open eyes 
how many anonymous people 
had tried to make life a bit easi­
er for both herself and her ch i l ­
dren. The comfort o f others 
helped soothe her grief, she 
said. 

"During that time you rely so 
heavily on family and friends," 
Starnes said. "I was very fortu­
nate to have family and close 
friends step in . . . The grieving is 
so tough. You suffer this loss, 
yet you have to go back to work; 
you have to somehow go on 
with your life. But that can be 
incredibly tough. You see the 
worid moving on, and you won­
der how that can be." 

She said the generosity of 
others changed heL 

"What struck me most during 
that time were the people I did­
n't even know who tried to help 
us in some way. That really 
made a difference for us," 
Starnes said. • 

Professionally, she said such 

philanthropy changed her as 
well . The life experience helped 
soften some of the gruff edges 
which years earlier she had 
carefully tailored to fit her pros­
ecutorial role. 

"Since then,, when I get a 
case, 1 think I do a better job of 
looking at the bigger picture," 
Starnes said. "And since then, I 
have found strength I didn't 
even know I had." 

Starnes said her experience as 
an assistant prosecutor has 
trained her wel l to become a 
district judge. In addition to 
case evaluation, she said she 
trains other assistant prosecu­
tors, meets regularly with 
investigative police officers and 
when necessary, appears in dis­

trict or circuit court. 
Furthermore, she said she 

must keep current with ever-
changing legal statutes. 

"I really think we need the 
influence of someone with pros­
ecutorial experience on the 
bench," she said, 

Starnes said she favors video 
arraignments and punctual 
courtrooms. 

"I would also like to restore 
some humanity to the bench. 1 
have worked closely with v ic ­
tims and would put that experi­
ence io good use," she said.

But, before you 
igrab your cyber surfboard, you should deter-
imine what your priorilics are by asking your-
|.self some importanl questions, like: Do 1 want 
ja car packed with safely equipment because 
I'i'll be driving my litlle ones around'.' Do I 
jneed a vehicle that will last me several years'.' 
jDo 1 want an inexpensive vehicle jusl lo get 
.'me to and from work'/ Do 1 want llic whole 
^package— safety, reliability—and iuri I will­
ing to pay a lillle extra for it? 
: Once you've delennincd what you're look-
;ing for in your automobile— be it safety, reli-
jability, good price, or a combination of all 
!three— peruse the ads of your local newspa­

per lo gel an idea of the options you want. 
Perhaps you're looking for a car witii front 
and side airbags, a goorj crash test raiing, anti-
lock breaks and good fuel efficiency— all at 
a reasonable price. Write those features down 
and note which cars have them. Try nol to 
limit your list to just the cars you've identified 
in the ads; jot down all of the models and 
makes of cars tliat appeal to you, and be sure 
to include your dream cars like B M W and 
.^udi. 

Next, collect your notes and your wish list 
and get online. Carpoint, Edmunds and Kelly 
Blue Book.coiti .are among die sites Uiat offer 
timely information on everything from relia­
bility reviews and average cost of repairs to 
consumer ratings, crash test results and pric­
ing. 

Using your list, .select a make and model. 
C;upoint.coni allows you to pemse reliable 
infonnation on specific feaUites such as the 
steering and suspension and heating and air 
conditioning .systems, ;md provides you widi 
exterior and interior dimensions and comfort 
and convenience features. The site also 
includes consumer ratings, which are particu­
larly telling since people who own or have 
owned the vehicle have taken lime to go to the 
Web site and log Ihcir comments. You can 
also compare safety features, not only for dif­
ferent vehicles, but also for different model 

years of the same vehicle. 
If reliability is a high priority, click on a 

particuku- year to view problems mechanics 
have encountered with your model, and look 
at the estimate of llie cost of every repair. 

By now. you've probably whiuled down 
your shopping list to a handful of choices. Ii' 
safely tops your list of priorities, and two of 
your choices have all ilie safety features 
you're looking for, consider checking out die 
cars' crash test results at ilie Web sites of die 
National Highway Triinsportation Safely 
Administration (NI1TS.\) and die lnsur.mce 
Institute of Highway Safety (IIHS). Not all 
models are tested, but between the two sites, 
you can get an idea of how your choices per-
fonmed relative to similar vehicles. 

Now dial you've identified one or two cars 
dial meet your standards, ii's time to equip 
youLself widi pricing infomiation. To get a 
general picture of what dealers and private 
individuals are charging for the car you want, 
visit as many pricing sources as possible, 
including your local newspaper, AutoTradeL 
Kelly Blue Book, and Carpoint.com. You'll 
generally find the highest prices in the Kelly 
Blue Book. By knowing your cars' price 
ranges, you'll have better leverage when it 
comes time to negotiate with ihe seller 

Okay, now dial you've determined your 
priorities and identified the car that best fits 

yours and your family's needs, you're ready 
to visit the used car lots. Tlicre's one thing to 
keep in mind, however. If you happen lo 
stumble across your dream car widi its pol­
ished white wails and spiffy paint job, it may 
not be aii dial i l appeals to be. The car may 
have, al one lime, been totaled in a wreck, 
buried under hurricane fiood water (no kid­
ding), or had its odometer tampered widi. To 
protect yourself, gel the car's vehicle identifi­
cation number (VIN)—a 17-characler num­
ber dial identifies the vehicle's year, make, 
model, body style, engine size and place of 
manufacture. Employing the services of 
Carfax.com you can determine if die vehi­
cle's V I N is linked to flood damage, odome­
ter fraud or other problems. (Some slates, 
however, don't panicipale in VIN number 
.searches due lo privacy issues.) Get the vehi­
cle checked oul by a uiisted mechanic and be 
sure to voice your concems about the car's 
possible associations wilh flood or wreck 
damage. It's not a bad idea eidier lo familiar­
ize yourself widi your slate's lemon laws.

B o n d y b u i l d s c a s e f o r 5 2 - 1 j u d g e s l i i p

Long before Robert Bondy ever 
dreamed of wielding a 52-1 
Di.sirict Court gavel, he first 
swung a carpenter's hammeL 

Now the 43-yeiu--old Milford-
based private practice attorney 
who once paid for his legal educa­
tion hy constructing outdoor 
decks and porches is building a 
c;i.sc for becoming 52-1 District 
Court's next elected judge. 

Bondy, a Livonia Stevenson 
High School graduate, keenly 
renienibers hot summer days in 
the mid 1980s when he u.sed a 
hammer and nails to subsidize a 
law .school education at the 
Detroit College of Law. He said 
that experience proved invaluable 
for him, a Michigan State 
University graduate who earned a 
criminal justice degree (with hon­
ors) in only three years and who 
later went on to graduate in the 
top 10 percent of his law school 
class. 

Bondy said i'ollowing his grad­
uation from M S U a stale 
Michigan economy willed his ini­
tial dream of becoming a police 
officer Being near-sighted also 
abruptly ended his per.sonal aspi­
rations of one day rising within 
Ihc Secret Service or the DEA 
ranks, he said. 

••When 1 graduated from M S U 
there were no jobs at all. No one 
was hiilng,'^ Bondy said. 

So instead the young 20-sonie-
Ihing college graduate picked up a 
hammer, started a carpentry busi­
ness and enrolled in law school, 
he said. And never once looked 
back. 

•'You make due with the oppor­
tunities you have," Bondy said, 
the son of a foundry man and the 
first in his family lo have graduat­
ed college. Bondy later went on to 
become a privalc builder and 
developer, acquiring practical 
business and landlord ex[iericnce 
as well. 

"You choose a road and you go 
down it. I enrolled in law school 
because I thought it would help 
prepare nic for whatever I did 
down the road. And it has done 
that," he said. 

Now Uondy travels much of 
that road in a full-size Dodge Ram 
L5(X) pickup truck, toting an 18-
ycar-old law practice, a successful 
builder-dcvclojier "aviKaliiHf', a 
wife and Iwin boys. 

"I come from a middle-class 
working family where we were all 
taught lo work," he-said. '•! 
learned lo work hard Irom my 
parents."

aspire to the 52-1 bench. More 
than 4,500 files removed from law 
school, Bondy said it is his 
diverse legal experience — the 
vast majority of which has been 
practiced within 52-1 itself — 
which has uniquely prepared him 
lor a district court jtidgc.ship. 

" I work 12 lo 13 hours a day, 
always have," Bondy said of his 
days which are mixed between 
private practice law and commu­
nity involvement. The self-
described multi-tasker runs three 
miles per d;iy, serves on .several 
coniinunily organizations and 
spends at least two days per week 
at 52-1 representing assorted 
clients. 

He said though he has been per­
sonally involved in many of 52-
I's adjunct programs, his proudest 
personal accomplishments to dale 
involve being a lamily inun und a 
loyal tomniunity member 

"You gel out of your communi­
ty whal you put into ii,^' Bondy 
said. ••I feel that if you arc going 
lo be part of the community, then 
you have to give something back 
to it. It makes your life more sat­
isfying. .Anyone can go lo work 
and make money. The real ques­
tion is, how are you making your 
community better'.' When you gel 
up every day, you should try and 
make a difference." 

Being a judge, he said, is mosl-
ly aboul balancing individual and 
societal rights, while also solving 
individual problems. 

"livcryonc has a nghl to be 
hc;ird, rich or poor And c\cry-
body leaches you something," 
Bondy said. "I liave learned that 
no judicial system is pcrfecl. 
Courts keep balance for society 
and people's rights." 

Bondy said facilitation and 
incdiulion are clfeclivc and 
affordable Wiiys for individuals 
to solve legal disputes otherwise 
left backloggcd in court. Bondy 
said he bus participated in each at 

52-1. 
He would also like to expand 

youth programs, he said, especial­
ly those programs which offer 
positive influence and promote 
both accountability and educa­
tion. 

"Some of these kids need some 
positive influence in their lives," 
he said. "The point is, you don't 
want to see these kids come back. 
The more problems you can pre­
vent, the better the court is." 

Bondy said his diverse experi­
ence as an attorney, builder, devel­
oper, landlord and community 
member, along with his intimate 
familiarity with 52-1 itself, make 
him the most viable candidate. 

"1 have experience in that court 
and have been involved in pro­

grams of the court," Bondy said. 
" M y business experience will 
help also. Plus, I have the respect 
of my peers." 

Bondy was rated "outstanding" 
by the Oakland County Bar 
As.socialion, the highest rating 
given by the organization. He has 
also been publicly endorsed by 
transferring 52-1 Judge Michael 
Batchik and presiding 52-1 Judge 
Dennis Powers. 

"1 can bring balance to the court 
and 1 am a worker," Bondy said. 
"1 am nol afraid to work." 

Furthermore, he said he enjoys 
societal diversity. 

•'You have to like people in 
order to help thcni solve ihcir 
problems," he said. "Someone 
told mc as a young lawyer once, 
'It's nol how many files you 
open, but how many you close.' 
That means .solving people's 
problems. And that's what judges 
do, help people solve their prob­
lems."

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Robert Bondy 
52-1 candidate 
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Until her freshman year at 
Michigan Siate University, Sara 
Pope-Starnes thought seriously 
about becoming a veterinarian. 
But it was the law which caught 
her fancy. 

A n d next Tuesday the 
Waterford Mott graduate hopes 
that career decision wi l l evolve 
into her being elected the 52-1 
District Court's newest judge. 

The 39-year-old Oakland 
County assistant prosecutor and 
Commerce resident said choos­
ing between the two professions 
as a young adult was difficult — 
until she was assigned as a col­
lege freshman to former 
Congressman Jim Dunn's polit­
ical office. 

At the time, Dunn's congres­
sional district stretched from 
Lansing to her home in 
Waterford. The assignment 
offered Starnes considerable 
practical experience, she said. 

"That experience really point­
ed me toward the law," Starnes 
said, now a 13-year assistant 
prosecutor who is also a mother 
and a stepmother who also 
enjoys gardening and reading 
spy novels. "It really convinced 
mc that the individual can 
change things. I really wanted 
to do that." 

After graduating from the 
Thomas Cooley Law School in 
1988, Slarnes put her personal 
motivation to work with the 
Oakland Couniy Prosecutor's 
office where she was assigned 
briefly to district and circuit 
courts. 

Starnes was then permanently 
assigned to the PoiItiac-based 
Warrants D i v i s i o n , an office 
which is primarily responsible 
for assessing investigative evi­
dence and determining if that 
evidence warrants formal defen­
dant charges. 

"1 really wanted to do some­
thing where 1 felt 1 was giving 
something back," she said. 
"That's one o f the reasons I 
became a prosecutor." 

But not without first acquir­
ing a fair amount of personal 
mettle, she said. 

"1 had to toughen up to be a 
prosecutor," Starnes said. 
"Suddenly, it was my Job to 
make decisions thai affected 
people's lives." 

On her first day in fact, 
Starnes said she was greeted 
with autopsy reports of a man's 
family who had been tragically 
killed after he had fallen asleep 
al the wheel. The looming pros­
ecutorial question: should

charges be filed against the 
father, a man who had already 
lost so much'.' 

'•In the prosecutor's office, 
they throw you right in," she 
said. 

Six years into her prosecutor­
ial career, Starnes had to answer 
tough personal questions of her 
own. Following the death of her 
first husband, former Novi city 
council member T i m Pope, 
Starnes said she, too, had lo 
determine how exactly life 
would continue for both herself 
and the couple's two young 
children. 

At the time, her son was 2 
years old and her daughter was 
four months-old. 

Starnes said for six months 
Pope survived in a coma, 
enough time to prepare herself 
as best she could for the 
prospect of soon becoming a 
young widow. During that time 
she also noticed with open eyes 
Jiow many anonymous people 
had tried to make life a bit easi­
er for both heLself and her chi l ­
dren. The comfort o f others 
helped soothe her grief, she 
said. 

"During ihat time you rely so 
heavily on family and friends," 
Starnes said. •'! was very fortu­
nate to have family and close 
friends step i n . . . The grieving is 
so lough. You suffer this loss, 
yet you have to go back to work; 
you have to somehow go on 
wilh your life. But that can be 
increiiibly tough. You see the 
world moving on, and you won­
der how that can be." 

She said the generosity of 
others changed her 

"What struck me most during 
that time were the people I did­
n't even know who tried to help 
us in some way. That really 
made a difference for us," 
Slarnes said. • 

Professionally, she said such 

philanthropy changed her as 
wel l . The life experience helped 
soften some of the gruff edges 
which years earlier she had 
carefully tailored to fit her pros­
ecutorial role. 

"Since then,, when I get a 
case, I think I do a better job of 
looking at the bigger picture," 
Starnes said. "And since then, I 
have found strength I didn't 
even know I had." 

Starnes said her experience as 
an assistant prosecutor has 
trained her well to become a 
district judge. In addition to 
case evaluation, she said she 
trains other assistant prosecu­
tors, meets reguiariy with 
invesiigative police officers and 
when necessary, appears in dis­

trict or circuit court. 
Furthermore, .she said she 

must keep current with ever-
changing legal statutes. 

"1 really think we need Ihe 
influence of someone with pros­
ecutorial experience on the 
bench." she said. 

Starnes said she favors video 
arraignments and punctual 
courtrooms. 

"I would also like to restore 
.some humanity to the bench. I 
have worked closely with vic­
tims and would put that experi­
ence to good use," she said.

•package-— safety, reliability—and am 1 will-
.ing to pay a liltle extra for it? 
j Once you've determined what you're look-
ling for in your automobile— be it safety, rcli-
Jability, good price, or a combination of all 
jthree— peru.se the ads of your local newspa­

per to get an idea of the options you want. 
Perhaps you're looking for a car with front 
and side airbags, a good cra.sh test rating, anti-
lock breaks and good fuel elliciency— all al 
a reasonable price. Write ihose features down 
and note which cars have them. Try not to 
limit your list to just the cars you've identified 
in the ads; jot down all of the models and 
makes of cars that appeal ioyou, and be sure 
to include your dreiun cars like B M W iind 
Audi. 

Next, collect your noies and your wish list 
and get online. Carpoint, Edmunds and Kelly 
Blue Book.com .are among the sites dial offer 
timely infonnation on everything froin relia­
bility reviews and average cost of repaire lo 
consumer ratings, cra.sh lest results and pric­
ing. 

U.sing your list, .select a make and inodel. 
Carpoint.com allows you io peruse reliable 
infonnation on .specific features such as Ihe 
steering and suspension and heating and air 
conditioning systems, and provides you with 
exterior and interior dimensions and comfort 
and convenience features. The site also 
includes consumer ratings, which are particu­
larly telling since people who own or have 
owned the vehicle have taken lime to go to the 
Web site and log their comments. You can 
also compare safety features, not only for dif­
ferent vehicles, but also for different model 

years of the same vehicle. 
If reliability is a high priority, click on a 

particular year to view problems mechanics 
have encountered witli your mtidel. and look 
at the eslimale of the co.st of every repair 

By now, you've probably whitded down 
your shopping list to a handful of choices. If 
safety lops your list of priorities, and Iwo of 
your choices have all die safety features 
you're looking for, consider checking out the 
cats' crash test results at the Web sites of the 
National Highway Transportation Safety 
Administration (NHTSA) and die Insurance 
Institute of Highway Safety (HHS). Not all 
models are tested, but between die two sites, 
you can get an idea of how your choices per­
formed relative to similar vehicles. 

Now ihai you've idenufied one or iwo cars 
ihai meet your standards, il's lime to equip 
yourself with pricing infonnation. To gel a 
general picture of whal dealers and private 
individuals are charging for the car you want, 
visit as iiiany pricing sources as possible, 
including your local newspapeL AutoTradeL 
Kelly Blue Book, and Carpoint.com. You'll 
generally find the highest prices in die Kelly 
Blue Book. By knowing your cars' price 
ranges, you'll have belter leverage when it 
comes time to negotiate with die seller 

Okay, now lhal you've determined your 
priorities and identified die car that best fils 

yours and your family's needs, you're reiidy 
lo visit die used car lots. There's one diing lo 
keep in mind, however If you happen lo 
stumble across your dream car with its pol­
ished while walls and spiffy paint job, i l may 
not be all that i l appears io be. The car may 
have, at one lime, been totaled in a wreck, 
buried under hunicane flood water (no kid­
ding), or had its odometer tampered wiUi. To 
protect yourself, gel die car's vehicle identifi­
cation numlier (VIN)—a 17-charactcr num­
ber dial identifies the vehicle's year, make, 
model, body style, engine size and place of 
manufacture. Employing the services of 
Carfax.coni you can determine if the vehi­
cle's V I N is linked to flood damage, odome­
ter fraud or other problems. (Some states, 
howeveL don't participate in VIN number 
sc;irches due lo privacy issues.) Gel the vehi­
cle cheeked out by a misled mechanic and be 
sure to voice your concerns about the car's 
possible associations with flood or wreck 
damage. It's nol a bad idea either to faniiliar-
iz.e yourself with your state's lemon laws.

.Sullivan said lie has devised a 
way lo eliminaie Michigan's wel­
fare program in five years. The 
plan calls for working wiih 
liumanilarian organization's lo 
help low-income people lo llnd 
emplovmeni and gel oul of the 
welfare sysieni, inslead of relying 
on ihe govemiiicnl for Iheir liveli­
hood.

Sullivan said. "The more time 
someone is in office, the more 
ihey feel enlilled to the job, 
instead of serving the di^stricl. 
Once they slart to feel thai wily, 
then they .should leave, because 
dial's nol why they were elecied." 

Sullivan said his main goal is io 
help educate people as io whal 
makes (he curreni government 
system work when it is run the 
way the Constituiion intended. 

"ITie pressure lhal is put on the 
average cilizen jusi to .survive 
needs (o be alleviated," he said. 
"And whatever way I can help 
implemeni changes io lower taxes 
or anything else along diose lines, 
l will make every effort io give 
people a chance lo thrive, instead 
of just trying (o survive."

Il's been a long season for the 
Novi girls' cro.ss country team. 
This season they've had to endure 
more than ihcir fair .share of 
adversity. From knee surgeries to 
back problems, lo colds and 
olher illnesses, the team has been 
far from a hundred-percent this 
sc.ison. 

"We've been absolutely dcci-
maled by injuries," Head Coach 
Norm Norgren explains. On lop 
of lhat Novi hs competed in a 
league that is rock-solid wi lh the 
likes o f the number-one ranked 
team in the stale, Milford. as well 
as teams like Brighton, who 
could legitimately compete for 
the stiite championship. 

Despite all of the adversities 
Ihough. as well as the elite com-
pclition Novi has had to face on a 
week to week basis, they've 
fought their way to a third place 
league finish. 

"Wc ran extremely wel l this 
season, and I'm very impressed 
with the younger kids, and the 
way they've come on." said 
Norgren. 

Tiie season is a disappointment 
in no way, the giris ran great 
races and competed really hard, 
but it only makes you wonder 
what they could've accomplished 
had they been at full-strength. 
But if the true sign of a champi­
on is Iheir test of characteL then 
there's no greater champion this 
season than the Novi Wildcais. 

If one runner could exemplify 
the character of diis year's cross 
country team, it would have to be 
Nina Schmitt. After finishing 
fourth in last year's regional meet 
and going onto states, she had to 
recooperaie from major knee sur­
geries this off-season. She bat­
tled all the way back, to end up 
being Novi's top finisher in the 
K V C championship meel, finish­
ing 15ih overall al a l ime of 
20:39. Then on top of everydiing 
else she had endured, and strug­
gling with an illness, she compet­
ed at the regionals anyways and 
finished 40th overall with a time 
of 21:18. Fourtiedi place defi­
nitely isn't as good or as satisfy­
ing as a fourth place finish, but to 
have the heart and character to 

come back from devastating 
injuries, and to run in the mid.st 
of so much adversity, as well as 
competing when sick, is the defi­
nition of a great cross country 
runner and athlete. 

Before 
Novi's season " " ' " 
came io an end 
though, they 
had a couple of 
final meets lo 
finish. 

The K V C championship meet 
is one that isn't easy, featuring 
some of the best teams in the 
region. Behind .some great Novi 
efforts, the Wildcats were able to 
take 4lh place with a 110 points, 
only to he outdone by 
Hartland(iOO), Milford(43) and 
Brighton(24). The girls who led 
Novi to il's remarkable finish 
were Schmitt, Tae Kono, who 
finished 17th overall with a time 
of 20:48, and Samantha While, 
19th overall with a time of 21:05, 
who all finished in the top twen­
ty. Also , Sarah BrunneL 28th 
overall at 21:58 and Laine 
Will iams, 31st overall with a 
rime of 22:13, turned in great 
perfonnanees. The finish helped 
to secure Novi as ihe third place 
team in the final league stand­
ings, which combine dual meets 
with the conference meet. 
Brighton and Milford finished 
ahead of Novi. 

The Wildcats also competed at 
Ihe M H S A A regionals, held at 
Springfield Oaks County Park in 
Davisburgh on Saturday, October 
26ih. Which according lo 
Norgren "Il's by far the toughest 
regional in the state of 
Michigan". 

Those comments were backed 
up when top-ranked Milford 
turned in an incredible perform­
ance, collecting first and second 
place finishers in the race, only 
to see Brighton perform a mirac­
ulous feat, finishing the next five 
runners. The Bulldogs ' one 
through five pack runners fin­
ished a ridiculous eighteen sec­
onds apart from top to bottom, ln 
a region that tough and with 
many of Novi's girls sick or 
aching, the sixth-place finish 
Novi captured is highly com­
mendable. The giris responsible 
for getting diem in that position 

are dieir top five finishers, who 
all finished in the top fifty. Kono, 
29th overall with a time of 20:42, 
Jenny Thomson, 35th overall 
with a time of 21:07, Schmitt, 
Brunner who was 44th overall at 
21:33 and Williams, 48th overall 
finishing the race in 21:49. 

The day before the Wildcats' 
varsity mcmbors competed in the 
M H S A A regionals, the JV's or 
reserves, were competing in the 
Redford Union Reserve Regional 
meet. This meet, for runners who 
wouldn't be running at the varsi­
ty regionals, was held at Cass 
Benton. The N o v i squad had a 
phenomenal day and a great col­
lective race. 

"We ran extremely well and 
had very good Cass Benton 
limes" said Norgren. These times 
led to a a third-place overall fin­
ish, behind only Livonia 
Stevenson and Northville, who 
finished three points ahead of 
Novi . Outstanding performances 
were turned in by Jenny 
Thomson, 4th overall with a time 
of 20:59, Melanie Burchard, 6th 
overall with a rime of 21:07 and 
Lauren Periin who finished 
12thoverall at 21:33. Other great 
races were run by Lisa 
Checcobelli, 16th overallwiih a 
time of 21:39, Lauren Kava, 18th 
overall at 21:41 and Meghan 
Bannatz who finished 24th over­
all with a time of 21:51. Shannon 
Wagner also had a notable race, 
finishing 32nd overall with a 
time of 22:18. 

It was a great scaon for the 
Novi Wildcats, even though it 
might not have come in the form 
of amazing accolades or confer­
ence, league, or state champi­
onships. The character of this 
team was lhal of a champion and 
with the excellent performances 
from the younger runners and 
underclassmen, as well as the 
way the J V team has performed, 
great things are on die horizons 
or the future Wilcat cross country 
teams,

"The problem is in the media 
today," Renkens said. "With al l 
the coverage the different sports 
get, kids are only exposed to the 
big time. In Michigan, it's (the 
University of) Michigan and 
Michigan State. Athletes don't 
think about Central, A l m a , 
Hope or Grand Valley." 

But Renkens may change 
that. For student-athletes inter­
ested in playing at the next 
level, he's going to be very 
truthful about their opportuni-
fies. 

"I 'm unbelievably truthful," 
Renkens said. "I couldn't be any 
more direct. Il's a real hard­
core, hitting presenlation." 

Renkens, who spoke for the 
W L A A last year a? well , said -
that he started this program 
when he was traveling with his 

daughter, Brooke, as she played 
Softball. 

"There were a lot of parents 
on the national tournanient that 
were unrealistic about their 
daughters and where they would 
be playing sporis in college," he 
said. "1 started with local stuff, 
like athletic banquets, and then 
I tried to do it on a larger scale. 
At first, it didn't go over very 
well , bul then 1 got some breaks 
like the Nike Coaches Cl in ic 
and some other things. And all 
of a sudden i l jusl exploded." 

Northville Athletic Director 
Larry Taylor believes that the 
presentation is well worth the 
time and money the W L A A is 
putting inlo i l . 

"The W L A A is picking up his 
expense so there is no cost lo 
Ihe people who allend," Taylor 
said, " l l is a very worthwhile 
picsenlation, and he does a real 
nice job speaking about what 
parents and kids can expect in 
recruitment, how colleges get 
Iheir names and Iheir informa­
tion and what avenues parents 
can have for ihcir sons and 
daughters to play sports from 
Divis ion I ihrough Division 111. 
He's very good." 

Renkens was broughl'back to 
speak to the student-athletes 
again this year after a very pos­
itive response from last year's 
presenlation. 

"We hosted the presenlation 
last year for Ihe 12 Western 
Lakes schools, .md the response 
from the people who attended 
was very positive," Taylor said., 
"We were rerquested to bring 
him back again so even more 
people could hear him speak."

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This time, you're hitting the beach 
The Allies are pounding the Nazi war 
machine, can you aide the victory?

To slarl, Ihc Playslalioii 2's 
"Medal of Honor: Fronllinc" is 
well named. The game places 
you in .some of Ihe mosl danger­
ous silualions of WWIl's 
European Iheaier slraighl out of 
Ihc opening credils. !l lakes you 
Irom the bcaclies of D-Day. to 
subterfuge on a German subma­
rine, to the front lines of niajcir 
battles. 

And guess what? You're lhc 
slar and you'll do more than 
enough lo earn America's high­
est honor before the game is fin­
ished. 

\ou begin the game as a 
lowly lieutenant heading for the 
beaches of ,\'ormandy. Young 
pri\'alcs all clutching Ihcir 
weapons and looking a bit green 
surround you. H.xplosions fill 
the air and the sound of the surf 
almost drowns oul the barking 
sergeants and muttered prayers 
of the men hunkered down. 
Then, as in ihe film ".Saving 
Privule Ryan," the boat reaches 
shore, the door slams down, and 
the fury of hell is unleashed. 
"Fronllinc" captures it well. 
From this ten.se beginning (a 
trial by lire based on the events 
tliat lorged real soldiers in real 
life c]uickly immerses you in 
this game), you follow missions 
requiring sieallh, skill, and 
being able lo work as a leam 
wilh your compuier-conirollcd 
coinpalriols. ' 

Comparisons lo the inranious 
PC D-i)ay mission are 
inevitable and undoubtedly 
important to owners of bolh a 
PC and a P.S2. The experience is 
comparable, bul "Fronllinc" 
handles il jusl a bit bcUcr. The 
atmosphere, chaos, and fear rip­
ple through the level in much 
the same way in bolh games, bul 
the console version has a more 
salisfying finish and is a lillle 
less pu/-/le-like lhan ils PC 
cousin. It's also paced heller, in 
pan because "iTontline" puts D-
Day at the beginning of the 
game, unlike "Allied Assault."

which pul il in the middle. In 
"l-ronlline" you begin as an 
inl'anlry gruni facing 
Normandy's cruel clilTs and 
Germany's fearsome machine-
gun nesis. Then you move 
onward toward superheroic spe­
cial ops missions. In "Allied 
Assault" you begin as a special 
ops soldier and then inexplica­
bly find yourself on the front 
line at the beaches. Then it's 
back to being a special ops guy 
stealing documents and infil­
trating enemy bases. 

"Frontline" looks terrific and 
sounds even belter. The game's 
missions cover light spaces such 
as bunkers and the aforemen­
tioned submarine's confining 
quarters, but it handles dense 
fiiresls, bombed-out French 
towns, and the invasion beaches 
equally well. All W^VIl bard-
ware and weaponry looks 
authentic down lo the rivets on 
the tanks. Fach bullet that 
strikes nearby emits a puff of 
dust. The German troops look 
angry when they attack you and 
your own comrades look young 
and hopeful or scared before a 
pilchcd figlu. 

The enemy soldiers speak 
German. Mosl of ihem arc bored 
guards, but there arc some nice 
touches. For example, you can 
hear interrogations in English as 

you walk ihrough a base's hall­
ways. Bombers rumble overhead 
while Messershmidts make a 
buzzing sound. Panzer tanks 
make that squeaking noise and 
the sound of a heavy machine 
gun is enough to ruffie the feath­
ers of even the most staid WWII 
infantryman. The game is noth­
ing if not convincing. 

"ivledal of Honor: Frontline" 
isn't perfect, though. For one 
thing there are the always-prob­
lematic control issues. A con­
sole system wilh its gamepad 
just can't replicate the tight con­
trols offered by a mouse and 
keyboard. Some games, such as 
"Halo," do a greal job, but 
MOH's controls are a bit slug­
gish and unresponsive when you 
need them lo be more accurate. 
The Nazi hordes in this game are 
all crackerjack shols, and it 

' helps if you're one too. There's a 
lillle bit of stickiness lo the cor­
ners, objects, and ladders in the 
game, making negotiating tight 
corners problematic. 

Bul Ihe worst feature is the 
somewhat slow intelligence of 
your fellow soldiers. They don'l 
lighi as well as the bad guys and 
often will run into your fire 
path. Somelimes they'll box you 
into a corner, trapping you 
unless you get frustrated and 
shoot them. Shooting your part­
ners generally isn't a good way 
to win a Medal of Honor, now is 
it? 

Those minor problems 
the game is atmosplier 
well-crafted enough to 
any serious FPS fan or 
buff. It's WWII on your 
sion screen, as immersive 
"History Channel" bul fa 
interactive. 

For those looking for 
and exciting game to pou 
on the PS2, then this is s 
that is sure to please!

Patterson as you find yourself infiltrating Nazi camps as well as storming the beaches. 

' Who would start Iheir day 
with a breakfast of steak, chops, 
six eggs, a pound of bacon, tail 
stack of hot cakes, fried pota­
toes, grits pooled wilh melled 
butter and corn bread wilh jam. 
then have a mid-morning snack 
of several dozen oysters'? 

Then, a few hours later, have 
lunch consisting of a couple of 
boiled lobsters, more oysters 
(sometimes garnished wilh 
clams), rare roast beef, a plenti­
ful salad, one whole fruit pic. 
candy and several gallons of 
orange juice.

He is said to have been the 
world's firsl "SHpcr-salesman" 
acquiring a fortune selling rail­
road cars and supplies during the 
1890's. One of his job's perks 
was a huge budget for entertain­
ing perspective buyers. And 
entertain he did, spending thou-
.sands of dollars on elaborate 
meals and fine wine at the best 
restaurants. 

Another of James' pastimes 
was the acquisition of fine jewel­
ry. Thus the "Diamond" prefac­
ing his name and the trademark 
that became his calling card was 
born. He purchased his first dia­
mond, a one-carat stone, from a 
pawnbroker for $90 and planted 
it on his pinkie finger. In those 
days a stone of that size was rare 
and a casual flash ensured his 
service at restaurants and 
impressed fellow salesmen. A 
three-carat solitaire was embed­
ded onto his walking stick and 
he carried a handful of the stones 
in his pocket using them as a 
prop while in a buyer's office, 
rolling them in his hand as dice. 
If one of the high-powered 
tycoons doubted the authenticity 
of ihe rocks he'd boldly engrave 
his name on iheir window. 

As Brady's fortune amassed, 
he purchased more and more 
jewels which he designed into 
sets wilh a particular theme, one 
for each day of the month. By 
the end of his life his Collection 
equaled lhat of a sultan. 

Although he never married, 
Jim was not ever at a loss for 
female companionship. A parade 
of beautiful women followed 
him on his nightly jaunts to the 
theater" and famous eateries. The 

only true love of his life was 
actress Lillian Russell who he 
adored for her honesty and 
mutual fondness of food. She 
broke his heart by refusing a mil­
lion dollars to become his wife, 
stating, "Their most valuable 
relationship may be ruined by 
nuptials". 

Several years before he died, 
Jim was in and out of John 
Hopkins Hospital with aliments 
ranging from ulcers to kidney 
complications, conditions result­
ing from his gargantuan feasts. 
Around this time Jim began the 
Brady Beneficent Society, a 
dummy organization formed 
merely for the purpose of dispos­
ing of his huge fortune. Over 
1200 people from all walks of 
life were recipients of his gen­
erosity At the time of his death 
in 1917, an autopsy reveled that 
his stomach was six times the 
size of a normal person. 

In the early '50s when Tom's 
father opened the first Brady's in 
Delroit, Diamond Jim was still a 
well known, well admired icon 
standing for all the dreams of the 
average man: A self-made mil­
lionaire, "the greatest gourmet of 
his time", friend to all and bene­
factor of the destitute. Although 
not officially registered with the 
state until the '70s, Jim Brady's 
became known as Diamond 
Jim's almost immediately after 
opening for business. 

The name has remained the 
same for all these years with the 
hopes of reliving the nostalgia of 
the "good old days". A place to 
relax and enjoy good friends, the 
finest of beverages and most 
delicious of foods. Several years 
after re-locating Diamond Jim 
Brady's to Novi, we added the 
word Bistro with the same desire 
to cany on a tradition of dining, 
fellowship and leisure.

Wilco's newest release 
an exceptional record 
Out is the country twang; in is a mix that borrows 
from the best music of the '60s, 70s, '80s and '90s

While musical artists like 
Bruce Springsteen and Bon 
Jovi trip over themselves to 
produce the "definitive" posl-
9-11 music, perhaps the best 
such record was created long 
before the day of infamy. 

A dispute with a record label 
long-delayed the release of 
Yankee Hotel Foxtrot, Wilco's 
latest record, which was 
released lale last year Still, il 
sounds like it's coming from 
some future plain of honesty 
we've yet to reach. 

Wilco achieved fame as the 
chieftain of the alt-country 
scene. Bul gone, along with 
former guitarist Jay Bennet, is 
the country twang. In ils place, 
is a mix that borrows from 60's 
country and folk, 70's style 
blues rock, 80's euro-pop, 90's 
art-rock, and melodic, and al 
times jarring experimental 
music that still has not time to 
call its own. Musically, the 
band has become undefinable. 

But frontman Jeff Tweedy's 
introverted lyrics and aching 
vocals tie this opus togethen 

The album's first track, I'm 
Trying to Break You're Heart, 
Tweedy struggles to understand 
disposable, thorny relation­
ships. 

The record's third track. 
Radio Cure, is an even bleaker 
look at Tweedy's understand­
ing of love. Tweedy bemoans, 
picking apples for kings and 
queens of things I've never 
seen, before breaking into a 
chorus that stays with you for 
ever: Oh distance has no way 
of making love understandable. 

War on War is perhaps the 
most confusing track on the 
record. Its poppy guitar strumm

wakes the record out'of its dol­
drums. The syrupy beat belies 
Tweedy's lyric: You have to 
learn how to die, if you wanna 
wanna be alive. 

Tweedy's raw insecurities 
creak to the forefront as the 
album slows down again for 
Ashes of American Flags. 
Tweedy sings about diet Coca 
Cola, unlit cigarettes, and 
shaking like a toothache when 
he bear's himself sing, before 
finally breaking down in beau­
tiful sorrow: All my lies are 
only wishes. I know 1 would 
die if 1 could come b:ick new. 

Afler Completely breaking 
down on Ashes of American 
Flags, the record trips ils way 
through some computerized 
noise into a series of sweet, 
bouncy, and .soulful tunes lhat 
cleanse all of the doubts that 
sfirred in the beginning. 

On Pott Kettle Black, 
Tweedy sings, every song is a 
comebac. every moment is a 

lillle bit later. It's one of ihose 
mile markers lhal slicks with a 
listener on a record that pushs 
and pulls emotions all over the 
map. 

On Poor Places, Tweedy 
most resembles John Lennon 
for today's. But he's loo bat­
tered, beaten, and bloody to' 
imagine. He still wants love, 
but They cried all over over-
,scas. It makes no difference to 
me. It's hot in the poor places 
tonight. I'm not going outside. 

After the roller coaster of lhe 
firsl 10 songs, few will have the 
stamina to get ihrough the 
dirge-like final cut. 
Reservations. 

Yankee Hotel Foxtrot Is a 
rare example of a band that 
challenge the listener without 
forgetting to lay some solid 
chops and create beautiful 
melodies. It's beautiful. It's 
ugly. It's meaningful. It's care­
free. It's about finding one's 
own truth in one's own lies. 
And vice-versa. 

As for 9-11, there are no 
songs about terrorists and 
(loverty. It's about proximity, 
lost innocence, fear, insecurity, 

' disconnect, war... the list goes 
on. Bul through it 511 it's about 
love. And we're damned if 
that's not enough through 
whatever mess we're in. 

And in Ihe end, he sings,

are proving to be even 
more important now -
and for new reasons.

Bui soccer Icids and niaraii •> -1.0-
ners alike are Cinding thai ii' . skills, 
meniai locus, immune system integrity 
and recovery from workouis all can be 
influenced liy whai you eat and drink 
before, during and after e,\ercisc. And 

some products could harm you. 
Whal athletes should be eating and drinking, 

and whether dietary supplements are a waste of 
money or can provide a competitive edge were 
among issues discussed recently by sports nutri­
tion experts from around the world at the .Science 
and Practice of Sporls Nuiriiion conference in 
Chicago, sponsored by the Gatorade Sport Science 
Insiiiute. 

One of the most confusing lopics in sports nutri­
tion has been the debate over which food source is 
more importanl: carbohydrates or protein. 

Mosi experts say carbohydrates are the preferred 
fuel source for nearly ali athletes. 

Popular books such as Enier The Zone by Barry 
Sears (HarperCollins), which advocate high-protein 
dieis, have created some of ihe carh vs. protein 
conirovei sy. And some research suggests ihat 
higher levels of proiein rnay be beneficial lo peo­
ple who are physically active. 

"Research has shown that athletes need more 
proiein than the RDA (recommended daily 
allowance), but they rnay already be getting il 
froni lheir diet," said Claudia Wilson, a sports 
nutritionist from the University of Utah. 

The Zone diet and others like It say 40 percent 
of a person's daily caloric intake should come 
from carbohydrates, 30 percent from fat and 30 
percent from proiein. 

But many sport nutritionists say those diets 
don't have enough carbohydrates for the energy 
demands of most athletes. They recommend 60 
percent carbohydrates. 25 percent fat and J 5 per­
cent protein. 

Too many athletes, especially those involved in • 
endurance activities, often try io get by on an 
overabundance of carbohydrates and don't get 
enough protein. 

A sedentary person normally needs to consume 
.8 grains of protein for every 2.2 pounds of body 
weight. Athletes, depending on their sport and 
aciiviiy level, may need to eai 1.2 grams to 2 
grams for every 2.2 pounds of body weight. 

Soccer players, runners and olhcr endurance ath­
letes probably need 1.2 grams to l.7 grams, while 
football players and body builders, who generally 
weigh more, need closer to 2 grams. 

"We always need to carefully look at what we 
mean by the word 'athlete,' " said Kristine Clark, 
director of sports medicine at Penn State 
University. "There arc a lot of guys out there who 
mow ihe lawn and think they need more proiein 
and a big 42-ounce container of Gatorade." 

That may seem like a lot of protein, and for an 
inactive person it would be. But for athletes who 
may burn 4,000 calories a day, the increased pro­
tein is jusl part of a higher caloric intake thai is 
needed to provided energy and allow ihe body to 
rebuild. 

Using the i.2-gfam lo 2-gram guideline, a 175-
pound athlete should eat 95 to 159 grams of pro­
tein a day (There are about 30 grams of protein in 
a 4-ounce serving of chicken, turkey or lean red 
meat.) 

Clark and oiher sports nutritionists say protein 
supplements are unnecessary, with the possible 
exception of athletes who are strict vegetarians. 

Protein is needed to build muscle and, to a less­
er extent, as a fuel source. But just eating protein 
won't add muscle. Increasing strength requires 
some type of strength training. 

Most Americans already arc getting more than 
enough protein, but it's hot a bad idea for athletes 
to check intake. 

Water v s . S p o r t s D r i n k s 
A general rule of thumb has been that for activi­

ties lasting less than one hour, water probably will 
do the trick. 

But several speakers at the conference said car­
bohydrate and electrolyte replacement drinks have 
added benefits over water, especially for longer 
activities. Some of the research leading to that 
conclusion was funded by sports drink companies 
such as Gatorade, but many of the studies were 
published in peer-reviewed journals. 

"Clearly, property formulated carbohydrate 
drinks can delay fatigue," said J. Mark Davis, 
director of the exercise biochemistry lab at the 
University of South Carolina. 

In general, athletes need to consume about 200

grams of carbohydrate four hours before exercise. 
During exercise, they should consume 30 to 60 

grams an hour. Because eating solid foods can be 
difficult while exercising, athletes can drink 600 io 
1,200 milliliters of sports drinks an hour. One 
thousand milliliters is a little more than a quart. 

Compared wilh water, carbohydrale-only sports 
drinks have been shown to significantly reduce 
fatigue in a ninning test designed to simulate the 
running required in a soccer g.itnc. Davis said. 

Sports drinks also enhanced motor skills and 
menial performance, he said. 

Proper carbohydrate consumption before, during 
and after exercise also can be beneficial to the 
immune system, said David Nicman, a professor 
of health and exercise science al Appalachian State 
University. 

Although exercise generally strengthens the 
immune system, intense bouts such as comped-
tions can weaken il. But carbohydrate sports 
drinks can substantially reduce immune system 
slress and reduce muscle inflammation, he said. 

"There is no other drug, no nutrient, no chemi­
cal that can do this," he said. "Sugar does it." 

Staying hydrated before, during and afier exer­
cise, whether drinking water or a sports drink, is 
extremely important. 

Athletes need to drink as much as one liter of 
fluid an hour during exercise, but many only drink 
half that much, said Craig Horswell, who works in 
the physiology lab at Gatorade. "Over several days 
you can develop chronic dehydration." 

In the past, some athletes weighed themselves to 
measure how much fluid they lost during exercise. 
If ihey lost 3 pounds, they would drink 3 pounds 
of fluids, about 48 ounces. 

But Jlorswell said new research shows drinking 
150 percent of the lost weight within three hours 
is the best way io get back to complete hydration. 
For 3 pounds, that would be 72 ounces. 

Another trend in sports nutrition is taking 
aniioxidants to recover more quickly from intense 
workouts. Antioxidants are substances in food that 
help neutralize unstable oxygen molecules known 
as free radicals. Intense exercise can produce a lot 
of free radicals, which can damage muscle tissue. 

"The faster we use oxygen, the more free radi­
cals wc produce," said Ron Maughan, a professor 
of biomedical sciences at the University of 
Aberdeen in Scotland. 

Taking antioxidants to reduce free radical dam­

age during exercise still is more of a theory than 
an accepted practice, he said. "(But) il's worth a 
try." 

Maughan said the best sources are fresh fruits 
and vegetables. "Unfortunately, that's a message 
that athletes don't want to hear," he said. "It's bor­
ing." 

Maughan said that if athletes want to iake 
antioxidants in pill form, they might consider lOO 
mg to 500 mg daily of vitamin C and 100 to 400 
international units daily of vitamin E. 

A L i t t l e E x t r a B o o s t 

Many athletes have turned to dietary supple­
ments to build muscle mass. 

One of the hottest new products is a combina­
tion of creatine and ephedrine, said Mark Myhal. 
an exercise physiologist. 

Creatine is a supplement that may help add mus­
cle when taken in conjunction with a weight-train­
ing program, although some studies show it has 
little value. 

Ephedrine, which some people use for weight 
loss, is very similar to amphetamines, Myhal said. 
"Ephedrine is very hot." 

It also can be dangerous. 
Ephedrine is a drug designed to mimic certain 

hormones, such as adrenaline, according to the 
The Ergoenics Edge, by Melvin Williams (Human 
Kinetics). 

It can produce side effects including headache, 
gastrointestinal distress, irregular heartbeats, 
seizures and psychoses, Williams writes. It also 
has been linked to at least 17 deaths. 

If that is not enough to discourage you from 
using it, consider the fact that it's banned from 
most sports. 

On the other hand, androslenedione, the supple­
ment Mark McGwire help popularize during his 
home-run-record-setting season last year, has seen 
a dramatic dip in popularity. Myhal said. 

Contributing to its decline was a study that 
showed it did not add muscle nor convert to testos­
terone. Instead, it turned into the female hormone 
estrogen, raising concerns that male users could 
develop enlarged breasts.

Wear backpack 

properly, avoid injury 
Imow that school is In full swing and 

homework is a daily must, students 
must caution against back strain. 

Properly worn, a backpack Is sup­
ported by ttie strongest muscles in the 
body: the back and abdominal muscles 
which work together to stabilize the 
trunk and hold our body in proper pos-
tural alignment. 

"Improper backpack use can also 
present some real dangers, especially 
to young, still growing joints and mus-
cles," Jan K. Richardson, president of 
the American Physical Therapy 
Association, adds. Here are some rules 
of thumb as follows: 

Wear both straps: Slinging a back­
pack over one shoulder causes a per­
son to lean to one side to compensate 
for the uneven weight, curving the 
spine. Over time, this can cause lower 
and upper back pain, strained shoul­
ders and neck, and even functional 
scoliosis, or curvature of the spine. 
Teenage girls are especially suscepti­
ble to scoliosis. 

Make sure the backpack is not too 
heavy. Extra weight may cause a 
rounding of the shoulders and an 
increased cun/e in the thoracic, or 
upper back, region. As a result, the stu­
dent may experience back, shoulder 
and neck pain. "A good rule to follow is 
to carry no more than 15 to 20 percent 
of one's body weight," says 
Richardson. 

Pay attention to the type of back­
pack. Look for backpacks with wide 
straps. "Narrow straps dig painfully into 
the shoulders," Richardson says, "and 
our nerves are very close to the surface 
in our clavicle, or collarbone, region." 
Even though the latest backpacks with 
one strap that runs across the body 
may be fashionable, they are wise to 
consider the weight of the backpack 
when empty, for example, a canvas 
backpack will be lighter weight than 
leather." 

What else can students do to stay 
injury free? "l̂ ave kids use both 
straps, make frequent stops at their 
lockef throughout the day to avoid car­
rying ail their books at once, and leave 
non-essentials at home. Above all, 
urge your children to tell you if they are 
in pain or have discomfort before a 
problem becomes serious."

People with elevated blood choles­
terol levels may be able to have their 
red meat and eat it, too. A new study 
suggests that small portions of very 
lean red meat can be part of a choles­
terol-lowering diet. Elevated blood cho­
lesterol levels are closely linked to an 
increased risk of premature heart dis­
ease, the leading cause of death In the 
United States. 

A team of researchers from Johns 
Hopkins Medical Institutions, the 
University of Minnesota and the 
Chicago Center tor Clinical Research, 
selected 191 men and women with 
mildly elevated blood cholesterol lev­
els. They were divided in groups that 
ate 6 ounces a day of lean red meat or 
6 ounces of fish or poultry five to seven 
days a week for 36 weeks, in addition 
to consuming lots of fmits, vegetables 
and whole grains. 

Researchers found that both groups 
under the special diet experienced 
identical declines in total blood choles­
terol levels as well as levels of low-den­
sity lipoprotein, the most dangerous 
fonri of cholesterol. The study support­
ed by the National Cattlemen's Beef 
Assxiation, was published in Archives 
of Internal Medicine.

A l l o t ihis advice seems 
as if i i leans towards an 
adult crowd, but Meltzcr 
thinks youngsters can 
benefit from this book. " 
A person might buy this 
book for themselves, but 
it can apply to younger 
kids too. This might save 
their kids from die trial 

and error they might have gone 
Ihrough," lie said. 

The book has a chart that shows i f 
a I ."i-year-old saves $2,000 a year 
for seven years and lets die money 
collect interest, the amount by age 
65 would be more than .$1 million. 

Howard's goal for the book is to 
avoid consumers feeling like a vic­
tim.

Investing alone 

creates more 

risk, greater 

responsibility

1 wrote recently that investors who 
did nol want lo spend a lol of lime and 
money evaluating individual slocks 
.should consider investing in a muluai 
fund. I added ihat this was not the oniy 
reason an investor might invest in a 
fund. 

Perhaps in this post-Enron age, it 
might be good to go over the advan­
tages of mutual funds again. A lot of 
the problems that have plagued 
investors in recent months can be 
addressed Ihrough the use of these 
funds. 

Mutual funds are professionally run 
pools of money. A fund manager 
invests the money in a broad range of 
securities. Investors in these funds 
share in the results, good or bad, that 
ihe fund manager achieves. Through 
this method, investors avoid some of 
ihe problems of buying individual 
.securities. 

For example, employees of EnrOn 
Corp. who invested heavily in their 
company's stock lost much of iheir life 
savings when ihat stock collapsed. In 
fact, anyone investing heavily in one 
stock runs ihe risk ihat his big invest­
ment wi l l be a dud. 

Funds address that problem by giv­
ing investors instant diversification. 
When you invest in a fund, you invest 
in all the investments that the fund 
holds. You may siill have a dud in that 
mix, but the dud will account for only 
a small part of your portfolio. When a 
blowout of a single stock occurs, your 
fimd wi l l go on - a little weaker, per­
haps, but you'll be a lot better off than 
the investors who invested everything 
in the dud stock. 

Here's another problem plaguing 
investors; How do you know which 
stocks to buy? If companies lie about 
their balance sheet and accountants 
can't figure it out, what chance do you, 
as an individual stock picker, have? 

Again, fiiiids'ydiifess Uiat problem 
by hiring a fund manager to pick ttie 
investments. Siire, the fund manager ' 
can be fooled, but he is going to have 
the time and the money to look more 
fully inio a company He may also, 
because he is wielding big bucks, be 
able to get information about a com­
pany tliat you can't. A n d he should 
have the professionalism to avoid 
investing in any company that can't 
explain itself to him. 

Another problem I've heard a lot 
about lately is diat too many investors 
know too little about investment. By 
investing in funds, you hire an expert. 
Also, many fund companies mail 
newsletters and reports and offer Web 
sites to their investors explaining 
investment topics and describing die 
latest changes in law diat might affect 
them. Much of this information is hon­
est and useful. At least investors know 
it comes from a source that diey hired 
and that they can fire at any time by 
moving money out of that fund. 

Tivo odier advantages of funds are 
low cost and good recordkeeping. For 
most investors, Ihough not all, funds 
are cheaper than buying individual 
stocks. However, investors must siill 
shop around for the least expensive 
funds, and investors with large hold­
ings may be better off' with a portfolio 
of individual stocks. 

Mutual funds also keep track of 
your investments, information that 
diey provide to you. That makes u-ack-
ing your results and filing your taxes 
easier 

Mutual funds remain a good vehicle 
for investment. Investors who pnsfer io 
go after individual stocks should be 
prepared to do more work and to take 
extra measures to avoid risk.

C l a r i o n ' s V M A 5 0 9 1 h a s a 5 " C o l o r family van and found that decisions 
L C D m o n i t o r that c a n be e a s i l y aren't so simple anymore, 
m o u n t e d o n the b a c k o f a c a r Ofcourse first I had to decide if I want-
h e a d r e s t . R e t a i l i n g for $299.99, t h e ed a deck diat could play both C D and 
c o n s o l e a c c e p t s a n R C A c o m p o s - cassette tapes. Considering that l have 
Ite v i d e o s i g n a l . casseiie function on ihat dual 

deck in my everyday car maybe twice, I 
decided diat die cassette option was not 
so important. 

With die ability to bum driving music 
io C D . who wants to deal wi ih casseties 
no matter how cherished certain driving 
tapes are? 

1 knew thai I wanted a deck widi the 
capability io play MP3s. MP3s are com­
pressed music files originally designed to 
be played on compuiers. Hours of MP3s 
can be put on one C D . This would allow 
me to happily tell my children. " I ' l l play 
one of my CDs and then you can play one 
of yours," and Uien arrive at the beach 
nine hours later with ray one C D still 
playing and my kids ' eyes looking 
glazed. 

The selection of M P 3 decks is still a 
little slim, but look for die feature to be 
standard in die nexl few years. 

Anodier feature diat may become stan­
dard is die capability to pick up signals 
from satellite radio. 

The detachable faceplate option has 
been around for a while. Unsnap the face­
plate and take it with you so would-be 
diieves are less likely to steal your stereo. 
Yet there's also the "stealdi face" avail­
able on several decks in which the face­

plate flips backwards when the deck is 
turned off, making it look as if there is no 
stereo in the car at all. 

Those are all die "I 'm being practical" 
options. 

The new "omigosh" factor in car stereo 
is da.shboard graphics. These go from die 
simple "omigosh" - die display window 
changes color constantly - to mind-blow­
ing, constantly changing scenes (Pioneer 
and Kenwood have .several models, start­
ing ai around $300) and, at the very top 
end, decks that allow you to program in 
your own graphics widi an L C D display 

Maybe this would be important if you 
are regularly caughi In traffic jams, but I 
found the graphics distracting. I don't 
want io watch dot-matrix race car and ski 
scenes when I should be watching die 
real road. Were it favorite shots of my 
children or bits of a music video, l would 
be even less likely to see diat 18-wheeler 
that's just stopped ahead of me. 

Then diere's die next step up: an in-
dash D v D player. 

Most car D V D s are created for a mon­
itor screen to be installed overhead or 

behind the armrests so riders in die back­
seat wi l l stop telling you how to drive and 
watch a movie instead. 

However, a handful of stereos put the 
screen right in the dashboard. This option 
wi l l rtln you $1,000 and up. 

I f you want to go all out, there are now 
car stereos that include a computer hard 
drive. The Sony M E X - I H D and the 
Pioneer D E H - P 9 0 H D D bodi contain a 
10-gig hard drive dial can hold 165 hours 
of music, which can be ripped sd-aight 
from disc to stereo for storage. 

This is enough to make a music geek 
slack-jawed, but these decks start at 
around $1,500. 

What did l buy? 
A Kenwood C D player w i d i M P 3 

capability and a detachable faceplate 
with a color-changing display (no more 
distracting than a lava lamp). It's satellite 
ready (Sinus), but l chose the deck for 
die extra wattage, not the service, which l 
doubt I ' l l subscribe to. I spent $300. 

St i l l , when my lottefy number comes 
up, oh baby, watch out.

4-H working 

to bring tech 

l<nov\/ledge to 

rural areas

Ever since Bedi Ruckheim's family 
brought technology onto lheir century-
old farm northwest of Minneapolis, 
things Iiave changed considerably. 
Rucklieiin, 16, can'i imagine die farm 
miming widiout it. 

Cell phones have become essential 
equipment for communicadng across 
520 acres. The family also sometimes 
rents UTictors widi global positioning and 
information systems that allow diem to 
keep Uack of what needs to be done. 

Ruckheim also has been a computer 
tutor for kids in her hometown. "The 
more people 1 can gel interested in die 
lechnology I figure die more people I 
can get lo take part in die lechnology," 
she said. 

Ruckheim was al lhc University of 
Minnesota at St. Paul recendy - along 
wilh students from 44 stales and .some 
U.S. leiriiories - for die firsl annual 4-H 
Youdi Tech Conference. 

Each slate delegation to die confer­
ence was to form an "action plan" to take 
back to their communities lo slart intro­
ducing mral residents to lechnology. 

A study conducted by die Center for 
Rural Policy and Development found 
diat many rural Minnesotans have yet to 
make computers essential lo dieir lives. 
Fifty-nine percent of die 663 mral resi­
dents who responded lo die survey own 
a functioning compuler. Of diose, 78 
percent have Inteniet access. Neitiier fig­
ure had increased from 2001. 

"Becau.se of die number of elderiy 
and low-income residents in rural areas, 
it. might be unrealistic lo expect rural 
communities to match urtsan tech stan­
dards," said center president Jack Geller. 

Bul Gelier believes the solution to die 
digital divide couid be found in our 
youtii. 

A n e w 4 H er1i|>h«lisis 
Ruckheim and die 300 otiier kids -

who spent five days at die University tin­
kering witii GPS devices and learning 
how 10 write computer programs - may 
prove him right. 

ITie 4-H club has empha-sized youdi 
and technology lately as a way to diver­
sify the group's focus. "We have an 
image of just being cows and com, but 
we want to change thai image lo show 
we have technology, Ihe performing arls 
and woodworking" lo naine a few, .said 
Jon Ruppert, 18, Minnesota's 4-H 
ambassador and sttite lech club presi­
dent. 

The Minnesota delegation, which 
played convention host, showed up in 
grand fashion wilh a group of 18 endiu-
siastic and computer-savvy leens. 
Among tiiem was Reed Floren, 16, of 
Gaylord, population 2,250. 

For the past two years, Floren and a 
handful of otiier delegates have been tak­
ing tiie tech education process straight to 
dicir mral hometowns tiuough a 4-H-
sponsored progimi called Cooperative 
(Opportunity for Online Learning. In tiie 
program, students ieach less-savvy 
youdi, adults and elderiy people in an 
effort to foster technology use. 

S e v a n c o m p u t e r s 
Like Floren, Caleb Szajner, 15, does­

n't need to be convinced of die impor­
tance of his work as a tutor. An early stu­
dent could be his uncle, who lives on die 
farm next door and doesn't own any 
compuiers. 

Tlie biggest problem witii computer 
technology in mral areas, Ruckheim 
said, is tiie relatively slow .speed of dial-
up Internet connections, which at besi 
are aboul 56.0tX) kilobits per second; in 
conhusl, high-.speed Internet service by 
telephone or cable is usually five to 10 
dmes faster But she and otiiers deal witii 
what tiiey have. 

The conference also drew people 
from ai'eas of tiie counuy where connec­
tion speed isn't die main problem. The 
Oregonians came boasting about Web 
Wizards, a program staited in urban 
parts of Onsgon's Washington County 
four years ago to curb tiie area's sky­
rocketing dropout rate among Latino 
sUIdents. 

The program began as a mentoring 
partnership between 4-H, tiie school sys­
tem and corporations like Intel Corp. 
when die dropout rate in Washington 
County hil 86 percent Since tiien, tiie 
rate has fallen off to just a couple of stu­
dents each year, said 'Victor Schroder, a 
Web Wizards volunteer from Intel. 

The concept behind Web Wizards has 
since expanded to Boanlman, an Oregon 
town of about 4,000. "4-H Road to 
Success," tiie new program, touched ihe 
life of conferencegoer Editii Rodriguez,. 
16, who said she knew notfiing about . 
computers before die program. 

Rodriguez now tutors otiier students 
and adults. "When tiiey are learning, 
dieir faces are like, 'Wow,' " she said, 
witii ivide eyes and a grin. 

Ruckheim knows what she means. "I 
believe whatever I go into will have 
computers as part of i C she said.

Teachers are being forced to improve their technology 

skills to keep up with their computer-savvy students

some schoolteachers spent the 
summer brushing up on every­
thing from the Internet lo 
PowerPoint. 

Mike Rivera's students will 
soon find out how he spent his 
summer vacation. 

The teacher at Osceola 
Middle School near St. 
Petersburg, Fla., scanned pho­
tos into a computer, sent e-mail 
attachmenLs and edited a video 
clip for die firsl time. Thai may 
not impress kids, bul he hopes it 
makes a difference in how they 
leam in his class. 

"We always ask so much of 
the kids," said Rivera, who 
describes his tech skills as min­
imal. "1 don't tiiink it's asking 
loo much for (teachers) lo leam 
somediing in turn." 

Rivera and tiiree fellow social 
studies teachers are among 
aiMut 200 teachers in tiieir area 
in a yearlong tt'aining exercise 
aimed at inlegnldng more tech­
nology into die curriculum. 

The teachers received a lap­
top, digital camera and scanner 
for classroom use, altendcd 
seminars and committed to 
share dieir experiences and h-ain 
otiiers. While tills year's class of 
liainees is die largest yet, it is a 
relative handful in a counly 
witii about 8,000 teachers. 

It reflects the continuing 
challenge technology po.ses for 
schools trying to make teacheis 
comfortable with technology 
and to u.se it effectively in the 
classroom. 

Schools also have yet to fig­
ure out how to gauge whetiier 
technology truly is improving 
teaching because results are dif­
ficult to quantify 

"This is die $64,000 ques­
tion," John Lee, who leaches in 
Georgia State University's 
College of Education, wTote in 
an e-mail interview. 

Otiier challenges include 
tight budgets, which make buy­
ing equipment difficult. Schools 
have more computers and 
Internet access, tiiough it never 
seems to be enough. Teacher 
training in many districts is l im­
ited to occasional seminars or 
workshops. 

And while some teachers.

such as Rivera and his col­
leagues, are gung-ho, others 
don't share die same endiusi-
a-sm. 

"You can have one teacher 
who is doing phenomenal 
tilings witii technology," Berson 
said. "One door over you can 
have a teacher whose computer 
hasn't been touched in a week, 
a mondi or a year." 

School officials say things 
are improving. Training choices 
have expanded lo include online 
courses, TW presentations and 
classes at local colleges. More 
teachers are using tech well, 
more have begun to use it and 
fewer are reluctant to touch i l . 

Tom LaPorta, an ' eighth-
grade social studies teacher, and 
Donna Johnson, a sixtii-grade 
social studies teacher, set up 
LaPorta's computer at Osceola 
Middle School in Seminole. 

"Our staff is becoming much 
more comfortable as die years 
go by," said Earl Whiilock, 
director of insiructional tech­
nology for Hillsborough 
County schools. A s schools rely 
more on technology, such as e-
mail for eveIyday communica­
tions, even reticent teachers wi l l 
have to get involved, WhiUock 
predicts. 

Judy Ambler, Pinellas 
County, Fla., director of instruc­
tional technology, says tiie dis­
trict will spend about $2,600 for 
each teacher in die yearlong 
program, including die equip­
ment. The district started the 
program with a handful of 
teachers, increasing die num­
bers each year. But it wasn't

enough lo make an impact. So 
diis year, tiie disttict wenl for a 
big number. More tiian 500 
applied and aboul 200 were 
accepted. 

"If we were really going to 
get anywhere, we were going 
to, as Emeril says, kick il up a 
notch," Ambler said. "My staff 
almost fainted." 

Different types of training are 
needed because teachers, like 
students, leam differently. 
Some need to ask questions. 
That's not always possible witii 
onUne training diat leaves die 
teacher trainees witiiout some­
one to ask for help when a prob­
lem occurs. 

"Putting computers in tiie 
schools witiiout any training is 
not going to get you any results 
unless people are doing tilings 

o n . their own." Ambler said. 
'Teachers come from a worid 
where tiiey're supposed lo be 
experts in everylhing. hi Ihis 
worid, we can'l do dial any­
more." 

During June, groups of about 
ICX) al a time speni a week al 
Pinellas Park High School's 
media center, where ihey were 
shown everything from the 
Internet to PowerPoint. For 
Rivera, Susan Gulp and Tom 
LaPorta from Osceoia, the 
training was an opportunity. 

"If tiiey had just given (the 
equipment) to us and let us mn 
loose, I would have been more 
uncomfortable," Mrs . Gulp 
said. She has taught for 11 years 
and says h.mdling a supercom­
puter in die Air Force was easi­
er for her tiian a desktop model. 

LaPorta, the most experi­
enced lech u.ser of die Osceola 
group, signed up for tiie tr<iining 
because he wants to make a 
pitch for tiie best equipment he 
can get for his classroom. "If 
you want lo use up-to-date tech­
nology, you have to show com-
mimienl to using i l , " he said. 

However, he also sees down­
sides to tech, including plagia­
rism made easier by the 
Inteniet. "1 have had assign­
ments tumed in where die kids 
have neglected to even take die 
A O L footer, or Web page head­
ers, off of what Ihey turn in," 
LaPorta said. 

A n d lie's concerned tiiat tiie 
technology itself will lake cen­
ter stage. 

"I just sometimes worry tiiat 
the time spent teaching the 
'how to' will lake rime away 
from helping die kids leam 
social studies content tiiey need 
to be die citizens we want," he 
said. 

Rivera, who pokes fun at his 
own tech shortcomings, says he 
is concerned .about damaging 
equipment, glitches that could 
erase students' work and getting 
enough time in tiie school's 
computer lab. 

Technology is essential, he 
said, "because ihe books sunk. 
Even Ihough I'm using die 
book, I've already written 
anotiier supplement." 

Rivera ratdes off plans he 
hopes to achieve, from inviting 
parents to contact him by e-mail 
to teaching students how to do 
research on tiie Net.

plumes. Such Hower 
arrangements flatter Asian 
art because nature and the 
seasons are such dominnni 
themes. 

Further to the tear of the 
house, Basketi's kitchen 
looks Old World and inter­
national. Large, reddish 
Mexican tiles line lhe floor 
and look very old. A count­
er with stools wraps around 
tlie modern business end of 
the kitchen. 

The kitchen's focal point 
is a quarter-circle fireplace 
next to the 1840s, impossi­
bly narrow back stairway, 
which now leads to Jusi 
open b(3ams overhead and a 
wide window ledge. All 
these spaces display more 
artifacts, including an 
Indoiiesiau ganlelin (gong­
like instrument). 

Amazingly, it doesn't 
coinpete wilh lhe spare, 
candieholder chandelier by 
a Swedish blacksmith. 

Baskeit's unique summer 
fireplace screen, al.so a 
quarter-circle, was made by 
a southern friend of tri­
color painted twigs, lipped 
wilh the "eyes" of peacock 
feathers. When the raised-
hearth kitchen firepiiice is 
in use, she hangs the twig 
fan nearby on ihe while-
washed wall. 

Bedrooms, baths and a 
library on the second floor 
are filled with .'\sian prints 
and chiseled camphor-wood 
rectangles, Buddlla-lhemed 
prints surround aii arched 
Spanish headboard in one 
bedroom. Asian piciographs 
on a banner wish for lots of 
health, W e a l d i , long life -
"10,000 of everything." 

OpptJsite the library is the 
wooden stair with a spare 
Asian look. The wall-
mounted handrail is a black 
metal pole that seems to 
undulate toward the eight-
sided cupola above, with 
Windows all around. This 
room at the top serves as a 
revolving art gallery and a 
reading room with a fabu­
lous river view.

Once upon a time there was a very prosperous 
country. The people who lived there ate very 
well because they could afford good food — and 
much good food came from that very country. 

Some of the people who lived ihere knew lots 
about l'ood, and they always came home with 
die best bunches of broccoli and the most per­
fect peaches. But many people in ihat country, 
wiihout fully realizing it, deprived diemselves 
of some of die very best produce because they 
never bought it fresh. 

One of die foods whose heights diesc grocery 
shoppers missed oul on was the humble green 
pea. 

That country is ours, de.ir friends. The only 
peas with which many of us are familiar are the 
ones in cans and freezer bags — the peas that 
turn up on our diniIer tables occasionally with 
almost no effort (and are consumed with no par­
ticular pleasure), and diat spill from diose same 
cans and freezer bags onto the "veg. of the day" 
rotation at the kinds of restaurants where most 
customers opt for the fries instead. 

Others of us, who have overcome Fresh 
Produce Anxiety and are able to deal with fruits 
and vegetables ihat don'i come widi directions 
(or at least know how to fake it until ihey get 
home to a cookbook), know that peas can be far 
better than ihat. The flavor and vibrant color of 
fresh peas — particularly now, early in the sea­
son, can be a real eye-opener io folks whose lids 
might have been drooping over ihe canned suc­
cotash. 

Those little round green guys, of course, 
aren't the only peas. 

Sugar snap peas 

The ripe 
stuff 

Probably less familiar than Ihe snow pea — except 
to ihe more vegetable-centered among us — is a 
more recent arrival, the sugal' snap pea, which also is 
edible pod and all. 

The sugar snap pea, which turned up in the late 
1970s, is a cross belween ihe regular garden pea and 
die snow pea. li looks almost like die garden pea, 
although typically it is not as long; and aldIough the 
pod is edible, it's full of peas, and the whole thing is 
sweeter than the snow pea. 

For freshness, go local 
The word "local" is pretty important there. Like 

sweel com, only more so, the quality of fresh peas 
deteriorates rapidly, starting as soon as they're 
picked. 

Books diat offer expertise on such things assert, 
no doubt correctly, that the best shell peas are 
straight from your own garden or maybe from a 
fanner's market — and picked very young, when the 
peas are small. These authorities go on to say thai the 
produce section at a big supermarket probably runs a 
pretty distant third. 

Frozen young peas, diey suggest, although they 
aren't in the same league as really fresh ones, might 
well outdo limp, starchy, fresh peas that have lin­
gered too long at the store — and diat may have been 
overgrown and past iheir best even when they were 
jusl picked. 

Could be, bul I'd say lhal once locally grown peas 
become available al farmers' markets, co-ops and 
stores (replacing those brought in from California), 
even a novice pea-picker - - if he or she has learned 

to sort oul any unworthy pods — can be 
assured of a pleasant experience when die 
peas come io ihe table. 

The common pea has been wiih us a 
very long time. Some sources suggest it 
was cultivated nearly 12,000 years ago in 
Asia; it was eaten by the ancient Greeks 
and Romans, and reportedly il was 
brought to the New World by Columbus, 
who is said to have planted peas on Santo 
Domingo (Hispaniola). 

France's Louis Xlv was so nuts about 
tiny peas that he ordered his gaIdeners io 
produce them year-round, which they 
managed to do by constructing greenhous­

es. We are told that peas became such a 
fad in Paris that woInen of the court 

— who dined very well every 
evening — would nonetheless 
have a nightcap of fresh buttered 
peas before retiring. Thomas 
Jefferson grew more ihan 30 vari­
eties of peas at Monticello and 
called them his favorite veg­
etable. 

I'm nol saying that your first 
taste of fresh young peas will 
make you another Louis Xlv or 
Tliomas Jefferson; ail I am saying 
is (yes; here it 

c o m e s ) 
g i v e 

So how do you know, really know that 
you're picking the best frail and vegelables at 
the market'.' Try UIese guidelines from The 
Old Farmer's Almanac Family Favorites 
Cookbook. 

• String beans: Bend one; if il's fresh, it 
will snap. Small, young beans will taste bel­
ter dIan large, fat ones with die seeds visible 
dirough die skin. 

• Waleffnelon: Look for a symmetrical 
round, oval or oblong with a buttery yellow 
underbelly. It should feel heavy for its size, 
which tells you that it is juicy and fresh. 

B Tomatoes: Smell tomatoes before you 
buy A lack of fragrance means Uiey may be 
bland. Buy good firm ones and store diem a 
room temperature, never in Ihe refrigerator. 

• Peaclies: A perfecdy ripe peach will 
feel just like a horse's nose. (For you city 
slickers, die texture 
you're looking for 
is soft and velvety.) 
If you encounter 
harder specimens, 
store them in a 
paper bag at room 
temperature for 
two to tliree days.

Although it is sometimes 
called die Chinese snow pea, isn't 

exclusively Asian. Food historian Waveriy Root 
noted diat ihey have been called "Mennonite peas" 
when sold in the eastern United States as a specialty 
of die Pennsylvania Dutch, and in fact have long 
been grown and eaten in Europe. The French name 
for die snow pea is mange-tout (eat-it-all). 

peas a chance. 
War and peas — and 

shelling 
Bui before you rush off 

to join the Peas Corps, I owe 
you diis little bit of informa­

tion: The stem of snow peas and 
sugar snap peas should be snipped 

off, and snow peas and some sugar 
snap peas have a string down one side that 

should be pulled off That takes a bit of time. 
Shell peas must be shelled — diat is, die shell 

must be opened and the peas inside flicked out into 
a bowl. That takes longer. 

You probably figured as much. What you might 
not have figured is that, al least for a first-time pea 
sheller, it's a long dme. That mental Saturday 
Evening Post cover, roly-poly Mom and kids sitdng 
around the table shelling peas, wouldn't exist if die 
whole job took only 20 seconds. 

That said, Escoffier tells us to shell peas at die last 
minute (au demier moment, if French makes ii any 
belter), so doing il die night before might noi be die 
best soluUon. 

If you have kids you can drag into it, that might be 
good. Heaven knows what you'll have to promise 
Uiem; I'd rather leave to you the details of any pea-
bargaining. 

First-lime visitors to fresh peas might want to start 
widi sugar snap peas, for die combinaUon of easy 
preparation and sweet flavor
