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Police department changes surveillance operation 
Novi's "undercover cops" will scon 

be wearing urliforms - at least part of 
the time. 

The four members of the Novi Police 
ij^. Department surveillance crew have 

' • been assigned a new name - the 
Special Investigations Unit - and a 
new set of responsibilities as of October 
1. 

The new operation of the bureau 
came as the result of the city assuming 

jjj; total funding of the unit, which has been 
subsidized by the federal and state 
government for the past three years. . 

The department received approx­
imately $277,000 In federal funds over 
the past three years and another $18,000 
In state funds. The city paid only 

^^$83,303. 
^ ' i But as usual, the subsidies came with 

strings attached. The members of the 

surveillance crew could work only on 
felony cases, with even certain felonies 
such as rape falling outside of their 
jurisdiction. 

The crew has been active In the in­
vestigation of several burglaries 
throughout the city, has been Involved 
In schemes to put away drug pushers 
and has also had the unenviable task of 
cleaning up the 1-96 rest stop, a haven 
for homosexual activity. 

Although all of the members of the 
crew can cite endless examples where 
the job is nothing but drudgery, an 
assignment to the unit Is geiierally 
regarded as the most glamorous In the 
department. 

Probably the major change in the 
operation will be a departure from the 
four members being required to be In 
plain clothes at all times. 

Under the new operation, directed by 
Novl Detective Sergeant Gordon 
Nelson, two of the four members of the 
unit will be uniformed patrol officers 
while the other two will remain plain 
clothesmen. 

The officers will take turns at being in 
uniform or plain clothes. The uniform­
ed officers will drive a marked vehicle, 
while the plain clothes officers will 
have an unmarked vehicle. 

Although Detective Nelson maintains 
the crew will still continue some of Its 
undercover work, he says the main 
thrust of the new program is to direct 
the unit at special high-problem areas 
ot the city. The areas will vary as the 
amount of c r i m e increases or 
decreases. 

"They are going to be sent into an 
area that has high cirlme rate statistics.

F u n d i n g e y e d f o r b u s 
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Additional funding for bus trips by 
area senior citizens will be considered 
by the Novl city administration as a 
result of efforts by Novi Banker Don 
Grevengood, 

Grevengood has been campaigning 
for a bus for senior citizens at, the Novi 
Community Center on Novi Road south 
of Grand River Avenue. The bus would 
allow the seniors to travel to such 
places as the Renaissance Center, 
Greenfield Village and Tiger Stadium. 

Grevengood originally appeared at 
the September 25 Novi City Council 
meeting to seek city approval of assum­
ing operation of a bus if funds could be 
raised to purchase the vehicle for the cl-
ty. The bus would be operated by the 
Parks and Recreation Department. 

The council directed the Parks and 
Recreation Commission to consider the 
proposal and to come back with a 
recommendation. 

In the meantime, Novl Superlnten-
dent Gerald Kratz said the schools were 

selling old buses and may be able to 
donate one to the city if a mechanic 
were able to fix it up. 

But at the October 16 meeting, the 
recommendation from the Parks and 
Recreation Commission was not to ac­
cept the bus because of an estimated 
$7,100 operational cost per year. 

Grevengood commented the bus 
would not be just for the use of the 
senior citizens, but also for the use of> 
the recreation department. He also said 
the cost of operating the bus might be 
cut somewhat by volunteer bus drivers. 

M a y o r R o m a i n e Roethe l told. 
Grevengood she appreciated his efforts 
and wanted to extend her thanks. 

Council Member Bob Schmid stated 
he would like to see a study conducted 
by the administration to determine just 
what the needs and desires of the senior 
citizens were. Schmid said he doubted 
whether an old school bus was really 
what was needed. 

Schmid said he doubted whether the 

cost of chartering buses would run 
anywhere near $7,100 a year and so 
should be lilvestlgated as a possible 
way around the problem. 

Grevengood said he would get 
together with the senior citizeil group at 
the Novi Community Center and find 
out what kind and how many trips they 
would like to make and come back to 
the council with some numbers. 

The senior citizens at the community 
center come from several surrounding 
communities. Funding f6r the seniors 
program Is provided through Oakland 
County and through shares given by 
various municipalities. 

The seniors are presently served by 
S E M T A (Southeastern ' M i c h i g a n 
Transportation Authority), but a new 
Oakland County bus system (OCART) 
Is expected to begin operation soon. 

Both S E M T A and O C A R T buses are 
designed for short trips of a few miles, 
while Grevengood seeks to allow the 
seniors to take longer outings. 

immaterial of what that crime is," 
Nelson explains. "It may be traffic en­
forcement, maybe narcotics, maybe 
only minor theft - whatever we feel is 
a potential problem in the city and 
needs to be protected." 
• Nelson claims the unit, which will 

work no set time shift, will help to 
alleviate problems caused In the city by 
what he considers to be an Inadequately 
staffed police department. 

"We feel this unit will take a tremen­
dous burden off of the police depart­
ment," Nelson says. "In fact, the 
Special Investigations Unit will be 
deployed by computer statistics. Any 
time a criminal complaint Is made, it is 
entered into a computer. At the end of 
28 days, I get a conlplalnt print read 
out. The administrative staff find the 
largest potential problem in the city 
and that is where the unit will be for two 
weeks, or a month or maybe two mon­
ths." 

Nelson says the department can 
almost predict when crimes are going 
to be committed. For example. Nelson 
says, statistics show that an increase in 

crime will occur after the first heat 
wave of the summer cools down. 

One of the members of the In­
vestigative unit said he was pleased 
with the changes, although he stated It 
would significantly curtail the crew's 
undercover work. The reason cited was 
obvious: the officers would be working 
as uniformed policemen and so might 
not be able to conceal their identities as 
policemen. 

"You can't arrest a guy one day and 
then try and buy some dope from him 
the next, "the officer explained. 

The officer said he doubted the crew 
would continue to handle drug cases, 
leaving that responsibility to Oakland 
County, but would instead concentrate 
on other types of crime in the city. The 
officer noted when all four members of 
the surveillance bureau were under­
cover, residents were often reluctant to 
cooperate, either out of fear or uncer­
tainty that the men were really police 
officers. 

The officer explained that the men 
wearing plain clothes could often get in 
a better position to find something, but 

a uniformed policemen Is better able to 
handle the arrests. 

The officer says the members of the 
crew win still be able to do some under­
cover work, but the more dangerous ac­
tivities will have to be curtailed. 

"I just wouldn't let them risk it," he 
says, 

Nelson says he hopes the new method 
of utilizing the unit will satisfy many 
residents, especially from the northern 
section of the city, who have complain­
ed about Inadequate police protection. 
The northern lake area was hit by 
burglars .this summer, as it has been for 
the past several summers. 

Although declining to give a specific 
location. Nelson notes the northern sec­
tion of the city has been the first assign­
ment for the Special Investigative Unit. 

"We've had complaints from citizens 
about the many thefts and that's why 
we put them up there for the first opera­
tion, "he says. 

Nelson says the unit will be utilized In 
other areas of the city as soon as their 
work in the northern section is com­
pleted.

The Headlee and Tisch tax limitation 
proposals will have serious effects on 
the financial operation of the City of 
Novl, a report released by Assistant Ci­
ty Manager Alex Allie says. 

Allle says the two proposals affect 
Novi more than most municipalities 
because of the rapid growth the city is 
experiencing. Allie said he prepared 
the report not to influence voters or city 
council members one way or another 
concerning the proposals, but merely to 
examine what the effects of the 
measures would be if they are approved 
by voters iri November. 

The Headlee proposal would basical­
ly limit the growth of government In­
come to a level not to exceed the growth 
of personal income. The Tisch proposal 
calls for the halving of property taxes in 
the state, with much of the lost revenue 
to be made up with additional income 
taxation. 

Although the Headlee amendment 
has been called by some a conservative 
proposal which would have little, if any, 
effect on city or state fiscal operations, 
Allle notes the proposal has a more pro­
nounced effect on Novl because of the 
rapid growth experienced In the past 
several years. 

But Allle has no grave concerns about 
the measure, adding that many of the 
provisions are unclear as to how they 
would be Implemented. 

"Quite frankly, I think we can live 
with It," Allie says, "although we are 
certainly Impacted more than fully 
developed communities. 

"We're probably just one of a handful 
of communities which \vlll be impacted 
to a great effect. Most are impacted 
minimally. I think we c^n live with the ' 
intent of It." 

Allie notes there are three major pro­
visions of the Headlee proposal: 

—the state will be required to finance 
the necessary Increased costs Incurred 
by local governments becaiise of any 
nft^ state-mandated activity or service. 

-rcitles will be prohibited, from Issu-, 
ing bonds backed by the fuU faith and 
credit of the jurisdiction without a vote 
of the people. 

- t h e total tax levy cannot rise any 
more than the prlor-year levy adjusted 
for inflation, or the Consumer Price In­
dex (C.P.I.) 

While the fiVst of the provisions Is 
welcomed by city officials with open 
arms, Allie notes the latter two pro­
posals could have harmful effects on 
Novi. • 

The prohibition of issuing bonds back-
ed by the full faith and credit of the con-
stltuency could have the effect of in-
creasing costs of financing major pro-
jects, Allle reports. 

The city could not Issue general 
obligation bonds to finance such pro-

A l l i e 

jects as the Randolph Drain In the 
southern section of the city, Allie says, 
but would Instead be forced to issue, 
revenue bonds, using city finds as col-
lateral. 

Bonds are issued as general obliga­
tion with the understanding that if 
something should go wrong with the 
project, the residents of the city at 
large would be liable for defaulted 
payments or other problems. 

General obligation bonds are general­
ly Issued at an interest rate of about one 
percent lower than revenue bonds. 

"One percent may not seem like a 
lot," Allie says, "but when you're talk­
ing about millions of dollars, one per­
cent means a great deal of money." 

The limitation of tax Increases to the 
C.P.I, increase could affect the City o f . 
Novl more than other municipalities 
because Novi's property taxes have 
risen much faster than other cities 
because of its rapid growth and its ever 
Increasing alluring location. 

"This portion of the admendment will 
have a very definite effect on the City<of 
Novl," Allle reports. " A s a growing and 
attractive suburban area, Novi's pro­
perty values are increasing at a higher 
rate than average, a rate higher than 
the C.P.I. For example, for the past 
three years our equalization factor has

Council votes to delay action 
on two major rezoning requests 

The Novi City Council postponed ac­
tion on two major rezoning requests — 
the Eight Mlle-Haggerty mid-rise com­
plex and Montgomery Ward - at its Oc­
tober 16 meeting. 

Both rezonlngs are'slated to appear 
before the council once more at its 
November 13 meeting. 

For the Eight Mlle-Haggerty mid-rise 
complex, the delay marks the fourth 
time the matter has been brought 
before the council for consideration and 
postponed. 

The latest postponement, however, 
came at the request of representatives 
of Orchard Hill Place, the developers of 
the proposed complex. The represen-
tatlves sought to wait until more 
changes are approved in the OSC zon-
ing district that has been requested. 

The regulations of the OSC district 
have been the major stumbling block to 
the mld-rlse complex, with building' 
height, setback requirements and 
allowable parking area all discussed at 
length. 

At the November 13 meeting, the 
council Is expected to adopt new regula-
tlons for the OSC district which would 
prevent the iilstruslon of strip develop­
ment on the property. 

Specifically, the developers of Or­
chard Hill Place seek to rezone 40 acres 
of land presently zoned B-2 (community 
business) and 43 acres of land presently 
zoned RM-1 (multiple family reslden-
tlal) to an OSC (office-servlce-
commercial) classification. 

Another fivcracre parcel located bet-
ween Haggerty Road and 1-275 will re-
tain Its B-2 designation, according to 
the developers. 

The original plans displayed by the 
developer showed that the 89-acre com-
plex would include: 

- a four-story office building that 
would serve as regional headquarters 
of a major United States corporation 
presently located In New York; 

-af ive-storyhotel; 
-400,000 square feet of office space in 

a series of buildings; 
- a recreation complex that could In-

elude a theater, bowling alley and 
racketball courts; and 

- a series of retail stores. 
The Montgomery Ward rezoning, 

which seeks the rezoning of 37 acres of 
land north of the expressway on the 
west side of Novi Road to a zoning 
classification that would allow the con­
struction of the retail store and several 
smaller stores, is also facing a delay 
because of proposed changes in zoning 
classifications. 

The Ward store Is being developed b y ' 
the Ramco-Gershenson Company of 
Farmington Hills. 

The 37 acres, which is presently zon-
ed R IF (small farms agricultural); will 
be requested to be changed either to a 
B-3 (general business) or R C (regional 
center) zoning. 

The R C zoning is what many city of­
ficials would like to see the building 
constructed under. The R C zoning 
designation may be approved by the 
council at the November 13 meeting. 

Novi Police Chief Lee BeGole ap-
peared at the October 16 meeting to ex-
press his concern with the construction 
of the Ward store as it would affect traf­
fic on Novl Road.

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City seeks bid 
on police station 

The Novi City Council October 16 
gave its authorization to seek bids for 
the police headquarters to be con­
structed at the corner of Ten Mile and 
Taft roads. 

The bid should be out by October 26 
and will be due Novenlber 22. The city 
council is slated to awai'd the contract 
on November 27 and construction 
should begin on November 30. 

Tentative plans call for construction 
to be completed on November 30,1979. 

Dennis Dundon, an architect with the 
firm of Coquillard, Dogner, Dundon and 
Argenta, made an estimate of construc­
tion costs for the base bids and alter­
nates of $1.82 million. 

Dundon noted some of the featui-es 
that will be bid will be optional and may 
not be constructed. 

"As these items tend to increase the 
cost of the project beyond the allowable 
budget, they are placed in the contract 
documents in such a manner as to be in­
cluded in the construction contract if 

,funds permit after the base bid is 
J received," Dundon stated. 
1 Some of the options include the con-
'struction of a pistol range for approx­

imately $29,000, the addition of two 
folding partitions in the first level for 
$5,800, construction of shell space for 
the north cellblock for about $105,000 
and construction of an additional four 
cells for $45,000. 

The exterior of the building will be 
constructed of face brick similar to that 
used on the new high school. The 
building will be two stories with the 
capability of adding a third story. 

The building features a lai-ge lobby in 
front to aid visitors. 

Also featured is a communications 
room which is large enough to serve as 
a control center during periods of 
emergency. 

Also planned are exercise rooms, 
shower rooms, debriefing rooms and 
four cells to hold prisoners. A back 
stairway will be constructed so that 
surveillance officers can enter and 
leave unseen, 

The building is designed to be energy-
efficient. 

The station will require additional 
personnel to be hired in order to man it 
effectively, according to city officials.

Fights injuction 
C i t y s e e k s a n n e x a t i o n g o - a h e a d 

Saying that no solution is imminent, 
Novi City Attorney Dave Fried is trying 
several maneuvers to bring the long­
standing township annexation dispute 
to a conclusion. 

Holding up the annexation of seven 
parcels of to,wnship,lahd to the city is a 
suit filed by township resident W. B. 
Chase in the Ingham County Circuit 
Court. An injunction was issued against 
the annexation by Ingham County 
Judge Michael Harrison on September 
13. 

The annexation was slated to become 
effective October 1 if no appeal had 
been filed. 

Although the city is not named as a 
party in either the suit or the injunction, 
but instead the State Boundary Com­
mission, City Attorney Fried is 
nonetheless busy working at three 
separate ways the suit might be resolv­
ed. 

First, Fried has asked the State 

Supreme Court to take over jurisdiction 
on the case from the Ingham County 
Circuit Court. Fried notes that the 
supreme court made the final decision 
on the annexation dispute, which has 
been bogged down in the courts for the 
past seven years. 

Wh^n the boundary commission mov­
ed that the seven parcels should join the 
city. Fried said, it was acting on 
guidelines set by the supreme court. 
And so, the attorney continues, the 
supreme court should enforce its own 
order. 

The appeal by Chase states that the 
boundary commission did not follow the 
instructions set for it by the supreme 
court. 

Fried contends the boundary com­
mission "did exactly what the supreme 
court said it should do." 

Secondly, Fried has sent a letter to 
Judge Harrison asking that, if the ntlat-
ter should stay in Ingham County Cir-

cuit Court, it be switched to the jurisdic­
tion of Judge Jack Warren, who con­
sidered the suit several years ago 
before it was appealed to the supreme 
court. 

Thirdly, Fried will bring a motion to 
dismiss both the suit and injunction on-
the grounds that Chase has no right to 
challenge an annexation. Fried says the 
annexation is a political matter and, in 
legal terms, no personal property 
rights are involved. 

The attorney is somewhat miffed by 
the lack of action taken on the delays. 

Fried said he has seen no action what­
soever by the state attorney general's 
office, which is officially handling the 
city's side of the dispute. Fried con­
siders his first priority to be getting 
considered as one of the affected par­
ties in the dispute. 

The legal liability of the city is also a 
matter of some concern to Fried, who is 
unsure what an effective date of Oc­
tober 1 would mean in terms of police 
protection and other services. 

The county has maintained police 
protection over the township pending 
the outcome of the appeal. 

The seven parcels were originally left 
out of village incorporation petitions as 
part of the Agricultural Land Use Act, 
whereby farm owners could pull their 
lands out of such incorporation pro-V 
cedures to avoid the increased taxes 
and regulations.' ., ! 

Most of the parcels'have long ago lost 
agricultural status, however. 

At the boundary commission meeting 
held in April to consider the issue, 
Michigan Township Association (MTA) A 
Attorney John Bauckham said the 
seven parcels should be joined with the 
lone remaining parcel, the Brookland 
Farms Subdivision, in the annexation 
proceedings. 

If the boundary commission had 
granted Bauckham's request, a vote ofw^ 
all the people in the township would 
have been required before annexation 
could be approved. 

If the annexation of the seven parcels 
should go through, Brookland Farms 
would become the smallest township in • 
the state. ^ 

The seven parcels have a population* 
of about 1,500 people and cover an area 
of roughly 1.9 square miles. 

Wolverine Lake Village bicyclists 
may have a bike trail system in their 
future, if the village parks and recrea­
tion commission has its way. 

Commission members last week ask­
ed the village council for advice on 
receiving a grant to pay for the con­
struction of safety paths on Benstein, 
South Commerce and Glengary roads. 

The council directed Administrator 
Bill O'Brien to check on the availability 
of funds from the Michigan Department 
of Natural Resources (DNR) or other 
agencies to pay for the trails and asked 
the commission to come up with a pro­
posed route. 

Councilman John Coxeter said he oc­
casionally pedals his way around the 

lake, a seven-mile trek, and added that 
the trails would make it safer for 
bicyclists to travel the village's busy 
major roads. 

O'Brien suggested that the bike trails 
could be incorporated in a master park 
plan the commission is working on. The 
administrator noted, however, that 
Walled Lake has had problems with 
motorcycl is ts and snowmobile 
operators using the bike paths which 
are designed for non-motorized 
vehicles. 

Councilman Charles Allen also sug­
gested that the village could consider 
allocating federal community develop­
ment block grant funds to pay for the 
trails.

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Planners give okay to Walled Lake KMart project 
The application of the proposed Wall­

ed Lake Commons Kmart shopping 
center for Economic Development Cor­
poration (EDC) funding cleared 

Another hurdle last week when the 
Walled Lake Plan Commission recom­
mended approval of the project plan. 

The planners' recommendation now 
will be forwarded to the Walled Lake 
City Council which is slated to take ac­
tion on the project plan at a public 

j^*learing in City Hall next Tuesday (Oc-
^ tober24)at8p.m. 

Review and approval of the project 
plan is one of the requirements for EDC 
funding. 

Stuart Frankel, a general partner in 
Walled Lake Commons, has requested 

^.the issuance of not more than $3 million 
' i n industrial development revenue 

bonds to finance the construction of the 
68,000 square foot Kmart store that will 
create jobs for an estimated 150 
employees. 

The Walled Lake Commons Kmart 
project is slated for construction on the 
site presently occupied by the abandon­
ed Great Scott supermarket. The 
timetable calls for the supermarket 
building to be demolished sometime 
this month at an estimated cost of 
$14,000 and construction of the new 
department store to begin November 1. 

Frankel has stated that he an­
ticipates an opening date of October 
1979 for the Kmart Store. 

The presentation of the proposed pro­
ject plan to the plan commission last 
week marked the second time that the 
planners have reviewed the site plan 

for the development. The planners 
granted conditional site plan approval 
in February prior to the creation of the 
EDC, but are required to make another 
review of the proposed project plan as a 
part of the EDC application and ap­
proval process. 

Much of the discussion at last week's 
hearing centered on concerns with traf­
fic movement. 

The planners had expressed serious 
concerns about traffic movement when 
they granted conditional site plan ap­
proval last February. 

Frankel has been working with city 
officials and the staff of the Oakland 
County Road Commission to attempt to 
resolve those concerns and has arrived 
at a tentative solution which has 
reportedly met the approval of county 

highway engineers. 
That agreement calls for the 

developer to: 
-add a right turn lane on the east 

side of Pontlac Trail from the Kmart 
parking lot entrance to West Maple 
Road so there would be two northbound 
through lanes; 

-install a traffic signal at Gamma 
and West Maple; and 

-widen Gamma from two to four 
lanes at the intersection with West 
Maple to a point behind the Maple 
Plaza shopping center. 

First Federal Savings of Oakland has 
reportedly agreed to pay for the addi­
tion of one lane on Gamma with 
Frankel covering half the cost for that 
•segment. The financial institution is 
presently building an office on West

Board members, however, decided 

that the planners should discuss 
whether approval of Dedoes' request 
would encourage other compianies to 
ask for a similar tax break. 

"This is a major decision," said 
, Supervisor Robert Lofig, noting that 

'#?lats for several other industrial sub­
divisions are in various stages of 
review by township officials. 

Clerk Robert McGee, a member of 
the planning commission, also pointed 
out that the planners are now in the pro­
cess of updating the township's master 

5|(iplan and have discussed the question of 
whether Commerce needs as much in­

dustrial land as is already included in 
the plan. 

A discussion draft of an economic 
analysis on the industrial phase of the 
master plan update projects an in­
crease in industrial land from 381 acres 
in 1970 to 1,102 acres by 1990, with a hike 
in the number of persons emploved in 
the township from 5,054 to 14,700 for the 
same perioil. 

Planning Consultant Steve Lehoczky, 
of Community Planning and Manage­
ment, based the projected industrial 
acreage needs on the assumption that 
the present'level of 35-percent employ­
ment in the township will remain the 
same by 1990 when Commerce's 
population is expected to reach 42,000. 

According to John Dedoes, vice-
president of the company, the firm 
wants to build a .$150,000 addition to its 
present facility. The new structure 
would be used as a warehouse and lun­
chroom for Dedoes employees. 

The company, which has been in 
Commerce since 1966, manufactures 
paint blending equipiilent and golf 
course aerators in its existing 23,000-
square-foot facility. An increase in the 

Home rehab program 
underway in Wixom 

. 1-..; 7'JV'!; 

. One house.in Wixom is already reap­
ing the benefits of the city's $196,000 
Home Rehabilitation Program, while 
other applications are under review, 
according to . Rehab Director Dan' 
Rooney. 

The Home Rehabilitation Program, 
set up in accordance with the city's 
fourth year Community Development 
Block Grant, provides monetary grants 
and loans to Wixom homeowners in 
order to bring their homes up to the 
building codes. The program got its 
first boost last Tiiesday night when the 
Wixom City Council appropriated $5,300' 
from the total to recondition one Wixom 
house. 

"We've got the ball rolling now," said 
Rehab Director Dan Rooney, "Now 
that the first case has been granted 
money for repairs, I expect the pro­
gram to really pick up." Rooney stated 
that he has several applications for 
home repairs and will soonbegin mov­
ing these applications through the final 
stages. 

Under the program, all applications 
for home improvements are kept con­
fidential, being referred to by case 
tlumber only. For example, the case ap­
proved by the city couilcll last week 
was referred to only by a number. Ac-
cording to Rooney, monies in that case 
will be provided for a new cement slab 
porch and footings, pre-cast cement 
steps, wood rails and posts; and 
wrought iron hand rails. Complete new 

shingling of the roof including the rais­
ing and pitching of the back end; the in­
stallation of a cement block well pit; 
and wrapped insulation of exterior and 
basement piping were also approved, 

Rooney stressed that the primary im­
portance of the grant and loan program 
is to bring Wixom homes up to the 
building codes, but the. secondary pur-

' pose is to eliminate health and safety 
hazards in the homes. 

After the confidei^tial application, the 
home is visited by the five, member 
housing commission and the building 
inspector who make a report to the 
council. The city council then may ap­
prove or disapprove of fund allocation 
for the repairs. 

"We're particularly interested in 
working with Wixom's senior citizens 
who may have old homes that need 
repairs,""'said Rooney. "Also, any low-
income or moderate income families 
may apply for grants and loans." 

According to figures used by the 
housing commission, a family of four 
with a gross income of $9,950 or less is 
considered low income; arid the same 
family with a gross income of $15,900 or 

. less is considered moderate. 
According to Rooney, hoineowners 

shall not be assessed fines or held liable 
for code violations a's a result of any in­
spections related to the program.

Under a state law that was adopted in 
1974, companies may apply to the local 
unit of government and two state agen­
cies for a certificate of exemption that 
reduces the property taxes on a new or 
expanded industrial facilities by 50 per­
cent. 

The law was intended to keep 
businesses and jobs in Michigan, ac­
cording to Commerce Assessor E, 
Wynn Berry, 

Dedoes said six to 10 new employees 
will be hired, if the addition is built. The 
company now has 35 erhployees, he ad­
ded. 

Before the exemption certificate can 
be approved, the township board must 
hold a public hearing to designate an in­
dustrial development district. In 
Dedoes' case, that could be for only that 
portion of the company's property that 
would be used for the warehouse. 

Once the district is established, the 
firm then must apply to the township 
for the certificate. If the board ap­

proves that request following another 
public hearing, the application will be 
forwarded to the state tax commission 
and Michigan Department of Com­
merce for their okays. 

Berry noted, nowever, that the com­
pany may appeal a township decision, 
not to create the district or approve the 
certificate. 

If Dedoes' request is approved, the 
assessor said, the company will save 
about $2,500 a year in property taxes. 
The township, school districts and the 
county would receive a total of $2,500 in 
new taxes on the warehouse, Dedoes 
said, in addition to the advantages of 
creating new jobs. 

The company's vice-president added 
that a decision on whether to build the 
new facility depends on the township's 
action on the tax break. 

Trustee Ken Hausauer pointed out 
that Dedoes could build the warehouse 
and apply for the exemption certificate 
within a year of completing the struc­
ture, 

Dedoes' request for the tax break is 
the first one the township has received 
since the state law took effect. 

Maple at the Gamma intersection, 
Frankel told the planners last week 

that he had "made every attempt 
humanly possible" to meet the six con­
ditions set down at the time of site plan 
approval, 

Frankel stated further that he believ­
ed the agreement with the county road

The village's resolution of coopera­
tion was adopted last Wednesday after 
Council President John McLellan read 
a copy of a letter from James Jardine, 
of the study committee, to Alex Greene, 
chief of the U, S. Environmental Pro­
tection Agency's (EPA) Grants Ad­
ministration Division. 

In his letter, Jardine suggested that 
the village should provide the study 

committee with a copy of the EPA 
grant application, a list of questions 
raised by various review agencies and 
the answers provided by the Snell En­
vironmental Group, Che village's con­
sulting engineers on the proposed lake 
restoration. 

The Commerce homeowners' group 
also asked for several weeks to review 
the information and for a meeting to 
"resolve the differing needs of the two 
lakes." Jardine suggested that the 
EPA, Snell, the Michigan Department 
of Natural Resources (DNR), Com­
merce Township Environmentalist Dan 
Shapiro and the study committee 
should be represented at tile meeting 

with village officials. 
"The result may be simply to calm 

our fears and prove that 'all is under 
control'," Jardine said. "Another possi­
ble result is some give and take on both 
sides to arrive at a conclusion satisfac­
tory to all. This is a large objective 
which may require lhore than one 
meeting." 

Specific problems the committee 
fears may be created by the Wolverine 
Lake restoration project include 
flooding, silting and relatively high 
rutrient input, Jardine said. 

North and South Commerce lakes are 
connected to Wolverine Lake by a 
stream and wetlands between Glengary 

and Oakley Park roads. 
The committee endorsed a recom­

mendation from the DNR's Inland 
Lakes Management Unit that an en­
vironmental assessment of the lake 
project should be completed before the 
grant, is approved. The state ageilcy 
suggested, however, that up to 10-
percent of the grant funds could be 
released after the EPA's initial review 
lo pay for the assessment study. 

Village officials have applied to the 
EPA for a 50-percent grant to help pay 
for the $600,000 project that calls for 
winter drawdown and freeze, removal 
of tree stumps and aeration of the 
lake. 

The council has created a special 
assessment district to raise the local 
share of the restoration costs. 

A spokesperson for the EPA's 
policies and procedures Division told 
The News yesterday that a final deci­
sion memo on the grant application Is 
being prepared by the agency staff and 
should be sent to village officials by 
early November. 

However, McLellan said Monday that 
the decision could be announced as ear­
ly as the end of this week. 

After the council received Jardine's 
letter last week, McLellan said the 
study committee had proposed 

"nothing more than what we've recom- ; 
mended. I think there are some real^, 
positive things in this letter." iV) 

Council members also directed 
McLellan to draft a letter acknowledg­
ing the committee's request for a 
meeting and putting some of the 
village's suggestions on paper. The 
village's response lo the committee will i 
be reviewed by council members before** 
it is sent to Jardine. 

The council president has said he 
hopes the final engineering report and 
environmental assessment of the pro­
ject will be completed by next spring so 
the restoration work' can begin in 
August or September 1979. it

Schools face further 1 

pupil, revenue drop ' 
The financial situation of the Walled 

Lake School District may be worse than 
originally anticipated. 

School administrators learned Mon­
day that student enrollment figures, 
have fallen significantly below the unof­
ficial fourth Friday count. 

Officials reported a total enrollment ̂  
figure of 11,153 after the fourth Friday 
count was conducted on September 29. 

Now, however, it appears as if the 
11,153 figure was too high and that the 
official figure may come in around the 
11,083 mark - a further reduction of 70 
pupils. 

The official enrollment count is 
critical to the school district's financial 
position In that It relates directly to the 
amount of revenue the district will 
receive in state aid. 

Since the Walled Lake Schools 
receive approximately $1,550 per stu­
dent in state aid, a decline of 70 students 
equates to approximately $105,000. 

The news of a further decline in 
enrollment merely adds to the concerns 
of school officials with Its revenue 
figures. 

Assistant Superintendent for 
Business Harry Carlson projected a 
total enrollment of 11,300 for the 1978-79 
school year at the time he put together 
the 1978-79 budget. Consequently, state 
aid revenues were projected on the 
assumption of an enrollment count of 
11,300. 

The school board has already adopted 
a budget which calls for expenditures of 
$19,7 million as opposed to projected 
revenues of $19.32 million — a deficit of 
some $377,000. The district would dip in-
to a general fund equity account of ap­
proximately $1.1 million to balance the 
budget. 

School officials became increasingly 
concerned when it became apparent 
that the enrollment projections would 
not be realized. The fourth Friday count 
of 11,153 students fell some 147 students 
short of the projected enrollment. The 
loss of the 147 students would cause the 
district to lose approximately $233,000 
in state aid revenue. 

Now that it appears as though the 
enrollment figures will come in at 
11,083 students, the district is facing the 
loss of an additional $105,000. 

Carlson noted that the enrollment 
count is not yet official. If the count re-
mains at 11,083, however, the school 
district will]ose a total of approximate-
ly $338,000 in revenues which had been 

projected in budget preparations. 
When the $338,000 loss of state aid 

revenue is added to the original $337,000 
deficit, the school district could con­
ceivably experience a total deficit of 
$715,000 in the 1978-79 fiscal year. 

School administrators appear deter­
mined to keep the deficit at the $377,000 
figure anticipated in the adoption of the 
official budget. 

Administrators have already worked 
up a series of cuts which would total 
$200,000. Those proposed cuts would in­
volve $100,000 frolrl instruction ($56,000 
from secondary instruction and $44,000 
from elementary instruction) and 
another $100,000 from such accounts as 
gasoline for the buses, fuel oil tor 
heating the schools, and capital outlay. 

Superintendent Dr. Don Sheldon 
acknowledged that the proposed cuts In 

such accounts as gas and fuel oil werep '̂j 
only guestlmates. "If we have a bad 
winter, we may need every penny that ' 
is already in the budget," he stated. 

Associated Superintendent for In- ; 
structlon James Leary stated that ; 
every effort has been made to impact ; 
students, program, and staff as little as 
possbile in trimming the $100,000 from ^ 
elementary and secondary instruction. '. 

Attempts by school offici'als to trim ;

Now that it appears as if the total loss ] 
of state aid revenues will .approach the ;

L a s h e r a p p o i n t e d 

t o s c h o o l b o a r d 

Steyen H. Lasher has been appointed 
to fill the vacancy on the Walled Lake. 
Board of Education created by the 
resignation of Chester Gerbensky last 
week. 

Lasher, 34, was elected to fill the 
vacancy by a 4-1 vote of the remaining 
school board members at a special 
meeting Monday night. The other vote 
was cast for Marcia Helms, a White 
Lake Township resident. 

Both Lasher and Mrs. Helms were 
unsuccessful candidates for two vacan­
cies on the school board in the June 1978 
election. Voters elected Dr. Leo Wess­
lnger and Kenneth Tucker to the board 
in June. 

Lasher finished third in the balloting 
with 275 votes, while Mrs. Helms finish-

.ed fifth In the June election with 190 
votes. 

Lasher will fill the seat vacated by 
Gerbensky last week until the June 1979 
election when he must run for re-
election to retain his post on the school 
board. 

Voters will elect three board 
members next June. The seats current­
ly held by Beared President Betty Cam­
pion and Trustee Barbara Scully are 

.1'. 

Ministers raise legal issues in Camelot 
The Walled Lake Area Ministerial 

Association has asked the Walled Lake 
City Council to address several issues 
raised by the continued operation of the 
Camelot Inn. 

In a letter to the council, the associa­
tion asked: 

-"Why has there been permitted an 
apparent long series of flagrant viola­
tions of the established city building 
codes? 

-"Whv has there been permitted a 
continual disrespect of local authorities 
in the execution of their duties? and 

—"Why does there seem to be a con­
tinual denial of the due process of law, 
with which every citizen of this city and 
every business operation within the city 
limits is expected to comply?" 

According to the Reverend Leslie F. 
Harding of Saint Anne's Episcopal 
Church, president of the association, 
the ministers are not attempting to ad­
dress the moral Issues raised by the 
continued operation of the Camelot, 
which features topless — and, until 

recently, bottomless — dancers. In­
stead, the association is expressing its 
concern that bar owner Ben Bundo has 
allegedly violated a number of sections 
of the city's building and zoning or­
dinances without penalty. 

"If the city doesn't take a viable 
stand," Mr. Harding said, "we can't 
leave it up to outside agencies to come 
in and do il for us. They (state officials) 
just don't give a hoot." 

While Mr. Harding acknowledged 
that city officials have taken action 
against Bundo by citing him for Viola­
tions of the building code, he said the 
association wanted to "crystallze the 
situation" and ask the council "where 
we are." 

The letter, he said, was intended to 
give city officials a chance to explain 
what actions they have taken to force 
Bundo to comply with local ordinances. 

Association members decided lo send 
the letter to the council to present a 
"very unified front," Mr. Harding said. 
Others signing the letter were the 

Reverends Wendell Baglow, of the First 
Baptist Church, Leo Broderick, of St. 
William's Catholic Church; Lloyd 
Chrisller, of the United Methodist 
Church; Lee Oberman, of Mt. Calvary 
Baptist Church; Richard Peters, of 
Crossroads Presbyterian Church; 
Sainuel Ross, of the Missionary 
Church; and Robert Shade, of Shepllerd 
of the Lakes Lutheran Church. 

"We wish to make it known to you 
that we are extremely concerned about 
the continuing effect of this particular 
business operation in our community," 
the ministers said. 

Council members received copies of 
the letter over the weekend in their 
council packets and were expected to 
discuss the matter at last night's 
ineeting. Members of the association 
were expected to attend the council ses-
sioil. 

Mr. Harding said copies oi: the letter 
also were sent to 52nd District Judges 
Martin Boyle and Gene Schnelz "for 
Ihelr Information." 

Meanwhile, a jury trial against Bun-
do on the building code and zoning 
violations is scheduled to begin at 1 
p.m. tomorrow in the 52nd District 
Court before Judge Boyle, 

Bundo was charged late last year 
with violating city ordinances by con­
verting the former Maple Lanes bowl-
ing establishment, which is in the same 
building as the Camelot, into a disco 
bar without obtaining site plan ap-
proval from the plan commission. 

He also allegedly violated city or-
dinances by blacktopplng the Camelot's 
parking lot without obtaining the re­
quired permits. 

The controversial bar owner asked 
for a jury trial on the alleged ordinance 
violations. 

In an attachiilent to their letter, the 
ministers noted those alleged ordinance 
violations and added that Bundo on at 
least three occasions refused to allow 
city fire officials and policemen to In-
spect his building. 

"As a result of Mr. Bundo's failure to 

secure proper building permits, his 
failure to submit proper site plans for 
approval and his unwillingness to allow 
public safety officers entry to his 
premises," the ministers said, "his 
establishment has not been Inspected 
for possible construction defects, elec-
trical defects, plumbing defects, 
lighting defects and fire hazards. All of 
this despite the very real possibility 
that he could have been, and still may 
be, in violation as many as 30 sections 
of (the building code ordinance) and as 
many as six sections of the city zoning 
ordinance." 

The Camelot, located at 1295 E. West 
Maple Road, featured total nude 
dancers until recently when the state 
attorney general's office agreed to 
allow the bar to stay open, pending an 
appeal of an Oakland Circuit judge's 
ruling that upheld the constitutionality 
of Michigan Liquor Control Commls-
slon (LCC) rules that prohibit hot-

The appointment of Lasher to fill out 
Gerbensky's post on the board for the ' ' 
remainder of the 1978-79 school year v 
was questioned by Gerald Plas, aW 
teacher at Walled Lake Junior High '• 
School. 

Plas, who is active in both the 
Michigan Education Association and 
the Walled Lake Education Association I 
(WLEA), suggested that Lasher was 
the "administration's candidate" for 
the vacancy. 

"They (the administration) set up the 
qualifications for filling the position so 
that Lasher was the individual who best 
met those qualifications," states Plas 
after Monday's special board meeting. 

Plas emphasized that he was speak­
ing as a resident and taxpayer in the 
Walled ,Lake School District and not as 
a WLEA spokesman,

A tentative agreement has been 
reached by attorneys representing 
Commerce Township and the Fleet Am­
bulance Service on a contract to pro­
vide an advanced life support (ALS) 
system in the Lakes Area. 

Township board members last week 
authorized Commerce's three full-time 
elected officials and attorney to come 
up with a finalized, written contract. 

The agreement will be presented'to 
the board at its next regular or special 
meeting. The board was scheduled to 
hold a special meeting last night (after 
our press time), but it was unclear late 
last week whether the contract would 
be ready In time for the session. 

At last week's board meeting. 
Township Attorney Phil Adkison said 
the major stumbling blocks to the 
agreement had been clauses dealing 
with response time to emergency calls, 
cancellation of the service, the 
township's legal liability, designation of 
Commerce as the ALS unit's primary 
service area, and reimbursement of ex­
cess income to the township on a mon­
thly basis. 

Under Fleet's proposal, the township 
will provide a $24,000 annual subsidy 
and the use of Fire Station Number Two 
in exchange for basing the specialized 
unit in Commerce. 

The subsidy arrangement is the first 
of its kind between a governmental 
body and the Bloomfield Hills-based 
firm, the only private company that Is 
licensed by the state to provide ALS 
service in Oakland County. 

The township's full time and 
volunteer firefighters have raised ques­
tions on the proposed contract, sug­
gesting that the township should pro­
vide the emergency medical service 
through its fire department instead of 
contracting with a private firm. 

However, Supervisor Robert Long 
has noted that it has cost other com­
munities as much as $250,000 to start an 
emergency medical unit. If Commerce 
does not take advantage of the Fleet 
proposal, he added, it could be a long 
time before ALS service is available in 
the township. 

Fleet also operates ALS units in 
Waterford and Milford, but those com­
munities do not provide subsidies, ac­
cording to Skip Miles, company presi­
dent. 

Miles said Waterford has enough 
emergency calls to make that unit 
economically feasible, while Pontiac 
Osteopathic Hospital (POH) has agreed 
lo subsidize the Milford unit because 
the hospital is building an ambulatory 
care center in that community. 

If the Lakes Area unit generates 
enough business, he said. Commerce 
will be reimbursed or credited for 75-
percent of all income in excess of 
$135,000, the estimated cost of operating 
the unit. 

The new unit will respond to 
emergency calls In other area com­
munities, Miles said, but Commerce 
would be designated as the primary 
response area in case of simultaneous 
calls from the township and another 
community. 

Commerce residents also will receive 
a $60 discount for the ALS service 
because of the township's subsidy, 
while residents of other communities 
will have to pay about $175 for the ser­
vice. 

If the Commerce board approves the 
contract, Miles has said he will ask the 
Walled Lake City Council for a $6,000 
annual subsidy that would entitle city 
residents to the $60 discount. 

Walled Lake officials, however, also 
have been told by Novi Ambulance 
owner John Early that he hopes to pro­
vide a similar ALS service at no charge 
to the community by early next year, 

Wolverine Lake Village also has been 
offered an opportunity to approve' a 
$6,000 subsidy for Fleet to provide the 
discount, but Administrator Bill 
O'Brien has said funds weren't budget-
ted for the ALS service. 

Commerce officials have indicated 

that they will earmark a portion of the 
township's stale share revenues to pay 
for the contract. Since the village also 
received the stale aid, its residents 
would not be eligible for the discount 
even though they pay township proper­
ty taxes in addition to the village levy. • 

Miles has said that the ALS unit often 
means the difference between life and 
death in emergency situations by pro­
viding treatment designed to stabilize 
the patient's condition during the trip to 
a hospital. 

A physician at POH monitors the pa­
tient's vital signs on equipment connec­
ting the ambulance and the hospital to 
prescribe the appropriate treatment. 

The Commerce unit would have one 
fully equipped ALS vehicle and two 
para-medics on duty 24-hours a day. 

Backup service to the Lakes Area 
would be provided by the Waterford 
and Milford units, Miles said. 

On a related matter, the township 
board last week authorized the full-time 
elected officials to have plans drawn up 
for a four-vehicle garage addition to 
Fire Station Number Two to house the 
assessor's car, building department 
pick-uptruck and the Fleet unit.

Council President John McLellan last 
week confirmed that Donna Thorsberg, 
a former Wixom city clerk who now 
works for the 52nd District Court, was a 
candidate for the job, but he added that 
a screening committee created by the 
council was reviewing other applicants. 

O'Brien said he received three ap­
plications for the clerk's job. 

If CETA funding is approved for the 
position, O'Brien said, it may take until 
December 1 for the council to appoint a 
clerk, 

Mrs. Schierlinger replaced Irene 
Savlch, who retired August 31 after 19 
years with the village including nine as 
clerk.

Wixom CounciliTian Sid Resner, the 
main propontMlt of the smoke detector 
ordinance, bi'ought up the subject last 
Tuesday and asked that il be placed on 
tile agenda for a vote at the next council 
meeting. Under the proposed or­
dinance, all ownei's of Wixom .single 
and iilultiple dwelling units must pro­
vide a smoke detector in each sleeping 
room before May 1,1979. If the dwelling 
does not have the i'equired detectors, 
the owner will be subject to a maximum 
$i)00 fine or 90 days in jail. 

Resner's re(|uest for consideration of 
the oidinance at the next meeting 
touched off a 30-minutc discussion by 
council ineinbers both supporting and 
opposiilg ihe proposed ordinance. 

"As it stands right iiow," said Coun­

cilman Melvln Green, "I would vote 
against it. A man's home is his castle, 
and while I feel we should encourage 
smoke detectors, we should not force It 
on the homeowners. The next step will 
be burglar alarms. Are we going to say 
everyone has to have a burglar alarm 
in his home?" 

Green, who admitted to having a non­
functioning smoke detector In his home, 
then stated that the proposed ordinance 
is unenforceable. 

"I've got one that's five years old, 
and it isn't working," he said. "Are we 
going to send someone around to each 
house and check to see if the detector is 
working. The only way to enforce 
something like this Is a search war­
rant." 

Councilman Resner said he had no 
sure-fire proposal for enforcement, but 
did state that the building department 
is the enforcing arm for smoke detec­
tors in all new construction in the city. 
He suggested that the building depart­
ment could also enforce the proposed 
ordinance. 

Councilman Dennis Andrews agreed. 
"Building codes are enforced, and this 
could be lumped into the same 
category. It isn't unenforceable. If the 
newspapers publish the information, 25 
or 50 percent will get them (smoke 
detectors) and we're still ahead of tlie 
game." 

Councilman Val Vangieson viewed 
the smoke detector situation like the 
seat belt situation In automobiles. "It Is 
strictly unenforceable. It's a good 
thing, but you can't get everybody to do 

R e z o n i n g r e q u e s t e d 

f o r m o b i l e h o m e p a r k 

A pilblic heai'ing on a request from 
CoiTlmerce Properties to rezone 120 
acres fl-om single-family residential to 
mobile home park use has been set for 
November 27 by the Commerce 
Township Planning Commission. 

The property is a(ljacent to the Strat­
ford Villa mobile home park on Wixom 
Road in the southwest corner of the 
township. 

According to Comlnerce Planning 
Consultant Steve Lehoczky, a similar 
rezoning reqilest was filed with the 
township several years ago by attorney 
Teri-ence Brennan and the other owners 
of the property. 

However, before the rezoning request 
went to public hearing and review by 
the comnlission, Lehoczky said, Bren­
nan filed suit in Oakland County Circuit 
Court, claiming that his petition would 
not recieve a fair hearing by township 
officials. 

The l it igation apparently was 
dismissed due to lack of progress, ac­
cording to Supervisor Robert Long. 

Commerce Properties now wants to 
revive (he rezoning request, Lehoczky 
said, ar\d go through the admii:\lslratlve 

procedures. 
The reioning petition was signed by 

Floyd A . Cairns, Farmington Hills city 
clerk and acting city manager, a part­
ner in the developlnent company. 
Representing the firm at Monday's 
planning commission meeting was 
John Rowenchuck, another partner in 
Commerce Properties. Rowenchuck Is 
developing the Carla Hills subdivisions 
in north central Commerce. 

Brennan, whose law firm represents 
Farmington Hills and several other 
west Oakland County communities but 
not Commerce, died last year. 

A number of residents who live near 
the proposed mobile home park attend­
ed Monday's planning commission 
meeting at which time the planners ac­
cepted the rezoning petition for pro­
cessing and set the public hearing. 

Commission members, anticipating 
opposition to the zoning change, decid­
ed to hold the hearing at a work session 
instead of the regular monthly meeting. 

Lehoczky will review the rezoning re­
quest and make a recommendation to 
the commission at the November 27 
hearing. 

Tree planting slated 
Walled Lake's beautificatlon pro-

gi'am will be launched Saturday with 
the planting of 17 decorative trees and 
51 shrubs along East West Maple Road, 
according to Mayor Gaspare LaMarca. 

The Oakland County Road Commis­
sion and Michigan Bell Telephone Com­
pany will assist the city with the pro­
ject. 

E a r l i e r this year , the c i ty 's 
beautificatlon committee started a 
campaign to raise funds for the project 
through donations from Walled Lake 
business owners. LaMarca said the 
owner of Maple Plaza agreed to pay for 

the trees that would go in front of the 
shopping center. 

Oakland County planning officials 
came up with a sketch of the proposed 
beautlflcalton project to help the com­
mittee in its fund-raising efforts. 

The county staff suggested that the 
skyline honey locust tree should be used 
because of its hardiness in urban areas 
and upright shape. The shallow-rooted 
tree, which grows to a height of 30-40 
feet, would have an impressive visual 
impact along Maple Road, city officials 
said.

it," he said. 

"Education Is the means to this," 
said Mayor Lill ian Spencer. "The peo­
ple are going to have to know the ad­
vantages of the smoke detectors and in­
stall them themselves. I don't think 
we'll have much luck with an or­
dinance." 

Councilman Resner then reported 
that no fatalities had been registered In 
homes In Detroit with smoke detectors. 
"We've been lucky that we haven't had 

1 fatality out here yet. I think we should 
try to protect our population," he said. 

Councilman Gunner Mettala noted 
that the price of smoke detectors has 
dropped significantly over the past few 
years. "I'm definitely in favor of smoke 
detectors," he said. " F o r the price of a 
case of beer we can save lives, but I 
can't see us making people put them In 
their homes and then checking up on 
them periodically." 

C o u n c i l m a n R o b e r t D inge ldey 
agreed, "I'm In concurrence with the 

concept, but not the totality of it. I don't 
mean to make a pun, but those people, 
who don't have smoke detectors are 
playing with fire. But we can't force 
people to put them In by fines or Im-
prlsonment." 

At the conclusion of the discussion*i|( 
the council agreed to put the smoke 
detector ordinance on the agenda for 
the meeting of October 24. But whether 
the mandatory Issue passes or not will 
ultimately entail more discussion 
before a council vote.

- The E P A data shows a projected 

^|)opulation In the City of Novl of 20,000 
In the year 2000, the resolution states, 
and a census to be conducted shortly 

' win likely reach the 20,000 figure. 

Super sewer Is a planned system 
which would bring a virtually unlimited 

, amount of sewer taps into the west 
p i i iburban area. For Novi, which is 
' rapidly running dry of available sewer 

taps, the fate of super sewer may mean 
the difference between growth and no-
growth. 

Novi City Engineer Harry Mosher 
has warned that the city has already 

^' tostructed utilities assuming growth 
and If no growth comes, then taxes will 
rise accordingly for those residents 
here. 

The new rumored alternate, coming 
out of the preparation of an en­
vironmental Impact statement by the 

. J j P A , reportedly discarded the sewer 
« l l t e r n a t e favored by the suburbs and 

substituted what has been termed an 
unacceptable alternative by many 
suburban officials. 

Instead of a single new interceptor 

systeltl serving all of the communities, 
E P A Is recommending that three dif­
ferent systems be employed: 

- Improvement to the Walled Lake 
disposal plant to serve northern Novl, 
Walled Lake, Wolverine Lake, Com­
merce Township and White Lake 
Township. 

-Continued use of the Middle Rouge 
interceptor and the City of Detroit 
treatment plant by southern Novi, Nor­
thville, Northville Township, Plymouth 
and Plymouth Township, utilizing an 
additional 7.47 cubic feet per second ef­
fluent capacity in the system now own­
ed by Canton Township for future 
development, 

—Remaining communities In the ser­
vice area would be served by an in­
terceptor and a single new disposal 
plant to be located at the mouth of the 
Huron River. 

The resolutioil approved by the coun­
cil claims the E P A proposal shows "a 
serious disregard for local opinions and 
Wayne Couiity engineering experts 
regarding pollution abatement, cost ef­
fectiveness andlogical planning." 

The resolution further states that the 
elected representatives of state and 
federal government work to Intervene 
In the E P A plan and cause " a rational 
approach" to sewer planning.

averaged 12,7 percent, the remainder of 
the state 8,3 percent, while the C.P.I, 
average has been 7.8 percent. 

"Thus the city's operating millage 
wouW have had to be decreased bet­
ween 3 percent to 8 percent each year 
under provisions of the Headlee amend­
ment." 

Allie notes the 1978 State Equalized 
Valuation (SEV) increased 14 percent, 
but its income increased on 6.16 per­
cent. All ie blames state shared 
revenues based on "relative tax ef­
fort," which allocate on the bases of 

comparative city tax rates. 
Novi, with a charter limitation of 6.5 

mills, taxes at a rate only 64 percent of 
average. 

"The tax rate adjustment phase of 
the amendment will cause our tax rate, 
currently lower than average, to be 
reduced at a higher rate than 
average,"Allie says. "Concurrently we 
will experience the multiplier effect on 
state shared revenue losses. 

"Without a continuous influx of con­
struction and property development, it 
is highly likely that operating revenues 
of the City of Novi will not increase to 
the extent of inflation as represented by 

the C.P.I." 
Although Allie maintains an objective 

attitude toward both measures, his con­
sideration of the Tisch proposal borders 
on the critical. Tile Tisch proposal will 
reduce the S E V from 50 percent of true 
cash value to 25 percent and limit 
assessment increases to 2.5 percent a 
year. 

"The Tisch proposal presents some 
problems," All ie says, "because 
basically we're facing the unknown." 

How the proposal would be im­
plemented if approved by voters 
depends a great deal upon the inter­
pretation of the state government. 

"It is essentially a tax shift and while 
not reducing total taxes paid by most 
residents, it has the potential of serious-

, ly i-educing the level of municipal ser­
vices," Allie reports. 

As in the Headlee amendment, Allie 
says, the Tisch proposal will affect Novi 
to a greater extent than most cities. The 
Novi budget Is make up 47 percent by 
property tax dollars, more than ten per­
cent over the state average. 

Implementation of the Tisch plan will 
cut the general fund budget by 24 per­
cent, the library budget by 49 percent, 
parks and recreation by 50 percent, fire 
fund by 50 percent and the municipal 

street fund by 50 percent. 
"It Is apparent little could be done to 

prevent major cuts in public safety ser­
vices such as police and fire protec­
tion," Allie says. 

Allie notes much of the funding could 
be make up for by a one percent In­
crease in the state income tax. 

"However, this would result In a shift 
of power from cities to the state," Allie 
says. "They may well restrict areas 
where state revenues can be spent. This 
could defeat the Intent of home rule In 

Michigan as cities will not be able to 
determine their own destiny." 

Allie notes that when the similar Pro­
position 13 was passed in California, the 
state did reimburse much of the Income 
lost by the property tax, but also placed 
the restriction that city employees 
could not receive any Increase In 
salaries and fringe benefits. 

Allie emphasizes that it is lmpo,ssible 
to make completely accurate predic­
tions of what the two proposals would 
do if approved by voters., 

^ U R S E R Y 
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An election will be held for two posi­
tions on the Novi Township Board 
November 7, but the election will likely 
mean nothing but headaches for 
township officials. 

The election has been placed in a sort 
of political limbo pending the outcome 
of an appeal of the annexation of seven 
of the parcels of Novi Township into the 
City of Novi.

But If the an-
n e x a t l o n s h o u l d p r o c e e d , two 
possibilities exist, according to Howard 
Altman, Director of Elections for 
Oakland County, 

The first possibility Is that If the three 
Chateau Estates candidates win and 
annexation goes through, the five-
member board wi l l lose three 

members, be unable to raise a quorum 
and be forced to hold a special election. 

The second possibility is that, if two 
or less of the Chateau Estates residents 
are elected and annexation goes 
through, then the three or more 
members on the township'board will 
constitute a quorum and can' appoint 
persons to fill the vacancies caused by 
the officials joining the city, 

If the quorum should fail to make ap­
pointments within 45 days, however, a 
special election will be held. 

There are only two contested races up 
in the November election, both placing 

Chateau Estates residents against 
Brookland Farms residents. 

In the clerk's race. Chateau Estates 
resident Ginger Snider, a Republican, 
faces Brookland F a r m s resident 
Robert Mohr, a Democrat . F o r 
treasurer, Brookland Farms resident 
Don Hackmann, a Republican, faces

Duchesneau, a Democrat. 

In the lone trustee vacancy. Chateau

acres of land originally acquired by the authority 
for the proposed Sidney Waldon parkway to the 
village at a cost of $64,000, or about $1,300 an acre. 

The village has some $74,000 available in 
federal community development block grant 
funds, he added, although the council probably will 
have to amend Its approved allocations of the funds 
in order to come up with the purchase price. 

At present, the village Is leasing the 13.6-acre 
Clara Miller Park, located at Benstein and 
Glengary roads, from the H C M A for an annual fee 
of $1, O'Brien said. 

The metropolitan authority gave the village 
the option of acquiring all 48 acres foi; $64,000 dr 
some 21 acres, Including Miller Park, for $30,000. If 
the council decides not to buy the northerly 27 
acres, H C M A Secretary Robert Bryan said, the 
village still could lease that property. 

One item Allen has been asked to reolve with 
authority officials Is whether the village would be 
able to build on the northern portion of the land, If it 
buys all of the property. The H C M A secretary said 
the authority would sell the land "with a use con­

servation for road-trail on the north 200 feet which 
would allow no permanent structures and be for 
recreational and governmental use." 

The attorney also was asked to find out 
whether the village could sell any portion of the 
land. If It buys the H M C A property. 

O'Brien said that, If the council approves the, 
acquisition of all 48 acres, the $10,000 that would be 
left In the village's block grant account could be us­
ed for development of the park. 

Councllmen Charles Allen and James Hall said 
the proposal sounded like a good deal for the 
village, and Council President John McLellan add­
ed that "we'll be very sorry, if we don't buy it 
now." 

McLellan said the HCMA land had been offered 
for sale several years ago, but was taken off the 
market when the Michigan State Highway Com­
mission cancelled the proposed M-275 freeway in 
January 1977. 

The Waldon parkway originally was planned to 
connect Ann Arbor and Mt. Clemens, McLellan ad­
ded.

T h e C o m m e r c e T o w n s h i p 
Firefighters' Association and township 
officials will try to resolve two 
grievances filed against the township 
by the union before submitting the 
disputes to arbitration. 

An arbitration hearing had been 
scheduled for last Friday, but Clerk 
Robert McGee said he and a represen­
tative of the township's labor attorney 
firm met with a union official and the 
association's attorney in an effort to 
iron out the differences.' 

Earlier this year, two union members 
filed grievances against the township, 
one questioning the board's hiring of a 
new fireman to work a swing shift and 

the assignment of overtime to the new 
employee ahead of firefighters with 
more seniority while the second com­
plaint charged that the township failed 
to pay the new fireman for overtime he 
worked In April. 

The township board In May denied 
both grievances and later challenged 
the union's right to request arbitration 
because the association allegedly filed 
for arbitration after the contractual 
deadline. 

However, the association said that, 
while the board's official notification of 
rejection was dated within the period 
for action. It was not received by the 
union until a week after the deadline. 
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Wolverine Lake Village deflilltely 
needs a new zoning ordinance. Council 
President John McLellan said last 
week.

Kilroy also told the planners that the 
rezoning request should be examined In 
the light of the capacity of the existing 
utility system. 

" A s you will recall, there has been 
considerable discussion regarding the 
ability of the sewer and water systems 

• of the city to accomodate the additional 
intensive development," he com­
mented. "By intesifying development, 
this magnifies the problems of inade­
quacy thereby placing an ever Increas­
ing burden on the existing users to con­
tinually upgrade and increase the 

system's capacity." 
The rezoning request was also oppos­

ed by three residents of the area. Mrs. 
Lois Hanley of Pontiac Trail said she 
opposed the rezoning on the basis of ex­
isting traffic problems in the area. The 
rezoning was also opposed by James 
McLaughlin and Mrs. Elizabeth Baker, 

The planners subsequently voted 5-0 
to recommend denial of the rezoning re­
quest, The commission cited the follow­
ing reasons in their motion for denial: 

—the existing single famliy use on the 
property provides a buffer between the 
multiple development at the intersec­
tion and single family areas south and 
west; 

- t h e previous plans and programs of 
the city have always considered this 
portion of Pontiac Trail as single family 
residential and not an intensive use 
area; 

—the density requirements and or­
dinance stipulations concerning set­
backs, parking requirements, and 
distances between structures will effec­
tively preclude the use of this property 
for multiple family use without action 
of the Zonong Board of Appeals; and 

—the city's utility systems are cur­
rently being evaluated to determine if 
the community can provide adequate 
utility service to those areas as current­
ly zoned rather than increase the inten­
sity of development beyond the capaci­
ty of the systems. 

should decide what it wants for the 
village in the next five to 10 years and 
incorporate those ideas in the revised 
zoning ordinance. 

In a letter to McLel lan, Swarthout 
said the Luedtke firm's approach to the 
revision would "provide a practical 
regulatory tool which meets the highest 
contemporary standards necessary for 
effective administration." 

The consultant said he has Identified 
more than a dozen areas of discrepancy 
between different sections of the ex­
isting ordinance which, he added, 
"make zoning administration very dif­
ficult for both the planning commission 
and the zoning board." 

The most serious deficiencies in the 
existing ordinance are regulations deal­
ing with specific site design and land­
scaping requirements, he said. 

Under the current ordinance, the 
planning commission may impose site 
design and landscaping requirements 
on an ad hoc basis, Swarthout said, ad­
ding that "this approach will work as 
long as developers decide it is easier to 

comply with planning commission i-o-
quiremcnts than to test the ordinance iii 
court." 

He cited a court decision that says 
"site plan review requirements must 
contain specific published standards in 
order to be val id." 

Swarthout said the ordinance also 
should include more specific standards 
for granting special approval for cel--
tain uses. 

If the revision is authorized, the con­
sultant said the new ordinance would 
contain 12 components and "multiple 
cross-checking procedures to ensure in­
ternal consistency." 

Recent court rulings in zoning cases 
will be incorporated In the measure, he 
added. 

The consultant already Is working 
with the planning commission on a pro­
posed commercial zoning amendment 
that would split the village's one coin-
mercial classification into three new 
districts to provide better regulation of 
the types of businesses that may be 
located near residential areas.

Bundo agreed to have his dancers 
cover their pubic areas in exchange for 
permission to continue his operation on 
a topless basis until the State Court of 
Appeals reviews the circuit judge's rul­
ing. 

That agreement, which was approved 
by an Ingham County Circuit judge on 
September 25 — the day Bundo was 
scheduled to lose his liquor license — 
does not sit well with Walled Lake 
Police Chief Wilford Hook. 

Hook said his department, which 
cited Bundo for Violation of the L C C 
rules last November, was never called 
by the attorney general's office bpfore 
the agreement was reached. 

The chief also noted that the attorney 
general's office Ignored a Walled Lake 
ordinance that bans topless dancing. 

Bundo and other business owners who 
are required to have a cabaret license 
were notified last December that they 
had to obtain the permit. Hook said. 
Bundo never applied for the cabaret 
license, he added. 

Although the city hasn't cited Bundo 
for violation of the cabaret ordinance, 
Hook said Monday that the Camelotfwp 
would be cited and the city would 
recommend non-renewal of his liquor 
license when it comes due next April . 

The L C C already has ordered the 
revocation of Bundo's liquor license 
and fined him a total of $900 for v i o l a - ^ 
tion of the nude dancing rules.

The Oakland County Drain Commis­
sioner's office has been unable to pin­
point any specific source of pollution to 
the Greenaway Drain, according to 
Robert H. Fredericks, chief deputy 
drain commissioner, 

Walled Lake and Wolverine Lake 
Village officials requested the county 
Study last February after village 
residents and officials complained that 
Wolverine Lake was being polluted by 
the drain. 

In a letter to the communities, 
Fredericks said "it is extremely dif­
ficult to identify the sources of pollution 
in an open-ditch drain which passes 
through an urban area. Because access 
to the banks of the drain is available to 
almost any member of the general 

;public, it is possible for Individuals to 
•dump a great variety of solid or liquid 
'waste matter into the drain at almost 
•any location." 

• The chief deputy drain commissioner 
'added that surface storm water runoff 
'from streets and parking lots naturally 
;flows into the drain and can enter the 
^Greenaway at "almost any location." 
' "Furthermore, in many cases poUu-

t̂ion is not a regular and consistent 
•practice which can be identified," 
^Fredericks said, "but rather a sporadic 
.and infrequent occurrence which in 
j'some cases is intentionally concealed 
;;by the persons who wish to dispose of 
;some kind of waste matter into the 
drain. For these reasons it is, practical­
ly speaking, almost impossible to com­
pletely eliminate the introduction of 

!waste matter of various kinds into an 

o p e n - d i t c h d r a i n s u c h as the 
Greenaway Drain." 

Fredericks said the drain commis­
sioner's office does not have sufficient 
staff to "monitor or continuously in­
spect the entire length of a drain such 
as the Greenaway Drain (which is 6,600 
feet long) for sporadic sources of pollu­
tion." 

The drain commissioner's office will 
continue to respond to specific com­
plaints of pollution problems, he added. 

Attached to the letter was a report 
from David DeMegllo, a chemist 
employed by the county, that indicated 
that samples taken from the drain inlet 
at Wolverine Lake last May showed 
phosphorous counts at the "lowest 
detection limit possible" and were not 
statistically significant. 

Samples taken at two sites showed .03 
parts per million (ppm) of phosphorus, 
DeMegllo said. Other chemica levels 
found in the tests were nitrate, 1.36 and 
1.66 ppm; iron, 2.60 and 6.40 ppm; and-
phosphate, 7.7 and 7.5 ppm. 

Village officials had complained that 
oil spills emanating from factories in 
Walled Lake had seeped into the drain, 
which flows under Pontiac Trail to 
Wolverine Lake. 

Village Council President John 
McLellan also has said that runoff from 
the parking lot behind the Camelot Inn 
in Walled Lake, which was blacktopped 
last fall without the approval of city of­
ficials, has increased the flow into the 
Greenaway. 

The vi l lage counci l last year 
threatened to sue Walled Lake, if the ci­
ty did not take action to resolve the 

pollution problem. 
City officials said, however, that they 

are not responsible for the county-
owned drain, but have offered to work 
with the village to resolve the problem. 
A committee composed of officials 
from both communities was established 
to work together on drain problems. 

The Greenaway, which was con­
structed In 1946, has two arms, one star­
ting southeast of West Maple and 
Decker roads In Commerce Township 
and the other beginning east of the Tr l -
A Subdivision. The arms come together 
behind the Camelot Inn before flowing 
Into Wolverine Lake. 
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Politicians back tax limitation in election year 
Governor Williajil 

. G, Milliiten has eil-
g ^ H M I dorsedd the so-called 

H e a d l e e a l i lend-
nlent. So have many 
other politicians. 

In a normal elec­
tion year, it's ques­

tionable whether such a tax limitation 
amendment to the state constitution 
'^ould have nlade it onto the ballot, let 

alone have gathered the backing of pro­

minent individuals and groups. But 1978 
is hardly your normal election year. 
Tradi t ional gripes about taxes, 
especially the property tax, are being 
translated into action. 

Harvey E . Brazer, professor of 
economics at the Universi ty of 
Michigan, sees the Headlee amend­
ment (proposal E on this November 
ballot) as the least drastic of three tax 
proposals facing the people in 
November. Perhaps that's the percep­

tion of the politicians — better to go 
with a moderate proposal than oppose it 
and invite voter approval of more 
sweeping proposals. 

Proposal E is called the Headlee 
amendment after Richard Headlee, 
Michigan chairnlan of Taxpayers 
United for Tax Limitation, the group 
which successfully petitioned to have 
the constitutional proposal placed on 
the ballot. 

Headlee proponents argue that some 
limitation has to be placed on govern­
ment spending, otherwise programs 
will continue to proliferate and expand 
and spending will continue to spiral up­
ward. They point out that over the past 
10 years government spending in 
Michigan has far outstripped personal 
income in growth. 

The Headlee amendment would: 
(1) Limit state taxes and spending to

posal J is called, has very strong provi­
sions which promise to emphatically 
alter the current methods of raising 

tvernment funds in the state of 
ichigan. 

The proposed constitutional change 
has six major provisions. It would: 

(1) Lower the ratio of assessed value 
to true cash value from a maximum of 

J^ipercent to a maximum of 25 percent. 
~ ( 2 ) Limit the rate of increase of the 
property tax base to 2.5 percent in any 
one year. 

(3) Limit the income tax rate to 5.6 
percent, one more than the state is cur-
rently levying. 

^ ( 4 ) Authorize the legislature to pro-
^ d e for a local income tax for schools 
not greater than one percent, and that 
one pei:cent must be voted by the people 
living within a given district. 

(5) Require the state to provide full 
financing for required increases in 

cal government services. 
(6) Prohibit the State from shifting 

the tax burden to local governments or 
school districts. 

Those, in a nutshell, are the main 
features of the amendment drafted by 
Robert Tisch, the Shiawassee County 
drain commissioner who spearheaded 
the petition drive to place the constitu­
tional amendment on the November 7 
ballot. 

The ramifications of those provisions 
are not so easily identified. Confusion, 
in large measure, abounds. 

One thing is certain. If the Tisch 
amendment is adopted, the most nox­
ious tax in Michigan — the property tax 
— will have serious restraints put upon 
it. And there undoubtedly would be pro­
perty tax relief for all property owners. 

It's been estimated that the Tisch 
amendment would decrease property 
tax revenues by $1,800 million the initial 
year of application. The" reduction 
would result from application of a max­
imum 25 percent assessment base, plus 
the 2.5 percent limitation on assess­
ment increases each year. 

But Michigan State University ex­
perts, based on past and expected 
future trends (namely inflation in­
creases), have predicated that the loss 
would mount to $3,500 million by 1983. 

Services, especially educatiollal ser­
vices, would have to be cut drastically, 
or the state must find new means of 
raising the lost revenues. 

The Tisch amendment allows raising 
of the state income tax one percent to 
5.6 percent. But it also places a con­

stitutional lid at that amount (5.6 per­
c e n t ) , w h e r e a s c u r r e n t l y the 
legislature may raise the state Income 
tax as it wishes. 

The Tisch amendment also provides 
that the legislature may permit K-12 
school districts to impose a one percent 
income tax by vote of the people for a 
period not to exceed 10 years. 

The income tax route might be 
employed to raise some of the lost 
revenues. Almost assuredly, the state 
would increase the state income tax the 
proposed one percent. But gaining 
voter approval of a one percent income 
tax to be levied by the school district Is 
dubious at best. 

Most experts contend that other taxes 
would have to be raised to prevent any 
shortfall, taxes such as the single 
business tax, the sales tax, the 
cigarette or liquor tax. 

Educators have come out against 
Tisch, as has the Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce. Educators, of course, fear 
the impact on local school districts, 
while the business community is con­
cerned about the prospect of an in­
crease in the single business tax. 

What about the taxing ability of 
cities, villages and authorities? Their 
limitations are set by the legislature. 
One may imagine some city levies ris­
ing significantly to offset loss of 
r e v e n u e s t h r o u g h d i m i n i s h i n g 
assessments; some have estimated as 

high as 40 mills. 
A Michigan State University evalua­

tion of the Tisch amendment envisions 
the following repercussions if the 
amendment passes: 

—If both the income tax and the 
single business tax rates are increased, 
those citizens renting apartments will 
tend to lose. 

—Middle to higher income families 
owning their own homes would general­
ly enjoy little or no tax saving, and 
many would pay higher total taxes 
after redistribution. If lost revenues 
were replaced. 

- O w n e r s of farms and other 
valuable land would tend to gain from 
the redistribution. 

-Subst i tut ion of higher single 
business tax revenues for lost property 
tax revenues would result in higher 
taxes for businesses using little, proper­
ty-

-M i l l age would approximately.dou­
ble for debt service immediately. 

-Senior citizens would tend to gain 
little from the Tisch property tax cut, 
because most would lose a generous 
homestead tax credit. 

One other major concern of many 
observers is that by replacing revenue 
lost by the property tax with increased 
state taxes, the political power of the 
state would be enchanced and the 
political power of local units of govern­
ment would be reduced. 

a percentage of the state's personal in­
come determined by the state budget 
for fiscal year 1979. The percentage is 
expected to be between 9 and 10 per--
ceilt. 

(2) Require a vote of the people to 
change the personal income percen­
tage, and in the event of emergency, re­
quire joint action of the governor and a 
two-thlrds vote of both state houses to 
change the spending and revenue limits 
for one year only. 

(3) Prohibit the state from reducing 
the state-financed portion of the 
necessary costs of local government ac­
tivities or services required by state 
law. New state requirements shall be 
accompanied by necessary funding. 

(4) Prohibit the state from reducing 
the propostion of state spending in ef­
fect in fiscal year 1978-79 going to ail 
units of government talcen as a group. 

(5) Limit the rate of increase of the 
property tax each year to the rate of in­
crease of the Consumer Price Index. 

(6) Require an election to levy any 
tax or increase a tax rate not authoriz­
ed by law or charter at time of ratifica­
tion of this amendment. 

(7) If the base of an existing tax is 
broadened, the rate shall be reduced to 
yield the same estimated revenues as 
before. 

Most experts agree that predicting 
consequences of this long and complex 
amendment is difficult. Complicating 
evaluation further is the fact that im­
plementation of the proposal is left to 
the legislature. But there seem to be 
several observation which many share. 

Al House, a professor in Department 
of Agricultural Economics and a 
specialist in the Cooperative Extension 
Service of Michigan State University, 
says, "At the state level we would ex­
pect no budget limiting effect for 
several years if state revenues hold up 
through the first three quarters of 1979. 
This view assumes that we are at a 
peak ineconomic cycle." 

Continuing, he says, "Most local 
government units in the state will not 
experience rates of increase in market 
values of land and existing buildings 
and improvements greater than the 
rate of increase of the Consumer Price 

Index. In only a few rapidly developing 
townships will the property tax limita­
tion come into play." 

Noting the personal income limita­
tion on state spending and the con­
sumer ilrice index application to pro­
perty taxes, the League of Women 
Voters of Michigan, in its assessment of 
Headlee consequences, says, "Local 
spending increases for services would 
be limited to increases in the Consumer 
Price Index. Expansion of existing ser­
vices or creation of new services would 
have to be accomplished within these 
limits or cuts made in other programs 
to accomodate them." 

The Headlee proposal, the league 
points out, places the CPI limitation on 
total valuation for a unit of govern­
ment. Within this total, individual 
pieces of property could rise or fall In 
value. 0 

Most observers agree that if a local 
unit of government could not meet the 
costs of seiVices through assessed 
taxes, it apparently could substitute 
user fees in lieu of taxes. 

The Michigan Association of School 
Admiilistrators, in opposing proposal 
E, maintains, as have other observers: 
"One of the most criticized flaws of the 
proposal is its inability to control out-
side forces and costs which impact 
significantly on local government 
operations. For example, the proposed 
amendment does not allow for the im-
pact of spending programs mandated 
by the federal government or by the 
courts. The effect will be that the funds 
available to continue existing services 
will be constantly eroded, meaning an 
inevitable reduction in services over 
the years." 

E d u c a t o r s , as wel l as other 
observers, point out that although pro­
posal E would prevent the state from 
ieducing state-aid payments to local 
units of government below proportions 
of 1978-79, it would not prevent state 
shifting of amounts to i;he various units, 
such as counties, cities, villages, 
townships and school districts. They 
contend this could lead to warring bet­
ween local government units for a 
greater share of the amount to be 
distributed locally. 

1 Vouchers change school funding

The school voucher 
proposal which will 
a p p e a r o n t h e 
November 7 ballot 
hasn't received as 
much publicity as 
two other proposed 
constitutional revi­

sions, the Tisch and Headlee amend­
ments. 

% But make no mistake about it. If the 
school voucher proposal passes. It will 
shake up the current method of financ­
ing K-12 education In Michigail, afiid 
remove the current constitutional ban 
on use of public monies for support of 
private schools. 

^ As the name indlctes, the tuition 
voucher proposal (H) would require the 
legislature "to provide for the issuance 
of an educational voucher to each child 
in attendance at public and non-public 
elementary and secondary schools to be 
applied toward the cost of that child's 

|4Klucation In the stihool of his or her 
parents' or guardian's choice." 

This aspect of the proposal is likely to 
bring court challenges, if proposal E 
passes. Reportedly, attorneys for sup­
porters of public education are waiting 
In the wings to legally battle on the 

p o u n d s that the tuition voucher system 
Would violate the United States con­
stitutional provision for separation of, 
church and stale. 

A council against parochiaid has been 
formed to oppose the voucher plan. The 
council consists of about 15 educational 
organizations. Including both major 

Ajeacher organizations, some 10 civic 
organizations. Including the Michigan 

League of Women Voters, the N A A C P 
and several church and religious 
organizations. 

Although the voucher proposal was 
put on the ballot through petition drive 
of a group called. Citizens for More Sen-
sible Financing of Education, which 
reportedly Includes church-school sup­
porters, some religious organizations 
oppose the proposal on grounds that 
widespread state support of private 
Ischools would bring more state regula­
tion of private schools. 

Backers of the proposal maintain that 
there Is legal precedent for public 
financial support of private schools. 
They point to the federal legislation 
that provides lIloney for veterans' 
schooling at either public or private In­
stitutions. They also note that the state 
constitution provides for transportation 
of students to and from private schools. 
And the courts have allowed state 
monies to be used for auxiliary services 
and shared time. 

Tile church-state dispute isn't the on­
ly controversial aspect of the tuition 
voucher proposal. It also would prohibit 
the levy of real and personal property 
taxes for local, intermediate, voca­
tional and special schools except debt 
retirement, In short, school operation 
costs could not be financed any longer 
through the property tax. 

Furthermore, proposal H wouW re­
quire the legislature to establish a pro­
gram of general state taxation to sup-
port elementary and secondary educa­
tion. 

These provisions in tandem would 
force a shift in taxation. If the proposal

tax would be eradicated and taxes at 
the state level would have to pick up the 
financial slack. The taxes likely to be 
hiked are the personal income tax, 
sales and use taxes, and-or the single 
business tax. 

Prospect of the latter has led to 
Michigan State Chamber of Commerce 
opposition to the proposal. 

Backers of the proposal maintain that 
parents and guardians of private school 
students are being double taxed. They 
must pay property taxes, as all other 
do, as well as private tuition. 

In fiscal 1976-77, the state expended 

about $1.65 billion on K-12 education. 
Figuring $1,200 per student and about 
210,000 private school students, it's 
estimated that outlay would be increas­
ed a minimum of $250 million per year. 

A Michigan State University evalua­
tion of consequences states, "If the 
voucher plan were adopted and upheld 
by the courts, the exact form that 
public education would take, along with 
the cost of supporting public education 
in a new form, would be determined 
through a continuing process of 
legislative actions and court decisions, 
each affecting the other, that would 
take many years."

I rlote in the October 11 Walled Lake 

News that there is underway the con­
sideration of a sidewalk ordinance 
wherein owners or occupants of proper­
ty would be compelled to keep 
sidewalks and bike paths clear of snow 
within a period of 24 hours from such 
snowfall. Failure to do so would involve 
clearance by the city at the owner's or 
occupant's expense or ". . .a fine up to 
the amount of $500." 

Anyone who has struggled for years 
walking from Lake Road to the shopp­
ing center up Pontlac Trai l will wish 
and agree that such an ordinance 
should be passed. However, if one con­
siders the hundreds of non-business 
people living in subdivisions throughout 
Walled Lake, then that's another 
thought. 

There are many persons who cannot 
get their mail In snow conditions much 
less venture out and shovel snow. There 
are frail persons and old persons and 
sick persons who are utterly incapable 
of physical actions anywhere near this. 

The fear of a $500 fine hanging over 
these heads Is Insufferable. Nor should 
they, because of their condition, be 
forced to pay money to a boy or man 
who may or may not be available and 
willing. The cost of the labor today 
dooms this to them. 

The city has available power equip­
ment and the know-how to clear 
sidewalks and bicycle paths much bet­
ter than the average little resident with 
their restricted hearts and no tools. 
Perhaps a generalized tax covering 
everyone and extracted too from our 
existing high, high taxes could do the 
job and supply work. 

Business could be compelled to keep 
sidewalks and bicycle paths free. Also 
excepted would be those persons,who 
choose to (because of Individual 
strength and equipment) keep such up 
in equal condition of city's efforts 
themselves. The costs would be equaliz­
ed and shared by taxes from other-, 
residents not capable of doing so, 

I see no other fair course of action in 
this respect.

The ordinances that are the most 
costly to publish In their entirety In­
clude measures dealing with zoning, 
subdivision control and wetlands, ac­
cording to the clerk.

Arrested youth performs disappearing act in Novi 
In N o v i 

Novi police are more thatl a little em­
barrassed about a prisoner who made 
what probably couldn't be described as 
a great escape - - only an unexpected 
one - • early in September, 

A 17 year old Novi youth had been ar­
rested for reportedly breaking into an 
automobile and had been brought into 
the Novi police station for questioning. 
The youth was to be arraigned in the 
morning at district court, 

Novi Detective John Johnson was 
questioning the youth in the second 
story of the police station and apparent­
ly when he turned his back to the youth, 
the great escape began. 

The youth ran down the stairs, out the 
front door, and into the darkness, police 

-said. 
"The individual slipped away and 

slithered through the front door," Dick 
FauUmer, head of the detective bureau, 
explained. "By the time we hightailed 
after him, he had totally disappeared." 

Faulkner is confident, however, that 
the youth will be captured. And, he 
adds, the youth could have fled the next 
day following arraignment so no great 
damage was done. 

Police Chief Lee BeGole says such 
pi-oblems will disappear when officers 
and detectives move into the new police 
station to be constructed near the cor­
ner of Ten Mile and Taft roads. Ques­
tioning then will be conducted behind 
locked doors. 

The youth now has an additional 
charge waiting for him — escaping 
custody.

Just as impressive was the per-

Phase Two is coming along nicely, 
lhank you. 

Wallet! Lake Western's Warriors took 
another step toward accomplishing 
Coach Chuck Apap's three-phase pro­
gram last week as an unrelenting

"It was a great game... a beautiful 
game," enthused Apap, the former 
Northville assistant who has taken over 
the reins ot the Warrior grid program 
this year. 

"I'd say that we're well into Phase 
Two right now and the rest ol the season 
will determine whether or not we'll be 
able to get into Phase Three," he add­
ed. 

Apap has devised a three-phase pro­
gram for reversing the fortunes of a 
Western grid program which has not 
produced a winning season since 1969.

Moments later Novi took possession 
at the Milan 37 following a short punt, 
and on the first play from scrimmage 
Laverty hit flanker Jeff Clarke with a 
touchdown pass.

A l l of the p laces , some of recent v intage, 
some as old as the Indians and pioneers who 

^ once r o a m e d this terr i tory, c a n be found just 
outside Br igh ton . 

T h e fal l winds now rustle through the 
bri l l iant old oaks, h ickor ies , and red cedars , 
the newer pines and species that now cover 
the 658 ac res known as the C h a r l e s Howel l 
Scout R e s e r v a t i o n . 

But 40 y e a r s ago the a r e a around the 
newly-created Br ighton L a k e was treeless 
f a r m l a n d . " S i n c e then scouts have planted 
hundreds of thousands of trees here — 
especia l ly p i n e , " sa id L a r r y L a c y , head 
ranger for the oldest of the Detro i t A r e a 
Coi lnci l of B o y Scouts ' five c a m p s . 

" T h e f irst thing a scout m a s t e r used to do 
when a troop a r r i v e d was h a n d each boy a 
couple of dozen pine seedl ings a n d s a y , ' G o 

out and plant ' e m ' , " L a c y laughed. 
They did a good job. Now it's L a c y ' s 

year-round job, a long with R a n g e r L e s Cla i r -
mont, to ma in ta in and protect the property , 
rnuch of wh ich is being re turned to its natura l 
state. 

L a c y , who's been ranger here five years 
and in scout ing since he was 8 years old — a 
total of 23 years — says he 's never bored with 
this work or watch ing the thousands of young 
people enjoy the c a m p every year . 

" T h e most sat isfy ing thing is when kids 
c o m e b a c k 10 y e a r s l a te r a n d s a y , 
' R e m e m b e r m e and when you taught us this 
or that?' Of course, you don't , but it happens 
often and it's a nice fee l ing ." 

These days , scouts aren' t the only ones 
m a k i n g use of the reservat ion 's extensive 
facil i t ies. A l though scouts stil l c o m e hun­
dreds at a t ime, espec ia l ly dur ing s u m m e r 
c a m p , the reservat ion is increas ing ly used by 
school groups in spr ing and fal l . 

T h i s is par t ia l ly due to a decl ine in 
scouting m e m b e r s h i p . L a c y sa id , and the 
desire to m a k e use of the site on weekdays 

when school is in session. 
T h e Char les Howel l Scout Reservat ion, 

named after a Detroi t real estate m a n who 
d a m m e d up Ore C r e e k in 1928 and created 
Br ighton L a k e out of s w a m p and fa rmland , 
offers an interesting mix ture of modern c o m ­
fort and convenience and rustic c h a r m . 

It boasts 104 bui ld ings, outpost c a m p s , r i ­
fle ranges, t rading post, m u s e u m , chapel , 
hiking trai ls and even a s w i m m i n g pool. T h e 
outdoor pool was built in 1955 when Br ighton 
L a k e b e c a m e too algae--crowded for s w i m m ­
ing. 

T h e 22 cabins , which can bed down a total 
of 454, are all heated and equipped with gas 
ranges and re f r igera tors ; a few have running 
water. T h e m a i n lodge includes meet ing 
rooms, a huge k i tchen and the dining room 
can seat 320. 

But most of the bui ld ings were con­
structed in the 1940's a n d exude a roughhewn 
hominess that mel lows in decades of boyhood 
memor ies of hikes and songs and late night

A tax shift plan to lower the state's 
property taxes and pickup the lost 
revenues by increasing the income tax 
has been postponed by the House Taxa­
tion Committee until at least after the 
November election. 

(Il̂  The proposed plan was delayed to 
eliminate any chance the shift to a 
higher income tax could give ammune-
tion to proponents of the Headlee and 
Tisch ballot tax limitation and cut pro­
posals. 

Chairman of the House Taxation 
f^Committee Rep. George Montgomery 

(D-Detroit) said the one percent in­
crease in the income tax rate although 
coupled with a property tax decrease — 
could be used by Tisch and Headlee pro­
ponents as a reason to vote for tax 
limitation or tax reduction or both. 

: The original plan would have involv­
ed a total of $500 million, $400 million of 
that would have been cut from property 
taxes through an increased circuit 
brealter and another $100 million would 
have been cut through an increased 

A^ersonal exemption. 
~ The money would have been 

recovered through increasing the in­
come tax rate from 4.6 to 5.6 percent. 

M o n t g o m e r y to ld c o m m i t t e e 
members to worlc on a lax shift plan 
during the campaign break, should 

^(i i ther the tax limitation or tax cut 
" M e a s u r e be defeated, so the plan can be 

considered when the Legislature 
returns in mid-November. 

The original tax shift plan was the 
latest effort by House Democrats to 
devise some type of property tax 
reform this year. 

. Before the September session began, 
House Speaker Bobby Crim said the 
plan, along with the transportation 
package (also including tax increases), 
lobbying reform and a conflict of in­
terest bill, among the top priorities of 

M\he session. 
• However as the session began and the 
State Board of Canvassers certified 

both the Headlee tax limitation and 
Tisch property tax cut proposals, Cr im 
said the plan could wait until January 
before legislative action is needed. 

The attempts by the House leadership 
to develop a property tax plan began 
last spring when a special bi-partisan 
committee was appointed. 

That committee proposed a plan to 
virtually eliminate property taxes for 
support of schools, shifted that respon­
sibility to the state and allows aid to 
private schools. 

That plan ran into strong Republican 
opposition and was permanently shelv­
e d 

The most recent plan was developed 
and introduced just prior to the opening 
of the fall session in the wake of 
Headlee and Tisch. 

Crim said it was never his intent to 
develop a plan to defeat the Tisch 
amendment, but to offer a plan to make 
property taxes in the state more pro­
gressive. 

Following a bitter dispute between 
the Legislature and the governor's of­
fice over providing state funds to coun­
ty sheriff departments for road patrol, 
the parties have approved a com­
promise providing state funds but 
allowing more local control of the 
funds. 

A gubernatorial veto stopped an 
earlier bill providing the funds with lit­
tle control by county boards of commis­
sions and no guarantee the powers of 
the state police would not be eroded. 

The compromise version gives 
greater control to county commis­
sioners and also guarantees no reduc­
tion in funding to the Department of 
State Police. 

It defines a formula for reimbursing 
the counties for secondary road patrol 
and safety programs and defines the 
role of county sheriffs in providing con­
trols and related law enforcement on 
and near county secondary roads and 
on state highways within cities, if cities 
request county assistance. 

Funding will be based on county road 
mileage and population.

T h e lodge, thought to be the largest fi-ee-

stantling log cabin in the country , was con-
sti'ucted of three-mi les-worth of White P ine 
logs. T h e y wel-e sh ipped on six flat c a r s f rom 
B i g B a y de N o c , M lch igar i , the gift of the late 
Henry F o r d in 1944. 

T h e older cab ins are slowly being replac­
ed, L a c y sa id , and two new ones have recent­
ly gone up. B u t today, the pre-cut logs come 
in sections and cab ins and can be built in a 
day . 

Scat tered on the reservat ion are vestiges 
which sti l l bear witness to the Indians, 
pioneers, t rappers and f a r m e r s who used this 
land before the scouts. 

P a r t of an old s tagecoach road which was 
probably a l ink to the m a i n G r a n d R i v e r 
h ighway between Detroi t and L a n s i n g can 
still be wa lked in the south end of the proper­
ty. 

A l o n g the banks of the Ore Creek on this 
road are signs of a m i l l , thought to have been 
built by sett lers about the t ime of the B l a c k 
Hawk Indian W a r . It was probably used to 
make "wheat c r a d l e s , " a tool desigrled to cut 
wheat. 

A lso on the creek bank is a gnar led old 
tree that has c o m e to be known as the " D o l l a r 
S i g n " tree. T h e story has it that it was bent as 
a sapl ing as an Indian t ra i l m a r k i n g and in­
stead of dy ing cont inued to grow at r ight 
angles.

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Brush up winter driving skills 
, Wintertime demands special driving 
skills and a vehicle that is properly 
maintained and equipped for sub-zero 
driving and survival in an emergency, 
according to Automobile Club of 
Michigan. 

Controlling a car on icy pavement 
can be a problem. If a car skids, turn 
the front wheels in the direction the 
rear wheels are headed. Slowly 
straighten the front wheels as the car 
corrects. When roads are slippery, do 
not downshift or suddenly decelerate. 
To stop on ice, pump the brake pedal 
lightly and rapidly, 

Auto Club Emergency Road Service 
Manager Robert M. Smith adds that a 
home-made "survival kit" should be in 
every car trunk. It should cost $60 or 
less to assemble and contain a coffee 
can to radiate warmth from a lighted 
candle inside, newspapers tor insula­
tion when placed next to the skin under 
clothing and carpet strips tor traction 
under drive wheels. 

Other suggested survival items are a 
blanket, shovel, flashlight, jumper 
cables, tire chains, boots, flares, reflec­
tors, tools, first aid kit, sand, a scraper-
brush and food. 

"Smith notes, "Motorists who follow 
maintenance recommendations outlin­
ed in car owner's manuals can expect 
summer starts all winter without tak­
ing any other steps." 

According to Smith, 85 percent of all 
"can't start" calls received by Auto 
Club Emergency Road Service contract 
garages are the result of vehicle 
neglect, not vehicle failure. 

For motorists who have not followed 
maintenance procedures outlined in the 
owner's manual, Auto Club suggests 
this pre-winter program: 

• Check the vehicle's fuel tank, fuel 
line, fuel pump, fuel filter, automatic 
choke and carburetor. 

• Check the battery and replace it if 
necessary. Make sure it is fully charg­
ed, with fluid covering the plates. Ter­
minals must be tight and corrosion-
free. 

• Check the fan and other belts and 
replace them it worn. A slipping belt 
can result in an underchargeil battery. 

• Replace spark plugs, points and 
condenser if needed. Inspect the 
radiator, heater hoses and clamps for 

leaks. Check antifreeze strength and 
levels. Effectiveness is reduced if 
water is added. 

• Check and adjust or replace wind­
shield wiper blades. Regularly add sol­
vent to the windshield washer reservoir 
to prevent freezing. 

Auto Club also offers these sugges­
tions to help guarantee winter starts: 

• Keep the car In a garage, or at least 
park the car with the hood against or 
near a building to keep it free of the 
wind. On very cold nights, place a 
blanket or tarpaulin over the hood, or 
place a lighted electric bulb under the 
hood. 

• Before starting, be sure the 
transmission is in park with all ac­
cessories off so there is no extra strain 
on the battery. Push the gas pedal to the 
floor and let up slowly to set the 
automatic choke. The accelerator 
should not be pumped since that floods 
the engine. Engage the starter for 10 
seconds. If you flood the engine, 
depress the gas pedal to the floor, hold 
and engage the starter. The accelerator 
should be kept down until the engine 
starts. ' 

• Keep the gas tank full to avoid fuel 
line freezing.

A DROP in available listings, higher interest rates and rising 
average prices may have begun to make inroads into the record pace 
of the 1978 existing home market. 

Sales reports from the 4,000-member Western Wayne Oakland 
County Board of Realtors showed September was the second con­
secutive month of sales below 1977 'figures after six months of in­
creases. 

"Finding qualified buyers has not yet become a problem even with 
higher average prices," said Conrad Jakubowski. "Our percentage of 
homes sold compared to listings is the highest its been in the past 10 
years. 

"Many homes are going within a few hours after they first appear 
in our multi-list system, and others that may have seemed over-priced 
when first listed a month or two ago, are now moving." 

Jakubowski said sales by WWOCBR members are still nearly two 
percent above the record pace of a year ago, despite a 12.5 percent 
drop in listings. 

He attributed the listing decline to a number of reasons, including 
a dip in the percent of the population moving each year. 

"Unless a move is forced by an immediate need for relocation, 
many homeowners now want to enjoy the lower mortgage Interest 
rates on presently held properties while the values continue to climb," 
he said. "Others are being forced to delay moves because of material 
shortages and later completion dates for new housing." 

Jakubowski said average prices in September for existing homes 
sold in the 1,700 square-mile WWOCBR territory climbed to $46,698 
compared to $38,414 a year ago, for a 21.5 percent increase. 

"This is based on 1,500 sold units," he noted. "Year-to-date 
figures, based on 15,000 sales, indicate the average price through the 
first three quarters was $43,354, up 6,654 over 1977. 

"We don't believe these housing prices have peaked yet and they 
are still well below costs of comparable homes in many other urban 
areas."

" Plimpton was fabulous! 
The man billed as a contemporary 

Walter Mitty opened the 18th season of 
the Northville Town Hall Series Thurs­
day on a totally hysterical note. 

He began by addressing his packed 

Plience as "overlooking acres of love-
women." He left that same audience 

with raves of "fantastic" and "tremen-
- dous." One patron proclaimed, "He had 

me in tears, I laughed so hard." 
George Plimpton, the author, the 

man on the flying trapeze, the quarter-
Uck "sneak," Plimpton in Africa, 

' rrimpton in the boxing ring. Plimpton 
the "participatory joUrnalisL" 

His exploits on the sports field, in col­
lege, in lite, are transformed by the 
phenomenally witty irlan into colorful, 
remarkably tunny sagas. Plimpton, a 
treasury of anecdotes, says he plays out 
Wii daydreams of the average 
American male. He adds he doesn't 
always succeed in his adventures. 
"Sometimes," he mused, "I fall .short 
of perfection, but then, people need me 
to fail — it reassures them." 
_ Plimpton, the "great imposter," says 

('l|i,''never intended to become one, it just 
Ivappenecl, Trying to gain a berth on the 
'.'Harvard Lampoon," the notorious 
tlumor magazine of the eastern college, 
he was instructed to run in the Boston' 
Marathon as a sort of hazing. 

He joined the race less thani two 
W))cks from the finish line, was later 
'̂̂ anded an "imposter" by officials, 
won his spot on the magazine, and laun­

ched himself on a career of "doing 
those things everybody always wants to 
do, but never does," 

After Harvard and Cambridge, 
Plimpton joined "Sports Illustrated." 
"1 literally extended the gimmick of the 
Boston Marathon. What does it feel like 
to pitch in the All Star game, to enter 
the boxing ring against Archie Moore, 
to play with the New York Philhar­
monic? How do you know what it feels 
like to be a champion, if you've never 
had the chance to try'?" 

Later answering questions at the 
celebrity luncheon, Plimpton confessed 
that he had second thoughts about some 
of his adventures. "Thinking about 
them was no problem, but I've always 
regretted them at the time of confronta­
tion." He claimed soccer as the only 
sports arena he has not entered, but 
quickly added he would probably join 
the New York Cosmos at some point. 

He's played goal with the Boston 
Bruins hockey organization, quarter­
back with the Detroit Lions- and 
Baltimore Colts, even though last str­
ing, and golfed in tourneys with the 
greats. He admitted most of his time on 
the links "was spent lurking in the 
rough." 

His "most terrifying, most frighten­
ing" participation was playing the 
triangle with the percussion section of 
the New York Philharmonic, under 
Leonard Bernstein. 

Claiming "skimpy" musical 
knowledge, Plimpton snuck his way in­
to the concert scene during a Canadian 
tour. "If you can imagine Gustav 

Mahler's Fourth Symphony "done in," 
it was, completely by me. It sent Berns­
tein into a rage," he commented. 

Plimpton got a second chance with 
the orchestra the following day in Win­
nipeg. "I played the gong in that one," 
he grinned. "Bernstein demanded that 
my eyes never leave his face during the 
entire .symphony and that he would give 
me a cue lilce I had never seen before. I 
got the cue and whacked the gong. 

"They have never heard since, the 
reverberating sound I unleashed in 
Winnipeg that night," he said proudly. 

With a string of best sellers to his 
credit, including "I^per Lion," "Out of 
My League," "The Bogie Man," "Mad 
Ducks and Bears," and "Shadow Box," 
Plimpton says his key to success as a 
writer is his practice of writing three 
books at one time. And then, with a 
laugh, he told the luncheon audience, 
"You're duty-bound to buy my books to 
compensate for my life style." 

Queried as to future endeavors he 
might delve into, PHmptqn pointed to 
tennis and quests — a series of looking 
for things such as the great Blue Whale 
or some bird, somewhere in the world. 

Why does the tall, greying, slender 
man with the British-tinged New York 
accent persist in pursuing the unlikely? 
"Because," he says, "I am not content 
to be a mere spectator. I need to know 
the emotions, the mental and physical 
disciplines that the artist, the musician, 
the sports figure go through to 
achieve."

For the average youngster, preschool 

(in can be a tremendously fun learning and 
growing experience, 

F o r h a n d i c a p p e d y o u n g s t e r s , 
preschool can make a crucial dif-; 
ference in the child's potential for 
development. 

In the Walled Lake School district, a 
^11'new p r o g r a m for h a n d i c a p p e d 
''^ youngsters ages 3-5, is providing an 

early learning experience that may 
help these children realize their full 
potentials and, perhaps, attend regular 
classes. 

. "It is particularly important that 
handicapped children be identified, 
evaluateii and treated at as early an 
age as possible," said Judy Stevens, 
the teacher who developed the pro­
gram. "If we identify these children' 
before they reach school age and start 

.', to work with them, it helps their 
. development tremendously." 

'i?* The Walled Lake program opened 
last M a r c h 6 in a remode led 

.kindergarten room at the district's 
' 'Twin Beach Elen^entary School. The 

program is^^eared to students with 
• relatively "mi ld impairments such as 

speech and hearing difficulties, and 
problems with motor coordination. 

. There are programs outside the 
district for those with severe han­
dicaps, but nothing that met the needs 

• of pi-eschool youngsters with mild im-
" pairments, said Dennis Wisinski, dii'ec-
:tor of the district's Special Services 
: Department. 
• "We have had a summer program for 
• preschool youngsters for many years 
. but realized that we needed a moi'e en-
: compassing, year-round program to 

serve these students," he said. 
With a $20,000 grant from the state, 

the district opened the program last 
year as a two-hour session five times a 
week for four children. By May, the 
program had grown to nine students, 
which was too many to provide the in­
dividualized attention needed, said Ms. 
Stevens; 

With the help of an aide and parent 
volunteers, Ms. Stevens this year 
teaches a morning and afternoon ses­
sion with five youngsters in each. 

"I've seen outstanding progress in 
my students in such a short time that I 
have not experienced in any other set­
ting as a teacher," she said. "The work 
involved in. developing this program 
has certainly been repaid ten-fold." 

Parents are an integral part of the 
• program. They are encouraged to at­
tend classes and learn how they can fur­
ther develop the skills at home that 
their child has learned in school. 

Formal meetings are also held once a 
month where topics such as child 
m a n a g e m e n t , g r o w t h , a n d 
developmental problems are discussed. 

"Childrei) with parents who make an 
effort to work with them at home and 
learn how to deal with the handicap, are 
the children who show the best pro­
gress," Ms. Stevens said. 

In an effort to include fathers and 
mothers who work during the day in 
their child's learning experience, Ms. 
Stevens will hold classes from Tuesday 
through Saturday one week per month. 

Working jointly .with the parents, 
goals are set for each individual stu­
dent. Since the children grow and 
change quickly, these goals are con­

tinually evaluated and updated. 
Some of the areas that are worked on 

include self-help skills, speech and 
language development, and motor coor­
dination. ' 

A typical session might begin with 
free play in which the students are en­
couraged to communicate with each 
other as they play. 

"Everything we do is geared in some 
way to speech and language develop­
ment," Ms. Stevens said. "At first 
many of the students will not open up 
and speak. The free play setting fosters 
speech." 

After the children clean up their toys, 
they gather in a circle on a rug where 
they participate in songs, games, story 
telling and other kinds of activities that 
are fun as well as vocabulary building. 

"Many of the students who come here 
don't even know their names, ages or 
sex. They also tend tohave short atten­
tion spans and don't know how to listen. 

We work on those sort of things during 
the day,"she said. 

Snack time is one activity that the 
children particularly enjoy. Not only do 
they get to eat some good, nutritional 
food, but they often participate in mak­
ing their own snacks, 

In addition to the 3-5 year old 
preschool program, Ms. Stevens also 
operates ai homebound program in 
which she visits the parents of han­
dicapped infants and works with them 
in the home setting. Two infants and 
their families al-e currently taking part 
in this program. 

The ultimate goal of such programs is 
to mainstream the youngsters into 
regular classrooms, said Wisinski, 
However, for those for whom that is not 
possible, the preschool program sets 
the stage for other special programs 
and helps the parents to accept their 
child's handicap.

The warm flow of summer has 
departed. And the crisp autumn days 
and nights should help remind 
homeowners that now is an ideal time 
to prepare homes against the ravages 
of winter. 

Much of - the damage often en-
countered by homes during severe 
weather, such as that encountered last 
year, can be prevented by simple and 
inexpensive safeguards. 

The following steps suggested by the 
Western Wayne Oakland County Board 
of Realtors can help cut heating bills as 
well as avert the need for costly repairs 
next spring: 

C H E C K al'ound all windows and 
replace dried, loose caulking that 
wastes energy and may let moisture in. 
Make a similar inspection of weather 
stripping' around doors and replace 
deterioriated sections that may let 
warm air out and fcold air in. 

R E M O V E ' w i n d o w air conditioners 
and install weatherproof covers over 
others to eliminate air leakage and pro­
tect the units. 

D E F E C T I V E siding can make it easy 
for mositure and insects to enter the 
home. Check for loose or warped sec-
tions that may leave air openings. If left 
uncorrected, defective siding can bring 
rot to other .sections.and structural 
members. 

C H E C K the roof for broken shingles, 
loose nails or flashing out of place. 
Leaks and subsequent wood rot and 
rust will develop if the roof is not water-
tight. Moisture gathering under 
shingles may end up as growing chun-
cks of ice that cause further gaps in roof 
integrity.

CRACKS In sidewalks and driveways 
could become much larger by next spr­
ing if left unattended. Inspect these 
areas carefully, especially joints bet-
ween concrete areas and the home. 
Readily availal?le products now on the 
nlarket make sUch repairs much easier 
than a few years ago. 

T E S T heating equipment thoroughly 
if not already checked by a professional 
service. In preparation for heavy use, 
make sure filters are clean, motor is 
lubricated, belts are in good repair and 
properly adjusted, and humidifiers are 
in working order. 

TO A V E R T freeze damage, shut off 
outside faucets and drain pipes after 
last use. 

G U T T E R S and downspouts should be 
cleaned when lea^fes stop falling. 
Debris left in such areas can halt need-
ed drainage and cause damage by ice 
and snow build up. Mesh leaf protec­
tors running from shingles to outside 
gutter edge can help keep debris from 
accumulating. 

The Realtors also point out that now 
is a good time to test run any snowblow-' 
ing equipment and to prepare power 
lawn mowers for storage by draining 
out gasoline, changing oil, and discon-
necting the spark plug. The motor 
should be turned by hand after oil 
change to, help coat parts with clean oil. 
Many manufacturers also suggest-
removing the spark plug and squirting 
a few drops of oil on the cylinder head. 

Preventive maintenance now should 
help assure more comfortable homes 
even in severe weather conditions and 
will help hold down the utility bills.
