Condemnation begins

The dilapidated building next to
the Walled Lake Fire Statfon should
be no more by the end of the winter.

Walled Lake City Counefl began
the year by inttlating condemmnation
proceedings against Deb Lytle,

“owmer of the Bundo property. On

Monday, the council agreed to pur-
chase the four-acre parcel from
Lytle with the goal of using it to
expand city offices and services,

The 22,500-square-foot building
on the Maple Road site has stood
vacant for nearly 15 years and,
according to city officlals, was a fre-
quent cause of complaini among
city residents In recent years.

City Manager Phil Vawter said it
will be demolished shortly after the
purchase deal is closed in about 90

- days.

*The bullding on this site has
been viewed as a major community
eyesore In the nine years that I haye
served ‘as cily manager,” Vawter
said.
The property is located next to
the city’s 6.5-acre municipal cam-
pus, which simplifies ¢ity planning
to expand and renovate facillties for
the police department, department
of public works, city hall and
library.

Mayor Willlam Roberts said he
wished the purchase price had been
less than $1.1 million — down from
Lytle's original asking price of $1.5

milion — but he lkes the location.

“Clty services won't be fragment-

ed,” Roberts sald. “They will all be
on one campus and thatll be good
for our residents.”

The city began eying the property
shortly after its consultant engl-
neers from Novi's Finkbeiner, Petlls
and Strout Inc. reporied last winter
that Walled Lake’s municipal build-
ings were inadequate. They added
the clty’s population boost of the
1990s Increased the need for more
people, Aling room and services.

Consultants proposed several
building constructlon and renova-
tion ideas ranging in cost from $2.7

-milllen te, $4.6 million. ldeas
included construtting new build-
ings for the DFW and library and
expanding city hall for large clty
and police offices. |

The purchase agreement reached
Monday, Vawter said, concluded "a
few months™ of serlous negotfations

, between the city and Lytle, who

The city will pay the $1.1 mil-
lion purchase price by making a
$105,000 down payment and
financing $995,000 over the next
10 years.

City officials satd they want to
buy the land and finance con-
struction without a tax increase.
Vawter said the city may not need
all four acres. It might use some.
of the property for new city facili-
ties and sell the rest to a private
developer, which would generate
some money for construction
costs.

According to  prosecutors,
because of his previous offenses,
Olsen could spend the rest of his
life In prison.

Because candidates for
State Board typically are not able lo
run stalewide campaigns, and se
Individually are litle known to vot-
ers, those seats are usually decided
by voters .who cast stralght party
bailots, [n Michigan this year, State
Board of Education seats fell to
Democrats John Austin  and
Kathleen Slraus.

Despite the party's marginal lead
in base voling power, Cherry
argued, the GOP has gained con-
trol of the Michigan House and
Senate because of the way legisla-
tive districts have been drawn, By
drawing some dislricts with heavy
Democratic margins and spreading
Republican-controlled areas over a

number of districts, the boundaries
can be drawn in ways that produce
a GOP majerity in the Legislature
despite a smaller overall base vate.
And that explains GOP dominance
in Michigan, Cherry said.

coming year while Republicans
hold all the cards in state govern-
ment. '

Distrlet boundaries are drawn
once every ten years, immediately
after conclusion of U.S. Census
counting. It will be the GOP-con-
trolled state House and Senatethat
draws those district boundaries in
the coming year, under rules
adopted by the Legislature and
signed into law last year by the
Eovernor.

The process of drawing bound-
arles bhad been assigned to an

elght-member commitiee by the

state Censtitution, but that provi-
sion was tossed out in"1992 as a
violation of the U.5. Constitution.
Not that it maiters. The commiitee
had never completed its work since
the state Constitution was written
fn 1963 and all previous district
plans had to be seitled by the state
Supreme Court. The rules adopted
last year followed the standards
the state Supteme Court has set
for apportionment plans In the
past.

“That's exactly why the state
House and Supreme Court were
such major prizes In this election,
Had Deniocrats taken the House,
they could have negotiated with a
Republican Senate for districts
more favorable to the Democratic
Party. And any lawsuit over the
district plan would go to the
Supreme Court for a (inal dec{sion.

With both in Republican control,
Democrats have "no hope" of get-
ting districts favorable to thelr can-
didates, according o Sarpolus and
Cherry.

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Let’s fix ‘failing’ schools now

What last Tuesday's election results
showed: by more than two o one, Michigan
citizens don't want public money going to
fund private schools via vouchers.

What last Tuesday's election results did-
n't show (but should have): theusands of
kids — mostly poor, minority and disad-
vantaged — arc trapped in bad schools and
shouldn't have fo wait around for years
hoping the scheols will get better.

These kids need help and they need it
Now.

For example, 10 schools in the
Detroit School District received "summary
accreditation,” the highest rating possible.

But
seven were “Just plain, ordinary neighboi-
hood schools, some located in what looks
likke a battlegroundl, but each had a superb
bullding principal and a dedicated staff
who believe these kids can learn fust like
anybody else,” according ta Slate Board of
Education member Dorothy Beardmore.

So where do we go from here?

First, we need a big time change in atti-
tude.

- some day" approach ls simply unaccept-

able. There needs, to be a sense of urgency
and a determination to get the job done,
regardless of what it takes.

Second, we need to quit bickering among
ourselves.

« Stretch for a lew minutes fn
the morning, Two 1o three simple
stretches for 10-15 seconds each
will jump starl your metabollsm
and warm up your muscles for the

busy day ahead. Start with easy
stretches such as reaching as high
as you can with both arms and
holding lor a slow count of ten,
Reach down with both arms bend-
Ing at the walst and holding for a
count of len. Be sure not to
hounce, and stay in conirol of the
stretch,

» “Check your posture al your
desk.” [nstead of hunching for-
ward, learn fo sit back in your
chair. Make surc you are looking
slrajght at your compuler {o keep
your neck in alignment. Take a
deep breath In your chest, hold
your tummy ight and bring your
shoulders up to your car, hold for
a count of three, Do this at least
once per work hour.

» Take brief stretch breaks at
your desk. A lot of the acute pain
In the wrisls, shoulders, neck
and back that we experience can
be avoided with daily stretching,
Some casy desk stretches
include:

If you think
about all of lhe time you spend
stopped at a red light or stop sign
during (he course of Lhe day. It
adds up to a great little work out.
Just conditlon yourself to tighten
your mid- or bellom-scction mus-
cles while breathing normally,
until the light changes or you
slart to move again.

« Take the stairs instead of the
elevalor or escalator whenever
possible. Climbing stafrs not only
ralses your heart rate, it Is a
great exercise for your legs.

+ Grin your way to thin.
Although this requires a bil more

Make exercise a regular part of life

than a few smiles, research has
found thal laughing 100 times is
phystologically equivalen! to
exercising on a rowing machines
for ten minutes.

« o Park further away [rom the
door. Consider how many times
you drive around the parking lot
looking for a closer spal. Use Lhat
{ime more wisely. Park flurlher
away and give your body a little
workout,

+ Take a short walk afler each
meal. Your body's energy level
decreases slightly afier eatling
due lo increased energy neces-

sary for digestion. Take a five-

minute walk alter a meal Lo glve
your energy levels a liltle boost.

+ Do what you can for a more
formal exerclse program. The
time will never be exactly perfect
to starl that exercise program. Do
whal you can, some Is betler than
none.

Add these len small steps Lo
vour dally routine and walch
them add up to big resulls. Good
huck.
