Thitd on the list is communica-
tions equipment at $203,000, This
includes, among other improve-
ments, a change W an advanced
technology radio sysiem that
allows public sofely agencies to
talk 10 cach other in [imes of necd.

Fourth on the list is first-year
salaries for two udditional uni-
farmed patrol officers at 2 cost of
$172.000. Sccond-year costs,
which would come out of the
cily's general fund. would be
ahout $160.000 for the two offi-
CErs.

The list also includes $90,000
for overtime; 365,000 for compul-
ers; $30,000 for building improve-
ments and maintenance; 538,100
for parel equipment, including
Tager stun-guns and new molorcy-
cle exergency lights: 836,300 for
an Emergency Operativns Cenler,
and $5,000 for education and
Lraining.

This leaves a reserve balance of
$169,980 or 12.8 percent of the
totul received by Ihe police depan-
mem so far.

The police department stafl met
and developed a list of request and
considerations totaling
$5,207,955 1o be purchased over a
two-year period, This  draft
includes such ilems as a two more
officers, mountain bikes, ballistic
helmets ond  shiclds, more
replacement vehicles, 2 basic
fireurms range costing $L5 mil-
lion or an advanced range costing
$2.5 million.

A hometown builder has u
downtdwa-style  development
vision called “Breokiown™ lor
nearly 28 acres along Grand
River Avenue.

But alihough Novi City
Council recently allowed Adco
Properties to rezanc the land 10
Gateway East District, planning
commissioners spid the compa-
ny’s mixed-use plag docsn’t yel
IneasUre up.

Parking deficiences  were
among 13 issues that prompled
the commission lo. postponc
deeision op the concepl at a May
25 mecting Ina 5-0 vote.

Lynn Kocan and Bavid Lipski
were absent, while Victor Cassis
abstained becanse he owns sone
of the land, located west of
Meadowbrook Road.

“1don’t doubs that this is going
to be the most exciting project in
Novi,® commissioner  Mark
Perhson said, but “We don't have
enough eformation. We could be
providing a false positive to city
councit”

Adco Properties' initial plans
included 225 condominiums and
more than 70,000 square fest of
retail, office and restaurant use.

Included were “live-work”
locales with firsi floor businesses
and upper-level living quarters,

Represcnling Adco, attomey
Matt Quinn said Brooktown
would be the “first true pmjcct
under the Galeway Fast zoning.

“It*s going to fiven up Grand
River Avenue Avenue on the
south side, which has busically
sat vacant since helore Novi was
u city," Quinn said, “People will
Like this project.”

Previously zoned ior commer-
ical and resilential use, the lund
was rezoned by city council May
23, The new Galeway East destg-
nution wims to create a downtown
identity on the avenue between
Meadowbroek Road and Main
Street.

Twa projects have been built in
the zoning disirict so far, Across
the street, Gateway Village was
built as the resull of o courl con-
sent judgmenl.

Located ¢asi of Meadowbrook
Roud, the newly opened Hummer
dealership technically is outside
the district, but requested the
zoning.

Nowi planners said the pro-
posed Brooktown site previously
was master planaed for Guleway
Eusl.

They ciled 1o few loading
arcas for business deliveries, a
lack of pathway links to sur-
rounding arens and not enough
replucement trees.

Quinn said a shared parking
study was I progress 1o address
whether a 23-percent lot defi-
ciency was feasible.

Adcu also proposed pazking in
the front of buildings abutting
Grand River Avenue. Net permit-
ted in the districl, “lront yard
parking™ would be among sever-
al necessary variances.

“{That's) the only these busi-

parking exists at Gateway
Village.

Making just a couple common sense
changes could save Michigan money

Every year, Michigan faces a
state budget deficit crisis of
staggering proportions. Not cnly
does this tie our lawmakers in
Jmots for months, it is begin-
ning to threaten the heaith of
aur major research universities
— the hope of our state's eco-
norie future — as they bleed
fimm a thousand little funding
aits.

Yet there is a betler way to
batarwce the books, one the lob-
Twyists and many legislators
would rather you didn't think
about, It invelves a poorly
undersiood and more pooly
managed called
Medicatd, for which Michigan
taxpayers shell out 58,9 billion
ayear.
By making a few common-
sense changes, the state should
be able to save at least $1 bil-
lion a year — while providing .
better quality care to ihe poor.
No, this is not a shell game, or
an ffluslon, Just the facts.

Here's how we can do {hat.

" First, the Michlgan Legislature

needs to pass legislation 1o
eliminate the Certificate of Need
(CON) Program, This was estab-
lished years ago to foree hospi-
tals - share technology. For
example, the goal was for sever-
al hospitals to share one CAT
Scanner.

That may have been worth &
try — thowgh in practice, it sel-
dom worked. However, the state
did, as usual, bulld up an
expensive bureaucracy around
the process, which has worked
Just fipe at perpetuating itsell

Today, the CON process is
used by hospitals to stop com-
petifion from other health care
provides. And there is one
exveption, If one has money.
ane can buy a CON. A few
Years ago a physician wanted &
certificate of need to install an
MRI scanner at his hospital. He
hired a Iobhyist who told him
he could get an official
approval for $50,000, il he
Teiained the lobbyist at $8,000

per month for & year.

Evidently, that was chicken
feed compared {o what the
physician could méke with &
scarner. The doc paid up, and
ohtained his CON and scanner.

That js one of many exan-
ples why the administration of
the Medicald program needs to
be turned over to the privale
seclor. Also, lhe Michigan
Deparlment of Management
and Budget should purchase a
utilization and review system to
delermine what health care
services we purchased al what
cost and for whom.

The attorney general could
then use Lhis informalion 1o
prosecute Medicaid frand. In
any event. every aspect of
Medieaid should undergo &
comprehensive forensic audit
once every five years,

S0 how do we save a billion
dollars? Well, believe it or not,
dramatically reducing the cost
of health care is not rockel scl-
ence. We can learn from some
well-run corporations.
Quad/Graphics in West Allis.
Wis,. 15 one of the natien’s
biggest printing companies.
They are cutting their costs by
bringing primary care in-house
fwall Street Journal, Feb. 11,
2005).

Michigan Medicaid could.
and should, establish cosl-
eflective county piimary care
clinies in areas accessible to the

T.
po’?l'nm’s no need to stop there,
Staff who can deliver rehabilita-
\ion, as well as laboratory, radi-
ology and MRI services should
be hired by the siate, which
should also purchase the nec-

equipment. Not fo worry,
the net cost to all of us will
turm out to be far cheaper In
the long mun.

And Michigan should then
take the ned sbep. Secondary
care physicians, specialists
such as allergists, podiatrisis

and surgeans,aswel]ashospl—'

tals, get thelr pattents from pri-

care dectors. The state

The privaite country club, locut-
vd just ofl M-39 in Hightand, has
hosted three U.S, Open Qualificrs
since apening in 1996, as well as
the U.§. Amateur Qualifier in
199% and the Site PGA
Assistants  Championship  last
year, to name a fow premier
evengs.

Who says & course has to be
T0+ years old to be known as o
tallowed championship Jayout?
Nol the people who play
Prestwick Village, it seems.

“We ry Lo hold a lot of events
here, so 1 et a lot of Teedhack
from professionals.” Prestwick
Vifluge fead professionat Jeff
Gniewek said. “And they love tie
place”

Everywhere you look, there’s
quite a bil 1o love. i

The front nine consists of rela-
tively wide fairways snd lirge
preens, measuring out al 3018
from the white tees. 1t features
five par 4s (the longest heing (he
355-yard fifth holed, two par 5s
(520 and 481 yards) and two par
3¢ (147 and 161 yards). The lay-
out is dotied with numerous clon-
gated sand traps, and water comes
into play on three of the holes,

Things change slightly on the
hack nine, which featres a mag-
nificent streteh of four holes {No.
i3 through No. 16) that delves
into the woods. Compared to the
frant nine, the treg-lincd fairways
on (he back nine will make you
think the following thought a fivle
more urgently: “Stright. Straight,

The par-3 17th hole, measuring out at 162 yards from the white tees, is the club’s
acknowledged signature hole, offering a breathtaking view from an elevated tee.

Prestwick Village head
protessional Jeff Gniewek,
on chipping woes:

The back nine geis under way
with the 500-yard par-5 10th hole,
where a sprawling sand wap uns
along most of the hole's right-side
length. Golters wrudging into this
Irap hoping 1o coax their balls out
of trouble resemble astrorauls
walking seross o vist lunar land-
scape.

Eollowing this tough challenge,
golfers have to conlend with two
par 3s (L7 and 162 yards), five
par s {the 388-yard 16th hole is
the lengest) and another par 5
{456 yards).

The course's signalure hole is
the 162-yurd 17th hole, which
offers a breathtaking view from
an elevated tee area. The green
sits Far below, and prepesly-struck
tee shots scet 1o linger in the air
for an extended length of time
before landing (hopefully) on the
softly-umdulating grezn surmound-
ed by n curling sand wrap.

The course is Jess than 10 years
old, but the view [rom the 17th
hole tze arca is already quite
fameus amongst focal golfers,
