The wonder is not that people
are dismayed. The wonder is
that people — especially those
who have children and who care,
about the future — are not
absolutely furious and marching
on Lansing and tatking aboul
recalls over this.

Beware of
Cookbook
Medicine from
Washington

Being diagnosed with cancer
is about as bad as it gets — unless,
of course, your doctor’s ability lo
treat you properly is hamsicung
by bureaucrals determined (o
save money wherever they can.

Then things can go from
already bad to much worse.

Tha’s the heart of the centro-
versy surrounding a cost-culting
measure announced recently by
the Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid Sarvices (CMS) in
Washington, D.C, A new 1ule
limits the ability of doctors to
prescribe FDA-approved anti-
anemia  dregs  known  as
Erythropoiesis-Stimulating
Agents (ESAs) to Medicare
patients who are undergoing
chemotherapy treatment for can-
cer.

Anemia is a common side-
effect of chemotherapy: it
inhibils the body's ability to
manufagture  oxygen-camying
red blood cells, or hemoglobin.
Patients can gel very weak and
their recovery can be prolonged
and compromised if their anemia
isn't ireated. ESAs (known by
such trade names as Procrit and
Aranesp) treat anemia by baost-
ing the body’s production of
hemoglobin and are censidered
an cffective complement to
chemothierapy treatment.

Under the new cost-cutting
measures, however, the use of
£SAs has been drastically
restricted or disallowed entirely
for use in patients whose hemo-
globin count exceeds 1 grams
per deciliter of blood, meaniag
that CM$ thinks they aren’t
“anemic enough.”

But according to doctors,
Tesponses to treatmenl can vary
with ¢ach patient, somietimes
making it necessary for doctors to
keep patients on a “maintenance
dose” of ESAs even if their
hermoglobin counts is at or above
the 10 gram ceiling imposed by
CMS. The ESA can stabilize
their hemoglobin levels and fore-
stall the need for more aggressive
and invasive anemia treatments,
such as blood transfusions, CM5
policy does oot make provisions
for doctors to use their judgment
in making these decisions for
individual patients.

Along with the terrible health

¥

repercussions, patients often visit
their hospitals multiple times for
costly blood irznsfusions. But
even more fundamentally, doc-
(ors are concerned that by limit-
ing their ahility to use ESAs
when they are a necessary part of
a patient's treatment, CM3 poli-
cy puts already-ill cancer
palicats al risk of see-sawing
from stable to low hemoglobin
counts, {urther endangering their
health,

There is a real danger of put-
ting burcaucrats, rather than dec-
{ors and patients, in charge of
medical decisions. [1's never a
good idea, as this example of
ESA proves.
