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Calling home to mom i.s going 
to take a few millisecond.'; longer 
starting next month. Thai's 
because Oakland County has a 
new overlay area code and even 
though no one has been assigned 
one of the new phone numbers, 
mandatory 10-digit dialing has lo 
be in place in order to be pre­
pared. 

"A lot of things need io happen 
in ihe background," said Frank 
Colaco, senior area relief planner, 
for NeuStar, ihe Wa.shington, 
D.C.-based company that oper­
ates North American Numbering 
Plan Administration. N A N P A 
assigns area codes throughout the 
U.S., Canada and the Caribbean 
basin. 

The state Public Service 
Commission approved tlie new 
area code for Oakland County last 
April following a court fight witli 
county officials th.it ended in 
November The county has seen 
its area code change tliree dmes 
since 1993 and county ofTicials 
argued that (here were more than 
enough telephone numbers to 
serve the county's 1.2 million 
populadon. 

PSC ofliciais countered tliat 
' eiiplodliig technology and an 

expected 14 percent population 
growth over the next 30 years 
indicated otherwise. 

Even though the county is get­
ting a new area code, PSC 
spokesman Mary Jo Kunkle siiid, 
"We've been told by telephone 
companies that any place that's a 
toll call wil l remain a toll call and 
that any place that's a local call 
will nsmain local call." 

The only thing that will really 
change for Oakland County resi­
dents, she .said, is that they will 
have to dial three mote numbers 
to make a local phone call. 

Macomb County residents, 
who saw their area code change 
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A recent report issued by 
P I R G I M and the Michigan 
Environmental Counci l claim­
ing a third of the state's major 
water permit holders has state a 
local officials fuming. 

Local ly the P l R G l M report 
listed Walled Lake/Novi Waste 

Water Treatment Plant for vio­
lating its Clean Water Ac t 
Permit by exceeding is monthly 
allowable discharge of pollu­
tants by at least 40 percent dur­
ing the first quarter of 2001. 

"Clearly the system is not 
working," said Megan Owens, a 
field director at P I R G l M ' s Ann 
Arbor office. However, Owens 
was mah\e of offer specifics on 
the Walled L a k e / N o v i Waste 
Water Treatment Plant. She said 
the report was the work of 
P I R G l M ' s Washington, D . C . 
office which analyzed data from 

the EPA's Permit Compliance 
System. 

According io Pal Splizlcy, a 
spokesman for the state 
Department of Environmental 
Quali ty (DEQ) in Lansing, 
"Because o f a change in the for­
mat, they reported elevated lev­
els of mercury in error." 

Spitzley added, "We've really 
got issues with this report. The 
E P A data base (on which the 
report was based) has not been 
updated. We've gotten calls 
from all over" According to 
Spitzley, dozens of permit hold­

ers are "upset and they should 
be. If P I R G I M had called us 
they would have found most of 
the permit holders in compli­
ance." 

"With one out of every three 
f.ncilities breaking the law, ihe 
Michigan D E Q should be doing 
more io enforce our clean water 
laws. Instead, year after year, 
polluters are getting away with 
breaking the law." declared 
Br ian Imus, P I R G l M ' s 
Legislative Advocate 

Spitzley countered that i f PIR­
G I M researchers had gone to the 

DEQ's Web site, which lists all 
enforcement actions since 1991, 
they would have found tliat no 
one is getting away with any­
thing. 

She lioted the Detroit Water 
and Sewage Department, which 
was cited by P I R G I M for being 
in violation in each of the five 
quarters between January 2000 
and March 2001, entered into 
judicial settlement with EPA 
and D E Q A u g . 3. 2000 culmi­
nating of 25 years of violations. 
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Scores of the party faithful 
squeezed into Novi's Local Color 
Aug. 7 to listen to Lt . Oovenlor 
Dick Posthumous and other victo­
rious Republicans beat the drum 
at the OOP's unity luncheon fol­
lowing the primary election. 

"Novi's on the map. Novi's 
going places," declared State 
Rep. Nancy Cassis (R-38). 
"Having the unity lunch in Novi 
shows just how important Novi is. 
Novi has come of age" 

Novi Chamber of Commerce 
Board Member Lou Martin, who 
served as the city's spokesman 
from 1995-2000, noted "25 year 
ago, even 10 year ago, Novi 
would have never been consid­
ered as a venue for high profile 
events or people." He said the 
GOP's Unity Lunch is an indica­
tion of just how far the city has 
come in how short a time. 

"The reason I think you're see­
ing groups like this come to Novi 
is one simple thing — freeway 
access," he offered. Martin, who 
is under 40, said that while Novi 
was "a one stop sign town" when 
he was in high school, it's 
become "the cream of the crop 
for venues for things like tliis to 
happen." 

Peter Paisley, owner of.Local 
Color and a member of the cham­
ber board, said he wasn't sur­
prised when the state Republican 
Committee came to him. "We do 
a lot of events here," he observed, 
"We had Sen. [John] M c C a i n 
when he was running for presi­
dent. We've had Gov. [John] 
Engler a couple of times." 

Paisley said the GOP's interest 
in Novi simply a sign that the city 
is "maturing. We're becoriiing an 
important city." 

Chamber Chairperson Jane 
Thomas noted that in just the past

Calling Oakland County "the 
battleground" for the fall cam­
paign season, state Republican 
State Committee Chairman Rusty 
Hil ls promi.sed, "You're going to 
see a lot more of us." 

Novi 's explosive growth has 
made it a key community in a key 

county in the GOP's election 
plans. "We're up there wiih any­
body." observed Paisley. , 

He said the city's burgeoning 
business community has boosted 
its importance since "business-
people can effect change in 
Lansing just as much as politi­
cians can." 

"We showed Ihe Democrats 
how a campaign ought to be run," 
declared Lt . Gov. Dick 
Posthumous, who handily defeat­
ed Joe Schwarz, a West Michigan 
physician and former CIA opera­
tive. If Posthumous can hold on io 
his boss' office, l i will be ihc first 
dme a Lieutenant Governor has 
taken the big chair since John B. 
Swainson succeeded the wildly 

popular G . Mennen "Soapy" 
Williams in 1961. 

U.S . Rep. Mike Rogers (R-8) 
said Posthumous' opposition to 
Engler's veto of local revenue 
sharing funds highlighted his 
independence. Rogers said the 
economy and jobs will be key 
issues in this campaign and that 
Posthumous backs measures that 
support both. 

Hil ls added, "We can't take 
Oakland County for granted. If 
we talk issues, we'll win."

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Local public officials are 
breathing a sigh of relief now 
that ihe slate legislature has 
returned $845 mi l l ion in 
local revenue sharing money 
to the Michigan 's counties, 
cities, villages and townships 
by overriding Gov. John 
Engler's recent budget veto. 

The vote, which came as 
scant surprise to anyone, was 
made as thousands of local 
government workers stood 
outside the oapitol and 
stopped Icoal governments 
from having lo make painful 
decisions. 

The governor yanked what 
is known as statutory revenue 
sharing late last month, say­
ing that three statewide pro­
posals (see sidebar) on the 
fall ballot have the potential 
to cripple the state budget. 
Engler's opponents called his 
veto everything from political 
hardball to blackmail. 

Accord ing to State Rep. 
Michael K o w a l l , the initial 
reaction among local officials 
was "total disbelief, but after 
they had a few days to let it 
sink i n , they got angry." 
Kowall said his phone has 
been ringing off the wal l . 
"This revenue sharing thing 
has got people all buzzed up." 

State Rep. Nancy Cassis, 
agreed, saying, "I came out of i 
local government 20 years 1 
ago and I personally know 
how important it is for local 
government to get its fair 
share of sales tax.".She said 
the legislature adjourned for 
summer recess July 2 after 
passing a balanced budget. 

Prior to the vote, M i k e 
Brady at the Michigan 
Municipal League said, "This 
is going to be tough for peo­
ple to vote no on." He said the 
governor's veto comes at a 
time that leaves local govern­
ments with "one of three bad 
decisions — raise taxes; go 
into receivership; or dramati­
cally slash services."

Three years ago their lOOM 
was a pile of parts that had spent 
the last 30 years sitting in a 
friend's garage. "He took it apart 
in '68," Dan recalled, "but the guy 
who was going to help him left 
town befoIe they got started." 

Dan said he loiew about the car 
for about 15 years before he 
acquired it. "I was attracted by the 
styling first, but then l looked into 
its history l was hooked," he said. 

Designed to appeal to 
American buyers, only 640 copies 
were ever built and the Frakes' car 
was one of oftly tbiee built with 
the Florida green and Old English 
white color combination. The 
car's rarity sent the Frakes on a

Local ly. Nov i would have 
taken the biggest hit witli a .SI.2 
million cul in i'unds from its 
$22.9.'i mi l l ion budget. Craig 
Khiver, the city's chief operat­
ing officer, said thai while city 
council hasn't had a chance to 
react to the governor's action 
yet, in the past it has "made it 
perfectly clear Ihat its goal is 
not lo raise la.xes." 

Klaver said he was opiiniislic 
the legislature wil l override the 
governor. 

liven Lt. Gov. Dick 
Posthumous came oul in support 
of a guhernatorial override. 

"It is c lea r to me thai 
i i r io i l ie r s o k i t i o i i (iocs not 
exist," I'ostimiTiii.s said, " i do 
not act llfjhtly when i l coines 
lo p i i i j l i r ly (ii.saKrcclng with 
my Governor. Unforti innleiy, 
i do not believe that another 
sohil ioi) exists, and we i i i i i s l 
act so l l i i i t IoctI fjovernmcnis 
arc not forced to l.iy off work­
ers." 

Prior 10 the the legislature 
reconvening, local pols were 
concerned about Senate 
Majority Leader Dan DcGrow. 

Earlier this year DeGrow, who 
is icnn-limitcd oul of office, 
refused to put house and senate 
pay raises on the senate agenda 
after the house voted them 
down, which allowed the raises 
to go into effect automatically. 

State Sen. Ken Sikkcma sent 
DeGrow a letter Aug . 2 urging 
him to support an override vote. 

As it was, only one member 
each in tiie House and Senate 
voted against the override. 

One thing members of the 
local state delegation seemed to 
agree on was that slate represen­
tatives and .senators looking for 
local support in the future would 
be hard pressed not to have sup­
ported an override vote. 

Cassis decided lo take a 
leadership role in the restora­
tion of revenue funding. 

"As chair of the tax pol icy 
committee, It was a tough 
decision to vote on the tobac­
co lax lo save revenue shar­
ing." said Cassis. "But that 
was tiie (leal. That was the 
comnil lment . We left Lans ing 
for the recess feeling we'd 
done right by our c o m m u n i -
Ues and protected an inipor-
tant source of funding for 
essential services. It was very 
dis turbed when I found out 
about the governor's veto.

Engler criticized the plan because i l would send $60 million 
annually to a private corporation shielded Ironi legislative 
oversight. 

B a r g a i n i n g r i g h t s f o r s t a t e e m p i o y e e s 
This question is being brought forth by a coalition of unions 

representing slate einployces. 
They want lo amend the constitution to send conir;ict dis­

putes to outside, independent arbiters. 
Currently, the disputes are handled by ihe slate's C i v i l 

Service Commission, which has the power lo open contracts 
and change negotiated agreements. 

The workers don't h;ive the right lo strike, and say negotia­
tions are stacked in favor of the state. 

Engler said this could cause untold increases in personnel 
costs and pointed to a similar binding arbilration program 
which cost the city of Detroit nearly $700 mil l ion over 20 
years. 

D e c r i m i n a i i z i n g d r u g s 
The drug reform initiative would establish new penalties Ibr 

drug kingpins, require ireainicnt instead of jail lime for drug 
possession offen.ses, and create a new commission to .set penal­
ty ranges for drug crimes. 

Engler said he's concerned about the proposal because it 
decriminalizes drug use and mandates millions in health care 
and treatment for drug addicts. 

He said a similar proposal has failed in California.

They would make rec-
oiIImendations to council members 
whenever they feel action should be 
talcen conceIning trafBc issues. 

TVaflHc and Safety BoaId mem­
bers could also Iecommend a pro­
gram to utilize roads more efficient­

ly and tiy to improve streets and 
intersections to complement com­
mercial and nssidential areas. 

"It's not just a committee to add 
to a resume; it's a working commit­
tee," Vawter said. "It's an opportu­
nity to say 'let's solve the problem 
togeiher'." 

The new traffic and safety board 
comes on the heels of a recent 
council meeting where residents 
expressed concerns about problems 
with city roads. The late City 
Attorney John Donohue had 
noticed, prior lo his death, how well 
the Traffic and Safety board 
worked wiUi traffic flows in 
Fanmington. Therefore, he wanted 
the Walled Lake community to 
work together to solve traffic 
issues. 

"Several of those individuals

commented that there was no ea.sy 
solution to the problem and that 
council had a tough job in uying to 
find a solution that would work for 
everyone," Vawter said in a written 
report. "Establishing a Traffic and 
Safety board would assist the coun­

cil and slaft" in finding w.iys to 
improve traffic problem areas by 
allowing our residents to be a part 
of the process." 

The group will have their work 
cut out for them. Tlie M-5 road 
project will be completed in 
November. Therefore, current traf­
fic patterns arc expected to change. 

They would additionally be 
responsible for finding ways lo 
calm Uaflic around Leon Street 
and Eist Lake Drive because of 
the development of E;ist Bay 
Vill.ige condominium project. 

Mayor Willi.mi Roberts said he 
wanted to make sure all board 
members recommendations were 
made to council members. 

"I think anything that would 
come up, would come back to 
council," Vawter said. "1 .see noth­

ing wrong with council participat­
ing in some oflhe.se meetings.:' 

Heather Hill, council member, 
said she thought the new board 
would be a good thing for the city. 

"Getting people involved is a key 
10 success," Hill said. "1 tiiink this is 
a good start. I lliink this would be 
beneficial. I don't think we would 
be excluded in ihe end." 

Diane Cartter. council member, 
said the board will make progress 
on area roads. 

"Il wi l l move traffic around 
much more .sraoodily and quickly.,"

Walled Lake city officials had to 
defend themselves once again for 
allegedly unkempt grounds behind 
the Department of Public Works 
building. 

William Bimdorf, a Wolverine 
Lake resident, sounded off at tile 
July 7 council meeting. 

He told council members he 
thought tile city would have kept 
their DPW grounds clean after 
W X Y Z TV-7 news reported tiiat 
the city has been irresponsible 
with chemicals. The report main­
tained that the city has been pol­
luting the Greenaway Drain , 
which leads into Wolverine Lake. 
They also alleged tiie city sent 
contaminated dirt to a L y o n 
Township residential develop­
ment. 

However, Walled Lake officials 
stress that tiiey do keep a tidy 
DPW. They also have documenta-

I liioi^ to prove tiiey have been worH-
ing 'with the E)epartment pf 
Environmental Quality (DEQ) it 
clean up .tile Greenaway Drain for 
years. • 

However, Bimdorf said he saw 
differently Aug. 4 when he walked 
behind the current D P W building 
and took photographs. He said 
road salt was on tile ground at tile 
current D P W and the new D P W 
building's construction site. 

"This salt, with die biggest con­
centration of it about 40 feet away 
from tile manhole drain tiiat emp--
ties into the Greenaway Drain, 
which empties into Wolverine 
Lake, has been setting out there 
since at least Friday the second of 
August," Birndorf said. " I ' m 
happy dial tiiere was no excessive 
amount of rain because a lot o f it 
would have washed down the 
drain, to the Greenaway, and into 
Wolverine Lake." 

He pleaded witii council mem­
bers and Mayor William Roberts 
to lake care of the matter. 

Loyd Cureton, Walled Lake 
D P W director, said his workers 
were moving tiie salt from the cur­
rent location to its new location. 
Therefore, the small amount o f 
salt was only on tiie ground in the 
moving process. 

"On Monday morning first 
thing, it was cleaned up," Cureton 
said. 

Containers, which were shown 
in the Birndorf's photographs, 
were empty and tiiere were only 
minuscule amounts of salt on die 
ground, he said. 

"The only tiling going down the 
drain the city hall complex are 
tilings that normally go down die 
drain in any community," Cureton 
said. "The city of Walled Lake has 
an intensive water shed program. 
They've spent hundreds of hours 
mplementing it. We will be happy 

to share it witii anyone interested. 
We also have a hazardous waste 
program." 

Roberts said tiiere was notiiing 
out of place behind tiie D P W . 
Instead, Cureton has always done 
everything in his power to keep 
the grounds clean as well as tiie 
Greenaway Drain. 

"I think we have a great DPW," 
Roberts said. 

Heatiier H i l l , council member, 
agreed. 

"We probably have tiie finest 
D P W director in the state o f 
Michigan," H i l l said. " N o t only 
does Cureton go out of his way to 
go tiie exU'a mile for Walled l i k e , 
he also tries to help otiier commu­
nities." 

However, she believes thai die 
village of Wolverine Lake could 
do more to keep their own lake 
clean instead of putting die blame 
on Walled Lake. For one tiling, 
they should have a sewer system, 
ratiier tiian a septic system, she 
said.

and welfare reform, and provid­
ing strong national defense," 
Cheney said. "Republicans and 
Democrals respect his diligence 
and good judgment. Without 
question, he as earned another 
term in lhe United States 
Congress." 

Cheney also had high words 
for McColter , a slate senator 
who last week won lhe 
Republican primary for the I l lh 
Congressional District in 
Oakland and Wayne counties, 
l ie faces Democrat Kevin 
Kel lcy , Redford Township 
.Supervisor. 

"As state senator, he has been 
a tireless, coiiscicniious voice 
for lower la.xcs, safer neighbor­
hoods, and beller public 
schools," Cheney said. "His rep-
ulation has grown every single 
year." 

The Republican Parly is 
allenipling lo maintain coiilrol 
of Congress in ibis November's 
election.

Cheney, who pointed to record 
new home sales, high worker 
productivity and low inflation as 
signs of the country's economic 
health. "But we wi l l not be sat­
isfied until every person in 
America who wants to work 
finds a job." 

The vice president called on 
Congress to make permanent 
the tax cuts initiated by 
President George W. Bush. He 
drew loud applause from the 
audience when he said that Bush 
would veto "runaway" govern­
ment spending. 

Cheney also touted the recent­
ly signed "trade promotion 
aulhority," which gives the White 
House Ihe ability to negotiate 
trade deals, as a tool lo open 
markets to domestic product. 

Cheney also said the country 
would continue lo invest in the 
military and hunt down terror­
ists, "one by one." 

As for Iraq, Cheney said that 
Saddam Hussein is pursing 
weapons of mass destruction. 

"There is no question about 
the severity of the threat," said 
Cheney. "Wishful thinking in 
the face of mortal danger is bad 
policy. The United States w i l l 
not look the other way." 

Cheney said Ihe United Slates 
w i l l persevere because "the 
greatest advantage we have is 
the courage of the men and 
women who serve" in uniform. 

Cheney's appearance in 
Livonia capped a busy day fea­
turing stops in Minnesota and 
Wyoming. After the speech, he 
traveled to Waco, Texas for an 
economic summit with Bush, 
Cabinet officials, and Texas 
business owners and workers. 

McCotter was pleased to have 
Ihe vice president's endorse­
ment. 

'•It's kind of cool," he said. 
"It's great top have the vice 
president take time from his 
busy schedule and support my 
campaign, but ultimately, this 
election w i l l be decided by the 
voiers on the issues in 
November." 

Before the dinner Monday, 
the Michigan Democratic Party 
issued a statement, cri t icizing 
Ihe $1,000 per plate fundraiser 
and calling Republican candi­
dates "poster boys for corporate 
greed." 

McCotter bristled at the sug­
gestion, pointing to fundraisers 
by Democratic gubernalorial 
candidate Jennifer Granholm. 

"The Attorney General raised 
up to $3,400 a piece from 
donors," said McCotter. "They 
have no room to talk."

However, she said enjoys her 
job, where lliere ai'c sometimes dis­
agreements iliat are worked out. 

"It's a real good department," 
Behrens said. "Everyone is like a 
family. The city is a good place to 
work. They're good to dieir peo­
ple."

from 810 lo 586 in Maich will con-
linuc 10 have .seven digilal dialing 
for local calls, as wil l Living.slon, 
Washlenaw and Wayne Counly res-
idenls. 

However, noted Colaco, plans arc 
in the works lo add a single overlay 
area code lo the 31.1 and 734 lu'ea 
codes, which ser\'e niosi of Wayne 
and Washlenaw Counties. When il's 
ill place, conimunilies in these areas 
will have 10-digil dialing iis well, 
but Colaco said it's unclear when 
that will happen. 

Colaco said il's also "kind of hard 
lo prcdicl" when the firsl 947 num­
bers wil l go into opcralion in 
Oakland Counly. Il all hinges on 
how fast telephone numbers are 
used up. 

Telephone numbers arc assigned 
10 iclecomniuiiicalions companies 
in blocks of 10,000. In June alone 
six of Ihose blocks were assigned lo 
companies. But there are 740,000 
telephone numbers available in Ihe 
248 area code. 

Adding another area code io 
Oakland Counly makes roughly 
iinotlicr 7.9 million phone numbers 
available for eveo'thing from cell 
phones to pagers to compuler 
modems, all of which were neady 
unheard of when Ihe 810 area code 

was carved oul of Ihe 313 area code. 
While Oakland County oilicials 

frciied last year that adding a new 
area code would be confusing widi 
people having two area codes in ilie 
same building, Kunkle said ilial is 
"highly unlikely." The phone com­
panies, she said, "Iry lo avoid ihat ai 
all costs." 

Aldiough some people may find 
die prospect of an overlay area code 
aggravaiing, Colaco noted il will 
actually be less expensive for most 
busines.ses. When Macomb County 
was Uinimed off llie 810 area code 
this spring, every business dicre had 
to have new stationary and business 
cards printed as well as change 
phone numbers in advertiscmenLs 
and on billboards iind repaint num­
bers on compiiny vehicles. 

None of (Dakland County's exist­
ing 60,(XX) businesses will have dial 
expense. 

"You're seeing more and more 
10-digit dialing," noted Colaco. "It's 
all over Ohio and parts of Illinois 
now." He said 10-digil dialing lias 
been around for several years in 
New Jersey, which has nine area 
codes of its own,

• fi/linimize activities where 
mosquitoes are present, such 
as shaded areas. Wear long-
sleeved shirts and long pants 
outdoors. 

• Spray clothing with insect 
repellent containing no more 
than 35 percent DEET (N, H-
diethyl-m-toluamide). When 
using insecticide or insect 
repellent, follow manufacturers 
directions for use. 

• Apply insect repellent spar­
ingly to exposed skin. Follow 
label directions carefully. 

•Avoid using repellent on 
children under 2 years of age. 
Repellents should be used 
sparingly on children 2 to 6 
years of age and should con­
tain no more than 10 percent 
DEET. 

• Be careful using repellent 
on the hands of children 
because repellents may irritate 
the eyes and mouth. 

• Maintain window and door 
screening to keep mosquitoes

County heallh olllcials are cau-
lioniiig people lo prolecl ihem-
selves liom a polenlially deadly 
nios(|ijiio-boni virus. 

•file West Nile Virus, which is 
iransiuilled from bird lo luosquilo, 
and iheii lo humans, was dcleclcd 
ill a dead bird found in Clawsoii in 
July. 

Although, lo dale, Ibeic have 
been no ie|ioricd lumwn cases in 
Oakland Counly, a receiil oulbre;ik 
(if the Wesl Nile Virus is hlaiiicd 
lor four deaths in Louisiana. In 
Kilal. 22 people in llic Uiiiled 
.Slates have died from the Wesl 
Nile Virus since il was llrsl deled 
near New York in l y w . 

Il Tirsl emerged in Oakland 
Counly lasi year, when several 
dciid crows lesled posilivc for Ihe 
vims. 

"As is llic case wilh mosl dis­
eases, the very old. ihc very 
young, and ihose wilh weak 
immune syslems are mote suscep­
tible 10 Ihe serious effects of the 
viius." said l)r. Carolyn Bird, 
(;hief of Medical .Services for ihe 
Oakland Counly Heallh Division. 
"The Wesl Nile Vims could prove 
10 be a large heallh ihrcal in 
Oakland Counly. We don'l have 
any evidence thai i i will be. bul il 
could be. Tlial is why we are ask­
ing |icople lo lake precaulions." 

Mosquitoes become infected 
when they feed on infecled birds, 
which may circulate llic virus in 
Iheir blo(xl for a few days. Infected 
iiios(juitoes can then iransmil Wesl 
Nile vims lo humans and animals 
while biting lo lake blood. During 
IiIoihI feeding, the virus may be 
ii i i . ' . lcd 11)10 Ihe aiiiiiKil or Inniian. 
w;..-v 11 ma) muliipfy. possibly 

i lie precaulions include, Ihe use 
of insecl repellent, wearing long-
sleeved shirts and long pants, and 
eliminaling standing water in 
yards. 

T'lie counly has also asked resi­
denls 10 repon dead crows the 
Oakland Counly He;dlh Division's 
l-nvironnicnlal Heallh .Services 
unil. ioll-frec,al (877) 377-3641. 

The virus, which causes an 
inllammalion of ihc brain, affcels 
lieopic in dilfereni ways, said D r 
Bird. 

"Il is ; i viral infeclion ihal has a 
wide range of effects on people — 
from no app:irenl eflecl lo dealh." 
said D r Bird. 

Mosl infecled people show no 
synipioms or have mild symploms 
of llie disease. M i l d cases h.ive 
symploms similar lo the flu, 
including fever, headaches, body 
aches, skin rash and swollen 
lymph glands. 

More sever cases of ihe disease 
include headaches, high fevers, 
stiff necks, disoricnlalion, coma, 
tremors, paralysis and dealh. 

Dr. Bird said thai anyone who 
believes they may have .symptoms 
should conlacl their heallh care 
provider. 

There is no specific therapy for 
Ihe infection. In more severe cases, 
piilieiiis are hospitalized and treat­
ed with inlravenous fluids, a venti­
lator and other regimens. 

"Like most olher viruses, it is 
jusl something you have lo gel 
Ibrough," said Dr Bird. 

The West Nile virus isn't the 
only mosquito-bom encephalitis, 
saitl Ron Grimes, Administrator of 
Environmental Heallh Services of 
the Oakland Counly Health 
Division. 

"In fact, olher forms of 
encephalitis are more common," 
said Grimes, pointing to Ea.slem 
Itquine ;ind St. Louis encephalilis. 
"Bul the West Nile vims had never 
Iwcii seen on ilie North American 
continent until it was found in 
New York in 1999. So while it 
shares many of the same charac­
teristics wilh olher forms the 

encephalilis. heallh officials ;irc 
paying close allenlion because 
we've never dealt wilh this panic-
ular fonn before." 

A n i m a l s 

Although, the Wesl Nile Virus 
can be transinilled to cats and 
dogs, Ihere liave been very few 
cases of the vims reported in ihe 
domcsticaled animals. According 
10 Ihe Cenier for Disease Conlrol, 
Ihe virus was isolated from a dog 
in souihem Africa in 1982. In 1999 
and 2000, the virus was found in 
several dead cats. 

Tiic virus is known to cause 
severe illness and death in horses, 
however. 

Horses, like people, contract the 
virus tiirough biles from infected 
mosquiios. The virus attacks a 
horses neurological system. 
Symploms include high fever, 
depression, muscle tremors and 
com.is. 

According to Dr. Steve Rymai, a 
veierinarian with ihe Oakland 
Equine Hospital in South Lyon, 
horses which contract the virus 
face a 40 iKrceni mortality rale. 

"As far as I know, we haven't 
had any cases o f West Nile vims in 
horses in this area," said Dr. 
Rymai. "Sl i l l , i l remains a threat. 
So we sent out letters lo all of our 
clients explaining the dangen, of 
this vims." 

While there is no vaccine pro­
tecting people from the virus, there 
is one which protects horses. A 
shot administered twice in a six-
week period — plus an annual 
booster — apparently vaccinates 
the horse against the vims. 

The treatment costs about $25 a 
shot. 

Dr. Rymai also suggests keep­
ing horses from areas where mos­
quiios breed, and spraying horses 
with mosquito rcpellenL 

"As is the case 
witli most diseases, 
the very old, the 
very young, and 
those with weal( 
immune systems 
are more suscepti­
ble to the serious 
effects of the 
virus."

Poli t ical parties don' t pay for 
elect ions; the taxpayers do . A n d i n 
Mich igan a plural i ty of voters identify 
themselves as Independents, n o l as 
Democrats or Republicans, a n d mass 
ticket sp l i t t ing is a n honored tradi­
tion. W l i y shou ld Independents and tick­

et splitters be discr iminated against? 
Here's why. 
Pr imary elections are held to determine 

w h i c h candidates from what parties sha l l 
be nominated to r u n for office in the gen­
eral election, it 's tlie parUes" business -
a n d that of people who affiliate them­
selves Wil l i a g iven party - lo select who 
sha l l represent l l i e party in general elec­
tions. If the p r imary voters for a given 
party pick a weak candidate, that's Just 
tough luck. 

A s a p r a c t i c a l matter , the o n l y 
na t ionwide o rgan ized (to use the word 
loosely) i n s t i t u t i o n s i n our p o l i t i c a l 
sys t em are the two major par t ies . S o 
far as I know, Independents don ' t field 
a slate of cand ida t e s i n general elec­
t ions , a n d the mi sce l l aneous Greens , 
L ibe r t a r i ans a n d Nader l les s t i l l don' t 
c o u n t for m u c h . A l l o w i n g c rossover 
v o t i n g w o u l d mere ly add lo the half-
c e n t u r y long d i m i n u t i o n of the po l i t i ca l 
par t ies as the ma jo r i n s l i l u l i o n s i n our 
democracy . 

B u t my heresy goes fartlier. Frankly , 
I 'm skeptical abou t pr imary elections as 
the currently sanctified method by w h i c h 
the parties nomkia te candidaies. I have 
two reasons. Low turnout primaIy elec­
t ions allow "lI-ue believers" - minori ty b u l 
v e i y active hard-core ideologues from one 
s ide or the other - too large a role In 
selecting the candidate wi lh the best 
chance lo win i n November. Moreover, 
p r imary elections give entirely too m u c h 
weight in the poli t ical process lo the news 
med ia - reporters, editorial writers and 
co lumnis t s like m y s e l f 

Take last week's Republican primary. 
Sure , D i c k P o s t h u m u s swamped Joe 
Schwarz in the gubernatorial primaIy, 
largely because he was the candidate of 
the inst i tut ional ized right wing of the 
G O P . B u l vir tual ly eveiy poli l ical expert 
In the stale agrees that Schwarz would 
have been a far more formidable oppo­
nen t for J e n n i f e r G r a n h o l m , the 

Democratic nominee. In the November 
general election. O n Ihe Democratic side, 
you have only lo leniember how wealthy 
(and therefore well knowIi, thanks to T V 
adverllslng) b u l ot l leiwise unqualified 
trial lawyer Geoffrey Feiger unexpectedly 
won the pr imary election four years 
ago. He was tromped big time by J o h n 
Engler i n November. 

The pa t t e rn Is not confined to 
M i c h i g a n . In Ca l i fo rn ia , bus ine s sman 
Wi l l i am S imon , Jr . , defeated moderate 
former Los Angeles Mayor Dick RIorden, 
and looks l ike a loser against no l so pop­
ular incumbent Gov. Gray Davis, New 
Jersey went Democratic last year when 
Republ ican p i l m a r y vo le i s rejected a 
moderate candidate for governor a n d 
nominated a vehemenUy pro-voucher, 
an i l - abor t ion candidate . T h i s year i n 
Illinois a n d Pennsylvania, i l looks like the 
same th ing Is happening. 

Years ago, I used to sit i n on "midnight 
caucuses" in (what were back then) 
smoke-filled rooms, 1 was impressed w i th 
how well Ihe polit ical pi-os knew the 
sb-englhs a n d weaknesses of various 
candidates, how accurately they estimat­
ed their appeal to the genei'al eleclorate, 
and how clearly IJiey realized lha l their 
own power depended on Uieir picking a 
nominee who cou ld win in November B y 
subst i tu t ing the "popular vole" - l,e. one 
heavily influenced by Ideologues on the 
one hand and the news media on the 
olher - for the informed judgment of 
political insiders, primary elections i n 
practice skew the nominat ion process 
a n d often resul t In weak candidates 
being nominated. 

If that's heresy, don't say 1 didn't w a r n 
y o u .

One of those Wolverine Lake residents, 
Wi l l i am Bimdorf, walked behind the current 
D P W building and took photographs. He took 
photographs of salt plastic canisters inside a 
box and other photos. He returned to the 
Walled Lake coOncil meciing on Aug. 6 with 
his findings. 

However, L o y d Cureton, Walled Lake D P W 
director, said the containers were empty and 
the small amount of salt was only there in the 
moving process. 

Perhaps Biradorf expected council mem­
bers to agree with him dial the place is a mess. 
He obviously loves his lake and wants io 
ensure that it's a clean place for his children to 
swim in . 

However, council members became upset 

by his accusations. Now, while I don't think 
council member Heather H i l l should have told 
Bimdorf io "get a life", J do understand her 
frustration. Anyone would become upset i f 
ihey were continually being attacked and they 
felt the attacks were unfair 

Bimdorf told her " A l l I want is it cleaned up. 
1 have a life and that's whai my life is about, 
Ms, H i l l . " 

I also understand Birndorf's frusu-ation. He 
loves his family, who swims in the lake. He 
wants his lake cleaned up. 

Nevertheless, Wolverine Lake residents are 
on a septic waste system. I diink it would be a 
good idea to get sewers in. Some waste has to 
be leaking into Wolverine Lake due to the sep­
tic system. It only makes sense. 

From Bimdorf and oUier residents point of 
view Ihe allegations did come from a reputable 
news station. People ihink i f they saw i l on tel­
evision, it must be hue. 

However, are residents taking it all in with­
out questioning the report a litde? In journal­
ism school I was taught that there are many 
versions of the trath. I question everything and 
everybody and understand that everyone 
believes they are right and what they see is 
mIe. 

I diink it's a real shame diat two close com­
munities .seem to be in a verbal war. The two 
communities have worked wel l togedier over 
the years. Walled Lake dispatchers take 
Wolverine Lake's emergency calls in off hours, 
which helps die village out. 

I also think it's a shame that Cureton is get­
ting the bmnt of the attacks. Cureton was actu­
ally the first person I talked to in the city when 
I first started my Walled Lake/ WIxom news 
beats. He's a nice man, who acwally works 

hard for the city - not die pollution monster 
that he's being made out to be. 

Cureton's always at die scene any time of the 
night when there is water main break or other 
emergency I know this because he's had to call 
me late at my home when 1 needed informalion 
right away 

Mary Sheridan, parks and recreation mem­
ber, told Bimdorf and others that she would 
"trust him wilh my life." 

I think a lol of city people who know him 
feel dial way. 

We ai the Novi News took our own photo­
graphs and didn't find contaminants leaking 
anywhere. It didn't look squeaky clean but it 
looked better than my desk sometimes. 
However, again I realize that dlere are many 
versions of the truUi. 

I 'm asking that residents don't make accusa­
tions until those accusations cari be substantiat­
ed by state officials. I hate living in a world 
where people assume the worst in olher people 
without knowing the facts. 

And the facts wi l l be in. Cureton and City 
Manager Phil Vawter assure me of tiiat. The 
city is investigating the matter and Wolverine 
Lake officials are also conducting an investiga­
tion. 

Therefore, no more accusations until envi­
ronmental agencies make their own conclu­
sions. If diose conclusions prove that Walled 
Lake is at fault, I wi l l be writing a different 
type of column. Until then, l rest my Case.

A l t h o u g h M a i n Street 
A m e r i c a ' s business owners 
breathed a collect ive s igh o f 
re l i e f last week when 
President B u s h inked the cor­
porate reform b i l l into law, 
there were few shouts o f j o y 
to be heard. The mood among 
the nation's small entrepre­
neurs is one of sadness and 
disappointment. 

They're sad lhat this scan­
dal threatens to give the free 
enterprise sector a black eye. 
They're disappointed lhat the 
mess requ i red an act o f 

Congress to rectify. 
But there's more than sad­

ness and disappoint i i ient 
among the ranks o f smal l 
business. There's also anger 
because these job-crea t ing , 
income-generating, tax-pay­
ing proponents o f free enter­
prise know that a l l the effort, 
expense and time wasted in 
hearings, investigations and 
legal maneuverings has 
pushed the small-business 
agenda inlo the background. 

Let's forget for a moment 
that small business creates 
eight-out-of-IO new jobs for 
the nation. A n d let's ignore 
the fact ihat nearly 40 percent 
o f the Gros s Domest ic 
Product is generated by these 
non-Wal l Street firms. A n d 
whi le we're turning our head 
to the fads, let's act l ike we 
don't know that dur ing nation­

al r ecess ions - l ike the one 
we're in right now-small busi­
ness is almost the sole source 
of j o b growth. 

B u t there is one fact about 
smal l -bus iness owners that 
everyone shou ld keep in 
m i n d . The typica l M a i n Street 
business owner doesn't bui ld 
z i l l i o n dol lar mansions nor 
need a computer to keep up 
wi th her stock options or z ip 
from coast lo coast in a sleek, 
corporate jet. A c c o r d i n g lo an 
N F I B Research Foundat ion 
study, the typical small-busi­
ness owner earns around 
$40,000 a year. 

Y e s , $40,000. What does 
that say about these entrepre­
neurs? The message is clear; 
T h e y aren't in it to get rich. 

W h a t motivates them? Not 
mansions, not jets, nor stock 
opt ions. Certa inly , many have 

hopes and dreams o f being 
bigger one day, but that is not 
their a l l -consuming pass ion. 
No , they do it for the thr i l l of 
bui ld ing something for them­
selves and their f a m i l i e s . 
They do it to have more con­
trol over their destinies. They 
do it because that smal l busi­
ness they create is an exten­
sion o f themselves. 

That's w h y they fight so 
hard to keep government from 
increasing taxes,' f rom adding 
on more regulation and from 
erecting red tape obstacles at 
every turn. That's why they 
are frustrated to see the i r 
elected leaders now having to 
divert their energies to forc­
ing people to abide by the 
laws that are already on Ihe 
books. 

Three months f rom now. 
expect to see some o f this 

emotion find expression at the 
ballot box. A new N F I B - s p o n -
sored study notes the majority 
of the small-business commu­
nity w i l l take time off from 
running the i r business jus t 
long enough to go to the polls 
on Nov. 5. 

A c c o r d i n g to researchers, 
84 percent o f those surveyed 
confirmed they're planning to 
vent their feelings in the vot­
ing booth. G i v e n the current 
state of economic uncertainty, 
they're going to be look ing to 
Congress to lead a strong 
recovery. 

Washington should pay 
heed. There is no joy on M a i n 
Street today.

Nonliville's cady football te;mis 
practiced and pliiycd their games at 
the Alhleiit P;irk on The North 
liasl comer of Sheldon Road :uid 7 
mile. The learn would dress in the 
locker rooms al tlieir high school 
on Main Street and then run lo their 
new Ibdlball Held :ihiilf-mile away 
;is part of conditioning. 

'Iherc were no bleachers for 
spechiKirs in those days bul the ath­
letic depariinent set up posts wilh a 
rope p;irliti(m lo keep people olT 
llie playing lickl. SpecUilors would 

walk up and down the field follow­
ing the How of the game always 
slaying behind the ropes. 

In 1922 a harness nice track for 
the Northville Wayne Counly Fair 
was built on the same site as the 
Football field or Athletic grounds. 
The football team continued to 
play their games on the infield of 
whai today is Northville Downs. 

In I9.'*2 land was purchased by 
Wayne Country all die way from 
Norlhville to Dearborn becoming 
know as Cass Iknlon Park or 
Hines Drive. The Parkway fol­
lowed ihe Rouge River and is 18 
miles long. This Parkway system 

, still is in existence today and is a 
beautiful drive belween Norlhville 
and Deiirboni. The couniy at the 
lime of construction for the park­
way built an outstanding ba.seball 
field along with lennis courts al the 
opening of the new parkway just 
South East of Northville Downs or 
Southwest of McDonald Ford.

High Schools new Athletic Field. 
The field doubled as a baseball and 
foolball field like the old Tiger 
Sladium on Tmnibull. There still 
were no bleachers to set on, but 
people could sit on Uie hill on a 
blanket or again walk up and down 
the sideline. This ba.seball field slill 
survives today along with volley 
ball courts close lo where the len­
nis courts used lo be as you enter 
the parkway on die left or East side 
of die road. 

After Worid War II, Henry Ford 
donated land and resources to con-
stmcl Ford Field on the corner of 
Dunlap and Hulton. This field was 
just recently renovated by ihe 
Northville Recreation DeparUnent. 
This was Norlhville's firsl lit field 
ajid iliey could play iheir games al 
night (Football and Baseball). Up 
lo this time all games were played 
after school on Fridays. The CT̂ ity 
of Northville al.so installed planks 
right into the steep bank so people 
could h;ive seating; later on these 

seats were molded out of concrete 
into the bank. 

In 1953 property was acquired 
on Bucchner Hill for a new High 
School. Today Ihis location is 
known as Hillside Middle School. 
This is the highest point in Wayne 
Couniy and was formerly a gravel 
pit. In 1956 voters approved two 
million dollars to build a new high 
school on this site. The foolball 
team continued to play their games 
al Ford Field until the new school 
was built and the athletic fields 
were finished. The new stadium 
was located on the North side of 8 
Mile in a crater caived out from llie 
earlier gravel excavating days wilh 
the same topography as U of M's 
stadium. A l the new field, which 
lod;iy is slil) Northville High 
School's home field, lights were 
erected and gmndstands were built 
on both sides of the field and a 
working PA .system was installed. 

Northville has always supported 
its athlelic teams and Football is no 

exception. In die early days before 
Novi had a high school, all of dleir 
students would come to Northville 
for a secondary education. This 

'extra influx of talent also a.ssisted 
Northville in being one of die top 
high schools in sports and .scholas­
tics in Ihe state of Michigan as it is 
lodiiy Northville has raised many 
A l l Americans including Steve 
Juclay the quarterback for M S U 
wlio led the team to a Rose bowl 
win ill Ihe I960's. 

Northville's traditions in 
scholastics, sports and its competi­
tive nature can be traced to its ori­
gins in the 1800's and diis spiril 
still lives today as we ready for the 
2002-2003 season. Good luck 
Mustangs, here's to another 100 
years of tradition! j

Despite llie chiuTicter he plays in 
"Blood Work," Clint Eastwood 
shows no signs of slowing down. 

The 72-ycar-old Academy Award 
winning director ("Unforgiven") 
and legendiuy king of tough guys 
not only stitfs in tliis tautly-piiced 
llirilleL he also produces and directs 
it, and even does some of his own 
stunts. Based on Michael 
Connelly's novel of die same name 
and deftly adapted for the screen by 
writer Briiui Helgeland (who adapt­
ed I997's " L . A . Confidentiiil"), 
Eastwood plays Terry McCaleb, an 
FBI profiler, who has a heart attack 
while chasing a serial killer. 

Luckily, McCaleb is saved by a 
heart minsplanl, which forces him 
into icuremcnt, spending his golden 
years in solitude on his houseboat. 
However, he returns to the fold 
when he is hired by Graciela Rivers 
(Wanda De Jesus) to investigate ihe 
murder of her sister Gloria (Maria 
Quiban), who gave McCaleb his 
heart. At firsl he thinks it's just a 
random robbery, but becomes con­
vinced as tlic invesdgation deepens 
dial it's the same serial killer who 
got away from him die night he had 
a heart attack. 

The role plays to Eastwood's age, 
not to mention his strengdis. It 
would look ridiculous for him to mn 
around beating everyone up and 
spouting famous one-liners ("Make 
my day.") like he did in his "Dirty 
Harry" days. As McCaleb, he's in 
over his head and overexerts him­
self often, miming a high tempera­
ture, having shortness of breath, and 
always popping his medication, 
despite his stem doctor's (Anjelica 
Huston) explicit orders to get off the 
Case. McCaleb relies more on his
