• Bankruptcy forces 
Andiamo's, Second 
City to change plans

Most tenants arc uiifazed by die news that 
the tliilltoi'nitt firiti ilial owns Novi's 
Fountain Walk shopping center filed Chapter 
i 1 bankruptcy late last month. 

But the news means that two pro.spective 
tenants — the Italian restaurant Andiamo's 
and the Second City coiIiedy club — will 
scrap plans to locate at Fountain Walk and 
will instead relocate In another Novi hot 
spot, the former Local Color site on Main 
Street. 

"On our end, it's very unfortunate," 
Andiamo's owner Joseph Vicari said of the 
bankruptcy filing. "We had a deal, and we've 
been spending money on the Fountain Walk 
design since January." 

The bankruptcy was filed in California, 
home to PLC Commercial which owns PLC 
Novi West Development, a subsidiary that 
opened Fountain Walk only two years ago. 

Calls lo PLC were not returned, but local­
ly Fountain Walk marketing director Linda 
Busse said nothing has changed. 

"Fountain Walk is still operating as it 
always has. Nodiing has changed," she said. 

" i really don't think it 
will have much Impact 
on day-to-day business. 
Most of the businesses 
here are dolngweil, are 
very sucoessfui, and are 
showing strong sales."

• Cassis strongly 
opposes proposal

A cpntroversial proposal that 
would advance a portion of coun­
ty property tax collection to help 
the stale through its budget crunch 
was scheduled to go to a vote late 
Wednesday in the House. 

Jf some version of Senate Bills 
1 l 11 and 1112 pass, it would have 
taxpayers pay one-third of their 
winter county property tax in the 
summer over a three-year period. 

Gov, Jennifer Granholm signed 
into law last Friday die fiscal year 
2005 budget that includes a 
$182.8 million reducdon in state 
revenue sharing payments to local 
governments. 

Even if some version of Senate 
Bills 11 l 1 and l 112 passes, how­
ever, il would have to come back 
to the Senate for approval. 

The proposal was headed 
toward failure last week in the 
House, but passed in the Senate, 
23-12, Those voting no included 
10 Republicans and two 
Democrats. A total of 56 voles are 
needed for the proposal to pass in 
the House. 

State Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi), who strongly opposes the 
proposal, said, "We need to 
reform and reduce spending 
instead of finding new ways to tax 
the citizens of our state." 

"I diink that die problem widi 
taxpayers is not whedier they con­
sider it to be a tax increase or not 
but that it will make people take 
money out of their pockets. That's 
what's making people mad. They 
are asking taxpayers to pay the 
money sooner," said Rep. Craig 
beFtgchê tRtNovi).̂  

values iii that it would free peo­
ple's money lip in the winieL But 
there's a time value on money. 
You're asking people to lay out 
more money than diey would have; 
originally. 

"Some people budget for an 
entire year to pay diose tax bills. If 
this is what the Governor's idea of 
balancing the budget is, I Uiink 
there's going to be a heavy price 
for her to pay in 20O6," he said. 

Cassis wonders if the legisla­
tion is even legal. 

"Is this a violation oif die 
Headlee Amendment dial states 
that diere will be no tax increase 
without a votes of die people? It's 
time we face the music and reduce 
spending, grow our economy and 
jobs," Cassis said. 

If the bills don't pass, projected

Cassis believes that the House 
will be compelled to pass the 
county lax shift proposal, or the 
Legislature will be forced to 
detenninc how the $182.3 million 
leduclion in stale revenue sharing 
is distributed.

Jonathan Durand considers 
himself a patriot and artist. 

Recently, the Clawson artist 
spread his fervor for country and 
illustrating by presenting his lai-
est work, a lithographed poster 
called "Home of the Brave," to a 
Waterford family that recently 
lost their son, U.S. Army PIC.

Helwig deserves better 
Imagine ihat you are the chief executive of 

a corporation ih;il employs hundreds of peo­
ple, has a budget lopping .$2.S million, and dial 
the company is growing by leaps and bounds. 

You have a master's degree from Harvard 
Universily and decades of experience manag­
ing other companies. Imagine that you have 
been the chief executive of lliis particular cor-
ponilion for live ye;irs, In that time spjin, you 
liave wilncssed ircmendous growth in the 
company, oversaw the scillement of a lawsuit 
that had already been filed prior to you being 
hired, a lawsuit that could have, and most 
likely would have, destroyed the organization. 

Imagine lli:it when you started here, you 
were confioiiled wilh making some very diffi-
cull decisions lhal would not be populaL bul 
you were told Ki excculc them hy your board 
of diieclors. 

Imagine that the same hoard of directors 
had shown their confidenee and pleasure in 
your performance by increasing your salary 
each year by Ihe maximum amount that any 
employee of ihe company received. 
Addilionaliy, the board told you lhal you wore 
doing a "greal job." 

Now ini;tgiiie lhal you just completed a 
year filled wilh positive news. That your com­
pany grew while other competing companies 
were forced lo cul slal'fs and reduce produe-
lion. 

However, under your leadership, your eom-
p;iny conlinucd to nourish. Staff was added. 
Required changes were made and the compa­
ny was thrixing. despite a down economy. 

But, the board of iJircetors had undergone a 
change. New board members had replaced 
others. And, despite the good news emanating 
from your office, three board members just 
didn't think that you were doing a good joh 
Four other board members disagreed with the 
three, but the three were vocal and adamant 
and persisted in their thoughts tliat you had 
nol met their expectations. 

The three voted to deny you a pay increase 
that would have matched top performing 
employees in your company. Instead, they 
suggested that you be given a salary increase 
that would be the same as lesser producing 
people in the organization had received. 'Your 
wages would not be comparable to your peers 
in other organizations. 

The four board members could not ovenide 
the three, because it took a "super majority" 
of five to authorize a pay increase. By the 
way, im.nginc that the whole debate over your 
peiTormance and wage issues was broadcast 
over local television. 

Ladies and gentlemen, ihis is exactly the 

situation that we find ourselves in loday. You 
;ind I and your neighbors and all the other 
Novi citizens are part of the "corporation." 

And, Rick Helwig is the chief executive of 
that organization. The board of directors in 
Ihi.s .story is the seven city council iiiemliers. 
And the rest can he figured out by anyone 
who walchcs cily council meetings or reads 
the Novi News or Novi.org. 

I've never been mistaken for someone who 
is fearful of speaking their mind, or voicing 
their opinion. That attribute has caused me 
trouble in the past, but has also been my great­
est asset. 1 cannot, and will not, be silent on 
this i.ssue. 

I believe it is shameful that our city manag­
er is not being given a salary increase this year 
equaling other top performers in the City of 
Novi. And, it's not because I like hiin, or 
because wc are friends, or because he has 
always done things that 1 agree with. Because, 
none of that is true. We don't socialize. We 
don't hang out together We don't even know 
a whole lot about each other. In fact, 1 was 
I verf;Cl|Straughl over at least one of his liioVcs 
in the past few years. Everyone who knows 
me knows what I am talking about. Bul, this 
isn't about lhal. 

This isn't about whether we like Rick 
Helwig or agree with all of his moves. It's 
about doing the right thing. It's about acting 
responsibly. It's about doing what's best for 
the company, the City of Novi. It's about the 
state of our city under his leadership. It's 
about keeping up with the limes, keeping up 
with our competitors, and keeping our chief 
executive satisfied. 

Admirably, Rick Helwig opted not to take 
any salary increase this year rather than 
accept an amount that would indicate a inuch 
lower level of performance lhan what he has 
acComplished. I respect him more today than 
ever before for taking that stance. It's exactly 
whal I would have done. 

How embarrassing it must have been for 
him to sit and listen, on live television, as our 
board members criticized him over issues that 
lie has worked on and moves that he has 
made. 

Keep in mind that the board members are 
part time employees who know nothing about 
running an organization the size of Novi. 
Myself included in that group. Some of ihe 
board members may claim to know how to 
run a .$2.'> million organization. However, to 
my knowledge, none have done so. 

It's been said that Novi is not the size of our 
"competitors" and therefore Mr. Helwig does­
n't deserve a salary that even approaches 
those of the cily managers in Faniiington 
Hills or Troy. 

My answer is simple. Check your facts. 
Farmington Hills is the most populated city in 
Oakland County. Their population tops 
80,000. Novi's Is just over 50,000. 

What do you think is more difficult lo man­
age? A city that is built out, coasting, wilh 
everything in place including staff, planning, 
park lands, etc., or a city like Novi where 
everything is booming, changing, growing, 
multiplying and doing so in an economy that 
some people say is "down." 

In my humble opinion, the answer is Novi. 
It's more difficult to manage. And, the city 
manager .should be paid Competitively for his 
endeavors. 

I'll Close by saying this. I am sorry that the 
counCil remains steadfast in their stance. I am

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A quick glance at the political scene makes 
one pretty pessimistic ... though there also 
may ju.st be reason for some new hope. 

First, the bad news; The country is evenly 
divided — 
"red" 
Republican 
slates and 
counties and 
"blue" 
Democratic 
ones — and the 
divide is as 
sharp and nasty 
as I've ever 
seen. Naked 
partisanship in 
Washington has 
wiped oul most [__̂  
vestiges of the _ 
biparlisan coop- KIHl P0W8r 
eration thai 
used to keep the country moving. 

In Lansing, where people are plenty parti­
san but more civil, divided government 
assures more or less continuous conflict. Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm's a Deniocral, but both 
houses of the legislature are run by the GOP, 
and that — and bitter budget battles — are 
likely to continue for years. 

Meanwhile term limits have wiped oul 
most of tlie insiitutional memory that used to 
give lawmakers perspective and balance. 
When nobody's been in the place longer tlian 
seven years, few even remember where the 
bodies were buried. Sometimes I wonder how 
anything ever gets done. 

However, over the lasl five months I've 
been involved in a heartily encouraging 
process lhal shows every sign of being a 
method of succeeding in reconciling positions 
which once .seemed absolutely irreconcilable. 

The process is called a "stakeholder work 
group." It involves bringing together all the 
various interests affected by a given issue into 
a small committee. Mission: To try to achieve 
a reasonable consensus that everybody can 
live with. It's a fascinating but little-known 
procedure that deserves to be more widely 
adopted. 

Here's how it worked in my case. After 
years of prospecting in the central Upper 
Peninsula, the Ktinnccoti mining company 
made a big strike — a body of ore ."iOO feet 
below ground containing rich concentrations 
of nickel and copper, and maybe some gold 
and palladium as well. 

But opening a mine would present extreme 
hazards to the environment. The deposit is 
located in sulfide rock which, when exposed 
to air and wateL generates sulfuric acid. This 
can leach into the ground water and streams, 
and can cany dissolved metals including cop­
per, concentrations of which can easily kill 
fish. 

Worse, the deposit is located under the 
headwaters of a trout stream that supports the 
only spawning rtin of the Coaster Brook 
Trout on the entire south shore of Lake 
Superior And a giant loophole in Michigan 
law exempts underground mining from regu­
lation. 

The proposed mine set up the classic devel­
opment confiict. On one hand is the opponu­
nity to create short-term jobs (not more than 
100, lasting for no more than 10 years) and 
the economic assets of tourism and recreation 
that will sustain UPeniployment over the long 
run. 

Local people who have lived in the peace, 
quiet and beauty of the UP for years felt tiicir 
way of life was being threatened with assault. 

Back in April, tempers were running high. 
People started organizing against the mine. 
People who owned cabins downstream started 
worrying about their fishing and property val­
ues. Nasty things were being said about 
Kennecott, which had bought much of the 
land and associated mineral rights (confus­
ingly, Michigan law separates ownership of 
the land from title to the minerals that may 
lie under the land. You Can own one and not 
the other) 

Everybody recognized that a new statute 
governing underground mining was needed. 
But how io do it? (jranholm's instincts were 
to protect the ciIvironmeni, while the 
Republicans running the legislature favored , 
development. The lawmakers from the UP 
realized mines Could Crop up all over the 
area, leaving them with angry constituents. 

Most people were suspicious of the 
Department of Environmental Quality, which 
has the authority to administer mining law. It 
looked like a classic dogfight: No Chance of 
resolving hard-held posilions, winners and 
losers angry no matter how this was decided. 

Then somebody got the bright idea Of con­
vening a stakeholder group to try lo write a 
consensus statute governing underground 
mining that could be presented to the legisla­
ture. 

The DEQ assembled the stakeholders: 
Kennecott and the mining interests; local 

government officials and residents from the 
UP; members of the UP delegation in the leg­
islature; environmental organizations like the 
National Wildlife Federation; and DEQ and 
Departmeni of Natural Resources experts. 

Our meetings started in April. We met 
mostly in Sl Ignace, an equally long drive for 
both the trolls from below the bridge and the 
jack pine savages from the UP. Wc had to 
meet face-to-face lo build personal relation­
ships and start developing small group 
dynamics. 

Some of the meetings were very con­
tentious, and at the beginning everybody was 
suspicious of everybody else. We were trying 
lo do something that seemed impossible: 
Square the classic circle between protecting 
the environment and allowing development. 

But as time went on, people began to trust 
each other and establish relationships warm 
enough to find ways.lo disagree without 
being disagreeable, A bearded, pony-tailed 
tree hugger found ways to negotiate with a 
.tic-wearing conserviuive lawyer representing 
Kennecott. 

After a while everybody began to gel 
invested in the idea that we could actually 
draft a con.scnsus statute to present to the leg­
islature. 

We had our final meeting lasl week, in 
Mackinaw Cily. We came to agreement on a 
draft statute that one participant called "the 
nation's toughest but most realistic mining 
legislation." It would require Kennecott — or 
any mining firm — to ensure that any pro­
posed mine would not damage the eiiviron-
mcm. Soon we will submit our work to the 
legislature, maybe in time to get a bill intro­
duced this year 

Will il pass? I hope .so. Will people try to 
play games? I hope nol. Will tlie inslinct for 
legislative confiict and gubernatorial pique 
get in the way. You never can lell. But what 
wc iiccomplished in St. Ignace though this 
new method of resolving conflict opened my 
eyes to the possibility that there may be ways 
around the vicious stalemate that so charac­
terizes and paralyzes so much of politics 
today.

A p i e c e o f t h e C i v i l W a r e r a i n D e t r o i t 

Every year, people discover, to their 
amazement, that a sprawling and fascinating 
military complex. Including a pre-Civil War-
era fort, is liid-

Jack LessenberiY 
building that housed soldiers from virtually 
every conflict this nation has fought. There's 
a parade ground perfect for reenactments of 
various Conflicts. 

There are large and once magnificent offi­
cers' houses in various states of disrepair, a 
functioning Spanish-American War era 
guardhouse with restored jail cells, and ihe 
remains of Worid War ll-cra warehouses, 
with fading period signs ("Green Cross for 
Safety!") on collapsing walls. 

Here troops drilled and Detroit, back when 
il was Woriii War ll's "arsenal of democracy," 
stored millions of tons of tanks and planes 
and other weapons, before Ihey were loaded 
on barges to begin their journey to our fight­
ing men overseas. The fabled Tuskegee 
Airmen, the black flyers of that war, have 
their national museum here. A few yards 
away are the rcmnanLs of an Indian mound 
that was built by the area's first warriors 
about 900 A.D. 

The 88-aCre Complex is Called Fort Wayne, 
named for "Mad Anthony" Wayne of 

Revolutionary War fiime. "Il is one of the best 
examples of military architecture of its day," 
noted Dr Dennis Zembala, who as director of 
Detroit's historical museums is in Charge of 
the crumbling masterpiece. 

But while many history buffs from Toledo 
to Traverse City know all about it, there are 
thousands who live virtually in Fort Wayne's 
shadow who have never heard of it. That's 
•Jieoause.ib was Completely closed lo the pub­
lic for more lhan a decade, die victim not of 
hosule action but of state and city budget 
shortfalls. 

Now, il is open a few summer weekends 
between Memorial Day and Labor Day, 
though il will reopen for a rare Detroit 
Historical Society flea market Oct. 9 and Oct. 
10, that includes guided tours of the grounds. 

Ironically, peace and prosperity have done 
more damage to Fort Wayne that any foreign 
enemy ever could. In fact, a shot was never 
fired In anger here. 

Fort Wayne was built in 1845 to defend us 
from Canada, probably al the point where the 
British invaded and captured Defroil during 

. the War of 1812. "But politically it was obso­
lete before it was finished," Zembala said; by 
that time, war with Canada and invasion by 
Britain was no longer a threat. 

But the fort continued lo bean active mili­
tary installation, even if il was somewhat of a 
backwater. Officers lived in large, spaCious 
and elegant houses, and young ladies in the 
surrounding neighborhood went wilh them to 
military balls. Men Came here to be inducted 
into the armed forces and shipped off to 
every Conflict the nation faced, down to 
Vietnam. 

Eventually, the grounds were gradually 
turned over to the city, whiCh used it to house 
some of those made homeless in the riot of 
1967. LateL it became a popular tourist site, 
and had a number of now-vanished museums. 

But there was not enough money to keep it 
up, and eventually it Closed. The fort's fans 

were dismayed, and have been campaigning 
ever since to fix up and permanently reopen 
Fort Wayne. 

Wayne County voters approved a $90 mil­
lion tax in 1996 lhal was billed as providing, 
among other things, money for Fort Wayne. 
Bul in the peculiar way business was often 
done in the Ed McNaniara era. Fort Wayne 
got virtually none of the money. This winter, 
it will finally^get (iijialltji. 2̂ fnillioii,-wliich 
project manager Bode Morin says will be 
mostly used to build reslrooms al the site. 

But Fort Wayne's keepers have bigger 
dreams. Zembala would love to make the 
core of the fort a mu.seum of military technol­
ogy as it evolved ihrough the nation's history, 
with a considerable assist from Detroit's fac­
tories. 

His staff has drawn up a master plan which 
would involve leasing some of the restored 
buildings to private firms, and maybe having 
a bed and breakfast or two. The historical 
society is considering possible ways to do 
that, from a capital campaign to federal 
grants to a possible bond issue. 

Bul something needs to be done. "As a 
child, our school took-field trips there. Now, 
when I travel by tile fort, I can barely contain 
the emotion of seeing the buildings lying in 
ruin ... as if somehow our Civic leaders had 
forgotten our past," says Jon Domke, who 
runs the "Save Historic Fort Wayne Web 
site." 

The problem, cily officials say, is nol that 
they have forgotten the past. Il is simply that 
there is no money available at present.

Growing up, every kid has

For others, it was a Southern 
drawl over the radio waves 
when the Detroit Tigers would 
lake to the field. 

Hearing Harwell's voice is a 
moment of instant recognition, 
ll takes you back immediately 
and makes you want to spend 
countless hours with a summer 
breeze blowing through your 
window while you constantly 
adjust the antenna on your radio 
10 keep the game coming in. 

Shaking his'hand is even more 
magical than that. 

Recently myself and the Novi 
News education reporleL Ramez 
Khuri, had lunch with Harwell 
and enjoyed some lime logetheL 
We met him at his home in Novi 
and sat down to a full lunch. The 
food iyas great, but it was bland 
compared to the enjoyment of 
actually being around a member 
of the Baseball Hall of Fame 
and one of my idols. 

His memory, lo this day, is as 
cri.sp as a cold morning in the 
Upper Peninsula. He recalls 
things at a moment's notice. He 
told a couple of stories, but most 
of the time he was genuinely 
interested in Ramez's and my 
life. Harwell asked about our 

. families, where we live, what 
our career plans arc and about 
our home towns. 
I can honestly say that never 

did 1 expect a meeting with one 
of my idols to work in such a 
fashion,.. 1 expected" to be 
speechles'C"̂ ul Harŵ 'ell was" 
extremely easy to speak with. 1 
expected to be awestruck, bul 1 
felt more like 1 was around my 
grandfather than a celebrity. 1 
expected to be overshadowed by 
his life and experiences, bul he 
put me in the spotlight instead. 
He even wished me luck in my 
hopes of eventually leaving the 
world of journalism for other 
endeavors. He signed a baseball 
for me, for Ramez, my grandfa­
ther and for another coworkeL 
Billy FraseL 1 was impressed 
with Ernie Harwell. I always 
have been and I will most defi­
nitely always will be. 
1 don't believe I've ever had 

an experience quile like my 
lunch with Harwell, ll was inter­
esting, it was memorable and it 
was like a dream come true. 

11 was also a surprise, that's 
for certain. Ernie Harwell was 
nothing like 1 expected him to 
be.

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New law will 
speed check 
processing 

A new law ihat's expected io dra­
matically speed up the processing of 
checks has got a lot of people talk­
ing. 

Effective Oct. 28, Check 21—die 
Check Clearing for the 2 i si Ceniuiy 
Act—is hailed by some as a kind of 

super-legislaUon 
that will bring 
the nation's 
check payment 
sysietn into the 
digital age. 
Others, con­
sumer advocate 
groups mainly, 
believe that cer-

Both camps agree that Check 21 

paves die way for financial institu­
tions to convert paper checks to elec­
tronic files, reducing ihe time it takes 
for checks to clear. Out-of-state 
checks that u.sed to take Ilinee or four 
days to clear could clear in a matter 
of hours. 

The new law doesn't mandate 
biinks and credit unions process 
checks electronically; rather it elimi­
nates the red tape involved in setting 
up an electronic check clearing sys­
tem. 

Under the new law a digital Image 
of a check Is taken, which can then be 
ptiesented to the originating financial 
instjhjtion as a substitute for the origi­
nal paper check. Once the digital 
image of the check is created, the 
financial institution can retain or 
destroy the original check Those 
institutions Ihat do not wish tonxeive 
checks in an electronic fomiat can 
iequesi a substitute check—a paper 
copy of tiie electronic unage of tiie 
original check. The substitute check is 
tiIe legal equivalent of tiie original 
paid check. 

Proponents of die law, including 
Congfes.sman Harold Ford (D-Tenn) 
and Rep. Melissa Han (R-Penn) who 
co-sponsored tiie legislation, say tiie 
law will protect tiie financial sector 
against disruptions caused by terror­
ist attacks or natural disaster. They 
further contend tiiat consumers will 
benefit from better and faster finan­
cial services as a result of more effi­
ciency in tiie way financial institu­
tions conduct tiiek back-oflice oper­
ations. 

Among tiie suongest opponents of 
tiie law are Consumer's Union (tiie 
nonprofit publisher of Consumer 
Reports) and Ihe Consumer 
Federation of America {CFA). They 
say Check 21 takes away tiie ability 
of consumers lo fcceive iheir original 
paper checks, and increases the 
potential for consumers to bounce 
checks. 

Consumers Union and CFA are so 
finsd up about tiie.se issues tiiat tiiey 
have launched an online petition to 
put pressure on banks lo adopt a .set 
of consumer friendly policies for tiie 
new law. Consumers can sign tiie 
online petition in support of tiie 
reforms at 
httpTlfcu.convio.net/site/PageServer? 
pagename=Petitiontiiebanks. 
They've also crafted a letter to bank 
CEOs uIging tiiem to adopt seven 
consumer friendly policies to miti­
gate tiie potentially negative effects 
of Check 21. You can read tiie letter 
in its entirety at http://wwwcon-
sumcrsunion.oig/pub/core_finan-
cial_services/0013 l7.htni]. 

How Check 21 law will affect 
consumers remains to be seen, lt will 
be some time before electronic pro­
cessing of checks is widely practiced 
by aJI financial institutions. In tiie 
mean time, there's no better time 
tiian tiie present to take a look at how 
we manage our finances. Whetiier 
it's relying too much on tiie float — 
tiie grace period between when a 
check is written and when it clears; 
or clinging to an antiquated way of 
doing our bookkeeping — witii our 
cancelled checks. Here are some 
otfier financial management guide­
lines to consider. 

• Don't write a check if tiiere 
aren't enough ftinds in your account 
to pay tiie check. If you liave to pay 
a bill, bofrow tiie money fitim a fam­
ily member or friend witii tiie under­
standing you'll pay tiiem back when 
yoiIr deposit gets postedL 

• Have your paycheck direct 
deposited. Direct-deposited fundi 
clear automatically. You can write 
checks right away witiiout concem 
tiiat your paycheck fiInds liaven't 
been cnsdited.

After Fred passed away about 10 years 
ago, his two sons agreed to sell tiie farm to 
tiie Whittakers, who now live on tiie prop­
erty and operate Three Cedars Farm. They 
kept the name "Fred Verran and Sons" on 
tiIe bam in recognition of the original 
owners. 

The Whittakers completely remodeled 
the original farmhouse and restored tiie 
100-year-old bam to preserve a historical 
representation of times past..
