This amount was leveraged inio

Afler many years o f miijor 

motion pictures, Town Center 8 
will lock its doors for the last time 
Nov 30: 

"ll 's going 10 be hard to find a 
work environment like this onei" 
said the 17-ycar-old theater 
employee. "There is definilely 
going to be a hole missing in the 
Novi community." 

According to Goodrich Quality 
Theater officials, owner of Ihe 
Town Center 8, the Novi theater 
hasn't done enough business in 
Ihe past few years to keep Ihe 
doors operi. 

"We've had a steady patron 
flow for the films we've had in the 
past, but our company is spread­
ing oul In other directions," said 
Matthew Johnson, assistant chief 
operating officer for marketing 
and training for Goodrich. "Il wil l 
be a good business move to shift 
our alte,ntions elsewhere." 

Goodrich owns 32 theaters in 
four states, including Indiana, 
Illinois, Missouri and Michigan. 

"This business depends on the 
locations of other theaters," 
Johnson said. "The Novi loca­
tion is a very competitive area, 
and at this time it's just belter lo 

move on." 
Amanda Diehl said her 19 

employees have known for quite 
some time Ihat the theater might 
close. 

"Jt came close last'year, bul we 
were able to keep the doors open 
wilh our new seals and digital 
sound," said the assistant manag­
er. "The compeiiiion in ihis area is 
really what I think did us in. 
Eventually we slarled noi being 
able lo get Ihe mainstream 
movies, and that's all that people 
really want to sec."

merchants sing in a few days as 
this interchange opens up and 
allows more flow of traffic to the 
stores and shopping malls in and 
around this great exchange." 

Stale Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi) noted that Rep. Shelly 
Taub, chair, appropriations com-
niitiee. House of Representatives, 
also joined Ihe ribbon-cutting cer­
emony. 

Cassis said.il was 1997 when 
she h;id the opportunity lo place 
the Beck and Wixom road inter­
changes back on the Michigan 
DeparliTieni of Transportation's 
plan. 

"Today, indeed, is a great cele­
bration," she said. "The opening 
of a new, modern interchange will 
ensure greater safety lo our travel­
ing public and further energize 
Oakland County's economic 
engine, bringing renewed oppor­
tunity for job growth." 

In reference to the governor's 
recent veto of funding for the 
Wixom Road interchange. Cassis 
said, "And down the road just 
about one mile away, another sis­
ter interchange cries out for equal 
treatment now." 

Speaker of Ihe House Craig 
DeRoche (R-Novi) said, "This is 
something we have worked so 
hard and so long for. This is an 
example of what can be done in 
state government to help 
Michigan change the economic 
situation lhal we're in right now." 

M O O T Director Gloria Jeff 
said, "Isn't ihis a great day for 
Michigan and Ihe cily of Novi?" 

Jeff said llie new interchange 
represents for team MOOT the 
compietion' of an extraordinary 
effort. 

The interchange included the 
work of designers, consultants and 
(:ontractors, Jeff said, who recog­
nized that while in the 1960s Novi 
was a rural environment that it has 
changed into a suburban one. 

Local facilities affected

standpoint'of traffic flow and con­
gestion," Bowman said. 

"But wilh the opening of this 
interchange it's going to do noth­
ing but get belter. This wil l be our 
primary access point." 

"We are so very delighted that 
this new interchange is in place 
and wil l be serving not only the 
residents of the region but also the 
commerce that's so important to 

Oakland County," said Rick 
Helwig, city manager. 

Lou Martin, director of public 
relations for Providence Hospital, 
said the interchange is important 
with the opening of Providence 
Park Hospital in 2008 at Grand 
River Avenue and Beck Roads. 

"We're overjoyed that it's 
open," Martin said. 

He noted that St. John Health, 

parent company of Providence 
Hospital, donated about 11 acres 
valued at about $3 million to 
make the project happen. 

Wixom Mayor Mike McDonald 
said talk o f the interchange started 
as early as 1991. 

"Frank Brock, chief lobbyist 
for Providence Hospital back in 
the early 1990s, was instrumen­
tal in getting the new inter­

change approved. 
"He got Providence to donate 

property. I f that didn't work. It 
wouldn't have happened."

"Stick lo the basics, don't ever 
take them for granted and stay the 
course." 

Cassis, who met Lorenzo in the 
late 1970s, complimented the 
council member on her talent and 
attention to detail. 

"You're an extensive reader 
and researcher, and you're always 
well-prepared," Cassis said. 

DcRoche, who served on the 
planning commission with 
Lorenzo, noted her focus on fis­
cal discipline, which he says he 
has tried lo carry with him in 
helping to run the state govern-
liient. 

"We agreed more fre(|ucntly 
lhan we disagreed," he said. "1 
have always appreciated your 
commitment to the city." 

The Speaker of the House said 
Csordas served the cily during a 
rather challenging time in Novi's 
history. 

Csordas saw reduced cily fund­
ing from the state during his lime 
wilh the cily. 

As a planning commissioner, 
he witnessed a 570 million judg­
ment against the city in 2002 fol­
lowing a lawsuit wilh Sandstone 
developers. This judgment forced 
Novi to give up a good portion of 
its parkland in the iiorthcrn part 
of the city. 

So, lie served the residents dur­
ing some troubling limes. 

"He had a calming effect on the 
cily," DeRoche said. "You never 
let on to the public that being 
mayor was anything other lhan 
easy. And, that's exactly what wc 
needed." 

"It's been hiird, bul il 's been a 
lot of fun, too," Csordas said 

upon receiving the proclamation 
from the slate honoring him. 

"I've spend nine years lhank­
ing everybody. Bul the one per­
son I never did thank was my 
wife. Cheryl," he .said.

haunted houses, such as I'onii;ic's 
Krebus. 

How to put on a good party 

ir someone were lo ask Sliroyer 
how to pul on a gotxl Halloween 
party, he would help out by taking 
them ihrough the store and showing 
them e.xaclly what they would need. 

Ile e.xplained that people .should 
tieconile their room.s to hiok like 

dungeons, or .set up a bunch of 
dummies, props, such as lake 
siKikes. ,iikI spider webs evei)-
w here. They slioulil also invest in a 
few fog machines and ha\e one 
io<uii filled with black lights. 

" riiey should :il.so liaie random 
things that make noise, or jump oul 
at you. jusl 10 olfsel [Miplc and 
make them take double takes," 
Sliroyer said. ".'\nd if you're the 
hiist.go eMiviiie wilh your cosiumc 
and liy to lop everyone else." 

Sliroyer reconiineiids makeup 
and priislhetics Ivcaiisc he says 
there's more ixasimalily lo those 
items. 

"Inslead of just a mask, you can 
actually acceiilualc your lealures 
and move lo make il look more 
reali.slie." Sliroyer said. "Wilh latex 
prosllielics. there is a lillle more 
character pul into ihciii." 

To pul on a great paily. SliroNcr 
said lieople would have lo disli oul 
between S2(K) and S40() in props, 
decorations and eoMumes. 

"l-'our liundied dollars ;il the 
absoliile most if yiiu wanl lo deck 

oul your entire house, every room," 
he said. "But ;ibotit S20() would 
make il a prelly good paily too." 

How does latex worl(? 

Sliroyer explained that there are 
different types of lale.x items I'or 
sale. There are pre-made latex 
prosllielics, which alter your face, 
m one c;iti purchase liquid latex, 
which is a li[|iiid form of iiibbcr. 

"I.ale.x prosthetics glue to your 
f;ice lo make it look like you have 
cuts, hums, sciirs, or lo make you 
look like a demon." Sliroyer said. 
"You aetimlly glue this soft mbbcr 
:ippliancc to your face and when 
you iim\'e your eyebrows or your 
f;iee. il mo\es with il and it adds a 
little more personality." 

Sliroyer has gotten so good at 
nianipulating the mbbcr, that he 
can make it look like he has raised 
skin that's tearing open, or abra­
sions or glass in his I'aee. 

With li(|uid lalex, one can mold 
it on their face with cotton balls or 
tissue paiier lo make themselves 

look old. They can even make it 
look like they have o|x;n wounds. 

"You can also paint it on your 
face, and when il dries you pull on 
il and rip il, and then paint it skin 
color, so it looks like you have 
popped blisters or skin dangling," 
Shroycr said. "The possibilities arc 
endless wilh that stuff. It all 
depends the limitations of your 
imagination and how much time 
and money you want lo s|iend." 

Sliroyer s:iid ihat many people 
use li(|uid latex to make themselves 
look like /ombies. put wiiunds on 
their faces, or look like hospilal 
victims. 

"I've seen people ivalking 
around wilh a bollle in their head, 
or ; i gash in their face," Sliroyer 
s:ii(i. "'flicre are ions ol' things you 
can tlo.'' 

Both Sliroyer and Halt stressed 
ihe most iniporianl rule of 
Ihilloween, which is. whatever 
fiendish creatures may come 
knocking on Novi doors on 
Monday night, jusi have Inn wiih i l 
and be safe.

Niivy, Air l-'oirc. or Marines need 
iiiloniuilion, llicy won'l be 
rc(|tiirctl to nic :i iTccdoni of 
liilormiitioii Acl to obtain it. 

Public liiuli scliooLs arc now 
rci|iiirci.l by law to provide iiiili-
tiiry recruiters with ii list of their 
students' iiniiics so that they may 
he contacted. 

Parents, on the oilier hand, 
may request thai their children be 
omitted Irom this lisl — a fuel 
lliat Novi l l iyl i .School makes 
perfectly clear in the Augnsl 
packet, seiil to every student's 
iKni.scliold. 

"1 maintain the inlcgrily of a 
parent's or a child's privacy if 

they wisii nol to have that infor­
mation provided," said John 
Lawrence, Novi High School 
principal. "1 certainly want lo 
protect that." 

Bob Schrani, executive direc­
tor of adniinistralive services for 
Novi schools, explained that the 
district usually only gets about 
one request per year from a mili­
tary organization. Prior to the 
federal government's No Child 
Left Behind Act, they had lo file 
a freedom of information act to 
obtain the infomialion. 

"We slill gave out the informa-
lion, although at that time we 
didn't give out phone numbers," 
Schrani said. "We gave oul 
names and addresses, but this 
new law requires names, 
addresses and phone numbers." 

Schrani said lhal the Marines 
were the most recent service to 
retjucsl information, bul Ihc 
Army has in ihc past as well. He 
didn ' l recall ever receiving a 
i'ec|uesl from Ihe Air Force or 
Navy, however. 

"Parents have oiiiitied their 
children from thai lisl for many 

reasons over the years," Schram 
said. "That's nol new. 1 Ihink 
people are afraid Ihey're going lo 
htivc some Marine guy .standing 
al their front door knocking, and 
that's not ihe case." 

The military organization, 
once it obtains informalion on a 
studeni, wil l mail informalion 
oul to them. 

"Obviously, we need people to 
man our armed services." 
Schram said. "But we haven't 
seen or heard anylhing where 
there is any high pressure on the 
students lo join. It's mainly con­
tact by mail now." 

Lawrence said that if parents 
would like their children's name 
off the list, lliey would have to 
notify him in writing.

Cost igan said she uses the 
internet frequently io book airline 
tickets. 

"Tl ie Iniernel is one place you 
shouldn't give out your informa­
tion," she said. "I only provide 
information when I see that secu­
rity lock on the bottom of the Web 
page. Even tiien, I'm a little hesi­
tant." 

Educa t ion Is key 

A d a m Weycker, security man­
ager for Fox R u n Senior 
Community in Novi, said educa­
tion is key when dealing with 
identity thefi. 

"There is no way to slop it, but 
there are ways for people to avoid 
it and stay safe," Weycker said. "If 
it's too good to be true, it proba­
bly is ." 

Weycker said Fox Run has had 
several informative sessions about 
identity theft, and he iries io 
include tips on how to keep one's 
ideniity safe in the residents 
monthly newspaper. 

"Education is key," Weycker 
said. " T h e more we infoml people 
about identity theft, the less likely 
they are going to become victims. 
But, It could happen to anyone."

Suitable punishment 

According lo tiic Northviile 
Township Police Department, iden­
tity theft is considered a felony, imd 
in certain cases, it can lead to more 
than five years in prison or a 
$10,000 fine, or both. 

"There arc miuiy differenl parts 
of tlie law for identity theft," Mayes 
said. "The puni.shment really 
depends on the crime committed. 

"But if you are a victim of iden­
tity theft, residents should imme­
diately report it because we can 
.stop problems from getting 
worse."

The Novi Wildcats football pro­
gram doesn't mind being a elichtS. 

The squad, coached by Tab Kellepourey, 
prides itself on defense.

offense gets the glory but defense earns playoff berths. 
This year, the leam has allowed just 115 poinls (12.8 per game 

average) and helped Novi to a 7-2 record and a seventh-straight 
playoff appearance. 

"Our defense is a big part of our game," said Kellepourey. "We 
depend on them lo keep the other leam oul o f scoring silualions and 
to keep the ball in our offense's hands." 

The Wildcats, who finished second in Ihe Kensington val ley, 
Conference this year, wi l l host Milford, also 7-2, for the second 
time this season in the opening round of the stale playoffs.
